The late
rains bave greatly benefited the root crops,
not only in the more favored districts, but also
in some places where hitherto the outlook has
sppeared to be very bad. Now, if roob crops
grow well the balance of the season, this will
Belp greatly the supply of feed. And then
She favored districts referred to do already
show up heavily on the whole yield.

®iven a condensation of all The Mail’s reports
