MURDER OR JCCIDENT?

— ——

Suspicious Death of an Elgin
County Farmer.

HISSKULLCRUSTED BY ATREE

Thought To Have Been Killed
For His Insurance.

+SUSPECTS UNDER SURVEILLANCE,

Contradictory Evidence Given
At the Inquest.

Hendershott Found Under a Fallen Tree,
His Mead Crushed in- Evidence Point-
ing te His HWaving Been Killed and the
Tree Felled So- As to Fall Upon the

Body $11,000 Insurance Taken Out
Within a Short Period, the Policies
Being Made Payable to His Uncle—The
Inquest Adjourncd—Detective Murray
Working on the Case.

St. Thomas, Dec. 17.—Elgin County is
presently excited over what looks very
much like a murder mystery, and, al-
though no arrests have as yet been made,
twoe men are under police surveillance
ané may be taken into custody at any
moment. The Attorney-General’s Depart-
ment has been communicated with, and
a request forwarded to send up Pro-
vincial Detective Murray at once.

The present case resembles in many
of its essentials the famdus Acacia mur-
der of 12 years ago, wheik Louis Napol-
ean was stabbed and shot down while
hunting in the woods on his farm. Al-
though two men, Ransom Forbes and
Albert Thomas, and the murdered man’s

wife were arrested for the crime, no
conviction was secured. So far us the
crown has proceeded in the present case
no proof that a murder has been com-
mitted has been adduced, but ‘the au-
thorities claim to have something in
reserve, which they decline to divulge.
The scene of this last supposed murder
is a smali place called Middlemarch in
Southwold Township, three miles west of
this eity. It was formerly known as
Smokes' Corners, and consists of a black-
smith shop, hotel and church. The Hen-
dershotts and [Welters, the two fami-
lies to which the parties implicated be-
long,have lived in this locality for close on
to half a century, and are -known
all through the southern counties.
Briefly, the facts of the case are these:

Family Entanglements.

On Friday last two young men named
William H. Hendershott, aged 23, and
William Welter, aged 20, left the resi-
dence of John Henjlershott, uncle of the
first named, to go into the woods yan
what fs known as the Wardell Farm’ to
fell trees. Both young men lived with,
John Headershott.

William Hendershott, the young man
alicged to have been muwdered, was a son
of David Henderghott j of Waldsingham
Centre, but it is said quarreled with his
family about the division of some pro-
perty and came to Middlemarch to re-
side with his uncle.

Welter is a son of Isaac Welter, who
resides vn the adjoining farm to Hender-
fhott. He, too, had singularly anough
quarreled with his family also, a young
woman being at the bottom j of the
trouble. This young woman is a daugh-
te; of Hendershott, with whom Welter
two yeaygs ago went to live.

Crushed Under a Tree.

Friday night Welter returned from the
woods alone, and reported that Hender-
shott had been killed by a falling tree.
Welter's story was that, after they had
shopped the tree through, Hendershott,
whose vest was Iying on a stump, called
out, “It will break my, watch,” and ran
towards the stump. Welter warned him
of his danger, but Hendershott ran di-
rectly under the tree, was struck by it
and instantly killed, his fskull being
erushed. His story of the accident vas
accepted.

fiad Recently Put on $11,000 Insurance.

On Saturday, however, it was learned
that since September last $11,000 insur-
Ance had been placed on the life of the
deceased, the policies being made pay-
ablc to his uncle, John Hendershott. In
September a policy of $6000 on deceas-
»d’s life was taken out in the Covenant
Mutual of Galesburg, Il., of which J.
. Cook ix agent, and on Nov. 12 another
policy of $5000 was taken out in the
Mutual-Reserve of New York, of which G.
Roche of this city js agent.

A l'olli!nhll‘ti Discovery.

Suspicion once aroused grew by what
it fed on, and County Constable Fairbro-
ther paid a visit to the scene on Sunday,
when he made what he regarded as a
startling discovery. He found the tree
which had been sawn apnd felled lying
with the branches pointing westward,
and_ the stump at the east. Running
north and eouth from the bramches of
the falling tree is a log on which deceas-
ed’'s coat, vest and watch are said to
have been lying. Deceased, it is claim-
ed, was struck by the tree at a point 10
or 15 feet from this log, or almost clear
of the branches of the tree.

