Are Canadians so dull of apprehen-
sion that they do not know a good
thing when they see it? Are they de-
pendent upon outsiders for a proper
appreciation of the resources of their
own country It was Philemon Wright
from New England who first ascer-
tained that money could be made in
the lumber trade of the Ottawa val-
ley, and sar good friend E. B. Eddy,
the match and paper man of Hull, is
also a Yankee by birth. Nearly all
the agricultural implement factories in
Canada were started by men from the
United States. Sault Ste. Marie was
a dead town until Mr. Clergue came
along from Maine and established the
great industries which now utilize the
grand water power of the St. Mary’s
River. A Minnesota Congressman, now
vigiting Winnipeg declares that Cana-
dians had only a faint idea of the val-
ue of the Northwest wheat country
until ““Americans”’ came there to con-
vince them that they had a good
thing. He goes on to say that there
is untold wealth in lumber and miner-
als in the Hudson Bay basin, enough
pulp, wood around the Bay to supply
the world’s markets for two centuries
and more timber just around James’
Bay alone than there was in Michigan
and Minnesota. That sort of talk is
enough to set the sleepiest Canadian
to thinking.

THE BAY OF FUNDY APPLE TRADE.

A Sun reporter was talking to sev-
eval Puay skippers reczantly, and the
stories were practically identical. The
apple crop, they say, is only about g
quartér of the usual, the fruit as a
rule is small and of poor quality, mak-
ing it altogether the worst season for
over twenty - years. The famed fruit
finds a diflicult sale, especially in the
face of the competition offered Iy the
Ontario and Maine apples, whi®h have
been coming down in good quality
and splendid condition. The prices pre-
vailing have been about $3.25 to $3
for Gravensteins and the best winter
stock, $2.50 for Blenheims and $2.75
for Kings.

“And them Ontario men is gettin’ a
leetle cute for the Nova Scotia farm-
ers,” said one captain. “I often bring
over bar'ls of apples—lovely fruit on
top, but somehow the shakin’ of the
v'yage jostles a lot of mean scabby
looking things down to the bottom.
Now the dealers here are getting so
they make us open the wrong end of
the bar’l and that hurts sales. But
the Onfario farmers they pack the Lot-
tom just as purty as the top, and if
thev have anv scaly apples they goes
in the middle where they can’t be seen.
Nova Scotia has to wake up or she’ll
lose the trade.”

Whatever the reason, the men who
are bringing the apples over are find-
ing hard work getting rid of them.
One man, for instance, who says he
brought more over in one cargo last
year than he has handled this year
altogether, came here last Sunday
we with 560 barrels shipped by 69
difierent farmers and still has nearly
200 barrels left. Anv other year he
would have considered it hard luck if
he had not sold his whole cargo in
side a week. What with wharfage and
wages during the delay they say they
are losing rather than making money,

Another thing that hurting the
Nove Scotia apples here, say

is
some of
the coasters, is the growing competi-
tion from the New Brunswick grow-
ers, whose products have practically
crowded all others of the early vari-
off the market. But these Nova
Scotians can’t understand how the up-
river farmer can afiord to grow ap
ples, pack them and ship then. to St.
John for 81 per barrel. The New
Brunswick farmers, they say, if they
only would look after their own sales
instead of sending them uncared for
by the river steamboat men shonld
make good money.

But the loss in the earriege of ap-
ples ig partially made up by the grow-
ing return freights from this
St. John owing to the cheapne
transport as compared withi Hal
has a monopoly of the north shor
Nova Scotia in all kinds of groceries,
flour, grain, feed oats, laths, shingles,
manufactures, building material and
dry goods. The trade has always been
large and owing to the increased de-
mand, is growing—so the men say who
handle it. The Nova Scotia farmers
as thsy devote more attemtion to ap-
ples, are the growing of
almost every other farm product ex-
cept and are becoming -de-
pendent upon merchants for oats and
all kinds of feed, which demand is
greatly to the advantage of St. John
wholesalers. As the trade grows the
number of boats is incre: From
Margaretville, for instance, there were
only two schooners running until re-
cently. Now there are four, and each
is doing a good business.

Talking of the apple business one of
the principal schooner men engaged in
that trade complained that there was
no in St. John where the
fruit could be stored pending sale.

