Hovy WeEk 18 Epixsurcu.—Some thirty yearsago,
perhaps less, in a garret fivo stories high, situated in
Black(riacs Wynde (a narrow lane, turning from the
Cowgate, inhabited by the very poorest classes), a small
congregation of Catholics were accustomed, almost by
stealth, to assernble, and in this mean nbode to celebrate
the august mysteries of their religior. Here was their
school, and their only altar ; and in this place, more fit-
ting to represent the humility of our Blessed Lord’s
birth than the triumph of His Resurrection, they pri-
vately, it not secretly celebrated the holy memorials of
His Divice mission, accompanied by no spleadid ceremo~
nials to attract or interest the stranger ; aud, from the
paucity and poverty of their numbers, having butslender
hope of their church kere ever attaininga more glovious
visibility. But the sameDivino power which had shielded
it through oges of heresy and oppression, in  fow shorg
years has shown possible with Him all things, even
through instruments the most fecble—a truth nv where
more strikingly exemplified, in these latter days, thau in
1ihe present condition of the Edinburgh mission contrasts
ed with the days of Blackfriars Wynde ; days deser-
vedly vencrated by all Cathoiics who bear in mind the
trials and devotion of their elder brethren, and who
honour the memory of those illustrious Bishops, Dr,
Hay and Dr, Cameron, cach of whom, by a union of:

an effective impulse to that movement under which the
condition and the cause of Catholicism have continued to
advance cver since.

Each successive Bishop, in the order of his talentand
opportunitics, has gradually extended and strengthened
the divine inheritance, leavinga foundation on which his
suceessor might build 3 and now, instead of the garrey
church in Black(riars Wynde, there is, besides the spa-
cious Church of Saint Mary®s, founded by Bishop Ca-
meron, which the present resident Bishop has so be-
comingly adorned, the Church of St. Patrick’s, built
under the caro of Bishop Carruthers ; two counvents, and
in evidence of the advance of the Catholic cause, a Holy
Gild, comprising about 300 tnembers already ; all of
which three last-named institutions have been called into
being through the genius and untiring energy of the Right
Rev. Dr. Gillis.

During the days of mourning the Cloister Chapel in
{st. Mary's was fitted up to represent the Holy Sepulchre,
and this with the introduction of a device so novel and
impressive, as to descrve more nunute description.  The
fronting surface of the altar, which was surrounded with
emblems of the Cructfixion tastefully arranged, had been
removed, and beneath, at the back, lay the figure of our
Lord extended as in the grave, Theillusion was ren-
dered perfect to a degree absolutely startling, not only by
the admirable cxecution of the piclure, but (the chapet
being daikened) fromiho effect of dioramuc lights, which
though unseen, were so disposed as to fall upon the
figure, their glaro being subdued by an imperceptible
veil of blackgauze.

Te this appropriate altar, on Maundy Thursdey, was
conveyed the real body of our Lordin solemn process
sion. First came the orphans who had beea cducated

On Good Friday the Passion, as arranged by Pales
Irine, was sung by the Right Rev. Dr. Gillis, the res-
ponses (representing the Jewish rabble) being chnunt-y
in full choir, accompanied in uni-on by trombones ; after
which the Blessed Sacrament was carried from the ses
pulchre to the high aliar in procession, as before. In
the evening the Stadat Mater of Rossini was sung by
the choir {which was o very superior oae) in admirnble
style, and a most cloquent lecture delivered by 1he
Bishop.

