In spite of all the lec ures and sermons on
Temperance, the examples of  drunkards
and Jhe teachius of sticnee and - experi-
ence there s sl an impression inthe hu-
man mind that there is some good in
alcohol. Boys do not shun the wine cupas
a poisoner o blood and thought, and  the
most dangerous drug they can  possibly
handle, but they have an idea thatthe em.
perance man is a foe to alisocial life ;whese
warnings arc to be laughed at apd  disre-
garded. It is plainly scen how such ideas
originzte.  People in high life drink  con-
tinually : fine dinners are never given with-
out wine, many good and religious people
drink their wine daily, deeming it not only
hanmiess, but postively beneficial

The boy sces all ths and thinks natural
Iy that titose who have experience in drink-
ing. know hetter than those who  leave it
alone.  ‘Thusin a great measure, all the
good advorated Ly the press and pulpit is
averlooked or cast aside as the warning ol
a fanatie. St for all whis, it the youth of
oir fand fully wderstood  the  eifects of
aleohol apon the hiuman systeay, . how it
fires thee passions and with buming desire
eats to the heart, destroys intellect. poisons
tha bady an:d mind. stopping not at fome or
fortung. bat swesping all betore it into ut-
ter destinietion,

If tiey couil only sec and 1ealize the
great evi's of intemperance, the great Jifh-
caliy of breaking off such a  habit when
once foriaed, and the woe, crime, misery,
pauperi~m, wd fearful ead. that suzely falls
upzon these who continue in the use of
strong drin’, if they hnew all these things,
a great deal of druakenness would be pre-
