To the King and to the Peasant alike it may be
said: “Set thy house in order, for thou shalt
die and not live” Death stretches forth his
bony hand, we feel his cold and irresistible
touch, we shrink, but cannot say, Go thy way for
this time, when 1 have a more convenient season
1 will call for thee,  We have no choice in the
matter, and can expect no especial favors—the
combat is unequal—a truce will not avail-—no
quarter will be given. Death is merciless, and
the grave has no compassion, It is appointed
unto man ozée o dic, and it is hot pleasant unless,
in some degree, disarmed ; and even then the
dissolution brings sadness to our homes.
