The lithograph is splendidly
excented, and shows, to a certain extent, the charac-
ter of the country traversed and overcome by those
bold pioneers whose adventurous spirit chose rather
to wrest from the earth her hidden treasures
than scettle calmly down to the occupation of the hus.
bandman.

To pass over the tremendous obstacles which con-
fronted these hardy men, and to reflect that what
are. now Dbroad thoroughfares, were, until their
advent, but rude trails through a wilderness peopled
with suvages and beasts at enmity with man, bring
chaos and progress into such close proximity that a
taste of the sublime is given in all its reality.

The town is situated on the right bank of the Fra-

ser. about 110 miles from its mouth, and is the head

of mavigation. There is a newspaper, The Inland
Sentinel, published weekly by Mr. Hagan; and the
town is provided with goud stores, hotels, schools,

cAnglicam and Romum Catholie  churches, Govern-

ment Agent’s office, lock-up, engine house, Post and
Telegraph offices.

Imposing combinations. The dark green of our na-
tive pines, interspersed with the variegated colors of

the maple, fringe the mountains, whose lofty
heads are bared as if in reverence of an invisible Su-
perior.  The eye, wearying of the majestic, finds
grateful relief in beholding some such sequesied
and romantic nook, as that presented in the engraving.

DBERKELY.

In 1684, two hundred years ago, was born, in
Ireland, George Berckely, afterwards the friend of
Pope, Steele, Swift and Atterbury, Bishop of Cloyne.
Ahout the age of forty, becoming intent on the con-
version of the Indians of North America, and ob-
taining from the British Govermment an appropri-
ation of £10,000 for that purpose, he sailed for
Americy, where he remained two years, spending, it
is probable, in his benevolent endeavor, part or it
may be the whole of a fortune, just before bequeathed
to him by a Iady in Dublin. At the end of two
years he returned home a disappointed man, having
azcertained that the Prime Minister bad appropriated
his £10,000 to other purposes. The Minister pro.
bably regarded Berkeley’s project as merely «a
devout imagination.”

The Bishop was the anthor of many works, contro-
versial and other. Ie died at the age of sixty-nine.
«So much understanding, so much iunocence, and
such humility, (says Atterbury of him) I did not
think had been the portion of any but angels till I
saw this gentleman.” Have not the Californians
done nobly in naming after Berkely their new Univer-
sity near Oakland. Thcir thoughts were perhaps on
his oft-quoted lines:

“Westward the course of empire takes its way;
The first four acts alroady past,

A filth shall close the drama with the day,
Times' noblest offspring is its last.”
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G SCHooOL.
This useful and popular institution is situated

Victoria, and at the head of the
schools  of Province.  Established
by law in 1866, portals are open  with-
out  fee  to all able to  pass the
necessary entranee examin:tion.  The school reeruits
its rauks chiefly from Vietoria, bat pupils from all
sections of the Provinee avail  themselves of its
privileges.  Already, within this  short space  of
seven years, the High  Schocl has more than
realized the cxpectations of its firmest friends, and
those legislators, who in wisdom and liberality an-
ticipated the desires of the people and formed a
natural outlet for the growth of populr education.
Heve then, the settler may be assured that education
—that resource of all resources—-which ¢nables us to
utilize the materials of enilization, that nature throws
into our hands, is recogmzed as a motive power, pro-
moting the progress and happiness of onr people. The
High School programme of stuldies is varied aml exten-
sive embracing languages, ancient and modern, and
mathematics.  Fully one-hali the teaching staff of this
Provinee, has heen denwn from its graduates, and
young men from its rauks ave to be seen entering on
almost every walk in life—in trade and commeree,
in the army, in law and in the church—hewing out
for themselves honorable  distinction and  foreing
the world to acknowledge their abilities.  Within
the precinets of this school, sectarian differences are
unheard, and the low matterings of denominational
jealousies are happily hushed in the calm atmosphere
of peculiar pursuits. Social distinetions too, are un-
recogunized.  Bach individual being kuown by his
merits, nomen olarum of venerabile.

Two newspapers,, the Leiswre Howr prepared by
the boys, and the Hyaeinth by the girls, are oc-
casionally issued. The aditors are not persons of
mature years and experience as journalists, but
youthiul scholars, who amid the toils of translations
and triangles, find a leisure hom to employ their pen
for the two-fold purpose of pleasure and instruction.

EDUCATION.

Education is that developement of the human
powers, that formation of character, which fits us to
fill properly our placo in society.

The lives of such
men show, that by study and the improvement of
each fleeting hour of our lives, we may win for our-
sclves the honor of a name that shall live when in this
world we cease to exist.

fIONESTY.

' have defined honesty. TFor weo must spenk our wholo
mind ; wo must alter all the hatred of our heart ; be-
cause to feel and hide our feeling were the meaness
of hypoerisy, the direct foe of honesty. How then?
The answer is clear, We must in character be true,
right aud just to begin with; and then, and not until
then, must our strict integrity and honesty of purpose,
: speech and action come in.

| Then we have much to contend against, in pur-
i suing this course; for our honesty even by itself
' makes many adverse ones, whom pradence might
have subdued. Freedom has been called the father
- of Honesty, and Indeperidence, his brother. Then
these three are & mighty triumvirate.

SOOKE NOTES.

Eprror Resounces.—As promised I send samples
of wheat, oats and barley, grown on my seed farm at
Sooke, so that new-comers when calling at your office
can have ocular demonstration of what this “Glovious
Provinee” can grow. The Wheat, “Golden Grains”
15 causing the attention of agriculturlists in the
United States, on account of its fine lurge grain and
areat productiveness. I procured some towards the
Ltter end of May, 1881, and being 8o late in the
season, it did not mature properly, but nevertheless,
it produced a fair crop.
fllowing winter, and in the following August I
pathered a good crop, which being the second from
the same seed, is something extraordinary. The
sample of close-jointed, short-eared wheat is from
seed which I have been selecting. It will stand the
winter well if sown in the fall, and gives a good crop
if sown in the Spring, it being either a fall or spring
wheat is valuable on that account alone. If you will
wotice the breast or joint, yon will observe twelve
each side with four seeds m each, containing on an
average ninety-six grains inone ear, and, if sown thin,
tills well and takes only about half the usual quantity
of ~eed per acre.

