LiIIEiTY OF RELIGION.

In aur st Talk we were somewhat
like the inau who leotured on sienakes
in Ireland," aud wvho began by saying:

Wali, if by liberty of con-
science je meant the freedoni and
riglit te think and talk and write and
net as one likes, we certaniy do say
flhnt conscience neithor gives nar bas
such liberty. Tho liberty wo have in
cengoience ieseomeathing like tié liberty
wé have in Canada; and an mnent
authority has told us thaL in Canada
Il we have liber'y wit.hout licénse and
authority without deepotieni." Tbough
credit bas not always been given to
thoir dlistinguished and iésrned author
-Archbishop Walsh-these words
have beeu accepted and used by moat
competent judges as an excellent
definition of liberty and law. Freedorn
tu think and talk snd sot as ane likes
je license without liberty, snd licen.
tiousnees without sutbority. Liberty
of cunscience in the freedoni to, thiLk
and speak * and sat as one ought,
and sucb f.reedorn we hioue to bav'e
alwaya in Canada, 'ind every where
eise.

Liberty of conscience je sornétires
cslled and confouuded with liberty of
religion, sud liberty af religion is a
very mucb abused expression.

Now we
think that this gentlemdan gavo a véry
fair definition cf liberty ai religion as
popnisrly undersr.od at thé préent
day, and thera e iné doubt that reli-
giaus liberty, sei understood, je the
grat doctrine, thé dagma of thé nine.
Leeith century. IL is uaL moely that
evriryone bas a right tu profess sud
practice aud propagate the religion hée
beliéves, but that evary man je trc
te believe thé religion he professes snd
to changé iL whén hé tiinks fit.

sophy we ssmmply say snob doctrine je
absurd sud mischievoua, and sub-
versive of aIl religion worthy of the
nome. It je quite trnc that liberty cf
religion menus fréedom from ail

nrély human interfereuce in matters
of religiaon and conscience. Neither
mn nar angel bas a right te corne
betwéen mu and my conscience, or
between my conscience and rny
Creator. In this sensé my religion je
my own affair ; my conscience is my
castle.

But my religion je not my awn
sifair only. It je indeed a maLter
between nie and my Creator, but iL je
aise a mattér betweeu my CJreator aud
me. Noman bas arigit todictate any
religion te me, but aod bas. my
religion je a matter cf conscience,
niast certaiuly, but At je aiea a maLter
of divine commandaient. Ne créature
cau corne betwéén mu aud my cou-
science, but niy Creator can. He eau
write Hie law on. -y conscience, sud
Hé eau make this law knawn by
réeau, and perfect thé knawledge by
révels.ion , and true liberty ai con.
science, truc liberty ai religion ;s te
oboy the law ai my relation tu God,
arid subniit to tie authority cf rcsson
aud rffelaçltt.

Oood dairy cowe adapted te thte
business, well fod with imitable foode,
and aIl titeir othor wautat and comxforts
looked after in a inanner titat suchi
cown are worthy of, caunot fail to pay
Zood dividende wherevor titere is a
miarket for dairy producte ; botter,
perhaps, titan for uny otiter brancit of
farm economy invoiving an equal
irtvestment, and te more cure and in-
telligence givpn, to doweloping tite
induRtry tite greater the rewarde.

The pepular taste for yelîow butter
coma6s from te fact tint butter made
when cows aire pastnring on clover,
takee that color zaturtily, and ubuay
bave no superior in qunlity, thougit it
may be equallIed.
