Du-
ring these ceremonies the rose is held by
a clerk of the Camera apos, tolica, who
now gives it into the hand of the Cardi-
nul Deacon, who stands on the right, and
he gives it to the Pope, who carrying the
rose in his left hand, and giving his be-
nediction with his right, proceeds to_the

chapel, his cope being held up, bn ¢ach
-+ iside, by-a Cardinal Beacon. Whev he
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rose to the first mentioned Cardinal Dea-
con, who delivers it to the clerk of the
camera, and he places it upon the altar.

When mass is finished, the Pope prays
before the altar, and afterwurds recetves
the rcse, and carries it to his chamber
If the personage, to whom it s to be gi-
ven, is present, he is summoned, and as
he kneels at the Pope’s feet, the Pope
presents the rose to him, saying : ¢ Re.
cetve a rose from our bands, who though
anworthy, hold the place vf God upon
earth, by which rose is signified the joy
of the two cities ot Jerusalemn. that is the
church triumphant and militant; by
which 1s manifested, 0 all the futhful
of Christ, that most beautiful flwer,
which is the joy and crown of all the
saints : receive this, most beloved son,
who art noble, powerful, and endowed
with much strepgth, according to the
world, that thou mayest be much mare
ennobled with every virtue in Christ our
Lord. like a rosetree planted upon the
streams of many waters, which grace
may He, of his abwndant clemency,
vouchsufe to grant thee, whois three and
one for ever, Amen. {n the name ofthe
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost, Amen.  The person, to whom
the rose is thus presented, after Kissing
the hand and fuot of the Pope, returns
his thanks, and, bearing the cross in his
band, is accompanied to his house by
the coliege of Cardinals, between the
two senior Deacans after all the other
Ca.dinals, escerted also by the officersof
the Ruman court.

John xix. 24.
Tis thirst which Jesu feels, is at th
the same time both natural and myst
rious. In additjon to his having taken
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nothing since the evening before. the
quantity of blood which he had lost,
the excessive pain which he had under-
gone, were suflicientio cause an extreme
thirst. For, as St Cyril remarks, it is
the peculiar effect of intense paiu to ex-
cite the natural heat so strongly as io
ahsorb the interior liquids, and set the
entrails on fire Ilence from the dry-
ness of the palate und mouth, rises a
consuming thirst, which nothing can ex

Every one is more or less acquainted
with the suffering which is occasioned
by thirst. But it is those particularly
who have felt it, in some illness, that
can form a just idea of it. Henge p
pious person, who was tormented on hjs
death bed with a similar heat and thirst,
said, that he had never comprehended,
until then, those words of the psalmist,
svhich he was fond of repeating—My
Strength is dried up like o potsherd,
and my tongue hath cleaved to my jaws.
And he said he judged by this torment
what that of our Saviour had been.

But at best we should only impe rfect-
ly comprehend this divine torment, if we
consider it merely as a natural thirst
Entirely cngaged as he is ig accom-
plishing every iota of his father's will,
the thoughts of Jesus rusning through,
i{ we may say so, all the oracles that re-
lated o him, perceived there was one,
which as St. John tells ps, was not yet
fultiilled. It nad been foretold, that in
his thirst they should give hyn vineger
to drink, (Ps. {xviii. 26.) and he imme-
diately gays, he is thirsty. His exccue
sioners then fulfilled the prophecy, and

presented him vinegar to drink ; that

*
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Jesus tasted it, and that lis pains were
thereby increased is som ething of mo-
ment, withont donbt, but almost nothing
in addition to so many sufferings. More
over, it was not to those who surrounded
him that he particularly declared his
tinrst.  The word which bhe here pro-
nounces, i8 not addressed like the pre-
ceding, to somc particular perso. It
is a sigh which issues frem the bot-
tom of his agonizing soul, at the remem-
brance of his God, and of the redemp-
tion which he is achieving, a sigh that
is directed at the same time to heaven
and earth, to God and man, to all man-
kind, and particularly to all sinners. If
he thirsts, itis for the return of pater-
nal tenderness, and of those consola-
tions of God, who has forsaken him. If
he {hirsts, it is because he sees the
friendship of God at length taking the
place of his wrath, and extending itself
to all those whom he has redeemed at
the price of his biood. If he thirsts,
it is to see all men hastening to him, to
to unite themselves to him. to enter in-
to him, that with him, and in him, and
by him, they may receive the merey
which he implores ; and to give here, at
least, some idea of the untranslateable
expression of a holy father, he thirsts,
in order to be himself the abject of our
thirst. Sitir simiri. (St Greg. Naz )
He thirsts for the conversion of sinaers-—
he thirsts for the perseverance of the
just—-he thirsts for the salvation and hap-
piness of the entire world.

Ve are sometimes surprised that the
Evangelists have related so little con-
cerning this blessed creature. This is
what constitutes her glory; she lived
in retreat, intent upon what she learn-
ed in the school of her Son. The
saints are never more worthy of
admiration than when few of their ae-
tionsare recorded. Itisa proof that they
have led hidden lives, and conccaled
their virtues, which is the heroism of
the saints. Mary excelled in this point ;
she treasured up evervthing in her
heart, aceording to the expressionof
the Evangelist.  {Luke, ii.

We have a hundred times recited the
Canticle of the Blessed Virgin, but
have not comprehended its  hidden
meaning.
