Thousands of haggard, hunger-bitten
women of the higher castes in India, with
starving babes at their breasts, prefer to die
on the road to going into the relief stations
and accepting food that would cause them
to lose caste. See how these heathen stand
by their faith, and count caste dearer thau
life !

‘The Church of Scotland is about to enter
on a Mission to China. This is well, for the
field is vast, and all Presbyteriana can work
together in the face of heatheniem, though
not in the face of Christendom.

Africa, euony, mysterious, wondrous
Africa ! Iethy secret out at last? Aud
must the world shut its eyesand earz tothy
claims: or rige all in earnest to dispel thy
darkness and break thy chains ?

@H@SE who desire an elaborate and
#X  ecientific description of Icolmkill will
find it in the Duke of Argyle’s book on [ona
published i 1869. A more graphic and
popular account of it may be found in Dr.
Johuson’s ““ Journey to the Western High-
lands of Scotland,” in 1795. But, with
neither of theee at hand, there may be eome
of our readers who will pot object to a brief
common-place allusion to these twin sisters
of the sea, which, by reason of their re-
wotenese from the beaten paths, are visited
by comparatively few passengers. We in-
vite such to j«in us, say at Greenock, where
we shall step on board the steamer “ [ona”
at nine o’clock in the morning. You may
just find standing room among the crowd of
from fifteen hundred to two thousand pas-
sengers, but you will be repaid for the dis-
comfort by the exquisite character of the
surronndings. The steamer’s course, skirt-
ing the Argyleshire coast, and through the
Kyles of Bute, and into Lech Fyne, intro-
duce: you to scepery than which there is
nothing finer in this laud of the mountain
and the flood. At Ardrirhaig, leaving the
«Iopa,” a few ot us embark in & miniature
propeller, very odd in its appearance, but
which carries us comfortably through the
Criuan Canal, at the rurther end of which
we are transferred to the **Chevalier ”—a
stsunch sea-boat. By sun-down we reach

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‘Oban, the beautiful capital of the Western
Highlands. Here at least, the office of the
“Bell man” is not yet exiinct. He takes
the place of the evening pap:r, retailing at
the top of his voice, from door to door, a
variety of information : inter alia, he adver-
tizes the “ Pioneer” to £ail for Staffa and
Tous the hext morning at eight o’clock—
“wind and weather permitting.”

Wednesday, July 25, 1877. It was blowing
a gale of wind! The sea and the sky both
looked dark and augry. The skipper was
heard to mutter beiween his teeth as he
turned his weather- beaten tace to windward,
‘“ we're going to have a dirty day.” So, in
the nautical sense, indeed, it proved; yet,
it seemed almoet appropriate to the weird
grandeur of the Sound of Mull.

*‘ Where thwarting tides with mingled roar
Part thy swarth hills from Morven’s shore.”

Alternate cloud and sunshine, and pelt-
ing rain, attended our progress through the
Sound. On either side the everlasting hilla
looked bleak and barren. On almostevery
projecting promontory was perched the ruins
of a feudal fastness. What memories they
awakened ! How, in and around these
fortresses, lived and fought the Macleans of
of Duart, Carsaig, and Lochbuy, and other
haughty lords of the Manor—lawless and
unaccountable to mortal nan. How tra-
vellers, presenting themselves before the
gates of such ¢ keeps ™ as these, would be
closely interrogated before the port-cullis
was raiced, and how, when sdmitted, they
might be seated as a guest at the table of
the petty monarch, or thrust into the
¢ dunjon’’ as a epy, just as it suited his
caprice !

It was a relief even for & few minutes to
get into the quiet haven of Tobermory. near
the Lead of the Sound. It is a beautiful
little land- locked bay, from which one gets
a glimpee of Drumfuin, the princely estate
and castle purchased by the late Mr. Bryce
Allan of Liverpool, a short time before his
death; and, on the opposite shore, of the
wanse of Morven, or, as it used to be called,
¢ the house of Fuinary’”’—the home of the
McLeods for a hundred years back, whose
present cccupaunt, iue hev. Jobu McLeod,

¢ the high priest”—so called on account of
hia great stature—is one of the most reve-
red ministers of the Church of Scotland,

Now we are out on the Atlantic ocean,
toiling through a heavy sea. Some of us
become prodigiously sea-sick, others com-
placently affect to admire the grandeur of
the waves breaking on the bare mounds of
granite that bound the coast.

