The Conference of General Secretaries which
met at Chicago on the gth izst. closed on the r2th.
Mr. Burford our Railway Secretary attended the
sessions, In a future number we shall refer to
some of the questions under its consideration.
In the meantime the following facts concerning
these conferences.may prove of interest,

The Sixteenth Annual Meeting of the Young
Men’s Christian Associations of the United States
and British Provinces, was held in Washington,
D. C., May 2428, 1871. The day alter the fare-
well meeting was spent by many of the delegates
in an excursion up the Potomac to Mount Vernon.

In the cabin of the steamer, at the suggestion
of J, B. Brandt, Secretary of the Association in
Indianapolis, Ind., a meeting was called of all
the paid Secretarics or officers of the various
Associationswho were on board the vessei. Eleven
were present. R. R. McBurney, Secretary of
the Association in New Vork City, was called to
the Chair, and each officer described the nature
and duties of the office he held. The Associationof
the General Sccretaries of the Young Men’s
Christian Association of the United Statec and
British Provinces was then organized, and it was
voted to meet on the day prior to the assembling
of the next International Convention, in Lowell,
Massachusetts.

I.. P. Rowland, the Senior Secretary, who for
fourteen years had held the office in the Associa-
tion in Boston, was chosen President, and Alfred
Sandham, of Montreal, Secretary. Of the names
borne by the various officers, that of General
Secretary was selecled as the best and was recom-
mended to the Associations for adoption. .

The annual fee for membership was fixed at
one dollar ($1) the first payment to be made on

)




the enrollment of the name of ench member.

Secretaries were present, and we learn from Mr.
Burford that at the conference just closed about
125 Secretaries reported.
