THE CANADIAN COPYRIGHT
ACT OF 1889.

HE proclamation necessary to bring into
force the Canadian Copyright Act of 1889,
bas not yet been auithorized by the Brtish
Governimlent, but there are indications that

the opposition to this measure in the United King-
dom -an opposition based on tlie alleged constitu-
tional incompetence of Canada to pasb such an Act
-is considerably weaker than it was. The original
hostile attitude of the incorporated Society of
Authors in Great Britaim is now very muc.h modi-
fied. At the outse:, that body demed the existence

of grievance, and demanded the disallowance of
the Act as ultra vires of Canadian legislation.
Recently the Society reported upon Sir John
Thompson's statement of the Canadian case, which

statement had been referred to il by Lord Knutsford, the Secretary
for the Colonies. 1ti report admits the weight of the reasons in
favor ot the Canadian Act, criticises it in some respects, notably in
regard to the efficiency of tle means for collecting the royalty, but
does not advise the withhulding of her Majesty's sanction. This is
an approach to acquiescence, which is chiefly, if not altogether, the
result of the full and able review of the Canadian position by Sir
John Thompson in his lettet to Lord Knutsford. It is to be hoped
that nothing fuither will stand in the vay of the Act's bemg allowed.

Under the Canadian Act of 1889, yet in abeyance, copyright is
obtainable in ibis country on condition: First, that the work shall,
before publication or production elsewhere or simultaneously there.
with, be registered in the office of the Dominion Minister of Agn.
cultute by the author or bis legal representatives, and second, that
the work shall be printed, published or produced in Canada within
one month after publication or production elsewhere. Failing com-
pliance with these conditions, the act empowers the Minister of
Agriculture to grant licenses to persons domiciled in Canada to

priit and publish the work, though not exclusively, upon their agree.
ing ta pay, and giving security for paynent, to the nuthor of a
royalty, of so per cent. on the retail price of cach copy issued.
This royalty, the officers of the iminion iliand Revenue would
collect and pay over ta the author, but the Domnion Goverilineit
wotild not be liable to account for any royalty not actually collected.
A final provision is made tiat when such a Canadian liceibe has
been granted, and the Canadian cemand for the work scens to the
Government in council ta be met thereby, tht Governor.General
iay by proclamation, prohibit the importation of copies of the work

from any country excepting alone the United Kingdom.

The paramount abject contemplated in ithe franing of this
measure, was ic building up of a publishing industry in Canada,
an object hitherto greatly hindered by the greed of British copyright
monopolists and their partiality ta United States publislhers of
British reprints. If this Act becoies law, the holders of copyright
in Great Britain cannot close our presses. They must take out
copyright here, ai or before the time of publication elscwhere, and
they trust publish here a month afterpublishing elsewhere. If they
observe these conditions, they will directly contribute to our pub.
iishng interests; if they neglect these conditions, the Act authoizes
the publication of their work by licensed publishers, who shall pay
as excise, to per cent. of royalty to the authors. The native pub-
lishing interests thu3 provided for, are further protected by authority
to the Governor.General to prohibit importations fron other sources
than ic United Kingdom. The requiring ai authors to take out
copyright here, brings the Act into collision with ic Imperial
Copyright Act of 1842, which gives protection throughout lie
British Empire to the author who takes out copyright in the
United Kingdon.

The prohibitions of that imperial Act have prevented this
country from attaining to the publishing eminence it should long
ago have,reached. That mîeasure gave to residents--nonmal or
actual-admission to copyright privileges on thie same absolute
ternis as it did to subjects of the British Empire. A United States
author, consequently, may get his work copyrighted first in his own
country, cross over to Canada and tarry there a few days that he
may have tle claims of a resident of the British Empire, send a few
copies of his work to London, take out copyright there, and as pub-
lishing has been legally defined to mean not necessarily printing, he
can obtan free access to the market of the whole British Empire
without printing a boak, without employing an artisan in any part of
il. This bas been donc ma the past. Then how does the author
proceed ? le publishes his book in the United States, and sends il
into Canada. But because it is copyrighted in the United King-
dom, its publication in the United States makes it a foreign reprnt
of British work. On such reprint, the second Imperial Copyright
Act-that of 1847-requires that a royalty -hall be collected by the
colonial customs department, and paid to the author of the work
reprinted. Thus the United States author invokes a British law,
the Act Of 1847, and employs the miachinery of the Canadian cus-
toms department, ta collect copyright <lues that are secured him by
his mere formal compliance with a condition that hardly inconveni-
ences him. Yet the Canadian publishur dare not print the work
thus copyrighted in England by tle United State- author, for the
protectioh given by that right extends over every British colony.
The United States pubbsher may reprint, but the Canadian pub-
lislier must not. And for this, no British 'Subject lias a similar pri.
vilege in the United States.

