MONIY ORDERS.

THE improvements made from time to
time at Ottawa in our money-order system
have all been of appreciable benefit. Those
learned in the suhject, however, declare
that it still fails in efficiency and simplicity
as compared with that of some other
countries. According to these ecritics the
money-order system of the United Kingdom
stands ahead of all others, even after allow-
ing liberally for some recent simplifications
and changes lately introduced into the
United States. - Under the.English system,
the person who desires to send a certain
sum of money. to another in a different city,
or any other ,place where a money-order
office’ has been. established, simply pays, at

he obtains an order This order has just
the same value as a bank note for the
amount which is written on its face. The
cash is not transmitted from post-office to
post-office—in this respect the systems in
Great Britain .and Canada are alike—but
the order is made payable at any money-
order office to which it may be sent, and to
any person to whom the buyer may subse-
quently choose to send it. The Inglish
system is thus seen to be so very simple as
in this respect alone to bhe superior to our
own. The buyer simply pays twenty
shillings for an order for one pound, and,
renewing this certificate of payment, sends
it to anyone he may desire without giving
the name of the intended recipient to the
post-office officials. Of course no system is,oi'
can be, absolutely perfect, but under this
new one the chance-of one of these orders
going astray is, as experience proves, infini-
tesimal. We observe no indication on the
part of the Government of reducing the
money-order rates this session, as had been
somewhat hoped for. DButany essential jm-

STOP GAMBLING IN GRAIN, &o.

There is a bill in the House of Representatives at
Springfield Illinois, to prohibit gambling in stocks, grain,
provisions, and other commoditics, The first seetion
declares it unlawful to sell or buy, or contract to sell or
buy, stocks, grains, or commoditics of any kind, for future
dolivery, « without such vender being, at the time of
making such sale, contract, or agrecment, the owner,
assignee, or trustee of the property sold, or agreed or
‘consented to ‘be sold, or the suthorized agent of such
owner.” To this the Judiciary Committeo of the House
‘proposs toadd: *¢Or. unless such vender ghall in good
faith intend to deliver the article or commodity sold, and
the vender to receive the same” The second section
declares it unlawful to ‘deal.in option contracts, « puts,
calls, spreads, straddles,” or any such thing. The thirg
section declares it unlawtal to keep, or knowingly rent or
lease, o place for the .purpose ‘of carrying on any such
gambling busindss. ' The fourth and last section Pprescribes
severe penaslties for violating any of the provisions of the
bill. For the first offence the penalty proposed is a fine of
oot less than $500 nor more than- $1,000; for the second
offence, a fine of $1,000 to $2 ,000,°and imprisonment in the
county jail from six months to a year; for any subsequent
offence, fine, §5,000"to $10,000, and imprisonment in the
penit¢ntiary from one to five years, If the offender is-a
corporation, "its' directors and officers to bo liable to the
penalties.

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WHAT IS «“A FAVORABLE BALANCE "1

In thediscussion of the policy of this country, regarding
the tariff; frequent allusion is made to the policy of Eng~
land und to its commercial relavions to other countries,
Such allusions often contain incorrect assumptions of fuct,
which, of course, vitiate the infercuces that ure drawn.
For this reason, if for né other, it may be interesting to
glance ut some statistics oi the British foreign trade during
the year 1882. The total value of the imports to the
United Kingdom during the year was $2,060,008,400, being
about $76,000,000, or nearly 4 per cent.,, greater than the
amount in the previous year, ‘The exports of home pro-
ducts amounted to $1,207,385,700, being about $37,000,+
000, or more than 3 per cent., greater than during 1881,
‘The re-exports, or exports of foreign imported goods, ‘werg
valued at $329,185,000; so that there was a balance of
imports to the amount of $523,487,700. "The total of the
imports and exports was nearly 3,600 million dollars,
against which, for the sake of compusison, may be placed
the amount for the United States for the same time, some-
thing over 1,500,000 dollars, showing that, in spite of the’
large increase in our. foreign trade since the war, the
mother counutry still leads by over 2,000 million dollats a
year. But the more snggestive comparison is furnished by
the difference in the foreign trade balance of the two
countrics. The excess of imports over exports -of the
United Kingdow of over 500 million dellars is not ‘con-
sidered unnatural or dangerous there, but, on the contrary,
many newspapers speak of it as a % favorable balance.”

In Chicago the
system of telephone booths, with wires to police stutions,
coupled with the use of-the police wagons, is said to equal
the addition of several hundred men to the force, A small
booth, containing antomaiic calls for police assistance, for
un ambulance, dnd for the Fire Department, with a tele-
phone for conversution with Police Headquarters—ag ig
the case in the Brooklyn experiment—is practically equal-
to & sub-police station. -If stationed where the posts of
several policemen meet, citizens are sure, if these police-
en ure cowpelled to signal the hendquarters g intervals,
to know where to find the police—a kind of knowledge
difficult to acquire s points rimote from the police stations.
