THE FEDERAL BANK.

In our last issue we published the
report of Mr. Yavker, the General mana-
ger of the Federal Bank, on the affairs of
that institution, which was not, we ima-
gine, a surprise to those to whom it was
specially addressed, the DPresident and
directors, We do not find that the report
led to any discussion as tn the couses of
the losses, which Mr. Yarker has ex-
pressly declared it was no part of his
wmission to crilicise. Nevertheless, Mr,
Yarker has thought it due to the share-
holders to make special reference to the
three principal items of loss the Michigan
Lumber Account, the loss and.lock-up in
Manitoba, and. the loss by the Commercial
Loan and Stock Co.. The first two of
these accounts are the result of exces-
sive credits, and the lamber account has
been finally closed at a considerable loas.
It would require much more information
than Mr. Yarker has given to form any
‘dea of the blame, if auny, which should
tttach lo those responsible for that ac-
‘ount, What we mean is that the cir-
umstances are nob before us under
vhich the account was originally taken
md  the undue credits subsequently

ven.
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It ought to be borne in mind - that
losses to banks, as to merchants, arise
generally from serious depression in trade,
and it requires great sagacity to detev-
mine, whether to force a customer at
once into bankruptey, or to sustain him
in the hope of better times, It is a
matter of notoriety that both courses are
frequently adopted, and that the latter
course, which is prooably the most
customary, is attended by difterent re-
sults. Many cases might be cited, and
among them those of eminent English
merchants, in which commercial houses
have been sustained for a iength of tinme
by bank aid and have been enabled not
ouly to recover their position, but to
atfain great wealth. Such cases donot
come under public notice, but when the
bank aid fails in accomplishing the object,

and when failure ensues, involving in-.

creased loss to the bank, then thereisa
tremendous outery against those who,
in exercising their judgment to the best
of theiv ability, tried to save the sinking
ship. To apply the foregoing remark
to the cuse before us: all acquainted with
the lumber trade for the last decade
or more must be aware of the great
fluctuations which it has undergone, and
from which it has recovered so that banks
which had written off large sums, as bad
debts obiained the payment of their
claims in full, We s}xould.imag'me that
when the Michigan lumber account was
taken it wus never supposed thatit would
assume such proportions, aud that it was
nursed to save the company from insol-
vency, and the bank from heavy loss.
After the event, it is clear that it would
have been better to have allowed the
company to go into insolvency at a much
earlier period, but we shall not be sur-
prised to find hereaflter that Col. Tisdale
has made a very successful operation by
purchasing the “undoubtedly valuable
timber limils, saw miils and plant,” which
the Federal Bank was under the neces-
sity of sacrificing, .

‘The boom in Manitoba was a tempta-
tion to the Federal, as to nearly all the
leading banks, and it is doubtful whether
any of them have escaped heavy loss as a
consequence of the collapse. There does
not seem any ground for attaching blame
to theexecutive of the Bank for establish-
ing agencies in the North-West, however
serious the loss may prove to be. In the
case of the Federsl, as in that of the
Exchange, * the excessive credits* to
which Mr, Yacker refers were the conse-
quence of the very large business which,
as far as appearances go, was forced on
it by the extent of public . confidence.
We are not in a position to state whether

the Federal paid latterly for deposits more
than the current bank rate of interest, but

“there is no doubt that the Exchange did.

We have heard of a case in which the
manager of an incorporated company
withdrew money from the Bank of Mont-

" real, placed it in the Exchange, in order

to get a higherrale of interest, and finally
last it Al the beginning of 1882 the
Federal had obiained from the public
about seven millions of dollars in the
form of deposits, and cireulation, on a
capital of less than $1,500,000.

The circumstances under which the
new capital was issued at a premium of
50 per cent, and under which the Com-
mercial Loan and Stock Company was
formed, are, as far as Mr, Yarker's report
goes, involved in mystery. The company
is said to be totally insolvent, but we
have never seen any statement of the
nature of its business or the names of its
stockholders and dirvectors. It is to be
inferred that it lent money to the sub-
seribers for the new stock, and, to enable
it to do so, borrowed from the Federal
Bank, I'his operation is the one which
seems likely to involve the direciors in
difliculty, funless it should be suscep.
tible of satisfactory, explanation, Mr.
Nordheimer stated that the dirvectors of
the Federal had no interest in the Loan
Co. except a small amount of stock held
by himsels, The Federal Bank is not
likely toreceive so large an amount of de-
posits, or to have as large a circulation as
formerly, but, with a bona-fide capital of
£1,250,000 and with & more contracted
sphere of operations, it is quite possible
for it to do a remunerative business.

