“The Times are Out of Joint.”

Tue London I'imes just now is dead against emigration to Canada.
It is the chief cave of the Thunderer to thunder only in popular growls,
reports and grumblings, and so it seeks to wnake capilal for the time
being by chiming in with the outery against cmigration. The prinei-
ple upon which the T'imes argues, if affection, is certainly strange, aud
Canada may well be spared the presenco of such as are influenced Ly
it. Forinstance, it works upon the fears of the laborers it would
keep in England for the benefit of the capitalists who delight in low
wages ; and as those over whom the thunder is rolled are starved in
body and wmind, the hope is felt that they will hear, tremble, snd fear
tomove. Emigration it likens to a lottery in whicli, though there are
many good prizes, there are also many texrible blanks. It pictures to
the emigrant a chapter of accidents that may befall him, to his utter
undoing, and closes by reminding him that there is no workhouse in
Canada.

Emigration to Canada is to the Epglishman a lotteryin which there
are * no blanks,” unless indeed the emigrant himself be a blank ; the
mishn})s so_cloguently depicted by the Times are barcly possible,
scarcely probable ; and the *‘ uncertainty” alladed to in Canada is
much to be preferred to the certainty of poverty, and, if accidents
arise, pauperism, in England. People in Canada ean only laugh at
the idea of a leading newspayper of England preferring the certainty of
the Boor-house to the probability of indepengence.

Thank Hesaven we have no poor-houses in Canada—excepting one,
and that is of cxotic growth, and entirely unnecessary. Our only
work-houtes are our gaols, where the inmetes are taught how they
may be honest by labor in a country where all may carn an indepen-
dent living, Canadian civilization has not degenerated so far as the
establishment of poor-houses, and even the enorvated vietims of the
English system on breathing the free and inspirating air of the Domi-
nion soon learn to be men. Here they can earn * o fair dey’s wage for
8 fair day’s work,” and climb the social ladder if they will ; here
they are not considercd as so many machines to be worked at the least
possible expense ; and here we are spared the spectacle of a leading
journal aiding in perpetuating their degradation in the spirit of that
cursed commercial caleulation that has besn and continues to be
Britain’s bane. Every man has an inherent right to go where he
pleases to better bis condition ; and especially is it his duty to leave a
land where he is coolly consigned to the work-house, for one in which
he is sure of a house of bis own, where only bountcous natnre is his
steward and Providence his beadle, where, in short, he will forget the
bard and grinding, bitter and pitiless Times of his native land.

May it ever be said, *¢ There is no work-housc in Canada.”
