AN IRISH EEROINE.

The folowing interesting letter, signed P. J.
Murphy, and writte froam Chicago, appears in
the lest number of the Chicago Irisk News-

lIn your paper of Oct. 30 b, I noticed a letter
copied from the Dublin Nanon, dated IlMon-
treal, Canada,"suignedI " E. MI.," inquiring the
came of the lady that killed the trooper at the
batile of Kilcumney, in 1795. As tat patriot
lady was ayora-, I rau .commodate E. M.
çvitit the information requireti.

The name of the young woman was Teresa
Malone, then uin ber twenrietb year. She was a
servant to my grandfatber, John Murphy, who
owrned the land the batie of Kilcumney was
fought on, Sie lived i the came place, and
wit thte same family untai 1838.

I bave frequently beard ber tel] of that me-
morable day. It issubstantialiy as follows ;-
About ibree o'clock on the 26tb day of June,
179S, after the rebes were forced to retire, nine
troopers cI the ancient Britons rode into the
yard and sel fire te al the buildings. Five of
the troopers dismounted and remamced an the
yard during the progress of the lire; the otber
four rode about the premisee, on tôe lookout
for straggiog rebels. I one of tie burning
bouses there were fout W, nFord " pboy" conc, al
ed, who were draven out b> the fire. Seeing their
enemy in the yard, in desperation tbey dasbed out
pike in hand and slaughtered the fire troopers ;
the then armed themselves with the entea>'t
muskets, attacked the remaining four troopers,
and forced them te seek safety in flight. Teresa
Malone was walching ber opportunitI to get away
fron the place, and the moment she could, with
safety, se passed through the yard to get a horse
that was close by. Whble doing this she picked
up a pistol belonging te a dead trooper, got on
the horse, and dashed tbrough the elds towards
Goresbrndge, bat, when she got te the Ballyellen
road, the four troopers above mtentioned saw ber
and obliged her te change ber course. She rode
towards Billyelen Milis, but one of the troopers
came up w1th ber before she arrived there; as
he approsched ber h callied tpon ber to halt,
when she turned round upon ber horse and witb
deadly atm brought him doen. As lie (E.M.)

says, the dying trooper was humanely treated in
the widow's bouse to which he vas carried, and
dîed lasabout to bours.His comrades, after

carryscg bia juto the bouse, retraced their steps
wth alil the speed they could, not caring to meddile
auy further wis tihe heroine.

Teresa Malone Ived till 18.l9, when a Sep-
tember of that year she died at Bagnalstown,
aged seventy-one years. She was interred ile
Ballinkîilen Chpelrard, by My falher, the laite
John Murphy, àf Kileumney. '.
