In these texts of Scripture we have most secure
evidence of cvery prerogative which the Cuthelic
Church hns always claimed for the vencrable chief
of the Apostolic College, and as the Church of God
is indestructible, cach of these graces is always in
vigor, sincc there is no revocation of authority once
granted by Christ for the official guidance of the
Church.

THE PROMISES OF CHRIST.

In the first text from St. John, Ist chapter, 42d
verse, Christ our Lord begins that chain of pro-
phecies and promises which culminates so fully in
the last adduced testimony. Christ anmounces to
Simon, son of Jona: Thou shalt be called Cephas,
which is, interpreted, Pcter (ora Rock). Itissin-
gular that this change of name should thus be pro-
mised by Christ ; unless some harmony should be
found in the rest of Scripture, or Sacred History to

SOME SCRIPTURAL ARGUMENTS FOB THE
CATHOLIC DOCTRINE OF PATAL
INFALLIBILITY,

FROM A LECTURE OF THE RIGHT REV, THOS. A. BECKER,
D. B,, BISHOF OF WILMINGTON, DEL.

The doctrine of the Catholic Church concerning
Papal Infallibility is little nnderstood even by Ca-
tholics at large, and least of all by thosc who are not
of the household ot faith, and consequently havekad
perverted notions concerning the sume. But a few
years have clapsed since the whole matter wag
placed definitély befora the world, in the clear and
precise form in which it has always becn taught, as
a part of the deposit of faith onco delivered to the
saints, and, as it is the office of the Church of God
to enunciate nll truths, contained either in the
Scriptures as fragmentary portions of Divine Reve.
Iations, or in Tradition, coming down to us through
the teaching body from the Apostles of our Lord, the
Ecumenical Council of the Vatican, lawfully assem-
bled by the Vicar of Christ, and approved by his
supreme authority, after treating of specinl matters
relating to faith and reason in the first session, wont
on to define even more clearly thau in any of the
former General Councils, the nature and authority of
the Church, and the special prerogatives of the
vigible head thoreof, thus summing up concisely.
what Catholics ave to believe, and giving, at the
samo time, the reasons for such belief, in terms so
plain, that henceforward there may be no mistake.
Itis worthy of our consideration, before we read
the Decree of the Council, to recall some of the texts
from the Scriptures uscd by the Fathors as a basis
Sor the declaration of the dogma. Wo all know
that there cannot be any now revelation, To fench
the world truth Christ instituted His Church, and
promised most solemnly to be with her always, even
1o the end of time. Hence the Church received the
perfect fullness of Divine rovelation when the Holy
Ghost came down upon the Apostles, and thoe de-
_posit was complete. Nevertheless, from time to
" time, according to the needs of men, the Apostles
wrote letters of gnidance and direction, chiefly
needed because of Jocnl circumstances. The Evan-
gelists themselves had wrltten notl}ing before the
coming of the Holy Ghost, and one'of them espe-
. cially (St. John, chap, xxi, 25 v.) states that there

be no end.” (Luke i. 33,) Hence, when Simon had
made his magnificent profession of faith in the
Divinity of Christ as the Messiah, by saying : Thou
art the Chbrist, the Son of the living God—there-
sponse came immediately : * Blessed art thou, Simon,

a Rock, and upon this Rock I will build My
Church, &c.”

The plain teaching of these texts is, that since
Christ chose to institute His Church, Ho chose at
the same time the method by which she should pro-
ceed from unity, as a foundation.

To this foundation He gave stability by Divine
power ; He made by His creative power Simon, son
of Jona, to be ¥ Cephas,” to be a Rock of invincible
strength in his official capacity, as He had promised
Thou shalt be called Cephas—a Rock.

He promises on this account that He will thus
build His Church. He uses the future tense, for
the Church was not established until the coming of
the Holy Ghost on Pentecost ; hence we deduce the
certainty that He kept His promise, and founded
His Church, His kingdom on earth.

To Ccephas, as the possessor of this Divine pro-
mise, we look for the whole unity and authority and
stability of the Church. Christ promises that the
gates of hell, or the powers of darkness, shall not
prevail against His work, cvidently because it is
founded on a Rocl,

To Poter, or Cephas, moreover, wag first givon the
promise of plenary law-giving pawer, and infallible
authority. .
#J will give to thee the keys of the kingdom of
heaven” Every one knovws that the formula of the
keys menns law-giving power, superior authority.
To Cephas, therefore, is given all fallness of vecle-
giastical powet, From him, and threugh him, all
receive whatsoever they possess of power,

The ample nature of the power given is sufli-
cicntly denoted by the particles used in the original,
where no exception is made : * Whatsoever thou shalt
bind upon earth shall be bourd also in heaven, and
whatsoever thou shalt loose upon earth shall be loosed
also in heaven.”

THEIR PLAIN MEANING.

That all herein promised was solely, and wholly
given to one; to Cephas, is evident from the word-
ing of the text. It would scarcely be possible to
find & larger number of pronouncs of the first and
second person singular, in any sentence, the former
clearly denoting Christ, the speaker making the
promises, the Iatter pointing out manifestly Cephas,
the Rock, I say to thee, that thou art Peter (Cephas)
and upon this Cephus (or Rock) I will build My
Church, &c _

Or, let us, for.a moment, put the wholo sentence
"in the negative, and we may read: “ Thou art not
blessed, Simon, son of Jona, &c. And I say unto
theo that thou art no! Cephus (Peter, a Rock), and on
this Cephas I will no¢ build My Church, and the
gates of hell shall prevail against it And I will
not give to thee thekeys, &e.  Aund whatsoevir thou
ghalt bind on earth shall mof be bound in heaven:
and whntsoever thou shalt loose, &c., shall 7ot be
loosed”

Since rending it in tbis manner, no doubt could
arise ns to the oneness of the person addressed, and
-the certainty that nothing had been promised to
him in such hypothesis, it follows that, taken as it
is, really in the afirmative,all the promises are
made by one, to only one, by our Lord, namely, to
Cephas, to Peter, to the Rock.

* We might enlarge on this, but we could not putit
in clearor and more cvident form to.the thinking
mind, * * -* * Tounderstand olearly the power
of the Church, it is nccessary to have o clear per-
coption of the power and nuthority as well as spe-
cial prerogatives of Cephas, which determine the
doctrine of the Church, for the foundation supports

.the building, and not. the reverse. :
* In the same manner, if we take up the third-text

Luke xxii.32)it will at
once appear that only one is specially pointed out as
the recipient of the power of Christ’s prayer : ** Satan
hath sought you (plural}—that is, nll of the Apos
tles and Disciples) that he may sift you” (again all
are denoted by the plural), yet a sufficient remedy is
provided by praying for one, for Simon 3
have prayed for thee, that (Ay faith fail not.” Plainly
enough does it appoar that this iz a prayer for the
office never to become extinct, since the Church has
to [ast always. Stebility in faith was even moro
needed in after times, for it would ever be the duty
of Cephas to confirn his brethren. Here Christ
prayed not for all the Church, but for Peter, as all
the words show : Simon—ryor thee—thy faith—thy bre-
thren. This, the prayer of Christ, was efficacious,
and the Church always has one whose faith will
never, can never fail, for hig duty is to confirm his
brethren. Uunder his guidance, confirmed by the
Divine promise, they cannot err from the right path
of the fuith. *And all Chaurch history tells who bas
claimed this dnt,, snd to whom tbe high preroga-
tives have been invariably accorded by the Catholic
Church, as the source at once of all her authority,
and the efforming cause of all her wonderfal unity,
as the flock under one sbepherd. It is the part of
the shepherd to fecd bis flock, however, and not for
tho flock to guide the shepherd. Hence the singu-
lar catena or chain of promises and prophecies ia
amply welded by the last testimony tobe examined.
it is found in St.John's gospel, xxi. chap, 15, 16,
17v.

