At the iast ball at Govermment House Hobar:
Town, there appeared the lsst male aborigioal in-
habitant of Tasmania. Ve bad read much before of
the last man, and beard much of the last men of his
race, but had never expected to have been favoured
with the sight of such & person. Im this cage, in-
deed, the person in queation was accompanied by
three aboriginal fema!es, the sols liring representa-
tives of the race beside himself, but not of such an
age, Or A0 Rppearance, a3 o justify the expeciation
of any fuiure addition to their number. We may,
look upon this indiridunl oot only a3 the last man
of higrace in ¢sse but also in posse.

Ia this, there is something - very serious, if not
very affecting. 1f we are to receive in i3 slriet li
teral acceptation what we read ic holy writ of God's
having made of one blood all nations that dweil on
the face of the earth, and of His having determined
the times before appointed and the bounds of their
habitation, the bloiting out of an oro from ihe star-
ry aphere that rolls over our beads would icvolve no
such consequences as the blotting out ot a race of
men, And yet where the white man has been
breught into contact with those of another bue,
there i8 too much trath in what has sometimes been
alleged, that his shadow hsa appeared, asif by an
ordaiced law of heaven, te be the shadow of death
to all others,

That has been strikingly illustrated in the histo-
ry of the aboriginez of this country, so far as it carm
be traced. From their first coatact with the whites,
until sheir finnl separaticn, ihe tendeacy wes down-
wards, and it was then 100 lute to arreat the pro-
gress in that direction. Itis rot in human nature
t0 be recoperative beyond a certain poist. We
sometimes speak of savage life with feeliags border-
ing on coutempt, but it i3 quite possible for born and
bred suvagea 10 be mads worse than savages by those
who boastof an advanced civiiization. In their at-
tempts to exorcise the demoe of savage life, those
who boast of an advanced civilisation not unfre-
quently mnake the savage two-lold mors a child of
hell than he was before, Of this, there bus beea no
want of proof ia apy of the attempts at modern co-
lonisation, but it has been pre.-eminently the case
here. We wish to draw no picture not wairanted
by fucis, or not susceptible of verification even to
the minutest details. It is mot possible for us to go
much into detail here, but wa wish it tobe disticetly
understood that we write in the hght of well-ascer-
teined facts now npon record, and which can Dbe
produced, if required, With lesa tban this, we
saould scareely be justifed, perbapa, in the tone we
“have assumed.

We can do Bo more here than give a rapid sketel
of the history of this race of peopie from thz time the
white man was first bronght into contact with them
down to the present, interspereed wlth ar occasioual
remark or two of & more general nature, in justifica-
tion of the position we have already taken up., Their
pumber in the firat decade of lbe present century
bas been variously estimated at 7,000. Buot others
get them down at 4,000 to 5,009 only. Ia the judg-
ment of charity, snd in consideration ot the Isst
man, let us take them at the smajler of these two
nambers.

fare. But then they wore savages, and were lo be
captured, and not slain, if the Iarter could be avoid-
ed,  The plea for thia war was, that all attemp s to
¢ tame,’ not civilise them, had failed, and that there
was no safety for life or property o long a3 they
were allowed to be at Jarge, 1t would bs too long
a story to go throngh all the preparetions for this
campaign, or to even hint at the mode in which it
was conducted, All the settlers were required to
turn out on the 1st of October, 1830, and every part
of the 18i2nd was invested. The force on our side
consiated of nearly 5,000 men well armed, and that
of the unsuspecting natives of not more .thau 1,500
t0 2,000, including their women and children, with
po other srms than their spears aud waddies. To
so small a number had the natives now bean reduced
by their intercourse with the settlers, Thousands of
muskets had been charged from time to time for
their destruction, and had effected their deadly pur-
pose. Garvernor Arthur puion aface of bzcomiog
gravity for the campaign, and the parties in it dig-
pified it with the nsme of 1be ¢ black war’ The na-
tives were, il possible, to have been driven inio
Tasman’s Peninsuls en masse.  But the thing turned
out a complete failure, Hundreda of reerunits
tcrawled away home’ before the cawmpaiga w3 holf
ovor, although it did no! last much more thao a
month, and the Governor bimself was 'lost three
days in Paradize’—not the Edenic Paradise, but a
colonial one—when bis services were moat needed.
Atlength it had to be givea up with two natives
capiured, acd one soldier wounded, a3 it3 only re-
sults.

