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Canada’s First Cycle of Musical 
Festivals.

The first Cycle of Musical Festivals of the Dominion of Canada, 
inaugurated during the Spring of 1903, is claimed by musical 
authorities as having been unique in the annals of musical history, 
inasmuch as these Festivals, given throughout the principal cities 
and towns, encompassing over 3,800 miles of Canadian territory, 
were devoted solely to performances of choral and orchestral works 
by British-born composers.

Imperialistic desire, a firm belief in the music of the mother­
land, permeated the hearts of those actively engaged in the work 
of preparation, the spirit of which lent an added zeal to an already 
zealous people in a determination to seek the knowledge wherewith 
to learn, familiarize and worthily perform before what proved to be 
a vast, an enthusiastic and a delighted Canadian public, many 
famous works hitherto unknown to this country, the product in 
musical art of Great Britain.

Two years were occupied in organizing this Cycle of Musical 
Festivals. The Principals assisting were :—Sir Alexander C.

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SIR ALEXANDER MACKENZIE’S LETTERS

LETTER I.

SIR ALEXANDER MACKENZIE ON 
HIS CANADIAN TOUR.

To the Editor of The Musical Times:
Ottawa, April 10, 1903.

Dear Sir,—Before commencing the 
fortnight's Festival Concerts which l 
now' have before me, let me fulfil mv 
promise to furnish you with a brief 
account of our musical doings dining 
my Canadian tour.

I am writing from Ottawa, where l 
have been spending part of Holy Week, 
during which our operations have na­
turally been suspended, thereby afford­
ing me an opportunity of a short rest 
and a look round. To-night, however, 
my dolce far niente is over, and work 
begins at Toronto in the morning.

On my arrival at Halifax on March 
28 I was glad to perceive the stalwart 
figure of the Director of the Festival 
(Mr. Harries) <>n tho quay, although I
was not too anxious to lea ve the good 
ship Bavarian, upon whose leeks I had 
enjoyed leisure, ozone, and excellent 
company. In spite of a roughish passage 
across the Atlantic. I was speedily in­
formed that ou? plan of campaign in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick had 
been reversed, owing to local exigencies, 
and that tin-- liist concerts would be 
given at St. John instead of at Halifax. 
We therefore proceeded without delay 
to th“ capital of New Brunswick, 
where I met the orchestra from Mont­
real which had been placed at my dis­
posal for the first week. A few hours 
after their arrival I commenced rehear­
sals of the orchestral numbers, and on 
the following day my choral experi­
ences began. It will Interest you to 
know that at the conclusion of my first 
rehearsal with the choir, I felt impelled 
to make the frank confession that the 
quality as well as the preliminary pre­
paration of that body had considerably 
exceeded my expectations. I had all 
the greater pleasure in making this 
statement, as that choir had been form­
ed expressly for the purposes of these 
Festivals, and had been admirably 
trained by the Associate Conductor, Mr. 
J. S. Ford, who had done his share of 
the work in an excellent manner. More­
over, Tam pleased to say that the two 
choral works, “The Banner of St. 
Oeorge” (Elgar), and “Hiawatha's 
Wedding Feast" (Coleridge-Taylor). 
were performed and received in a man­
ner which would have gratified their 
comparers. Certainly there was no lack 
either of vigor on the part of the choir 
or enthusiasm on the part of the audi­
ence. Indeed the good folks of St. John 
seemed to appreciate most cordially our 
instrumental and vocal efforts, and the 
Mayor honored me by giving a recep­

tion, at which I made the acquaintance 
of the leading citizens.

On the morning of April 2, our com­
pany left at an early hour for Moncton. 
Although Moncton is a small place, I 
found an even larger chorus (again 
created for our purpose), which had 
been trained by the local conductor, 
Mr. <i. n. Brown, ind l have to record 
not only an intelligent and vigorous 
performance of " The Banner of St. 
George,” but one >f the most encourag­
ing receptions in my experience. I am 
told that no choral work had ever been 
given here, and that this was the first 
occasion upon which an orchestra had 
performed! Certainly our efforts seem­
ed to give the large audience great sat­
isfaction, for I h.id the unique experi­
ence of having every item (both vocal 
and instrumental) in the programme 
encored. The cantata of course I could 
not repeat, but I daresay they would 
have listened to a repetition of it with 
great pleasure. For some reason or 
other my overture to "The Little Min­
ister” had to be repeated both at St. 
John and here, and we had to play it 
six times during the past three days. 
We then left for Halifax.

Halifax has been in possession of an 
excellent society, namely, the Orpheus 
Club, conducted by Mr. C. H, Porter, 
for the last twenty years, and it was 
nut natural that the lion's share of 
choral work during this week should 
fall to it. At the three converts i di­
rected we gave four choral works: 
Cnwen's “Coronation Ode,” Stanford's 
"Revenge,” a Festival Mass by Mr. 
Harriss, conducted by himself, and El­
gar's “The Banner of St. Oeorge," con­
ducted by the Associate-Conductor. All 
those works were given in fine style by 
this excellent choral society, which re­
sponded intelligently and enthusiasti­
cally to the conductors. Although the 
balance of the choir was goo I and the 
sopranos particularly bright, 1 noticed 
that the tenors were of exceptionally 
good quality, and th*» defiant utterances 
of Sir Richard Grenville were given with 
a vigor which would have delighted the 
composer of “The Revenge.'' 1 had an 
opportunity of augmenting the orches­
tra during these three concerts from 
various sources, notably the band of 
the Garrison, and the orchestral num­
bers were received In a most cordial 
manner. As 1 have already stated. 
Halifax has been musically active for 
some years, and can boast of a number 
of excellent resident musicians an 1 
teachers, whose successful educational 
work in quite evident. Let ne not omit 
to record the complete success of the 
three young vocalists who accompanied 
me from London. Miss Ethel Wood. 
Mr. Wilfrid Virgo and Mr. Reginald 
Davidson, on every occasion of their
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appearances during this week, have 
had to re-appear and repeat their num­
bers.

So tar, therefore, the general results 
have been completely satisfactory, ar­
tistically even beyond my expectations. 
A very considerable strain has been put 
upon every one connected with this en­
terprise. The orchestral rehearsals 
have been long and frequent. I was 
compelled to hold a band rehearsal af­
ter an evening concert, commencing 
at 11 o'clock at night (\ye had been at 
work from 10 o'clock In the morning), 
and although I have no cause to com­
plain of want of willingness on the part 
of the members of the orchestra, 1 
fancy they are not at all accustomed to 
the hard work attendant upon the pre­
paration of a musical festi/al In Eng­
land. However, my insistence and dog­
ged endurance seemed to Impress them, 
and In spite of protestations that the 
lips of some of the wind performers 
would not stand any more, I succeeded 
in getting what I wanted!

The weather has certainly not been in 
our favor, and the variations of tem­
perature have been quite wonderful. 
Warm rain in the morning, frozen 
streets in the afternoon, with an occa­
sional blizzard at Halifax, can hardly 
be called festival weather. Indeed, on 
the occasion of the tlrst performance I 
had to make a carefully calculated sud­
den dart which landed me in at the 
stage door between two violent gusts of 
wind! The week's music concluded 
with a reception (given by the Orpheus 
Club), which was largely attended and 
enjoyed until a late hour by the numer­
ous supporters of the festival and the 
most prominent Inhabitants of Halifax. 
The cordial spirit in which we have 
been welcomed in the Lower Provinces 
is most gratifying and encouraging.

I am now In a better position to re­
alize the magnitude of the work covered 
hy the cycle of concerts, as well as the 
enterprising courage which has enabled 
Mr. Charles E. Harrlss to cope with the 
innumerable difficulties of this huge 
scheme. Choral bodies have been form­
ed where none existed previously. The 
active sympathies of the municipal au­
thorities, as well as the hearty co­
operation of the musical profession, 
have been enlisted everywhere. The 
financial responsibilities and endless de­
tails rest upon the shoulders of a man 
whose energies seem to command the 
respect and appreciation of all who are 
interested in a movement which cannot 
fail to benefit the future of music in 
this vast Dominion.

Holy Week, fortunately, orings with 
It a well-earned rest, before attempting 
the task of conducting eighteen con­
certs (and their attendant rehearsals) 
In fourteen days. The Interest in our

success Is very keen and general; we 
are encouraged by the support of the 
leaders of the country. And l am as 
well aware of the responsibilities I h.Aye 
assumed as of the privilege which is 
mine in being entrusted with them.

On the 15th Inst, we begin the next 
cycle in Hamilton, Brantford, Wood- 
stock, and London. And the first of the 
four concerts in Toronto will be attend­
ed by their Excellencies the Governor- 
General, Lady Minto and suite, who 
have very kindly expressed their inten­
tion of travelling from Ottawa for the 
express purpose.

We complete the cycle In Quebec, In 
which city we give two concerts (morn­
ing and evening) on Saturday, the 25th 
Inst., previous to boarding "the cars" 
for Winnipeg and the far West.

1 must postpone further remarks tor 
a future letter.

LETTER II.

SIR ALEXANDER MACKENZIE ON 
HIS CANADIAN TOUR.

To the Editor of The Musical Times.
Dear Sir,—En route from Montreal, 

the Canadian Metropolis, to Winnipeg, 
the Metropolis of the Canadian North­
west, as the crow flies a railway jour­
ney of 1,500 miles, through a moving 
panorama of forest, mountain crag, 
lakes—Beautiful Lake Superior illumin­
ed by a full-orbed sun out of a blue sky 
which glints upon its rippling waters 
—I find leisure at last to review the 
musical results of the past fortnight, 
which embrace the Festivals given in 
the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec.

