Prof. Adam Shortt Takes
Sulphurous View of Exist-
ing System, But' Dr. An-
drew McPhail  Thinks
Greater Evils Would Arise
Thru Its Abolition.

OTTAWA, Sept. 4—(Can. Pres.)—

of Sagan and run by human profes-

Prof,
Adam Shortt, Ottawa. chairman of the
eivil service corgnission, was the
speaker who to®: the su'phurous
view of party po.itics Airst referred to,
while 1t was Dr. Andrew McPhail of
Montreal who supplied the silver 1in-
ing for Prof. Shortt's  ,brim-
stons  clouds by . opening up
the prospects of still greater
evils which might follow the abolition
of such a system. Dr. McPhall, in fact,
took a careful view of the whole poli-
tical situation, holding that in all polf-
tical systems it is human nature that
counts; that the essence of democracy
s in finding the right man, an axiom
proved by the fact that the British con-
stitution is {llogical and anomalous,
whereas that of Mexico Is described as
being the most perfect in the world,
Dr. McPhail took an even cheerful
view of the political “boss,” mtimating
that politics had become so compli-
cated dn these days as to need a strong
mind to understand, ’
Mr, Borden’s Address.

R. L. Borden, who dellvered a brief but
pithy address, in, whieh he emphasized
the need of such an organization as the
Canadian Political nce Assoclation
in a country llke Canada, where the

Prof. Shortt's address dealt with the
aims and objects of the new assoclation,

Prof. Shortt in his address éited prece-
dents for the establishment of such an
organization as the Canadian Political
Sclence Assocldation, which must alm to
introduce the most effective and pro-
gressive ideals as to political and social
welfare, He took a fling at the sociallstic
propaganda at the outset, and then said,
speaking of the party system:

He it was who
invented and jntroduced the party sys-
tem, becoming the first leader of the
opposition and casting sarcastic doubt
upon the wisdom with which the hier-
archy of government was constructed.

WHEN BULT FIFTY YEARS AGO

Williem ‘Langford, ‘Whe 't

During Rebuilding Opera-
tions, Gave Opinion at In-
quest That Collapse of Cen-
tral Wall Was Primarily to
Blame — Precautions Tak-
"en, Says Manager.

PETERBORO, Sept, 4.—(Special),—
Hvidence brought forward in the
council chamber, tonight at the re-
sumption of Coroner Greer's Inquest
following the collapse of the J. C.
Turnbull departmental store on August
26, in which five lives were lost, tend-
ed to show that the disaster was the
outcome of faulty construction Jwork
when the original structure was erect-
ed about 50 years ago, William Lang-
ford, who inspected the building while
alterations were in progress as a re-
presentative of the Trusts and Loan
Company, the owners, satd it appeared
to him that the central wall had not
been carefully built and that the de-
fect undoubtedly led to the collapse,
Other statements of a confirmatory
character were given and the investi-
gation adjourned until Sept. 186.

J. C. Wright, manager of the Turn-
bull store, gave a review of the events
leading up to the rebullding opera-
tions.

Approved by Inspector.

“Last fall” he said, “we decided to
make some alterations in the bulld-
ing. Before doing so I interviewed Mr:
Morrow of th: Trusts and T.oan and
also submitted plans of alterations.
Mr, Morrow recommended Mr. Belcher
as a competent architect. Willlam
Langford inspected the building and
thought there was too much iron in it
The plans were to take the wall out
between the Barric store and Turnbull
store and clso put two arches between
the stores on the second storey, The
front was also to be renovated.

