, ^ We are hearing nowadays two ob­
jections to parliament dealing in earn­
est with'the railway situation general­
ly, and with the capitalisation and the 
freight rates of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway Company, In .particular. These 
objections contradict one another, yet 
are used simultaneously and inter- 

! changeably by those who are averse to 
seeing any forward action by the gov­
ernment When lt Is pointed out that 
the Canadian Pacific Railway has as­
sets aggregating one billion dollars, 
lean easily pay dividende equivalent to 
SO per cent, and has each recurring 
year a larger surplus, the reply Is made 
that there is no connection between 
capitalization and rates; that rate* 
should depend, and can only be based, 
upon the value of the service. When, 
however, It is demonstrated that the 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company Is 
charging rates In Western' Canada be­
yond the value of the service furnish­
ed', we are told that the rates of this 
company cannot be reduced to a proper 
level, because Aich reduction» would 
react unfavorably upon Its less wealthy 
competitors, the Canadian Northern 
and the Gran^Trunk Pacific. In other 
words, the financial condition of a com­
pany can never be considered as an ar­
gument for reducing rates, but only as 
an argument for Increasing them.

In the case of a railway constructed 
land equipped entirely by private means 
and private credit,the power of the 
government. to regulate rates extends 
only to seeing that the rates are rea­
sonable and that all the patrons of the 
company are protected from extortion 
and discrimination. If on such a com­
pany’s rlgjht of way, gold and diamond 
mines were discovered and developed, 
the basis for fixing its rates would 
none the less be the value of the Service 
rendered. But where the government, 
directly or Indirectly, furnishes prac­
tically, all the capital, and takes all the 

t n»k of the enterprise, the public have 
a right to demand a share In the pro­
fits of the company In the way of bet­
ter and cheaper’ service. : i
