NfcW YORK, Aug. 18.^6enator Aid- 
rich, father-in-law of John D. Rock­
efeller, Jr., one of the authors ' of the 
new tariff law, the most dominant and 
forceful legislator In congress. Is the 
Instigator of a monetary System for 
the United States, which, if passed into 
legislation, will be the most revolution- 
a. y of Its kind In all commercial his­
tory.

Senator Aldrich plans to have a cen­
tral bank. It may not be called a bank. 
Possibly It will be classified as a "Na­
tional Clearing House.” In any event 
national banks are to cease the Issu­
ance, of banking notes. Instead of the 
ordinary bill used in the demands of 
the financial world will come green­
back currency printed by some central 
banking power.

"The reason for the drop in flour,” 
said J. F. MacLaren, manager of the 
Ogilvie'Milling Co., "is no doubt the 
assured large wheat crop in the west."

Asl^ed when his company made the 
reduction, he sai<j:

"We reduced thé price last week from 
$6.20 to $5.80 for the best grade, aqd 
$5.70 to $5.30" for second grade flour."

In view of the recent rise in. price of 
bread, Mr. MacLaren was asked if thé 
change in price would make any differ­
ence to the bakers.

"I can hardly say as to that," he 
said. "I have been talking to a num­
ber of bakers and they don't seem to 
know whether the reduction would be 
sufficient to warrant a drop yet in the 
price of bread.”

He did not think the market had any­
thing to do with the price of flour, as 
wheat was still quoted at a big figure.

Others Pull Down Price.
The other large milling firms, Includ­

ing the Lake of the Woods Milling Co., 
one of the largest In Canada, and the 
Western Canada Flour Milling Co., 
announce a similar reduction. *

Some of the millers were rather reti­
cent as to the reason tor the reduction.

"All we can say," é’ald one of the 
large dealers, "Is that the wheat mar­
ket doesn’t Justify us in coming down, 
but we must follow the rest If we want 
to do business."

Bakers Not Ready Yet.
Regarding reduction in the price )f 

bread, the bakers do not thin kthe 
present fall of flour , warrants any 
chance in price or Increase In the 
weight of the loaf.

“It costs us more," said a represen­
tative of the Bredin Bread Co., "to 
make a pound loaf than It did to make 
a 20-ounce loaf g year ago, owing to 
the big jump flgur took a year ago. 
Flour has got to come down farther 
yet to give us a chance. For some 
time we kept down the price of bread 
because we had a large supply of 
Stockland gave the public that benefit, 
but we can't very welj give a reduc­
tion the moment floiir gets a little 
cheaper.
