il tainted sections.

Many persons have heroically volunteered
their services as nurses. A number of far-
mers have fitted up temporary hospitals for
the accommodation of patients. A ward of
the Mary Johnson Memorial Hospital is be-
ing prepared for the reception of cholera
victims. The Roman Catholic authorities have
pfiered the use of a large convent within the
walled city for the same purpose.

STANDARD OIL CO.
WAS NOT TO BLAME

New York, N. Y., Sept. 23.—Testimony
in justification of the business, methods
of the Standard Oil Company of Ohio,
was given by Vice-President Squires of
the Standard Oil Company of Ohio, in the
hearing of the government's suit charging
violation of the Sherman Anti-Trust Law.
According to the testimony of Mr. Squir-
es, the Standard Oil Company of Ohio
had never inaugurated cuts in oil prices.
It had been the pioneer oil distributing
company in Ohio, he said, and not until
the rival companies invaded the field and
attempted to undersell the Standard, had
the Standard retaliated by meeting the
cuts. The charge that the Cleveland Oil
Distributing Company, a subsidiary of the
Standard, had driven out of business by
unfair means some two hundred indepen-
dent pedlars, was, he declared, entirely
unfounded. The advent of natural gas at
30 cents per thousand feet had been the
instrument at work, not the Standard; the
Standard itself had suffered considerable
loss by the introduction of natural gas,
he added.

The grarnd opera season the first St.
John has had in years—opened auspicious-
ly at the Opera House last evening when
George S. Starling’s Boston Opera Sing-
ars gave a superb production of Verdi's
celebrated “Il Trovatore” to a fashiopable
and very appreciative audience.

That Mr. Starling has brought to St.
John the most remarkable musical aggre-
gation that his visited this city for many
years there is little room for doubt and
the performance, as such was, to quote a
very well known local critic, “‘the greatest
since the days of the old academy.”

From the social view point the event
is one that will live long in the memories
of the local “smart set.” Society was well
represented and the auditorium presented
a brilliant picture with the artistic crea-
tions of dame fashion’s latest designs.

The theatre never looked more attrac-
tive than it did last evening and the man-
agement cannot be accorded too much cre-
dit for the successful manner in which
the arrangements were carried out. !

The main' stairway was nicely carpeted
and ornamented with tall graceful palms
and potted plants which also adorne the
lobby and were effectively displayed about
the box office. : !

«I] Trovatore,” an opera in four acts,
words by Cammarano, was first produced
in Rome, on January, 19, 1853, with Mme.
Penco, Mme. Goggi, MM. Baucardo, Guic-
coiardi,’ and. Balderi in the jcast. In 1857
it was brought out in Paris as “Le Trou-
vere,” with Mario as the Count, Mme.
¥rezzolini as Leonora, and Mme. Borghi-
Mamo as Azucena; and in London in 1856
in English as "Tﬁe Gypsy’s Vengeance.”
It was first produced in New York with
Signora Steffernone, Signorina Vestvali,
Signori Brignoli, and Amodio in the cast,
on May 2, 1855. It wase produced in _Rome
in the same year with “La Traviata,”
but unlike the latter, it was greeted at
once with an enthusiastic welcome. It l:xas
held the stage ever since and shares with
“Martha” and “Faust” a high place in
popular admimtion!‘

The opera opens with a midnight scene
at the palace of Aliaferia, where the old
servitor, Ferrando, relates to his assoc-
jates the story of the fate of QGarzia,
brother of the Count di Luna, in whose
service they are employed. While tin
their cradles, Garzia = was bewitched by
an old gypsy, and day by day pined away.
The gypsy was burned at the stake for
sorcery; and in revenge, Azucena, her
daughter, stole the sickly child. At the
opening of the opera his fate has not
been discovered. As the servitor closes
his narrative and he\and his companions
depart, the Count Li Luna enters and
lingers by the apartment of the Duchess
Leonora, with whom he is in love. Hear-
ing his voice, Leonora comes into the

 garden, supposing it is Manrico, the trou-

badour, whom she had crowned victor at
& recent tournament, and of whom she
had become violently enamored., As she
greets the Count, Manrico appears upon
the scene and charges her with infidelity.
Recognizing her error, she flies to Man-
rico for protection.. The Count challen-
ges him to combat, and as they prepare
to fight ehe falls to the ground insensible.

The second act introduces a gypsy camp,
where Agzucena relates to Manrico, who
has been wounded sn the duel with the
Count, the same story which Ferrando
had told his friends, with the addition
that when she saw her mother burning
she caught up the Count’s child, intend-
ing to throw it into-the flames, but by
a mistake sacrificed her own infant. As
the story concludes; a messenger arrives,
summoning Manrico' to the defence of the
castle of Castellar, and at the same time
informing him that Leonora, supposing
him dead, has gone to a convent, He
arrives at the convent in time to rescue
her before she takes her vows, and-bears
her to Castellar, which is at once be-

| sieged by the Count’s forces.

