I. —That the “ Auxiliary Bible Society of Kingston,” cordially approving the 

object and Constitution of the British and Foreign Bible Society, has been orga­
nized for the purpose of co-operating with that Institution, in promoting the dis­
tribution of the Holy Scriptures, without note or comment, and such copies as arc 
in the languages of the United Kingdom shall be of the authorized version only.

II. —That all persons subscribing 7s. 6d. per annum shall be members of this 
Society; and each subscriber of j£5 at one time shall be a life member.

III. —That the business of this Society shall be conducted by a Committee, 
comprising President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer Secretaries, and not less than 
ten other members ; and that five members constitute a quorum.

IV. —That all Ministers of the Gospel who are members of the Society shall be 
members of the Committee.

V. —That the Committee shall meet every month, or oftencr if necessary.
VI. —That the whole of the subscriptions and donations received by the Society 

shall be applied, after deducting incidental expenses in the first instance, to such 
Bibles and Testaments from the Parent Institution as are required for distribution, 
and that the surplus funds shall be remitted to the Parent Society.

VII. —That for the promotion of the circulation of the Scriptures it is expedient 
to encourage the formation of Branch Societies and Depots, and to employ such 
other agencies as the Committee may think suitable.

VIII. —That a general meeting of the subscribers be held on the third Tuesday 
in January in each year, when the accounts shall be presented, the proceedings of 
the past year stated, a new Committee appointed, and a Report agreed upon, to be 
printed and circulated under the direction of the Committee.

IX. —That in the formation of the new Committee respect be had to those who 
have been found faithful in their attendance during the year.

X. —That the Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as 
have rendered essential services to the Society, either governors for life or honorary 
members.

FORM OF CONSTITUTION FOR BRANCH SOCIETIES.
I. —That we form ourselves into a Society in connection with the “ Auxiliary

Bible Society of Kingston,” for the purpose of contributing towards the circulation 
of the Holy Scriptures of such copies ns are in the languages of the United King­
dom, to be of the authorized version only ; and that the Society be denominated 
“ The Branch Society of-------- .”

II. —That all persons subscribing----- or upwards per annum shall be members
of this Society.

III. —That the business of this Society shall b : conducted by a Committee, com­
prising the President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurei, and Secretaries, and not less than 
------other members, and that — members of this Committee constitute a quorum.

IV. —That all Ministers of the Gospel who are members of the Society shall be 
members of the Committee.

V. —That the Committee shall meet every third month, or oftencr if necessary.
VI. —That the Committee divide the locality into sections, and appoint two or 

more of their members for each section, who may associate with themselves any 
subscribers, for the purpose of soliciting subscriptions and donations.

VII. —That the whole of the money received by this Society shall.be applied, 
after deducting incidental expenses in the first instance, to the purchase of such 
Bibles and Testaments from the Kingston Auxiliary as are required for distribution, 
and that the surplus funds shall be remitted to the Kingston Auxiliary.

VIII. —That a general meeting of the subscribers be held at such time as shall 
be convenient in each year, when the accounts shall be presented, the proceedings 
of the past year stated, a new Committee appointed, and a Report agreed upon.

IX. —That in the formation of a new Committee respect be had to those who 
have been found faithful in their attendance during the year.

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REPORT.

How blessed—how consolatory—the truth, and the belief 
of it, that “ the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy, 
and that the Bible contains that testimony, from Genesis to 
Revelation, from first to last !

