Hamilton, Ont., Aug. h—Fire early this to 

moniing broke out On the top floor in 
the Hamilton Asylum for the Insane, 
caused eight deaths, injuring many others, 
some probably fatally, and drove hundreds 
into hysterics before the flames were con­
trolled.

Albert Bowler, Dundas, Ont. ,
The flre started at 1.30 in the store-room 

near the hall on the top floor. Night 
Watchman Fred Bissett, who discovered 
it, turned in an alarm of the asylum de­
partment, and this was followed by a hur­
ried call for the city brigade. In the mean­
time Cbas. Pipper, an attendant, fought 
the fire over the transom door of the 
store-room until he was driven back and 
carried ont uhooriseious. He claimed that 
if another extinguisher had been available 
he could have put. the fire out. The asylum 
department was powerless to check the 
flames.
Motor Truck Valuable

The incline, was not running and had 
.it not been for Hamilton’s new automo­
bile -. fire truck which climbed the steep 
bill at a twelve mile clip, the disaster 
would probably have been greater. Three 
other city companies and a steamer were 
sent up. By the time they arrived the top 
of the building was a roaring mass of 
flamet.

Hundreds of people from the city, who 
attracted by the red glare that lit 

up the sky, witnessed spectacular and hero­
ic deeds with life nets spread out. The 
city firemen caught patient after! patient 
as thfeÿ drôpped pr were thrown over the 
top floors. Some of the patients clung 
to the eaves and cried piteously for as­
sistance.

In less than an hour after the fire start­
ed a big section of the roof -collapsed and 
this gave rise to alarniing stories as to 
the number of dead. Deputy Chief of 
Police Whatley and fiire Chief Teneyck 
with their men fought frantically to save 
the patients who were known to be trap­
ped on the top floor- Time and again thèy 
hurst through the wall of fire and smoke 
until they were driven back and forced 
to abandon hope.

It was not until 4 o'clock this morn­
ing that the police and firemen were able 
with the assistance of lanterns to grope 
their wal through the dark to a small 

•room, a veritable chamber of horrors in 
which five charred corpses lay. Some of 
them were burned almost beyond recog­
nition.

One stretcher carried all that was left 
of three bodies. They presented a ghast­
ly sight.

The attendants had a terrible battle 
with the panic stricken patients on the top 
floor trying "to drive them to safety. 
Nearly 300 patients are quartered in that 
side of the building. Many of the patients 
persisted in rushing back into the fire af-. 
ter being safely escorted to the corrid­
ors.

ASHORE WITH 100 ON BOARD New York, July 31—Three-year-old Mor­
ris Goldberg, emaciated by a seven days’ 
fast, toddled in the path of a trolley car 
in front of his home yesterday. Too weak 
to run out of the way, the little fellow 
crushed to death beneath its wheels be­
fore the eyes of his brothers and sisters 
watching him from a window.

The resultant police investigation reveal­
ed the fact that the entire Goldberg family 
of nine were, starving, and that Morris's 
mother was seriously ul in her cheerless 
room without food or medical attention.

Two thousand persons stormed the car, 
demanding the lives of the crew. They 
captured the motorman and conductor, 
laid them on the tracks and were about 
to run the car over them when a lone 
policeman seized the ring-leader at the con­
troller. A newsboy blew the bluecoat's 
whistle, summoning aid, and the mob was 
dispersed. The crew were later held 
blameless by the police and released.

It is a mistake to assert 
that the place was a gift by Napoleon, and 
there is no truth in the story, according to 
which it was given to the marshal for as­
suming the blame when Napoleon accident­
ally shot out the eye of Marshal Massena,
Duc de Rivoli, at a battle in the forest 
of Fontainebleau. Massena, who was per­
fectly aware to whom he .owed the injury, 
had the presence of mind to immediately 
turn upon his comrade, Marshal Bertbier, 
and to biterly assail the latter for his “in­
fernal carelesness,” while Bertbier, taking 
the cue, instantly acknowledged that he 
was at fault, and expressed his deep 
trition. Napoleon having the incredible 
impudence to also abuse him for his stu­
pidity.

