“HONEST JOHN” OLIVER.

The Premier of British Columbia,
who is now fighting for his political
life, is called “Honest John Oliver” by
his friends, but his political enemies
are not all calling him that just at the
moment, whatever they may say of
him between elections. Whatever his
fortune is to be on election day, Mr.
Oliver’s rise from obscurity to a high
position in public life is a remarkable
one is another farm boy who
struss.od against poverty and lack of
education in his early days. Indeed,
ias a boy, he not only did hard farm
work, but before he came to this coun-
try he worked as a mere lad in the coal
mines of England.

Mr. Oliver at sixty-eight, in the
middle of another election, a figure of
national interest, can look back over a
life of achievement which only great
courage and solid character could make
possible. He was born in Derbyshire,
and when he was eleven years old he
had to leave school and become a
donkey boy in. the mines in order to
help support the family. A little later
his father became unable to work, and
the boy and his mother gained a living
for the family by running a poultry
farm. The Olivers came to Canada in
1870 and settled in Ontario. There
were seven brothers and sisters, and
John, the eldest, did most of the farm
work and incidentally learned the craft
+of stonemason, as Alexander Mac-
kenzie had done before him. Indeed
young Oliver’s first interest in elections
came in 1873, when as a farm boy he
was driving voters to the polls and was
urging them to vote for Mackenzie,
whose politics and whose character had
made a gréat impression upon him.

When he was twenty-one the rest of
the family were in better circum-
stances, and he went west, having a
hundred dollars as a start towards a
fortune. He worked for a time with
one of the C. P. R. surveying parties,
but later took up a homestead in the
Delta of the Fraser River, and there
his home has been ever since. He
married early, and later on, when
there were eight children requiring
education, Oliver felt that it would be
too costly fo send them to a city school
at a distance and yet that their edu-
cation must not be neglected. Being a
practical man he built a school-
house of his own in the orchard near
his house, and then hired an Oxford
graduate to teach them. The school-
house was small, but the plan was
admirable. There were five sons whao
thus became able to work on the farm
and get an education at the same time,
and afterwards they all went to McGill
University.

dMr. Oliver has been more or less in
politics for thirty years past. He suc-
ceeded Mr. Brewster as Premier in
1018. Aside altogether from politics
many a boy may draw inspiration from
Mr. Oliver’s early struggles. Adversity
eoften destroys the weak, but it sharp-
ens gond metal.

ACTION WOR THE MARITIMES.

Some of the election issues which are
being emphasized in British Columbia
have a familiar sound in New Bruns-
wick, and they contain a lesson for the
Maritimes—the lesson that if we unite
and fight for what we want we shall
achieve success.

“What has held back and prevented a
development that should have followed
the natural advantages which British
Columbia possesses?” The question is
asked by the Vancouver Sun, and it
answers by saying that nothing but
high transportation costs which prevail
in Western Canada is preventing the
free movement of all commodities be-
tweemi Vancouver and inland points.
The Sun asserts that such freight rates
are ruinous alike to the railways and
to the territory these railways are
supposed to serve.

The Maritime Provinces share this
We have
repeatedly protested against rates so
high that they make it ‘difficult or
impossible for us to send our goods to
the markets in the other provinces, and.
we object also to railway policies
which invite the use of alien ports at
the expense of those in the Maritime
Provinces. We can fully sympathize
with the contention that the railroads
should be great levers of development
so far as the West is concerned. That
is true of the railways concerning any
territory they reach. No transportation
policy is sound under which railways
are content merely, to haul the amount
of freight offered under rates which
tend to diminish rather than to develop
traffic. It is not enough that rallways
should merely collect tolls. They should
develop more traffic, and high rates
will not do that.

The West is setting us an example
In making a strong and united fight for
what it wants. The Crow’s Nest Pass
agreement, suspended under the pres-
sure of the war years and later restored
in part, is regarded in the West not as
a temporary measure of relief, but as
a permanent policy justified by existing
conditions. The West may not secure
all of the advantages in the matter of
rates which it formerly enjoyed, but
the prospects are that it will hold the
advantages it has and perhaps add
somewhat to them. The voice of the
West is strong at Ottawa, and its
representation {s _rapidly increasing
there, but it gets much because it
fights hard and is not easily denied.
Also it works and it advertises.

