A coroner taere
must have reasonable suspicion that foul
play or ‘criminal cavelessness or nogli-
gence ie the cause of death before he
takes the responsivuty of ordering .an
inquest, and it is high time that the
British- Columbia law was similarly
amended.

- I tried to do so, but ecould not as
no registry oifice existed there, mneither
can such be done new as it is no place
to register. I sent it to' Victoria and got
it registered. ~‘Tne case was thrown
against me. I made an appeal to the
supreme court at once at Victoria. My
attorney wrote "me to -inform ume that
the case was decided in my favor, with
costs, and asked me if I would- accept
what my cattle were sold for with costs.
This I agreed to. - My attorney:. wrote
saying he had sent the bill, to E. G.
Prior, then sheriff, and he refused to pay.
Shortly after my attorney wrote: saying
that he could not act for me, as his firm
was then acting for the firm to which E.
G. Prior belonged.  In Victoria I saw
the judge that decided ‘the appeal and
showed him my letters. He replied,
““This is a queer case, but it is not my
place to advise you as I might have to
sit on the case; but put the case-in an
attorney’s hands and you will not have
to wait long for an answer.” - I saw
one and he said he could not undertake
the casé at present.. 1 saw another at
Nanaimo when up here, ' He said he had
not time to look up the matter, but would
take the papers to "Victoria and let me
know. He never wrote, so I did, asking:
him what he would do, but got no answer
to my many leiters, and had to go to
Victoria to see about the papers. . He
recommended me back to my first attor-
ney, and not to show my papers to any-
one else. - My first attorney said, iou
see, you cannot do anything' I saw
another afterward and none would wun-
dertake a suit against- the government’s
official. T was told to bring it before

‘the house, as my only opportunity to'get
‘justice in this province.

I have tried to
do so from the time W. Raybould, M.

Dalton McQarthy, the Brains of #he Con-
servative Party, Again Speaks.

At the recént meeting at Collingwood,
Ont., Mr. MecCarthy  dealt with the  trade
question, ‘and by irrefragable = arguments.
sustained by facts and figures, demonstrat-
ed to the entire satisfaction of the audience
the absurdity of taxing the great producing
and consuming masses for the benefit of the
priviliged classe8, Referring to the state-
meift made by him at Milton, that because
of the protective system cottons’ eost the
Canadian ‘people 35 per cent. more in Can-
ada than the same goods could be purchased
for in England, he replied to the criticism
which the Toronto orld had offered on
that point. Mr. McCarthy said he was ac-
cused of having dishonestly sought to create
the impression that the people of Canada
had to pay 85 per cent. more for their cot-
tons than they could get them for in Hng-
land. . He had, as a matter of fact, said so,
and that was just exactly what he had
sought to convey.” He had gone to some of
the wholesale merchants of Toronto, and ke
had got. from them a few figures, but they
would not allow him to use thelr names.

It was a shame and 'a disgrace to this
country that an importer was in such a
position, . under control of the customs au-
thorities, that he could not allow his name
to bé mentioned because of the tyranny to
which he would be subjected. _Mr. Mc-
QOarthy quoted the figures which had been
furnished Hhim, and which showed that
silesin,34 by 36 inches, cost 6 cents a jyard
in Canada and 41-2 in England, a difference,
of 23 per cent. Oxford shirting, 7 1-4 cents
ence of 35 per cent:; prints of a different
ence of 35 per cent.;prints .of a' different
description, 81-4 cents .in Canada and 6
cents in Hngland, a difference of 27 per
cent.; flannelettes, 8 cents in Canada and 6
cents in England, a difference of 41 per
cent., Instead of saying that the difference
was 35 per cent. in favor -of the English
Erlce, he should have said 41 per cent., or
hat instead of saying that the extra cost
to the people of his country was $3.50 for
ever¥ 10 worth of goods purchased, he
should have placed it-at $4.10 for every $10
worth. He showed that the people, In the
enhanced price paid for cotton because of
tariff, were actually paying more money out
than the cotton combine were paying their
operatives in wages. He professed: to have
little faith in the promis readjustment of
the tariff, for the reason that revision was
:to be based on the protective principle, and,
therefore, the manufacturers would have
substantially the protection that they enjoy
at the present time. To that he was un-
alterably ox:l'lposed. (Applause,) He was for
a policy which would allow English goods
into our market. - Canada knew not what to
expect from the Americans, now the Wilson
bill was before Congress, but in three years
there would be another election in the
United States, and, from all appearances,
the Demoerats would be out and McKinley
would be in again, and they knew what to

ex&g'ect from him. %

He Refuses to Pay Cheques ir Illo;;lly
Drawn—His Decisions Over-Ruléd by
the Ministers and T'r ry 8 d

(From onr own. Correspondent.)

