LESSONS TO BE LEARNED

There are many lessons to be learned from the Peace Confer-
ence of Versailles, the Disarmament Conference at Washington,
the several other international Conferences, and the one which met
in Genoa last month. With the possible exeeption of the Washing-
ton conference, all of them committed gross economic and indus-
trial blunders.

As an example there was the reparation provision agreed “’:
at Versailles, which compelled Germany to deliver twenty million |
tons of coal to France within a limited period of time. The deliv- |
ery of this eoal, which was much in excess of what France ('ullld;

consume, threw French miners out of work, retarded the rehabili-
tation of French mines, and what was more serious permitted
France to sell this surplus coal in those markets from which E.ngv-
fand had derived her most profitable export trade. This precipi-
tated a condition in the English mineg which resulted in the d_u‘-
astrous strike of the British miners. This economic and industrial
blunder, and most of the others, would have been avoided had ex-
perienced trades-union officials sat as delegates from their respee-
tive eountries at these conferences. .