About 60 feet in an easterly and north-
erly direction from where the deceased
was struck, by the tree was found &
pool of blobd. A little further on were
found sticks +with blood marks. Then
turning in a circle to the south at a
distance of 104 feet was found a pool of
blood. Continuing in the same direction
on a loz are found blood marks and
azain o pool of blood, at a distance of
170 feet from where the body lay. The
last blood was found a distance away
from ‘the startinz point—of 196 feet, and
this §s.at a point considerably east and
south of the fallen tree.

The Inguest Opcened

County Crown Attorney Donohue con-
cluded ihat these facts warranted an in-
quest, and it was opened at Middlemarch
this afternoon before Coroner Gustin of
this ¢ity. with Mr. Jabel Robiuson, at
one time head of the Provincial Grange,
as foreman. The inquest was not con-
cluded until After midrizht, Weiter, the
companiou ol the dead man in the woods,
beinz subjected to an examination ex-
tendinz over 31-2 hours.

Contradictory Testimmony

The only two witnesses=examined were
young Welter and John Hendershott, the
boy's uncle, when the inquest was ad-
jm‘lrned until Friday, pending the ar-
rival of Detective Murray. The stories
of the two did not correspond in many
particulars. Hendershott left home
early on the day of the tragedy to visit
Avimer and Eden, where he was to ;;ct
a robe which was being made for him.
Beiore leaving he says he told Welter
and his nephew to go to the woods on
the Wardell place and cut down trees,
explaining  that two axces and a saw
would he found there with which to do

{cupied the same

the work. They were to continue fell-
ing trees Friday and Saturday.
Welter, in his evidence, stated that
Hendershott told them to cut the treed
on Friday, and they. could go to”S_t.
Thomes for a holiday on Saturday. This
was the first contradiction in the evi-
dence.
The Insurance Payable to His Uncle.
There wak also a discrepancy between
the stories of Hendershott and his son-
in-law, that was soon to be, with re-
spect to the insurance policies.
Hendershott swore that in September
his nephew took out'an insurance pol-
icy of $6000 in the Covenant M\m.lal,
and he (Hendershott) paid the first
premium of $23 because he at that time
owed his nephew $26. The fact that
the insurance was payable to the uncle
was explained, according to Hender-
shott's testimony, by the circumstance
that deceased had quarrelled
his family and did not )
to leave anything to them. On this
policy the yearly premium was $70.20.
or $11.70, to be paid every two months.
On Nov. 23 another policy of $5000 was
taken out in the Mutual Reserve ol New
York. > ;
Hendershott swore ¢hat he did not |
know of his nephew’s inteption to take
out the new policy until the day it was
ijssued, when he met him in §t. Thomas, |
and his nephew told him of his inteation,

and also added that he purposed can-|

celling the other policy. :

The uncle thereupon paid the first pre-
mium of $48, agreeing to pay another

fore the 60 days elapsed the insuren was
dead.

Retained Both Polictes.

Hendershott, who is a widower, oc-

roorg with young Welter.
The latter sworg/ﬂ&t on Sundpy morn-
ing Hendershott showed him one of the
policies, and stated that the other was
locked up in the bureau drawer. Hen-
dershott flatly. gontradicted this ~and
swore that he mever showed the policies
to Welter or anybody else.

There was discrepancy between the
stories of John Hendershott and Welter
as to the number of axes in the ‘woods.
Welter swore that there was but one.
Hendershott swore there 1were ~two.
When Constable Fairbrother visited the
woods on Sunday he saw one ax, but this
one hae mysteriously disappeared since.

A Dramatic Incident.

A dramatic incident | occurred while
Welter was telling the story of the tra-
gedy. He described how he and Hendep-
shott had gone to the woods and were
felling, a tpee when Hendershott cried
out, “Oh, my watch,”. and ran towards
his vest which was lying on a stump.
Suddenly he tripped and fell and at the
same instant the tree | came crashing
down upor him. “T was payalyzed for
the time being,” said Welter in his evi-
dence, “and fully 10 oy 15 minutes elaps-
ed befole I could go near Hendershott.'I
was sort of dazed and j merely leaned
against a log. I could, not collect my
senses. I heard” Hendershott groan and
kick his leg once ov twice but could not
move. Eventually I ovarcame the
shock and went over to him and put my
band undey his clothes to feel his heart
and found he was-dead.”

Nine Wounds on the Head.

Dr. Frank Lawrence made a post mor-
tem examination of the remains to-night
and found no_less than nine wounds on
diiferent portions of the head and face.
. His_report will not be made public un-
til the inquest js resumed Friday, but
it was learned late to-night that the
doctor is prepared to swear that the
wounds could not have been inflicted
by a falling tree. They had evidently
been occasioned by some instrument, and
might have been occasioned by an axi

The Murder Theory.