“A lot of us came in this week with
a deck-load of apples,” he said, ‘‘and
if a cold snap had struck in we’d have
lost every blessed one because there
was no place to store them. Haven’t
you got a man in St. John with head
and monev enough to put up a good
fiost proof warehouss. Every one of
us would be glad to pay a reasonable
storage for the privilege of ensuring
our fruit against frost, and I'm sure
the thing would prove a good invest-
ment. We've been kicking about that
a long time. but no one seems to take
hold of it. You be surc and put that
in the paper, now,” he said to the re-
porter.  ““Put it in good and straight
and perhaps “somebody will make
a start.”

Now here it is in the paper:
going to start’—St. John San.

THE MARITIME MERCHANT TO MER-
CHANTS.

-On the subject of Christinas adver-
tising the Maritime Merchant, of No-
vember, says:

The opening  of the holiday goods
season should be signalized not only
by decorating the windows and the
store interior in the most attractive
way, but also by the inauguration of
a vigorous advertising campaign,
Where the store is large enough and
the prospective business warrants such
a procedure, it would be a good idea
to have a special opening day which
should ‘be preceded by the issuance of
a pretty and tasteful invitation card
to every likely buyer if possible, and
in all cases to those who are likely
to be good purchasers.

In the event of storekeepers sending
out special invitation cards, it would
be well to get out of the rut in the
matter of printing such . invitations
and get up something new and origi-
nal. The printers’ art has been so well
developed of late years that it is pos-
sible now to get up things that . are
almost startling in their originality
without being in any way oliensive;
indeced, they can be made quite dig-
nified despite the apparent departure
from. traditions.

Of course, newspaper
must not be neglected. Where the
store is in a town, the local paper
should be made to do its utmost.

Space should be used generously.
The proprietor of the local paper is
always disposed to quote a generous
price for large spaces, particularly if
he has the assurance of a number of
orders for them during the year.

As an illustration of the value of
advertising in newspapers, let us re-
cite the following as told by a Hali-
fax. hardware man who was familiar
with the incident:

‘“‘Some years ago, a merchant in one
of the larger Nova Scotia towns found
himsell in possession of double the
quantitv of skates that he had ex-
pected. By some accident he gave dup-
licate orders to rival manufacturers
and. did not find out his error till the
goods were shipped. Then he deter-
mined to accept them and make the
best of the situation. This merchant
huppened to have a large financial
interest in the leading local newspaper
and had been allotted a liberal space
in its advertising 20'umns in lieu of
dividends. He decided the time had
come when this should be made of
service. For wéeks by this medium
he talked skates to the boys and girls,
to the voung men and maidens, and
to people of all ages and conditions.
The advertisement rcad as if written
by an enthusiast who had just discov-
ered the delights of skating and who
ir. the first flush of his enthusiasm was
anxious to tell the whole unconscious
world of the good news. His enthus
iasm was infectious and thereby ke
created in the hearts of the juvenile
population the feeling that Santa
Claus would be an intolerable humbug
if he failed to bring a pair of skates.
Accordingly. that benevolent old gen-
tleman received many a reminder of
the longings of his numerous clientele
with' the result that the double stock
of skates proved inadequate to supply
the demand. More skates were sold
that year than ever before and the
merchant came to realize that his
newspaper space was not such a bad
investment after all.””

The power of ‘‘suggestion’”” has a
commercial value. The best salesman
is more or less of a hypnotist, but it
is not to that somecwhat occult science
we allude. Who does not know some-
thing of that feeling of uncertainty
which pervades the minds of Xmas
buyers? How many more might be in-
duced to purchase really useful and
durable articles if the matter were
suggested .to them through zome effec-
tive advertising medium? The wide
awake retailer will direct thought into
a channel that will draw the holiday
trade to his store. Of the thousand
and one articles, he will salect the
most important and incidentally speak
of other lines that will create an im-
pression of the extent and variety of
what he has to sell.