The ceremomies of Eastcr Sunday, forming so joyous
a contrast in their emblems and tone 10 those of the me-
lancholy anniversaries which immediateiy preceded it,
were equally successful ; all the arrangements bore the
stamp of propriety, order, and exalted taste, and their
performance was conducted with a corresponding digni.
ty and grace. The Gothic characler impressed upon
the internal architecture and carved decorationa of St.
Mary’s Church, together with its splendid sanctuary and
cpiscopal appointments, certainly rank it among the
haadsomest of our churches of the present day. Great
effect was given to the Pontifical procession, which was
headed by the Holy Catholic Gild in their gowns and
badges, and bearing the batons andbanner of their order,
by an accident (arising from the crowded state of the
church) which obliged the military to stand in file down
cach side of the middle aisle ; enhanced by a power-
{ul choir, accompanied by a fine-toned organ and u band
of military instruments, never, siace the happier days
when every heart in this Jand beat in unison with the
poal, did ¢ Hosonna” and ** Alleluia™ ring through the
aisles, in token of our Loid’s resurrection, with more
majestic effect than on this occasion.

The introductio. by Dr. Gillis of a small organ into
the sanctuary, as we sce in many continental churches
in order 10 accompany the ucolytes in therr slternate
chant with the grand choir, added greatly to the effect
of the Vesper servico ; after which lus Lordship deti.
vercd a lecture with his unsarying cloquence and power.

Jt would give noideu of the numbsrs (including many
Protestants of leading respectability) who attended the
morning service, tosay that the church was crowded.
Had it been three tiines the size, it would have beco
filled, a perfect multitude being compelled to remain
outside, and to witness the ceremonies through the
opened doors.-- Cosrespandent of the Londorn Tablet.

THE STROLLING PREACHERS IN GANADA
£AsT. ~TANNER, WE S8UPPOSE, AND HIS
PROWLING CREW.

Translated from the Melanges Religien.

" 'We are in hopes that the excursions of
the preachers in our peaceable country,
among people so moral and religious, will
end at last. The reception they have met
with almost every where, will doubtless
disgust them with their undertaking, little
creditable in itgell, and still less so in its
consequences. These men, whoso con-
stantly preach up the liberty of conscience
and examination ;—the tnviolable privi-
lege of Freesthinking on matters of faith ;

—the respect lor religious inspirations ;—

ought, in fine, to profit by their own les-

sons, and respect a little more than they
do the convictions of others; nor waste
their poor and useless lives in endeavour-
ing to pluck from the hearts of such the

Catholic belief and profound convictions;

far more profound, rational, and durable,

than the pretended inspirations of—we

koow not what spirit ; which suggests 1o

them the white and dlack —one thing to-

day and its opposite to-morrow—just as
their humour varies, or the maggot bites.

And let vot these gentlemen of freein_

quiry—they who claim each the miracu

lows inspiration of the spirit—say that we
misreport them. We are quite up to their

Protestant principle ; and we but rigorous-

ly deduce from it its undeniable copse-

quences. We seck no other spot {or the
contest than the one they have chosen;
and as long as there are Protestants in the
world,we shall keep our ground,and never
cease to hold foith to them, in order to
defeat and reduce them to a logical and
compulsive silence, this fundamental
principle of the Reformation —*¢ You must
read the Bible,and nothing but the Bible.”
v Epery one wust interpret it according o
his own particular inspiration.— He must
ezanine it humself, and Nor receive the
ezplanation or opinion of any one on the
subject.” 'This in their all. The thou-
sand Protestant sectsagree in this., All
the errors—ali the aberrations—all the re-

ligious idiotisms promulgated since Luth«
er’s timo—are sanctioned by this princi-
ple: the sight of every one to ezamine and
saterpret the Scripture for himself. Be-
» m‘gs,l us 10 reasoning on the subject is
mere allowable, no authority whatever is