The sample of Welcome oats I desribed last month;
the ten heads of Surprise oats are grown from one
gonl or seed and contained over 2,000 seed. The
Kinver Chevalier barley is 2 new English sort, of
god promise, and as you sece, has ears of great
length. The fine sample of Red chaff wheat has
very stiff straw and will stand more wind than any

kind I am acquainted with. All the samples were
};ntlu'rcd before fully ripe to prevent the seed from
aling out easily.

TRAWL NET.

Having, at the reading of Judge Swan’s lecture on
Saturday night, before the members of the Legis-
lative Assembly and the public, noted what was said
about gill nets and their great superiorty for taking
cod over every method of line fishing, either with pre-
historic wooden, or the most improved kind of Shef-
field steel hooks ; and, knowing besides, the lively in-
terest now telt by “live ” men on our sea-board and
near it, for development of the vast wealth of Col-
umbia’s great “sea farm,” we, with much pleasure,
give to our readers an article on a Trawl Net from
the Dundee ddvertiser, one of the foremost liberal
conservative newspupers in the United Kingdom.
Two diagrams of the Trawl Net can be seen at our
oftico.

THE STEAM TRAWLER.

In this go-ahead age when, as John Ruskin puts
it, men no longer travel, but are sent to their des-
tinations, when the “herring pond” is crossed in a
week, when time and space are anu hilated by the
aid of the telegraph and the telephoue, and when
murky darkness retreats before the dazzling rays of
the eclectric light—in these bustling, busy, high
pressure times, it is not to be wondered at that man,
triumphing over the forces on terra firma, directs his
attention to the sea and seeks out new fields of con-
quest. And it canuot be denied that he has already
achieved a partial success in the new sphere. He
no longer can afford the time to unshell the luscious
mussel, transfix it to the eruel and treacherous hook,
and daungle it before the cyes of hungry fishes. He
must have fish when he wants them ; not when they
are pleased to “bite.” He therefore goes to sea,
drops a big bag net into the water, tows it athwart
the grounﬁ where the fishes “most do congregate,”

uietly re-ships the net and its contents, and makes
or the nearest fishing port, laden with his spoils.

In all this there is nothing very original, although
it must be owned it is an advance on former methogs.
Tide and adverse winds are aliko disregarded now,
The seductive morcean and patient waiting of the
lines-fishermen ave replaced by the bag net and the
imperative “come” of the trawier. The new method
of fishing, too, if more peremptory, is less treacherous
than the old, and more worthy the enlightenment of
the nineteenth century. Cuuning and treachery are
abandoned, and man merely asserts his dominion
: over the “denizens of the deep” in an honest, straight
1 forward way.

i Many simple-minded persons are asking them-

selves  in  these days of Trawling Commis-
i s'ons, “What is a steam trawler? What is it
'ike?” A steam trawler may be described as ono of

! the latest combinations of the “resources of civili-
| zation.” It is a hybrid, and its component parts
! belong to ages far apart. The net, it is believeqd, is
of much the same mesh as the nets used on the Sea
of Galilee; but as “they did not know everything
down in Judea” the men of the ninetecnth century
have considerably altered the building of the nef.
The bont has also undergone numerous umprovements
during the lapse of eighteen centuries. But tho
engine and propeller or paddle wheel are compara-~
tively recent inveuntions, and belong exclusively to
ourselves.

M
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The net is simply a Luge bag,  ‘Fhe upper portion
is fastened to the beam, from which the apparatus
derives its name.  This beam vavies in length from
45 to 50 feet, and rests on two triangalar ivon frames
called the trawl heads.  These traw] hewds heing of
iron serve to sink the net and keep it in position,
The under part or “belly” of the net is composed of
two layers of netting, and is shaped like o creseent at
the mouth. "This under part is not couneeted with
the beam, butis weighted round the mouth by a
loaded rope.  As the trawl heads stand abont five
feet high, a very large aperture is thus made for the
fish to enter the net. The net tapers down to a
breadth of about five feet, to which is attached a
Iarger bag or “cod.”  Into this bag maost of *he fish
find their way, and the weight of the cateh being
sometimes considerable the bag is coated with strips
of manilla to keep it from wearing by contact with
the bed of the sea.  The extreme eud of the “cod” is
drawn together with a line, and when the net
requires to be emptied this line is untied, and the fish
emptied out.  Once inside the net it is almost impos-
sible for a fish to get out again, as two picces of
netting attached to the sides of the net converge on a
small opening in the centre. The mode in which the
trawler worke is this:  Arrived at the fishing ground
the trawl is unshipped.  About 100 fathoms of wire
rope is paid out, at the end of which two “bridle”
ropes branch off, one to each trawl head, where they
are shackled tothe beam. The vessel then steams
ahead at the rate of about three knots an hour, with
the trawl in tow.  On ordinary oceasions trawling is
carried on for abont thirty-six howrs at a time,
and during that period the trawl is generally
lifted six times.  When the net is to be cuptied, the
beam is drawn alongside amd shipped on the port
side. The bag is then canted over the beam, the
“eod” line untied, and the fish fall out on the deck.
The t-awl is again unshipped and the vessel proceeds.
The fish are then zlssux“te({ and taken to the hold. In
a proper trawling vessel the hold is placed as far as
yossible from the engine and boilers,  The bottom is
]uid with concrete, and tho hold Is so constructed
that currents of air are made to puss through it.  The
trawl is shipped by means of 2 stean wineh placed
amid-ships ou the starboard side of the vessel.