STaFra, at length looms in sight, and
about mid-day we drop anchor under its lee.
It ira small island, not more than & mile in
diameter, and rising out of the sea to & maxi-
mum height of about 300 feet. The object of
our intense curiosity is at the further side,
but, owing to the tempestuous state of the
weather, we land here, scramble up the
rugged strand, and proceed on foot across
the islard, through rank wet grass—for it
hasrained here every day for the last month ;
and it rainf now. Our party numbers about
forty—including Principal MacVicar and
his wife, the venerable Dr. Schaff, of New
York—the learned author of the ¢ His-
tory of the Creeds of Christendom,”
and altogether & most lovable man—and
other “Pans” whose names I cannot
now recall. We descend a long stair-case
and pick our way for 600 yards along a
basaliic eauceway, amid the roar of waters,
till we come to the grand entracce of Fin-
gal’s Cave. I have nowords to express the
awful feelings with which we penetrated its
innermost receeses—two hundred and thirty
feet. As we groped our way along a narrow
ledge, now looking uvp to ite vaulted roof,
seventy feet above us, and again, down into
the narrow gorge beneath, where the Atlan-
tic billows chase each other, till, finall
dashing themselves in wildest confusion
against the rock, and with a noise like thun-
der, they fall back in clouds of spray, as
white as snow, we felt that we could better
appreciate now the power and pathos of
the familiar lines,—

Where, as to shame the temple decked,

By skill of earthly architect,

Nature herself, it seems, would raise

A Minster to her Maker’s praise.

Yet, Staffa, more I felt His presence in thy cave
Than when lonas’ oross roge o’er the western wave.
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Ioxa lies about nine miles to the south of
Staffa. It is separated from the ieland of
Maull by a narrow sound, and is congequently
easy of access. In almoet every reepect it
differs from its sictter Ieland, which is un.
inhabited, and whose interest centres in that
wonderful Hall of basaltic columps. Icna,
on the coxtrary, is still the abode of living
mev, and claims our veneration from ite
hisforic aescciations as the early seat of
Chrietianity in the North of Scotland. Here
Columba built his cell in the year 563, At
the age of forty-two he had emigrated from
Ireland with his twelve disciples, and on
this island, sufficiently remote from bhis
native land to be out of sight of it,
snd where he might, without distracting
thoughts about bome and kindred, enter
upon his great missionary work, he lived
for thirty-four years, training men for the
ministrv. It is the recollection of the pious
life and labours of this truly great man
that makes one feel as he lande on this
island that he is indeed on consecrated
ground.

Thanke to the Duke of Argyle,“the ruins”
have been rescued from desecratiorn and are
pow preserved with great care. They consist
of the remains of an extensive nunuvery, of
the Cathedral of St. Mary. founded about
the year 1203, and of St. Oran’s Chavel. sup-
posed to have been built by Queen Mar-
garet, A.D. 1000—in memory of Saint Co
lumba. Of higher sstiquity than any of
these are the runic crosses, in wonderful
preservation, whicb have not yet revealed
their origin to the most learred investi-
gations of the antiquarian. And there is
the old grave yaid—the burial place of
Kinge, and Prelates, and Scottish Chief-
tains, for a thousand years. There are now
some 500 inbabitants on Iona. They have
two Churches, Establiched and Free, with
ample means of education,so that their con-
dition is much improved since the time of
Dr.Johnson’s visit, who said that in his day
there was but one house on the island that
had a chimney in it, but which was of little
value, < for the fire was made on the floor,
in the middle of the room, and, notwith-

standing the dignity of the mansion, ite
ownérs rejoiced like their neighbours in the
comforts of smoke :” and that ¢ 1ot one of
the people could read or write.” However
that may have been, the record of the hom-
age which he paid at the shrine of Columba,
will be reed and admired ae lcng as the
English lacguage is spoken. ‘At last we
came to Icolmkill. We are now treading
that illuetrious island which wae once the
luminary of the Caledonian regions, whence
savage clans and rovicg barbarians derived
the benefite of kncwledge and the blessinge
of religion........ That man ie litile to be
envied whose patriotism would not gain
force upon the plain of Marathon, or whose
piety would not grow warmer among the
ruing of Iona.”

It is of the utmost importance to the fa-
ture life and prosperity of the Church that
our Colleges be well supported and efficiently
maintained: Butit is a snbject of deep're-
gret that burdénsome debts have accumu-
lated in the colleges ot the Western Section
of the Church during the last two years. By
authority of the General Assembly, a special
effort is being made this year to wipe out
these debts, an effort which, it is hoped, will
prove successful. : ’

It is of great moment that, hereafter, the
revenue of each of the colleges should meet
the expenditure, so as to prevent the accu-
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‘mulation of debt in futare. To accomplish
this desirable end we trust that every con-
g;-egatxon of the Church will centribute to
the College fund in proportion to the im-

tance and wants of the several Instilu-
tions, and that the contributions for the
current year will be made and forwarded to
the respective® Treasurers as early in De-
cember as possible. A little consideration
on the part of ministers and sessions could
edsily effect this.