This Act of 1847, called the Foreign Reprints Art, was at the
time it was passed a concession of relief ta Canadians fromt ill effects
of the Act Of 1842. The original copyright law of 1842 forbade the
importation of foreign reprints of British works inîto any part of the
British Empire. Since England was the chief producer of books
written in the longue used by ber many colonies, this prohibition
was necessary ta complete the secure monopoly which the Act o
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1842 scemed ta conteimplate for the Londont
publishters. lut this tolony Wa% at that tune
not as wealthy as it is now, hiadt but the yeai
beforeobtained responsible govçrnmicnt,iand
its peuple could not afford, and cannot C CI
now, to by tihe toly Britishi editions that
alone were legally avalable to) iîtem. There
was a strong demand for cheap literatuîe,
and the Unmted States was providng il in
reprints of English works ai front one-tenth
to one.fourth the cost of the Engllish pub.
hhers' books. 'The North Ameritain colonies
had one after another and repeatedIfly memle.
rialird the ilritisbh Governmcnt to have the
Act of 1842 repcaled almost from the session
tu which t was passcd, and h.ad been givcn
encouragement to hope it would be repealed,
or that its action would be suspended to
allow of the inhamipcred operation of colo-
nial legislation upon the copyright question.
These pronivses were not kept by the Colo-
nial Oflice, but the agitation m behalf of
cleap literature was kept up by the colonies,
until the Imeasure of 1847 was passed, to
permit ite importation of foreign reprints of
Engli<sh copyrghted wvorks, upon which an
impost was to be collected by the Canadian
custois department for the ber.efit of the
author.

The getting of cheap iterature was the
end aiied at by the North Amcncan colo.
nies frot 1842 to 1847, and when they
obtaned that boon in the latter year, they
desisted from further critici%în of the Eng-
lish copyright laws for nearly twenty Vears.
Thev iad got what they were ai that tine
prepared to enjoy, cheap lterature. They
could not afford to buy the costly Englisi
books. and even if they had the rigit they
had not yet the fullest means ta publish
these works themselves. Access to the
United States market ,utficed therefore for
a lime. lut durng the last twenty years,
opposition ta Englhsh copyright laws has
bect resumited on other grounid : wc have the
desire and the imeans to make publishing a
Canadian industry. Our publbahing is now
imostly done for uis by the United States,
wlose custoimers we are foiced by English
ionopoly and perttitted by the Act of s847

to be. We have a large reading population,
we have the mtatenal for skilcd labor, and
we van tniake native publishing a more
profitable thng for the llritish author
than our imporitaion of reprints of his
works froi lte Untîed States is ta hiim
When the Briti-li (overnmiitent t put oif the
demand of the colonies for an amnelioration
of the etects of ithe Act of 1842, by passing
the Foreign keprints Act, it imerely post
ponied the question. We have outli ed the
conditon thiat such dim rimation in f.nsor
of the 'mted States could allay We can
publibsh the books we icad, and do il witt
imiore justte to the author and not less
cheaply titan ine t'nied .taie. tan publsh
thei for us. Our Iarigc reading population
are inaintaining tnany U nited States artisans
i enplo-<yment, while they mlight be aLtTord-

img work to our own countrymten. It is not
desirable that obur publisnters should mosve
tieir plants ta (ne t'ted States to obtain
the riglit of reirintimg Englhshi top right
works, or that our prnnters, bookbitders and
kindred craftstcn should go to the United
States to obtain emtployiment.