OUTSIDE OPINION.

The Cunadian and United States Press
have taken unusual pains. to disseminate
an opinion, recently given by the London
Times, on the suhject of some important
‘branches of Canadian trade, and yet no
one who gives the least consideration to
thearticle in which the advice of the Times
is conveyed, can fail to discover that its
author has never taken the trouble to
enquire into facts, and is consequently in
a state of complete ignorance of the sub-
ject which he has treated. [t is really
amusing, in. view of the policy adopted
some six years ago by the Canadian Par-
liament to find the Timessuggesting, that
a reduction of the sugar duties “would
“ gnable Canada to compete with America
“in sugar refining and other manufac-
“ tures by obtaining a cheap and plentiful
“supply of raw material.” But we are

also told that we would .thus “open the
“West I[ndin markets to her own pro-

“# duets which she is able to export, as

4 cligaply and in as targe quantities as the
 Umted States.”

We are induced to notice the article, to
which we have called attention, at more
length  becanse we have observed that
several of our, Canadian contemporaries
have expressed opinions favorable to some
kind of what they term “ reciprocal trade "
with the British} West Indies. We have
noverseen any precise explanation of what
is meant, but propositions have often been
brought under public notice the object of
which was to endeavor to extend trade by
mesans of diseriminating duties, the most
dangerous policy that a country situated
like Canada could possibly adopt. As to
opening trade with the British West [ndies,
the trade is not at present fettered by
restrictions of any kind, ‘There are no
protective duties in the West [ndies, and
it would besimply impossible to collect
the amount of their very moderate
revenue duties in any other way. Not-
withstanding the Spanish policy of protec-
tion in Favor of the shipping and products
of the Mother Country, Canada daes a
fair trade with the Spanish [slands, and
an effort is being made to increase it
under the treaty which is said to have
been recently negotiated,

It is very doubtful, however, whether
the trade with the British or Spanish
West Indies can be increased, unless the
principle of differential duties should be
adopted, which would most assuredly lead
to reprisals. 'There is no branch of our
trade in which theve has been such a
revolution within the last few years as in
the sugar trade. In the year 1878-9 the
sugar entered for consumption was 113«
103, 716 Jbs. on which duties amounting
to $2,488,821 were levied, being about
2 1-8 cents perlb. In 1882.3 the entries
for home consumption were 143,-
903,156 1bs.,, the duty on which was
$2,355,387, or a trifle over | 5-8 cents per
lb. The value of the smaller quantity
was S768,690 less than the larger, so that
the percentage of duty on the value was,in
1882.3,49 5-:8 per cent,and in 1878.9 45 1-8,
being a difference of 4§ percent. In the
year first named considerably more than
one-half of the entire imports came from
the United States, the bounty paid-to the
refiners enabling them almost to mano-
polize the trade, and to cause the Cana-
dian refineries to be closed.

without any sacrifice of * existing rights.”

We believe that Mr. McGoun is com-
pletely mistaken as to the views of
Canadian statesmen, if he imagines that
they entertain such an idea as the con-
stitution of an Imperial Federal Parlia-
ment, with Local Legislatures under its
contrel in regard to any of the subjects
over which the Dominion Parliament now
exercises jurisdiction, Prominent among
these subjects is the regulation of our
trade and the collection of our own
revenue in our own way., It is,in the
meantime, suflicient to express our firm
conviction that Sir John Macdonald was
well aware of the significance of the
expression  ‘* existing rights,” when he
expressed his willingness to consider any
feasible plan that might be deviged for
the formation of a league (not a larlia-
ment) for the mmintenance of common
interests and the defence of common
vights, When such’ a plan shall have
been devised it will be the duty of the
Dominion Government to consider it
carefully, and to determine whether it is
of such a character as would justify its
submission to Parliament as a Govern-
ment measure. The scheme, althongh
not matured, has become of so much
importance that it is to be hoped it will
soon be in such a shape as to be laid before
the Canadian people, prior to the next
general election.. We may at
be assured that the Opposition will find
the means of eliciting the views of the

UNITED STATES AND MEXICO.