All know that a three-fold declaration of love for
Christ, greater than that of the other Apostles, for
the Muster, was demanded by our Lord of Simon.
# Lovest thou Me more than these?” ¢ Yea, Lord,
Thou knowest that I love Thee!” The Fathers
generally say that this bad very special reference to
the sin of Simon, son of Jona, in denying that he
knew his Lord. It wasa very base lie,a sin com-
mitted through dread, from which the glance of
Christ recalled him, that being once converted he
might confirm his brethren. Thus he had to make
a triple confussion of his faith. Having, however,
made it, the official duty of feeding all the flock is
now entrusted to his care.

vine right. He claims to be the successor of St.

Peter. No one clse dares make any similar claim.

He has always and everywhere acted in this capa-

city. No Ecumenical Council could bo possibly

held without him ; none cver did or could possess

any lawful authority, unless by his apostolic voice,

All must rdmit that from the Council of Nicea to
that of the Vatican, all were called by the Sove-
reign Pontiff, presided over, and confirmed by the
same inflexible Pastor. On this point there can be
no issuo ; church history is too clear, and even the
most inveterate enemies of the Church have hardly
dared to call this fact in question, All must admit,
moreover, that if there be infallibility in the Church,
it should surely appear in an Ecumenical Council,
But we have just proved that such a thing could
not exist withont the Roman Pontiff, That which
causes a thing to be, is essential toit. How can a
thing exist without its essemce? Hence, whatso-
ever can be conceived of authority in an Ecumenical
Council, already is in its fullness in the cause of its
existence, and this is the Roman Pontiff as Christ's
Vicar here on earth, supreme and visible head of
the Church.

Moreover, it ig plein that all the power ever
granted to the Apostles collectively, included Peter
or Cephas as one of them. Therefore, he possessed
as much as they inthe broad charter of St. Mat-.
thew xxviii, 18, 190 and 20. ‘' All power is given to
me in heaven and in earth., 19, Go ye, there.
fore, and teach all pations, ete., and behold I am
with you all days, even to the consummation of the
world” The reverse is simply not the case. To
Cephas personally, and in a distinct manner, certain
special powers are granted. To him alone, as we
have shown, first wag given the fullness of law-
giving power, aud of infallible authority. InDivine
things what is once given is never recalled. I am
not nware of any revocation.

THE DECISIONS OF THE VATIOAN QOUNCIL,

It remains for us to read the Decree of the Fa-
thers of the Vatican. This Dogmatic Constitution
in its beginning declares that to preserve unity of
faith and communion, one principle and foundation
was laid in Peter.

Chap. I—The Primacy of Peter over the Apos-
tles; conferred immediately and directly by our
Lord, and consists not only in hduer, but also in
jurisdiction.

Chap. IL—That this is perpetual in the Church :
and that the Roman Pontiffs, as successors of St.
Peter, inherit this Primacy : whereby Peter always
presides in his See, teaching and governing the
Church universal.

Chap. IIT.—That the whele plcnitude of this su-
preme power to feed, rule and govern the Universal
Church in his jurisdiction, therefore over the whole
cpiscopate. And that the immediate power of the
Pontiff over all is not only not prejudicial to that of
ench Bishop, but renlly asserts, strengthens, and pro-
tects the same. B :

We
teach and define that it is a dogma divinely re-
vealed : that the Roman Pontiff, when he speaks
ez-cathedra, that is, when in discharge of the offico of
Pastor and Doctor of all Christians, by virtue of his
supreme apostolic authority he defines a doctrine re-
garding faith or morals to be held by the Universal
Church, by the divine assistance promised to him
in blessed Peter, I8 possesscd of that infallibility
with which the divine Redeomer willed that His
Church should be endowed for defining doctrine re-
garding faith or morals; and that, therefore, such
definitions of the Roman Pontiff are irreformable of
themselves, and not from the consent of the Church.

This, therefore, is the Catholic doctrinal teaching
which merely declares where the seat of infallibi-
lity is, but adds no new doctrine to the Church.—~
The poséibility of absolute certainty is not put off
for tho gathering of geneml Councils—sometimes
hundreds of years apart, but it is at once given by
the Supreme Pastor of Christians.

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

Tur Coxrzrence—The Homeo Rule Conference has
been a splendid success. Ireland may well te proud
of its character and its proceedings. From cnd to
end ef this land the assembly bad been leoked to
with intense interest. The people felt that the pro-
ject of calling togesher such & Conference was a
serious one ; and that on the action ot that body,
when brooght together, would largely depend the
political fortunes of Ireland for many years to come.
To its proceedings, therefore, the eyes of the nation
were anxiouslv tuarned ; for its deliberntions they
waited hopefully and trustfully, They have net been
disappointed. The Conference has proved to bea
noble representation of the Irish people ; and its pro-
ceedings lLave been worthy of any deliberative as-
sembly in the world. It was highly desirable that
such an assembly should be brought together. The
national spirit of Ireland needed an organ for its
authoritative expression. Tho Home Government
Association, which had done great and good work for
Ireland, felt that the time had come for an appeal
to the whole country, asking for a declaration of its
opinion on the pelitical settlement which the Asso-
ciation had proposed, and which had evidently met
with n great degree of public favour. If that pro-
posal were to be treated as the basis of future action
in Parliament and out of it, it needed to receive the
solemn sanction of the nation. That sanction it
has received ; a new and extended organisation has
been created to take charge of the cause thus ap-
proved ; and now that body, so constituted and com-
missioned, goes forth to its glorious task of recover-
ing for Ireland its ancient and indispensable right
of self-government. Of the truly representative
character of the Conference, no honest men can
doubt. The enemies of Ireland, who endeavour to
misrepresent and undervalue every manifestation of
Irish national opinion, attempt to make little of its
weight and influence ; they talk about classes of men
who were not there—and who happen to De those
very classes that are never found in the van of any
movements for political reform.

son for their food. Add to all this that the Ilabour
market just now is overstocked, and that thou-
cands of men and women have been thrown out of
employment, and it will be sevn that America is just
at present the very worst place to which a working
man could turn his steps. In cht a terrible crash
has taken place in the commercinl and manufactur-
ing affnirs of that couuntry, and hu_ndrcds of Irish
workmen bave returned howe; as if thgy stop;.wd
beyond they would be ina starving COndlt.IOII duri ng
the winter.