Nothing dismayed, however, it wa3s now deter-
mined to elfect by strategy what could not be done
in the opea field, and a very fisting agent for this
waa found iz the person of Mr. Robinson, wizo was
aftarward appointed to the office of Protsctor of
Aborigines. There are various opinions as to the
finess of this gentleman for his office, but there can
ba no doubt whatever &3 to L3 having been o msn of
great daring, or &3 to his successin carryicg out the
views of the government of the day. He was ap-
pointed in 1829 to take charge of some na-
tives in Bruni [sland then captured, and from them
he acquired a partisl koowiedge of tbe native lan-
guage. His business, after ibe ¢ black war' was over
wes to tauke them by pguile—to- capture them, as he
expressed it, ‘ by the withdrawal of intimidation, and
the employmern: of perauasicn oaly’—and whether he
acted up to this system or bot throughout, he cer-
tainly succeeded to admiration, At this work ke
continued for & number of years and the last batch
of natives was captared, after he bad lofi toe colo-
ny, at Circular Head, and were convesed to Flind-
er's Island, the place that had been determined upon
in the interim.for the reception of ihe rest, and
where they were already provided for by the govern-
ment. At the beginning of Mr. Robinson’s mission,
it was estimated, that thers were sbouy 700 at large
—showing what bavoc had been made of them from
1810, when their cumber on the lowest computation
was between 4,000 and 5,000, and 1830 ~that is to
3ny, a period of twenty years—but it must not be
sapposed that Mr. Robinson captured any such num-
ber as 700 —numbers of them baviog.perisked in dif-
ferent parts of the colony between 1830 and 1842.
As to the poliey of their being couped up in 8 smali
island, serious doubts were entertained from the first
and it wu3 confidently asserted by wany, the event
has proved, thas that island would shorily be their
grave. Butit is no par: of our object ou the present
occasion to discuss the policy of this, or aay other
portion of the conduct of the government, with re-
gard to the natives. e have bad too much todo
with facts to leave t1com for anytbiug clse.

As we started, 8o we desire to close, with a bare
reference to the fact, that the Tuzmaniru natives, a3
a rece, are now virtually estinct. Thereis only one
man left. With whom does the biame of thia rest?
Most egsuredly,not altogather with the natives tiem-
pelves, No ons can sey .with trath that they were
not a3 much sinaed agaiost «3 sinoing ie the disss.
tera that befel them. But they are gone, aud thair
extinction &s & rece was probsbiy a3 inevitable ag it
is tnacrutable, As savages they wsre found, Ag sa-
vages they lived, and as savages they perished.
Such an event is not ona of every day occurrence.
It is, therefore, degerving of some tuch formal so-
tico ag this. Buu who pretends ‘o understand it?

TUE PAPAL ALLOCUTION.

(To the Editor of the Times)

Sir,—Now thal the correct veraion of the Papal
Allocution, which differs materially from Reutec’s
version, ia published, [ e anrxious to csll your =i-
tention 1o the analogy betweec one of the parts of
the document mest atiacked by the press acd the
18th article of the Egteblished Chureb, I refer to
the condemned propositions No. 16, 17, under the
head of ¢ Indifferentism, Latitudinarianism,’ and no$
ag Reuter reported—' Indifferentism, Toleration.'—
They are as follows :

10. ¢ ¥en may find the way of eterunal salvation,
and obtain eternal aalvation, in every form of reli-
gion/!

1%, ¢ At least the elernal salvation of «ll those
Cillorum omnium) wio have never been iz the true
Ghareh of Christ may be boped for)

These two proposiiions are identical in principle.

The 1Sth Article of the Establisked Church is a3
follows :—* They are to be bad accnsed who presume
t¢ sey that every wan shall pe saved by tbelawor
sect svhich he professeth so that he be diligent to
frame his 1ife accarding to kot law and the light of
pature ; for Moly Secripture doth set out uwio us
ouly the name of Jesus Chriy wihercky men mus? be
savoed.’