This is not so easy a task as I had 
anticipated, considering that I have 
conducted eighteen concerts and a like 
number of rehearsals in the short space 
of fourteen days,-and without the help 
of a set of programme books It is ex­
tremely difficult to recall the varied in­
cidents and experiences it has been my 
lot to meet with during that time. 
Happily fortune has smiled upon our 
efforts from the commencement of this 
second and most important section of 
Festivals, and I am able frankly and 
honestly to say that the successes ever 
where met with have been not only of 
the most encouraging kind, but consid­
ering the gigantic proportions of the 
scheme probably unique. This result 
is mainly due to two factors; the gen­
erous and ungrudging support and ac­
tive co-operation of the musical pro­
fession, and a warm-hearted and en­
thusiastic support on the part of a 
Canadian people who have filled the
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largest buildings in the country on ev­
ery occasion. Ut the social events and 
hospitalities so amiably extended to 
me in each city I may not speak, since 
so purely personal attentions hardly 
enter Into the purpose ot this letter. 
Suffice It to say the many marks of 
kindnesp shown me have been much 
beyond my deserts and positively 
overwhelming In their cordiality.

At Hamilton on Easter Sunday, Apiil 
12, I met the excellent Chicago Sym­
phony Orchestra, whose conductor, Mr. 
Adolph Rosenbecker, handed over to 
me his baton, and moreover gave me 
his Invaluable personal assistance in the 
most willing and self-sacrificing man­
ner. The manager of the Orchestra, 
Mr. Charles Beach, also accompanied 
us, and did yeoman service In helping 
to relieve the strain upon nerves and 
body which naturally enough attended 
the continuous exertions upon all con­
cerned.

Of the Orchestra itself I shall have 
nothing but pleasant recollections. Their 
performances among other things of 
Stanford’s "Irish" and Cowen's "Scan­
dinavian" Symphonies and my own 
Rhapsodies were admirable, and tile 
orchestral Items of the programmes, 
which as you know were performed in 
this country for the first time, were 
presented by this Orchestra. The re­
sult, I have no hesitation In saying, 
is that our native music has not only 
been cordially received, but enthusias­
tically appreciated by the audiences, 
and I would take this opportunity of 
expressing my thanks for the eminent 
services which the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra have rendered to a school of 
music which, 1 almost regret to say, 
had been hitherto unfamiliar to them.

It will serve my purpose better if I 
ROW enumerate separately the choral 
performances which took place In each 
town, since a mere general statement 
would hardly do justice to their Import­
ance or give your readers a fair idea 
of the interest awakened or the amount 
of preparation bestowed upon these 
Festivals. At “bonnie" Hamilton—I 
use the word advisedly—the campaign 
began with Cowen’s “Coronation Ode," 
Parry’s “St. Cecilia’s Day," and my own 
"Cotter's Saturday Night," the first 
of these w'orks being conducted by Dr. 
C. L. M. Harris. He had provided an 
excellently trained choir of over two 
hundred singers called together speci­
ally for our purpose. The Festivals 
were given in the Drill Hall, seating 
some three thousand people, this large 
auditorium being quite filled. Next in 
order was Brantford, where I found 
another capital chorus ot two hundred 
voices, which, like the choruses in 
Hamilton, Woodstock and London, 
were specially formed and trained for

this present Cycle. Elgar's "The Banner 
of St. George" had a spirited render­
ing here; "St. Cecilia's Day" was also 
good.

Wednesday, April 15, was a memor­
able day for us all, worthy a special 
note with reference to activity in cov­
ering the ground. We were taken by 
special train to London after the pre­
vious evening's performance, arriving 
at 2 o'clock in the morning. The hour 
of 9.3U a.m. saw us rehearsing in the 
theatre there my “Dream of Jubal." 
At 12.31 we started by another special 
train to give an afternoon's perform­
ance at Woodstock, where the “Cotter's 
Saturday Night" was performed. On 
our arrival at Woodstock there ought 
to have been a full rehearsal previous 
to the performance at 3 o'clock, but I 
preferred being merciful to the orches­
tra, and held it with the accompani­
ment of a pianoforte, in order to allow 
the Instrumentalists some reasonable 
time for refreshment, without which no 
man can work.

Incidentally I may observe upon that 
occasion 1 had to deprive myself of 
the pleasures of the table provided by 
the Mayor of Woodstock, who received 
us, together with the leading citizens. 1 
had, however, to leave these hospitable 
gentlemen and proceed to the theatre, 
where I rehearsed until the Inflowing 
tide of an eager public told me to de­
sist. In spite of the hurry 1 had lit­
tle fear of the result, for did 1 not 
mark that the members of the choir 
wore budges of "Mackenzie" Tartan 
and were eager to follow their chief? 
All went well, thanks to the prelim­
inary efforts of Mr. J. H. Chadfield, 
and we sped to our cars on our return 
"special" to London for the evening's 
Festival Concert there. The choral 
works were "The Death of Minnehaha" 
and the first performance of "Jubal." 
Here I found a large chorus of excel­
lent material and tone, prepared by Mr. 
Roselle Pocovke. Everything went well, 
except for the fact that the eagerness 
of the choir on one occasion caused It 
to make a “bolt." I had every reason 
indeed to be thoroughly satisfied, and 
here I may say any weaknesses found 
in these newly-formed choirs may be 
excused by their zeal and the novelty 
of the situation In which they were 
placed and the works they had to per­
form. The difficulties overcome by 
these good people In the smaller places 
compared most favorably with the ef­
forts of the choirs which have had the 
advantage of frequent public appear­
ances. All honor to those who have 
dene such excellent work!

After this exacting day the artists, 
together with Mr. Harriss and myself, 
were Invited by Mr. Adam Beck, the 
Mayor of London, to a reception and
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supper, luxurious in its appointments. 
This brilliant function was another 
proof of the great interest taken by 
the municipal authorities of the towns 
we have been privileged to visit. 1 
must add that one feature of the vari­
ous choral bodies is that all classes 
meet shoulder to shoulder in a com­
mon cause. I reached my sleeping 
compartment at two in the morning. 
At what hour the train started depon­
ent sayeth not, for 1 awoke six hours 
later to find myself quite ready for 
work in the city of Toronto.

The Festival here consisted of four 
concerts, which took place in a magni­
ficent building culled Massey Hall, 
seating over 4,000 people—with stage 
accommodation for 500 voices and Or­
chestra—which was completely filled 
at each of the three evening perform­
ances. The first night's programme 
was selected from my own composi­
tions, the choral work being Joseph 
Bennett’s "Dream of Jubal." I was 
doubly honored by the presence of 
His Excellency The Earl of Minto, Gov­
ernor-General. and the Countess of 
Minto, who had journeyed expressly 
from Ottawa to inaugurate the series 
of concerts, thus showing their active 
and personal interest in the prosperity 
of this musical movement. Indeed, I 
know their Excellencies have from the 
outset of our tour displayed the keenest 
desire to aid its success In every pos­
sible way, even to attending the ban­
quet given by the Festival Committee 
at Toronto, which took place after the 
first concert, with Mr. Albert Nordhei- 
mer in the chair.

Mr. Ben Davies now joined our for­
ces, appearing for the first time in 
my work, Mr. Charles Fry also taking 
his familiar part in the "Dream of 
Jubal" with his accustomed success. 
The second night brought a most suc­
cessful performance of "The Golden 
Legend," conducted by Dr. Torrington; 
also Stanford’s “Battle of the Baltic,” 
under the direction of the same baton, 
the soloists being Miss Ethel Wood. 
Miss Mary Louise Clary, and my o'd 
friends Ben Davies and Watkin Mills. 
Ihe two latter vocalists are established 
favorites here, while Miss Wood was 
most successful in her admirable sing­
ing of the part of Elsie. The chorus 
on these two nights distinguished them­
selves by vigorous and intelligent sing­
ing. reflecting infinite credit upon the 
Toronto Festival chorus-conductor, Dr. 
F. H. Torrington, who has been estab­
lished here for many years, and to 
whom this city owes much for his 
musical enthusiasm.

I had, comparatively speaking, a holi­
day on this occasion, as I was only 
called upon to conduct my Suite “Lon­

don day by day." After a morning 
rehearsal we gave an afternoon con­
cert of instrumental and vocal works, 
at which were introduced and much ap­
preciated Corder a "Prospero" Overture, 
the Ballade from Cliffe’s C minor Sym­
phony, Stanford's "Irish" Rhapsody, 
Cowen’s "Scandinavian" Symphony, 
and vocal pieces to orchestral accom­
paniment, em.ing with the "Cricket on 
the Hearth" Overture. The conclud­
ing concert took place on the same 
evening, with the assistance of a new­
ly-formed choir of three hundred voices 
entitled "The National Chorus," trained 
by Dr. Albert Ham, who pleased me 
exceedingly in a finished performance 
of the "Cotter’s Saturday Night." No 
less successful was the rendering of 
Elgar's “Banner of St. George," under 
the direction of Dr. Hum, who had 
devoted much time and care to these 
works, and who must have been grati­
fied by the appreciation bestowed by 
the large audience which attended this 
“National Night." Madame Blauvelt 
n ade her first appearance on this occa­
sion In Elgar's work, and won hearty 
appreciation from a brilliant audience.