“After Mr. Langford’s report the
company gave permission to go on
with the work. I think I employed
Mr. Belcher 1o act for me. W. J.
Johinston was the confractor. Mr.
Johnaston war to send in his bill when
the wonrk was completed, Everything
went well until the morning of the
28th, when the Luflding collapsed,

Beams Were Ample.

william Langford, who inspecoted the
building while the alterations were in
operation on behalf of the Trusts and
Loan, sald that the beams were ample
to carry the weight, The longest open-
ing was 19 feet without a support. The
beams rested on an 18-inch wall be-
tween the two stores,

“The wall was about 50 years old.
The centre of the wall didn't appear
to be carefully built in the first place,
There is no dpubt but that the wall
gave way and |caused collapse. When
the centre walll gave way it caused the
outer wall to Bulge and the floors fell
forward.

A Different View.
Dr. McPhall said that his view of the
political scientist was guite different from
the point of view of the politician. The
scientist aimed at exactness; the politi-
clan, on the other hand, was quite well
aware that a thing ‘which has grown up
is better than a thing which is made, and
that a stupid arrangement which men
understand i{s better than a clever one
which they do not understand. The Eng-
lish constitution wae illogical and anom-
alous, and yet it operated with much
better, effect than the constitution of
Mexico, which the pedant would describe
as the most admirable in the world.

Worse Eviis,

In the event of abolition of party gov-
ernment, Dr. McPhail pointed to new
evils which might arise, which would be
much worse -than those which any sye-
tem was devised to prevent, Degrada-
tion of particular assembllies loomed large
in the conversation of those who could
not gain admittance to them, To those
who declared parliaments were not what
they used to be, the answer was: They
never were. By an elaborate series of
{llustrations Dr. McPhail endeavered to
establish the truth, that there was no
short-cut to political perfection. The es-
gence of successful democracy was to find
the right men, but unfortunately this was
not always ssible. In conclusion, Dr.
McPhall sald people should remember
their representgtives were always doing
the best they could amid the thousands
of difficulties with which they found
themselves confronted. y
The sessions of the new organization,
which includes among its members the
leading parliamentarians of the day, will
continue tomorrow and Saturday.

« FOR PRIVATE INSIDE SERVICE

The *Presto-Phone’” That Will
Interest. Managers of. Fac-
tories, Warehouses or Large
Institution Forms Interest-
ing Exhibit.

There are some excellent telephone
exhibits to be seen at the National
Exhibition this year, and the con-
stant study that !s being given to the
improvement of the art and the pro-
gress that is being made as represent-
ed in new equipment is amply de-
monstrated.

Additional banks of
switches, and additional telephones
may be added to the system from time
to time. The telephones are also very
compact and of excellent appearance
They are furnished with a dial on the
front where any telephone up to 100
may be called by pushing a button,
There is also a button for a general
alarm, whereby a signal may be sent
out over all the telephones in a build-
ing for any particular person who is
wanted. By arranging a special ring-
ing signal (for instance, one long
continued ring) this general call can
be used for a fire alarm, sending an
alarm thruout an entire building in a
second’s time. Altogether, this auto-
matic telephone system is sure to be
very favorably recelved wherever pri-
vate telephone systems are required.
The system is manufactured in the
company's factory on Duncan street,
and full particulare and practical de-
monstration can always be furnished
to any interested parties at the fac-
tory.

-~ WILL STAND PAT

No Resolution to Ask for Do~
minion Plebiscite—Commit-
tee of M. P.’s to Be Revived.

As indicated 1n The World yesterday
the Dominon Counofl of the Alllance
decided not to inaugurate any extreme
extreme tactics for placing Canada un-
der. prohibition

The reports that the alliance would
promote another Dominion plebiscite

were given a quietus by such a sug-
gestion not bein even being mentioned
in any of the resolutions or requests.

On the recommendation of the com-
mittee on legislation the following de-
claration was adopted:

“That in the face of the conditions
confronting our Dominion, created by
the tremendous tide of Immigration
pouring in amongst us from the coun-
tries where the liquor t is not so
effectually curbed as here, and realiz-
ing that the importance of cultivating
the highest form of soolety, if we are
to bulld a great democracy, we deem it_
all-important that every effort should
be made to secure at the earliest pos-
sible date the enactment of a Domin-
fon prohibtion law of the amplest
character.”