The third act opens in the camp of the
Count, where Agzucena, arrested as a spy,
is dragged in. She calls upon Manrico
for help. The mention of his rival’s name
only adde fuel to the Count’s wrath, and
he orders the gypsy to be burned in sight
of the castle. Kerrando has already re-
cognized her as the supposed murderess
of the Count’s brother, and her fifial call
to Manrico also reveals to him that she
is his mother. He makes a desperate ‘ef-
fort to rescue her, but is defeated, taken
prisoner, and thrown into a dungeon with
Azucena. Leonora vainly appeals to the
Count to spare Manrico, and at last
offers him her hand if he will save
his life. He consents, and Leonora
hastens to the prison to convey.  the
tidings, having previously taken poison,
preferring to die rather than fulfil her
hateful compact. Manrico refuses his lib-
erty, and as Leonora falls in a dying con-
dition the Count enters and orders Man-
rico to be put to death at once. He 18
dragged away to execution, but as the
Count triumphantly forces Azucena to a
window and shows her the tragic scene,
she reveals her secret, and informing the
horror-stricken Count that he has murder-
ed his own brother, falls lifeless to the
ground .

The first act opens with a bellad in
Mazurka time (“Abbietta Zingara”), in
which Ferrando relates the story of the
gypsy, leading up to a scene for Leonora,
which is treated in Verdi’s favorite style.
1t begine with an andante (‘“Tacea la
notte placida”’) a brief dialogue with her
attendant lnez intervening, and then de-
velops into an allegro (“Di tale amor”)
which i8 a brilliant bit of bravura, A
brief enatch of fascinating melody behind
the scenes (‘‘Deserto sulla terra”) intro-
duces Manrico, and the act closes with a
trio (“Di geloso amor sperazzato”), which
as an expreesion of combined grief, fear,
and _hate, is one of the most dramatic
and intense of all Verdi's finales.

The second act opens with the Anvil
Chorus in the camp of gypsies (‘‘La Zin-
garella”), the measures accented with
hammers upon the anvils. This number
is so familiar that it does not mneed fur-
ther reference. As its strains die away
in the distance, Azucena breaks out into
an aria of intense energy, with very ex-
pressive accompaniment (‘‘Stride la vam-
pa”’), in which she tells the fearful story
of the burning of her mother. A very
dramatic dialogue with Manrico ensues,
closing with a spirited aria for the tenor
(“Mal reggendo”) and duet (“Sino all
elsa.”). The scene is interrupted by the
notes of a horn, announcing the arrival
of a messenger.

The second scene is introdunced by a
flowing, broad and beautiful sustained
aria for the Count (Il balen del suo”),
and, like Leonora’s numbers in. the gar-
den scene, again develops from a slow
movement to a rapid and spirited march
tempo (“Per me ora fatale”), the act
closing with a powerful concerted effect
of quartette and chorus.

The third act is introduced with a very
free aqd animated soldier’s chorus. Azu-
cena is dragged in and sings a plaintive
lament for Manrico (“Giorni poveri”).
Two duets follow, between Azucena and
the Count, and Manrico and Leonora—
the second worked up with beautiful ef-
fect by the blending of the organ in the

convent chapel. The act closes with the
spirited aria, “Di quella pirra,” for Llan-

rico—a number which has always been
the delight of great dramatic tenors, not
alone for its fine melody, but for its op-
portunity of showing the voice and using
the exceptional high C in-the finale of
the aria. 3

The last act is replete with beautiful
melodies following each other in quick
succession. It opens with a very florid
aria for Leonora (“D' amor sull’ ali
rose”),. leading to the exquisite scene of
the miserere (“Ah, che la morte”’)—a
number which has never yet failed to
charm and arouse audiences with the
beanty and richness of its musical effect.
As the Count .enters, Leonora has anoth-
er powerful aria (‘“Mira, - di acrebe”),
which in .the next scene is followed by
the familiar duet between Azucena and
Manrico (“Si la stanchezza”), upon which
Verdi lavished his musical skill with
charming effect. = The last scene closes
with the tragedy. : \

The whole opera is liberally enriched
with melodies, and is dramatic through-
out; but the last act is the crown of wue
work, and may successfully challenge
comparison for beauty, variety and dra-
matic effect, with any other opera in the
purely Italian school.

As for the work of the company, it is
only necessary to say that St. John has
never before heard such a well-balanced
organization of high class artists portray

the best werk of an ambitious, soulful |

composer. Hence it can hardly be judged
by local standards of the present day.
‘We ‘have no precedent for it. It marks
a new epoch in St. John’s musical his-
tory.

The opera, which ranks
among Verdi’s operas, was
cently rendered and |highly appre-
ciated. Miss ‘LeBaron in the con-
tralto role, Azucena, could not have been
better cast to show the possibilities of
her wonderful voice, while by her acting,
she captivated her audience, whose ap-
preciation was amply manifested in
storms. of applause. This gifted artiste
displayed tremendous dramatic power.
Her description of the burning of her mo-
ther as a sorceress—her vivid mental pic-
tures of the awful sufferings and strug-
gles of the death at the stake and her
own anguish at the sacrifice of her child,
held the audience spellbound, while her
tone, coloring and general vocal expres-
sion® by far exceeded anything of the
kind ever heard by a St. John audi-
ence and abundantly sustained the en-
viable reputation that she enjoys in
grand opera.

As Leonora, Miss Helen Darling made
the most of her opportunities,. which
were not, however, so. numerous as those
of Miss LeBaron. Among her best num-
bers were her aria in the last act, suc-
ceeded by the refrain, “Better a thous-
and deaths to die than without thee to
live.” Her pathetic :plea for the life of
Manrico was a splendid evidence of dra-
matic talent and voecal power, while her
final solo in the prison scene of the last
act was received with storms of applause.