What an inestimable privilege to have been employed as 
agents in disseminating “ the Word of God—the incorruptible 
6eed—which liveth and abideth forever”—by which alone any 
sinful descendant of the first Adam can, under the Divine 
administration and power of the Holy Ghost, be turned trom 
darkness to light, from the power of Satan unto God, and made 
like “ the last Adam, the second man, the lord from heaven ! 
This distinguished privilege has been enjoyed by the Kingston 
Auxiliary to the British and Foreign Bible Society tor a 
number of years past ; and for a variety of reasons we could 
sincerely desire that the silken tics which, since 1830 (with 
an interval of inaction from 1842 to 1849), have so happily 
united us to our illustrious and revered parent might not be 
loosed, and that we might continue to co-operate, as humble 
instruments under her immediate patronage and guidance, in 
the diffusion of Divine truth, for many years to come ; but 
opposing forces, under the control of an all-wise, overruling 
Providence, seem to have placed such aspirations beyond our 
reach, and it behoves us submissively to say, “ Thy will be 
done.”

Successive committees have endeavored to create and keep 
up a warm interest in the noble work of Bible circulation 
amongst their branches, by means of intelligent, zealous, liard- 

rking colporteurs, visits from ministers and laymen, and tor 
two years past the indefatigr ole labors of two talented and 
devoted ministers of the gospel : first, the Rev. P. D. Muik, 
and latterly, the Rev. John McEwen, as travelling agents.

\
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But, although many copies of the Holy Scriptures have no 
doubt found their way by means of our colporteurs into thinly- 
inhabited districts, and may have been the seed of everlasting 
life to individuals who might otherwise have remained without 
a knowledge of “ the truth as it is in Jesus,” and the numerous 
pointed and stirring addresses of our esteemed Bible-lo' ing 
agents, combined with their prayers and pulpit ministrations, 
cannot have been without benefit in the more accessible and 
populous localities ; for “ thus saith the Lord, My Word that 
goeth forth out cf my mouth shall not return unto me void, 
but it shall accomplish that which I please, and shall prosper 
in the thing whcrcunto I sent it” ; yet it cannot be denied that 
our expectations have not as yet been fully realized. This 
conviction has been painfully forced upon the minds of your 
Committee by the paucity and mcagrcness of the subscriptions 
and donations received from the branches for general purposes, 
the sma’l amount- of stock ordered and sold by them, and their 
dilatoriness in settling accounts (with a few honorable excep­
tions).

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Under these circumstances, while continuing to cherish 
sentiments of high respect and profound gratitude towards the 
Parent Society for her disinterested kindnesses and munificent 
gifts from year to year, and while not yet recovered from the 
effects produced oil our minds by the depressing and discour­
aging Report of our esteemed Agent, the Rev. J. McEwen, 
received in July last, an important communication reached us 
from the Secretary of the Upper Canada Bible Society, inviting 
us to connect ourselves with that body as an auxiliary upon a 
new and, as it seemed to your Committee, satisfactory basis of 
union, lately adopted and promulgated by them. The question 

introduced to our notice by a letter from the Secretary of 
that Society, J. S. Howard, Esq., dated 24th September, 1864, 
from which the following paragraphs are copied “ Our 
friends in London, C.W., being possessed with the idea that 
they could work any field allotted to them better and more 
successfully as an Auxiliary than they could possibly do while 
remaining in the capacity of a branch, our Directors have 
accordingly made such a change in our Constitution as that 
they could work under us in the shape of an Auxiliary to the 
Upper Canada Bible Society ; and I am happy to add that 
they have not only embraced it, but that they are now entering 
on their work with fresh vigor and renewed life.” He goes on 
to say :—“ For your information, and in the hope that you

* ►
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likewise would see it to bo to your advantage to come under 
its provision, as a basis of union, I herewith send you and our 
Ottawa friends copies of the change. You will observe by it 
that you can draw your supplies either from us directly, or 
from Earl Street at cost and charges, including exchange, only 
that all will be through us, and will be accounted for to us. 
You will be at liberty to employ any Colporteurs you may 
think proper, and your field will be visited and worked by 
Agents, who will report to you, as well as to us, paying over 
to you whatever money you may have received from branches 
on your own account, that of the British ami foreign, the 
Montreal Society, or the Upper Canada Bible Society. Trusting 
that you will see the wisdom of embracing this opportunity ot 
coming under this basis of union, and so unite all our Societies 
in the Charter embracing Upper Canada, I remain,” &c.