The fact of the matter is that Grosbois, 
a grand old place, built of brick and stone 
in 1690 by Samuel Bernard, and surround­
ed by a superb park, full of majesty 
trees, was confiscated by the Revolution- ! 
ary Government in 1793, put up for auc­
tion, and purchaser by„> the Dictator Bar­
ras: Barras sold it to General Moreau.
When the latter was arrested in connection 
with his alleged complicity # in the Cad­
oudal conspiracy against the life of Na­
poleon, and eventually released, on the 
condition of his leaving the country, he 
transferred his Grosbois property to hie 
mother-in-law, Mme.} Hulet, whd sold it 
to Fouche’, Diike of Otrante, and' minister 
of police. It was from him that Marshal1 
Bertbier purchased it- for a sum of 0 
million francs, although it is worth to- f 
day at least five times that amount.

The provincial act for the better pro­
tection of hotel guests against fire goes: 
into effect today, and already several off 
the local hotels have made arrangements' 
for complying with the regulations, which ! 
call for ropes in every sleeping room by 
means of which the guests can escape from 
their rooms in case of fire. The Royal 
hotel proprietors have ordered about 
eighty-five new rope fire escapes from a 
firm in Chicago and they are expected to 
arrive in a day dr two. These will be 
used in the front rooms where the fire es­
capes are not so accessible as they are in 
the rear. The escape is attached to a 
fixture in the room and in case of fire 
one end is thrown out of the window, al­
lowing the occupant to slide down to the 
ground. The rope is so arranged that the 

i user can regulate the speed with which he 
descends to the ground, thereby averting 
the danger of striking the l ground for­
cibly.

The Victoria, Dufferin, Park, Grand 
Union and other hotels will be equipped 
with escapes soon, and then the danger 
of fires in the hotels will he greatly les­
sened. A local firm are taking orders for 
a brand of escapes which are being manu­
factured in this city.

Work was begun yesterday in Prince 
William street, near the corner of King 
in the laying of the creosote pavement, 
which is to be placed in that section. This 
makes several streets which are being 
opened or hâve been opened for the lay­
ing of pavement on the roadway, includ­
ing Mill in different sections; Dock, Nel­
son, and Main streets.

It is interesting to note that in the 
granite block pavement which has been 
laid 'this year, all joints have not been fill­
ed to the surface, but the grout was kept 
at a level of between one-half and one- 
quarter of an inch bedow the surface. This 
was done under instructions from City 
Engineer Murdoch on receipt of a peti­
tion signed by W.* G. Welsford, and near­
ly 15Ô others, and is expected to give 
more satisfaction to teamsters using the 
roadway thus paved, particularly on the 
hills.

So far the work goes along in Mill 
street without any provision for widening, 
except the concession of lowering the 
curb of the sidewalk on the western side 
of the street, down to within a few inches 
of the pavement in case, at some future 
time, the street may be joined with the 
C. P R. property.

His Worship Mayor Frink, Aid. Mc- 
Goldrick, chairman, of the board of pub­
lic works, and Wm Downie, superintend­
ent of the eastern division of the C. P. 
R., had a conference this morning in the 
mayor’s office relative to the widening of 
Mill street. While nothing would be 
said by any of the three after the meet­
ing, it is understood that there is more 
prospect of the street being widened as 
much as'possible.

didate, and in Bestigouche Mr. James Beid 
of Charlo is conceded the nomination if 
he is willing to accept it. It is a well 
known fact that for some time Mr. Beid 
has been willing and often anxious to lay 
aside the party leadership for any Liberal 
who is the choice of the party in jhis 
county, but so far as can be learned there 
is no desire to supercede the gentleman 
who has so ably represented Bestigouche 
for so long a period.