In the matter of rates the Maritime
Provinces are entitled obviously to as
much consideration as is extended to
the West, and we must continue to fight
steadily for justice. We cannot be
content—the rest of the country must
not expect us to be content—if we are
to be shut off from the markets in the
other provinces by means of high
transportation charges and from the
American market by high tariffs. Past
experience should prove to us that we
shall get little without fighting for it,
but that, having a good case, a stiff
and united fight will do much for us.
And by this we mean not merely seck-
ing to exert political influence on one
side or the other, but advertising our
advantages, our products and our
resources to the whole of Canada in
the most direct and effective fashion, in
addition to seeking resolutely in every
practical way to remove the disad-
vantages from which we suffer owing
to unjust rates and the diversion to
alien ports of traffic which should come
to our own.

Let us follow the West’s example,
not only in 'presenting a united and a
fighting frent, but by sending an able
and representative  delegation across
Canada to “sell” the Maritimes to our
fellow-Canadians.

THE DICTATOR.

The Italian Premier, Mussolini, is
beginning to talk a little like Napoleon.
His leadership seems to have saved
Italy from more than one disaster, but
that ean scarcely justify a threat to
abolish popular government. In a
recent address to members supporting
his ministry he said:—

UNGN BILL PASSES
FROM COMMITTEE

Church Legislati:m Turned
Over to Commons Again
. —Amendments Made.

Ottawa, June 11—The bill to pro-
vide for the Union of ‘the Presbyter-
jan, Methodist and Congregational
churches has now been reported by the
private bills committee and is again
before the House of Commons. The
bill has been amended by the private
bills committee in several particulars,
but the change which caused most de-
bate was that which provides that the
act shall not come into operation un-
til, and unless the courts decide that
the Presbyterian General Assembly
had authority to agree to union and
that the bill is not beyond the juris-
diction of Parliament. Two efforts
were made today to have this amend-
ment rescinded, but both motions were
ruled out of order. A motion was
passed, however, to include in the re-
port of the committee a record of the
. motion to rescind, and this will bring
the whole issue before the House,
where the effort to strike out the
amendment is to be renewed.

Amendment Suggested.
This motion was moved just before
the committee rose, by J. L. Brown,

of Lisgar, seconded by G. A. Brethen,
of Peterboro Fast. Mr. Brown first
proposed that the report of the com-
mittee should be amended to- contain
a declaration in favor of the rescind-
ing of the amendment referring the bill
to the law courts.

This motion was ruled out of order
by Chairman McGiverin on the same
grounds as he had riled out this morn-
ing a direct motion to rescind the
amendment. He explained, however,
that the motion could be reported to
the House as part of the proceedings of
the committee.

Mr. Brown accordingly accepted the
suggestion of the chair and this mo-
tion was carried. In accordance with
this decision the report of the com-
mittee will include the following dec-
laration, which is the text of the
Brown resolution:

Brown Resolution.

“Whereas, one of the objects in seek-
ing legislation in connection with the
union of the negotiating churches was
to avoid the possible application of the
House of Lords decision in the Free
Church case to the Canadian churches;

“And, whereas - Parliament is the
proper court to which citizens should
appeal if their inherent rights are not
clearly recognized in law;

“And, whereas the assumption which
underlies any appeal for legislation is
that the laws as they exist are neither
not clear or not adequate;

“And, whereas the Imperial Parlia-
ment readily granted the legislation
necessary to assure liberty of self-
determination to the Church of Scot-
land;

“And, whereas the amendments
made to this bill by a vote of 27 to 23

USE OF LEAVES IN HAWAIL I

They Played a Large Part in the |
Lives of the Primitive Natives.