Ottawa, March 5.—The report of the
auditor general, J. L, McDougsall, is an-'
nually increasing in size and importance.
The last issue is a blue-book of 1,666
pages. Touching on the growth of the
book Mr. ‘McDougall says: “I regret
that I could see mo way of keeping the
size of ‘the volume down to even what it
has been in previous years without ex-
cluding matter which should appear. The
corregpondence here produced will  ve
looked upon as large, but it is a small
part of what has taken place with the
various departments during the period,
and has been selected ‘éither to show the
measures for adopting a particular mode
of carrying on expenditure or of vouching
for it, -or to draw attention fo what in
the view of this office was an irregulur
proceeding. This part of the auditor
general’s work is quite as fully done in
England as it is done here. Ther:, how-
ever, the public accounts committee gives
the’ “auditor . general much more assis-
tance in establishing principles and in ro-
lieving him from responsibilities chan has
been done here.” 7

In a.letter to the privy council dealing
with the staff of his own office, Mr. Mc:
Dougall says:

“It seems to be a very general regula-
tion in the service that no man is to be
promoted until he has reached the max-
imum salary of his'class and that of those
who have reached that position- the omne
who has been there longest gets the pro-
motion. Now I am. glad that it is not
necessary for me in the- dischargé of my<
duty as the head of this office to criticize
the effect on ofher departments of sazh
a system. 1 have no hesitation in saying
‘that such a system applied to this office
is discouraging to high-minded, ambi-
tiors men and has not a very noticeable
effect in putting energy into the man who
was never known to lift a finger unleas
when it broyght something into his
pocket.”

After pointing out that full work in the
office is obtained for the money even 1n a
commereial standard; that the clerks
we: after hours when necessary; that
not one dollar is being paid to sdperammu-
tion on account of former employees, Mr.
McDotgall adds:-

“The country does not, I am sure, de-
sire to get a man’s work for less than the
same quantity and quality would bring
in the open market.

“The work to be done here is all good
work. Isn’t it better to show the clear-
hcaded industrious men that you apprec-
iate their intelligence and zeal, by giving
with pleasure t0' 3 the salaries you would
be forced to give to four and get from
them more work than from 6 of the
other kind, and of immeasurably better
quality? Then, the man who is brighten-
ed by his work: being appreciated, ve-
spects himself and takes an interest in
everything connected with his depart-
mt.” f \ :-"‘.-4 FE (50

“Although referring onl} 16 his own de-
partment the views of the auditor gen-
eral are important to the other depart-
ments since it refutes the idea that it‘is
impossible on the grounds of politics to
conduct the government service on a com-
mercial basis. 2

The first tilt ir the report between
the auditor and the treasury board is over
the salary of the secretary of mailways
and canals, Mr. MeDougall refusing to
pay the cheque because the secretary waa
appointed to theé position at a salary
higher than the mininum of the class to
which he'was promoted and also that the
secretary had not passed the promotion
examination - in - the  department. ‘The
treasury board decided against the au-
ditor and the latter applied to the min-
ister of justice for his opinion: which Mr.
McDougall will lay before parliament.
Mr. Ouimet, who was acting minister of
justice at the time, disposed of the case
by saying that parliament voted the
money to Mr. Balderson and the  office
.being a statutory one, that was sufficient
to overide the ordinary classification of
the- civil ‘service act. s b

Another important objection is'made by
the auditor general in regard to the pay-
ment of large sums of money awarded to
certain contractors by the exchequer
court in what is known as the ‘“hard pan
cases” in connection with the comstruc-
tion of the Cape Breton and Oxford and
New (lasgow railways. These : casecs
were submitted by.the deparbment of
railways and canals to the exchequer
court by order-in-council. The conten-
tien of the audit office ig that the pay-
ments were otherwise illegal, being out-
side that provided by the contract, and
that the appropriation does not cure the
illegality. The esums in dispute were
over $200,000. The treasury board ‘and
the minister of justice again -decided
against the auditor.

One of the guestions that will come up
in parliam: next session is the Cowan
bridge in Mbntreal. It is noticed from
the return that there was an appropria-
tion of $226,000 for the Lachine canal.
This grant was exceeded by $219983.

THE SEARS CASE.-

Another Move in the Suit Against the
Seattle Street Railway Co.

The old damage suit of Frank and An-
nie Sears against the Seattle Consolidat-
ed Street Railway company, in which
Mrs. Sears got $15,000 damages for in-
juries received in a streéet car  accident
several years ago, came up in the Supe-
mor court, again yesterday in an eatiri.y
new form,

Hver since the supreme court affirmed
the big judgment the sureties on the su-
persedeas - bond have been trying in ev-
ery way possible to evade the payment
of  the judgment entered against (hem
together  with the railway company,
claiming that they were induced t5 be-
come sureties and ‘“jobbed” by the street
car people, who by placing ‘the corpora-
tion in the hands of a receiver prevented
the collection of its just debts. As a
consequénce, they claim, ‘they alone were
rendered liable 1o Sears, when in. faot it
was not their debt at all, but the corpo-
ration’s, thaf Sedrs and hig wife wete
frying to force them to pay, Every le
gal means ‘was resorted to im vain, for
both Judge Langley and Judge )sborn
decreed that the sureties were Bable ard
that the debt must be paid by them if
the street car company had no property
available, and execution ‘was aceordiigly
levied by Sheriff Wioolery on the suretics’
plaperty- ik
+ B 6, Kilbourne is the most wealthy of |
the sureties—V. Hugo Smith, L. H. Grif-
fith, J. 8. Porter and himself—and méde
the hardest fight against the execution.
The sheriff, it is said, levied upon 2820
shares of the capital stock of the Union
Eleetric Company, a  corporation ' con-
trolled by Mr. Kilbourne, which have a
par value of $100 and are worth in the
market not very much less, In last No-
vember the s*eriff sold the stock at auc-
tion to satisfy the judgment. There Wwas
not much competition, and Sears and his
wife bought the whole block for only
$656