The theory of the prosecution is that
Hendershott < was struck on the head
with an ax, a couple of hundred {eet
south of the fallen tree, at the spot
where the first pool of blood was dis-
covered, that he staggered in the direc-
tion of the tree, which explains the
presence of blood stains at various
stages. That he was again struck
about 60 feet from where he was found,
and that his head was then placed under
the tree gt the point where it was found
in order 1o lead to the impression that
he had been killed by the falling tree.
It must be remembered that these pools
of blood were found in the opposite di-
rection irom the tree to that traversed
by the parties who carried the body from
the woods.

No Blood at the Tree

It is mentioned as a ‘singular fact
that there was little if any blood found
on the tree, or in its vicinity, while,
according to the evidence of the inmates
of the house to which the body was
taken, deceased’s shirt and underclothes
were fairly saturated with blood. An-
other circumstance to which the prose-
cution attach much importance is the
statement of Welter, that after the tra-
Zedy, he proceeded 11-2 miles down theé
street to the house of Charles Welter,
before notifying any. person. of -what
had occurred, although he passed half a
dozen houses ou the way.

No Arrests Yet Made,

These are the facts 'on which the pro-
secution bang their theory of muraer.
That they have made no arrests is a point
in favor'of those agceused by implication.
I'here will have to be a good deal more
substantial iteatimony adduced before
people hereabouts ¢can be made to be-
lieve that the tragedy was other than
accident, mnotwithstanding that the
reméarkable circumstance that a common
laborer, who ecarried $11,000 on_ his
iiie, should meet with a sudden death
after a single premium had been' paid.

|SHADOWED THE INQUISITORS.

——

THE JUDGE AND COUNSEL WATCHED
BY PINKERTON DBETECTIVES.

A. F. Johnston Swears That He Paid Hall
and Hewitt $1000 When They Were
Aldermen for Their Influcnce—Director
Everett Gives Evidence—The Loans to
Colcman and Hewitt.

Yesterday's session of the boodling in<
vestigation was more interesting than
it has been of late, although no very
material evidence was adduced. A. T.
Johnston, who assisted the Edison Com-
pany in securing a contract for the
Street Railway Company, went:into the
box and swore he gave Hall and Hewitt
$1000 when they were aldermen for their
influence,  Vice-President Everett oc-
cupied the witness stand for the greater
part of the day, but all Lawyer Nes«
bitt’s heavy artillery failed to get much
out of him. The most amusing incident
was the way in which the Pinkerton
men set on by Everett to watch Judge
McDougall, Mr. Nesbitt and Mr. Grier
were trapped. Two of the private des
tectives have been served with subpenas,
and their evidence will likely prove a
comical aside to the investigation.

A T. Johmston in the Box.

A. T. Johnston was the first witness
sworn. He said he was agent for the
Dominion Oilcloth Company of Montreal
with a branch in Toronto. He hmi
lived in the city for six years, and prev-
ious to that he resided in, Montreal. He
was 1ot acquainted with civic politicq
when he eame to the city. He had
taken no interest in civic politics.

How did you come to be mixed up
with the aldermen?—A. Through Mr,
Barr, Manager of the Edison General
Electric Company, who told me that
they were endeavoring to get a large
contract for motors from the Street Rail-
way Company. ! He did not know the
members of the Kiely-Everett syndicate,
and he asked me if I was acquainted
with any aldermen. He thought they,
might know the syndicate people and
be able to assist the Edison Company,
in getting the contraeg. ;

You proceeded to get aldermen ?2—A. I
told Barr that I knew Hewitt.

.Did you speak to Hewitt ?7—A. I told’
bim what was wanted, and he said he
I tken intro«
duced him to Barr. I did not suggest to
him that there was money, in it for him

at that time.

‘v“d' Hewitt Good for Any Amount.
Witness stated that on one occasion
Hewitt pame to him, and ag an evidence

that he had influenpe with the Kiely-

Everett gyndicate, informed him (that
they were under obligations to him; that
he had retently got some $12,000 or $15,«

000 frem them, and added, “I can get
$20,000 if 1 wamt it, and I would like
.| you to tell Barr that, to show him that
L have got influence with them.”

Did he give you the impression that he

had ‘given security for this sum ?—A.
T'he impression I gained was that he did
pot give very much security. :
\ What were the obligations thag he re.
ferred o ?—A. 1 understood him to say,
that he had agsisted the syndicate to
et the ity franchise.