IMPORTANT N. B. LUMBER PROPERTY
The Alexander Gibson Railway and
Manufacturing Company will within a
short time be re-capitalized by Mr.
Stairs and his associates in the sister
province. Bonds, preferred stock and
common stock will b issued in a sum
exceedine $6,000,000. Mr. Gibson ywill
be the president of the company and
will have associated with him as di-
rectors: J. K. Stairg, the president of
the Nova Scotia Steel and Coal Co.,
R. E. Harris, of Halifax, a director in
that - concern, and other prominent
Nova Sootia financial men. It is
understood Col. McLean of this city
will be made a director. The securi-
ties will be listed on the Montreal
stock exchange. The new company
will own and operate the Canada Kast-
orn Railway, the cotton mill at Marys-
ville and the timber limits and saw
mills on the Nashwaak and at Black-
ville. The Canada Eastern line is 137
miles in length, and of late the road
has shown excellent earnings. The cot-
ton mill is said to be the largest in-
dividual cotton mill in Canada and
gives employment to several hundreds
of hands. The mill, with its admirable
oquipment is said to be worth over a
million dollars. The timber limits are
understood to cover 200,000 acres, and
the Nashwaak river is owned outright
Ly the concern. The new company pro-
pose to manufacture between thirty
and thirty-five millions of lumber per
year. The town of Marysville is an-
other asset of the company, all the
land being owned by it as well 'as the
houses which are occupied by the Gib-
son company’s employes. The company
will also operate the very extensive
timker limits at Blackville, where they
have saw mills, a grist mfll and a
shingle mill.

It is said within a month the new
company will be in control of all these
vast interests. The lands which they
have are capable of a much greater
product of lumber. and it -is safe to
assume that the production of the
saw mills will in the course of a few
years be greatly augmented.—St. John
Sun.

THE EMPIRE OF THR BRITItH.

The Providence, R. 1., Journal hav-
ing said, in comment wpon a recen)
article of the Morning Chronicle’s,
that, ““if Canada were ever incorpor-
“ated with the United States —a re
“mote possibility not worth discuss-
“img—it would be because both coun-

land desired to part with her most
loyal colony, and the one whose possi-
Vilities are unequalled by those of any
other country in the world.” .

It would seem to take some folk, in
the Dominion as well as out of it, a
very long time to learn that England
not onlv does not own Canada, but
is, like Canada, a mere part of the
world-wide British Empire—the Em-
pire of us, the British people. And
vet it would surely do much to pro-
mote self respect among us as Cana-
dians could we get this idea clearly
into our own heads, regardless of
the heads of other people.—Exchange.

M. Hays, sec-
ond vice-president and general maina-
ger of the Grand Trunk Railway, s:id
to-night in making the official an-
nouncement regarding the new steel
pathway which will tap the rich chain
of agricultural strongholds and but-
tresses extending irom the Upper Great
Lakes to the North Pacific coast, ““this
line will be constructed under a separ-
ate cerporate namo to be Grand Trunk
Pacifia Railway Company and will be
of the most modern and up-to-date
character, having in view especiaily
low grades, long tangents, steel bridg-
es and heavy rails, as well a8 am; le
station facilities, equipment “for the
handling of both freight and passenger
traflic, in fact, the road will be of the
highest standard in every respect.”

The foregoing project has beerd under
consideration for a long time by tle
directorate of the Grand Trunk Com-
pany, and during Mr. Hays’ last visit
to England the resources and possibii-
ities of the grest Northwest were laid
before Sir Charles Rivers-Wilson ard
other members of the board, in a most
comprehensive and convincing way 'y
the company.s chief executive in Can-
ada, the result being that they are
now prepared to go right ghead with
a railroad extending from North Bay
to Gravenhurst on the line of the Grand
Trunk system, to either Bute Inlet or
Port Simpson, B. C., as may be deter-
mined later on:

“No one who has been studying the
wonderful developments whick have
taken place in the Northwest during
the last few years,” said Mr. Hays,
“can fail to be deeply impressed with
the growth of that evtensive and xich
territory, and our directors feel that
in view of the apparent need of addi-
tional railway facilities or in order to
guarantee to the present Grand Trunk
system direct connection with that
very important and’ growing section of
Canada, the only wise policy is to
take active steps toward this exten-
sion whish, 1 may add, would be com-
menced as soon as necessary lep
tion can be obtained from the govern-
ment.”’—Telegraph.