The
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admissable, but the inspired, the revealed
ono; it evidently follows, that in every
sect there are as many different inspira-
tions as there are heads and characters ;
and it would be a wonder if only ten pers
sons were inspited alike onsthe same sub-
jecta. Still more, should there really ex-
ist one sole Protestant Church, the mem.
bers of which believed and professed ihe
same opinions; they thereby give up the
priaciple of individual interpretation, and
receive the explanation and iaterpretation
of others—of their teachers, their minis-
ters, or some commeantator on the Bible,
&c. They thus cease to adhere to the
Protestant principle, and practically ad.
here to the Catholic one. The munister
preaching, any one teaching, the Book
explaining, is their authority. This is a
contradiction,—a protestation against the
fundamental principle of free ezamina-
tion, of their obligatory, their sacred in-
spiration : it is a formal abjuration of
Protestantism.  For consistency’s sake,
every Protestant should read and meditate
his bible, and nothing but his bible. We
defy all their preachers in the world to
act otherwise, without becoming Catholics
in principle ; without being forced to own
themselves useless intermeddlers ; nay,
sacrilegeous and profane wretches, sub-
stituting themselves and their teachings in
the stead of the private spirit who is to do
all with his inspirations. But we must
preach, say they: that is writlen in the
Bible. So much the worse for you, if
you fiad that in the Bible.

You are those only whom that word
must confound; for, if to preach be
necessary, that does not mean to read,
every one, the Bible. If one mast preach
something,it is doubtless intended thereby
to bring the hearers to certain convictions,
to feelings and sentiments hitherto unex.
perienced by them. If one must preach,
it is surely to inculcate some doctrine
which has not been sufficiently iaspired
from the reading of the Bible. If one
must preach,what becomes of every one’s
inspiration and free inlerpretation 1 So
much the worse, then, if you believe that
the Bible contains the order to preach—
that order is the condemnation of the free
examination, and you should reject it
with so many other truths which you dis-
like ; which you dare not either admit in
your Bibles nor preech in your sermons,
Whether you will or nol, your Protestants
ism should be a dumd worship ; your
church an assembly of secluded contempla-
tives, waiting, like the Dervises, for inspi-
ration from above; and who may think,

believe, and do whatever they fancy true
and good, without the necessity of advice,
or the right of reproach from any one.—
We know you like not 1o be so hard pres-
sed ond tormented with that perplexing
principle of yours. We know, also, that
we are daily obliged to foilow you beyond
that landmark on questions which allow
you more roum to move in 3 and where
your alluremerts are apt to impose upon
the simple. We are far from repudiating
those discussions which, in spite of all
you can urge 1o the contrary, have for
more than two cenluries, crushed and

overwhelmed you. But because they are)

quite useless, we decline them. We wish
not to discuss youz sayings, because they
are all a tissue of inconsistencies. Think
as you pleass yourselves, but force not
your opinions upon others, Preach them
not to any one ; for, by so doing, you at-
(ack your own persuasion, and commit a
grievous Protestant sin. We are the only
people who are free and nnembarrassed
in our preachings ; who are never in con-
tradiction with any bible truth. The
Church interprets and explains to us the
the Sacred Book, and has done ro, for
nearly two thousand years ; nor ever have
we been at a loss to ascertain our princi-
ples: never have we found in them any
thing contradictory, nor ever have we va-
ried in our [aith and teaching. Have
you been only two days in a like tranquil
mood ? Have you ever been two days
the same, or like yourselves * Your own
history denies you ever were so ; and you
strangely persist in convincing us of your
mutability, * b . .

Corumsia Misston,—In the Melanges
Religieuz (Montreal paper) of May 5th,
we find somrething concerning the Mission
of Columbia, with an account of a recent
emigration from Canada to the fertile re-
gions that are washed by the river Colum-
bia and its tributaries. This country seems
to have in prospect a great and important
destiny, the magnitude of which it would
be difficult to foresee or predict. The tides
of emigration from different points, are
borne onward to these lands,as to a centre,
in which their waters are to mingle and be
at rest ; while the resources of the soil,the
salubrity of the climate, and other impor.
tant considerations, must, in time, fully
realize the high expectations with which
the enterprising colonist leaves his home,
and submits to voluntary exile.

The Superior of this mission has his re«
sidence at St. Paul, a parish numberiug
71 families, mostly Canadians. The Ca~
tholics at this point, as throughout the
country in general, have an uncontested
influence. Of this the Methodist ministers
loudly complain, and make vain efforts to
attract to their cause the Pagan Indians.