* * * * * * »

It will be at once vbserved that this “sea seraper™
when set in motion is & very formidable apparatus.
Its voracious mouth is always open and it is never
satisfied. The sportive haddock and codfish and the
lazy, phlegmatic turbot and skate alike fall victims to
its voracity. TFlat fish suffer most from it, us a large
surface is swept by the mouth of the net.  The skato
lying dreaming on a soft bed of sand is ruthlessly
awakened by the loaded yope of the net coming in
contact with his outstretched “caudal appendage.”
Starting up and leoking round to sec what 15 coming,
he finds himself incontinently drawn into the thorax
of the monster. Resistance 1s useless, he has to join
the “happy family” in the “inner circle.” The in-
nocent fluke “flounders” into the breach, never to
retwrn, and is followed by his friends the plaice and
the sole.

Without entering into the merits of the question of
traw! versus line fishing, it may be observed that im-
provements or innovations have always met with op-
position from interested partics. The proprictors of
stage-coaches strenuously opposed the opening up of

denounced the introduetion of the steam-plough, and

handloon: weavers agitated themselves over the ap-
plication of steam-power to weaving. Of course the
alleged destruction of young fish by the operations of .
trawlers is_a guestion which has no parallel in the

cases noted above, and will have to be seriously con-

sidered.  As bearing on this point it may be in-

teresting to quote a paragraph on the subject from

the report of the Fishery Board for Scotland, for 1843,

just published,  The Commissioners sent a number

of queries to the fishery offticers of Scotland, and

after con-sideration of the reports sent in, The Com-

missioners arrive at the following conclusion :—

“ All the information which has been laid before ns
leads to the conclusion that in the present state of
the evidence it cannot be aflirmed that beam trawling
Lad to an appreciablo extent affected the general pro-
duetiveness of any other mode of fishing. Trawling
has long been practised, althongh steam trawlers
have only taken the placoe of sailing vessels within
the last fow years. The wealthof the sea is so enor-
mows that no improved appliance for adding to the
food of the population ought to be discouraged.
What is reguired is some power of regulating this
industry, so that its prosecution will not be to the in- |
jury of the nets and lines of other fishermen, par-
ticularly in narrow waters. At present the only rey
ulation now in foree is the following:— ‘Trawl boats
shall not commence fishing at a less distance than

three miles from any boat fishing with drift nets,
If traw] boats have already shot their nets they must
not come nearer to boats fishing with drift-nets than |
the distance above mentioned.” We are of opinion
that the following additional regulations are worthy -
of consideration:—(1) Trawlers should be required
to avoid lines us well as nets. Line fishermen
should be bound to mark their lines with flags and
buoys.  (2) On proof that injury to lines or nets was
done by a trawler he shonld be presumed to bein,
fault, and so liable in the damage done, unless he can
show that the blame was attachable to the line or net
fisherman himself or some third party. (3) Failure
to mark hi< lines in the way above indicated should
disentitle the fisherman to rerover. (4) On verbal |
complaint to a Superintendent or Fishery Oflicer— |
where the snm claimed is under £10—the Superin.
tendent, assisted by two Assessors, when the par-
tics choose to name them, or one Assessor named
by himself if they failed to do so, should be entitled
to scttle the dispute and fix the amount to be paid.
Fuiling payment, the compiainant should be entitled
to receive a certificate of the damage done signed by
the officer, aud recover in the Sheriff Small Delt
Conrt the amount contained in the certiticate. The
Seceretary of State should be entitled to prohibit beam
trawling in estuaries and narrow waters or inshore,
as  recommended by the Commission of 1878
(Evidence, p. 38); and also wherever the operation
is likcl:y to interfere with beds of oysters, mussels,
cte. The Act 44 and 45 Viet. cap. 11 (paseed 3n
dune, 1881). conferring a power on the Board of
Trade vy Provisional Order to protect bait beds from
injury by beam trawlers, might, in this view, he ad-
vantageously extended ; and the Statute 10 and 11
Viet., cap. 92 (22nd July, 1847), prohibiting the use
of any dredge, etc., for the purpuse of taking
mussels or mussel-brood in musse? beds, shonld hare
its scope enlarged.” . . d '

Next by a lively disposition on the part of the ae-
tively humane in every community of whites through-
ont the land, to kindly encourage the natives in well-
duingr; to countenance the missionaries of whatever
denomination in their good work, to note [udiun
progress in the public prints, and to sce that they are
uerther imposed upon nor neglected.

e after 1836, when the steamer “Beaver™ began to
&, the Indians at varions points prepared fuel for

her in advance. At Vancouver, Columbia River, the
young Kliketats, in 1836, and the following years,
became plmxghvnon, carters, boatinen, and one year,
six of them, acting with perfeet honesty, seined
saltmon on shares with the company.  In 1843.44 and
the fullowing years, the natives of the south-east ot
Vancouver and  Puget Sound, became  canoe-express-
men with mails or passengers, often both. between
Victoria and Nisqually, ploughmen, carters, shep-
herds and sheep-shearers, the women doing as well as
the men at the Iatter work. What is now uccom-
plished by Indians, well and wisely, urged on by
a really earnested-minded Agent or overseer, who can
only persuade through the confidence reposed in him,
let the Reports of 1881 and 82 tell.

Mr. Agent McTiernan a1 pioneer of Victoria, and
long a respected citizen there, now Indian Agent on
the Fraser from Yale downwards, and up the coast
from Fraser mouth to Bute Iulet inclusive, states in
his Report for 1881.82, that $40,000 was paid that
year by Mr. Onderdonk. and 818,000 by the two saw-
mills at Durrard Inlet for Indian labor.  Mention is
also mde of the large amounts by men and women
carned on the salmon canneries. }l'his agent speaks
favorably of both Catholic aud Protestant Indians at
Yale ; but his praise is greatest for the coast tribes
wrom Burmand to Baute Inlet, all Catholics. This is
corroborated to the full by the Report (1831~8‘23 of
the Provincial Indian  Superintendent. who thus
writes 1 “While nearly all other coast Indians are
decimating, these people (from Burrand to Bute
Inlets), are now increasing their own population.”
Being capital sailors they have no lack of employment
as deck hands, aud as loggers for the saw.mills they
are also effective.