Rev. R. H. WARDEN. Montreal, has been
appointed treasurer of the Presbvterian
College of Montreal, in rocm of Mr. Warden
King, resigued. Mr. King has been trea-
surer of this College almost from its very
eommencement, in 1867, and on the occa-
sion of his retirement, received from the
Board a very complimentary and well-
deserved acknowledgment of his long-con-

tinued, most efficient, and gratuitous ser-
vices.

Toe SOREDULE SYSTEM.

This plan of contributing for the mission
fands of the Church and other benevolent
purposes is, we are glad to find, gradually
commending itself to the approbation of
the congregations. We are informed that
all the congregations in the Presbytery of
. Montreal—outside the city—have this year
resolved to make trial of it. But why it
should be confined to the rural charges, we
are at a loss to know ; unless, indeed, some
of the city charges find that they are doing
all that can reasonably be expected of them
by some other means.

The object of the Schedule System is to
sypersede the old fashioned and unsatisfac-
tory method of taking up special Sabbath-
day collections, and to do awag with those
frequent private appeals which a great
many excellent people have come to regard
in the light of ““a perpetually recurring
sannoyance.” It amounts practically to
this,—tbat each member and adherent of
& congregation is supplied at the beginuing
of the year with a printed form, divided
mto a8 many columns as the objects for
which their contributions are desired. Over
these columns are placed the names of the

mission funds under the direction of the
General Assembly, and such other pur-
poses a8 the congregation finds itself called
upon to support. [Usually, these are (1)
Home Missions; (2) Foreign Missions; (3)
French Evangelization; (4) The Colleges;
(5) Widows and Orphans’ Fund; (6) Other
purposes ; (such as the Assembly, Synod,
and Presbytery Funds, maintenance of
Sabbath Schools, &c., &c.) Each party
receiving such schedule is requested to
enter in the appropriate colnmn the amount
he or she feels disposed to contiibute for
the then current year. The sum of these
is carried 1nto the ¢ Total ”” column, and in
the last column is indicated whether the
amount is to be paid monthly, quarterly,
hali-yearly, or in one payment. The trea-
surer opens an account with every sub-
scriber in a ledger ruled precisely in the
form of the schedule, and the Kirk-Session,
or a committee appoiuted for the purpose,
dietribute, to the best of their judgment,
any contributions that may be given in a
lump sum for all the purposes enumerated.
When filled up. the schedules are trana-
mitted to the proper officer. A staff of col-
lectors, selected from the young women,
or the young men, or other fit and willing
workers, is then appointed—each, in his or
her appointed district, being charged with
receiving from the parties who have signed
the schedule the amounts promieed at the
time specified. There is thus no special
pleading required, in other words, no
“ begging.” The transaction assumes the
form of a well considered businees agree-
ment, gone about in a thoroughly business~
like way. The minister’s part—and it is
an indispensable condition of success—is to
keep the congregation thoroughly well-
informed as to the object and extent and the
requirements of the church’s work, and to
stimulate the liberality of his people by re-
porting from time to time what is done with
the comtributions, and what the progress
and results of the missionary operations of

the church. There is this to be said in
favour of the plan,—it has never failed
where it has been fairly, systematically, and
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perseveringly tried. The best time to begin
such a system is Just Now.

@’HE committee for the Western Section
have sent out a circular to the different
Presbyteries containing a very clear state-
meat of the work in hand and of the amount
that will be required to defray the expenres
of the current year, and aleo intimating that
deputations have been appointed to visit as
many of the congregations as can be con-
veinently overtaken during the winter. The
reasons stated for adopting this course are
that no special effort has been made for
several years to evoke the liberality of the
Church in supporiof Foreign Missione, and
that the expansion of the work demandsin-
ereased resources. We make the following
extracte from the circular :

Iun China, the field of our Church’s opera-
tion is peculiarly inviting. Formosa a
pears to be open in every direction to the

.| preachirg of the gospel, and very marked

succees attends i:8 proclamation. Two or-
dained missionaries, with the eleven native
helpers wbom Mr. McKay bas trained, are
qu-te inrufficient to overtake the work. Me.
McKay’s health has been 80 seriou-ly
threatened by his abounding labours, that
the Committee have invited him to return
to Canada for a8 feason’s rest, but he has
declined to do so uniil, at least. another
labourer has been sent to the field. The
Rev. Kenneth Junor, of Bermuda, has beemn
appointed to Formosa, and is now ready to
gototheaid of our overworked missionaries,

In Indis, the field is opening up, in & very
promising manuer, and the expenditure for
the year will be ]arge]y increased. Mrs.
D:uglas has gone to join her husband at
Indore, taking three of her children. Misses
Forrester and McGregor have been sent
forth recently to labour among the women
and children of India. The Rev.J. Fraser
Campbell bas removed trom Madras to [n-
dore ; and according to the decision of the
last Ascembly, the payment of his salary
will, atter the 18t of January, devolve upon
the Westeru Section of the Church.