The argument tattheCanadian publisher
can buy copyright fromt the author as weil as
the Umted States publisher can, is purely
thcoretic, and is contralicted by the facts of
actual practice. If a Canadhan and a United
States publisier should vie with each other
to buy copyright fromi an English author,
each for his respective country, il is almost a
certainty that both would not gel it, and il is
even less a tmatter of chance that the United
States uat would gel it. For the Canadian
can afford ta pay no more than he can gel
out of Canadian consuiers alone, because if
the work is not copyrighted in the Untted
States it can be piraied there and the Cana.
dian publisher shut out. On the other hand,
the t'nited States publisher lias larger facili-
lies and a many times larger home iarket;
the holder of the copyright also knows that
the United Stites mat c.an supply the
Canadian mnarket nea'rly asfreely as that of the
L nited Statcs, and knows moreover that if he
does havethe supplying of the Canadian mat-
ket every book sold there will render a
royalty ta hiiself the publisher. In
selîng to the Unted States publishtets the
author really opens the way to gel tribute
froi bath countries, and binds hintself ta
prosecute the Canadian whn prints the
work. In ail the circuinstances it is plain
titat the United States has no interest in
agreeing ta any compromise for international
copyriglt. So long as the Imperial Act of
s842 remains unmodified, either by amend-
inent or by the enactment of a colonial law
like our Act of t889, the United States will
continue to insist on printing within its
borders as a condition requisite for an out-
sider to secure copyright protection from its
givernmtuent. In the measure now pending
in Congress that condition is eibodied.
The independent attitude of the United
States is further ntanfested in its suspending
thc operation of the bill until other powers

have adopted laws for the benefit of United
States publishers. The objection of English
authors ta this imeasur: may have operated
along with the convincing effects of Sir John
Thotmtpson's arguments to moderate their
animtosity to the Canadian Act.

THE MAIL AND THE
BRITANNICA.

Twenty-four dollars cash pays for the re-
ceipt of one Daîly Mail for a year, and buys
a copy of a certain edition of the Encyclo.
pzedia Britannica. This is a special offer of
the Mai lublishmng Company for i891.
Does il do justice to the trade ? A uttle ex-
anination shows that il does not. At pre-
sent a trader makes a dollar for every sub-
scription he gets to the daily Mail. But he

is to reccive only 5 per cent. on pvery subi
scription le gels to the conthinatin of rt
Mail and the Encyclopvdia. That is, lie get,
Si.zo on che combination Now, si of ti<
ite wotuld have got for a subscription to tl
paper alonte. %o that the iemaining 20c. -
presents his commission n the Ency<lo.
pa.t:dia, rallier an inconsequential allnwan, r
nt the sae of a $î9 work. This conmmisson i
is a hairbreadth muore than one per ct-i
while il should be ati least 20 per cent. The,
shows lte unf.tirness of the arrangement for
the trader.

The arrangetient has in il surely the gerni
ofits own fhilure, at least so far as its succe>
is dependent upon the trade. Why should a
dealer exert himself to sell a $9 book for
the sake of the 2o cents profit upon it, wien
he has many other volumes in stock on
which the profit is so much greater, and of
which the selling price is not so great as to
be a hindrance to trade? The Mail has not
thought worth its while tn enlhst the tr;ude
as a neans ta the success of its coibinanon
In its disregard of the interests of the trade
ia my find that it has neglected an imtport
ant element, one whose activity engaged ai
une per cent. commission can do qute as
tuch to discourage, as it could do ta en-

courage subscriptions ai 20 per cent. comi-
mission. The Mail scems ta trust ta the ad-
vantages of its offer ta subscribers to over
come the drawback of lukewarn service ai
the hands of the trade. This il may do
througi travelling agents, but here again the
Mail antagonizes the trade ta which il is mt-
debted for much of its present circulation.

copyriglted articles derait. h'lie figlt is now'
trantsferredi to Canadfa, and the Departnent
of Justice, to which departnent the question
wvas referred, decided lthat ait volumes of thle
encylopx•ia are fiable to be confiscaed il
they contam any articles coivrighted by the
EngliNl autlho or publisher.

A STAMP MOISTENER.

Hager's Stamp Moistener is a new and
useful invention ta obviait the necessity of
using the longue to prepare stamps for stick-
ing.

The invention, as the above cut shows. is
nickel, the plate with rollers on the upper
side is hinl;ed at back end, which admits the
lifting of the top of Moistener, under which
is placed a sponge. The box is water tight
anti when wanted for use is filled half or
three guarters full of water; the series of
rollers in hinged frame is then shut down on
over sponge and as stamp is drawn over
their upper surface, causing thein t turn,
omoisture is taken froin spongeand deposited
on guinecd side of stamp. The fuller -le
box is kept with water the more will be the
distribution of moisture. The operation is
much more rapid than any other process
known. The stamp is taken betwpen the

fore finger and thumb and plared ni, back
end of rollers ard drawn horizontally a ross,
pressing on the stamnp with forefinger, and
as it- cones forward the stanp project over
end of rollers in right position to bc taken
up by the forefinger and thumb and in saine
position as when placing thereon. Clearer
directions are given with the Moistener. The
price is $.50.