We gather from our New York ex-
changes that the opponents of the
Mexican treaty of reciprocity with the

United States are trying to organize an

opposition to its final vatification. Itis
rumored that a syndicate of capitalists,

; some of whom were prominent as politi-

cal managers, during the late presidential

campaign, bave purchased tracts of land
in Mexico, with the ohject of cultivating

_sugar and tobacco, both of which articles
will be admitted duty free under the

treaty by meuns of the lakor of Coolies
and Cuinese, 1t will of course be ulleged
that the free labor of the United States
will be unable to compete, except at
great disadvantage, with the supposed
laow-priced labor of the Coolies. The cry
will probably be a good one for the
Southern planters, whose influence will
be considernbly increased by the result
of the Presidential election.

The rumor above mentinned is not the

only one afloat. It appears that there isi

another one, which points to a syndicate
of European capitalistg, consisting of
distillers in France, Holland and Belgium,
who in their business operations consume
large quantities’ of grain, as much, it is
said, as 3,000,000 tons annually, and who,
in order to procure a sure supply of corn
every year at a fixed price, and 60 be free
from depending on the mercy of Ameri-
can speculators, have taken steps to
procure land in Mexico. . It is, of course,
quite impossible for us to form any idea
as to the truth of either or both of the
rumors alluded to, although the last
seems to have the highest authority, hav-
ing been anncunced in the Mexican
Financier. 1t is, however, a likely ground
for opposition to the Lreaty on the part of
the Southern planters, and if they oppose
then it may be inferred that they will be
likewise inclined to oppose all treaties
with tropical” countries “having for their
object the free admission into the union
of the leading products of the Southern
States. It seems a strange anomaly for

‘a country. which has adopted such a

highly protective taifl; not only on its
manufactures, but on its various agricul-
tural produets, to admit free of duty the
great . staple products of the Southern
States. Eve- if there be no truth ‘what-
ever in the rumor, which has been put in.

TOO MUCH SUGAR. = .

Advices by last English mail clearly
indicate that the production of sugar is too
much in excess of consumptive require-
ments to admit of any permanent advance
in values, despite the fact that raw cane
sugars have been selling below the cost
of production for some time past. The
beet root product, on the other hand, can
be raised at a profit even at present
exceptionally low values, and, desperate
as the position of the planters of cane
sugar has becolne, there appéars to be no
prospects of any immediate relief, for it is
now generally conceded 'that the Euro:

. pean beet crop is very heavy, ‘{J.n_d'in

excess of that of any previous year.
Letters from Madgeburg, Germany, state
that a lavge Dantzic house was joremost
in starting the late short-lived “ boom "

. along with one or two extensiveé London

firms, Lt has since been ascertained that
most of the large. orders sent from

England to Germany as soon as’ prices .

commenced t0 go up were purely’specu-
lative, which accounts for the - srll
amount of sugars that actually ehanged
hands.  Almost the entire beet sugar
crop of 1834 has yet to be marketed,
During the past few weeks the price of
German beet sugar has declined in the
London murket 25 141 per cwt,, from 128
9d to 10s 74d, the lutter piice being the
last cable quotation for 88 per cent
analysis, Several sales according to
latest accounts from London have been
made for New York;, and ‘one or two on
IHulifax and Upper Canada  account, In
this market consumption keeps up to
a presty full standard, induced no doubt

" by the low prices current. Refiners have

recently been looking around for raw, and
it is saidd that two cargoes have changed
hands, but at very low prices. The mar-
ket for refined sugars here is very weak
in sympathy with the decline in Europe
and New York, and refiners have to con-
cede 1-8¢ per ib. on both granulated and
yellow, the former having been {reely

" offered at § 3-8¢; and it is thought that
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6ic would fetch a large quantity. ‘These
arve good times for Monireal warehouse-
mon, who bave a considerable portion of
their storage room taken up with raw
sugar and molasses, A storeman who is
well posted not only with the aflairs of
his own warehouse but with others, stated
a few days since that he never before
knew so muoh sagar stored in this city
asab present. Halifax is said to beina
similar fix. The stock of sugar in the
four principal ports of the United King-
dom on November 15th was 245,034 tons,
showing an increase of 3800 tons upon
that of the week previous, and an increase
of 40,5650 {ons upon that of the corres-
ponding date last year, Depression in
the sugar trade, like that which charac-
terizes a number of other branches of
business, appears to be as diflicult of
solution as ever, and we fear it will
remain so just as longas European coun-
tries go on producing beet at the enor-
mous ratio of increase as the past few
years have witessed.