Hearrn oF Ineraxp.—The Registrar-General for
Treland has issued his return for the gecond quarter
of the year 1873, and Las' to state that the births
registered were 39,544, being equal to the annual
rmtio of 29'6 per 1,000 of the cstimated population;
and the denths registered were 26,128, or in tho an-
pual ratio of 19-6 per 1,000, In England the birth-
rate was 355, and the death-rte 20-4 per 1,000 and
probably the ratios shown for Ireland would have
been nearer to these if registration were more com-
plete. The Irish return shows two remarkable
ratios, only 13,6 per cent. of the registered denths
were of children under one year old, the ratie in
England being 23 per cent,, and further as many as
411 per cent. of the registered death in Ireland were
of persons aged 60 yeara or more, the ratio in Eng-
land being only 26:2 per cent. A dent.h at more than
twice 60 years old was registered at Lisburn, but the
Registrar says only, “ Among the deaths was that of
n woman who dicd in the Lisburn Workhouse, and
who attained the extraordinary age of 127 years;”
not a word is said in proof of tho statement of age.
The Registrar of Skull also says, # One woman dicd
aged 105 years; she never troubled a doctor, or
took his physic; she fed her pigs the day before her
denthr;” but agnin there is no account of any evi,
dence of the age. The Registrar of Cross-roads
Dunfanaghy, however, says that “the death was
1egistered there of & woman upwards of 100 }'enrs,
old, which would scem to be well authenticated!
The deaths in the quarter from the eight principal
zymotic or epidemic diseasvs—namely, small-pox,
measles, searlet fever, diphtheria, whooping cough,
diarroon, and simple cholern—nmounted together to
only 11-2 per cent. of all the deaths, or 0.55 in every
1,000 of the estimated population ; and this also com-
pares very favourably with th_o En_ghsp return. The
quarter was that in which emigration is greatest, and
the return shows the large number of 471;114, or
9,352 more than in the snme quarter of 1872, and
implying n decrease of 33,998 in the population in
tho second quarter of 1873, The local Registrars
complain of the sanitary state of many dlstr‘x‘cts.
The Registiar of Ballyward, Banbridge, says—* Asy
s00n as the peoplo clear out their manure heaps in
the spring, which are generslly situated within n
fow fest of their doors, So soon docs typhoid fever
make its appearance,” 'The Registrar of Ely, Ennis-
killen, reports eight cases of typhus in two ad-
joining houses, and attributes the outbreak to
overcrowding and filth, The Registir of Coug,
Ballinrobe, reports— Filthy cesspools of large
dimensions are kopt in many villages of this dis-
trict in close proximity to the doors of the dwelling-
houses. These have been the foci from which fever
and searlating padinted to o cqnsidemblc exteat dur-
ing the pnst quurter, One-third of the deaths have.
been caused by these -proventabledisenses” The
Registrar of Athenry, Loughrea, reports typhus and
typhold fevers oxeeedingly prevalent during the

quarter, and nttribute the alarming illness only to

three cages of enteric fever in one house in March,
learnt that the drinking water used from A pump
was occasionally offensive, and he adds, I took
measures to bring this fact under the notice of the
town commissioners, but nothing has been done in
consequence.” 'The Registrar of Skull says :—% The
sanitary state of this district is grossly neglected;
it is dreadful to compel people to drink the water,
it isso dirty.” The Registrar of Killeshandra, Cav-
an, noticcs that pigs, asscs, and goats are kept in
many dwelling-houses ; nnd the Registrar of Knock-
nadoua, Lisburn, reports:—%The public health
throughoat the quarter was far from what may be
called satisfactory, much indisposition, chiefly of &
febrile character, prevailing; and I cannot but
think that much of the low condition of bodily
health, verging, as it does, upon the border of acute
disease, is largely due to the wretched state of many

of the dwellings of the artisan and labouring <lnsscs |

all over the district.” Qo the other hand, the Regis-
trar of Dromore, Cmagh, reports that since last
autumn a large main drain has been made through
all the streets, and he says :—% Heretofora fever was
very prevalent, but since this drainage it has almost
ceased to exist; “ but manure heaps and cesspools
close to the dwellings of the small farmers still
tempt some fever to remain in the district.

Poacuixg 1y e Covyty MeaTh — At the petty
sessions held at Dunshrughlin on Fridav, the 14th
ult, after the usual police cases had been disposed
of, the complaint of Mr. Anthony Allen, of Ratire-
gan, against Christapher Marmion, of Woodlands,
and James Grant, of Rathkenny, for trespass in pur-
shit of game, Wb neard.  The offence baving been
clearly proved in Loth cases, the magistrates, at the
intercession ef the prosecutor, fined Marmion in the
mitigated penalty of £5, or two months imprison-
ment, and Grant £2, or one months' imprisonment,
but the chairman stated it was the determination
of the magistrates ta deal with the strictest severity
in all cases of poaching, and more especially of Sun-
day poaching, which would be proved before them,
and which had become such a nuisance in the dis-
trict. The police at the different stations have re-
cvived strict orders to look after and prosccute all
persons found coursing or shooting on Sunday.—
Correspondent of Irishmun.

Desesrate Rior v Cork—A  desperate riot oc-
cirred in the theatre in Cork on Monday night, ori-
ginating in a private fight. Large numbers of men
took part in the aflray, sticks were used freely, and
several received severe Injuries, A girl had her
skull fractured, and lies in the infirmary in a critical
state. A large force of police had to be called in to
quell the disturbance.—/4.

Truierr Distinzation v e Cotryty DERpy. — On
Thursday Jast, 20th ult, the Draperstown Royal
Irish Constabulary, consizting of Constable SLan-
non, with Sub-Constable Kirby, Brennan,and Lough-
tan, proceeded on revenue duty to the mountains in
the neighborhood of Cloan. After an arduous and
tuilsome search through defiles and ravines, they
succeeded in coming upon a miniature distillery,
from which the emugglers must have recently fed,
waraned, I presune, of the approack of the Royal
Irish, In the still-house, in which the fire was still
burning, they found a still, &c., some barrels, toge-
ther with several gallons of the @ Ilenl mountain
dew,” which the smugglers, in their precipitate
flight, left behind. Conitable Shannon and party
evince grent zeal in the suppression of illicit distil-
lation in this district.

GREAT BRITAIN,

TrRRIBLE STORM AxD Loss or Lire.s-Lowpox, Bec.
16.—A despatch from Shefficld says that the city was
visited to-day by a terrible storm. The wind blew
a hurricnne, A large number of buildings and
chimneys were blown down, and many persons
killed, One immense chimney crushed in a house
and the heiler exploded, killing and wounding sev-
eral persons. In comsequence of the great excite-
ment in the city and the dense crowd whiclh filled
the streets but few details could be learned at the
time the despatch was forwarded.