It ig evident thot the Allecution condemning Nus.
16 and 17 snd the 18t Articie nre absoliiely ideati-
c2! in principle; end the cnly difference that would
arise between san Angiican aad a Roman Cathelic
would be as to the meaning to te giventothe words
‘tke true Ghurch of Christ.’

And indeed ihe Allocution is less exclupive than
the Article. ¥or the Alioeution ocaly depies that
tha salvatioa of all (orum cmnium) who have
never been inthe tree Chureh may be hoped for.—
1t therzfore does not deny that some who bave never
beea ia the true Church may still by saved, though
out of the pole of the Church.

I must add that the denial of the condemned pro-
position 15 is philosophically srue. Tlie proposi-
tion runs thas:—~

*Every wan i3 free 10 embrace and profess that
religion which exch iman shall believe 10 be true;
guided by tha hight of reason.’

This proposilion iz fulse, for no one esa correctiy
be beld to Lave a moral right to amry opiniea ¢oa-
tray to trutd, thougi de may be excusable for doing
g0, Thus thie reazon of an individual may lead him
to hold that murder is a guiltlesa uction, or that the
three angles of & triangie are not cqual to two right
angles. But he baz no moral right to hold theea
opinions, because they are falze, So wo maz can
have a morel right to embrave a faize religicn in
confority witk bis individaal reason, though ke may
be moraliy excusable for deing so. For exawmpis,
the individual reasor of some men leads them 2o be
Atheists, but 1o mau bas a moral right to be va Athe-

errcneous or pecverted ese of buwan resson. The®
exlernat aud iegal responsibility of men for the opin-
jons and determinations formed ia the exercise of
their reason and manifested by houvest acts, i3 a
gepuraiz and Gistinct question. Onp ihis subject I
will anly say the exteroul forum of the Church ex-
ercisea 8o jurisdiction ovor opinioas not so mnoi-
fested, for—Eeclesia non judicnt de cceullis,

lead your readers to suspend Lheir opinien about the
Allpcuiion until they bave carefully ead the ori-
ginal.

A Cry vor Posric Decrxcy.—It is but as yester-
day that the misersble law which unchristinnised
the Engiish law of msrriage, by degrading it from a
union for lifa o a union ‘during good behavivur)’
was under discussion.

ligion at last prevailed acd the French Legiclatare
in 1816 restored tha Cbhrisiian law of marrisge.—
Since that time wo need hardly say how many rnd
great have beso the revolutions which bave shaken
the foundations of French society ; but the law of

fundamental principle,—nemely, that no human au-
thority cal in ‘any case put ssunder those whom
God bas once joined.

DPut tke
Times is the greet offender, ficat, because of the ex-
tent and character of its circulation ; aod next, be-
cauge it hes become an English institution, that the
standard of wmorale in such matters is set by the
Times. The Saturdey Review very truly says that
all the moral evil doua by all the obscene bucks in
the world iz not ic be compared to the evii done by
the publication of demaralising triais io the Zumes.

The conversation during
dinner happening to tarn on the subject of witeh-
craft I asked Mr. Wesley whether he had read, and
if 80, what he thought of Bishop Hutchicson's book
upon witchea ; on which he doclared that Bishop
Huiwchinson and the whole band of bishops together
could not ‘invalidate the reality of witchcraft,! And
wnen [ expressed soma surprise, he repeated a story
of a gentlemsn of consideration in the north of Eng-
land, about 20 yeara before, who suddenly disappesar-
od, and afier & truitless search for some time was:
geoerally suspected to have besn privately murderad
Somse time afier a person in the neighbourhoed vol-
untarily came forwacd and eccused himself jand twe
of his own brothers of having perpetrated the deed,
which they peremptorily denied Howerver, on his
peraisting in the accusation, and declaring thal noth-
ing but remorae of conscience extorted the confession
they were all condemned and executod.