We left for Ottawa immediately after 
this concert. Here we again met on 
the following afternoon for rehearsal 
in the Russell Theatre, a really beau­
tiful opera house seating 2,301) people. 
Un Monday wq„had ample time to re­
hearse Elgar's "Coronation Ude" and 
Charles Harriss's Coronation Mass, 
“Edward VII." The latter was given 
in the Capital for the first time; in 
the evening the chief works consisted 
of the “Death of Minnehaha" and the 
"Dream of Jubal." The Ottawa Choral 
Society, an old-established body led by 
Mr. J. Edgar Birch (who conducted 
Coleridge-Taylor’s work,) is a fine 
choir, who were ambitious to do honor 
to the works they had to perform, oth- 
eiwlse they could hardly have coped so 
successfully with the exacting task en­
trusted to them. Tne Mass was con­
ducted by the composer himself, the 
director and founder of this long chain 
of really important musical events in 
so young a country. This is his second 
Mass, written as Its title denotes for 
the occasion; the fiist one, as I men­
tioned In my former letter, having been 
performed at Halifax. The one under 
ptesent consideration Is a marked ad­
vance upon his Festival Mass, and 
shows much skilful and effective chor­
al-writing, and is particularly distin­
guished for melodic gifts amply dis­
played throughout the entire work. The 
soloists were Miss Millicent Brennan, 
a young and promising Canadian sop­
rano; Miss Clary and Messrs. Wilfrid 
Virgo and Watkin Mills, who contrib­
uted greatly to a success which must 
have gratified this energetic and tal­
ented musician.
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1 have great satisfaction in the re­
collection of a remarkably good per­
formance of Elgar's "Coronation ode,” 
and Of which, as 1 am informed by 
one who had previously taken part in 
it in England, the entire rendering 
would uear most favorable comparison 
with English performances of the work. 
The Festival here may be said to have 
been a brilliant success (even the ma­
tinee performance on the afternoon 
of the second uay being exceedingly 
well attended), and the presence of 
their Excellencies, who remained to 
offer their warm congratulations to Mr. 
Harriss and myself, gave distinction 
and encouragement to everyone par­
ticipating on both sides of the foot­
lights.

The beautiful city of Montreal was 
reached the next day at noon, when 
uur company proceeded at once to the 
Windsor Hall for rehearsal. 1 had 
again to deal with two different choirs, 
namely, the Oratorio Society, conducted 
by Mr. Horace Keyner, and a new Fes­
tival Chorus which had been gathered 
together and partly trained by my 
friend, Mr. Harriss. The latter body 
was already on the platform anxiousl> 
awaiting our arrival, so 1 immediately 
proceeded to rehearse the choral num­
bers in "Jubal," which was perform­
ed with the success which has invari­
ably attended it throughout the tour. 
Between the rehearsal and perform­
ance 1 attended a reception which had 
been prepared in my honor by the au­
thorities of the Victoria College of the 
University of McGill. Dr. Peterson, 
Principal of McGill, and Miss Clara 
Lichtenstein, the Lady Superintendent, 
presenting me to the numerous invit­
ed guests. On the second night the 
Coronation Mass "Edward VII.” by 
Harriss was given, and the composer- 
conductor secured an excellent perform­
ance of his work. The event must 
have been gratifying to him. as twenty 
years ago he came from England to 
this city to fill the post of Organist of 
the Cathedral, fresh from Tenbury, 
where under Sir Frederick Gore Ouse- 
ley he became imbued with the best 
traditions of English Cathedral Music, 
a training which without doubt enabled 
him to do much towards the elevation 
of Church music in his adopted coun­
try at a time when it was considerably 
below the mark it has now reached in 
Canada.

The second part of the programme 
contained Coleridge-Taylor’s "Death of 
Minnehaha*” under the direction of 
Mr. Keyner, who introduced this work 
in a most worthy manner. This con­
cert proved to be of abnormal length, 
but the very large audience, which not 
only filled the place but crowded the

passages, remained to hear and ap­
plaud the three orchestral numbers 
which brought the concert to a close 
at 11.30 p.m., my suggestion to curtail 
the evening's entertainment being 
overruled. The professional musicians 
of the city entertained us at supper 
afterwards, Mr. K. It. Stevenson pie­
siding, the vice-chairman being Mr 
Percy J. lllsley. During the evening a 
graceful tribute was paid to British 
composers by the French musician, M 
Couture, nnd mutual congratulations 
were exchanged until "cockcrow”!

The matinee on the third day (with 
an instrumental and vocal programme) 
was again well attended. In the even­
ing 1 conducted bright performances 
of Cowell's "Coronation < ><ie" and Par­
ry's "St. Cecilia's Day," admirably sung 
by the Montreal Oratorio Society; and 
this society, under Mr. Keyner’s bat­
on, nominally brought the Festival of 
tills city to a close with Elgar's "The 
Banner of St. George." The musical 
proceedings in Montreal were origin­
ally intended to end here, but the Fates 
had decided otherwise, for it was found 
necessary to give two additional con­
certs, on the day following (April 25). 
and in spite of the fact that only one 
day's notice of this extension could 
be given in the local press the house 
was completely filled again on both 
occasions. Luckily Mr. Charles Fry 
was able to postpone his departure for 
England and thus appear in my "Dream 
of Jubal," a second performance of 
which in this city had been requested, 
orchestra and chorus being now thor­
oughly familiar with the work, I could 
not have desired a better or more sym­
pathetic rendering of it. and on my 
legretfully taking leave of the chorus, 
I had an opportunity of expressing the 
complete satisfaction and pleasure it 
gave me. 1 had also to part with the 
Chicago Symphony Orchestra, which 
had served us so faithfully during w hat 
was in all probability the most exact­
ing fortnight's work ever undertaken, 
and i was more than gratified t<> be 
rf.ceived on my entrance at the be­
ginning of the evening in good old 
German fashion with a "Tusch” (or 
flourish) from those hard-worked gen­
tlemen, who furthermore capped their 
efforts by a delicate rendering of the 
orchestra accompaniment of the Can­
tata above mentioned. The finish of 
the Festival here was a scene of enthu­
siasm. Needless to say that such well- 
known artists as Madame Blauvelt, Ben 
Davies, XVatkin Mills and Charles Fry 
have been everywhere received as their 
great reputation deserves. The young­
er vocalists who accompanied me, and 
who have done the lion's share of the 
fatiguing wrork, had still to make their 
mark, and It is particularly gratifying 
to place on record that they have each
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and all been uniformly successful. Miss 
Ethel Wood (who made a distinct im ­
pression in the “Golden Legend” and 
“Jubal”), Mr. Wilfrid Virgo, and Reg­
inald Davidson may be indeed warmly 
congratulated; nor may I forget the 
services of Mr. Reyner, whose accom­
plishments as Chorus Director of the 
Montreal Oratorio Society have earned 
my appre< iatlon and thanks.

Here ends satisfactorily the second 
section of the Festivals which cover 
the Provinces of Nova Scotia. New 
Brunswick. Quebec and Ontario, and 
we are now about to enter the granary 
of the great Northwest, known as the 
Province of Manitoba, with Winnipeg 
as its metropolis. I hope in a third 
letter for your next issue to give you 
as satisfactory a report of our doings 
there and in British Columbia, to which 
I may be tempted to add some general 
remarks of my interesting musical and 
other experiences connected with this 
pleasurable, novel, and instructive tour.

our already sufficiently long jour­
ney has been unfortunately extended 
by another day, on account of an acci­
dent to one of the Canadian Pacific 
trains ahead of us. and, oddly enough 
we were "held up" for the entire night 
a* a station called "Mackenzie!” This 
contretemps cancels a reception offered 
us by His Honor the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor of Manitoba, Sir Daniel MacMil­
lan, which was to have taken place at 
Government House this afternoon, as 
well as my first choral rehearsal this 
evening; however, a little additional 
pressure upon the forces I have to deal 
with will doubtless overcome the dif­
ficulty of this temporary check.

LETTER III.
SIR ALEXANDER MACKENZIE ON 

HIS CANADIAN TOUR.
To the Editor of the Musical Times:

SS. Ionian, May 16. 1903.
Dear Sir,—The horns of the dilemma 

in which the conclusion of my last let­
ter left me were the only instruments 
at my command on the evening of 
April 28. for the detention caused us to 
arrive ten hours behind time for the 
rehearsal at Winnipeg. But I was at 
work right early in the morning with 
Mr. Danz’s orchestra from Minneapolis 
(Concertmeister Herr Carl Riedelsber- 
ger), preparatory to an expressly- 
called choral rehearsal in the after­
noon. Here it may be said that through­
out the tour many of these choral re­

hearsals were held during the 
luncheon hour, when the sing­
ers could the more readily absent them­
selves from business, and music was 
(indeed) t he food of love. In the even­
ing we gave the only work by a foreign 
composer during the entire Cycle, and 
little did I think that I should have 
conducted the first performance of a 
complete oratorio in the wild and wool­
ly West, and that work "Elijah!” Pre­
viously expressed desires to hear this 
masterpiece, with Mr. Wntkin Mills 
(who is by r.o means unknown lere), 
had induced the Director to include it in 
our scheme, and the great interest 
evoked in the performance amply justi­
fied the acquiescence. Upwards of 
2,000 people attended the concert, at 
which a large choir by singing with in­
tention and vigor gave evidence of the 
capital training of Mr. Rhys Thomas. 
To my own little band of solo vocalists 
was added Miss Jeannie Rankin, a 
former Royal College of Music student 
now resident in Montreal, who sang the 
contralto part with much acceptance.