The most advanced action taken was
the reference to the executive of a
suggestion that the Dominion Paria-
ment t session be asked to paess a
resolution in favor of prohibition. It
is improbable that this action willibe

An Ottawa Advisary Board.

The executive was authorized to en-
deavor to reorganize an advisory com-
mittee at Ottawa of members of par-
liament favorable to prohibition. This
would be a revival of method followed
@ number of years ago, but which
lapsed "when prohibition activity was
transferred to provincial spheres.

The executive was asked to promuobs
the election of candidates pledged to
temperance legislation.

Some Answers.

Sponge. No, 1 would mnot advise
vou to 1ift. your irises and divide them
at this time of the season. I think
it is a little too late. If, however.
you have already made the division.
while waiting for an answer to your
request (which we. could not possibly
reach before) then, we would simply
advise an abundance of water. Do
not forget that originally irises are
water plants, You can never give
them too much water, The more
water given to the roots, the larger
and richer and softer will be the
bloom and coloring.

If, however, you have not moved the
roots. wait ~until early next spring.
Then, as soon as the frost is out of
the ground you may lift the roots,
and make the division into as small
roots as you desire.

Decaying Hollyhocks, Yes, indeed.
you are not by any means the only
one who has the same trouble to com-~
plain of. Since lower leaves aré al-
ready withered, vellowed, and curled
up, nothing can be done to bring back
their first healthy look. They will
continue to fade until they drop off—
unless you clip off aill the faded leaves
now.

You should have used a spray of
bordeaux mixture, early in the sum-
mer.

BREAKING THE ASSESSMENT
LAW,

It 'is about time that the government
took another squint at the assessors
in the province. The circular that
was issued lag! year does not seem to
have had any effect whatever. It has
certainly had none in Toronto. Ex-
amples constantly occur of the discre-
pancies between the assessed value
and the gelling value of property.
Yesterday there was announced the
sale of a plece of property for $200,-
000 on whicl: the assessment was
$103,259. The sssessor takes an oath
to assess property at {ts full value.
Two other sales reported last night
were of properties, one for $25,000,
assessed at $17,760, and one for $76,-
(00, assessed £17.776. Any common
garden real estate dealer could guess
battef than the assessor has done.

Let us suggest it to Sir James Whit-
ney from a new- point of view. The
province is in need of revenue All
revasue raising efforts must be
founded on correct assessments,
The provinclal government can-
not continue to ignore the
dereliction of the assessors In re-
fusing to obey the law. Much more
depends on this than appears at first
sight. The ineqguity of the assessment
begets discontent among the less
wealthy classcs who come under a
higher tax rate owing to the enor-
mous exemptions of their richer
brethren. And it i{s absurd to expect
correct returns on income from the
wealthy when the assessors set the

example of breaking the law in deal-
ing with real cstate. The millionaire
stock and bond holder may very well
argue that if the assessor fhrows
forty or fifty per cent. off the real
property of his neighbor it is quite
within the millionaire’s rights to
throw forty or fifty per cent. off his
income return.

A falr taxation systerh necessitates
a one hundred per cent. assessment.
The governmen! should insist on the
assessors keeping the law.

It has Dbeen
found that when the bony plates are
removed, the patterns remain on the
gkin, just as the paterns of alliga-
tor scales remain on alligator leather,
a circumstance that adds greatly to
the value of the product. From the
sturgeon that abounds on the Pa-
cific coast and in the Great Lakes.
we get a tough leather that is used
for the making of laces to join
leather belting for machinery., It s
said that the lacing frequently out-
Ve beiting itself.

There in found in Turkish waters
a strikingly unattractive fish called
the angel-fish, «lassed among the
littoral sharks, This fish ylelds an
extremely high quality of green
leather, much esteemd In ‘the Otto-
man dominions.