Signor Alberti, as the count, had a
most unsympathetic role, in . which he
was eminently successful, not only from
the dramatic standpoint, but he em-
braced . every opportunity—and there
were many—for the display of a strong
and melodious baritone voice.  Roland
Paul sang the music of Manrico with
rate expression and exquisite tome col-
oring. ; i .

The choruses—and there are seldom a
great many chances for them in grand
opera—were strong, the enunciation clear
and distinct, and the action throughout
beyond criticism.

Ferrando is a part which gives but lit-
tle chance, comparatively speaking, for
voeal display, but Mr. Boyle, who is a
basso of exceptional ability, did magni-
ficent work, which was especially nouce-
able in his narrative in the first act.

The orchestra, under the direction of
Robert E: Francini, played with a very
great deal of expression Verdi’s maghi-
ficent music and the performance as a
whole was a brilliant success.

'WILBUR WRIGHT SCORES A
GREAT TRIUMPH IN THE AIR

He Travels 61 Miles in His Aeroplane in Presence‘ of
French Officials and Thus Eclipses His Brother Orville’s

Record at Washingten.

Lo Mans, Sept. 21.—In the presence of
the officials of the Aero Club of Sarthe,
‘General Bazaine-Hayter, commander of
the Fourth Army Corps, the American
‘ambassador, Henry White, a large num-
ber of French and foreign officers and
aeroplane experts and a wildly cheering
prowd, numbering 10,000, Wilbur Wright,
the American aeronaut, this afternoon ac-
. complished a signal triumph, capturing
the world’s record from his brother, Or-
ville Wright, with a marvellously impres-
sive flight in his powerful machine of one
hour, thirty-nine minutes and fifty-one
eeconds, covering in that time an actual
distance of 98 lkilometres, or nearly gixty-
ons miles.

“Owing to the recent accident at Fort

dering cheers. Red flags were posted at
regular intervals, which permitted the
spectators to estimate the distance .of
the flight as Mr. Wright proceeded.

After rounding the upper turn Wright
swept back to where the thousands were
gathered and began describing ellipses.
Round and round he went with the regu-
larity of clock-work, the steadiness of a
railroad train. The great crowd was at
gnce delighted and amazed at the remark-
able stability shown by the aeroplane.

Wright at first manifested extraordin-
ary prudence, flying so low that he seem-
ed almost to skim the earth, but on the
thirteenth round he rose to sixty feet.
The sun was just then setting, glowing
like gold, and the aeroplane appeared like
a huge bird circling the plane. Sponta-
neous cheers greeted the picture and these
were redoubled as he successively sur-
passed his own record and then his bro-
ther’s.

In the gathering darkness the spectacle
became thrilling. The aeroplane co
no longer be seem at the farther end of
the field; it appeared and disappeared in
the gloom like a white phantom, butsthe
sound of the ceaseless churn of the pro-
pellers told the multitude, which had now
grown frantic, that Wright still was in
the air. Matches were lighted to keep
watch of the fleeting minutes and night
had fallen when at the end of the thirty
third round Wright shut off his motor
and came lightly to the ground in front
of the derrick.

There were great works in hand and {]
government wanted to be assured whe-
ther it had kept faith which people had
three times reposed in it. He was confi-
dent the verdict would be the same as
at the last three elections. There was no
cause, he said, why the people should

-| have lost confidence in him and his min-

isters. ' :

Appealing to old reformers, he remind-
ed them of representative government
won by -Baldwin and Lafontaine, of the
representation by  population won by
George Brown and of confederation, the
policy of Brown, made use of by the
COonservative party.” It was left for the
reformers of today to carry out the prin-
ciples of confederation for the protection
of minorities, and the guardianship of
the people’s rights. That was the record
of the Liberal party.

He said the Conservatives had brought
forward no great principles and could
point to no great grievances. Their one
cry was simply a cry of scandal. He was
bound to say for the Conservative party
that they alwaye shone in the words call-
ing for purity, but not in deeds.

Citing the cases of the Ross rifle and
Hodgins’ charges which he said were ex-
ploded scandals, the premier continued:
, “And so it will be with all the other
scandals. I have no doubt whatever that
the day will come when he is dead and
gone, Laurier will be held up as a model
and pattern of virtue.”

In the\ parliament which had just end-
ed, he 'said, not a charge had been
brought up against the government itself.
Tt was not like the accusations launched
against the Conservative government in
1873 and 1891, at phe time of the Pacific
scandal, and in 1 at the time of the
Lake St. John scandal. Certain charges
had been: made ~against officials, but he
bad reason to believe they were Tory of-
ficials who had been guilty of malprac-
tices. Tt was possible there were some
black sheep among the government em-
ployes, but they did not need to be told
by the opposition to get rid of them.
They would do the job themselves.

Turning to civil service reform, the
premier ridiculed the idea that this
plank wae stolen from Mr. Borden’s \plat-
form. Civil service reform had been in
the air for twenty years at least. He
would be very glad, he said, if Mr. Bor-
den would convert Mr. Hanna and the
Ontario government to civil service re-
form.

Hon. Geo. P. Graham, in a short ad-
dress, defended the sale of semi-arid lands
to the Saskatchewan Valley Land Com-
pany as no scandal but one of the most
creditable acts of the Liberal government.
He explained the financing of the Nation-
al Transcontinental road and dwelt at
some length on the work of the railway
commission.