The letter from which the above arc extracts, with tho 
accompanying important document, containing seven resolu­
tions, copied from the minutes of the Upper Canada Bible 
Society, was submitted to your Committee at the regular meet­
ing held on 10th October, and the consideration of the matter 
referred to a sub-committee, consisting of Bey. R V. Rogers, 
M.A., one of the Vice-Presidents of the Auxiliary ; Rev. K. M. 
Fenwick, Corresponding Secretary of the Auxiliary to the 
Religious Tract Society ; John lïair, M.D., Corresponding 
Secretary, and Henry Skinner, M.D., Recording Secretary of 
the Kingston Auxiliary to the British and Foreign Bible 
Society. This sub-committee unanimously affixed their ap­
proving signatures to the document, of which the following is 
a copy, viz.:—“ We beg to report that after having given due 
attention to the proposal made by the Upper Canada Bible 
Society, wo cordially recommend its adoption by the general 
Committee, and would suggest that in the event of the Com­
mittee taking the same view of the case, notice of the same be 
sent to the Upper Canada Bible Society, and that steps be taken 

. , to secure the consummation of the arrangement at our next 
Annual Meeting.” This Report having been submitted to the 
general Committee at their regular meeting held in the Deposi­
tory on 14th November, 1864, was unanimously adopted by it, 

d a letter intimating the same was despatched to the Upper 
Canada Bible Society for their information.

The hearty consent of your Committee to the proposition of 
the Board of Directors of that Society was hailed with joy by 
them, as shown by the letter of their esteemed Secretary of

our
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date 20th December last, containing the copy of the minute 
taken upon that occasion, of which the following is a trans- 
cript :—“ The letters of Dr. Maik, Secretary of the Kingston 
Auxiliary Bible Society, having been read, the Board desire 
to record its great satisfaction at the information which they 
contain, and cordially welcome the Kingston Auxiliary 
of the new central Auxiliaries of the Upper Canada 
Society under the Constitution lately adopted by their Board ; 
and the Board requests the Secretary to convey to the Auxiliary 
this expression of gratitude at the result of its late action in 
the matter.”

What remains to consummate this auspicious alliance (for 
we trust it may prove good in every way) but to obtain from 
our worthy constituents their solemn ratification of it ? This 

pectfully ask for, and hope to obtain this evening, fo 
think we can sec the good liana of our covenant God upon us, 
leading us to this change, not of “ a local habitation, but of 
“ a name” only. True, we must feel acutely the apparent 
severance of the solemn bond which has so long and harmo­
niously united us to our august parent, the British and Foreign 
Bible Society ; but, after all, it is only a seeming, not a real 
severance of that bond, for admitting that we are to be removed 
by a few links of the golden chain wliicli unites her in tenderest 
love to each member of her numerous family, by whatever 
name called, and our correspondence with her in future, instead 
of being direct, will be conducted through the intervention of 
one of the most influential and honorable of her daughters, 
what does it matter if the great and transcendently glorious 
work of Bible circulation be thus expedited and advanced, and 
tlie truth of God, by Ilis blessing, made more availing for the 
conversion of peerless, imm rtal souls in the region round 
about us? And this is wliait w confidently anticipate. “Union 
is strength.” “ In multitude of counsellors is safety.”