In Victoria-Madawaska, Mr. Pius Mich­
aud will in all probability be the candi­
date for the party again. At the last elec­
tion this constituency honored Mr. Mich­
aud with one of the largest majorities 
given to any representative in the whole 
dominion. There were several parishes 
which only gave his opponent one vote, 
and in one parish at least Mr. Michaud 
received all thé votes. He has been a 
most attentive representative since his elec­
tion, during which time many important 
public works have been in progress in his 
counties. ^

There is always a royal fight in Carle- 
ton County, and the Liberal party is for­
tunate indeed in having one of the ablest 
men in parliament, Mr. F. B. Carvell, to 
carry its banner in that territory. Mr. 
Carvell has just returned from a two 
months’ trip to the old country, and found 
on the day of his landing that parliament 
had been dissolved, and he was in the 
midst of a campaign. There is no doubt 
that after his trip and rest he will be in 
the very best fettle for any kind of contest 
bis opponents may put up to )iim. Mr. 
Carvell is always to the front in a good 
fight and never shows to better advantage 
than when the shot is coming thick and 
fast. That he will be returned by a splen­
did majority in Carleton, where the large 
number of farmers thoroughly appreciate 
the advantage of freer trade with the 
neighboring republic is beyond doubt.

Another constituency that is also favor­
ed with close trade relations with the 
United States is- Charlotte, and Mr. W. 
F. Todd, who redeemed the county in 
1908, will without advocating a policy 
that is most popular in this border ter­
ritory, namely, reciprocity, 
majority in the last election was about 
200, and the reports from Charlotte are te 
the effect that the people there are only 
awaiting the day when the Canadian 
parliament will add its consent to that al­
ready given by the house and senate in 
the United States, so that this prosperity 
pact will come into effect.

In York County, which was the only 
one outside of St. John city to return a 
Conservative candidate, the Conservative 
forces are undoubtedly strong, and yet it 
is hardly fair to the Liberal party to call 
the opposition forces -all Conservative. In­
fluences which should not be connected 
with political contests have been worked 
day after day, and month after month by 
enterprising and unscrupulous politicians 
of York County to advance the personal 
and political interests of Messrs. Crocket, 
McLeod, et al. York County has in the 
past shown that it is quite as ready to 
throw off such cumbersome shackles as it 
was to be burdened with them. It is one 
of the finest agricultural sections in the 
province of New Brunswick, and there is 
an undoubted feeling for better trade re­
lations with the United States. It remains 
to be seen whether the influences noted 
above will be successful. in clouding this 
issue, which is of such great importance 
to the people of York. The Liberals stand 
ready to put up a determined fight, and 
have several good candidates in view. It 
only remains for the party to get together 
and to nominate so good a man that the 
Conservatives may be glad themselves to 
have an opportunity of returning a repre­
sentative who will have some other stock 
in trade than abuse and scandals.

So far as Queens-Sunbury is concerned, 
it is said the Conservatives will find great 
difficulty in securing a candidate who can 
make any respectable show of opposition 
to Col. McLeai^, whose popularity has 
steadily increased, and whose constituents 
are fully alive to the benefits to be de­
rived from reciprocity and a larger free 
market for agricultural products.

In a word, Liberal prospects in New 
Brunswick were never so bright on the 
eve of the federal elections.

LIBERAL CONVENTIONS

The Liberal executive for St. John has 
been called to meet on Monday next, and 
the convention to nominate candidates on 
Thursday following, August 10.

This prompt action shows the liberal 
party ready for the campaign. Delegates 
to the convention were .elected at the 
primaries some time ago. It only remains 
to nominate the minister of public works 
and a strong man as his colleague to en­
sure victory in these two constituencies. 
There is no scarcity of strong men. It is 
only necessary to unite upon one as the 
colleague of the minister, and this the con­
vention will do. St. John city and county 
have every reason to return supporters of 
the government, not only because recipro­
city will greatly benefit the city end prov­
ince, but because of the great works al­
ready accomplished and others projected 
for the upbuilding of this national port. 
Since Dr. Pugsley became minister of pub-

; lie works the government has taken over 
the work of building wharves; has con­
structed one additional wharf; has com­
pleted plans and dredged a large part of 
the site of a series of wharves to follow; 
has facilitated the transfer of the shore 
lots to the C. P. R, and is calling for ten­
ders for a seawall to enable the railway 
company to fill in those lots; has dredged 
the harbor chatmel to a depth of 34 feet, 
enabling the largest steamers to enter at 
the lowest tide; has called for tenders 
for a dry dock, ship repair plant, break­
water and wharves in "Courtenay Bay, 
where since Dr. Pugsley became minister 
the Grand Trunk Pacific selected -the site 
for its terminals and the Canadian North­
ern announced its intention of doing 'the 
same; has let the contract for an armory 
to cost a quarter of a million, on which 
work is now progressing; has secured a 
vote to purchase a site for a modern post- 
office; has provided for a public building 
in Fairville; has looked after county 
wharves and breakwaters; and done other 
things of great benefit to the people.