A study of the uses made by the|
Hawaiians of the leaves of native trees |
and plants discloses how essential these |
‘Zi]eaves have been to the life and habits |

of the islanders. Among the most im-
1portant is the ti leaf, an essential
article in the Hawaiian household

also as a cover when food was placed
in underground ovens for roasting.
When bound around the head it re-
lieved headaches, was worn around the
| neck as a charm to ward off evil spirits |
and was useful in net fishing. A claim |
i of medicinal properties was also made‘

| for it.

{ ,The dry leaves of the kukui, or
‘icandlenut tree, were wrapped around |
i bananas to hastén their ripeming, and
| effected in three days what would
| usually require a week’s time. Fish
were enclosed in them as a protection |
in cooking rather than for flavor, for|
which the ti leaf was used. Dry kukui|
leaves served for polishing woodwork
and decayed leaves for fertilizer. The
leaves of the papala, which were deep-
ly lobed, were said to render meat
tender when wrapped in them over-
night.

The long, linear leaves of the lau-
hala, commonly called the hala, had a
special value with the Hawaiians as
with all Polynesians, being used not|
only for mats of every kind needed |
in the house, but for baskets, hats, fans l
and in some cases for house thatching. |
The long, pinnate leaves of the cocoa-
nut, like the hala, served in making
mats, screens and baskets, and in cer-
tain features of house construction.
The mid-rib of the leaf furnished ma-
terial for durable yard and house
brooms.

The centre of sugarcane leaves was
scraped and used for hatmaking and
the mature leaves for thatching. The
[ ash of the leaf when burned furnished
| the principal ingredient for black dye.
| The taro leaf, when cooked, resembles
| spinach and has a similar taste, and fot
| this purpose two or three of the yoting-
er leaf stalks were selected. The ma-
ture leaves were found useful as water
cups. One of the-Hawailan traditions
|is that a spring was once removed
| when all the water was bundled away
in taro leaves.

Leaves of the bread fruit were used
for polishing off canoes, calabashes or
woodwork, while banana leaves served

a similar purpose as the ti leaves in

QUEEN WORE THE
FAMED KOR--NOOR

ot

Gem Worth $600,000 Seen
at Second Court of the
London Season.

London, June 1.—(By mail).—A
touch of veritable romance was lent
to the second court of thg season held
at Buckingham Palace, when the
Queen wore on her corsage the f&moﬁs\
Koh-i-noor diamond. {

This marvellous gem, which Is|
valued at $600,000, is mounted as a|
single stone. It is the sixth largest dia- |
mond in the world, and became one of |
the crown jewels in 1850, during the
reign of Queen Victoria, when it was |
presented to her by Lord Dalhousie, |
the then Viceroy of India. i

Numbers of legends have centred
round the Koh-i-noor, the name of |
which means “Mountain of Light.”
The Duke of Wellington gave the first
turn to the cutting of it.

The Queen wore a coronet of pearls
and diamonds, diamond earrings, and
the Order of the Garter, in addition
to the splendid jewel. Her dress was
of Wedgwood blue and silver brocade,
with a train of shot silver tissue. This
was bordered with priceless antique
point de Flandres lace, and embroid-
ered with fleurs-de-lys in diamante.

The King was in the uniform of
colonel-in-chief of the Scotts Guard.

Medicinal Beer
Ban Is Upheld

Washington, June 11.—The Willis-
Campbell law, prohibiting the sale or
importation of intoxicating malt liquor
for medicinal purposes, has been de-
clared valid and constitutional by the
Supreme Court.

Known as the Willis-Campbell beer
act, the law was attacked in appeals
brought by the James Everard Brew-
eries of New York and by Edward and
William Burke, brewers of Guinness
stout. It was contended that the
national prohibition amendment limit-
ed the power of Congress to legislation
dealing with the use of intoxicating
liquors for beverage purposes and that
the states alone had authority under
their police powers to regulate the use

she.

| of liquors for medicinal purposes.

The Federal government and twenty-
five states urged the court to interpret
the prohibition amendment as leaving
in Congress discretion to determihe

{ what constituted a legitimate use of

intoxicating liquors.

Signs of Desire for Return
to Monarchy are in
Evidence.

(By Carl D. Groat, United Press Staff
: Correspondent.)
Berlin, June 12—Germany is still a
" republic. At least. that is the label
on the bottle, though now and again
one has to shake the bottle well to
know exactly what the contents are.