The new owners of the stock not long
after went, or allege they went, to the
office of the Union Electric company and
asked to look at the boeks, with a view to
ascertaining the condition of the stock
and getting it transferred 'to themselves.
They allege that the permission was re-
fused 'and that they have not yet been
able to ‘get a glimpse of the books to
see how things stand.. Moreover they
allege inwtheir complaint against E. C.
Kilbourne, which they filed yesterday,
that Frank Kilbourne and Eben Smith
have set up a‘claim to the stoek- and
will ‘not allow the transfer. Mr. Kil
bourne, who is brother of BE. Kil-
bouirne, it seems has set up ownership of
a portion'of the stock, and Mr. Smith has
asserted ‘that he holds a portion of ‘the
stock ‘as trustee for parties who have
loaned E. C. Kilbourne money and taken
the stock as security. The complaint al-
leges, howewer, that Mr. Smith refuses
to tell for whom he is trustee, and, while
the books of ‘the company would show
‘the truth as to the claims of both parties,
the plaintiffs are not allowed to see them,
The Searses allege that the transfers
of the stock, if made at all, were fraud-
ulent and were made with intent to pre-
vent them from realizing on it when they
brought in at the sale. They say  fhat
they are willing to pay any just liens or
incmmberanees on it, but that they wanrt
either the stock of $28200 in ‘case it
cannot_be delivered. They also. demand
that the parties *who claith-the afléged 'in-
terests may be compelled to state exactly:
what the intefests are, and that an iftspec-.
tion of the books be granted. The stock!

This machine he cails
a kinotoscope,  The kinotograph is the
machine which takes the® photographs,
‘and ‘the kinotoscope ‘the ‘machine which
displays them to the eyé. In the top of

box just like the  phonograph machines,
is a peep hole about’ two inches long and
& half 'an inch bread, covererd with glass,
The interior of the box is lighted by elec-
tricity and shows a picture about - two
inches broad and omé inch high.

The kinotescope in Mr, Edison’s work-
shop, which was exhibited to a reporter
yesterday, contains & picture of a bar-
ber shop. 'There is the barber, about, one
inch in height standing at his chair, and
three vietims waiting to be shaved. Bat
waiting is not the correct word to use of
this picture, - One of the lilliputian actors
rises and walks across the picture, sits
down and is tilted back. The apron and
towels are adjusted in a trice with no
gentleness (it's a five-cent shop), ‘and the
hand of the barber moves professionally
over the patron’s face and under his
chin before the proper razor is .chosen.
’J':‘he razor is stropped vigorously a few
times and he begins a five-cent shave that
resembles the swing of a scythe in the
hands of a fammer. The victim writhes,
but he has to stand it. Just at this mo-
ment one of the waiting maniking who
picked up @& newspaper and has been
reading, is attacked with a fit of laugh-
ter at something he sees. He rises from
the chair, slaps the paper, and, pointing
to' the place, hands the sheet to the other
waiting customer, who rises, notes the
places, resumes his seat, reads the paper

ed the illusiom

“Then begafl a series of experiments
in’ photographing moving’ objects, and we!
got our apparatus to. take ~fWenty-five
different photographs in a second, but
this was not sufficient. 1 found that the
hyman retina was capable of taking
about forty-five or forty-six photographs
and communicating them to the braiu.
Any ‘more rapid photography was lost np-
on the brain. The difficalty was to give a
sufficient -expesure even for the best in-
stantaneous: photographiq apparatus. It
is_necessary for a good picture that the
gelatine. plate should be allowed to have
a certain fraction of time in which to
record the rays of the light that form the
picture,  and the great problem was to
get an electrical machine that would
move the gelatine plate along so rapidly
between ‘exposures that forty-six pictures
a second could be taken and enough ‘ime
could be given for each picture to be |
taken, properly.

“T'found that if a plate were exposed
the sgixteenth ‘part of a second to a
scene that was very light, with a very
dark back ground, a perfect photograph
resulted. It was but’ a simple proeéss
to figure out how fast the machine would
have to run between exposures to give
forty-six pictupes, each a sixtieth part of
4 second expesure. I figured - that it
would have to move from one exposure

to another in 1-185 of a seeond. .‘Yhat is

to say the instrument must be standing
stil for exposure three-fourths of & sce-
ond and must be racing along at an eneor-
mous rate of speed the rest of the. sec-
ond so-as to get.the whole forty-six plates
properly expesed.