_Did you see Everett at all?—A, No,
sir.

Gave $1000 to the Aldermen.

Witness, continuing, said that Barr left
town at the time; and handed him $1000
in eash to give to Ald., Hall, whom ke
had retained to act for the company.
To the best of his recollection, he gave
it to Hall. He did not know whether
Hewitt "vas to get any of the money.
He ‘knew Hall got the mouney, for the
latter told him some time afterwards that
unless they came up with some more
money he would give the $1000 back.
On one occasion Hewitt went into wit-
ness’ office and said +hat if they did
not hand over some more money Hall
would return the $1000 and they would
use their influence to secure the contract
for the Kangaroo Company (Thompson-
Houston). i

Witness stated that he had seen ex«
Ald Hall on Saturday_evening last for
a minute, but he did not think they,
talked about the $1000 trausaction.

Mr. Johnston also stated that the ar-
rangement with Hewitt and Hall was
ihat the Edison Company was to get
$2100 per car, and that they were to
get anything over that that might be
obtained.

Were to Have $60.000.

It. was mentioned that Hewitt and
Hall’s share would amount ‘to something
like $50,000 or $60,000. Of course, it
was necessary that the trolley system
should be adopted, and they were to ex~
ert themselves to that end.

Sixty thousand dollars is a large sum;
was it personal to, themselves, or was it
to be distributed among other aldermen ?
—A. Ican’t say positively to that, If
I remember rightly Hewitt said in the
presence of Barr that the aldermen were
all right on the trolley system. 1 don't
think he mentioned any names.

Witness did not know Coleman, Hew-
itt and Hail were wanting money all
the time.

How was it that you paid momney to
them the next year when they were
thrown at the elections 7—A. They came
to us and said that unless we paid over
more money they would use their in-
fluence against us. We decided to give
them a few thousand‘dollars to get rid
of them, and 1 handed $4000/ to Hall in
his office. -Hewitt put in an appear-
ance while he was there. This summ was
paid in connection with the agreement
(previously published) between Hall,
Hewitt and Barr., They claimed to have
with the syndicate, but as
much as anything the money was paid
them to ease their disappointment at
not getting the $60,000.

Questioned by Ex-Ald. Hali.

Ex-Ald. Hall then took the witness in
hand. He asked whether witness wonld
swear that he had given him $1000 in
1861. * No,” said Mr. Johoston, “1I
won’t swear positively to that, but I
know you got the mouey in that year.”

From what faets do you know that?
—A, Because in 1891 you told me that
you would return it.

Mr. Hall asked the witness whethen he
would swear that he (Hall) had said
anything to him about the Kangaroo
people. Witness replied: “I would
like to jog your memory of the conversas
tion we had about The Canagdian Manu-
facturer.”

Mr. Hall:
(Laugzhter.)

Mr. Hall asked a few more questions,
and then Mr. Nesbitt wanted to know
more gbout this Canadian Manafactuser
conversation., Witness said he . had &
talk with Hall in 1891, in whieh that
Zentlemau said he was offered an inter-

MR. OSLER AS MINISTER OF JUSTICE.
* The' country was a good deal surprised
yesterday by the announcement in j?our
Ottawa despatches that an effort” was
being made to induce Mr, ‘Britton Osler,
the well-known lawyer of this city, to
join the Bowell Administration as Minis+
ter of Justice. Mr. Osler is probably the
man of the strongest personality in On-
tario to-day. He) is in the prime of life,
has risen at the bar until he is now in
the first rank and is possessed of a force
and capacity for work equal to that of
any other in Canada. Asto politics, not
very much can be said other than that
he began as a Reformer, was for a time
a very strong Reformer, contested Wel-
land in '82 as a Reform candidate; and
was beaten in the attempt. But gradu-
ally he has come round to be a believer
in the Consepvative policy in regard to
Dominion affairs, and especially in re--
gard to our tariff legislation. In pro-
vincial politics, however, he has been &
gonsistent ‘Reformer -and has taken the
stump more than once on behalf of can-
didates of Sir Oliver Mowat.
We have no doubt as to Mr. Osler’s ca-
pacity for the office of Minister of ‘Jus-
tice. In the Commons, however, he will
be in an entirely new field, one in;which
his ambition has not as yet been direct-
ed, but the details and intricacies of
which, we have no doubt, he will soon be
able to grasp. Nevertheless, he will
come tol the Commons at the firsti purely
ag a Minister of Justice, and ik he Comes
it will be a sessipn or twoybefora he will
find his feet and be able tol take care of
himseil,
It is true that Sir John Thompkon
came fresk Jnto the Commons as a Minis-
ter of Justice, but it is also true that
he had a thorough political training in
provincial affairs and a very wide course
of constitutional reading before he at-
tempted . the onerous duty of Attorney-
General for the Dominion.
To be a parliamentarian, to be a suc-
cess in such an assembly as the Commons,
requires qualities that are often very
rare in the lagal practitioner, and Mac-
aulay is authority for saying that “a
first-class lawyer can very seldom be a
first-class politician.”
It has bee: said that Mr. Osler will not
care to eacrifice the large income he now
derives from the practice of law for the
unkertainty of a much smaller salary in
the service of-the country. But -~ Mr.
Osler knows if he fails in politics, or
if the party with which he allies himself
should lose its grip, he can return to
the practice of law any day and have
the first position at the Canadian bar.
We believe we are right in saying that
Mr. Osler will accept the office if offered,
provided it does not interfere with the
ambition or wishes of others who have
a right to be consulted, Where dilfi-
culty might be encountered would be in
shifting the representation of the pro-
vinees about so ag to let in another On-
tario man to a first-class cabinet posi-
tion. Some one now in might have to
go out.