PRESERVING OUR VALUAFLE

“While a great deal has been said
about the lumber exports from Nova
Scotia and the probable decline in the
business in years that are to come,
owing to the fact that lumber lands
will become depleted, very little 18
being said about re-forestation,” said
a prominent lumber man to a Herald
representative yesterday. “Of course
the people own their own lands to a
large extent. and the government can-
not intarfere, but there could certain-
ly be some arrangement entered into
Ly which a tree couid be planted for
every tree cut down. In Nova Scotia
as in all lumber areas, there are many
thousands of acres which will never
be of use for agriculture, and to-day
the land is lying useless. It has beem
stated, whether wrongly or not, that
there is not a lumberman in Nova
Scotia doing anything for the preser-
vation of the forests for the future
generations. It is estimated that 90
per cent of the lumber lands of Nova
Scotia now denuded, are unfit for
agriculture. This farge area is keing
left to nature to do its work. The
great question is would it rot be judi-
cious to plant spruce and pine trees
for the future. Those who claim te
have a knowledge of the growth of
trees, state that a spruce log will grow
in 30 years from a seed. Of course
the planting of trces would mecan that
this would be greatly reduced by the
aid of a nursery. While thore is a
great work for the lamberman there is
also a duty for the government. The
government owns large areas where
the stumpage only has been given.
There is no necessity to legislate for
the trees that are fit for deal, Bt it
would be invaluable to consider the
matter for the future instead of hand-
ing over to the future trencration a
large area of denuded timber land.”

given. The scheme has already a
large numker of supporters. Plans
and specifications have been prepared
for a building -after the style of the
theatres in Russia. These plans pro-
vide for a three story building 130 x
60 feet, of expanded metal and ce-
ment construction to cost in the vi-
cinity of $18,000.

The men were paid off,
and the work will be again resumed
to-day. In about another week Mr.
Lowe's part of the contract will be
completed.

Rippey, of the electric light
department, with his staff of linemén
end electricians, has nearly completed
the work of changing the old line and
equipping the new one. Some of the
transformers have arrived, and also
the new switchboard for the new pow-
er house. The latter is quite an ela
borate affair, being made of Italian
marble, and containing up-to-date fix-
tores. The water-wheel was to have
Leen shipped this week. Delay in the
shipping of the wheel has somewhat
upset the plans of the light committee
who intended to have everything run-
ning by water power on the first of
the month. The new system will.
however, be in operation by the first
of the year.

DEATH OF A POPULAR DIGBY MAN.

Nelson A., son of Geo. A. Turnbull,
of Bayview, died at the home of Mr.
Thos. Hindman, Digby, on Saturday.
The deceased had been suffering for
several years but had only given up
work a few weeks ago. He was born
at Bayview in 1863, was educated in
the Digby Academy. He began teleg-
raphy at Lepreaux, N. B., when sev-
enteen years of age. Two years later
he took charge of the Western Union
office in the Digby railway station a
position he has held for twenty years.
He was D. A. R. station agent until
he gave up business on account of ill-
health. Besides attending  to the
alove duties he was also for years
light keeper at the Government pier
and fillead the position of storm sig-
nal agent at this port.

He became a meémber of the Presby-
terian Church twenty-five years ago
and was always ready to help along
a good cause. He was also an Odd-
fellow and a member of the Masonic
fraternity. He leaves besides a widow
and five year old son, an aged father,
two brothers, Capt Norvall, master
of the barkentine Culdoon, Maynard,
of Bayview, and two sisters, Mrs.
Lee Ellis, of Weymouth, and Mrs, W.
W. McNairn, -of Sheet Harbor, Hali-
fax County.

The funeral was held Tuesday
afternoon the services being conduct-
ed Wy St. George Lodge of Oddfel-
lows, of which he was a Past Grand.
He was everybody’s friend in Digby
and vicinity and was well known
among the travelling public, railroad
men and Western Union men of the
Maritime provinces, who will regret
to hear of his death at the early age

of 39 years.

DISASTROUS FIRE AT KENTVILLE.

Last Wednesday morning shortly be-
fore twelve J. F. Blanchard’s big block
on Webster street, Kentville, was dis-
covered to be on fire and after a long
hard fight on the part of the fire de
partment aided by many citizens the
flames were controlled. The building
s badly gutted and every office and
store in it tofally destroyed.

It is supposed that the fire origi-
nated fror: a defective furnace pipe as
the first Liaze did not come from the
basement, but broke out through the
ceiling in the rear of F. B. New
combe’s store. The rcar of the block
is a total wreck as is also a small
barn at the back.