Mr. Agent WL . Lowas reports favorably in gen-
eral of the Cowichan Iundians, and in particular of
the Pinalikat braneh of them. who are active fisher-
men.  His report of the Nanaimo Indians is also
favorable. upon the whole. They have a fine reser-
vation on which to farm, but, last Autumn it looked
to me in a neglected state. Mr. Lomas mentions the
frequency of lung complaints amongst the Indians un-
der hiscliarge. 1 have long thought that the putting on
and throwing off of White mens’ clothing, withont
regard  to times and scasons, is with im?i:ms fre-
quently a cause of sickuess.  Qur neighors beyond the
Southern boundary line, have done great things of

late years for their Indians.  From the Indian schoals
throughout the country advanced pupils are now
sent to finish at a sort of high school or college at
Forest Grove, not far from Portland, Oregon.
(Some Forest Grove pupils arc now, to my kuowl
imdustrions fanmers on Puyallnp reservation.) At
Cape Flattery and its neighborhod, Mr. Swan, of Port
Townsend, tells me the Maka Indians, of old first-class
maruders, have now instructors in farming, black-
smithing and carpentering, of their own mce, and
paid by the Federal Government.  The natives have
taken the place of white men, whe at the beginning,
afforded such instruction.

KOOTENAY RECLANMTION SCHENE.

On the Btk July last the Chief Commissioner of
Lands and Works, with the view of ascertaining the
nature, quality and extent of the bottom lands lying
between the International Boundary and Kootenay
Lake, (lisl):lt(‘]lcd Mr. AL S, Farwell to that lu(':llity
with instructions to make such surveys as might be
necessary to enable him to report upon the extent
and character of the valleys on each side of the river,
the :tppl’(nxinmtc aren of the Tands .\ulb.i\:&‘t to overflow,
and the average depth of floud water. and upon the
wature and magnitude of the operations necessary to
recliim the submerged Lads, together with any in-
formation bearing on the subjeet which he might
obrain.

After making the  necessary  trip Mr. Farwell
saliits the following report :

= left Victoria on the morning of the 16th July.
and arrived at Portland on the evening of the 17th,
Lenving Portland at 7.30 a. m, on the 18th, T reached
Sand Point, Idabo Territory at 8 .. on the 19th,
This portion of the journey was over the Northern
Pacitic Railway; the distance from Portland to Sand
oint being 435 miles. Sand Point is a swail rail-
way town built on the north shore of Pend 3'Orweille
Laheo Mr. GoM. Sproat (who traseied in company
with mc? and [ here yjoe'ned Mr. W. AL Buillie-Gron-
man, with whom arrangements had been made to pro-
vide ns wita transport, cte.

We left Sand Point on the 19th July, and camped
at Bonner's Ferry, on Kootenay River, on the 20th
trneling through Pack River Pass, a distance of
alout forty miles.  The altitude of Sand Point above
i levely by the No P R survey, is 2,000 feets the
rise thenee to the summit of Pack River Pass, is 140
feet. and Bonner’s Ferry is 440 feet lower than the
stnmit o making the altitude of Bonners Ferry
L350 feet. A railway can be easily constructed
turough this pass.  No engincering difliculties exist;
and, with the exeeption of clearing the dense growth
of timber, the \mr{c will be light. T found a great
difference of opinion as to what is good or valuable
twher,  From an Idaho and Montana standpoint. the
the timber in the neighborhood of Sand Point, and
that in Pack River Pass. is large, valuable and ex.
ceptienliay good; the reason being, I imagine, that
there are vast tracts of land on the line of the Nor-
thern Pacific Ruilway entirely destitute of timber.
From my awn point of view, taking the groves of
Donglas fir, cte,, on the shore of Burmrd Inlet,
Howe Sound, and different places on Vauncouver
[shand, a2 a standawd, T consider the [daho timber of
avery inferior quality ; in other words, during the
whole of my journey I have not scen a pic{:c of
timber land 2 Burrard Inlet logger wonld put a camp
inte. Pack River Pass is thickly timbered through-
out. with veeasional burnt patches with tamamek or
western larch, white pine, ]Dou;_r,lm fir, cedar, black
pine, ete. The trees are generally small,

I left the ferry on the 22nd Ju{y, and traveled ina
oat down Kootenay River to the lake; thence to the

ontlet, and down the outlet twenty niles to the first
rapids, arriving there on the 30th,

The whole country appeared to be on fire, and the
smoke so dense it was searcely possible to see any-
thing at a distance of twa lmm&rud yards, 1t was
with the greatest diffieulty that I conld measure the
width o1 the ~tream at the rapids, though only 317
feet.  After cousting round 4 portion of the lake, and
visiting the *Mine’ on the east side of Kootenay
take, [ returned to MeLoughlin’s, on the boundary
line, on the 18th August.  The smoke, if anything,
wits thicker than ever, and [ decided to aceompany
Mr. G. M. Sproat to the Columbia lLakes.  We
started on the 31st, and traveled by the Moyea Trail
to Joseph's Prairvies thence down the Columbia about
fifteen miles, below the Lower Colum’ ia Lake. Re-
turning, we traveled south, down the Upper Kow-
tenay to Elk River: tarning back we reached Me.
Loughlin’s on the 6th October.  The smoke at this
time had nearly entirely dissappeared, and I again
proceeded to the «Mine, thence to the ontlet and
rapids, thenee back vp Kootenay River. reaching
Somner’s Foery on the 28th, and Sand Point on the
30th October. 1 left the Point on the sane night,
and arrived at Vietoria on the 8rd November.

ROOIENAY RIVER.