In the North-West, an ordained pative
preacher has been appoiuted 10 'abcur among
the Sioux Indians near Fort Ellice.

The work for which the Westeru Section
of the Committee requires to provide, in-
cludes the support ot three ordained mis-
sionaries, and one missionary catechist
among the Indians in the North-West terri-
tories ; three ordained missioparies,inciud-
ing Mr. Junor, eleven bative helpers, eight
atudents, and six teachers in China; and
two ordained missionaries, four Jady mis-
gionaries, and one native catechist in India.

The revenue of last year, which was
acarely sufficient to meet the necessary out-
lay, will be entirely inadequate fir the de-
mands of the present year. When, to the
support of the large staff employed in the
different fields, and the incidental expenses
of the misgions, is added the outfit and tra~
velling expenaes of the Jabourers who have
been, or are about to be, sent to India or
China, it is evident that a largely increased
income is absolutely neceeeary From a
careful estimate of the probable expenditure
of the year, it is believed it will amount to
$22,000. Last year the total income was
$15,039.18. To meet the requirements of
the present year, the fund will need to be
sugmented by not less than $7,000. '

This sum, though large compared with
the amount raised last year, is very small,
whether compared with the requirements
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of the heathen field, or the resourcee f the
Western Section of the Presbyterian Church
in Canada. According to the statietics of
1876-7 there are reported in Quebec, Untario
and Manitoba 71,199 Comwunicants. But
when allowance 18 made for nonreporting
congregations, 75,000 is a moderate estimate
for the number of commubicants in the
section of the Church to which thia appeal
is  made. Ap average contribution of
thirty cents from this constituency would
produce $22,500, or more than the entire

amountacked. W, MacLArex, Convener.

We heartily commend the action of the
Committee, and the great cause itself, to
the practical sympathies of all the congre-
gations ; and we do so with assured confi-
dence that the more liberal and enthusias-
tic we are in the support of missions to the
heathen in distant lands, the more will our
Home congregations flourish and aboeund in
the work of the Lord. Let us not forget
that while “Charity begins at home,” it
should not end there.

Formosa.

Lerrer Frox Rev. G. L. MacKavy.
Toa-liong tong, August 20, 1877.

N the 15th inst., I went with the stu-
1_) dents aund several helpers to Bang-

kah the largest t. wn in K’or, Formosa.
We entered a large temple and during seve-
ral hours diepeneed medecines to scores of
suflering people. Before leaving, we sung
“T'm pot ashamed to own my Lord,” then
told of the love of Jesus, after which we re-
turned to this place. The day following we
went to our chapel at Sa teng-po,and visit-
ed Lam-kanga, a village not far distant.
At both places we had abundant opportu-
nities for serving our beloved Master. In
the evening we again returned to Toa-liong-
tong. The next day, before day-break, a
messenger brought word that one of the En-
glish miners nearKeluog had died suddenly,

and I was asked to attend the funeral. 1|H

started immediately and walked to Kelung,
where I arrived before mid-day. Just when
oa my way to the mines, I met several of
the men who told me that they had to bury
him the same day he died. As his poor old
father was very sad, I went to try and com-
fort him. When I arrived he began to sob
bitterly, and eaid that the sermon I preach-
ed a few weeks before had been the means of
his eon’s cenversion. FErom the day I

preached, bis great concern was the
salvation of his soul. The poor fellow was
very anxious to see me before he died, aud
kept calling out in bed. I believe he is &
saved man and ie now in everlastirg glory
above. He was ouly 22 years of age, and
his remains are yonder on the hiil’s ride,
awaiting the trumpet’s sound, when thesgea
shal; give up her dead, and old earth shall
tremble, whilst the graves shall open, ard a
migkty host arise and mect our Lord in the
air. The yourg man’s name was John
Kilburn. After speaking to his father I
left, and at & p.m.took a boat for T'oa-liong-
tong and arrived atday break. After break-
fast we went to our chspel at Chin-nib,
chen walked to Go~ko-khi, where we arrived
drenched with wet, for the rain descended in
torrents. Inthe evesing I examined candi-
dates for baptism, and on Ssbbath admitted
twelve; six men and Bix women. Nearly
all were the sons and daughters of con-
verts. Three aged persons were admitied,
the eldest being sixty-five years of age.
After baptiem we all sat around the table
of our Lo1d, and were joined by upwards of
thirty from the nearest chapels, Thus you
see the work is steadily advancingand souls
are being saved. Shouid not the Church
in the great Dominion ot Canada arise and
come to the rescue? Surely if the Jove of
Jesus is burnivg within the hearts ot gra-
duates of Knox and Moutreal Colleges, some
dear brethren will be wiiling to forsake all
for BHim who left the glories of heaven to
save hell-deserving sinners.