A well-written concise
advertisement put into the hands of
man who has begnn to think on the sub-
ject of life insurance is a powerful appeal
to the man when he is by himselfin
repose, sl in the lest possible condi-
tion to feel the force of the argument,
Following the personal appeal of the
agent, it is often a powerful auxiliary in
clinching the arguments he has made,

toward life insurance, if by cheapnessis
meant a relatively small premium in pro-
portion to the amount insured.

Let it
once be shown that the investment is
safo and profitable, that profits are equit-
ably divided, and a small percentage of
increased premium is of no great con-
sideration.” The leading companies ia
this country as well as in the United
Stales attract business more by the

absolute security oftered to policyholders’

than by the abnormal inducements held
out to persons who insure for the purpose
of defrauding the companies and thereby,
affect the interests of the honest insurer,
Such polieyholders resemble certain cus-
tomers of a recently defunct bank who
helped to suck the life-blood from out of
it.

THE FEDERAL BANK.

A specinl general meeting of the shareholders
of Lhcheder%l Bank was held the 20th inst., for
the purpose of veceiving the report of the gener-
al manager, Mr. Yarker, in _reteren‘cg to the
financial status of the institution. This state-
ment appeared in our issue of the 21st.  There
were about eighty persons present. The
notice convening the meeting having been
read, the- president, )Ir. NOI‘dhOlle‘,‘ sug-
gested that the ‘meeting should appoint a
chairman of its own, as the matters to be dis-
cussed affected himself and his colleagues on
the board.  On the motion of Dr, Larratt Smith,
the Hon. Frank Smith was appointed chairman.
Mr. Plummer was appointed secretary. The
Chairman called upon Mr. Yarker to malke his
report of the assets and liabilities of the bank.
IHe said that the.genernl manager came before
them to stake bis reputation asa financier upon
the soundness of the suggestions which he
would malke. o

The report having been read, the president
Mr. 8. Nordheimer, made the following re-
mark .

In rising to address you to-day, I do so with
feelings of more than ordinary regret, and'I
need hardly say, deeply sensible of the unfor-
tunate circumstances which have necessitated
the calling’ of this meeting. With your per-
mission [ will refer as briefly as possible to
such eveuts in the past as 1 consider mainly
accountable for the present aspect of aftairs,
and I think will go far towards enlightening
the shareholders as to the trouble we bave ‘ex-
perienced. :

You are doubtless aware the bank was open.
ed in 1874 with a capilal of one million dollars
which was increased in 1881 to- a million and
o lialf, and in 1882 to three millions. Its busi-
ness had so increased that the circulation was
inadequate to meet the ordinary demands;
the Banking Act limited the circulation of a
bank to the amount of its paid up eapital—and
so we had in many instances to issue bills of
other banks to custome:s, thereby losing one of
the usual sources of revenue. It wasan advan-
tage, in this'and other respects, to'increase the
* capital if it could be done safely. As the bank
was prosperous, did an undoubtedly safe busi-

ness, and had o rest of 40 per cent., it was
thought natural the new stock issued would
get Into the hands of leone fide investors.
There was a difference of opinion and some
doubt as to the wisdom of making the increase ;
but after due consideration we thought our-
selves justified in recommending the increase
to the shareholders at the annual meeting, and
it was unanimously agreed to by them.

Unfortunately a considerable porticn of this
incrense was taken up on margin or borrowed
capital, and consequently hecame subject to
more than ordinary fluctuation, and to the
machination of parties interested in raising or
depressing its priee, I feel sorry to say this
last issue of capital is the primary cause of
our misfortune,

Lam equally pained to think your directors’
report, made up to May 31st, and preseuted (o
you at the lasc annual meeting, should have
proved so misleading and incorrect, but [ can
confidently assure you, for myself and co-
directors, that on no oceasion whatever have we
done anything which we did not consider cor-
rect and our duty to the shareholders. At the
time the report was prepared they believed, and
had every ireason to believe, that 1he business
was in n sound and satisfactory condition, that
the cnpital and rest were intact, and that the
provision for bad and doubtful debts then
made wasamply sufficient, The documentary
evidence—to which any shareholder who wizhes
it ean have ready access—will convince him or
anyone that the directors had good reason for
making the statement they did.