Tae Late Srorst—The storm has abated. The
telegraph wires were prostrated in all directions;
tho lines thaf are now working bring news that the
storm extended all over the North of England and
far into Scotlend. Sheflield looks as if it had been
bombarded, The loss to property is immense.—
CLurches were unroofed, and many factories com-
pelted to suspend work. The lowest estimate places
the casualities to persons in that city toseven killed
and thirty wounded, many fatally. Despatches
show that the effects of the hurricane were felt §t.
Glasgow, Halifax, Drewsbury and Nottingham, in
all of which cities lives were lost and great damage
done. At Leeds it is estimated that property to the
amount of $100,000 was destroyed. Extensive dam-
age was done at West Hartlepool and Durham—
The shipping suffered severcly at Newcastle and
Shiclds. A steamer is ashore off Androssan, and
the railway station and several houses were blown
down at Weeton, near Harrogate, on the Yorkshire
and North Midland Railread.

The Virginius and the survivors of her
crew and passeogers have been handed over to
the United States Government, by the Spanish
authorities, who have also made amende hounor-
able for the insult offered to the United States
flag. We may hope, therefore, that this un-
pleasantness is at an end.

We can easily tell how a Catholic Mayor, who
should take a promiment part in a Catholic
meeting, in the course of which Anglicaaism,
or Presbytorianism, or Methodism, or any
other Protestant religious system, was spoken
of in the terms in which the prominent speak-
ers at the Methodist meeting in question spoke
of ¢ Romanism''—would be treated by his fel-
low-citizens. Now Dr, Bernard must not think
it strange if his Catholic fellow-citizens should
deal similar treatment to bim. We deprecate
the introduction of the religious element in to
our Civil clections; but we owe it to ourselvesto
sec that, for the future, the Mayor during his
tenure of office observe a dignified neutrality
as betwixt the several religious denominations
into which his constisuents are divided ; and
that the Civic Chair be not converted into a
tribune from whence the Catholic Chureh may
be denounced as 2 “great system of iniquity
which the devil had invented.”

These were the very words used by the
speakers at a public meeting, at which also His
Worship the Mayor tock an active part.—
“Until these words shall have been fully repudi-
ated by our Mayor we must according to all the

.eromenfs with respect to Cuba. Particulars

laws of Jogic, hold him responsible for them.

THE GREAT EVANGELICAL ALLIANOE—
What hes it resulted in? Its avowed object
was the uniting into onecompact phalanx of the
scattered hosts of Protestantism; its actual
achievement has been the formation of another
sect. There is to-day one Protestant denomi-
nation more in the United States than there
was when the Alliance met at New York.

We allude of course to that just founded by
Dr. Cummins, who, having seceded from the
Protestant Episcopalian sect, has, together with
another Protestant minister—a Mr. Cheney—
Let up a Reformed Episcopalian Chureh,
upon the soundest of Protesting principles.

By so doing Dr. Cumminsand his friend have
given a great moral victory to the Ritualists.
These may now well claim the Prayer Book
as on their side, since the first step taken by
their opponents is to modify or reform that
Prayer Book. This Dr. Cummins and his
friends would not do, if its actual language
were in their favor.

It is not casy to seec what object these new
sectaries propose to themselves; nor why, see-
ing that they reject the doctrine of apostolical
succession, or the transmission, by the laying
on of hands, of any distinctive powers, rights
or privileges, they keep up the farce of an
episcopate, whilst denying to it any divine ori-
gin, or any authority to teach or command.—
The new sect will for this reason, we fancy,
soon be absorbed by some of the other Pro-
testants but non-episcopalian sects by which it
is surrounded, and from which cven now, it is
scarcely to be distinguished.

Though the quarrel betwixt High and Low
within the Protestant episcopal sect has for years
cvidently been leading on to this consummation,
so that men have wondered at the rupture
being so long delayed, the two parties in the
United States might have continued to jog
along together for some years longer, but far
the offence given by Dr. Cummins to his more
orthodox episcopalian brethren, io that he re-
ceived Communion according to the rites of
some of his non-episcopally ordained friends of
the Alliance. This was as it were the last
straw; for on this €ontinent, Episcopalians
are more logical, in some respects, than they
are in Kngland—where the very Head of the
Protestant Episcopal Church by Law Estab-
lished rececives communion at the hands of a
minister of another and hostile church which
condemns Episcopacy, or the office of Bishop, not
merely as unauthorised by God's word, but as
a corruption injurious to the Kirk ; and which,
in its General Agsembly at urdee, 1580,
formally cxcommunicated all episcopally or-
dained persons who should dare to preach, or
administer the Sacraments. 1t is all very well
to condemn the illiberality of the Ritualists in
refusing to communicate at the hands of Pres-
byterian, or non-episcopally ordained ministers
but it should be remembered that Presbyterian
the Church has shown itselfrt least equally into-
lerant of Episcopacy. Where the Ritualists of
England most justly lay themselves open to
censure, or rather ridicule, is to be found in
their remaining in communion with an cecle-
stastical body whose supreme head is in com-
munion with another body which denounces
episcopacy, or the acceptance of episcopal or-
ders, as a crime worthy of excommunication.

It is often warmly disputed whether tfe
Protestant Missionaries in China have as yet
effected anything towards the cvangelisation of
the natives. By some it is contended that no-
thing has been done, whilst others insist that a
great and glorious work has been, aund is being
carried out, &c., &c., &¢. We need not repeat
the twaddle of Exeter Hall.

For our own part we inciine to the opinion
that the Chinese have been to a certain extent
brought over to evangelical principles, and our
reason for s0 believing is the exceeding dex-
teriiy whieh the Chinese display in the adult-
eration of tea. Thomost eminent professors of
religion in England indeed would find it no
casy matter to surpass the skill of the Chinese
in this work of adulteration ; and it is impossi-
ble to doubt of their evangelical principles
when we meet with such striking traits in their
character as those which recent investigations
have brought te light, and whick, recorded in
an article from the pen of Dr, Hassall, are
commented upon by the London Zimes,

From Dr. Hassall's report it seems that of
20 samples of teasimported, only one was found
to be genuine—the others being all more or
less adulterated with plumbago, black lead and
iron filings, besides being made up in great
part of what amongst the evangelised Chinese
is known as ““{ic fca,” that is, dust of tea and
other leaves mixed up with gum or starch, and
colored with Prussian blue or turmerie. The
object of the iren filings is to give the liquor
procured from an infusion of this delectable
composition an appearance of strength ; since
in combination with the tanrmin in this vege-
table mixture, the iron filings would form a
kind of ink or dark colored substance, Indced
the writer of the article in the Z%mes says that

the ink which he used was made * from the tea
in question.” Thus not only do these iron

flings add to the weight of the leaves with
which they are mixed, but have a chemical
virtue as well, in that they give an appearance
of strength to the tea. :

‘Bo skilful in short are the Ghinese in 2ll the
arts of adulteration, that we cannot -deubt that
evangelical principles are making progress
amongst them, and that in the trading ports at
least, the Protestant missionaries are doing a
rather extensive business.

That this outrage upon the rights of Pro-
testants; that this arbitrary trampling by a
servile magistrate upon one of the dearest pri-
vileges of men whom the Gospel has made free,
will be allowed to pass unnoticed by the guar-
dians of our civil and religious liberties—
amongst which liberties, the liberty to assault
priests, and obscenely to insult Sisters of Cha-
rity when visiting the sick, holds a conspicu-
ous place—we can scarce imagine, Surely the
“Young Britons” of T'eronto will not put up
with such  Subservieney to Rome.” What
says the Witness to it? Why does he not
lift up his voice, crying aloud and sparing not,
at this last conclusive proof that our govern.
ment is under the thumb of the Pope, and that
Rome is mistress of our lives and liberties,

We sce by the papers that there has again
been trouble at the Lake of Two Mountains
with the Indians, of whom several have been
arrested, and committed to jail on a charge of
stealing wood from the gentlemen of the Semi-
nary to whom it belongs.