NEWS OF THE WEEK

Letter—ihase wheremn God’s Vicar on earth
singles out for coademnation the most prominent
and most popular theological, social and political
errors of the day. This condemnation, says the
French Minister of Justice, cannot be published,
s pecanse it contains propositions contrary to the
principles on which the Constitution of the Em-
pise reposes: in other words that ¢ Constitution
reposes” on principles concemned by God’s Viear
oo earth. Tant pis pour Emmre.

A house that is bmlt on sand will fall; a Con-
stitution that reposes on error and heresy must
be but of short duration. This French officials,
this all the partisans of the Revolution of which
Louis Napoleon 1s the crowned head, and Plon-
Plon the prophet, keenly feel; and hence their
conslernation as the Holy Father deals bis vig-
orous blows “to the principles on whick the
Constitution of the Empire repeses.” Poor
short-sighted mostals! they think tosilence the
vaice of God, and of eternal truth by their thea-
trical thunder, and to arrest the arm of Ommpo-
tence by their puny Imperial Edicts.

We confess that we do not understand our
contemporary the Courrier du Canada on the
question of Divorce. It seems to us tbathe de-
fends the thesis: That it would be unlawful, im-
moral, and contrary to Catiolic faith, to vole
for attributing to the Jocal legislatures of the
proposed new goiernment, tke authority te le-
gislate either on tbe question of Marriage, or that
of Divorce, because the sa doing would be a re-
coguition ot the right of a civil tribunal to legis-

Yes ; but how would the case stand were Ca-
tholics by their votes, or by their silence formally
to sanction a * project of confederation which at-
tributes tke right of legalising divorce to the fe-
deral government 7’ How would it be if the Ca-
tholic minority were to vote with the Protestant
majority for giving to this yet to be created fede-
ral government, the right of taking cogvizance of
divorce questions? How, were the Catholic
‘minority not to exert themselves to the ulmost
extent of thew legal and constlitutional rights to
prevent the evil 7 Insuch 2 case there would be
no © wsurpation™ oun the part of the civil power
imposed or a Catholic mmority by a Protestant
majority, because the former would bave formally
and explicitly assented thereunto; and under
such circumstances, the Catholic fegislator would
pot be free from guilt, because he would not
have done all in his power to prevent the eril.—
The plea of the Courrter is vahd for those orly
who neither by their votes, nor by tbeir equally
culpable but far more cowardly silence, sanction
or ratifly the usurpation meditated by tbe civil
power.

federal legislature esist actually ; were it assert-

This is all that we would ask of the Gazcite
to reproduce ; and if the facts be not as by us
stated, it will be very easy for him, or bis cor-
respondent tc refute us. i tis cannol be done,
we trust that the ® principie™ which the Gazaite
“ hasever held as lywg at the basis of all honor-
able journalism™ will prompt him 10 retract lus
assertions as publicly as he made them.

Epucartion.—Qur friends in Upper Caanada
are up and stitring in the cause of Freedom of
Education, incited thereunto no doubt in part by
the action of the Protestant mnority of Lower
Canada, Certainly it is not for us to take the
initiative 10 any such movement, or to dictate to
the Catholics of Upper Canada how they should
act ; butit seems to us that we are bound to the
best of our abikties to second their exertions,
and to wsist that our Parllamentary representa-
tives shall interfere as actively on behalf o the
Catholic minority of Upper Cznada, as the re-
presentatives of that section of tho Province will
no doubt interfere on beialf of the Protestant
minority of s section. Wb these remarks
we lay before our readers the report of the steps
taken in Toranto by tue friends of the gocd
cause, 10 whomn and which we heartily bid God
speed :—

Your memorialists are not unmindful of the objec-
tions advanced hy tbe opponents of Separate Schools
10 any farther concessions to Cathelics oo the plea
bat, the latter do not contribute proportionately
with Protestants to the genersl Revenue of the coun-
try. This, at first sigkt, is & grave objection. The
difficulty, however, vanishes when your memorialists