Among the audience at the succeeding 
matinee (April 30) were 1,000 school 
children i pleasant sight (host* happy 
faces, and our efforts seemed to meet 
their approbation. I can see at this 
moment i couple of urchins nudging 
each other in great glee whenever Miss 
Ethel Wood indulged in a flight into 
the upper register, and they became 
positively apoplectic with suppressed 
laughter at the skirl of the bagpipes in 
"The Little Minister* overture. Passing 
from gay to grave, let me record that 
Coleridge-Taylor's "The Death of Min­
nehaha” was attentively listened to by 
1.000 adults on the same night, while 
Lincoln Bennett's (not the hatter’s) 
"Eventide,” a melody for strings, pro­
voked the encore it invariably secured 
whenever it was performed. The can­
tata received every justice from the 
chorus and made a profound effect upon 
the large audience. The incoming 
trains brought many visitors to this 
Winnipeg Festival; moreover on my 
still further westward journey I had 
occasion to note the keenness of the 
desire for music, and to hear of the 
well-intentioned efforts to raise choirs. 
I gathered also that as communication 
becomes more easy, combination be­
tween the smaller towns will certainly 
be effected for that purpose. After the 
concert the Lieut.-Governor, Sir Daniel 
MacMillan, gave his (postponed) re­
ception and supper, at which we were 
made to forget that our train started 
for Brandon at 7 o’clock on the follow­
ing morning.

Brandon, less than a full rcore years 
old. and aptly characterized as the 
"Baby” of the Cycle. was reached by 
mid-day. After partaking of the
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Mayor’s hospitality, I proceeded to meet 
a newly-formed choir which I was In­
formed had hitherto never seen a baton 
In the air nor had sung with an orches­
tra. The conductor must have had 
much hard preliminary work, since a 
proportion of the singers had to be 
taught the time-signatures and ele­
ments of mysic! This "rag-time" state 
of matters, although not applying to 
all the members, might well have dis­
couraged the stoutest heart, but our 
Prairie Choir was much too keen about 
its work to fail, and. as it proved, came 
out of the ordeal with distinct credit to 
itself and Mr. Frank B. Fenwick, the 
resident musician.

The success of their maiden effort (on 
May-day) and the manifest eagerness 
to establish a musical organization 
caused me to address the singers as the 
audience were moving out, and I think 
that my words of encouragement and 
thanks were as sincerely felt as they 
were spoken. All the seats had been 
disposed of two hours after the sale of 
tickets had been started (three weeks 
before), and excursion trains to bring 
the good folk to Brandon had to be 
cancelled. Owing to the foresight of 
the residents in outlying districts, who 
had taken the precaution to send 
money-orders previous to the opening 
of the sale, many of the inhabitants 
were excluded from a concert in their 
own town. But it was impossible to 
meet the request to repeat the perform­
ance, as we had to leave for Vancouver 
on the same night. The attention of 
the audience throughout was remark­
able: the proverbial pin might have 
been heard to drop while we played the 
before-mentioned “Eventide” (with its 
PPP ' ending), and I might have 
given it even a third time.

Our eager desire to see the wonderful 
panorama of the "Rockies" was not 
gratified quite so soon as I expected, 
for on waking up next morning we 
found ourselves but thirty miles from 
Brandon, and likely to remain there, by 
reason of another wrecked freight-train 
in front. This became serious: the pos­
sibilities of making Vancouver in time 
to play on Monday evening (May I) 
were fading rapidly, and gave rise (o 
much discussion and calculation. It 
took from Friday night until Monday 
evening at 6 o’clock to reach our des­
tination. and that was only accom­
plished by putting on a fearsome speed 
during the latter part of the journey. 
The return trip offered ample leisure to 
realize the nature of the track we had 
been whisked along—and be thankful. 
The surprising grandeur of the scenery 
made me forget all but (he problem of 
keeping faith with the Vancouverians, 
and after consultation my friend Har- 
riss telegraphed to his trusty agents to

have the orchestra ready for me in 
another hall at 6.30. There I rehearsed 
until the last moment; we then pro­
ceeded to the theatre, In time to face 
the audience at half-past eight. The 
chorus I had not met, but as the work 
In question happened to be my own 
“(’’otter’s Saturday Night,” I faced a 
chance, which happily proved to be no 
risk at all, since I found one of the 
largest and best choirs in the Do­
minion ready and able to save the situa­
tion. Nevertheless, lost time had to be 
recovered, and by rehearsing assidu­
ously during the following day we were 
enabled to present excellent choral per­
formances of Harrlss's Festival Mass 
and Parry's “Ode on St. Cecilia’s Day” 
In spite of all the alarums and excur­
sions which had kept us so lively.

Between working hours our company 
found time to avail itself of the Mayor's 
kind offer of a drive through Stanley 
Park, with its huge trees, luxurious 
vegetation, and magnificent views of 
wood and water, which acted as a re­
freshing tonic. Nor did my "brither 
Scots" of the St. Andrew’s and Cale­
donian Society omit to complete the en­
joyment of my visit to the (Harden City 
of the West by calling a merry gather­
ing of the resident representatives of 
the clans.

The picturesque town of New West­
minster lies somewhat more than an 
hour’s distance by tramcar from Van­
couver, and we entered It on the fore­
noon of May 6 in the midst of a hail­
storm of tropical violence. Here his 
Worship Mayor Keary did the honors 
right royally, his profuse hospitality 
being exhibited in divers ingenious 
manners, such as by a sail and an in­
teresting visit to a log-sawing estab­
lishment on the Fraser River, open- 
handed entertainments at his house, 
and finally by the illumination of the 
long and broad main street by elec­
tricity in the evening. The business of 
the hour was however by no means 
neglected. “St. Cecilia” and “The Cot­
ter” were duly rehearsed and performed 
before we sailed that night for the 
capital of British Columbia, not with­
out regret. Be it here said that the 
three choirs which had undertaken the 
festival work in British Columbia were 
uniformly good and deserving of high 
praise. Their brisk and genial con­
ductors. Messrs. Fred. Dyke and J. W. 
Smith (Vancouver), Mr. A. E. White 
(New Westminster), and Messrs. Her­
bert Taylor and E. H. Russell (Vic­
toria). fully earned the appreciation I 
feel and the thanks I give.

The German proverb "Allé guten 
Dinge sind Drei" appealed forcibly to 
me when I was Informed that the 
steamer had started several hours after 
the appointed time, probably because
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it was a “special," and that our arrival 
in Victoria would be necessarily delay­
ed. This third "belatement” since 
leaving Ontario was a less serious one, 
as I had the whole afternoon before me 
for rehearsal, and it speaks volumes for 
the good humor of the choirs, who on 
each occasion waited for us patiently, 
suffering the altered arrangements 
without .a grumble.

Hereby hangs a tale which shall he 
unfolded for the benefit of my col­
leagues who happily have no knowledge 
of the Inner workings of an Orchestral 
Musicians’ Union. Some weeks before 
I arrived t.he manager's advance agents 
(to be technical) approached the pro­
fessional players In Vancouver offering 
them engagements. On seeing some of 
the music to be performed (their frank­
ness one must admire) they honestly 
admitted that It was beyond their pow­
ers and experience, and that the offers 
could not be accepted. When, however, 
it was stated that other players would 
of necessity have to be brought, an in­
dignation meeting was forthwith held 
at which the odd argument was ad­
vanced that nevertheless the members 
of the Union ought to be allowed to 
play the music as well as they could! 
Endeavors were then made to prevent 
other players to appear with me.

The Individual members of such a 
Union enjoy no Independence, but play 
according to a scale of wage, refusing, 
after the manner of their kind, to work 
with non-unionists. I was told that on 
the day before we appeared on the 
scene a final attempt was made to dis­
suade the orchestra engaged from other 
places from playing. Fortunately the 
voices of these sweet charmers were 
ineffectual, and the strenuous endea­
vors to stop our concerts dwindled 
down to a curt refusal to let me have 
the services of a man (or even the in­
strument itself, for a consideration) to 
play the side-drum, without which I 
could hardly give my Coronation 
March.

Now here was an undertaking fraught 
with every good intention to music and 
musicians, one which could only result 
In benefiting the profession in the fu­
ture, Jeopardized by the action of its 
own members. In all probability I was 
better served by the absence of these 
men, for I believe that the least cap­
able among them were loudest in 
clamoring for the “rights" of this pre­
cious Union. All this did not in the 
least upset my equilibrium or shorten 
my temper by an inch, the counterbal­
ancing pleasures were too numerous. 
But had the choral forces been feeble or 
less well prepared the results might 
have been uncomfortable. As It was. 
the orchestra at my disposal although 
exceedingly willing, had speedily to un­

learn some of the worst habits of the 
“lazy-faire” (as you, Mr. Editor, might 
observe) order, which conductors wot 
of to their sorrow, but at the morning 
performance at Victoria It earned a 
“bis," which did much to put it on Its 
mettle at subsequent concerts.

The choral works performed In Vic­
toria were Stanford's “The Revenge,” 
Harriss's Festival Mass, Coleridge- 
Taylor's “The Death of Minnehaha" 
and Parry's “Ode on St. Cecilia's Day." 
In all these varied works the alert choir 
distinguished itself by a remarkably 
good quality of tone, and proved quick­
ly responsive to my beat. Many pro­
fessional musicians of both sexes sang 
side by side with the amateur singers 
during the two days' Festival, none 
shirking attendance at the long rehear­
sals. My short stay—I would fain have 
prolonged it—was made doubly agree­
able by much attentive kindness. The 
Lieut.-Governor Sir Joly de Lotbln'.ere, 
accompanied by many prominent resi­
dents of the city, officially attended our 
opening concert, entertaining us at lun­
cheon on the following day in Govern­
ment House. Nor did the Mayor and 
Mrs. McCandless omit to show their 
goodwill to the wandering minstrels 
during a delightful drive through the 
surrounding country and about the city 
before the last concert of the long se­
ries. which took place on the evening 
of May 9. With this concert (an extra 
one, at which Parry's and Taylor’s 
cantatas were repeated) my pleasant 
duties came to an end, and after bid­
ding farewell to many newly-found 
friends, like Maeldune and his fellows 
"sadly we sailed away" in the small 
hours of the morning. On my way to 
the ship I took occasion to pay a brief 
visit to Mr. E. A. Russell’s Male choir, 
yclept "Orion,” whose members regaled 
me with a few well-sung part songs 
and a parting verse of "Auld Lang 
Syne." Sunday morning saw us once 
more at Vancouver, and in a few hours 
the cry of “all aboard” notified that we 
were about to start on our week's jour­
ney to Montreal, cheered by the good 
wishes and shouts of my trusty singers 
of Vancouver and New Westminster.