In Russia certain peasant cost-
tumes are trimmed with the skins
of a foed firh, the turbot, and in
Egypt men wear sandals made from
the skins of fish caught in the Red
Sea. In the United States, too, the
cod has been used in a aimilar man-
ner, for in bygone days a good many
ghoes and gloves have been made in
Gloucester from the skin of the cod.

Eelskin is used for many purposes,
among them the manufacture of
leather binding for books, and for
braiding into whips.

The garfish has a skin that can
be polished till it resembles ivory.

VETERANS AGAIN

HELD A REUNION

More Than a Hundred on
Hand at the Exhibi-

tion.

MANY ADDRESSES MADE

General Otter Now Wears No
Uniform and is a
Veteran.

One hundred and twenty Canadian
miilitia veterans took possession of the
sward south of the. transpertation
building yesterday for the purpose of
reunion. Tney were addressed by
Major-General Sir William Otter,
Colonel Grasett, Colonel Ryerson, Col-
onel Grey, and Mayor Hocken. Mayor
Lavallee of Montreal was present, but
did not speak.

Sir John QGibson was expected to
head the list of speakers, but he ar-
rived too late to perform this function,
and just in time to have his picture
taken with the veterans. Captain
Fahey, president of the C.M.V.A,, con~
ducted the meeting.

“It is wonderful how these old fel-
lows of '66 hang on,” said Col. Ryer-
son, who was introduced as one who
had done conspicuous service with the
Canadign contingent in South Africa.
“The conly explanation 1 can find of
their vigor is that they must have
been well pickled in thelr youth:. Un-
doubtedly they showed plenty of !
gpirit "in those days.

Whole Theory of Present
Methods of Punishment
s Wrong. :

A CODE OF VENGEAN

American Institute of Criminal
Law Makes a Close Study

of Conditions.

MONTREAL: Scpt. 4—(Special,)-—
The whole thecry of present methods
of punirhment of criminals is wrong.
This, it can be auchoritatively said, is
the attifude of the American Institute
of Criminal Law and Criminology.
now holding its gessions in connection
with the annual meeting of the Ameri-
can Bar Assccistion., The members
of the institute regard present puni-
tive law as simply a c¢ode of ven-
geance. a barbarous relic of ancient
fimes, when an eyc was demanded for
an eye, a tooth for a tooth, The in~
stitute would reverse this process,
which it tclds to be cruel and inef-
fective, and suppiant it by a system
of legislation treating the offender as
a human being ana not as an outcast.
instead of coutinuing old and brutal
laws, derived from bygone ages, the
Institute of Criminal Law and Crim-
inology aims to substitte laws under
whicli covrective Influences will sur-
round the prisvner and fit him properly
for re-entrance into society.

It is for thLe purpose of achieving
thesg results that the institute is or-
ganized. 1. is not a body that meets
once s year, partakes of a hanquet,
hears high-fiown speeches and then
ostentatiously disperses to go thru the
same routine the next year. The
American Institute of Criminal Law
u’nd Criminology is practically in con-
tinuous session the yefir round. Its
members ar- ccustantly engaged in
studying every aspect of criminology,
receiving and publishing reports.
statistics and articles, and seeking to’
find sut just what measyres will best
promote the resuils it aims to bring
about. it ig also not a body merely for
the ecducation of its own members.
Its larger purpose is to disseminate
the facts that it gathers, so as to exer-
cise an cducustive effect upon public
opinio.,

Some of the ablest recent books on
criminology by European writers,
such as Prof. Earico Ferr! and others,
have heen translated and published
under its auspices.

Probation and Parole.