FOR THE POLITICAL FIGHT

He Resigns His Off‘me as Deputy Minister of Labor and

Other
Liberal Nemination in North

Positions Which Accompany it and Accepts a

Ottawa, Sept. 21.-W. L. MacKenzie
King has resigned the position of deputyl
minister of labor to contest. North Water-
loo, in the Liberal interests. His letter
of resignation to the minister, which was
received here this evening, reads as fol-
lows;—
Toronto, Ont., Sept. 21.

“Dear Mr. Lemieux—Having been hon-
ored by the Liberals of the North Riding
of my native county with the nomination
to contest the riding in their interests at
the present elections and having decided
to accept the nomination, I respectfully
beg to tender my resignation ‘deputy
minister of the department of labor, and

the positions of editor of the Labor Gaz-
étte, registrar of boards of conciliation

and investigation, which have been held
jointly with the office of deputy minister.

“I need scarcely assure you that the
present decision has not been reached
without most careful consideration, and
that it is prompted solely by a sense of
public duty and a belief that the larger

sphere of politics affords ampler oppor-
tunities of public service. There is hardly
a phase of our national life which does
not affect industrial conditions and which
industrial conditions do not in turn affect,

| and my interest in the welfage of Canada,

and the people of this dominion,;leads me
to desire an opportunity of sharing in the
solution of some of the larger problems
which are arising and will continue to
arise in this connection.

“The interests and future of the depart-
ment of labor are:so near and real to me
that T.svould Teatitate .even now to take
the step I do were I nat entirely confident
that the welfare of the department would
be fully protected and promoted by F. A.
Acland, the present secretary and the of-
ficers associated with him.

“Next to the immediate work of the
department, I regret most my separation
from the civil service of Canada. An as-
sociation of over eight years, in every re-
spect so profitable and pleasant, is not
easily broken, but I shall carry with me
into my new ephere of duties, a knowl-
edge of the needs of the department and
the service, and shall through the future
lose no opportunity of furthering both.

“Tn asking you to accept my resignation
1 wish to express my deep appreciation
of the helpful and pleasant relations which
my association with you in the duties of
the department has involved, and an
abiding sense of gratitude to the members
of the staff for the faithfulness and ef-

ficiency with which they have assisted

me in the carrying on of its work. I
dear Mr, Lemieux, oy
“Very sincerely yours,
“W. L. MacKENZIE KING.”

A Toronto despatch says that Mr. King
was at his father’s residence there when
he received the news of his selection and
having accepted the nomination handed
out the following statement to the press:

“My acceptance of the Liberal nomina-
tion in- North- Waterlao is a step which
has “not, béen taken without long and
earnest -consideration. My ‘work 'of the
past’ eight years, during which time the
department of labor has grown to be one
of the most important departments of the
government, has afforded me too many
opportunities for public service and is too
near my heart to be quickly or lightly
parted from. Indeed the serious respon-
sibility involved in giving up a position
of such great public usefulness has been
realized so fully that /were it not out-
weighed by the deepest of convictions as
to what is at the present time a publie
duty, I would certainly not sever my
connection with a department with which
I have been associated from its very ctea-
tion. ]

“Of these convictions there lies deepest,
perhaps, the feeling that membership in
the house of commons would afford great-
er scope for furthering those very :pur-
poses for which the department of labor
has been established, the promotion of in-
dustrial conditions, and the belief that
the younger men of Canada should demon-
strate their willingness to share more
largely in their country’s affairs and=to
be prepared to make sacrifices, if need be,
toward that end. I have long felt that
except as applied to the church, where
their significance is perhaps, even deeper,
nothing ~eotld: be' truer ‘than: the: words
of Mr. Goldwin Smithj that “Politicg is
the noblest of all callings, but the mean-
est of all trades.’

“What our country demands today is
that young men, whatever their party,
should recognize the greatness of the in-
heritance given them by God in this Do-
minion, and should train and discipline
their lives with a view to bringing to the
councils of the nation a guidance that is
worthy of its destiny.

“In accepting the nomination so heart-
ily tendered by the Liberals of my native
county and in seeking the support of the
electors I trust that the sacrifice I am
making in resigning my present position
to devote myself to the larger duties of
public life, will be of itself sufficient to
show that I have no end in view but the
well-being of the people at large, no am-
bition to serve but that of contributing
to the happiness and prosperity of our
common country.”

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CANADA’S PROGRESS

Of Canada’s exceptional position among
the nations the Montreal Witness says:—

“The remarkable harvest now being
garnered in the west will do more than
immediately stimulate business. It will
reiterate to the world that Canada is
now the land of opportunities and there-
fore the place for settlers of the better
class who are anxious to improve their
position. We are told that thousands
of immigrants from across the border are
hurrying northward, while many are
coming to us from the British Isles and
the Continent. The construction of the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway, the exten-
gion of the Canadian Northern, and the
completion of hundreds of miles of
branch lines by the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company will provide communi-
catipn with new districts, so that the
thousands of new comers whose taces are
set in this direction will be provided with
all the facilities for marketing their pro-
ducts. The business depression which
has been and is yet so severely felt
throughout the United States and cer-
tain parts of Europe touched the Don-lin-
ion lightly in comparison with our neigh-
bors to the south of the boundary.”

PLAYGROUNDS

It may be hoped that the work of sur-
veying and laying out a great public re-
creation ground at the entrance to Rock-
wood Park, on land presented to the
Park Association by Mr. Joseph Allison
for that special purpose, will as ..ayor
Bullock intimated yesterday, be carried
out.