We shall, in addition to the advantages before mentioned by 
connection with the Upper Canada Bible Society, b* /

privileged to send three of our number to rank as \3wA«e9i JJt'f'CffC'TS 
dents of that corporation and vote at their meetings, and have 
the benefit of the matured experience of men of superior 
intellectual powers and renovated hearts to aid us in the man­
agement of our field labor, with Agents of high reputation and 
varied attainments, having the attraction ot novelty also, to 
visit and stir up our branches. What remains for us but 
earnestly to pray for God’s blessing upon the hoped-for union,

grace? To such, the kind-hearted, God-fearing Colporteur 
must be welcome indeed, (and if they have tasted that the Lord 
is gracious), his wares “ more precious than gold,” of which, or 
of silver, they most probably have none to give in exchange 
for the Word of God, but which they may receive gratuitously, 
“ without money and without price,” as they can also Him of 
whom that Word testifies—the Lord Jesus Christ, if they will 
only promise to read the Sacred Volume, and really give their 
hearts to Him “whose blood cleanseth us from all sin.” How 
beneficial a word of earnest, truthful expostulation and entreaty 
spoken by the Colporteur may be made to the sinner, dead in 
trespasses and sins, when applied to the heart and conscience 
by the Holy Spirit—how acceptable to “ the mourner in Zion, 
and the broken-hearted penitent,” the soft sweet accents of 
fervent believing prayer ! How cheering and reassuring to the 
cast-down Sabbath School teacher, laboring under untold diffi­
culties and perplexities, and to his scholars, requiring something 
out of the beaten track to stimulate them, the account of similar 
arduous labors rewarded at length by the reception of little 
ones into the fold of the Good Shepherd, and the recital of 
interesting missionary anecdotes confirming the truth that the 
glad tidings of salvation are free to all, and will save all who 
trust in Jesus only. “ How beautiful upon the mountains are 
the feet of him that bringeth good tidings, that publisheth 
peace ; that bringeth good tidings of good, that publisheth 
salvation, that saith unto Zion, thy God reigneth.”

We now proceed to give a few illustrative extracts from the 
Report of our intelligent indefatigable Colporteur, Mr. J. 
McGregor, who has labored for us for a twelvemonth past, 
sometimes encouraged and comforted, at other times having 
many difficulties and obstacles to contend with, but sustained 
by faith. In his first Report of January, 1864, lie thus writes : 
“ A wide sphere of usefulness opened up itself to me in the
township of-------- . I found the inhabitants already well

ppliea with the Bible. I met an aged woman, apparently 
anxious to see Jesus, yet groping in the dark—ignorant of 
‘the way, the truth, and the life.’ I endeavored to lead her, 
and gratefully did she acknowledge the obligation.” Who 
knows but the day of Christ may reveal that your Society, 
through its Colporteur, may have become instrumental not only 
in leaving the word of life there, but in leading a soul to drink 
out of the fountain of life ?” In one Report he says :—“I cannot

I had frequent opportunities of direct­
ing the minds of the sick to Jestis, and spoke of the way of 
salvation Ly Jesus Christ, also of the necessity of repentance 
and faith. The issue I leave with Him who alone can make 
the seed scattered fruitful, and cause the light of life to shine 
unto their souls, so that joy and gladness may be their portion.”

Lightness of crops and frequency of destructive fires much 
reduced their means, and hindered the Colporteur’s sales, ns 
appears from such remarks as the following Honey is 
very scarce, and so interferes with my sales very much. The 
district of country through which I have travelled during this 
month was severely visited with very destructive fires, such as 
in many instances "burned up grain, fences, and houses, causing 
tlic greatest devastation in that part of the country. The season 
being most remarkably dry, caused the crops to be very light 
and the prospects very gloomy.”

With regard to the young, ho says :—“ I occasionally ad­
dressed Sabbath School children on the subject of early piety. 
The Superintendents and Sabbath School teachers invited me 
to favor them with a visit, and if I could give them notice 
beforehand they would insure a large attendance of p 
and children.” Again he says :—“ Owing to the excitement 
caused by fires I did not succeed in holding so many prayer 
meetings as I could have desired. The few we held were well 
attended. I addressed the young and those who felt interested 
in their welfare.” The old expressed gratitude that the Society 
favored them with the opportunity of purchasing Bibles with 
large print, enabling them to peruse the Scriptures., which 
might otherwise have been a dead letter to them.