With this record Dr. Pugsley comes 
back to his constituents, and there can be 
no shadow of doubt that they will empow­
er him to continue his splendid work for 
this city and province and for the whole 
of Canada. Nor can it be doubted that he 
will be strengthened by the election of his 
colleague in the local campaign.

Arrangements are being made to hold a 
Liberal convention for Kings-Albert at 
Sussex on either Wednesday or Thursday 
of next week. The Liberals of this con­
stituency have been delighted to hear of 
late that their present representative, Dr. 
McAlister, gave the prime minister, Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, his assurance that if his 
friends in Kings-Albert wished him to be 
a candidate again he would not permit his 
personal preferences to stand in the way 
of the party; so it is fair to assume that 
Dr. McAlister will be the Liberal candi­
date for the election September 21. There 
is rumor to the effect that Mr. George W. 
Fowler, who opposed Dr. McAlister at 
the last election, does not desire to re­
enter politics, and that the prominent 
among the Conservatives in Kings-Albert 
are considering the question of a likely 
man to carry the opposition banner.

In Westmorland there is no reasonable 
doubt that Hon. H. R. Emmerson will- 
again lead the Liberal forces to victory. 
Mr. Emmerson is a tower of strength in 
that section of New Brunswick, 
probably nearly as well known in Albert, 
Kent and Northumberland as in West­
morland, where his popularity is always on 
the increase.

Kent County has chosen Ex-Sheriff A. 
T. Leger as the Liberal candidate, and 
there is every probability that he will be 
quite as successful in his canvass and cam­
paign as the popular political veteran, 
Hon. O. J. LeBlanc, who has retired from

“When I left Ottawa two months ago 1 
had an impression which had been formed 
by a course of history, by a study of the 
British constitution and by a study of re­
cent events, that the royal family of Eng­
land, as representing the British crown, 
was a bond of union between all the dif­
ferent classes of England. Now*, I come 
back with that impression, nay, with the 
certainty that the British crown is a bond 
of union, not only for the different classes 
of the United Kingdom, but that it is a 
bond of union for the whole of the Brit­
ish Empire.”

“The police had better use more precau­
tion in the use of their «handcuffs when 
making an arrest, or some day they may 
be taken to court and sued for damages,” 
said Judge Ritchie in the police court this 
morning in commenting on the arrest of j 
Walter Stilwell by Sergt. Campbell and 
Policeman Kane.

Stilwell was remanded from yesterday 
morning and the case was brought up 
again at 10 o’clock, this morning. Police­
man Kâne and Mrs. Stilwell were recall­
ed, but nothing new was brought out in 
the evidence, except that Kane testified 
that Campbell hit the prisoner on the 
head three times with his baton. Sergt. 
Campbell wanted to have the ease laid 
over until tomorrow morning in order to 
have other witnesses present, but the 
court did not grant the request.

In summing, up the case for the defence, 
W. B. Wallace, K, C., contended that the 

in which he prisoner was arrested 
was nothing short of an outrage.

“A man’s house is his castle,” continued 
the counsel, “and to think that these two 
police officers should go into this man s 
house and not only arrest him but beat 
him over the head with a baton, is shame­
ful. It is a question whether these men 
had any right to go into Stilwell’s house 
and arrest him without a warrant, and I 
believe that they could be called upon to 
pay heavy damages.”

His Honor in,summing up said that he 
had warned the police time and time again 
about the use of handcuffs and batons, 
and would not be surprised to 
of them before a court some day being 
sued for damages.

“The only time that handcuffs can be 
used on a British subject is when he is 
trying to .escape from ensvody, and if used 
on other occasions the officer is liable for 
damages. I will think this case 
fully and consider whether or not the po­
lice were justified in making the arrest as 
they did.” .*