Try for instance to buy a republican
flag—black, red and gold—in Ger-

. many. The storekeeper looks at you
{ in amazement and then stammers half
apolegetically, half defiantly:—

“We don’t carry republican flags in
stock. You see there isn’t much de-
mand for them. And, then, one can’t
tell; there might be a revolution and
then we'd be stocked up with goods of
which we could never be rid.”

A bright idea strikes him, though.
He can sell the patron material where-
with to make such a flag.

That.is how the few republican flags
in Germany come into existence.

One sees on certain holidays a few
flags flying from the government build-

_ings in the Wilehelmstrasse. But
otherwise they are rare.

The absence of republican flags in
the new German republic may appear
trivial in itself, but it is fairly signifi-
cant of the trend of the times.

Has Hard Sledding.

The republic is having hard sledding. |

It may pull through. France had
many ups and downs before her re-|
public was finally established firmly. |

But there is a swing toward reac-|
tion and toward monarchism that is|
constantly becoming more and more!
apparent. The “Deutscher Tag” in
Halle was a sample of the movement.
‘This was scarcely ended before the
monarchists sought to have new cele-
brations in Berlin and elsewhere,
though they encountered governmental |

“prohibitions. |

' This means little. Germany will |
have more such days before the summer
is out, in all probability.

The Crown Prince and Crown Prin-
cess are given ovations when they
appear outside Oels. Ludendorff, the|
beer-cellar Pitschist, is a hero to an|]
amazingly large number of his coun-
trymen. Monarchist papers reported,
with indignation, that the Crown
Prince’s son appeared at the Halle
“Deuntscher Tag” but amazingly, kept
himself in the background.

Incidentally, the monarchists there
overstepped all restrictions imposed by
the socialist Prussian ministers—and
got away with it. {

JAPAN PUNISHED
FOR HER VIRTUES

Sympathy of British Press—
U. S. Action May Cost
More Than Worth,

(Special cable to the New York Times
and Montreal Gazette.)
London, June 9—Commenting upon
the anti-American demonstrations in
Tokio the Westminster Gazette says:
“So far no one will be inclined to criti-
cize the United States, nor even Japan.
Moreover, we, least of all, could afford

to take up a critical attitude since the
same problem has to be faced by Can-
ada, and may become of first import-
ance to Australia. But the present ill-
feeling against the United States is not
caused by an exercise of its fundamen-
tal rights. Japan had shown herself
more than ready to meet the desires
of the United States and the so-called
gentlemen’s agreement gave that coun-
try all she could demand. This, un-
fortunately, has not seemed sufficient
to that naivete which some times im-
pels the United States to courses of
action that would horrify the more
sophisticated peoples of Europe. This
act which excludes the Japanese may
well be found to cost the United States
much more than it is worth.”

The Daily Express says: “It would
seem to be a wise and gracious thing
for the American Government to enter
immediately into a frank discusion with
the Japanese Government in an attempt
to bridge the differences between them.
An announcement of such a discussion
would not be interpreted as a weakness,
but merely as an evidence of regret
which one civilized nation feels for an-
other when legislation has pricked na-
tional susceptibilities.”

The Morning Post says: “Sympathy
will more readily be given to Japan
when it is realized that in a way her
citizens are being punished for their
virtues, and that justification for the
ban lies, not in inferiority, but in the
efficiency of the Japanese immigrant.

Not Ancient Origin.

Many present had seen the
birth of imperial thought which took
form. on the occasion of ‘Queen Victo-
ria’s golden jubilee, in 1887, when the
first Imperial conference was held and
the ill-starred Imperial Institute found-
ed.

Joseph Chamberlain was
the first apostle of Imperialism, but his
ideas changed under the stress of war
conditions and he granted the colonies
preferential treatment of one shilling a
quarter on wheat when the war had
come to a close—today we have many
preferences. The sentiment developed
between 1895 and 1902 was strengthen-
ed by the Great War when soldiers
from every part of the empire met and
suffered and died for a common cause.

‘The Problems.