THE BEASTLINESS OF RICHES,

He detested the idea of being beastly
rich. It is reported that the deceased
Premier used this expression when ex-
plaining lately the cause of his failure
to accunulate wealth for himself and
family. This 'single lexpression of Sir
John's gives us a better insight into his
character than columns of biographical
commonplace could ever dos In his in-
difference to wesglth Sir John Thomp-
son much resembled the Old Chieftain him-

“gelf. Each was in a position to accumu-
late a fortune if he desjred. Neither of
them used the advantages open to him for
his own personal aggrandisement. The
first Sir John had no use for money in
§tself, but he was less careful of the pub-
lic funds going into the pockets of other
men t was his successor. We believe
Rir John Macdonald never Jet a copper
of the public funds et into his own
pockets by dishonest or even debatable
methods, although it must be confessed
he was not so scrupulous as he might
have been in keeping others firom the
coveted pastures. Sir John’s ruling pas-
sion was power. He may not have ex-
actly detested the idea of being beastly
rich, but he made no effort to become go.
Sir John recognized the power of money
to influence others, but it had no effect
on himself, He looked upon the million-
aire type of men as an aduly looks upon
a child with a drum in its hands. He
was amused. Sir John Thompson’s an-
tipathy to riches was more philosophic.
First, be saw that it was impossible for
& man of high and noble instincts to geit
any satisfaction out of money
beyond the possession of a certain limited
amount, beyond perhaps what was
necessary to procure the common com-
forts and conveniences of life Then he
saw that nine-tenths of mankind were
constantly engaged in a game of Rughy
football to secure a prize whicli was no
more to him tkan a drum will be to
Smith’s boy on Christmas morning.
After & man has secured enough to
live omn, his desire to double or treble it
would appear to a philosopher of Bir
John Thompson's calibre like Smith’s
boy not being satisfied with one drum,
but- clawmoring for a hundred drums.
Fimally, Sir John cameé ‘to the conclusion
that the whole money craze was a de-
lusion. He detested the idea of making
the sole object of life the worshfp of
& hundred drums. He detested the idea
of a hog wallowing in a golden trough.
He detested the idea of being beastly
rich.

Sir John Thompson, viewed in this
light, was a higher type of man than
Sir John Macdonald. Both deserve the
greatest praise from their fellow-coun-
trymen. Canada can well afford to
encourage the exemplary public life of
Sir John Thompson. A competency for
the family of such a statesman should
be granted by the state as a matter of
course. The idea of a public subscrip-
tion is commendable in its own line,
but it does mot meet the case. The
eleemosynary idea should be eliminated
and a decent sum shodld be voted to
the family by Parliament as a matter
of common justice.

The real point of contrast, however,
between the Insuramce Company -and
the Bank, is the certainty which at-
taches to the ome, and the uncertainty
which marks the other.

he annual banquet of the Young Lib-
erals, held last night at the Walker

House, passed off most successfully. The

Sir Richard Cartwright, and rvprt‘st‘utmgg

the Provincial- House, the Hon. G. W.