Beyond these two the fire did not
extend, but at first it was greatly
feared that it would take the adjoin-
ing buildings, so much that these oc-
cupant packed anh moved out.

The building was occupied on the
ground floor by E. B. Newcombes
splendid- dry goods estak lishment.
Mr. Newcombe had just got in his
winter’s stock; so his loss is unus-
ually heavy. He valued his goods at
$20,000 and carried only $4,000 in-
surance. The damage is not by fire,
but everything was soaked and tum-
bled. Mr. Newcomb moving into
a vacant store in the Mulloney block.
He carries his insurance in the Royal.
Imperial and Quecns Companies.

The second floor of the building oc-
cupied Ly Miss Beardsley’s dress mak-
ing establishment in connection with
the firm, also suffered heavily. The
second floor of the building was oc-
cupied by the law offices of Wickwire
and Newcombe. Their is heavy
and their libraries were by
water and smoke.

The ‘“Western Chronicle’” occupied
the remainder of the flat and the loss
is most unfortunate. The composing
and press rooms were near the origin
of the fire and -are ruined and the
large pross is a total wreck. The office
furnjshings and stock were saved in a
badly damaged condition.

The third floor was one of the best
halls in the town. There Mr. Blanch-
ard lost his fine piano, and the stage
fittings and scenery arc a complete
loss.

The building was insured for $15,000
but the policy was allowed to lapse
several weeks ago. The Misses Crowe
who occupied the adjoining store had
their stock of confectionery and fruit
moved out. They get no insurance
as the fire did not touch them. This
ia also the case with Mrs,Ella Marge
who was in the building. Her
* clothing is damaged by
water and removal. It can scarcely
he realized how the fire gained such
headway in that time, but it is sup
posed to have been in  between the
walls for some time before it broke
out.

A correspondent of Thursday’s Hali
fax Herald notes some amusing inci
dents which occurred in connection
with the fire. Funny things happen at
fires, he observes. Take for instance,
yesterday’s fire, when it apj cared
as though Chipman’s block was to be
destroyed. Mrs Margeson’s st) ‘¢ was
ordered to be moved to the drili shed
for safety. Willing hands . seized the
poods and packed them into wool
bags, kept on hand just for this pur
pose. Did they take these sacks filled
with wrappers, corsets, cte., to the
shed? No, they carried them to with
ir twenty feet and dumped their con
tents on the ground. It certainly was
not laziness that they did not get to
the building, these men were intensely
in earnest in their efforts to save.
Another man came dashing out of
this store with a corset form under
each arm and sped towards safoty with
a look in his eye that boded ill for
the one who impeded his progress. Did
he think he was saving life? Another
instance inexplicable, was the removal
of Newcombe's counte Men fairly
took their lives in their hands and
rushed into that building and in spite
of the blinding carried those
counters out without a scratch, only
tc dash them to as soon as
they got clear of the building.
Instance the ~ removal of F. W
Wiokwire's fine oak desk. Heavily
loaded with papers, they carried it to
the window and there placed the rope
around it in such a way that the
i parted in being lowered, smash
it in pieces and scaltering val-
uable papers to the winds; any other
time any one of these men would have
landed that desk without a scratchy
I am only stating a few of the many
happenings which will suffice to point
out the need of an efficient salve
corps. The y department is as good
as can be desired; the way they hand
led yesterday's flre speaks volumes in
their favor, but the salvage "corps
needs more recruits and frequent ‘drill.
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RECENT FATALITIES,

Norman McLeod, a resident of Cale
depia, C. B., who has been missing
since Wednesday, was found dead at
Caledonia, Saturday night.

A convict named Goodwin committed
suicide by hanging in his cell in the
Maritime Provincial Penitentiary, Dor-
chester, Monday morning. He used his
suspenders. Goodwin =~ had escaped
twice, and was 25 years of age. He
bails from Shelburne.

John T. Brookman was found dead
in an old carriage shed at Whitney
Piers, Sydney, last Saturday night,
and circumstances lead to a suspicion
of murder. His face was battered and
his gold watch was gone from the
chain. He had been last seen in an
intoxicated condition.
A supposed drowning
curred at Barrington on Saturday.
Samuel-Ryér, aged twenty-two, left
hcme carly in the morning to attend
his herring nets. As he did not re-
turn, search was made, and his boat
was found on the beach. The body
has not yet been recovered.