Kootenay River, between Bonner’s Ferry and Koo-
tenay Lake, is 0 magnificent streteh of inland naviga-
ble water, Its average width is over 600 feet, and in
sharp bends it is considerably wider.  The first ten
miles  below  the  ferry is  shallow, compared
with the lower portion of the river. Irom the
boundry line careful  soundings were taken to
the lake, and with the exception of a bar at the
mautth of the river, the main chamnel was found to
average over sixty feet indepth.  On the bar the wa.
ter shoaled to four, three and a half, and three fath.
oms. These soundings were taken on the 25th and
26th July.  Ou the 10th of October the water had
fallen cight feet, and wonld probably fall four feet
more before ordinary low water was reached.

There are no obstructions whatever in the river,
vxcvll)t a few snags, which could be removed for very
sl sum. The distance from Bouners Ferry to
McLoughlin's at the boundry line. by water, is about
H0 miles, thenee to the lake 30 miles, down the lake
ta the outlet 39 miles, outlet to the Mine' 10 mites.
‘Mine' to north end of lake, say 25 miles.  This
makes an uninterrupted water streteh of 150 miles,
suitable for the travel of the largest inland steamers.

The current in the river on 20th July was slow,
not probably, exceeding one mile an hour.  In the
latter ead of October it was searcely ]l)crccpt.ib]c.

There is very little fall between Bonners Ferey
and the lake.  The mean reading of 26 observations,
taken with a compensated Aneroid Bavometer, at Me-
Loughlins, and 53 on Rootenay Lake, gave the same
altitude, viz.: 1,750 feet above sen level.  Judeing
from the banks, 1 estimate that there is a fall o
about cight feet from the Ferry to the boundary, and
four feet from the boundary to the mouth of the
Tiver.

THE KOOTENAY BOTTOM LANDS.

These bottom lands extend from a short distance

above Bonner’s Ferry, on both sides of the river
(generally speaking) to Kootenay ILake. A suc.
eessful reclamation scheme would benefit the lands
subject to overflow, to the south of the International
Boundary Line, as much, if not more, than those
lying to the north of said line.

I roughly estimate the bottom lands in Idaho Ter-
ritory at about 65,000 acres, and the bottom lands
subject to overflow, between the boundary line and
Kootenay Lake, at 45,000 acres, exclusive of rivers,
sloughs and permanent lakes. I enclose herewith a
sketch map of the country from the $9th parallel of
north latitude to Kootenay Lake, drawn to a scale of
half an inch to one statute mile. From a good ob-
servation I made the latitude of the small island in
Kootenay Lake, near the mouth of the canal, 49
deg. 17 min. north.

This makes the distance, in a direct line, following
the general run of the valley, twenty miles from the
boundary to the lake. The course of the river is very
tortuous from McLouglin’s to Rocky Point. IHere
the river divides, the main stream following the foot-
hills on the east side ; the other braneli follows a
comparatively straight course down the centre of the
valley to the luke, forming a lar%o island. This
channel is commonly known as the ‘Canal’

There is no donbt Kootenay Lake at one time ex-
tended to Bonner’s Ferry, and the south end of it has
been gradually filled up with alluvium. This pro-
cess is still going on, as shown hy the large mud flats
at the mouth of the river. The whole of these fluts,
from the boundary to the lake, are practically
worthless on account of the annual fluoding they are
subject to. Natural grasses can be cut for hay on
the higher portions of the ground ; and before and
after ,ﬂigh-water, stock ean obtain feed in certain

laces, Dut any attempt at agriculture would be
utile. There are four principal flats of the fol]owing
ap roximte averyge :

No. 1. On the right bank of Kootenay River, bet-
ween the boundary and Goat River, 9,000 acres.

No. 2. On the right bank of the river, between
Goat River and the lake, 15,000 acres.

No. 3. On theleft bank, from the boundary, north-
ward six miles, 8.000 acres.

No. 4. From the last flat to Rocky Point, 8,000
acres.,

The big island at the mouth of the river contains
about 5,6,00 acres. These flats, including the island,
are open prairies, with fringes of cottonwood and
brush, varying in width from a few yards to three or
four chains.

In the middle of July the greater portion of these
flats was covered with water, with the exception of
No. 3. Probably one half of this tract was nearly
dry. At the end of October a great deal of these
lands was still under water, although the river had
fallen aver cight feet and was still falling.  One no-
ticeable peculiarity is, that the main river banks are
considerably higher than the la::d towards the foot-
hills. Another is that the streams coming in on both
sides of the valley, with the exception of Goat River.
have no visible outlets into the Kootenay River,
This causes the water to remain on the land long
after the river has fallen below its level.

culty. The water did not rise over the banks at the
boundary last summer, but in ordinary years, as fur
as 1 could judge from the silt on the cottonwood trees,
it covers them abcut four feet deep.

THE SOIL.
The soil is very good, being a rich loam, strongly
impregnated with lime.  Three miles below the boun-
dry I saw several stalks of club wheat.

Nowhere along the river hank
can the slightest sign of gravel or sand be detected.
At the bonndary, on the 10th October, the banks were
15 feet high, and the soil appeared the same from the
top of the bank to the water level. !

CLIMATE. _

It is difficnlt to arrive at any very accurate idea of °
the climate in Lower Kootenay, as no regular meteor- ;'
logical vbservations have been recorded. )
The summer is represented  to be warm  with |
occassionally showery days. The winter is cold, the
thermometer probably reaching 20 deg. below zero.
The snow is not great, gencrally settling down to
eighteen inches or two feet. Mr. W. G. Hall. the
only settler north of the line, has 1 pre-emption claim
sitnated half a mile north of the houndary, and three
miles east from Kootenay River.  Both Mr. Hall and
Mr. McLoughlin cheerfully gave any information on
this subject they possessed; but neither of them
]mving any mctcorofocric:d instruments, some of their
statements were mercTy conjectural. 3
Mr. John Russell, a merchant at Sand Point.
passed the winter of 1880.81 at Bomners I° erry, and
was provided with minimum and maximum thermo-
meters.  He informed me that the lowest reading of
the thermometer was 14 deg. below zera. Snow fell
in November, but disappeared in a few days. The
regular winter fall commenced about Cﬁristmas.