LETTER FROM REV. DR. FRASER TO
THE CONVENER.

Tamsui, Sept. 11, 1877.

} ‘I Y last letter concluded with & note of
a trip I have made round by way of
>3 Kelung and the North of the Island.
Since then I have not been very much away
trom here, partly on account of the beat,
which durivg July and August I think it
18 wise to avoid a8 much as possikle, and
partly from the fact of Dr. Kingers bein
8o frequently called to Kelung and Coa
arbour as to render it very uncertain whe-
ther anyone would be in daily atterdance at
the hospital during my absence. It isvery
important that the hospital shovld be open
every day so that none who come, whether
from vear or far, may go away disappointed,
From June 6 to 11 T was ai the Ow-paw
Chapel, where I diepensed medecines every
forenoon and made short excursions into
the neighborhood in the afternoons. Every
evening and morning I preach to those who
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cometolear. Twice during my stay I went
to the market place of a larize town near hy,
where, 10 front of & large Buddhist temnple,
I dirpenred medicines from my wavelling
medicine chest, extracted teeth, & preached
the Goepel to the small crowde that gather-
ed. Forfive days, in theend of June, I made
my head-quarters at the Chin-nibh chapel,
trom which I visited on succeesive days the
large towns of Pat chien-na, and Pang- kio-
tow aud the village of Pak-tow, when I
went through the ueual amount of medical
and - evangelistic work, returning in the
evenings to Chin-nih, where T preached to
goovd  congregations. Besides these two
trips I went up country on the 2nd of June
to attend the funeral of the father ot one of
our_ mative preachers, which Mr. McKay
cvuld not attend, being laid down with
fever. The uld man died of consumption
and was sensible to the Jast. He gave re-
peated expression to his faith in Jeeus, and
the peace ne had ip believing. We laid
him to rest without any heathen pomp and
ceremony, but in the hope of a glorious re-
surrection. Again, on the 20th of August,
T was called to xee one of the worshippers
who lives several wiles from here, who was
prostrate with fever ar.d could not possibly
come to the hospital. He is much better
now, but it will be & Jong time before he is
well again. As a rule I don’t go to see
patients, but sometimes meake exceptions in
favour o! worsbippers. IiJ] were to make a
practice of going to patient’s houses, I could
not possibly attend to the hospiial or indeed
anythiug else; and in the end would ses
jewer patients than I do now. Four Sab.
baths, eince I wrote you, I have rpent acrose
the river frowm here at the Pat-li-hun cha
pel, one at So-ko kbi, cne at Chin-nih, one
at Ow-paw, and the other eight here.
Medical work at the Hospital has been
going on much asveual. About halfof the
Chinese woops I referred to in my last have
been removed. and we have fewer soldier-
patiente, for which I am not torry. On the
mornivg of June 15th, a man who had re
presented himeelf as a soldier, and who was
under treatment as an ix-patient died in the
hospital. I atl once reported his death to
the military officials, but they refused to
recognize Lim, or take any eteps for his
burial. It was only by applying to the
British Consul that I succeeded in having
him removed and buried. I would have
buried him myself only that I feared the
reports which euch a proceeding might give
rise to, There would likely have been
some oue to claim him,and complain of what
I had done as soon a8 he wasunder ground.
The evening services in the hospital chapel-
room, which are open to any one who likes

to come, and which had been discoutinued
jor a time, were resumed about two months
ago, since which time the interest has been
more marked. About three evenings out
of five I teke the services myeell, giving
place on the otherfeveninge to the native
heiper, because I like to have bim preach,
and becau-e I think it a graud thing to have
the Gospel preached to the Chirese by the
Chinese themaelves. On several evenings
when Mr. McKay happened to be here hLe
kindly sent oue of the studente at my re-
quest to take the eervice, aud for four even-
ings in the end of Augus:, Mr. McKay came
with his whole band of students, and con-
ducted Evangelistic services cousisting of
the singing of hymus and several short, but
earnest and impressive, Gospel-addreeses by
bimeelf and the students. The people of
the place were much interested and the
chapel room was well filled every evening.
The help was very opportiue, as during the
Chinese 7th mouth, beginning this year
Aug. 9th and ending Sepi. 6th, a great many
idolatroue ritesand ceremouies areobserved,
and on one of the evenings when Mr, McM.
& the students were with us, the whole place
wae moved with exciiement, the occasion
being the settinz afloat ou theriver of large
numbers of lighted lanterns for the gnosts
of drowned perecons. While the idolatrous
proceesion passed the door of the hospital,
with muck noise of drums and 1wusical in-
struments, we gang to the praise ot Him who
hath delivered ur from ¢he boudage of sin
apd foolisbness of idolatry.