Although it was known that Jarge sums
were locked upin Manitoba and Michigan,
they ‘believed the Bank would sufier no loss,
and have no difficulty in supplying their ordi-
nary wants until the locked up funds were
realized. It is now evident that the invest-
meat of so much money in Manitoha and the
Michigdn lumber account twas a sad mistake ;
but the board were constantly assured by their
managers, by whom these” accounts” were
opened, and in whom they had entire confi-
deuce that not only was the security undoubted
but that their customer’s obligations could and
would be met at maturity.

The Michigan Lumber Account demaunds
something more than the passing notice such as
Lhave just made to it. Notwithstanding the
high standing in the community of the manager
of the branclyat which this account was lsept,
backed, as it was, by an excellent record of 40
years' banking experience, the board, having
frequently objected to the advances, bad his
various statements of the account corroborated,
not only by enquiries and inspections, but also
by the endorsation of several local men of
repute and respectability, who proved their
sincerity by becoming liable to the hank for a
considerable part of the advance; consequently
the board had no reason to doubt that their
seeurity was satisfactory and ample, especially
as Mr. Polts’ books, which were verified by our
manager, showed a surplus overall liabilities—
statements of which are in our possession—of
nearly & millionand a half dollars. Notwith-
standing this appnrent security, we had for some
time felt these advances were far {oo large,
and insisted upon great reduction and final set-
tlement. I, personally, took great pains, as-
sisted by the vice president, to -accomplish this,
Twas also aided by several gentlemen in Detroit,
and Mr. Nelson Hotland, of Buffalo, who were
well known asmen of great ability and high
standing, and also as successful lumber opera-
fors. [From these gentiemen we received the
strongest assurances, before and after the an-
nual report was prepared, that not a dollar
would be lost on this account. As further
evidence of the probability of this result, I may
here mention that in the writlen agreement
made with Mr. Nelson Holland, the only con-
dition uapon which he would undertake ihe
management and winding up of the estate was,
that he should receive half the surplus after the
bank’s debt with interest ‘was paid, and from
my. personal - conversation with him Iknow

-heexpected a'largesum. We' were assured. by
! y

Mr. Holland that the earning power.was such
as to make & reduction of over u quarter-of a

million dollars annually until the debt was
paid ; but unfortunstely, owing lo the sudden
depression jn the lumber trade, and the Prosi-
dentind contest in the United States, instead
of these expectations being realized, the bank
found itselt called upon to meet large balances
unknown to us, due on valuable limitsp urchased
previously to the estate being placed in the
hands of trustees, thus accounting for the ex-
traardinary increase in our advances. As [
have already stated, itis very clear that the
locking up of'so muceh money was o very serious
error of judgment, but had it no¢ been for the
disastrous combination of circumstances at the
time, and had the bank been allowed to nurse
the aecount, I am satislied no loss would have

“beensustained.

~The Manitoba losses and lock-up are mainly

“attributable, first, to the great reaction in
svalues which has so seriously affected wany

people and institutions in the'Dominion ; and
second,. lo the entire disregard of the‘generai
manager’s instructions.  As soon as this came
to the notice of the board they had special in-
vestigations made by independent parties, who
were believed to he thoroughly competent, so
s 10 ascertain as neatly as possible the proba-
ble amount of loss. Indeed, a gentleman who
was thought specially competent, and consid-
ered one ol our ablest Oatario managers, wag
twice sent to Winnipeg during the year, and
both he and the new manager st Winuipeg, ap«
pointed in Qcrober, 83, whose report dated 30th

April last, the directors had befere them when .

theirs wes prepared, fully corvoborated the
stutements of others to the eflect that all bad
and doubtful debts were written off; and, where
there was any doubt, secured or provided for,

As 10 the Emerson indebtedness, the direc-
tors hud, at the time cheir report was mude,
relinhle information that the money had heen
deposited in London, England, lo. take up the

-debentures and pay the bauk ofl, therefore had -

undoubtedly goud reason to believe no loss
wauld be sustained there.