If, as is believed by many, these Indians are
but the tools of others, and their thefts are
undertaken at the instigation ef, aud for the
benefit of a certain clique who keep in the
back greund, these prisoners are to a certain
extent cntitled to our pity. They have becn
led to believe by designing koaves that the
property of the Seminary is their's and that
they have a legal right to take what they please,
and do what they will with it. Still the law
must be upheld and the rights of property pro-
tected, though it is 2 pity that the law cannot
lay its clutches upon those who incite the poor
ignorant Indians to their acts of larceny, and
expect to profit by the thefts which they in-
stigute.

Of the law of the case there is, there can be,
no doubt. The Indians have their own pro-
perty, their own Reserves where, if they choose,
to reside, they are absolute masters, and where
no one can interfere with them. Ample pro-
vision has long ago been made for them, so
that there is no shadow of an excuse for the
depradations which they are in the habit of
committing on the property of the Sulpicians.
These, as every one who has cxamined the
question knows, aro but defending their own;
in the language of the Montreal Herald—
¢ the gentlemen of the Seminary are as ab-
solutcly proprietors of the Seigniory of Two
Mountains as Major Campbell or any other
Seigunior is proprietor of his Seigniory.”’—
Montreal Herald, Feb. 26th, 18750.

Whence then these troubles ? why these con-
stant attacks upon the proprictary rights of the
Seminary ? Can it be, as some suspect, that
the Indians are employed to steal for the bene-
fit of others ? and that petty larceny is held up
to them as a means of grace, or agency for
bringing sinners “ to a knowledge of the truth
as it is in Jesus ?"'

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= gOHBISHOP LYNCH AT CLONDALEIN
A MONASTERY. '

His Grace the Most Rev, Dr. Lynch, of Toronto,
Canads, gave the commiunity of the above mon-
astery an agreeable surprise on Sumday, the 22nd
Sfimo. 'The following morning he celebrated -the
Community Mass and gave an interestivg discourae
after it. - His Grace reverted to tho time, 40 years

.5, when he became & pupil of that seminary,
then just commenced. The tribune over the Broth-
exs’ Chapel was then just sufficient to accomodate
¢ students; now the spacious chapel, formerly
filled by the people, was crowded with the sons of
some of the best families in Ire}apd. . .
5pesking of the spread of religion in t_he United
States, he said" it was owing to the mxgrutx‘on_ of
Irish and Germans. At the time of the Declaration
of Independence the Catholics were one to two
tundred Protestants, now they werc one to seven,
and if there were priests enough, and no losses, they
would be one to five. His Grace remarked that
after the conversion of the Irish to Christianity
their priests and monks spread themsclves over.the
Continent, zod vonverted the peeple from barbarism.
But, now as regarded Americs, it was the Irish peo-
ple that were upreading the faith, and if they were
accompanied by more of the Irish_clergy the in-
crease of Catholicity would be magnificent. It was
true that a holy desire to become missionary priesta
existed amongst many students in Ireland, and they
came in goodly numbers, But there were fqlly
one thousand more Irish priests required in Amcfnca,
ag, were it not for the French and German priests,
many of the Irish would be without spiritual guides.
Speaking of the spread of religion in Cannda, he
caid it was & safer place for Catholicity than the
United States, owing chiefly to the frecdom of edu-
cation which prevailed there. The education of
jouth was now the great battle of the Church.

His Grace has obtained the consent of his Emin-
ence the Cardinal and the Superiors to take with
bim three Brothers of the Third Order of our Lady
of Mount Carmel, to establish a houss of their order
in the Archdiocese of Toronto. We are sure that
many young men would be glad to preparc them-
gelves in the Monastery of Clondalkir to join in the
grand work of evangelising the Irish youth of Can-
ads, Similar Christian schools are required in a
hundred different places im Canada.—Dublin Free-
man's Journal.

OUR NORTH-WEST TERRITORIES.

We have had the pleasure of meeting Professor
Bell of the Geological Burvey, since he returned
from his last exploration in the North-West, and
pave learned from bhim many intereating facts in
regard to the present state of the region. His ob-
ject was to make as definite n geological exnmina-
tion as possible of the sonthern part of the territory,
with special reference fo the discovery of coal, or
such facts as to the arrangemcnt and age of the
rocks, a8 might ultimately lead to the finding of it.
He was also instructed to scarch for deposits of
other useful minerals, such as jiron ore, and to col-
lect information as to the soil, water, &c. In all
these, wo undurstand, he has been very successful
and the results will soon be published in the re-
ports of tle Geological Survey. From the eastern
edge of the prairivs westward to Fort Ellice—a dis-
tance of 230 miles—Mr, Bell found the country
cverywhere fertile and atteactive, and also to the
porth of the Qua'ppelle river, but south of this
gtream and of the South Snskatchewan, it was found
to be gencerally hilly, infertile and rather arid. The
game character of country appearcd to extend west-
ward in the valley of the Bow aad Big—bel_ly ri}rers
and n strip of one or two hundred miles in yndth
slong the eastern flank of the Rocky Mountains.—
After getting beyond tl_le settlements, one of the
principal difficalties which Mr. Bell's party had to
contend with was the horse-stealing propensities of
the Indian tribes. Out in these quarters it scems
that horse-stealing is far from being a penitentiary
offence as it is with us. On the contrary, it is look-
ed upon, especially among the young “braves” as a
feat to be proud of and the next best thicg to taking
the scalp of an enemy. Mr. Bell says the vast re-
gion extending from the wooded country around
Lake Superior to the Rocky Mountains is inhabited
by avont a dozen tribes of Indinng, more or less dis-
tinct from cach other—namely the Saulteux, the
Swampy Crees or  Swampies,” the Assinaboines or
« Stonies,” the Plain Crees nud the Wood Crees, the
Little Dogs (& cross between the Stonies and Crees),
the Sioux, the Blackfeet (including the Blood and
Peigan Indians), the Gros-Ventres and the Nez-
perces. The Saulteux originally belonged to the
eastern wooded country, but finding it easier to live
on the buffalo, like the Plain Indiuns, they have
gradually extended westward, till now they are
found far up the Saskatchewan valley, much to the
jealousy of their western peighbours. They are of
a more frivelous character than the Crees and Black-
fect. and lack the bravery as well as the dignity
which often characterises the Indians of these tribes.
The Assinaboines or Stonies once occupied nnd still
«claim nll the country drained by the Assinaboine
River. At present they are in poor circumstances
and live mostly about the Cypress Hills, 1t was &
band of these Indians that were massncred by white
men in British territory last spring. The Crees
form one of the most numerous tribes, and range
from the United States territories northward
across the Saskatchewan valley to the Peace River.
They live mostly by hunting the buffalo, and posesss
large numbers of horsus, and nre now getting into
the way of having carts also to transpott their camp
materials and the produce of their hunts. They
aro frequently at war with the Blackfeet and allicd
tribes. Onc of thesc wars was reperted to lave
broker out just as Mr. Bell was leaving the territary.
The Sioux at present living within British territory
are said to number between 2,000 and 3,000, and
arc mostly refugees from the United States, who
came over after the Mirnesotr and Dacotn massacre,
ten or twelve years 8go. Mr. Bell passed several of
their camps between Fort Garry and TFort Elliee,
und there is o large gettlement of them nt Dloose
Mountain, south of the latter fort. They live quietly,