" deciare that they do mot desire 1o tresspass on the
money of Protestants to support Catholic Schools.
All they ask by way of Subsidy from the Govern-
ment is n just appointment of the taxes which they
actually contribute to the common exchequer. They
would beg to call attention to the fact that, the Ca-
tholica in Upper Canada being nearly 300,000 con-
tribute & large amount a large amount to the Reve-
nue 88 consumers of dutiable commodities. In this
way, whatmay, on their part, be deficient in wealth
iz made up in pumbers. Further, by their tabor
and indusiry, they eatablish a claim upou the Gol
vernment to provide ‘or the Education of the poor.
And, indeed, wise policy would suggest that this be
dope even witl. more solicitade then for that of well
to do people, since the former, if negleeted, are
more likely to become a burthen and an isjury 1o
the State than the latter. Moreover, your memo-
rialists are of opinion that, Parliament in granling
Separate Schools was in no manner influenced by
the quots of -taxes paid by the Protestant or Ca-
tkolic minority, nor were the privileges accorded
to cach measured by such a standard. Seperate
Schoole were establisbed in Upper Cunada simply
83 8 measure of justice, and out of respecs for the
religious views of those who demanded them. Theae
game reaicns plead powerfully in favor of the
claim set fortk by your memorialists, who ask to
bave the stigmn of implied inferiority, Which now
attaohes to their children, removed; and whbo ask
to have their offspring placed on the same level
with that of the Protestants of Lower Caoads, by
haviog estended to them s gimilar School Law.

That your honorable body may undgrstand the
degrading distinction which at present exists between
1he <ducational systems now in force in the Sepa-
rate Schools of Upper and Lower Onnada, your
memorialicts take the liberty of muking & brief al-
lugion lo & few facts derived from the official re-
ports of the Ghief Superintendents of Edueation in
the two ssctions of the Province.

Your Commltee, whose year of office termi-
pates this evening, have the honor to submit for
your consideration, the following repert of their
administration of the charitable trust coafided to
them at the annual meeting of the association.

it is with much pleasure that your commitlee
have 1o reiterate the expressions of satisfaction
coptaived in the reports of their predecessors,
relation to the internal management of the Asy-
]umOrder ané economy continue to be strictly
enforced, and the minutest wants of the inmates
are scrupulously attended to, under the efficient
supervision of the excellent lady, who for the
last six years has gratuitously taken charge of
this department. '

The ladies of St. Patrick’s congregation—
without whose assistance it would be very diffi-
cult to support the institution—bave agaiu placed
the friends of this ctanty under many obligations.
Ia October last,a bazaar organised and con-
ducted by these good ladies, was beld, the aet
proceeds of which amounted to the sum of
$4,686.88, a result Lighly gratfying to all the
parties concerned,

The admissions during the year, were 12
adults, and 20 cliidren. At _the commencement
of the year, there weie 48 inmates 1o the Asy-
Jum, places having been procured for 9 children
and 3 adults, and 6 children bave been sent *o
their relations, Three adults died during the

ear. 'Tlere ase now, ia (he Asylum 63 inmates

in the Bonaventure Hall, which was filled
by a highly respectable audiesce. After
a few appropriate imroductory remarks by
Mr. Coyle, the President of the Society,
Mr. Murphy commenced his lecture, and
spoke substantially as follows :—

The microzcepe has claimed 50 much ai-
tontlon from all observers of natursl his-
tory, and hag added so muach to our know-
ledge of the various processos going ou in
the orgenic kingdoms, tha: it is justly con-

- sidered one of the must valusble instru.

ments of reodern scientific research,  An
nccount, therefore, of somo of the wonders
revealed to us by its aid wiil, 1 hope, prove
interesting and instructive to my hesrers
this evening., Buac previous te entering
thereon, I have te thank tho members of
the Catholic Young Mens Beciety for the
honor which they have conferred on me in
calling upon me to lecture in aid of so
very excellent an object as the formation
of a library for their use,