The names of the artists who shared 
these experiences with me have already 
appeared In these jottings (for they are 
nothing more) ; but the list would be 
Incomplete were I to forget the services 
of one without whom no artistic family 
is complete and yet is too frequently 
Ignored, namely, the accompanist. 
Ability, modesty and good humor are 
not invariably companions, but they 
meet In the person of my reliable friend 
Mr. Arthur Dorey (a Londoner resident 
In Ottawa, and organist of the Cathe­
dral there), whose loyal help will be re­
membered by us all.
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After quitting the venerable city of 
Quebec (whose beauties were shown me 
by M. A. Lavlgne, an amiable cice­
rone and one of our associate conduc­
tors) there was ample leisure on the 
homeward Journey to ruminate. And a 
resume of the conditions under which 
the thirty-six concerts were given, as 
well as their possible results, shall 
serve as conclusion to these traveller’s 
notes. In spite of the difficulties and 
defects attendant upon an Initial at­
tempt to successfully carry out so ex­
tensive an undertaking, the fact re­
mains that fairly large numbers of Im­
portant choral and Instrumental works 
by Q. J. Bennett, Cllffe, Coleridge- 
Taylor, Corder, Cowen, Elgar, German, 
MacCunn, Parry, Stanford, Sullivan 
and Wallace (William) have been In­
troduced to an entire continent.

Blades of grass have been made to 
grow where none grew before. Inas­
much as fourteen choirs were called In­
to existence. Professional orchestras 
have been heard In places for the first 
time (e.g., Winnipeg, Brandon, and 
Moncton), and a general Impetus given 
to music from one end of the Dominion 
to the other. This In no way detracts 
from the acknowledged value of the 
efforts, past and present, made by my 
able and amiable professional friends 
who exert their Influence in the in­
terest of the art In the capitals of the 
Provinces of Nova Scotia, Quebec and 
Ontario. They have already done much, 
and will accomplish more. But It need­
ed a combined and far-reaching effort, 
such as this undoubtedly has been, to 
cover the vast territory and to similarly 
affect so tnany fresh fields and pastures 
new.

The egg was not made to stand on 
end without thought, careful prepara­
tion, risk and, above all, enthusiasm; 
and moreover it had been a hatching 
for nearly two years before the experi­
ment was tried. General Interest had 
to be aroused, the Influence and weight 
of the authorities gained, and I dare­
say the idea that the scheme might be 
but a mere financial speculation may 
also have had to be combated. This It 
could hardly be, as an enumeration of 
the many obstacles might well show, 
were It within my province to do so. 
Fresh choral bodies were formed, prac­
tice halls were rented months before. 
ex|>erienced musicians were engaged 
for the preparatory work, orchestras 
brought from different points, and a 
small army of faithful honorary secre­
taries enlisted. Furthermore, the build­
ing of platforms In theatres and halls 
where no accommodation for large 
bodies of performers existed, and th= 
arrangements for supplies of music, 
were by no means trifling or minor 
considerations.

All this had been thought out and 
prepared when I arrived on the other 
side (at the end of March), and carried 
through without a hitch by an English 
musician, who took the entire respon­
sibility upon himself, Charles A. E. 
Harrlss to wit. Matters ran as smooth­
ly as human Ingenuity could foresee, 
and the general result has proved the 
ripeness of the moment for the com­
bined effort which has been made un­
der his auspices. When I left (and 
since then many similar communica­
tions have been forwarded) meetings 
were being called In order to make ar­
rangements for a continuance of the 
work anent a future Festival. Mean­
while Mr. Harrlss has publicly an­
nounced his Intention of Instituting a 
series of choral competitions, as we 
know them In England and Wales, so 
that other choirs may be raised In the 
quickly-spreading towns In the outlying 
districts and a healthy rivalry between 
those already existing be established.

The weak point of the whole scheme 
was created by the unfortunate neces­
sity for employing more than one or­
chestra. Those I conducted had to he 
brought to the nearest possible points 
on account of the many long stretches 
of land to be traversed upon which 
there are no large towns, and the obvi­
ously huge expense thereby incurred 
This crux overcome, less frequent and 
more leisurely rehearsals will he se­
cured, the performances will gain in 
lefinement, and the choirs made more 
confident. Much of the great strain 
upon all concerned would thus be re­
lieved, and on another occasion I doubt 
not but that this will be done. There 
Is better sport to be had In Canada 
than the killing of orchestras.

My professional colleagues realized 
the Importance and value of the move­
ment and proved most helpful on all oc­
casions. The choirs were receptive and 
ready for any amount of work. The 
standard of public taste Is certainly no 
lower than our own, Indeed the 
strongest and best music received the 
most appreciation, and warm encour­
agement Is freely given to any honest 
effort which Is untainted by affectation. 
More than once the tempter—assuming 
for the nonce the shape of an Inter­
viewer-besought me to name the best 
Canadian choir within my ken; but I 
confess It was real Inability to do so 
rather than the profound diplomacy 
with which I was credited that saved 
me from falling Into his subtle snare. 
The varying numbers of th" choirs, ‘he 
amount of their experience and the 
general conditions of their surroundings 
differed too much to allow me to give 
an onlnlon of any real value. Had I 
however been able to do so. I frankly 
admit that I would have withheld any
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such statement. No g od purpose 
would have been served by arousing 
discussion (or worse) when all were 
eager to do their utmost In the good 
cause.

I perceived little or no difference be­
tween Canadian and home choirs, ex­
cept that. In the majority of cases, the 
latter have of course the advantage of 
a much longer and wide.' experience. 
But In respect of zealous enthusiasm, 
energy and the desire to learn, the 
choristers of the Dominion need take no 
“back seats." On that head at least I 
may permit myself to give an opinion 
as sincere as It is deserved.

HE ORGANIZATION of Choral bodies 
of voices in the cities of Victoria, Van­
couver and New Westminster, British 
Columbia ; Brandon and Winnipeg, 
Manitoba ; London, Woodstock, Hamil­
ton, Brantford, Toronto and Ottawa, 

Ontario ; Montreal, Quebec ; St. John and Moncton, New 
Brunswick ; Halifax, Nova Scotia; is the realization of a 
work commenced at Victoria during April, 1901, and com­
pleted at Halifax, December, 1902, for “ Greater Music " 
throughout the Dominion.

The entire 
forces aggregate between three and four thousand Canadian 
vocalists, each Chorus rehearsed by an appointed local 
associate-conductor and each supported by an organized 
committee aided by an honorary secretary. The whole of
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the musical profession throughout the Dominion are en­
gaged in this, the first general combined effort for " musical 
advancement ” from ocean to ocean, which is considered a 
work worthy of the hearty support of His Excellency the 
Governor-General, President of the Festivals, and of Sir 
Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, the distinguished British 
composer and Principal of the London Royal Academy of 
Music, who has consented to personally conduct these 
choral forces throughout our land.

The works to be given, both choral and orches­
tral, this year, are British compositions, most of which 
have been composed for, and all of which have been 
performed at, the British Musical Festivals. The Mont­
real Symphony Orchestra will assist at the Festivals in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra of fifty musicians will fulfill a like duty at 
the Festivals throughout Ontario and Quebec ; an orches­
tra from Minneapolis will perform at the Festivals in 
Manitoba ; an orchestra from Seattle, and Portland, Oregon, 
will perform at the Festivals in British Columbia.

If they are successful, 
then each succeeding year will bring a great conductor 
and composer amongst us to stimulate and educate the 
musical amateurs to "greater music," and afford the 
musical profession the needed opportunity of exchanging 
musical thought with the foremost musicians of the 
times, all of which will conduce musically to our coun­
try’s well-being and fit us as a nation capable of holding 
place second to none as a musical community.
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The cost of choral music for the Montreal anil Toronto 
Festivals, lasting three days each, alone represents a sum 
of fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500). This sum does not 
include either the cost of orchestral parts to these works, 
nor the cost of orchestral parts and full scores of symphonies,

HH ORGANIZATION of Choral bodies 
of voices in the cities of Victoria, Van­
couver and New Westminster, British 
Columbia ; Brandon and Winnipeg, 
Manitoba; London, Woodstock, Hamil­
ton, Brantford, Toronto and Ottawa, 

Ontario ; Montreal, Quebec ; St. John and Moncton, New 
Brunswick ; Halifax, Nova Scotia ; is the realization of a 
work commenced at Victoria during April, 1901, and com­
pleted at Halifax, December, 1902, for "Greater Music" 
throughout the Dominion. With the exception of the 
Toronto Festival Chorus, the Ottawa Choral Society, the 
Montreal Oratorio Society, and the Orpheus Society of 
Halifax—factors in the scheme—the Festival Choruses now 
engaged in preparing the works for the spring ' ' Cycle of 
Musical Festivals of the Dominion of Canada" in each 
of the several cities mentioned, represent newly-formed 
Choruses ; the Toronto Festival Chorus is augmented by 
a second Festival Chorus ; the Festival Chorus in Mont­
real is augmented by the Oratorio Society. The entire 
forces aggregate between three and four thousand Canadian 
vocalists, each Chorus rehearsed by an appointed local 
associate-conductor and each supported by an organized 
committee aided by an honorary secretary. The whole of

the musical profession throughout the Dominion are en­
gaged in this, the first general combined effort for " musical 
advancement ” from ocean to ocean, which is considered a 
work worthy of the hearty support of His Excellency the 
Governor-General, President of the Festivals, and of Sir 
Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, the distinguished British 
composer and Principal of the London Royal Academy of 
Music, who has consented to personally conduct these 
choral forces throughout our land.