More recently probation and parole
system hus been extendéd to adult
prisoners, and this-has now been sup-
plemented by, the system of putting
prisoners on their honor. In the state
prison 4t Canon City, Colorado, the
warden has put_jarge numbers of thc
men on their houor while using them
building roads. No armed guards
stand ominously over them and no
coercive or intimidative measures are
uscd. ‘Tese priavners built the greal
gky line darive along the grand canon
on the Arkensaw River. This is the
most wonderful scenic road in the
world. Not a man made trouble, nor
was there 2 single escape, nor an at-
tempt to escape, In Colorado prison-
ers are also used on the same honor
system to cultivate large farms for
the state. The honor system has been
s0 successful that Iowa and some other
states have adop‘ed it.

The State of Massachusetts has now
udopted the honor system in dealing
w.tli chronfe drunks. The American
Institute of Criminal Law and Crimin-
ology has gathered an immense
amount of data concerning the-liquor
question, Its attitude is, after a care-
ful weighing of the facts. that prohibi-
tion, £o far as the cities are concerned,
is impracticable and futile and can
never be enforced, In all communities,
both urban and rural, where the ma-
jority dc¢ not actually practice prohi-
bition, the institute has found that
under prohibition liquor drinking and
selling are driven to the home, and
that hard Intoxicating liquor super-
gedes the use of mijld stimulants.
Maine. for instance, has been under
prohibition for more than half a cen-
tury, yet the annual number of com-
mitments for drunkenness and for
crimes due to driuk is enormous. This,
statistics show, is true both as to cities
and country districts. In the case of
sumptuary liguor laws ,the institute
believes that

them there is not the secret selling of
hard intoxicanty, the lawlessness, per-
jury, hypoerisy’and general demorali-

DRAIN ONBANKS
CAUSES ANXIETY

Saturday’s _Statement May
Show Surplus Reserves Re-
placed by Deficit.

STOCKS FAIRLY STEADY

Trend Downward, But Trad-
ing Was Light and Net
Change Small.

NEW YORK, Sept. 4—While no recov-
ery was made today from the week's
decline in stocks, the market was stead-
fer. The various influences which com-
bined to depress quotations appeared to
have worked themselves out, and there
wag nothing in the day’s news 1o aiter
the speculafive position. Sentiment re-
malined bearish, but there were practical
considerations which militated agalnst
further active operations for the deciine,

The ease with which some stocks de-
elined on sporadic selling, on the other
hand, tended to restrict operations for
the i’oug aceount. The result was that
speculation was near a deadlock, and the
vosume of business was small. The main
movement was downward, altho it did not
exceed fractional limits in most cases, Of
the standard issues, Union Pacific and
Reading, against which most pressure
was directed, were heavlest,

Money Tightens Up,

There were other factors than the
technical position of the market that
tended to carry the decline further. There
was a firmer {endency in the money
market, and toward tne close of the day
call funds ran up to 41 per cent.. the
highest rate for months. Money market
changes refiect the continued demands of
the interfor for funds for cfop Moving
purposes. These calls on New York
banks, together with the financing inci-
dent to the Southern Pacific subscriptions
have made heavy encroachments upon re-
serves, The surplus reported last week
was only $5,080,000, and bankers were
discussing today the possibility that this
week’s statement would’ disclose a deficit,

Continued drought in the corn belt, and
rain in some cotton and wheat states
were reported in the crop news, which
has again become a factor of first im-
portance in the stock market on account
of the unexpectedly poor showing made
by corn and cotton during the last fort-
night., Copper metal scored a further ad-
vance to 1635c. Copper stocks were rela-
tively firm, New Haven made a partial
recovery from its recent slump on short
covering.

Bonds were irregular.

TWIN CITY PROSPECTS

APPEAR VERY BRIGHT

In referring to Twin City prospects, A.
E. Ames and Co. in their monthly cir-
ocular point out that the gross for the
first seven months of 1913 was 35,004,081,
an increase of $362,782 over 1912, and the
net $2,448,273, an Increase of $210,862,
while the surplus was $1419,553, an in-
crease of $180,606. Assuming the same
rate of galn from now on, the gross for
the whole year should be $8,850,908, an