The Times has advocated such a course
for several years. The editor of this
paper went over the ground with an en-
gineer, who declared that there was no
gerious difficulty in draining the propelfty
and converting it into a playground. Miss
Mabel Peters, at the time the agitation
was started to have supervised play-
grounds established, paid visits to cit..y
officials and sought to interest them in
the larger ‘scheme. They were sympa-
thetic—but busy; and nothing has been
done. In her report to the Woman’s
Council on Sept. 8th Miss Peters referred
to this scheme and the fact that Mr. G.
8. Fisher had lately expressed his sym-
pathy, and the city engineer had promis-
ed to survey the land and report upon
it.

“The land,” Miss Peters said, “will
make a glorious model playground for
hundreds of children, youths and adults.
Here can be base ball diamonds, croquet
lawns, tennis courts, etc.; while the over-
flow from Lily Lake can furnish wading
pools, ghower baths and canoeing creeks,
and water power for gymnasium pur-
poses.”

This in bare outline suggests what may
be done, and what within the next few
years should be done for the benefit of
the youth of St. John.

PUBLIC OWNERSHIP

The Toronto World never fails to pre-
gent to its readers illustrations which
come under its notice of the success of
public ownership. Here is one fxm\n last
Friday’s issue:—

“New towns occasionally make their
appearance even in the old country, and
it may be of interest to note what one
of these has donme with its public ser-
vices. Nelson, a town in Lancashire, Eng-
land, was incorporated in 1890 and has
grown very rapidly, having now an esti-
mated population of about 38,000. It
owns its water and gas works and sup-
plies both to outside districts with a
large population. It also owns and oper-
ates its electric lighting works and street
railways, and also light railways connect-
ing the municipality with the towns of
Burnley, Colne and Barrowford. Nelson
also maintains two large covered mar-
kets, a library, cemetery and a Meldrum
refuse destructor. All this, no doubt,
sounds very dreadful to the opponents of
public ownership, but if they will just
think of the town of Nelson as a com-
pany, of its citizeps as shareholders, and
of its council as directors with a presid-
ent commonly called mayor, they may
perhaps regard all these varied lines of

activity as a remarkable exhibition of
private enterprise.

“Now, to come to the practical ques-

itinn—What has the town done with its
| public’ services, extending as these do

in a modern British practice far beyond
the boundaries of the municipality. From
the accounts for year year 1907-8, referred
to in a recent number of The Municipal
Journal, it appears that the gas, water,
electricity, street railway and light rail-
way undertakings produced for the year
under notice a trade profit of close on
$140,000. As the capital outlay on them
is under $2,500,000, the rate of profit on
the investment comes out at 6.71 per
cent. Nelson, however, only pays 3 1-2
per cent. on the amount which it has
been found necessary to borrow. If the
trade profits were capitalized on a 3 12
per cent. basis it would suffice to pay
off not only the total loan debt, but the
whole of the outstanding liabilties of
the municipality. These profits, too, are
reached after making full provision for
depreciation. The ‘' result is a sufficient
justification of the policy purseud by the
town of Nelson, which leaves it a free
hand to improve and extend its public

,iservices unhampered by the attitude of

antipathetic franchise holders.”

TRIUMPH AND SACRIFICE

Undaunted by the accident to his bro-
ther’s aeroplane which resulted in serious
injury to that brother and the death of
his companion, Mr. Wilbur Wright yester-
day ascended once more with his machine
at Le Mans, France, and for over an hour
afd a half kept it moving in an elliptical
course round and round over the field,
covering nearly 61 miles in one hour,
thirty-nine minutes and fifty-one seconds.
He at first kept close to the ground, but
rose later to a height of sixty feet and in-
creased the speed. It is stated that he
guided the aeroplane so easily that it went
with the regularity of clock-work and the
steadiness of a railroad train. It was
necessary, however, to wait for a high
wind to subside before he ventured to
leave the ground. The machine that will
defy the weather has yet to be construct-
ed, but wonderful progress has been made
during the present year in aerial naviga-
tion. It has been ded by ident
and even the loss of life, but the pioneere
in the field of discovery and invention are
not deterred. Of the sacrifice that is in-
evitably associated with the experiments,
the New York American well eays

“All honar to the genius and the brav-
ery striving to solve the problems of aeri-
al navigation. Only by experiment and
effort and sacrifice to danger can they be
eolved. Not only is the welfare of civi-
lization involved, but there is a race be-
tween the genius of the great nations.
Unfortunately, a splendid youg officer of
our army lost his life, and one of the
gallant Wright brothers was severely hurt
in the accident to the aeroplane at Fort
Myer. Sorrowful and unhappy as this ac-
cident was, nevertheless, the sad death
and the terrible injuries were in the inter-
est of civilization and in behalf of Amer-
ican prestige. No soldier falling on the
field of battle was serving his country
more sincerely than Lieutenant Selfridge,
the young soldier of the famous fighting
family, who was crushed under the wreck-
ed machine. All honor to his memory!
And in eympathizing with Orville Wright
in his afiliction and pain, his countrymen
will thank him for hie efforts to gain
victory over one of the most interesting
problems in the world. Opinions vary
about the utility of flying machines. How-
ever, one point cannot be disputed. It is
that all great achievements have come
through trial and privation. The men
who are risking their lives in the opera-
tion of air craft are performing a work
for posterity. However defective the
present machines may be, there can be no
perfected air navigation in the future
without their dangerous experiments. It
has been the history of all great inven-
tions of large influence on civilization
that many strove, perhaps vainly—in a
practical sense—until some one succeeded

in seizing the right principle, Then devel-
opment followed.”