He found family worship neglected by many church mem­
bers, and remonstrated with them upon the serious loss sus­
tained by not honoring God in the family. Many seemed to 
be ashamed of the course they had been pursuing for the past. 
Some indicated a desire to engage in this Christian exercise for 
the future.

The following are his utterances in his last Beport at the 
expiration of his service:—“ Having concluded a year of Col­
portage labor in the section of country you assigned me, I now 
with all confidence may say that the instances are too numerous 
to be related in which those residing in rural districts indicated 
a great appreciation of privileges conferred on them by bring-

arents
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ing to their doors the Bible, together with seasonable admoni­
tions given to families who often, through poverty and sickness, 
were deprived of advantages which others so munificently 
enjoy, besides the frequent opportunities of combating with 
wrong in every form.”

lie was much gratified to meet with two families who took 
a delight in hearing what he had to say about Jesus—both 
urgently requested him to be sure and call again. One of 
these whom lie had presented with a Bible on a former occasion 
said a portion of it was read every day. lie called for a sight 
of it, and with pleasure discovered signs of its being used. A 
daughter of about eighteen seemed to take much pleasure in 
reading it. As he read a chapter and expounded the import of 
its truth, her attention seemed to be so riveted that she forgot 
everything for the time, and listened only to what God had in 
His love provided for man’s redemption.

The following are the last impressive sentences of his Report. 
They ought to be well pondered by all “ In conclusion, Ï 
might say with all safety that there is not an agency in our 
whole country of equal value and importance, apart from the 
Divinely appointed institutions of the Church, which can be of 
greater service in leading the careless to acknowledge the 
truth than that of Colportage.”

LADIES’ BIBLE ASSOCIATION.
The Ladies’ Bible Association go on their way faithfully and 

prosperously. They have contributed one-half of the salary of 
the Colporteur, and for part of the year maintained a Bible- 
woman, whose visits have been blessed in conveying religious 
instruction to the poor, and (it is hoped) in leading some of 
them to the Saviour.

THE BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY.
It were vain in the limited space allotted us to attempt the 

merest outline of the varied labors and successes of our illus­
trious parent for a single year in her majestic progress as the 
great disseminator of Divine truth through the world, enabling 
the rudest and most barbarous, as well as the most refined and 
civilized nations, “ to hear and speak in their own tongues the 
wonderful works of God.” From the Sixtieth Report of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society we derive the following 
statistical information Of 167 languages or dialects, the 
distribution, printing, and translation of the Scriptures in



In tho Report of the Montreal Auxiliary a just tribute of 
respect is paid to the memory of their deceased President, the 
late Captain J. H. Maitland. “ He was called to the Com­
mittee in 1835. Many years ago lie went forth to the destitute 
parts of the country as a volunteer Colporteur. He served as 
a Vice-President for twenty years, and as President on the 
death of Dr. Holmes, lie was remarkable for his catholicity 
of spirit and sincere love of tho Scriptures.”

KINGSTON AUXILIARY SOCIETY, FOR THE YEAR ENDING 
DECEMBER 2Gth, 1804.
The time has arrived that your Committee report the proceedings of 

the past year in connection with the Society. We regret that a greater 
degree of energy has not been felt, and that we have lot been more 
zealous in the great object of the Society. When we contemplate the 
great work that has been wrought through the instrumentality of the 
Bible Society in general, and when we let our minds expand over the 
world, we feel that our movements in this line cannot be too energetic. 
We have been successful in getting a small sum of money together, 
although very small compared with the blessings we enjoy, temporal and 
spiritual. The failing of the crops in this county, as well as other coun­
ties, has had its effects upon our work. I have no doubt but more 
than three times the amount might have been collected if the same 
amount of money had been in circulation as in former years ; but we 
hope that the small amount that we have collected together may be 
expended in such a way that it may be as useful in circulating the Word 
of God as three times the amount in former years.