Westminster Sees 10 Raised
to Knighthood in Order
of Bath.

London, June 12—Time rolled back
centuries in Westminster Abbey when,

organ and the singing of a silver-
voiced choir, 10 Knights Grand Order
of the Bath were installed in the
Chapel of King Henry VIL

The age of chivalry seemed restored
when those 10 knights—great men of
war some of them-—resplendent in
knightly dress of scarlet, white and
gold, affirmed this oath on their in-
stallation:—

You shall honor God above all
things; you shall be stedfast in the
faith of Christ, you shall love the King
{ your Sovereign Lord, and him and his

! defend maidens, widows and orphans
{in their rights and shall suffer no ex-
torion as far as you may prevent it,
and as great honor be this order unto
you as ever it was to any of your
progenitors, or others.
The Great Master, kneeling at the
prie-dieu before the altar, makes his
offering of gold and silver. The senior
of the Knights newly sworn makes his
offering in the same manner, and ten-
ders also his sword, which the dean
offers up and then restores to him,
| with the admonition:—*I exhort and
!admonish yoiu to use your sword to
1'the glory of God, the defence of the
{ Gospel, the maintenance of your
“Sovereign's right and honor, and of all
| equity and justice, to the utmost of
your power.” This is the crowning
! moment of the rite. The newly in-

stalled Knights, facing each other in a
double line, drew their swords simul
| taneously, and stand holding the hilts
of them towards the altar. Then one
and all sheathe them, and the rite is
l over.
| The Order of the Bath, which flooded
| the Abbey with such a glory of
| mediaeval color, was founded by Henry
IV. in 1339 by the conferring of
knighthood on 46 esquires.

It is only within the last ten years
that the ceremony of the installation
of Knights in the chapel of the Order,
introduced by JKing Henry VIL, has
been revived. The ceremony was the
third this century, the last having
taken place in 1920.

Red Sox are Outstanding
Surprise in the Ameri-
can League.

With one-third of the baseball season
almost completed, both New York’s
championship major league teams are
tnding the going in their respective
pennant races none too smooth, says
the 'New York Times. In the National
League the Giants’ right to their
fourth successive championship is be-
ing stubbornly disputed by the Chi-
cago Cubs, and in the American
League the Boston Red Sox are fight-
ing hard to prevent the Yankees from
carrying off the pennant for the fourth
year in a row.

When Lee Fohl, former manager of
the Browns, took over the leadership

Yankees for the possession of first
place at this stage of the pennant race.
With the acquisition of a new manager

| club, the Red Sox have apparently

PICKS GREY LAG
AS FASTEST HORSE

Trainer Says He Should be
Chosen to Meet
Epinard.

New York, June 12—(United Press)
—Maxey Hirsh, veteran trainer, who

| has handled some of the best horses

this country has produced, agrees with
Sam Hildreth that Grey Lag is the
fastest stake horse on the American

turf,

When the question of “which horse
should be selected to meet Epinarc.i,
the French crack, in match races this
fall was put up to Hirsh, he had no
hesitation in replying:

“Grey Lag, of course.
he is best we have.”

Sam Hildreth is handling the Sin-
clair colt, now 6 years old, and Hirsh
says he understands Grey Lag is being
“pointed” for just such event as the
Epinard matches—if these are held.

Some time ago, before the running
of the Withers at Belmont Park, Hirsn
was asked what colt he thought to be
in the best shape for a stake race.
Without considering any of the other
contenders, the trainer named Braca-
dale.

As everyone knows, the Rancocas
colt stepped out on Decoration Day
and ran away from the field in the
Withers. Which showed that Hirsh
was a pretty fair judge of contempor-
ary horseflesh, if there had ever been
any doubt on that score.

Bracadale disappointed earlier in the
season, but his running in the Withers
left nothing to be desired.

On the form shown at that time,
Bracadale was Hirsh’s choice to meet
Epinard if Grey Lag had to be passed
u

A second choice named by the trainer
was Nellie Morse, Bud Fisher’s good
filly. Nellie Morse’s running in the
Preakness at Baltimore was something
turf followers will long remember. The
Fisher filly splashed home to victory
over a field of high class colts.