Ross, in the absence of Hon. A.S. Hnﬂl}",
who sent word that illness prevented his
attending.
Praise of the Late Premier. 3
President Stewart Lyon, in proposing
the royal toast, alluded in feeling termd
to the death of Sir John Thumpson.
They all recogniged in the late Premier,
said he, a great Canadian, who, by the
epercise of eplendid natural gjits and by
ceaseless energy, rose to the highest po-
sition in the gift of the people, and he
was sure that he but expressed the
feelings of every gentleman present
when he said, on behalf of the Young
Liberal Cluh, that their deepest sym-
pathy went out to the griel-stricken
widow in her loneliness and to the fam-
ily of the late Premier. (Hear, hear.)
He was sure that all Liberils; as good
citizens, must regret the lm'liun-ly end of
the leader of the Conservative party,
and must join with that party in show-
i respect to his memory. It was no
lack of feeling that prumptcd the hu_ldmg
of this banquet while the body of the
dead Premier still lay unburied, but
arrangements had gone 80 far that they
could not very well be cancelled. As
evidence of this Mr. Lyon aunounced
that the Bxecutive Committee of the
Club had that night passed a resolution
of condolence with the fumily of Sir John
Thompson.
Canadn First.
Neil McCrimmon proposed the toast,
“Canada,” which was responded to by
J. S. Willison, editor of The Globe, who
also spoke sympathetically of the loss
that Canada has sustained through the
death of Sir John Thompson, As no oné
in the  ranks of the Liberal party had
opposed the late Premier on account of
his religion, so they would not attempt
to organize any pectarian movement
ngainst his successors. They would vote
as Canadians, not for their church, nor
their creed, nor their province, but for
the country,and Canada first.
Sir Richard's Untold Opinion of Parlia-
ment.
Sir Richard Cartwright, in responding
for the Dominion Parliament, made a
long and carefully prepared speech. He
commeneed by atticking the present Par-
Jiament. Nothing’/#ould suit him better,
gaid he, than to be able to announce
the advent of the millennium; but, unfor-
tunately, it was his duty to deal with
facts. If he were to speak the unvar-
nished truth in unvarnished Saxon of
the doings of the Parliament of which
he was a member he was afraid he would
have the pleasure of an interview with
the Sergeant-at-Arms or Black Rod. They
would understand that in speaking of
that august, moribund and highly igerry-
mandered institution, which professed to
represent the people of Canada, hLe did
so with certain limitations.
The present Parliament was not. the
most corrupt that he had ever known,
but it had claims of its own to distine-
tion. He believed he was safe in saying
that Euglish history or the history of the
Englieh +pegking colonies, failed to show
any Parliament which had so ruthlessiy
trampled on every wholesome conptitu-
tional precedent, every wholesome Brit-
jsh principle as this same Parliament
now happily moribund.
“A Mockery of Justice”
The speaker then referred to the in-
vestigation into the charges preferrad
against Sir Adolphe Caron, as an utter
mockery of justice. He had been asked
to say in what way he thought 1 this
young Liberal party should apply. its
energies, He & vised them to turn their
efforts towapds developing an honest
and healthy public spirit and public opin-
ion: throughout the Dominion. Canada
greatly tequired such & } development,
the country should be made too hot for
boodlers, whether high or low in civie
balls or in the treasury bench, 8
o 'The Cause of All Our Woes.
Turning. to the question of Confedera-
tion. Sir Richard eaid that anyone who
in 1884 had predil:ted that in 1894 the
population of Canada should only he
5,000,000, that our national debt should
be hs zreat as that from which" the
Urited States emerged f{rom the Civil
war, would have fared badly at ihe
hande of his fellow-Canadians. The main
reason for these unfortunate results lay
under tho system of lezalized robbery
misnamed protection.. There could not
possibly be a worse field- for the opera-
tion of the protective system than Can-
ada in its prisent state. It was the
very essence OF rotective system to
produce cormuption in every shape und
form.
Bir Richard then ¢riticized -the census
enumerators, charging them with r3-
turning ae citizens of Canada people who
for many years had ceased to belong to
us, .

A Doleful Prediction
He predicted that in July,
1895, we would = have to fiace
a deficit of four or five million dollars.
The steps which had been adopted by the
Government to reduce the deficit were
of & remarkable character. It had con-
sented to a Freneh treaty, by which we
lost mbout $200,000 (3 year. in taxes,
mainly levied on wines; -then that was
supplemented by reducing the duty on
beer to the tune of $200,000 more; & 8e-
ries of railway subsidies had been in-
troduced, by which four or five million |
- dollars were applied to aid small reil-
ways, the majority ol which were of no
general benefit; and then to cap all, Mr.