Annie Souchoup, a girl of 18 years,
belonging to Eagle Settlement, N. B.,
was killed on the I. C. R. at Cata-
mount, Tuesday night. The deceased,
with her brother, was visiting her
aunt and both left the house. to go to
the siding and see the train pass, as
ncither had ever seen a train. The
girl attempted to cross the track a-
head of the engine and was struck by
it. She died half an hour later.

At Sydney, on Saturday night,
Daniel O'Hanley, brakeman, while en-
gaged in shunting - stepped before a
moving car, and was crushed between
the wheels. It had been noticed that
he had been greatly unnerved by the
death of his chum, Daniel McDonald,
prakeman, which had occurred on the
same day in the same manner and had
seemed to have a premonition of the
coincident fatality.

Dr. J. A. McCabe, principal of the
Normal School at Ottawa, dropped
dead in- St. Patrick’s church, about a
couple of minutes after the serv:ce had
commenced last Sunday morning. He
was standing in the end of his seat
next the aisle, along with his wife,
and without any warning fell into the
aisle. He was nearly seventy years
old and was married a fortnight ago
to his second wife, who is only twenty-
five.

Daniel H. McDonald, an I. C. R.
brakeman, was killed at McKinnon's
Siding, near Boisdale, C. B., on Sat-
urday afternoon. Alex.. McNeil’s spec-
ial* which runs between Shenacadie
and Sydney was at tha siding moving
a car of sand. Mr. McDonald, one of
Mr. McNeil's crew, in trying to get
off a flat car, slipped and fell be-
tween the moving cars. He was dead
when taken from under the car. He
belonged to West Bay, C. B. and was
unmarried. i

P. C. Cullen, Collector of Customs,
sedod  the American fishing vessel
John L. Nicholson, of Gloucester,
Mass., at Canso; on Tuesday morning,
for an infraction of the customs laws.
Capt. Daniel Ryder paid the penalty
of #1400 and the vessel was released on
the samo day. The Nicholson was
from Grand Banks and had a full fare
of fish.

EMBARGO ON CATTLE IMPORTS.

Ottawa, Nov. 30.—The Canadian
Governmant is aeting promptly so as
t¢ provent the importation of cattle
diseases from the New England states.
This is on acgount of the prevalence of
foot and mouth disease in the Eastern
States. The following order was sent
out by ‘telegraph last night by the
Department of Customs to all frontier
ports east of Sarnia; ‘‘lmportation of
cattle, sheep or swine from six New
England States now prohibited on ac-
count of cattle disease, except that
animals passing across .the state of
Maine by the C. P. R. in Lond may
be allowed to enter New Brunswick
until .midnight Sunday night.”

Mr. Fisher has also issued an order
that all empty cattle cars entering
Canada from the United States must
e thoroughly disinfected.

With respect to the question as to
“‘whether it can be made profitable
for a farmer to buy grain and mill
feed for stock feeding”” 1 would say
that as a general thing and as gen-
erally conducted, it is not profitable.
It is. sometimes very diflicult for the
average farmer, to realize a profit
from the grain produced on his own
farm, which ho gets at first cost, and
for such to import grain and mill feed
at a much greater cost than they
ought to be produced for at howme,
would be ruinous.

For the farmer the first question
should be, “How can I get my raw
material cheapest for the munnfawum
of meats and dairy produce?” The
answer to this question 1 believe is,
feed your land so as to, if possible,
double the production per acre. Put
Yyour cash into manure and encourage
the growth of clover. Cultivate thor-
oughly; feed all the grain you grow to
just as much stock as your farm will
feed properly, and be very careful to
savo the manure, so that all the plant
food in it will get back to the fields,
rather than be leached out and _perhaps
drain away and be lost. If you have
a failure of grain one year, you will
of course have to make the best of
the situation, and purchase to carry
your stock through in good condition.
Or, if you want some cornmeal to fin-
ish off your beef cattle, you can pur-
chase it or exchange some of your grain
for it. Down here, in these lower
provinces, especially on the islaud,
bran and mill feed cost too much to
Le used with profit. In Ontario and
other milling countries, where such
feed is cheap, it may be purchased and
used at a profit, and im so ‘'doing
more stock can be carried per acre, and
il the manure is propurlfr saved the fer-
tility of the land will be greatly in-
creased. The people who can afford to
puuhusa grain and mill feeds at a
high price, are the men who supply
milk to the towns at a high price and
those who breed pure bred stock of
any kind which sells at high prices;

here. Even should all meal feeds have
to be bought 1 have no doubts as to
the profit of using them, provided the
best animals are used as the machine.