THE FOOT-HILLS,

from the Mine’ distant four miles. These springs
are very warm, and the overflow from them has de-
 poited a thick crust, ncarl{ as hard as ordinary rock,
on the shore of the lake. I brought some of this de-
wited matter to Victoria. II. L. Jones, Esq., (of
E-m;_:lcy & Co., Victoria), has kindly examined it, and
prenounces it nothing but purelime.  The luke, from
the -Mine’ to its northern extremity, is about twenty
miles long, but 1 regret to say I was unable to in-
gpect that portion of it.  From reliable sources, I un-
derstand that there is a little land at the month of the
larlaux River, and that the timber on the side hills
improves in quality; there is also some tolerably
clear cedar on the low ground.

THE OUTLET.

The outlet of Kootenay Lake is directly opposite
(Cape Horn, and its general bearing to the ‘Narrows,
twaand a half miles from the lake, isS. 45 deg. W.
Tiw width of the waterway near the lake, on the 28th
duly, was 1,222 feet. The channel here is deep, in
tic centre varying fram eight to eleven fathoms and
one half. Between the outlet and the ‘Narrows,” the
channel widens out in places to three.quarters of a
mile,

At the ‘Narrows,’ the chanunel contracts considera-
bly. On the 21st October, it was only 341 feet wide.
The distance between the extreme high water marks,
on cither side, is 420 feet. The deepest water at this
point is seven fathoms. From the <Narrows, to the
first rapids, a distance of about 173 miles, the water
way is more erooked, the general bearing being about
30 to 40 degrees west of south. The width varies
from a quarter of a mile to one mile and a half.
There are several streams coming in on either side,
and where they oceur, long, gravelly and sandy points
set out into the channel, narrowing it down in places
to a quarter of a mile; but at these places the chan-
nel is deep, being in no case less than eight fathoms.

The hiﬁs on both sides of the outlet are very stee
and rugged, with occasional long stretches of blug
granive rock. The timber has been nearly all burnt
off, and what remains is of a very poor quality—
small tamarak, yellow pine, white pine, Douglas fir,
cedar, black piue, ete.  From the {:Lke to the rapids
there is no agricultural land whatever.

This piece of water can be easily traversed with
steamboats of any size. The current is slight, with
the exception of a short distance at the «Narrows.
On the 1st August, it was running at that point about
2% miles an hour. At any rate we pulled a large ba-
teau through the ¢‘Narrows’ oun that date, with four
oars, without much difficulty. I may state here, that
my view of the first twenty miles of the outlet, being
navigable for steamboats is borne out by the explora-
tions made by Walter Moberly, Esq., C. E., in 1865.
On his map of Columbia River, drawn by Mr. James
Turnbull, this fact is sisted.

RECLAIMING THE KOOTENAY BOTTOMS.

The work of reclaiming these lands will be expen-
sive and difficult. 1n the first place, matters must
be 50 arranged that the water in F{ootenay Lake shall
not ma*crixﬁ'ly rise above its lowest stage under exis-
tin%circumsumces. As before stated, the first rise
in the lake is caused by the snow melting on the sur-
rounding mountains, and dminingg into 1t by numer-
ous sma‘l:{ tributaries. The second by the flood water
of Kootenay River. The difference of level of the
water in the Jake, between extreme high water and
dead low water, is from 18 to 20 feet. Last scason
was 8 pxu‘ticular]y dry one, no miu falling with the

exception of a shower or two from the 2und ay to the
beginuing of October. At Bonner’s Ferry the water

reached its highest stage on the 27th June; on the28th
it fell two inches.

The water in the lake commenced to fall on the 1st
July. In the beginning of Angust the water was
falling at the rate of 2 inches in twenty-four hours,
at the outlet, close to the lake; 1.54 inches in twenty-
four hours, at a& point immediately below the
‘Narrows,” and 1.78 inches in the same space of time
at the rapids.

The sectional area of the waterway in high water
at Bonner’s Ferry isabout 12,500 feet; at the <Narrows’
12,000 feet; and at the <Rapids,’ 13,000 fect. To
cnable one to form an accurate idea of the cost of
sufficient widening the channel at the <Narrows® and
the first <Rapids’ it would be absolutely necessary to
watch the action of the water from the first rising in
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the spring of the year to the time of its reaching its
lowest stage in the autumn.  This of course I was
unable to do, still T am in a position to state that the
cost of the work must be heavy.

At the «Narrows' to widen the stream 250 feet
woutld neecessitate the removal of some 116,000 cubice
yards of small boulders, gravel and sand.

At the ‘Rapids,” the left shore is bluff rock, about
forty feet in fnoight. The right bank is low and eon-
sists of large granite boulders and gravel: the boulders
vary in weight, from 50 pounds te a ton.  This place
has the appearance of being at some distant period,
over half a mile wide, and since tilled up with im-
mense boulders by glacial action.  To widen this
channel 200 feet. it would he necessary to remove
about 200,000 cubie yards of material. T have gone
into these :1})})1‘«)xim:uc figures in order to disperse an
idea that a few charges of powder were onl{ required
ta remove the obhstructions in the outlet.  The fall im-
mediaiely below the rapids is heavy, and no diflicul-
ties in my pinion can exist below that point.

The cost of removing the above mentioned material
at the <Narrows’ and the Rapids,” caleulated on the
prices received for exeavating similar material by the
contractors for the construetion of the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway. from Emory to Savona Ferry, would be
as follows:---

Widening the narrow places would no doubt ma-
terially assist in reducing the height of the water in
Kootenay Lake: but to thoroughly redaim  the
bottom lands I am of opinion, it will he necessary
to divert the pr{wr Kootenay into the Upper Colum-
bia Lake. The Upper Kootenay drains a large area.
It rises in the centre of the Rocky Mountains and
runs in a southerly direction about one hundred miles
before it breaks through the range into the Columbia
and Kootenay valley to the west of the main chain.