1 have mentioned the deaih of Dr.Douglas
of Amoy, ot the English Pbyn Ch. aad Rev,
C. F. Preston of Cantor, of the Awmerican
Board, one 23 and the other 22 years in
Chins, and brth noble issionaries, in a
letter to the British American Presbylerian,
which you wiil likely see. The summer
has heen long, hot, and more than usually
uahealthy. e have, however, escaped 8o
far, end gy the cuntinued mercy of God,
hope our healtb may still continue as good
ag it has been. We were saddened beyond
expression to hear that noone was yet found
to come to Formoea, We have not yet
ceagsed to hope, and we WILL NEVER CEASE
To PRAY that not one, but many may be
found.

India.
Woman’s Work ror Missions.

N a letter addressed to Mrs. Malloch,
g president of the Woman’s Foreign
Mission Society, Hamilton, Ont , the Rev.
James Fraser Campbell, one of our mission-
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aries at Indors, throws out some valuable
hiots to newly formed auxiliaries, aud to
which we iovite special attention. We are
glad to hear from Mrs. Malloch that ¢ the
iuterest in Zenana work is spreading ‘and
deepening in the city congregations,” and
that the Hamilton Society has resolved to
devote its funds towards the support of Mies
McGregor, recently arrived at Indore.

After referring to the grear difficulty of
securing the cervices of competent  Bible-
women” in India, and the dieappointment
that must ensue from the empioymert of
unpsuitabie persons, Mr. Camubell expresses
the earnest hope that t'ie ladies of Canada
will bave the maguauinity to deny them.
selves the pleasure of having special con-
nection with gowe particular person, sud
unite, rather, in providing adequate sup-
portfor the lady mierionaries already iu the
field, and labouring under the aunspices of
the General Aeserably’s Commitiee, and
through the ageacies estsbliehed for this
purpese. Mr. Camphell reivarks that this
course, though it may seem at firet #ight
less independent and ever less tatisfactory
to thore who are uwnacqusivted with ke
field and its requirements, will in the
end be productive of the best results.
“ My advice,” he eaysy, “‘ie that your Society
com:bine with others, either in the support
ot one of our missionaries. or contribute 2l
they can to & general fund for the female
department of the work which can be used
for building, rent, sslaries, cur rect expenses,
—whichever most needs 1c.”

Lerrer FroM Miss Hexpersdon,

"HE following extracts from a private
letter written by Miss Henderson—sa
devoted missionary well known to maay in
Canada from her former residence in Toronte
~—gives a very pleasing glimpse of mission-
ary life and labour among the Hindoos.
“I am quite at home in India now, and
like it better and better. Ihave a large and
flourishirg mission school here, for pative
Indian girls, and am very happy awong my
““brown bairns.” How I wish you could
see them. I think I sent you a phow’ of
my girls a8 they were three years azo. They
are many more now. We bave a fine large
large house and a beautiful garden. The
house is quite full, and there is & talk
of building a new achool. The garden I
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planted myself. Some of the trees have
Erown quite large already. We haveroses,

eaps of them | nearly all the year rouund.
Then we bave the moet delicioue fruits in
greatabuudance—Oringes,melons,peaches,
pomegranatee, etc. These grow in our own
garden. This is the orange season, snd the
treee, large forest trees, are Jaden with fruit.
We went to a garden this week, by moon-
light, and bought a hundrd for a rupee
{two shithmgs.) Thbe vther day I got a bas-
ket of peaches for oue shilling, wiich I di-
vided among wy forty-seven girle, giviog
them uine each, 80 you may fancy there
were Lot & few.

1 aw writi- g, siiting uoder a purkabh,
with my blottivg book on wy knee, almost
the only poseible way of writing at this
peacon. We are in the midet of the hot
season, £hut up in the houte sll day, from
7 1n the moruing till 7 p. m., not venturing
to put our 1 oser ouleide the door! Some
one has said ir joke that if we did put our
heads out, we might rue the riek of getting
our hair singed !  And really it feels like
that sometimes. We gooutat 7p.m fora
drive, in the hepe of breathing a little freah
air (“‘eat:ng the air’’ the people here call
it), but in~trad of that we ars n.ev in the
face by what feels exactly like the hot blast
from a furnace, atd we think regretiully of
the cool room aud the puukah we have len
at hon:e. Uf couree we take a sleepduring
the hottert part of the day, 8o it dees Lot
seem o lot g, tho’ we begin work at 7, or 6
sometimes. It is nice to have such a long
day fur our work. We ure Jooking forwa-d
to our holidaye now, they begin on the1l5 h
of August, and we hope to zo off to the
Hills soon after—the grand old Hymalayas,
where tbe wir is Iresh enough, avd ccld
enough to please anyone. We are goirg
this year to a station called “ Dalbourie >
where our Society Las bonght a beautiful
house as a Sauitarium for the ladies. We
have two ladies in the Punjub who are
bonorary misrionaries, that is, they belong
10, and work for our Society, but have meauns
of their own, and acceptnosalary. OUneof
them is Miss Tucker, who has written so
many books under the “nom desL)lume”
A.L O.E-~(a ludy of England). Shecame
out about eighteen months ago.