Tdeem it important, andmy duty, to refer to
one other account, abont which there has been
a good deal of misconeeption, that ot the Com-
mercial Loan & Stock Company. I'his was-an
incorporated company duly constituted and
authorized to loan money on the security of
bank stocks, and it was legal for us to lend
money o the company, as advised by eminent
counsel.  T'he loans made to the company by
the hank wereZmade upon what we believed 10
be perfectly good security, and at the time of
our report we bad no dout that the advances
were fully secured,—and let me here say that
houe of the directurs were either direcuy or
indirectly connected with, or ever held any
stock -ju, or derived any personal advaninge
from the compuny, except that I was unforsu-
uately a small holder, My connection with it,
instead of being of any pecuniary advantage to
myself, has resulted in a loss to me.  ‘T'he bunk
hus obtained from the company all its assels
and accumulated profits, the sharcholders of
the company never having received anything
out of it. T'o enforce 1he collection of the loan

_and realize the securities beld when the sudden

and rupid fall of the stock took place would
have heen so unwice that your divectors decmed
it advisable to nssume the securities and wait

.in the expectation of a more opportune time to

realize, a course other large holders have taken,

If the stock had remained tolerubly steady the

bank would have been all right, becnuse it
was solvent beyond question and was dving >
good business, and nathing: bhut confidence,
upon  which all banking “largely depends,
was ~ necessary - to save the capital;
but such & large percentage of the- stoclk

-was held on margin that it could not he
. cantrolled when it began to waver.

Having
every faith in the-report and estimates, | did
what [ could persunally, and at inconvenience
and sacrifice to myself; to prevent a_ruinous
decline ; but the adverse influences aund stale of
the money matket were such a3 ‘to present the
stock geiting into the hands of investors, and

. he consequence was a panie, and it became he- -
. yond the power of the hank to finance without

assistance. .

You will, [ think, agree with me as to the
dangers which attended the bank during the
crisis zeveranl month ago, and the esaggerated
importance they assumed in the eyes of the
publie, in consequence of the many disasters
to institutions both in Cannda and the United
States. If [ might venture to partienlarize
any special source of anxiety to myself during
that period, it was the great calamily that,
to my mind, would have befallen the general
banking interest and business community of
Ontario, in the event of our failing io meet
the sudden and large demands of our deposi-
tors and note holders. I think I am correet
in stating that our liquidation, in such a
momeuntous time by. the payment of over $5,-
000,000 within so short a period, is unprece-
dented in the annals of Canadian banking ;
and I cannot but feel gratified that what
might otherwise have proved thus serious,
has been successfully averted by the strennous
efforts of myseclf aud co-directors, combined
with the general manager.

Though not wishing to detain you, allow
me to add that I caun contidently say that,
though we crunot deny, nor do we desire to
do so, that great mistakes have been made, we
have been actuated in everything we did by
a sole regard for the interest of the bank.
With this assurance, gentlemen, most conscien-
tiously made, I beg now to refer to the change
thought advisable by the board, of the general
manager, which position, after consultation
with all the banks in the city, was offered to
Mr. Yarker and accepted by him. His long
conneetion with the Bank of Montreal (the
principal institution of the Dominjon) is, I
think, suficient guarantes that his report is
cutitled to be received with confidence, and

- that he is well qualified to fill the responsi-
ble position, Let mo therefore express the
earnest hope that lis report will be accepted
without hesitation, no matter how disappoint-
ing it- may be. I wrge its acceptance not

~only as president but as the largest shareholder
of the bank, feeling confident that the inter-
esis of everyone counnected with the institution

-will be promotcd by its adoption.

Ere closing these lenglhy remarks, permit me
to express my deep regret and sympathy for the
late general manager, Mr. Strathy, whose re-
tirenent was, under the unfortunate circum-
stances, considered a necessity. It is but
justice to him to say duriug his many years
connection with the bank, in fact from its incep-
tior, his aim and ambition has been directed
towards establishing n high position for the
bank, and it is o matter of extreme regret, as
it is of the greatest disappointment to himself,
that his acknowledged ability, experience, and
untiring cfforts should have terminnted so un-
fortunately. No one can be more sensible than
-he is of the mistakes that bave been made and
anxious to repair them. -

I do trust and sincerely believe, that the
losses as now shown may not turn ont as great
as, for safety’s sake we have been obliged to
make thein appear, because debts and securities
we hold, and written off ns valueless for bank-
ing purposes, cannotbe regarded as lost. With
the revival of prosperity, especially in Manitoba,
I hope that a counsiderable amount of our now
written off'assets may be realized,

In conclusion he stated that he had every con-
fidence in the earning power of the institution,
and believed that o considerable portion of the

. debts written off would be ultimately recovered.