and appear to be more industrious than the Iadians
of other tribes. They live principally on fish and
small game, and by farming on thcir. own account,
or aseisting the white settlers, It is proposed to
Teserve & township for them at the south end of
Lake Manitobn, The.Blackfeet arc & powerful tribe,
and, although &t enmity with the Croes and_ _thc
Americans, are well disposed towards the British,
and are desirous of obtaining the advantages of
civilization. Their country lies just east of the
Rocky Mountains, and includes a largoe part of the
region between the north and south branchea of the
Saskatchewan, and also that drained by the south
Dranch, Mr. Bell and his party did not find all the
Lands of Indians they met with particularly friendly.
Those most disaffected belong to the Snulteux, As-
ginniboine and Cree tribes, Owing to o varicty of
.eircumstances they have begun within the Inst few
years to be jealous of the white man, and Mr. Bell
thinks care’ will be necessary to prevent trouble
with some of them, Te prevent their horses from
boing stolen, the party were obliged to mount
guard every night, and tho Indians cven threateend
to kill the party themselves, With so small a party
of white mcn among so many wild Indians, hun-
dreds of miles away from any assistance, and sur-
rounded with the ather anuoyances and dlscox_nfoﬁ.s
of such o journey, Mr. Bell often found himself
geologizing undev difficnlties, .

As might have been expected in o country where
there is no definite menns of intelligence, the cir-
cunstances of the massncre of the Assinniboine 1ast
gpring near tho Cypress Hills lose nothing in the
telling among the tribes. The trouble to be appre-
heuded is not so much from the truc state of the

that many of the Indians have the notion that men
who commitied the deed belong to the British side
of the line, and in some localities it was sald to be
as dangerous for an Englishman to travel as an
American. It is to be hoped, hewever, that the
mounted police whom the Government has sentto
the North-West will put a stop {0 murder, horse-
stealing and whiskey-selling in the future.—{Fazetée.

THE IRISH IN THE BRITISH PROVINCES.

Asg so many of the Irish people throughout North
America are Catholics, it is fitting in us to take an
interest in their condition aud to represent it to our
renders. The most noticeable features in the state
of the Irish peoplo in British America, are their
Average w_ealth in proportion to the general popula-
tion, their standing in society, and their moml
qualities, Many, very many, Irishmen in the Lower
Provinces have attained much wealth, and, have
kept pace with, even in instances surpassed, the
general community in the acquisition of money.
There appeared to be no particular obstacles in their
way. 1tis true, that their own countrymen chietly
alded them, but all nationalities contributed freely;
for the hostile spirit of the old countriea dies out
when men are placed together on a new soil, en-
deavoring {o shicld one another from the rigors of a
gevere climate, and from the wants incident to a
new country. However, it has happened in North
British America, that the Irish are principally pro-
ducers—they go on the land and farm. In this way
much of the wealth of the country comes from their
hands—and i5 conveyed through their counirymen
to markets abroad. Inall stations of life they nppear,
from governor and members of exccutive councils
down to tho common comstable. But we have
specially observed the general moral character of
those Provinces to be good nnd useful. Having
directed their attention chiefly to the land, they do
not azglomenate, in immornl masses, in the largo
towns where they bave not enough to do to keep
them from the allurements of drunkenncss and vice.
Congequently, the character of the average Irishman
in the Britich Provinces is good, Perbaps the na-
tare of general society there, is a check upon some
who would, under more unfavorable circumstances,
do otherwise. Taken all in all the Irish in the
British Provinces are a well-behaved, laborious and
prosperous people.—Chicago Western Catholic.

#The mpid progress which has recently been
made by Sherbrooke nnd St. Johans, Quebee, deserves
to be decorded, We arc too apt to overlook the
fuct that few towns of like proportions in the Domi-
nion are making like advancement in population
and wealth to these towns lying te the south-east
of Montreal. If we may test the progress of Sher-
brooke by the increase of its population, the resnlt
will prove satisfactory. In 1861 the population of
the town was 2,994 ; in 1871 the number of inhabit-
tants was 4,132, aud carly this season, by alceal cen-
sus taken by the municipal council in counformity
with the law, the population was 5,482, Since the
last enumeration there has been a large influx, chief-
ly immigrants, and it is within probability to say
the population is now 6,000. According to the last
Government census no towa in the Province of Que-
bec has increased so rapidly in population. A still
more tangible proof of the progress of the town is
afforded by the annual valuation. In 1863 the pro-
perty of the town was valued at 3825632, and in
1873 it reached $1,202,565, In this estimate public
buildings and houses for religious wership, which
would form & very large item, are excluded. In
five years the material wealthh has increased about
fifty per cent. The railway facilities of Sherbrooke
have likewise improved. Originally a minor station
on the Grand Trunk, the town is rapidly becoming
the centre of other milways. The Iaternational,
which is fast coming to completion, will have its
tcrminns, in Sherbrooke,opening up communica-
tion with the United States and the Maritime Pro-
vinces. The Sherbrooke aud Keanebec line will
give it access to Quebee, and command for it tho
advantage of the internnl traffic along that line.
The Passumpsic has a terminus at Sherbrooke, and
increases its facilities for trade with the United States
and should there be, as i3 now possible, a short
line constructed to Mngog to connect the
Stanstend, BShefford and OChambly with the
ronds verging into or centering there, the town will
havelittle more to desire in the way of railway ac-
commodation. The progress which has been made
within the last yecar or two by St. Johng is almost
cqually marked. What was formerly a quiet, al-
most slecpy place, has now become a busy manu-
facturing town and important railway centre. The
residents have manifested of Iate considerdble enter-
prise in establishing within thelr midst extensive
chinaware facteries, the workmen for which were
brought over from the Staffordshire potteries in the
old country. The value of property has increased,
and building operations were very brisk during the
past scason.  The indications of progruss thus
shown by Sherbrooke and St. Johns must prove very
satisfactory to every Canndian who desires the deve-
lopment 6f the resources of Lower Cannda, and in
view of the large numbers of French Canadians whe
are now pouring into the Eastern Townships and
the surrounding country from the United States,
and most of whom will now doubtles: settle in the
Dominiar, there can be little doubt that these pros-
perous towns will continue to rapidly advance in
population, wealth and importance.”