To estimate duly the value of the
microgcops, as a reans of ¢nlarging the
bounds of human knowledge, I shall refer
to a few of the mitconceptions that pro.
valled prior to itz intraduction; as before
its invontion the mite was supposed to be
the least of anfmated beings, and the exist-
ence of living atoms 80 minute, con:pared
with whick, the mite may rank as an ele-
phané, had not been even conjoctured, the
wondious beauty in the formation aod ap-
pendages of the various insect tribes had
never been bobeld, nor hed the miracles of
created power folded up in every plant and
blossom been fully displayed. Very inde-
finite and erroneous impreesions were held
regarding the vital flnid in animals, and the
maanner of its circulation was imperfectly,
if at all, understcod, The sirange fallacy
of equivocal or spontaneous generation was
universally maintained, and corruption was
decmed the parent of animal and vegetable
life, It wou:d take too much time to uame
all the instances of misconception thatcha-
eacterized the times previvus to the inven-
tien of the microscope : let those suflice, to
which | have drawn your stisntion, to show
how unconscions were the philosuphers of
past ages of the wonders which the micro-
soope 18 mnveiiing to us, as whe among
them could Lave imsagined it pousible to
distinguish myriads ¢f living abpimaicole
in a single drop of water, or that umberless
epecles of creatures ehounld be made visible
by ite aid, though so minute, that millions
are less than a grain of sand; and that not
only ths exterior furm, but even the icter-
nel strocture and the motion ¢fthe fluidein
the smallest insecte shouild ba rendered ob-
jects of sight, Yetall ihese wonders have
been revenied to us oy that littie fzsirn-
ment, As the microscope in many respeots
transcends s.l other instruments in the
sciontific valua and the eocial interests of
jts resulis, anc as it po:Besses 80 many
charma fur all, I ghall offsr no apology for
referring at come littlo length to a few of
the principal discoveries made by it.

The Microscepye Las added & vass amonnt
ofinforrestion o every branch ¢f science,
Br its aid the student of nuture hns dis-
covered an avimal, & vegetable, and a
mineral kingdom of which he was pre-
vicusiy ignorant. By it he is enabled to
examine thodelicate argauizitions on which
animal and vegotable life depend, and in
his analysis to define with certaiuty the
structure of the most minute tissnes; it
enables him to penetrate the secrets of the
earth and the ocean, and 10 examins the
wonderful and beautiful orgarnisms he there
discovers, and the more powerful the micro-
gcope the mors sstounding tho revelations
to him, until he marvels in what sized atom
organic matter cesagos; pnd his ©facts be-
come strau:ger than fiction,” and far beyond
the imaginings of the most poetic brain.

Tais instroament teachies us ngs to dos-
pair or think light!y of little things, as there
is not & flower in gurden or in fizld, not ag
insect that croeps the earth or flutters in
the breeze, not even a drop of water from &
rondside ditch, thst does noi teem with
beauty and with [ife, Indeed, thore is not
aform, that will not pield some new wonder
to the dilligent micrescopic cbasiver,

By ibe microscope the physiologist has
discovered the wonder{ul arrangoment of the
perspiratory pores in the humon skin, The
number of these pores disperecd overour
bedies is too large for our conception, they
amuunt in round numbers to twe thousand
millions. It has verified Havvoy's great
discovery, the circniatien of the bLlood, a8
by its aid the vital fluid may bo secz circa-
leting in the web of a frog's foot, in the fin
or the teil of a ymall fish, and the larvae of
wany aguatic insects. *

To the Zoelogist the Microzcope, among
other things, rewekle the important fact
tkat thaminyte stractare of the bones of the
four great classes of vertibraicd animals,
viz :~—quadropeds, birds, reptiles and fishes,
differ from each other in 50 marked a degree,
that should & fragment bes foand, either in
s recent or fossil stato, he can, on exnmi-
nalion by it, of the bone celis, at onos dis-
cover the class of animal to which it bse
‘longed, The examination by it of the
dental structure of animals, even of those
extinct for thousands of years, cunbles the
naturalist to form a good idea of their form
and habits,

To the Entomologist the microscope isin-
valuable, as by its aid he is enablod to study
and properly classify the various insect
tribes, and to examine the exquisite beauty
found in their formation and appendages,
and also their wonderful economy, a8 it re-
veals to ua that these little creatures are
posseased of a nervous system, muscles,
veing, arterier, and other parts analogous
to, 4nd in common with the lurger suimsls.
And although their other exterior appen-
‘dages are well worthy of cur careful exa-
mtaation, I shall coly now call your atten-
tion to their eyee, which differ so much from
those of otheranimals, Tho eyesof insects
are of two kinds, the single and the cluoster-
ed or rcticulated—the latter when examined
under the micrescope will be found divided
into a number of hexagon:zl cells, each of
which formd a complote eye in iteelf, The
number of separate lenses in the eyes of
gome Insects is almost bsyond belief, the
Httle commeon houge- fly, for instance, has
4 000, the silk worm 6,236. the cock ohafler
8820, the dragon fly 12,644, the butterfly
17,355, and ‘the mordella beetle 25088,

own optic nerve and forming on the retina -

dissects and unravels the struotuis of trees
and plants, and lays open to view the won.