The works to l>e given, both choral and orches­
tral, this year, are British compositions, most of which 
have been comjiosed for, and all of which have been 
performed at, the British Musical Festivals. The Mont­
real Symphony Orchestra will assist at the Festivals in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra of fifty musicians will fulfill a like duty at 
the Festivals throughout Ontario and (juebec ; an orches­
tra from Minneapolis will perform at the Festivals in 
Manitoba ; an orchestra from Seattle, and Portland, Oregon, 
will perform at the Festivals in British Columbia.

The organizing of this cycle has taken two years in 
accomplishment ; where an isolated Festival has failed to 
clear itself, it is thought a series of them will pay for 
themselves. This Cycle of Festivals must prove self- 
supporting to become permanent. If they are successful, 
then each succeeding year will bring a great conductor 
and composer amongst us to stimulate and educate the 
musical amateurs to "greater music," and afford the 
musical profession the needed opportunity of exchanging 
musical thought with the foremost musicians of the 
times, all of which will conduce musically to our coun­
try's well-being and fit us as a nation capable of holding 
place second to none as a musical community.



FIRST CYCLE OF MUSICAL FESTIVALS

The cost of choral music for the Montreal ami Toronto 
Festivals, lasting three days each, alone represents a sum 
of fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500). This sum does not 
include either the cost of orchestral parts to these works, 
nor the cost of orchestral parts and full scores of symphonies, 
rhapsodies and list of instrumental selections appended 
herewith, hut it may not be out of place to mention the 
item of music, which throughout the continent will 
amount to something approximating between four and 
five thousand dollars ($4,000 and $5,000).

Special artistes will come direct from England to 
take part in the Festivals. The Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra is an organization of eminent reputation, capable 
of performing the greater works, such as Stanford's Irish 
Symphony, Mackenzie’s Rhapsodies and the like, with a 
perfection of finesse l>efitting such colossal compositions, 
while everything has been done to create for this chain 
of Festivals component parts of all-round excellence.

For the Festival to be held in Halifax, April 3-4, 
which will be two evening and one afternoon performances, 
you are asked to subscribe for whatever seats you may 
desire, the cost of which are $1.50, $1.00 and 75c. for the 
Evening Festival Concerts, and $1.00, 75c. and 50c. for the 
Festival Matinee 011 Saturday afternoon, according to 
location. For artistic results the Festival will be held in 
the Academy of Music, which must be filled to its capacity 
to barely meet the current cost. This is a musical educa 
tional work, not a speculative undertaking. The press, 
Ixitli here and in Loudon, England, speak of it as a good 
work, on behalf of which I honestly can and do ask your 
liberal, kind and hearty support.

HE ORGANIZATION of Choral lwdies 
of voices in the cities of Victoria, Van­
couver and New Westminster, British 
Columbia ; Brandon and Winnipeg, 
Manitoba; London, Woodstock, Hamil­
ton, Brantford, Toronto and Ottawa, 

Ontario ; Montreal, Quebec ; St. John and Moncton, New 
Brunswick ; Halifax, Nova Scotia : is the realization of a 
work commenced at Victoria during April, 1901, and com­
pleted at Halifax, December, 1902, for “ Greater Music” 
throughout the Dominion. With the exception of the 
Toronto Festival Chorus, the Ottawa Choral Society, the 
Montreal Oratorio Society, and the Orpheus Society of 
Halifax—factors in the scheme—the Festival Choruses now 
engaged in preparing the works for the spring ‘ * Cycle of 
Musical Festivals of the Dominion of Canada” in each 
of the several cities mentioned, represent newly-formed 
Choruses ; the Toronto Festival Chorus is augmented by 
a second Festival Chorus ; the Festival Chorus in Mont­
real is augmented by the Oratorio Society. The entire 
forces aggregate between three and four thousand Canadian 
vocalists, each Chorus rehearsed by au appointed local 
associate-conductor and each supported by an organized 
committee aided by an honorary secretary. The whole of 
the musical profession throughout the Dominion are en­
gaged in this, the first general combined effort for ” musical 
advancement ” from ocean to ocean, which is considered a 
work worthy of the hearty support of His Excellency the 
Governor-General, President of the Festivals, and of Sir 
Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, the distinguished British 
composer and Principal of the Loudon Royal Academy of

Music, who has consented to personally conduct these 
choral forces throughout our land.

The works to be given, both choral and orches­
tral, this year, are British compositions, most of which 
have been composed for, and all of which have been 
performed at, the British Musical Festivals. The Mont­
real Symphony Orchestra will assist at the Festivals in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra of fifty musicians will fulfill a like duty at 
the Festivals throughout Ontario and Quebec ; an orches­
tra from Minneapolis will perform at the Festivals in 
Manitoba ; an orchestra from Seattle, and Portland, Oregon, 
will perform at the Festivals in British Columbia.

The organizing of this cycle has taken twTo years in 
accomplishment ; where an isolated Festival has failed to 
clear itself, it is thought a series of them will pay for 
themselves. This Cycle of Festivals must prove self- 
supporting to become permanent. If they are successful, 
then each succeeding year will bring a great conductor 
and composer amongst us to stimulate and educate the 
musical amateurs to "greater music," and afford the 
musical profession the needed opportunity of exchanging 
musical thought with the foremost musicians of the 
times, all of which will conduce musically to our coun­
try’s well-being and fit us as a nation capable of holding 
place second to none as a musical community.

The cost of choral music for the Montreal and Toronto 
Festivals, lasting three days each, alone represents a sum 
of fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500). This sum does not 
include either the cost of orchestral parts to these works, 
nor the cost of orchestral parts and full scores of symphonies, 
rhapsodies and list of instrumental selections appended 
herewith, but it may not be out of place to mention the
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item of music, which throughout the continent will 
amount to something approximating between four and 
five thousand dollars ($4,000 and $5,000).

Special artistes will come direct from England to 
take part in the Festivals. The Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra is an organization of eminent reputation, capable 
of performing the greater works, such as Stanford's Irish 
Symphony, Mackenzie’s Rhapsodies and the like, with a 
perfection of finesse befitting such colossal compositions, 
while everything has been done to create for this chain 
of Festivals component parts of all-round excellence.

For the three days’ inaugural Festivals to be held in 
Toronto, April 16, 17, 18, which include three evening and 
one afternoon performances, you are asked to subscribe for 
as many tickets for the Cycle as you may desire, or for 
single performances, in accordance with the following scale 
of prices, viz :

One Season Ticket to admit to the whole of the 
four performances in the best seats. $5 00. Single perform­
ance seat, $1.50 to best seat.

One Season Ticket to admit to the whole of the 
four performances to second best seats, $3.00. Single per­
formance seat, Si.oo.

Prices of single reserved seats, $1.50, $1.00 and 75c.
For artistic results the Festivals will be held in the 

Massey Hall, which must be filled to its capacity on 
each occasion to meet the current cost. This is a musical 
educational work, not a speculative undertaking. The 
press, both here and in London, England, speak of it as a 
good work, on behalf of which I honestly can and do ask 
your liberal, kind and hearty support.

HE ORGANIZATION of Choral bodies 
of voices in the cities of Victoria, Van­
couver and New Westminster, British 
Columbia ; Brandon and Winnipeg, 
Manitoba ; London, Woodstock, Hamil­
ton, Brantford, Toronto and Ottawa, 

Ontario ; Montreal, Quebec ; St. John and Moncton, New 
Brunswick ; Halifax, Nova Scotia ; is the realization of a 
work commenced at Victoria during April, 1901, and com­
pleted at Halifax, December, 1902, for “Greater Music” 
throughout the Dominion. With the exception of the 
Toronto Festival Chorus, the Ottawa Choral Society, the 
Montreal Oratorio Society, and the Orpheus Society of 
Halifax—factors in the scheme—the Festival Choruses now 
engaged in preparing the works for the spring ‘ ‘ Cycle of 
Musical Festivals of the Dominion of Canada ” in each 
of the several cities mentioned, represent newly-formed 
Choruses ; the Toronto Festival Chorus is augmented by 
a second Festival Chorus ; the Festival Chorus in Mont­
real is augmented by the Oratorio Society. The entire 
forces aggregate between three and four thousand Canadian 
vocalists, each Chorus rehearsed by an appointed local 
associate-conductor and each supported by an organized 
committee aided by an honorary secretary. The whole of 
the musical profession throughout the Dominion are en­
gaged in this, the first general combined effort for “ musical 
advancement ’’ from ocean to ocean, which is considered a 
work worthy of the hearty support of His Excellency the 
Governor-General, President of the Festivals, and of Sir 
Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, the distinguished British 
composer and Principal of the London Royal Academy of
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Music, who has consented to personally conduct these 
choral forces throughout our land.

The works to be given, both choral and orches­
tral, this year, are British compositions, most of which 
have been composed for, and all of which have been 
performed at, the British Musical Festivals. The Mont­
real Symphony Orchestra will assist at the Festivals in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra of fifty musicians will fulfill a like duty at 
the Festivals throughout Ontario and Quebec ; an orches­
tra from Minneapolis will perform at the Festivals in 
Manitoba ; an orchestra from Seattle, and Portland, Oregon, 
will perform at the Festivals in British Columbia.