++

Making a plea for a better system for
the reformation of youthful criminals the
‘L'oronto News says: “A seventeen-year-old
lad has been sentenced to two years more
in prison for jail-breaking. The necessity
of punishing the boy led the magis-
trate to regret the lack of some inmstitu-
tion where youthful offenders could be
taught a ueeful trade free from the con-
taminating association of hardened ecrim-
inals. We are yet far from having arri-
ved at a sane or humane method of hand-
ling young people guilty of first offences
against the laws. There is a field here
for effective philanthropic effort on the
part of public-spirited citizens. It is cer
tain that were they properly taken in
hand many lads could be rescued from
their first excursions into a life of crime,
and transformed into useful members of
gociety. The accomplishment of such a
reform would be really worth while.”

POOR DOCUMENT
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A BASEBALL GAME IN “MERRIE”
ENGLAND THAT WOULD GIVE AN
AMERICAN FAN A BRAIN STORM

(Canadian Courier.)

How can one ever appreciate a “‘one to
nothing” game of baseball again, after
seeing 141 runs made in .a single inning?
In 3 single inning, remember—one - hun-
dred and forty-one rums!

“Baseball, Liverpool Championship;
Marsh Lane versus Booth St. James.”
This was the glowing headline that caught
the eye of a disconsolate fan who a week
before had left New York with a shadow
on his heart because he was to see no
more baseball during 1908.

Marsh Lane went first to bat, and be-
fore the side retired they had scored 141
runs in a little over one hour, Great is
English baseball in scores!

The game is not American baseball,
however. The Englishman does not ac-
cept a ready-made game. He needed a
game that could be finished in two hours
instead of two: or three days. He needed
a subgtitute for cricket because only a
very limited number of men can ind time
to play or to see cricket. ‘The American
game, baseball, had the meunt of getting
finished quickly, and with brewity as his
dominant ideal he made a new game. He
needed a game of fine scores, however, in
which favourite players could reach double
figures. Then he believed that to be a
game of real value baseball should pcs-
sess some of the characteristic clements
of cricket, the game that through the cen-
truies has fixed itself in his mind as the
king of games. So he planned a new
game which is a combination cf baseball
and cricket. It is reasonable to call it
baseball because there are bases to which
the players must run.

The diamond is laid out as in America,
with this exception, the fourth base is
fixed fifteen feet to the left of the plate
or “batter’s crease,” as it is called in Epg-
land. The bases ‘are fixed not by bags but
by poles three and a half feet long, which
have a spike on one end to fasten them in
the ground. . A runner frequently car-
ries the base pole with him when he

-reaches it, as he may over-run any of

the bases provided that he turns to the
right after passing it. The pitcher’s
crease is nine feet long and two feet
wide, so that he may take a ehort run
before delivering the ball. He must keep
well within his crease. The pitcher is
called the “bowler” because he must de-
liver the ball underhand. Notwithstand-
ing this restriction the three bowlers I

saw work pitched very swift balls. The
patcher wears no mask because the ball
is slightly smaller and lighter than the
American ball, and he stands about six
feet behind the batter. He is the only
player who wears gloves. He wears a
pair of very lightly padded gloved.

There are eleven players on a ride, who
are placed as follows: the battery—bow-
ler and catcher—three basemen, and two
sets of outfielders—one behind the bat-
ter and the other in the usual American
position. The centre fielder behind the
catcher is called the backstop. There is
no shortstop. The necessity for the out-
fielders behind the batter arises from the
fact that the English batter has no re-
strictions placed on him. There are no
“foul lines.” He is free to hit the ball
anywhere. Many of the best hits are
made by- simply touching the ball and
changing its direction, Englishmen gener-
ally criticise American baseball because
“fouls” or ‘leg hits” do not count. Leg
hits and all kinds of hits that are not
caught count in England. This is one of
the reasons why large scoxes are made.
But there are other reasons. Every man
must be put out before the side is out,
and when two “bad balls” are pitched to
a batter the umpire raises his hand and
the scorers count a run. The chief reason
for large scores is that each base counts a
run. A two-base hit ecores two runs, a
three-base hit three runs, and a “homer”
four runs. A hitter who makes a one,
two, or three-base hit may afterwards be
put out on bases, but his runs count ac-
cording to the base he reaches before the
ball is fielded in.

One batter on the Marsh Lane team
scored twenty-eight runs! As the\play-
ers are put out they cease to bat, so that
the batters soon become reduced in num-
ber. When there are lesg than three bat-
ters left they<have great difficulty in scor-
ing any more runs, because they must
average at least two bases for each hit or
else there will be no one to come to bat,
in which case the catcher simply touches
the batter’s crease with the ball and the
side is out.