Shortly after Hirsh had suggested
Nellie Morse as a possible American
contender in an international stake
race, she disappointed in the Kentucky
Qaks on get-away day at Churchill
Downs, when, after leading the field
all the way, she allowed herself to be
nipped on the post by an otusider.
However, there was more in this_race
than met the eye.

It would be unusual if a filly wore
the silks of the United States against
the pride of France, but with this
year’s colt running as erratically as at
present, Hirsh’s choice is not as un-
usual as it might seem.

Tom Healy, one of the old school
trainers, who trained and saddled last
year’s Preakness winner, cast his vote
for Zev as the best stake horse in this
country. : :

So did Tom Welsh, who trains for
J. E. Widener.

Jack Joyner, who knows thorough-
breds on both sides of the Atlantic,
picked St. James. .

Not so long ago, St. James was
counted out for the running, when it
was scratched from the Kentucky Der-
by and other fixtures. The colt was
out June 2, however, and stepped a
half in 51 seconds, and private per-
formances since then have led to be-
lief that the Futurity winner may
shortly be himself again.

There is no doubt but 1924 is an off
year for high class horseflesh in all
three countries where racing prevalls—-
England, France and America.

Racing on the English turf thus far
has not produced one horse that stands
out indisputably above all others.

Epinard himself has met defeat by
thoroughbreds rated far below him.

In this country, the Rancocas stable
entries have been showing well on
eastern tracks, while Black Gold seems
about the best of the west. But there
has been no Man o’ War, no Morvich
and no Zev.

Some question was raised as to the
advisability of holding the international
races at all, after Epinard was beaten
by Sir Galahad IIL. at St. Cloud In
May. Wertheimer, at the time, said it
would depend upon what showing hs
horse made in England. Then Epinard
was beaten again in France, and many
crities said it would be.a farce to send
him to this country.

Those who have seen the French
horse at his best, however, want him
to come. Epinard is a gallant cham-
pion and, at his best, probably the
superior of anything we have seen run
in the United States this year.

Sportsmen felt that great good was
accomplished by the bringing together
of Zev and Papyrus in a $100,000 stake
race at Belmont Park last year, and
would like to see a similar contest
held this year.

| THE APPROACH OF MARS.

| On August 23rd next, Mars will
!make one of its closest approaches to
fthc earth within the present century.
| The two planets will be separated by
%nbout 85,000,000 miles, which is, cos+
' mically speaking, a mere trifle. Mars is
;not actually our nearest planetary
| neighbor in space, as Venus on occa’
| sion comes as close as 26,000,000 miles.

But on these occasions the dark side of
Venus is turned towards us, and we
can see nothing; while Mars, at closest
approach, is fully illuminated. AS a
conseguence we know much more about
Mars than about Venus. Mars is con-
siderably smaller than the earth. Ity
diameter is about 4,260 miles, and its
volume less than two-tenths of that of
the earth. Compared to our cloud-laden
planet, Mars may well be described as
a world of blue skies and bright sun-
shine. And this despite the fact that
at a distance of about 40 million miles
farther from the sun than the earth, it
receives considerably less light and heat
than we do. The question presents
itself to us whether the planet is in-
habited by any forms of life. Vegeta-
tion we know exists there. Do animals?
Do beings akin to man? These are
questions to which no definite answer
All we can say with

WAS BORN HERE

Late Walter L. Sawyet’s
Widow and Daughter
Revisiting St. John,

Mrs. Walter L. Sawyer and her
daughter, Mrs. John B. Worcester, are
spending this week in St. John, where
Mrs. Worcester was born. Their visit
awakens recollections of Walter L.
Sawyer, a famous writer who was
assciated with E. S. Carter in the early
days of Progress.

Mr. Sawyer, who died eight years
ago, came here from Portland, Me. He
was a writer of great ability and a man
of fine and interesting personality.
Mrs. Sawyer and her daughter say that
Mr. Sawyer always intended to return
to St. John some time, and always
spoke of it with-admiration, as a most
home-like place.