I am of opinien that we can afford
to buy any amount of grain when it
is to be used in a business wherein we
can use profitably the grain grown at
home, as the pound of home-grown
grain and the bought pound are of
about the same feeding value, aud if
we cannot afford to buy we cannot
afford to use any product that has a
market value (such as grain).

Feeding all we can possibly grow,
and also that we can use (at the same
profit), of what some other person or
country grew, is, to my mind, the
best system to follow to make and
keep our country productive and pros-
perous. The lands of England and
Scotland produce immense crops, be-
cause they have been the dumping
ground of other countries of their
raw material for so long a time that
they have got fattened with the im-
ported fertility of other lands. The
man who Urings the most raw mater-
ial into the country, finishes it into
some kind of finished animal product
_and simply makes ends meet in his
busine is . doing more to build up
his countrv than any score of men
who are selling off the raw material.

I do not think this question of profit
is so much a matter of whether the
grain is raised or bought, but rather
whether it is manufactured by the
right <kind of animal and under such
conditions - of care and general man-
agement which permit of large produc-
tion" and consequently profit.

I would say—buy all we can use pro-
fitably, but better still, grow it. In
any case feced plenty, make a good use
of the manure,+and we will soon be
able to produce much more cheaply.
Increased fertility will give larger
crops with the same expense, giving
us a margin of profit where we once
had a loss.

Uses of Kerosene.

Here are some very useful and novel
ways in which common kerosene oil
may be made to serve the housekeeper
who finds her battle with dirt a los-
ing struggle.

A white flannel cloth or piece of
white knit underwear dampened with
kerosene will clean any porcelain or
metal bathtub. Dry the tub first and
then rub lightly with the kerosene
cloth. Every vestige of foreign matter
will disappear, and an instant’s brisk
rub with a dry flannel will complete
the task. A porcelain tub can be kept
fresh as new by this treatment.

Kerosene will cut the accumulated
grease from the drain pipe of a sink,
and will keep the sink itseli perfectly
sweet and clean. Kerosene cuts all
grease and fats generally. Axle grease
disappears before it and tar soitens
and fades away. It is so volatile that
if put in dry heat as near an open
register or oven door, it will quickly
evaporate and leave no stain on the
fabric upon which it has been used.

As a bleacher, kerosene stands high.
Put half a teacupful in a washtub of
water and then proceed with the wash-
ing after the usual method. The clothes
will be whiter, sweeter and hygienically
much cleaner than they can be got
without the use of oil, for kerosene is
a disinfectant. It kills all invertebrate
life, so that many kinds of germs are
utterly destroyed by its use.

Kerosene will clean dirty windows or
mirrors, giving them a high.lustre. It
will make dull brasses shine, if not as
well as some of the acid and brick
dust pastes used, still so well that a
little rub frequently given will keep
them in good condition, and one’s
hands do not suffer by the process as
they do if the acids are used. After
polishing brass it should be rubbed
over with swoet oil and wiped dr

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Creamed Macaroni.

Ingrv‘(hon(\ Half a pound of macar-
oni, three pints of milk, enough flour
to thicken, half a cup of butter, salt
end pepper to flavor and half a cup-
ful of grated cheese.

Boil the macaroni in water,
sure that the water is bubbling when
the macaroni put in. It will
sufficiently cooked in twenty-five
utes. Drain ofi the hot water, put
the macaroni in a colander and hold-
ing it under the cold water faucet let
the water flow over it. Make a cream
sauce by heating milk in a double
boiler, thickening it with flour and
adding the butter and seasoning.
When it -has become sufficiently thick,
add the grated cheese, put the macar-
oni in a pudding dish and pour the
sauce over it, sprinkle the top with
grated cheese, and put in a quick oven
to brown,