Although the water was unusually low this year,
the erossing was not fordable for animals until the
1st of Angust.  On the 15th September there was a
very stron;_;; current in the river, and water above our
horses bellies.  Following down the Kootenay from
the upper crossing to the r],ake, the following tributa-
ries are crossed.  On the right bank, Findlay Creek,
St. Mary’s River, Yaka River and the Moyea. On
the left bank, Sheep Creek, Wild Horse Creek, Bull

diver, Sand Crecek, Elk River, Tobacco River, and
Musula Creck.  All these stremms though of a con-
siderable size for a short time during higlf water, run
down very rapidly. Elk River has the largest
volume of water., but in the middle of September was
not as large a stream as the Kootenay at the crossing
by one-half.  The Kootenay, on issuing from the

tocky Mountains crosses the valley nearly at right
angles aud theun turns abruptly to the south.

The valley is about one mile and a quarter wide,

its length from the river to the Upper Columbia

Lake is nearly two miles. The ground is Hat and
thinly studded with yellow pine trees from one t°
two feet in diameter. ~ The soil ig sandy, with gravel’
a short distance from the surface. :

There is a fall of over twenty feet from the river
to the lake, that is from the east side where the viver
firet enters it.  The river itself has <onsiderable full
in its course across the valley.  There isa popular
idea in Kootenay that the work of turning this river
can be accomplished for the sum of $10,000.

With this opinion 1 respeetfully beg to differ,
To estimate the cost of this work with any degree of
aceuracy, it wonld be necessary to make correct plans
and profiles of the ground. also to sink trial pits an
the line of the prup({scd canal. At any rate, 2 chan..
nel would have to be exeavated two miles long, 90 feer
wide, to an average depth of 10 feet at least, which
would give 316,8(0 yards of material to be removed,
In addition to this, a substantial dan would be re
quired, about 350 feet long, and from 6 to 20 fee
high.

R\'hat ceffect turning this quantity of water into the
Columbia Lakes may have on the low lands ou the
Upper Columbia, it is hard to say. Tt would pro.
ba ;lly destroy some patches of meadow land, but the
improvement to the navigation would more than
offset such a loss. Major Rodgers, Chief Engincer |
of the Pacific Division of the Canadian Pacifie Rail.
way, intormed me that he saw no objection to sucha
work beiug undertaken, so far as it wounld interfere
with his railway lridges on the Columbia, these
struetures having to be placed at such a height as 1o
make the question of a little water, more or less a
matter of no consequence, \

Turning this river would -greatly improve the
bottom lands, between the cros=ing :uu? the }muml;u‘.\.
and increase the quantity  of meadow land hetween
these points,

In the event of these works being cacried out.and
the water in the lake being so far redueed as to
prevent the annual flooding  the bottom lands are,
now subject to, a considerable expenditure will e re. |
quired to open outlets to all the mountain streams
between the boundary and the ke, It will be ne
cessary also to constuet large catehwater drains sl
the foot-hills, and nmnerons other drains across the
flats, in order to clear them of surface water. '

THE KOOTENAY MINES.

The amine;” or the ledge, as it is generall called, is
situated about ten miles north from Cape Horn. aud
on the west side of Kootenay Lake. The lead has |
been traced on the surface for about a mile, on the
east side of a hill.  This hill juts inte the lake, with
 low valley running to the east of it. from water to
water. It has the appearance of being upheaved and
broken off from the neighbouring mountains.

The rock strata, quartzite and limestone, dip te.
wards the lake, at an angle of about 40 degrees. — The
outcroppings on the Bluebelt elaim, are 236 feet ahove
the lake level. No work of any consequence has been
done on this ledge during the past season. all the
claimants to the gronnd having been on«mgcd in law
suits before the Gold Commisioner. Some ten or
twelve claims have heen recorded on the west side of,
the lake, opposite the biyzledge. At the mine, T met
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Captain Brown, a well-known mineralogist and as-
sayer of San Francisco, who was engaged by Messrs,
Aisworth & Co. to test the ore on the big ledge. e
spoke favorably of the mining prospects in this lo-
ality.  He did not consider the galena dcposits as
confined to the big ledge, but was of opinion, from
the appearance of the formation, that othier mines of
equal, if not greater,  value, would be discovered
within a vadius of 10 or 15 miles. That the cost of
smelting would be moderate, on account of the large
supply of suitable timber. A large bed of clay, near
the mine, he pronounced to be of execllent quality,
uitable for fire brick, and containing kaolin.

[n conversation on the existing Provincial mining
laws. Captain Brown considered the “Mineral Am-
endiment Aet, 1833 very goud measure, and if it
had not been dissallowed by the Dominion anthorities,
over one hundred men he was personally aequainted
with, would have been prospecting in the Kootenay
Lake country during the pust season.  On the Upper
Columbia, fxnct a Mr. Arthur Isaacs, one of the
waners of a mineral claim loeated on Spu]]nmchcen
River.  This river yuns into the Upper Columbia
Uver, on its left bank, about 50 miles below the
Lower Columbia Lake.  Mr. Isuaes, who is an ex.
lwricm-ed Colorade miner, expressed himself very
strongly against our mining laws, considering it a
particular luu‘dshi{) to lave to represent the ground
every seventy-two hours, I metman 'proﬁ}())cctors and
miners, both on Kootenay rake and the Upper Co-
fumbia, and they were unanimous in condemning the
present Lws rcl:tting to minerals found in lodes or
wins,  They considered that a certain amount of work,
say to the value of $100 or more, performed on a
claim, in sinking or drifting on the ledge, should en-
title the recorded holder of it to retain his ground for
the term of n year without further representation.
Thiz work it was pointed out, should be (llcﬁned, that
i to say, the size of the shaft to be sunk or the adit
driven, should be set forth in the Act, in order that
the Gold Commnissioner might be relieved from the
responsibility of assessing the value of the work done.