We have just had a vieit of one of m
-eity ladies—e rich Hindoo widow. She is
a “pundab molim,” that is to say, she never
goesout any where, and is never seen by any
one. Sbe never sees the face of any man
but her own grandson ! 8he was breught
to the door in a ¢ Darby,” c'ogely covered
up, and we had to warn all the men off the
premises.

You may imagine her delight when she

saw all my bright, happy looking girls, and
heard them sing. Shggs greatlygagfraié legt
ber people ehould get to know she has been
here, for they wouid surpect she waa going
to becowe a Clri-tian. Tt corts sometbing
to become a Chrictian in this country.
They loee caste, aud are curzed and perce-
cuted by their own fathers and mothers,
brothers and sisters.

We have a nice band of missionaries
round about us, who are all very friendly,
aud 1 have, to help e in my work, a young
Scotch Jady (a Miss Whyte) besides two
ieachers, and we are all very happy io our
busy life. I often thank God thut He has
given me such work to do. Think of the
hovour! ¢ Fellow workers with God.”
O for grace to live up to such a calling !
““ They must be holy that beusr the vestels
of the Lord.”

I forget whetlier I told you about my jour-
vey down into Rejpootana lact year.” 1 en-
juyed it o much. The missionaries there
are all Scutch, and 8o hearty and kind.
Un my wav to Rajpoctana, I elayed a few
daye at Delhi, the ciiy of palacee, and won-
dertul puildings, and aiso at Agra, where I
saw the world'e wonder, the Tug, hoth by
daylight and moonlight. [t is built of pure
white marble and 18 perfectly beantiful—a
poem instore. All the orramentation about
3t 18 wrought in precious siones, and it has
just been put in thorough repair, at a cost
ol three lace of rupees. Thereis u fiue echo
in it, and one of the friends who was with
me eang the hymu “Q to be nothing,” till
the whole buiiding rang wi h it.

T long to see you, but have no thought of
going home yet, if my health keeps gcod.
[ ghall wait, and see how the Loid guides
me.

goud condition.” Mr. A. complains of a
jalling away of some of the members.
Rev.J W.Mackenzie, writing from Era-
kor under date Angurt 2,eays that there had
been numerous earthqusak es recently, which
gave the people sume aoxiety, He com-
plains of the red+ction of the Misrion staff,
and rejoices over the prospect of aid from
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New Zealand and Australia. He expresses
cordial thanks to donors of goode, &c., for
the Mission. Reportsof mwuch interest, will
bLe given in future issues of the Record.

We have before us the Minutes of the
New Hebrides Missinn Syncd, held m May
last st Havannal Harbour, Efate. Rev.
J. W. Mackenzie wae Moderator, aed Mr.
Watt, clerk. We extraci these items of
interest :—

A letter was read from Mr. Copeland sta-
ting that his hea'th bas not improved since
he left the islands, ard requesting that Mr.
Neilson be appointed to take the temporary
supervision ot his station ¢n Fotuna. The
Syncd expresred its heartfelt sympathy with
Mr. Copeland in his severe affliction, cor-
dially complied with his request, and ap-
pointed Mr, Neilson accordingly.

The reports read show that the %ood work
is progressing steadily at pearly all the
stations, that where advance has not been
recorded, even there the fort has been firm-
Iy held, that no visible retrogression has
taken place even at the temporarily vacant
posta,that good health hasbeenenjoyed by all
the wission families ;—therefore, the Synod
records its gratitude to God for His favours,
and urges upou its members greater hope-
fulness and confidence in Him who alone
gives the victory.

The synod records its devout thankful-
ners to God for the union between the Free
and Reformed Presbyterian Churches of
Scotland, so happily consummated on the
25th day of May last, offers its hearty con-
gratulations to the United Church, rejoices
1 ite unanimous reselution to giveite hear-
ty support to the New Hebrides Mission,
and cherishes the hepe that one happy
result of the union will be the speedy send-
ing forth of more labourers into this field.