ADOPTION OF THE REPORT,

Mr. T, R Wood said that he and a number of
the shareholders had lLeld a meeting, aund had
aninterview with the manager, in which mat-
ters had been explained to their satisfaction.
The mecting came to the conclusion that the
report should bo adopted.

Mr. A, H. Cawpbell then moved * that the re-
port of the gmeneral manager be adopted, and
that the Board of Directors be authorized  to
apply for legisiation at the ensuing session of

-Parliament of . Canada, and take all other
necessary steps to carry out the suggestions

therein contained as nearly as possible, and
generally to do any acts required for reducmg
the capiial stock and re-organizing the bank.”
In moving the resolution, he said” they conld
not shut their eyes to the fact that there had
been some great mismanagement in the bauk,
or else it would have been impossible for such
o large sum of money to have been sunk in so
brief o peried. At thie same time they had the
satisfaction of knowing that every action taken

the Board of Directors bhad been
taken with the view of benefiting the share-
holders. T'here was nothing in the Iransaction
upon which it was necessary to throw the veil
of secrecy in order to justify the board. The
directors had shown that they were not above
bumanity in general in their liability to err,
They must now take things as they were. Hav-
ing got into a bad position the best thing was
to get out of it a3 soon as possible, and put
themselves again before the public as a strong,
reliable institution. (Applause.) This was
not the first bank which had frund it necessary
to write off half its capital and yet afterwards
bad its shares at a premium within & reason-
able time. He hnd goune over the figures with
Mr. Yarker, and believed that that gentleman
bad made ample provision for all the debts
which they might expect to turn out bad in the
books. In fact he had made more than amjle
provision. He thoughtthat if they adopted the
report, which bad been prepared with great
care, they would do the wisest thing for their
own interest and for the interest of the bank
and the public. He thought that the board had
also done a wise thing in the covrse they had
taken in the crisis in June Iast. Had they put
up the shutters the shareholders would have
suffered to a greater extent.

Mr. Thomus Workman, of Montreal, seconded
the resolution. e had come to the conclusion
that the suggestions of Mr. Yarker were de-
cidedly the best which could be devised,

Mr. M. McKee thought that some explanation
should be given of the bad debts which were
put down at s0 large a figure. He moved that
the meeting adjourn until these particulars
were supplied. He condemued the board for
the rose-coloured report they had given shortly
before the crisis took place.

Phe Chairman said that it would be a most”

imprudeat step,to adjourn the meeting without
adopting the report. ~ By adopting Mr. Yarkee's
suggestions they would be in a far better pogi-
tion than if they tooka stock book and staried
a new institution.

Ex-Judge Gowan agreed that it would be
disastrous to the last degree to postpone a
decision. It would also be imprudent to enter
into the particulars asked for. They had
to adopt such a financial basiz as could not be
questioned when Parliament was asked to give
the necessary legislation to carry out their
wishes,

Mr. McKee then withdrew his resolutdon
and the report was adopted unanimously umid
much applause.

Mr, Yarker (says the Mail) was noticeably
affected by the fact that his report passed
without =« single question being put to him.]

Mr. Wood moved that in the opinion of this
meeting it is desirable that fournew directors
should be appointed on the board. He said
that they all knew this could only be done by
the resignation of four of the present mem-
bers.

T'he Ghairman said that the meeting had no
power to deal with the subject.

The President said that the matter was
under the consideration of the board, and
there would be several resignations announced
very shortly. In fact one member had already
resigned. The only desire of the board was to
appointisuccessors who would add strength and
confidence to the bank.

Mr., Hector (ameron, Q.C., thought that
the assurance of the president would be satis-
factory. .

Afier some discussion, Mr: Wood withdrew his
motion, and the proceedings terminated with

.votes of thanks to the chaitman and & re
cognition of the services of the new general
meanager. :