Pusric InstrocioN IN Quepee For 1872, — The
Report for 1872 and part of 1873 of the Minister of
Public Iustruction for the Province of Quebec has
just been issued. From a tabular view given of the
number of scliools and scholnrs, with the sums mised
for each of the last twenty yenrs, we see that pro-
gress in educational matters of a very gratifying
kind has been made. In 1853thers were only 2,352
schools nttended by 108,284 scholars, at an outlay
of $165,848, while in 1872 the mumber of schools
had rigen to 4,143, the scholara to 224,270, and the
outlay to $1,085,179. In other worde, the increasc
in the Iatter ycar over the former was 1,719 schools;
64,398 scholars ; and $919,331.

Captain Surmont then describes how
two boats were crushed and many persons kil-
led by the falling of the main-mast, and gives
other details not hitherto published. e then
describes how he sank with the steamer, and
was afterwards picked up, tells how the small
boats of the « Loch Earn" rescucd all the
drowning persons they could reach, and adds
there was no more than 12 mioutes between
the collision and the sinking of the ship.

Tug ErrFecTs oF OVERWORK IN FRANCE.

Other statistics of military recruiting inform
us that of 325,000 young men conscripted
during one of the late years, 109,008 were dis-
charwed for wact of stature, discased spine or
constitutional weakness.

MURDER OF TWO0 CATHOLIC MISSIONARIES,
—OQuce again (says the North China Herald),
in the province of Szechuen, a French Cathohe
Missionary has been murdered, though he was
provided with a passport from Pekin in per-
feetly good order. The Rev, Pere H'ue, ac-
companied by a native priest named Ta'y, weat
to the city of Ki’en-kiang-hi'en with the inten-
tion of taking possession of a small housc bought
with the express permission of the high autho-
rities of the province superior to the local man-
darin, who, himself scemingly acquiescing in
the project, had previously informed the mis-
sionaries that nothing hindered their entering
his territory. This mandarin, named Xouj,
has always shown aspirit of violent hate against
forcigners and an ill-will to Christians, whom,
in spitc of the imperial edicts, which, gencrally,
he did not post up, he had constantly refused
hitherto to admit within the limits of his sub-
prefecture.  As to the city people, they were
all most peaceful and showing a good spirit
towards the missionaries, whom they had often-
times before invited to come and reside amongst
them. Suddenly, on the 5th of September,
the residence of the two missionaries was in-
vaded by a mob, who, rushing upon them,
dragged them aloag tho strcet, beating, und
wounding them till they had in their hands but
two dead bodies. Naturally the mandarin
Koui, to whom suspicion points strongly as the
author of the riot, stopped quietly in his yamen
throughout, and did not attempt to restrain
the outbreak, 1t is to be hoped that the for-
eign legations will at last joia in a common
understanding to put an cod to such frequent,
illegal, and abominable crimes.

Nor have Ca-
tholics profound motives for regretting the de-
cradation of monarchy in Italy, or in certain
other countries, The benefit the Church is
likely to receive at the hands of modern poten-
tates disposes us simply to contemn them who
have brought contempt upon royalty. The
time has passed for regretting that they are
reduced “ to suckle fools and chronicle small
beer,” The so-called kingdom of Italy is,
however, in a situation which borders so nearly
on bankruptey that the wisest of rulers might
despond over its irremediable disasters. The
financial dificulty will be casily understood by
all who will be at the pains of making them-
selves ncquainted with a few figures which we
subjoin, A milliard of frances, or lire italiane,
equals forty millions of English pounds sterling.
The public debt of the Italian kingdomn amounts
to fifieen milliards, thdt is, to six hundred mil-
lion pounds. The annual interest on this debt
is seven hundred and seventy-five millions of
of francs; thatis, thirty-one millions of pounds,
Within the last nine years this public debt has
erown at the rate of a milliard per annum.—
These tremendous figures have to be considered
by the lurid light of others, which render the
situation more desperate.  Thus the deficit for
1874 is double the deficit estimated for 1873.
Taxation has been carried to an extent which
paralyses industry and commerce.  Banks
are ruined und manufactories closed from sheer
inability to pay the imposts which exceed
in number anything previously known in the
history of the world. The Church property,
excepting that which is now being disposed
of in the Papal States, has been already
sold, Tha State domains—pessedimenti de-
maniali,—the State railways, the monopoly of
salt and tobacco, in a word, everything sale-
able in the State has been sold. The condi-
tion of ¢« the youngest sister of the Latin king-
doms,” which makes so imposing a figure in
tho cartoons of Punch is that of the map in
the story, who having drunk up all the fur-
niture, was fain tosend a boy out with his
wooden leg for any money it would fetch for
matches in the rough. Happy the usurping
Kingdom if it could only find a purchaser, at
any price, for that same leg which stretches
out into the Mediterranezn. How many pat-
riots would be found—mnot blushing that they
were selling their country, but—thanking hea-
ven that they had a country to sellt Natural-
ly, however, debt under such government grows,
When Italy consisted of seven independent
states the entire expenditurc for the seven
amounted to twenty millions sterling per annum.
When three years ago Italy, from the Alps to
Sicily, was subjugated to the dominion of the
usarper, the annual expenditure had risen to
sixty millions, During the eurrent year it will
reach eighty millions, excceding, by about nine
millions, sterling, the gross annual expenditure
of England for 1873. Tedious as these statis-
tics may appear, they are cssential to a right
understanding of Roman affairs, All confirm
the assurance with which Catholios expeet a
future in which the august head of Christ’s
Church on earth will not be the prisoner of a
beggarly, unprincipled, and bloodthirsty faction,
—And hereit may be proper to mention one
of the numerous facts which illustrate that
captivity. On one of the evenings of the past
week, at exactly one hour after the Ave Maria,
a band of serenaders assembled under the win-
dows of the Vatiean, where, without molesta-
tion from the grinning sentinels of Victor Em-
monuel, they sang a song of which the chorus
was:—« £/ E!