—the formation of the wood, the motion of
the saps, and the usosand the developement
of the leaves, the flowers and the seed.

By the Microscope the chemist is enabled
to discern the changes of form mnd colour
cffected by the test fluids upon solide, and
opene to him an endless subject of investi-
gation full of wonders, rich in beauties and
almost boundless in extent, In crpatalliz-
ation it brings the whole process under the
eye of the observer, from the primitive form
to the most intricate combination whick it
ultimately assumes.,

This instrument has made important and
valuadle contributions to the exigencies of
social life, as by it can bo detectod the in-
vigible ingredients which aduitorate our
food, our drink, and eyen our medicines.

The Microscope tevenla to the gaologist
the actounding fact that this world is but
the wreck of ancient organic creations ; thet
the vast limestone racks are tut the cata-
combs of myriads of animal triber, too
minute ta be percelved by tae naked eye;
and that iminense layers of carthy matter,
forming extensive portlons of our glove,
and varying from a fuw inches to many feet
in thickness, are but the fossil remaine of
invisible animelcule, whick ware once in
full and active existenco, replete with life
und beauty, ages upon sges ago. Iz is cal-
culated that there are in some fossil earths
the remalns of over forty thousand millions
of those minute creatures in a cubic inch,
and that ono hundred and eighty-seven mil-
lions of them weigh but a single grain.

‘What an immaense subject this is for con-

tomplation, and yet immensity ic its com-
mon impression om our minds herdly con-
vesd to us an idea of the myriads upon
wmyriads of animalcanli, that have lived
aud died to have produced the tripoli, the
opule, the fiinw, tho bog iroa ores, the
ochres, and the vast limeetones and coral
rocks of the world, the organic structure
ond origin of wbich is ascertuined by thelr
microscopic examination. We learn by it
aluo that the immense coal beds are the re-
mujns of & laxuriaut and gigantic vegeta-
ilor which flourisked in past ages of the
world, a8 it hes discovered net only the
woudy tibre, hut even the most delicats of
the vegetable organs,

The Fossil Botsnist, by ite aid, Jster.
iines witk accuracy thv orders aud gencra
of the fvssil trees and plants of former ages,
ag it tells him whother they grew up like
our own fores: troes by yearly additions
to the outside,or by {nternal accossions,
like most of the treee of the tropics.

The wozderful discoveries made by the
Microsceps regarding animslcuie has ndd-
ed muck to cur knowledge of anlmnated
pature tkat was gquite vnknown t3 our
forefnthers, The term apimaleulm is used
to denote ths living ereaturts inkabiting
finige, which are too minute to be seen by
the naked eye. They are found inincredible
numbers in both snimal and vegetuble in-
fusions. A single drop of water may con-
tain millions ot these invisiblo creatures
snd in tkis new world we find displayed
beauty, perfection, adaptstion and repro-
duction, far surpnesing the ordinary objects
of every-day life ; indeed, the mind becomes
almeet ovirwholm-:d aud confoun’ed whiist
exerzining the incerpal structure, the modu
of action, and the ratural fustincis of a
livicg atomw, 50 minuts that 5 million of
thern nggregated together wonld present
but little more than 2 sensible speck to the
naked eyv. Animsleul® are found in OCCRIE,
seas, rivers and lnken, as weli asinstaguant
ponds and ditches. Thoy existin the fiaids
of the animal budy, in plants, and alse the
most poweriul acids, Motlon seems their
graat delight ; ther traverse with ease and
wpidity the wholy dimensions ot & drop of
water. Thousands may besoen in conatant
action, yet never striking egainst each
other.