The organizing of this cycle has taken two years in 
accomplishment ; where an isolated Festival has failed to 
clear itself, it is thought a series of them will pay for 
themselves. This Cycle of Festivals must prove self- 
supporting to become permanent.. If they are successful, 
then each succeeding year will bring a great conductor 
and composer amongst us to stimulate and educate the 
musical amateurs to ‘ ‘ greater music, ’ ’ and afford the 
musical profession the needed opportunity of exchanging 
musical thought with the foremost musicians of the 
times, all of which will conduce musically to our coun­
try’s well-being and fit us as a nation capable of holding 
place second to none as a musical community.

The cost of choral music for the Montreal and Toronto 
Festivals, lasting three days each, alone represents a sum 
of fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500). This sum does not 
include either the cost of orchestral parts to these works, 
nor the cost of orchestral parts and full scores of symphonies, 
rhapsodies and list of instrumental selections appended 
herewith, but it may not be out of place to mention the
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item of music, which throughout the continent will amount 
to something approximating between four and five 
thousand dollars ($4,000 and $5,000).

Special artistes will come direct from England to 
take part in the Festivals. The Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra is an organization of eminent reputation, capable 
of performing the greater works, such as Stanford’s Irish 
Symphony, Mackenzie's Rhapsodies and the like, with a 
perfection of finesse befitting such colossal compositions, 
while everything has been done to create for this chain 
of Festivals component parts of all-round excellence.

For the two days' Festivals to be held in Ottawa, 
April 20, 21, which include two evening and one afternoon 
performances, you are asked to subscribe for as many tickets 
for the Cycle as you may desire, or for single perform­
ances, in accordance with the following scale of prices, viz :

Subscription of Fivk Dollars will entitle the sub­
scriber to reserve two seats for each of the two evening 
concerts, or four seats for one.

Subscription of Two Dollars and Fifty Cknts will 
entitle the subscriber to two evening concerts, or two seats 
for one may be reserved. Subscribers will have the privi­
lege of choice of seats in advance of the general public.

Prices of single reserved seats for the evening Fes­
tival performances, $1.50, $1.00 and 75c.

Prices for reserved seats (to everyone) for the Tuesday 
afternoon Orchestral and Artistes Concert, $1.00, 75c and 
50c.

For artistic results the Festivals will be held in the 
Russell Theatre, which must be filled to its capacity on 
each occasion to meet the current cost. This is a musical 
educational work, not a speculative undertaking. The 
press, both here and in London, England, speak of it as a 
good work, on behalf of which I honestly can and do ask 
your liberal, kind and hearty support.

HE ORGANIZATION of Choral bodies 
of voices in the cities of Victoria, Van­
couver and New Westminster, British 
Columbia ; Brandon and Winnipeg, 
Manitoba ; London, Woodstock, Hamil­
ton, Brantford, Toronto and Ottawa, 

Ontario ; Montreal, Quel>ec ; St. John and Moncton, New 
Brunswick ; Halifax, Nova Scotia ; is the realization of a 
work commenced at Victoria during April, 1901, and com­
pleted at Halifax, December, 1902, for “Greater Music" 
throughout the Dominion. With the exception of the 
Toronto Festival Chorus, the Ottawa Choral Society, the 
Montreal Oratorio Society, and the Orpheus Society of 
Halifax—factors in the scheme—the Festival Choruses now 
engaged in preparing the works for the spring ‘ ' Cycle of 
Musical Festivals of the Dominion of Canada’’ in each 
of the several cities mentioned, represent newly-formed 
Choruses ; the Toronto Festival Chorus is augmented by 
a second Festival Chorus ; the Festival Chorus in Mont­
real is augmented by the Oratorio Society. The entire 
forces aggregate between three and four thousand Canadian 
vocalists, each Chorus rehearsed by an appointed local 
associate-conductor and each supported by an organized 
committee aided by an honorary secretary. The whole of 
the musical profession throughout the Dominion are en-
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gaged in this, the first general combined effort for ‘ ' musical 
advancement ” from ocean to ocean, which is considered a 
work worthy of the hearty support of His Excellency the 
Governor-General, President of the Festivals, and of Sir 
Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, the distinguished British 
composer and Principal of the London Royal Academy of 
Music, who has consented to personally conduct these 
choral forces throughout our land.

The works to be given, both choral and orches­
tral, this year, are British compositions, most of which 
have been composed for, and all of which have been 
performed at, the British Musical Festivals. The Mont­
real Symphony Orchestra will assist at the Festivals in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra of fifty musicians will fulfill a like duty at 
the Festivals throughout Ontario and Quebec ; an orches­
tra from Minneapolis will perform at the Festivals in 
Manitoba ; an orchestra from Seattle, and Portland, Oregon, 
will perform at the Festivals in British Columbia.

The organizing of this cycle has taken two years in 
accomplishment ; where an isolated Festival has failed to 
clear itself, it is thought a series of them will pay for 
themselves. This Cycle of Festivals must prove self- 
supporting to become permanent. If they are successful, 
then each succeeding year will bring a great conductor 
and composer amongst us to stimulate and educate the 
musical amateurs to "greater music," and afford the 
musical profession the needed opportunity of exchanging 
musical thought with the foremost musicians of the 
times, all of which will conduce musically to our coun­
try's well-being and fit us as a nation capable of holding 
place second to none as a musical community.
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The cost of choral music for the Montreal and Toronto 
Festivals, lasting three days each, alone represents a sum 
of fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500). This sum does not 
include either the cost of orchestral parts to these works, 
nor the cost of orchestral parts and full scores of symphonies, 
rhapsodies and list of instrumental selections appended 
herewith, hut it may not l>e out of place to mention the 
item of music, which throughout the continent will amount 
to something approximating between four and five 
thousand dollars ($4,000 and $5,000).

Special artistes will come direct from England to 
take part in the Festivals. The Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra is an organization of eminent reputation, capable 
of performing the greater works, such as Stanford’s Irish 
Symphony, Mackenzie's Rhapsodies and the like, with a 
perfection of finesse befitting such colossal compositions, 
while everything has been done to create for this chain 
of Festivals component parts of all-round excellence.

For the three days’ Festivals to be held in Montreal, 
April 22, 23, 24, which include three evening and one 
afternoon performances, you are asked to subscribe in the 
sum of ten dollars ($10), which will entitle each sub­
scriber to Two seats for each of the four performances. 
For artistic results the Festivals will be held in the Windsor 
Hall, which must be filled to its capacity on each 
occasion to barely meet the current cost. This is a musical 
educational work, not a speculative undertaking. The 
press, both here and in London, England, speak of it as a 
good work, on behalf of which I honestly can and do ask 
your liberal, kind and hearty support.

Ces différentes 
sociétés chorales représentent un effectif de trois à quatre 
mille chanteurs canadiens, chaque chœur étant préparé par 
un assistant-conducteur local, appuyé par un comité et un 
secrétaire de la localité.

entier est intéressé clans cet effort d'ensemble pour le déve­
loppement de l'éducation musicale, de l'Atlantique au 
Pacifique, et ce mouvement a semblé digne du cordial appui 
de Son Excellence le Gouverneur-Général, Président des 
Festivals, et de Sir Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, le 
distingué compositeur anglais, Principal de l’Académie 
Royale de musique, de Londres, qui a bienveillamment 
consenti à venir diriger personnellement ces forces musicales 
d'une extrémité à l’autre du Canada.

Les œuvres qui seront exécutées cette année—œuvres 
chorales et instrumentales—sont de compositeurs anglais et 
la plupart ont été exécutées aux Festivals qui ont lieu 
régulièrement en Angleterre. L'Orchestre symphonique 
de Montréal prendra part aux Festivals donnés à la Nou­
velle-Ecosse et au Nouveau-Brunswick : l’Orchestre sym­
phonique de Chicago fera partie intégrante des Festivals 
dans les provinces de Québec et Ontario ; l’Orchestre de 
Minneapolis appuiera les Festivals au Manitoba, et un 
orchestre de Seattle et Portland (Orégon), prendra part aux 
Festivals dans la Colombie Anglaise.

L’organisation de ce Premier Cycle de Festivals a 
nécessité deux années d’un travail énergique et incessant. 
Il arrive assez fréquemment qu’un Festival unique se solde 
par un pénible déficit ; un ensemble de Festivals permettra 
peut-être d’équilibrer les dépenses et les revenus. Si le 
résultat est satisfaisant, alors, chaque année nous amènera 
au pays un compositeur et conducteur éminent qui nous 
fournira l'occasion d’un échange d’idées dont l’art musical 
au Canada profitera largement, et l’éducation artistique 
prendra un essor qui nous permettra de compter parmi 
les nations arrivées à un haut degré de développement 
intellectuel.

Afin de donner au public en général une idée de 
l'importance d’une pareille organisation, il n’est peut-être 
pas inutile de mentionner ici quelques détails pratiques. 
Et d'abord, le coût seul de la musique chorale utilisée pour 
les Festivals à Montréal et à Toronto s’élève à plus de 
quinze cents piastres ($1,500.00. ) Si l’on veut bien ajouter
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à cette somme la dépense nécessaire pour les parties instru­
mentales d’accompagnement d'orchestre, et les pièces 
d'orchestre, symphonies, rapsodies, pièces caractéristiques 
et autres, on se rendra facilement compte que, de ce chef 
seul, on atteint facilement une dépense inévitable de quatre 
à cinq mille piastres ($4,000 à $5,000.00.)