There are two umpires, one for balls
and one for bases. Both umpires stand
within the diamond. Two “bad” balls
count a run, and two good balls that are
not hit put the batter out. The batter’s
crease is about two and a half feet wide.
A good ball must go over the crease

above the batter’s knee and below the
top of his head. The batter has only one
chance to try to hit the ball. If he of-
fers to hit or bunt thé ball and fails he
is almost certainly out, be sac ehetsumu
is almost certainly out, because he must
run and in nearly every case he is out at
first. When the catcher catches a ball at
which the batter offers, the batter rarely
tries to run as he knows his case is hope-
less. In such cases the catcher simply
touches the batter with the ball. If the
batter is hit by a ball at whichy he does
not offer, the ball is merely ¢ unted a
bad ball. If he is hit by a ball at which
he offers, he is out. If a batted ball hits
a batter he is out. Y

The bat is shaped like'a small cricket
bat. One side is almost flat, and the
other is bevelled so that it has really two
gides meeting in the centre. The beve}l-
ed side, if it meets the ball, changes its
jirection and sends it to the backfield. '._l‘he
backfield hits or slips are very eﬁectwe.
If at the end of the first inning ome
side is forty or more rufis in advance of
the other, the weaker side has to.fol_low
on, as in cricket matches. Two innings
count a match. If the weaker side does
not make as many runs in two innings as
the stronger side made in ope, thg strong-
er side does mot play ite second innings.

The crowd in the ‘bleachers expresses it-
self as strongly as in America. The visit-
ing players were the Marsh Lane club.
They were forcibly informed first that
they would be ignominiously beaten; lat-
er that the umpires were determined - to
give them the game, and finally that they
would be beaten in a great variety of
ways next year. The many modifications
of language, and tone, and gesture_vynth
which the “fans” indicated their opinions
of the visiting team were novel and most
interesting. One of the distinct features
of the game was the way the fans on the
bleachers coached the home team. ‘When-
ever a hit was made the runner was urged
by one class to try to make an extra base
or “run,” and warned by the more careful
ones not to do it. This difference of
view led to many violent discussions
among the friends of the home team, and
in two cases to real fights, one of which
had to be stopped by the pqhee . The
Marsh Lane team were easy victors, but
the Booth “fans” have no doubt about .
what will happen to Marsh Lane next
year.

New York, N. Y., Sept. 20.—Declines
of three to five points in prices of the
most of the active stocks- were the net
results of an excitin day on the Stock
Exchange today, which ended in demor-
alized selling. A plunge of prices down-
ward at the opening came ag the natural
consequence of the sharp break on Satur-
day, which brought in scattered outside
liquidation. Banking interests and the
powerful capitalists supposed to be inter-
ested in the speculative position brought
prices up again to the Baturday closing
level during the quiet mid-day period.
Apparently advantage was taken of this
restored level to unload stocks with even
reater precipitancy than at the start.

In the final hour, long strings of trans-
actions in several thousand share blocks
were recorded in the Harriman and Hill
stocks, Reading and St. Paul. The mar-

ket looked as though some important

speculative interest had been caught in
an uncomfortable position and was obliged
to sacrifice holdings for what they would
bring.

Rumors were current of a remewed at-
tack to be made by the government on
Standard Oil and reports of an unfavor-
able turn in the steel and copper trades
were also received. The sensation caused
by the exposures of alleged Standard Oil
methods in influencing the acts of men
prominent in public life, was feared -8
threatening to stimulate a revival of hos-
tility to corporations. A subsidence of
the agitation of this. subject has been a
prime factor in the active speculation for
a rise in stocks.

DOMINION GROCERS
GUILD IS ON TRIAL

They are ChargedgWith Conspir-
acy in Restraint of Trade---
Case Adjourned to Oct. 19.

Toronto, Sept. 21.—After numerous at-
tempted trials extending over two years,
the hearing of the Hamilton Grocers’

Chief Justice Falconbridge in a special
sitting of the criminal assizes. The in-
dictment reads that Henry C. Beckett,
George E. Bristol, John I. Davidson, T.
B. Escott, W. G. Craig, J. F. Eby, T.
Kinnear, the Dominion Wholesale Gro-
cers’ Guild, during the years 1898-1905, at

ENGINEER NICE IMPROVING

TO SEARCH FOR
MISSING SHIPS

British Beard of Trade Wil
Send Expedition Out to Hunt
for Survivors on Terra del
Fuego. j

(N. Y. Shipping, Ilustrated.)

Hope in some quérters is not altogether
abandoned for the safety at least of some
of the lives in the crews of the missing ships
Arthur Sewall, Bangalore, Adelph Obrig,
Falklandbank and Carnedd Llewellyn. In this
connection the Liverpool Journal of Com-
merce of August 24th says: ;

The Board of. Trade have made representa-
tions to the Foreign Office on the applica-