'{'hc Iaws in foree in Arizona, Colorado, Utah,
Montana, and other States and Territories of the
United States, contain provisions of this character,
and have been found to work well.

Ir seEMs to be a well recognized fact that human
beings cannot exist in a state of health on animal food
evlusively for any great length of time. \'cgcmblcs
are neeessary to prevent certain diseases, and to re-
moyv e those diseases when they have invaded the system.

BRITISH COLUMBIA ADVANCING.

It shows how closel): the people of the whole world
are becoming bound up together when the address of
Lieut.-Governor Cornwall at opening the British Co-
lumbia Legislature on the 3rd inst. has attracted
universal attention. Not so long ago the affairs of
that distant colony would have awakened no interest
whatever. Now itis different. Through the opening
up of railways, improved navigation and telegraphs,
there is scarcely & corner of the earth, however dis-
tant and outlandish, but is closely connectod with the
most busy centres, and has a considerable influence
upon them.

All, therefore, will be glad to learn that British Co-
lumbia is at least keeping pace with the rest of the
world in the march of progress. The new railway
has in a sense brought it much nearer the eastern
provinces of the Dominion, As their great resources
have become better known, these provinces have been
the more appreciated. They are now acknowledged
as excellent fields for settlement, and are being
largely taken advantage of. Actual settlers can ob-
tain land there from the Dominion Government at
one dollar per acre. Last year considerable numbers
of very desirable inmigrants have been thus com-
fortably located, besides numerous others who have
simply sought employment in one or other of the
many industries,

The industries of British Columbia are numerous,
and presently are all in a very prosperous condition.
They are being rapidly developed, and the general
prospect is excellent. Coal~minin¥ there is growing
m importance ; it could scarcely fail to do so as the
coal of British Columbia is the best on the Pacific
coast. There is also a large yield in the gold placer
mines. Then mineralogists report that the quartz
there is rich in gold; and so operations in quartz
mining are confidently expected to commence soon.
The provincial public works—road and bridge-
making, ete.- are being pushed forward ; and also the
Esquimalt § graving dock, which the Dominion
Government have assumed the responsibility of con-
structing. )

But British Columbia is not saltogether free from
troubles—it has got a skeleton in its cupboard Fke
other places, although not a very great one. There
it is represented in the grand Chinese question, and
over it the community are presently greatly agitated.
The question is a difticult one, as there is no law to
exclude them, and they are needed although not
wanted. Owing to this, some from necessity, favor
the Chinese, while others are bitterly opposed to them,
and will not tolerats their presence. his address
the Lieut.- Governor points out that the best way of
overcoming the difficulty is by encouraging imigra-
tion of a class and character who will in time exclude
the Chinese from those industries which they now ab-
sorb. That certainly ai:gems a feasible and practical
solution; but it is well-known that others cannot live

upon the low wages which suffice for a Chinaman, and
it is, therefore, difficult to compete with him in the la-
bour market. As British Columbia grows in popula-
tion, however, this skeleton will always become less
in appearance.—dmerican Paper.

Same dav, 1801, the Sicilian, Piazzi, discovered a
planctoid, which he mmed after Ceres of old in great
repute in Sicily, then noted for ample production of
cereals,

In the reign of Elizabeth of England, the custom
of presenting gifts to the Sovereign was carried to an
outrgreons heighit. The practice was kept up in the
carlier yeurs of James I No record of its contin-
wanee in the time of Charles I, although gifts may
then have been presented. The custom ceasing
during the rule of the Commonwealth, was not there-
after revive L.

We must bricfly pass over the well-known “later
career of General Wolfe
1727, at Westerham, Kent.  His father was a2 Gen-
erad in Comberlnd’s army, 1745-6.

On January 9, 1816, Dave's safety lamp for the
first time shed its beams in the dark recesses of a
canlpit.

In Augast, 1815, the celebrated Georme Ste-
phenson jnvented a safety lamp; sound ideas in
mechanieal scinee guiding him.  Accompanied by
his afterwards lustijous son Robert, then a lad of
fifteen, the engine-wright  Stephenson made  his
first experiment successfully, Oct. 21st, 1815,

On January 9, 1816, the Rev. John Hodgson,
anthor of a History of Northumleerlangd, with one of
the Davy lnmps. descended the Hebburn pig, in o ter-
rible atmosphere of iredamp or explosive gas. He
greatly alarmed a poor miner working by the spark-
light of a steelmill. The miner peremptorily or-
deredd the npknown bearer of the approaching light
to “put ont the Fght”  The light still coming nearer
and nearer, the miner took to swearing, and at length,
in view of immediate death, to praving, when thero
stood before him a well-known and much respected
man smiling complacently at the great trinmph of
cienee.  The lamps were long, and are perhaps still,
used, and kuown as the “Davie”™ and the “Geordic.”
That the inventors worked indepewdently of and un-
known to each other, is now conceded. A paper war
fieree cnang hensuad between their respective friends.
Men of seienee toak the side of Davy and wrote and
skoke in the graudest and most disdamfully de laut en
tas style of the little that could be expected from the
engine-wiizht of Killingworth.

At Boston, Mass,, January 6, 1706, was homn the
wreat Benjamin Franklin,  Of him a Scottish author,
wha in several featares of character, as the present
compiler thinks, mmeh  resembles Franklin, thus
wrtes: “Modern soriety has felt as if there were
samething wanting in the chamcter of Franklin, vet
what the man positively had of good about him, was
bevond  all J«ml»t extremely good.  Sclf-denial,
energy, love of knowledze, sagacity to discern, aud
camestuess to pursue what was ealeulated to promate
happiness amongst mankind, scientific ingenuity,
caurage in the protection of patriotic interests against
wistule—all were his. How few men possess half o