The subject of engaging missionaries for
for a certain term of years having been
taken up, the Synod resolved to recommend
the Churches interested in this mission to
oconsider the matter. ]

The Synod having had under its consi-
deration the difficulty of obtaining 8
sufficient number of Jabeurers for this field,
and being of opinion that LAYMEN might
be very usefully employed ou the islands,
appoints Mr. Milne to correspond with the
Conveners of the Foreign Mission Commit-
tees of the various Churches supportiog
this mission, as to whether they would ap-
prove of their employment, and to report
to next meeting of Synod. )

Messrs. Robertson and Macdorald obtain-
ed permission to virit the Australian colo
pies this winter, with the expectation that

they return to their respective fields of la-
bour in Aprii, 1878,

Mr. Robertson was authorized to arrange
with the Britieh and Foreign Bible Society
for the publication of 1000 copies of inc Acts
of the Apoxtler in the Eromanga language.
Mr. Macdonald read a paper on the Labtour
Traftic which he was directed to brinz be-
fore the public during his visit to the Colo-
nies. The Dayspring’s times of sailing were
arranged 8o that +he jeave Axneityum for
Sydpey about the 20th August; leave Syd-
ney for the Islands on the lst October, and
leave again for the Colonies about the 22nd
November ; and on April the 1st 1878, the
Daysyring to 8wl agam from Australia for
the new Hebrides. It was agreed that the
weekly prayer- . eeting on W%:dnesday eve-
vings in the missjon tamnilies and on board
the vesrel be kept up, and that special
prayer be made for more misrionar,es, and
for the outpouring of the Holy Spirit upou
our labours.

The next meeting of Synod will held at
Auelgaubat Harbour, Aneityum, assoon as
possible after the arrival of the vessel from
the colonies in 1878, .

@ur Trinidad Pission.

Mr. MorToN’s RETURN.

EV. John Morton, previeue to his sail-
ing from Halifax to Trinidad on the
3lst October, wrote as follows :—

¢“At noon to-day I sail for Trinidad, after
a stay of three months in Nova Seotia,and,
in leaving, [ think & few words through the
Recorp due to myself and to the friends of
the mission. Mrs. Morton’s health was the
sole reason for our returning bome, and
when her health began to improve, it was
decided that she aud our four childrem
should remain in Halifax, and I return
aloue to my work with the prospect of being
separated from them for a year. Owing to
these circumstances, and the shortness of
my stay, I have only been able to visit places
that could be easily reached. It would have
been pleasant for me, and perhaps profitable
for our mission, had I been able to visit
many of the congregations. And had cir-
cumetances permitied, I would have liked
articularly ‘to vigit our people in P, E.
siand and Cape Breton. But now the
printed page must serve instead of & per-

sonal visit. .
It is now ten years since we first went to
Trinidad, and we are neither weary of the
work nor discouraged in it., Wkoever may
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entertain doubts of the ultimate success of
the mission, we do net. We go forward,
and we wish to ““speak to the people that
they go forward.”” We have as forces at
work three missionaries, five catechists, ana
fifteew teachers, one of whom is a young
lady from Nova Scotia. And there are over
400 children under regular insctruction.
These agencies do not reach one balf of the
people.  Fifteen thousand heathens there,
with-ut a missionary, stretch forth their
hande to you. Unconscious of their need
and misery, their appeal ie but the mute one
of heathen in their blindness; but does it
pot reach home to your hearta ? On their
behalt the Board has appesled for funds to
send at least one additional missionary. A
small sum from eech of the congregations
who contributed nothing to Foreign Mis-
sious last year would sutfice for this work.
Are whole congregations 10 let the year
pass without contributing even a small surm ?
Are member= to go oo contributing a mere
pittance, while the heathen appeal in vain ?
Surely this will not continue.

With respect to the field occupied, there
is a loud call for earnest prayer. The
Gospel ir being preached by your miesion-
aries and Catechists to the old, apd a staft
of teachers are engaged with the younryg.
The baptized have to be trained, enquirers
led on, and the wass of heathenism assail-
ed. Your baud of workers stand in constant
need of wisdom, patience, and well-directed
zeal. And the rich grace of our God is
needed to make the word and means profit-
able and fruitful. We are thaokfuiior the
agents that have been raiced up, but we want
more such. The seed i8 bei.g sown, and
sown abundantly. Let those who have
power with God plead for the blessing, till
the thousands of Uouva and the Nuparimas
be brought to Christ,and our Balarams and
Lal Biharis and Apnajres go forth iu the
power of the Sprit to plant the standard of
the cross op the hille of Cedros and Mont-
serrat, and throughout the Valleys of the
Caroni and the Guaracara. For the sake
of the Saviour who loved us and gave Him-
self for us—tor the sake of the heathen who
are perishing—for our rake whom you have
sent and who look to you for help—and fer
your own sakes, that your joy muay be full,
grgy_ the Lord of the hai vest to pourout his

pirit.