Tee PsrecouTion 1y THE Jura.—~The sacrilegious
and violent installation of foreign apostate priests
at Porrentruy has been followed by an exactly simi-
lar ceremony at Delemont. The parishioners had
held a meeting and ordered the conseil de falrigue
nat to give up the keys, on which the wvice-prefect
M. Gobat, first imprisoncd the chaimman, of the
council and then suspended the council and trans-
ferred its functions to the Municipality. The chair-
man, with one of his colleagues delegated by the
rest, then went to Berne on the hopeless errand of
appealing to the Federal Government, and in the
meantime M. Gobat had the locks of the charch
picked, an operation which occupied two days. A
very scanty attendance was then got together Ly
every kind of influence, and the ceremony took place,
The Catholic population lined the streets and repli-
ed by silent conterpt to the saluations of the in-
tendued priests on their way to their official banquet.
At nine o'clock the population attended ip immense
numbers the High Mass, celebrated by the parish
priest in the garden of aCatholic proprictor, and in
the evening the whole parish went in procession to
sing Vespers at the chapel of Notre Dame du Vor-
bourg, n place. of pilgrimage about o mile and a-half
from the town. At Porrentruy, M Pipy, alias Dera-
mey, and the other apostate priests are, according
to the Liberte, usually followed about by the gend-
armes to protect them against a too frec expression
of public opinion, which is not likely to become
more favourable to them when the causes of their
dismissal from their former dioceses become more
generally knowu, The parishioners are perfectly
faithful to the Catholic cure, and it is he alone who
is asked fo officiate at baptisms and fancrals ; so
that it is rumoured, says the Liberte, t' at the priests
intruded by tliec Government are begipning to de-
clare that they can never geton with the people so
long as the ¢ Ultramontane” clergy are allewed to
remain in the eountry. Already the authoritiesare
beginning to interfere with Catholic worship. The
police have caused an action to be brought against
the owner of the Barn in whick Divine worship is
celebrated at Porrentruy, on the ground that the
two tapers on the altarat Mass are an infringement
of the regulations of the Fire Insurance Company,
and M, Gobat, the vice-prefect, has seut a circular
to the Communal Councils, apprising them that wor-
ship offered up in barns will no longer be telerated
and that the anthorities will only permit ceremonies
to bo celebrated in a private house, and in tho pre-
sence of uot more than two or three persons. It
will become a question for France to consider whe-
ther she will permit the violation of the treaty un-
der which the district was couceded to Switzerland
to bo pushed as far as the forcible suppression of all
public Catholic worship. The just remonstrances of
the inhabitants were not, it seems, left without sup-
porters in the Federal Council itself, MM, Welti,
Kuusel, snd Noeff, spoke strongly in their favour;
while MM, Schenck, Scherer, and Borel opposed
them. It was three against three; but M, Ceresole,
the President of the Federal Council, whose hostility
to the Catholics hns been proved in the Geneva
affair, gave his casting votc against them, and se-
cured the rejection of the appenl.

Buoddhist priests, 1,078 Sivite priests, 449 Mahometan
priests, and 862 Devil Dancers. With regard to the

religious denominations ot the inhabitants, the num-

bers may be thus stated :~Buddhist 1,520,575 ;
' Sivite, 464,414 ; -Roman Catholic, 182,613 ; Mabom-
edang 171,642 ; Protestant,24,756; Wesleyan, 6,071 :
Presbytérian, 3,101; Baptist, 1,478, We commend
these figures to the attention of those who say that
the Catholic Church goes in for a priesthood dis-
proportionate in its numbers to those of the laity.
Here we have the aggregate of the Protestant secets
in Ceylon, numbering all told, but 35406, and yet
possessing & body of “clergy and missionaries” con-
sisting of 217 officinls; giving an average of one.
Protestant minister to every 163 Protestants (omit-
ting fractiens), while the Catholics have but 87
priests to 182,613 of the people, or one to every
2,088, The Mahometan proportion is 1 to 381;
whilst among the two millions (or thero abouts) of
Pagans—without including the % Devil Dancers,”
whom we conclude to be sort of Jumpers or Terpsi-
chorean Spiritualiats—there is a bonze or sacrificulus
to every 309 of the heathen population, 'Lhus it
would appear, that of all the *denominations” in
Ceylon, the Catholics have the smallest and the Pro-
testants the largest body of clergy.

Ax Avurtuor's Cuariries.—There i3 much humeor
in an anecdote of Oliver Goldsmith relieving the
necessity ofa crafty applicant. The good Doctor,
with his many virtues, was, as is well known, not a
little vain. The circumstance was not likely to be
overlooked by his eleemosynary depeudents, for
thera are no closer students of character than beg-
gars and borrowers, They calculate their patron’s
weaknesses to & hair, with an acumen which would
do honor to a La Bruyere. It is their business, too,
to possess a very respectable knowledge of their
amphitryon's hour of dining, bankers account, etec.
One of this class was in the habit of asking money
from Goldsmith immediately nfter the publication of
anew book. It wasa compliment to a successful
author, and, what was of not less importance, there
was ¢ probability of cash on band. The application
succeeded scveral times; but money, even at that
carly stage, was somctimes gone. At last the Doc-
torsuggested that, as his friend thought writing so
profitable & thing, he should try a little of it for him-
scif, and mentioned that a bookseller had just made
an application for a description of China, inter-
spersed with political retlections, which, if his friend
would undertake it, he would pass off as his own.
The manuseript was prepared and put to press by
Goldsmith, without reading. " When printed, it was
discovercd that the Emperor of China was a Moham-
medan, and that India lay somewhere betwecn China
and Japan! The result of the adventure was that
Goldsmith paid the expense of canceling two sheots
of the work, and was under the further necessity of
kicking the newly-made nuthor down stairs.

Tre Daxger #roM LiGur¥ine.—An American gene.
tleman whe has been figuring up the chances of
being struck by lightning arrives at the following
re-assuring results, Taking the figures of the last
census reperts, we find that during the year 1870
there were, in the whole country, 202 deaths from
lightning-stroke. Let womankind take notice that,
out of these, 148 deaths were cf males, and only 54
of females. The tetal number of deaths from all
causes was ncarly 500,000. There were 2,437 deaths
from other causes to ene death from lightning, and
there wero 190,883 persons living to every one killed
by this cause, It is somewhat singular that the
lightning was decidedly more destructive with both
males and females between the ages of 10 and 30
years than with any others; Letween 10 and 15
years is the most fatal time, but even then the num-
ber is very small. Much comfort for those still in-
clined to be timorous is to be found in going back
further on the record. The deaths by lightning in
1879 were only 11 more than in 1860, while the

_population had increased more than 7,060,000, and

the rate is declining, in spite of the hasty conclu-
sions formed by reading the news of aday. In 1860
there were 48 deaths by lightning out of every 100,
000 deaths from all causes: in 1870 the rate was
only 42. But now, while only 202 persons died
from lightning-stroke in 1870, there were 397 deaths
fromn sunstroke, or nearly twice as many. Yet the
pumber of persons who shudder whon they see {Lw
sun rise would bear a very small ratio to those who
shudder at the rising of the thunder cloud. Tha
rate of deaths by sunstroke has declined during the
decade from 91 to 81 im 100,000 deaths from all
causcs, and, with the increase in care and informa-
tion on the subject, is likely to decrease still more,
but it will always probably be largely in excess of
the lightning.rate.

Wiaar Suaps Tares 10 PLant—For the open
streets and grounds the following comprise the most
choice selection: We place first in order those
which we consider the best, all things taken into
account, Silver leaf maple. Oriental palm, English
and American elms, tulip trees, sycamere, maple,
sugar maple, pin oak, burr ouk, catalapa, linden,
deciduous cypress, liquidambar or sweet gum, labbur-
num, cucumber magnolis, Kentucky coffec-trecs, etc.
We omit the cvergrcens, ag we recommend setting
them in spring, unless, it be done carly in sutumn.
All of the above trees can be obtained” of first-class
narsery men, and they all mey be sctin spring, we
prefer this season of the year, if it can be done be-
fore the ground becomes solid. The silver leaf
maple in its foilage somewhat resembles the silver
leaf poplar, and is by many persons preferred to it.
It is the most rapld -growth of the maples. The
other maples are well known as strong robust trees
with thick, dense folinge, holding on till late in
autumn ; and they are aroong the most desirable of
shade trees. The elms are well known—the Amer-
ican for its gothic arch and the English for its dense
foilage, The oaks are of a more slow growth and
are well known. The pin onk is the finest of them,