Animaleculx aro of all  shapes =aud
{foerms, fromn the simp!e monsd ¢{o bodies
resembling  eole, globes, trumpets, cork-
screws, serpents, stars, pitchers, tibacco
pipes, bells, tops, flasks, wheels, fams,
braeches of traes. &e, &c. They have va-’
rions pericde of life aliotted to them : some
live but a few hours, others for weeks ; thoy
aro generally very rapacicus. It has been
observed that the occupants of twodrops of
water, which had bLeen brought from differ-
ont places, were at peacw with themealves
whilst tha drops were geparate, but pre-
gonted & scone of the most horrible strife
and destruciion so scon as tha drepa were
thraewn inte ¢ pe,

Professor Owen beautifully oxplainy the
nse of the vast amouat of animeleulur life
found thronghout natere. He ceys:—¢ Comn-
sider their izeredible numbere, their ani-
vereai distribution, thelr voracity, and that
it is the pavticles of deceying animwal acd
vegelable madtor which they are sppoiztug
to devour and assimi'ate, surely we mnst
in some degree, be indebted to these evar
active nnd iovisible scavengers far ihe
salabrity of the atmaaphore snd tha purity
of th= water.”

posaessing a store of interesting facts, as it
enabivs them to digcover and contemplate
the wonderful and exquisite works ot the
great Creator, whaase power and wisdom are
seen, a8 well by its ald, in the minutest
atoma, a3 in the most gigantic masses by the
unked vje.

expected a remonlee, but the gallant captain thought
botter of it,and has gnietly pocketed the =front ; and
it is Lo be boped he, a8 well as his confreres, wiil
profit by the lesson. — Tublet C.r. '

Kixgpou or NapLes.—The 8th, 10th, and 12th of
Decembar bave been the occasion in Naplea and Pa-
lermo of most daring Royalist demonstrations. The
Toledo, Largo di 8, Francesco di Paola, Chisja, and
other streets were strewed with lilies, with Bour-
burist prociamations and curds bearing mottess in
praise of Francis the Second and the Queea of Na-
pleg, and ia favor of Neapolitan independence.

POLAND,

Cracow, Dee. 24.—Travellers who arrive here
from the kingdom of Polund describe the state of
tbat country as one of absolute ruin. The social re-
goluiion effected by M. Milutyn and hiz commissions
has entirely upset the laws under which property
hag bitherto been held in the kingdom, and under
the new system it is impesaible for uny oze to be
sure that what be a3 is bis own., Large tracts of
fertile land remain uncultivated, the former labourers
being now proprietors, who will not condescend to
work on azolher man'sestate ; and the rights of pro-
perty are 8o unsettled a stale as eeriously to affect
operations of commerce. The old proprietor is rob-
bed acd cheated in the most flagrant manzer by the
executive commissions appointed to carry out the
ukases, and he has no redress, the deeision of the
commissions being final im all matiers affectine the
relations bstween landlord and tenant. The o?)jécr.
of the Governmentis evidently to sccure the good
will of the poorér classes by enriching them ac the
exponse of the wealthier. The peasanis, however,
though gladly accepting all the Government glves
them, know perfectly well where their new riches
come.from; and what is the reason of the gift, and
they naturally look with distrust on people who da-
spoil one class to enzich apother, =~

The process of Russification in Poland is rapidy
going on. The appointmests of Minister of Finance
and Minialer of Justice in the kingdom whick had
always, even ig the worst times of the ruls of Ni-
cholas, been filled by Pales, have now been giren to
Russiang, M, Kuszelew having been appointed to the
first post and M. Poltoranow to the latter. M. Kus-
zelew is one of the mosat active members of tie di-
recting committe which is now revolutionising Po-
land with its socialist theories. M. Bagniewski, his’
predeceseor, kas besn appointed to the Council of
State, & body now chiefly consisting of, State pen-
sioners, its political action having long ceased.
Acrresta are still frequent in Warsaw, both of men end
women. Omn the other hand, the Govérnment ehows
itgelf singularly anxious for the morslity of the inha-
bltapts.