Les services d’artistes d’une grande valeur ont été 
retenus pour ces Festivals ; ils viendront d'Europe pour ces 
solennités musicales. L’Orchestre Symphonique de Chicago 
est composé d'instrumentistes distingués,capables d’exécuter 
avec une finesse et un brio rares les œuvres les plus difficiles 
comme la “Symphonie Irlandaise’’ de Stanford, les rapsodies 
de Mackenzie et autres œuvres colossales insérées aux 
programmes. Tous les détails de l’organisation musicale 
ont été préparés avec le plus grand soin afin que ces Festivals 
soient absolument remarquables par leur excellence et 
méritent l’attention et l’appui du public.

Le Festival de Québec, le 25 avril prochain, comprendra 
deux séances, l’une l’après-midi, à heures, l’autre, à 
huit heures du soir. Il aura lieu à la Salle d’Exercices 
militaires généreusement accordée à cette fin par les Autorités 
fédérales.

Les prix d’admission, pour le soir, seront de 50c, 75c, 
$1.00 et $1.50, selon l’endroit choisi par l’auditeur. Pour 
l'après-midi, les prix seront de 50c et 75c pour les adultes. 
Un prix spécial sera déterminé pour les enfants des écoles 
qui assisteront par groupes à la séance du jour.

Ces Festivals sont organisés dans un but spécial d’édu­
cation musicale pour tous les citoyens du Canada, et non 
dans un but de spéculation. Il faudrait un grand fonds de 
naïveté et d’inexpérience pour tenter une aussi gigantesque 
organisation dans un but de lucre. La presse canadienne 
et celle d’Angleterre ont chaudement recommandé cette 
tentative qui, dans mon opinion, mérite l’appui généreux 
et sympathique du public canadien.

Ontario ; Montreal, (Jtiebev ; St. John and Moncton, New 
Brunswick ; Halifax, Nova Scotia ; is the realization of a 
work commenced at Victoria during April, 1901, and com­
pleted at Halifax, December, 1902, for ' Greater Music ” 
throughout the Dominion With the exception of the 
Toronto Festival Chorus, the Ottawa Choral Society, the 
Montreal Oratorio Society, and the Orpheus Society ot 
Halifax—factors in the scheme the Festival Choruses now 
engaged in preparing the works for the spring “ Cycle of 
Musical Festivals of the Dominion of Canada ” in each 
of the several cities mentioned represent newly-formed 
Choruses ; the Toronto Festival Chorus is augmented by 
a second Festival Chorus . the Festival Chorus in Mont­
real is augmented bv the Oratorio Society. The entire 
forces aggregate between three and four thousand Canadian 
vocalists, each Chorus rehearsed by an appointed local 
associate-conductor and each supported by an organized 
committee aided by an honorary secretary. The whole at

the musical profession throughout the Dominion are en 
gaged in this, the first general combined effort for “ musical 
advancement " from ocean to ocean, which is considered a 
work worthy of the hearty support of His Excellency the 
Governor General, President of the Festivals, and of Sit 
Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, the distinguished British 
composer and Principal of the London Koval Academy ot 
Music, who has consented to personally conduct these 
choral forces throughout our land.

The works to be given, both choral and orehes 
Irai, this year, are British compositions, most of which 
have been composed for, and all of which have been 
performed at, the British Musical Festivals. The Mont­
real Symphony Orchestra will assist at the Festivals in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra of fifty musicians will fulfill a like duty at 
the Festivals throughout Ontario and Quebec ; an orehes 
tra from Minneapolis will perform at the Festivals in 
Manitoba ; an orchestra from Seattle, and Portland, Oregon 
will perform at the Festivals iu British Columbia.

The organizing of this cycle has taken two years in 
accomplishment ; where an isolated Festival has failed to 
clear itself, it is thought a series of them will pay foi 
themselves. This Cycle of Festivals must prove self 
supporting to become permanent. If they are successful, 
then each succeeding year will bring a great conductor 
and composer amongst us to stimulate and educate the 
musical amateurs to " greater music," and afford the 
musical profession the needed opportunity of exchanging 
musical thought with the foremost musicians of the 
times, all of which will conduce musically to our coun 
try’s well-being and fit us as a nation capable of holding 
place second to none as a musical community.

HE ORGANIZATION of Choral bodies 
of voices in the cities of Victoria, Van­
couver and New Westminster, British 
Columbia -f Brandon and Winnipeg, 
Manitoba ; London, Woodstock, Hamil­
ton, Brantford, Toronto and Ottawa, 

Ontario ; Montreal, Quebec ; St. John and Moncton, New 
Brunswick ; Halifax, Nova Scotia ; is the realization of a 
work commenced at Victoria during April, 1901, and com­
pleted at Halifax, December, 1902, for “ Greater Music” 
throughout the Dominion. With the exception of the 
Toronto Festival Chorus, the Ottawa Choral Society, the 
Montreal Oratorio Society, and the Orpheus Society of 
Halifax—factors in the scheme—the Festival Choruses now 
engaged in preparing the works for the spring "Cycle of 
Musical Festivals of the Dominion of Canada ” in each 
of the several cities mentioned, represent newly-formed 
Choruses ; the Toronto Festival Chorus is augmented by 
a second Festival Chorus ; the Festival Chorus in Mont­
real is augmented by the Oratorio Society. The entire 
forces aggregate between three and four thousand Canadian 
vocalists, each Chorus rehearsed by an appointed local 
associate-conductor and each supported by an organized 
committee aided by an honorary secretary. The whole of

the musical profession throughout the Dominion are en­
gaged in this, the first general combined effort for “ musical 
advancement ” from ocean to ocean, which is considered a 
work worthy of the hearty support of His Excellency the 
Governor-General, President of the Festivals, and of Sir 
Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, the distinguished British 
composer and Principal of the London Royal Academy of 
Music, who has consented to personally conduct these 
choral forces throughout our land.

The works to lie given, both choral and orches­
tral, this year, are British compositions, most of which 
have been composed for, and all of which have been 
performed at, the British Musical Festivals. The Mont­
real Symphony Orchestra will assist at the Festivals in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra of fifty musicians will fulfill a like duty at 
the Festivals throughout Ontario and Quebec ; an orches­
tra from Minneapolis will perform at the Festivals in 
Manitoba ; an orchestra from Seattle, and Portland, Oregon, 
will perform at the Festivals in British Columbia.

The organizing of this cycle has taken two years in 
accomplishment ; where an isolated Festival has failed to 
clear itself, it is thought a series of them will pay for 
themselves. This Cycle of Festivals must prove self- 
supporting to liecotne permanent. If they are successful, 
then each succeeding year will bring a great conductor 
and composer amongst us to stimulate and educate the 
musical amateurs to “ greater music,” and afford the 
musical profession the needed opportunity of exchanging 
musical thought with the foremost musicians of the 
times, ail of which will conduce musically to our coun­
try's well being and fit us as a nation capable of holding 
place second to none as a musical community.

HE ORGANIZATION of Choral bodies 
of voices in the cities of Victoria, Van­
couver and New Westminster, British 
Columbia ; Brandon and Winnipeg, 
Manitoba ; London, Woodstock, Hamil­
ton, Brantford, Toronto and Ottawa,

Ontario ; Montreal, Quebec ; St. John and Moncton, New 
Brunswick ; Halifax, Nova Scotia ; is the realization of a 
work commenced at Victoria during April, 1901, and com­
pleted at Halifax, December, 1902, for “Greater Music" 
throughout the Dominion. With the exception of the 
Toronto Festival Chorus, the Ottawa Choral Society, the 
Montreal Oratorio Society, and the Orpheus Society of 
Halifax—factors in the scheme—the Festival Choruses now 
engaged in preparing the works for the spring “Cycle of 
Musical Festivals of the Dominion of Canada " in each 
of the several cities mentioned, represent newly-formed 
Choruses ; the Toronto Festival Chorus is augmented by 
a second Festival Chorus ; the Festival Chorus in Mont­
real is augmented by the Oratorio Society. The entire 
forces aggregate between three and four thousand Canadian 
vocalists, each Chorus rehearsed by an appointed local 
associate-conductor and each supported by an organized 
committee aided by an honorary secretary. The whole of

the musical profession throughout the Dominion are en­
gaged in this, the first general combined effort for “ musical 
advancement " from ocean to ocean, which is considered a 
work worthy of the hearty support of His Excellency the 
Governor General, President of the Festivals, and of Sir 
Alexander Campbell Mackenzie, the distinguished British 
composer and Principal of the London Royal Academy of 
Music, who has consented to personally conduct these 
choral forces throughout our land.

The works to be given, t>oth choral and orches­
tral, this year, are British compositions, most of which 
have been composed for, and all of which have been 
performed at, the British Musical Festivals. The Mont­
real Symphony Orchestra will assist at the Festivals in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra of fifty musicians will fulfill a like duty at 
the Festivals throughout Ontario and Quebec ; an orches­
tra from Minneapolis will perform at the Festivals in 
Manitoba ; an orchestra from Seattle, and Portland, Oregon, 
will perform at the Festivals in British Columbia.

The organizing of this cycle has taken two years in 
accomplishment ; where an isolated Festival has failed to 
clear itself, it is thought a series of them will pay for 
themselves. This Cycle of Festivals must prove self- 
supporting to liecome permanent. If they are successful, 
then each succeeding year will bring a great conductor 
and composer amongst us to stimulate and educate the 
musical amateurs to " greater music,” and afford the 
musical profession the needed opportunity of exchanging 
musical thought with the foremost musicians of the 
times, all of which will conduce musically to our coun­
try’s well-being and fit us as a nation capable of holding 
place second to none as a musical community.