‘tion of Messrs. Andrew Weir & Co., of Hope

street, Glasgow, the owners of the missing
Glasgow ship Falklandbank, and Mesers. R.
Hughes-Jones & Co., Liverpool, the owners
of the missing ship Carned Llewellyn, for 2
government steamer to be sent to search for
any survivors of te crews of the missing
vessels in the vicinity of Cape Horn and the
Island of Tilerra del Fuego. In compliance
with these requests the Foreign Office have
cabled to His Majesty’s Minister at Buenos
Ayres duthorizing him to make the necessary
arrangements for sending a government
steamer to explore the whole length of the
coast, particularly around the island of Tier-
ra del Fuego. The British minister has also
been requested to make representations to
the Chilean government authorities with a
view to the latter helping in the search for
the men. These investigations have been or-
dered owing to the report that Indlans have
found a boat In Good Success Bay on the
Island of Tierra del Fugo early in June, con-
taining two corpses and a number of nautical
instruments, while the British steamer Dev-
on, while bound round Cape Horn, on June
23, reported having seen bonfires burning on
the island, which they took to be volcanoes.
The Falkenbank, owned by Messrs. A. Weir
& Co., was on a voyage from Liverpool and
Port Talbot for Iquique, under the command
of Captain Robbins, and manned by a crew
of 28 men, chiefly belonging to Liverpool and
Cardiff, and was posted as ‘‘missing” during
the month of May last, while the Carnedd
Llewellyn is on a voyage from Caleta Buena
for Falmouth with a cargo of nitrate, under
the command of Capt. Thomas Evans, and
carrying a crew of 25 men. Both of these
vessels would round Cape Horn during‘their
respective voyages, and the general accepted
theory in shipping circles is that the fires
seen by the crew of the steamer Devon were
not volcanoes, as thought by those on the
passing vessel, but-hugs bonfires lit by the
castaway mariners to attract the attention
of the crew of the passing steamer, while
the boat picked up by the Indians may also
have been another party of the same crew
who were unable to reach the island. The
fact that navigating instruments were found
in the boat lends color to the theory that
the men must have belonged to some ship-
wrecked crew, but whether the steamer sent
out on the expedition will be able to recover
the boat and secure the ingtruments, for the
purpose of identification, will not be known
until she returns to the River Platte.

PLEASANT POINT FERRY

Some changes are likely to be made in
the Indiantown and Pleasant Point ferry
service after April next. The lease of
Capt. John Leonard, who runs the steam-
er E. Ross, on the route will expire on
Nov. 1, but he has the right to continue
until April 1. A meeting of the commit-
tee, consisting of Ald. Holder, Coun. Wm.
¥ox, of Lancaster, and W. E. Vroom, was
held yesterday in Vroom & Arnold’s office.

Coun. Fox suggested that the lease be
extended to ten years instead of five, and
this will likely be adopted. The most
important change will be, however, a pro-
vision that the ferry must run after hours
should there be sufficient traffic to war-
rant it. If anything special occurs, by
giving notice, a number of people can
have the ferry in waiting, but the charge
may be increased.

At a time when there is a tendéncy to
decry athletics on account of the asser-
tion that the craze for- physical exercise
is retarding the mental development of
!:he rising generation, it may be interest-
ing to mention a few distinguished men
who have owed their fame as much to fit-
ness of their bodies as to the greatness
of their intellect.

_Take, for instance, the Lord Chief Jus-
tice of England—Lord Alverstone. In
his youthful days he was the best run-
ner of either ’Varsity, and his equal nas
never been seen in the two mile inter-
University race. His great strength,
which he was most careful to maintain,
made him popular at Cambridge, and suc-
qessful in the Temple for only a man of
éxceptional power of - endurance could
have done the work he was called upon
to do when Attorney-General.

“It is easy to see, as he walks along
one of the corridors in the courts, that
he possesses a frame of extraordinary
power. The broad shoulders, the well-
proportioned body, narrowing at the
loins, the massive features furrowed by
responsibility, and thought, and bearing
the unmistakable stamp of ceaseless intel-
lectual activity, tell their tale with ease.”

This paragraph is quoted from Mr.
William Blaikie’s ‘book, entitled, ‘“How
to Get Strong.”

Amongst other legal lights who have
distinguished themselves in the realms of
learning and the arena of athleties, Mr.
Blaikie mentions Mr. Justice Denman,
who rowed twice in the Cambridge eight;
Judge Hughes (Tom Brown of Rugby),
who reveled in a bout with the gloves;
Sir Joseph Chitty, “of the massive ehoul-

ders,” who excelled alike as footballer,y

cricketer and oarsman; and Lord Esher,
a noted athlete in his early days, who
rowed three times in the Cambridge
eight.

Statesmen and pontificials, too, are to
be found amongst ‘the men who, while

making history, have paid the closest at-
tention to the healthiness of their bodies.
Bismark was a crack runmer, a capital
jumper, swimmer, fencer, oarsman and
shot. With his rifle he could decapitate
a duck at a hundred paces; while with
his revolver his aim was equally deadly.
Gladstone in his youth, often spoke of
himself as being good any day for a
forty mile walk, while as is wel-known
it was not until he was well advanced
in life that he took, partly for exercise,
to ‘the practice of felling trees. In this
difficult art he attained a skill which was
the marvel of professional woodsmen.

“We put him in a wherry once at Har-
vard and he made her gallop.” Thus
wrote an American once concerning 8ir
Charles Dilke, who even today can often
be seen on the upper reaches of the
Thames pulling a sturdy oar. With the
foils Sir Charles has defeated several of
the most celebrated maitres d’armes, who
were simply staggered by the rapidity of
his trick of changing the foil from hand
to “hand, and, although now sixty-five
.yeaps of age, scarcely a day passes bub
what Sir Charles devotes an hour to this
branch of sport. The new Prime Minis-
ter, Mr. Asquith, is fond of golf, and
plays a good game. !

Cornelius Vanderbilt and Daniel Webs
ster were two of the strongest, manlieét,
and greatest men America ever produced.
Both were as passionately devoted to
open-air life as President Roosevelt.
Webster was a eapital wrestler, and of«
ten when his two sons had become men,
he. would challenge them to wrestle and
could readily throw either' of them.

Admiral Dewey is also a fine all-round
athlete, while Pierpont Morgan, who was
bletsed in his youth with a body to
match his big brain, has always endeav-
ored to develop his strength as he de-
veloped his enormous monetary interests.
It is certain that a weak or unhealthy
man could never have done what he has
done.
