‘“There is a controversy as to whether
or not Mr. Whitney said that Mr. Mec-
Bride was neither frank nor candid;
but there can be little room for contro-
versy about the candor of a gentleman
who votes upon a resolution and then
takes the position that neither he nor
his fellow members had any right to
vote upon it at all.

“The premier has placed himself in
this unhappy posijtion. On the one
hand, if as he now claims the confer-

i ence had no business with British Co-

lumbia’s special demands, he should
have taken that stand at the outset,
and so eliminated that question from
the deliberation of the conference alto-
On the other hand, if'by rea-
son of the terms of union constituting
in effect a partnership, it was necessary
that all the provinces should. join in
any change in their contractual rela-
tionship, Mr. McBride should have
stayed at his post, and have gone down
fighting if need be, for the rights of his
province. It is absurd to say, as he
said in Victoria, that there was noth-
ing he could do but withdraw.

“This question of better terms is a
matter of plain and honest business
dealing and diplomacy. To drag srixch
a question into the arena of party poli-
ties is a crime against the people of
this province.

“I venture to think that Mr. Mec-
Bride's own friends regret the partizan
tone of his speech at Victoria the othef
day, and the extreme partizanship dis-
played in the address presented to him
by some of his political supporters
there. He and they lost sight of the
fact that British Columbia’s case is a
provincial not a party one.

“It is no less to be regretted that sis-
ter provinces should be belittled and
ridiculed for no apparent reason unless
to excite 'sectional prejudices.” The
question can be dealt with without re-
sort to petty recriminations. If any
one doubts that Mr. McBride attempted
to give the whole question a political
and, sectional cast let him read the pre-
mier’s speech as reported, apparently
verbatim, in the Victoria Colonist.
From beginning to end it is a labored
attempt to make it appear that his
failure was due to the Ottawa govern-
ment, whereas it is an undisputed fact
that the premier failed in the prelimin-
ary conference with the other provin-
cial premiers. and that upon the two
points pressed upon the conference by
him, viz., arbitration and additional
subsidies on a sliding scale every one
of his fellow members, Conservative as
well as Liberal, were opposed to the
particular form of relief which Mr. Mec-
Bride advocated for British Columbia.
Does Mr. McBride suggest that the Con-
servative premiers of Ontario and Man-
itoba desired to injure a fellow-Con-
servative?

“In the face of" these unquestioned
flacts, I fear Mr. McBride is a little
wea'v in his insinuation of partizanship.
To sneer at the size of Prince Edward
British Co-
lumbia is undoubtedly a big, broad and
progressive province. We never tire of

Mr. Mc-
Bride, who ought to know his case,
leaves us in the dark on that point; but
this I do know, that the Dominion has
the power to assist our province in
other ways, if not by subsidies such as
Mr. McBride claimed at the conference,
then by still more liberal treatment
than we have been receiving in the
past, and by assisting us in the de-
velopment of those resources which na-
ture has so freely lavished upon us.

“We find no indication, however, in
Mr. McBride's speech of any attempt
t® negotiate upon lines other than
that of cash subsidies upon a sliding
scale. For my part, I believe in the
future of British Columbia too sincere-
ly to be wedded to the idea that our
prosperity depends upon a per capita
grant of $1 sliding down to 25 cents.
What we need is present help to enable
us to develop and reasonably conserve
what we have and we need have little
fear of future generations.

“I hope the premier will reconsider
his determination to throw himself at

SCHOOLS REMAIN
OPEN ON FRIDAY

HIS MAJESTY REQUESTS
CELEBRATION BE ADJOURNED

Recent Proclamation Asks Official Date
of King's Birthday Be May
Twenty=Fourtb,

His Majesty the King does not wish
any public celebrations on the actual
date of his birthday, next Friday, ac-
cording to a recent proclamation issued
by the federal government. This be-
ing the case neither of the patriotic
societies in the city, the Sons of Eng-
land and Sons of St. George, will take
any steps towards recognizing the
event. His Majesty wishes to perpetu-
ate the memory of his mother, the late
Queen Victoria, by requesting the offi-
cial celebration of his birthday on that
of the late Queen, May 24th. The Sons
of England will continue to hold their
annual church 'service on the Sunday
preceding that date. Accordingly the
next celebration of the King’'s birthday
will not occur until May 24th, 1907.

The department of education has re-
ceived a large number of letters asking
if the schools would be closed on that
date, and the superintendent of that
department has requested the Times
to announce that the public schools in
all parts of the province will remain
open on Friday next in deference to the
wishes of His Majesty.

An impression has been created that
the parade of the Fifth Regiment on
Friday evening was arranged in honor
of the event mentioned. This is not the
case. It is an ordinary official parade
and the date is merely a coincidence.
There could be no official action taken,
in view of the proclamation mentioned.
If, privately, the members of the regi-
ment feel inclined to give three cheers
for His Majesty, there could be no pos-
sible objection.

COUNTRY POSTMASTERS.

Will: Probably Be Granted Increased
Remuneration—Delegates Inter-
view Minister.

Ottawa, Nov. T7.—A delegation of
country postmasters representing the
whole Dominion waited on Hon. R.

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WARNING NOTE BY
BRITISH FINANCIE

R. M. horne-Payne Advises Canadians to Coun-
tenance No Undertakings Not Approved
by Reputable Men.

(Associated Press.)

London, Nov. 7.—At a meeting ryes-
terday of the British Columbia Electric
Railway, R. M. Horne Payne said the
prosperity of British Columbia would
really commence from the time when
it began to attract capital from the old
world. For this reason people in Brit-
ish Columbia would do well to think
twice before they sent forth to the
world resolutions and by-laws threat-
ening and antagonizing capital. The
Canadian market had hitherto been
kept clean and wholesome, but he re-
ceived recently prcspectuses of at least
a dozen enterprises of the wildest na-
ture, involving millions of pounds ster-
ling. If these were taken up he had
not the least doubt ninety per cent. of

the capital would be lost. There were
only two safeguards: to avoild United
States names on Canadian enterprises,
which were like the plague, and to
mdke sure to get the names of leading
commercial Canadians and important
banks on the prospectuses. Above all,
there should be no confusion between
the social.and political position and
the financial and commercial portion.

The Liverpool Daily Post Mercury
commenting on Mr. Payne’s speech
says if Canadians could devise means
by which reputable could be distin-
guished from disreputable undertakings
they would confer an immense benefit
upon British investors and facilitate the
introduction of capital essential to the
development of their country. In this
connection the Canadian banks could
probably do a good deal.

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HEARST IN NEW YORK

REPUBLICAN ELECTED
GOVERNOR OF STATE

)

The Result of the Contests Which Took
Place Across the Border
Yesterday.

(Associated Press.)

‘Washington, D. C., Nov. 6.—“Get out
and vote,” is the command to-day from
political generals throughout the coun-
try. Lack of interest in the election is
reported from many sections. This
condition necessitates hard work at the
polls and the assurances of favorable
weather in the greater portions of the
country is welcomed by all contending
parties.

Decided uncertainty as to the result
of the balloting is the feature of the
closing campaign news £from nearly
every quarter, This uncertainty wag:
manifested in New York, Pennsyl-
vania, Chicago and other sections by
a vigorous continuance of the cam-
paign until midnight last night. In
Montana the Socialist party makes a
confident claim of increasing their vote
of six thousand last year, and both the
Republicans and Democrats ¢laim the
state, ~
The earthquake at San Francisco is
said to have so redistributed the
population of the state that old esti-
mates cannot be relied on. Massa-
chusetts kept the fight warm until the
last minute and Boston was the mid-
night battle-ground between Guild and
Moran, the respective candidates of the
Republicans and Democrats for gov-
ernor,

In Indianapolis, Buffalo and several
other localities voting machines are to
be used, and as these make an auto-
matic count early returns are expect-
ed. In New York city and Chicago the
ballots are ponderous and with the
prospect of many scratches a long de-
lay in arriving at results is predicted.

Early at Polls,

New York, Nov, 6,—A perfect autumn
day, bright, cool and bracing favored
the voters of New York state for to-
aay’s election. The exceptionally fav-
orable conditions after the campaign of
almogt unprecedented activity seem to
assure an unusually large vote in this
city, the balloting starting with a rush
in this city as soon as opened and in
many secticns new records were made
during the early hours.

As the forenoon wore on, the ballot-
ing throughout the city continued with
unabated strength. This was parti-
cularly noticeable in the socalled “silk
stocking” neighborhood. In the 13th
election district of the 29th assembly
district 201 out of a total registration
of 547 had been polled up to 9 o'clock.
Reports from fifteen election districts
covering Park Madison, Fifth Lexing-
ton avenues, to the east and south of
Central park, showed that about one
third of the total vote had been cast
before 9 o'clock. A general canvass of
the twelfth assembly district, Chas. F.
Murphy's district, showed that nearly
one-half the total registered vote had
been cast before 9 o'clock. Chas. E.
Hughes voted shortly before 9 o’clock
in an American barbershop. He walk-
ed dewn from hig home in West End
avenue and was greeted with a cheer
as he approached the polling place.

W. R. Hearst sent the following early
to-day to the state committee men of
the Independence league:

“We will have at least two hundred
thousand plurality in Greater New
York. I feel that our chances up the
state are very bright, thanks to your
efforts and the efforts of our friends.
There is only one possible danger, and
that is that an attempt may be made
to count us out up the state as they
counted us out in the city last fall. I
urge to take extraordinary precautions
to prevent repeating and particularly
miscounting. I thank you for your
valuable aid in this campaign, and I
congratulate you on the victory that I
firmly ®Believe we will gchieve.”

In Boston.

Boston, Mass.,, Nov. 6.—Blue skies
and crisp cool weather made an ideal
election day in Massachusetts. This,
with the extraordinary campaign that
bas been waged, portended to the cast- |
ing of a heavy vote throughout the
state. Both Governor Curtis Guild, ) P
the Republican candidate for re-elec-
tion, and John B. Moran, the Democra-
tic prohibition and Independent leader
nominee, appealed directly to the peo-
ple, irrespective of party affiliations.
Their associates in the contest are
Eben 8. Draper, Republican, and E.
Geary Brown, Democratic and Inde-
pendent leader, for lieutenant-gov-
ernor.

An early morning summary of the
vote throughout Massachusetts indi-
cated that party lines were rent as-
sunder. Reduced pluralities for Moran
in semi-Democratic cities and towns

elected 212 members:of the sixth con-
gress and the Democrats 155.

Democrats made gains in the follow-
ing states: Illinois 4, Indiana 2, Iowa
1, Missouri 5, Nebraska 1, New York
1, New Jersey 1, North Carolina 1,
Ohio 1, Wiseonsin 1, Pennsylvanis, 5,

The Republicans gained one in Ken-
tucky and one in Maryland.

New York Contest.

New York, Nov. 7.—Chas. E. Hughes,
Republican, has been elected governor
of the state of New York by a plurality
of 54,000, according to flgures available
to-day. Wm. R. Hearst, his opponent,
had a large plurality in every borough
of Greater New York, but the Hughes
vote up state ocercame this. Hearst's
total plurality in Greater New York,
according to-unofficial returns early to-
day, was 76,956. The missing districts
may vary this general result by a few
thousand votes either way.

Hughes received the returns at his
home in this city; with him were his
father and mother and his wife and
three children. It was a little family
party, members of the household prac-
tically being the only persons there.
When it appeared that Mr. Hughes
had been elected he appeared before the
reporters who had been in waiting and
said “I am very much gratified, but
whatever the plurality may be, my
feeling is not of elation but of respon-
8ibility.”” Mr. Hughes remained up un-
til after midnight.” He will leave town
to-night for Timothy L. Woodruff’s
camp at Kilkare, in the Adirondacks,
‘where he will rest for a week or ten
days.

Wm. R. Hearst also received the re-
turns with his family at home. Up to
a late hour he said he believed he had
been elected, At 2.15 this morning he
made a statement in which he admitted
defeat, saying that ‘“The people have
decided to retain the Republican party
in power.” He also said that he was
“enlisted in this fight against the con-
trol of the government by the trusts
and corrupt corporations, and I will
fight it to the end.”

The morning of .the day after the
election found the returns in New York
state for the ticket below governor
anything but complete. The election of
Lewis Stuyvesant Chanler as lieuten-
ant-governor was claimed by some of
the Independent’s league and Demo-
cratic managers, and the rest of the
ticket was in doubt. In the work of
compiling the returns for the guberna-
torial candidates, the lesser offices had
been neglected. "Split tickets in every
county in the state made the work of
the counters one continual grind. The
straight tickets were few and far be-
tween, especially in Greater New York.
With dawn the men with pencils were
still going over the ballots, not lost in
the maze, but dazed by the task. The
vote for lieutenant-governor in Greater
New York with nine districts missing
gave Chanler, Democrat and Independ-
ence League, a plurality of 134,000 over
Bruce, Republican.

In the interests which centred about
the Hughes-Hearst vote, liftle notice
was given to the judiciary nominators
ticket in this city, the ticket which was
named by a committee of lawyers
headed by Joseph H. Choate and Alton
B. Parker, escaped general attention.
As to the legislature, while it is ex-
pected that its complexion will not be
changed materially. There were so
many interesting contests, many of
them three-cornered in the city that
the finals on the returns were waited
for with interest, ¢

For an election in which so much in-
terest was taken it was a remarkably
quiet day about the polling places. The
400 arrests at the polls were fewer than
had generally been expected. For an
election night, too, there wag remark-
ably little disurbance and there was
only one case of serious trouble re-
corded.

Democratic Pluralities.

New York, Nov. 7.—Almost complete
returns from the Greater New York for
the state offices show that aside from
governor, the Democratic state ticket
carried the greater city by pluralities
of from 135,000 to 145,000. This would
indicate that unless the Republican
candidates for offices below governor
ran ahead of Chas. E. Hughes above
the Bronx the full Democratic state
ticket except governor, may have been
elected. Returns from up state coun-
ties are as yet too incomplete to war-
rant anything like an acourate forecast.

St. - Louis, Mo., Nov. 7.—Notwith-
standing that returns from the state
are coming in with proverbial tardi-
ness, from what is known the fact
seems established that Missouri has
again returned to the ranks of Demo-
cracy. Chairman Evans, of the Demo-
cratic state committee, holds to the
claim of a majority of at least 18,000,
but until all the returns are in, espe-
cially from the outlying districts in the
south, half of “\Missouri, the result is
not conceded at the Republican state
‘headquarters.

A’ Close Race.

Louisville, Ky., Nov. 7.—The race in
the Democratic primary for United
States senator between McCreary and
Governor Beckhams is so close that re-
count may be necessary. .Beckham is
slightly in the lead.

In Connecticut.

New Haven, Conn., Nov. 7.—Another
tidal wave of ballots swamped the
Democratic party in Connecticut yes-
terday. The Republicans elected their
state ticket, re-elected five members of
congress and a senate and house that
are overwhelmingly of their own kind.
On-the face of the returns the senate
stands 27 Republicans and ‘8 Demo-
crats, but recounts are likely.

Colorado Returns,

Denver, Colo.,, Nov. 7.—Returns are
incomplete but are sufficient. to show
the election of the Republican state,
congressional and judicial tickets and a
Repliblican majority of 30 or more on
joint ballots in the legislature, which
will elect a senator to succeed Thomas
Patterson.

Miners’ Representatives. i

Philadelphia, Pa., Nov. 7.—The latest
figures show that-everywhere in the
city and state the Fusion party was
either badly defeated or had its last
yvear's vote greatly reduced. Edwin S.
Stuart, the Republican candidate for
governor, against Lewis Emery, jr., the
Fusion nominee, ran very strong every-
where and his plurality may reach
75,000. Last year the Fusionists carried
the state for state treasurer by a plu-
rality of 88,000. In Philadelphia Stuart
ran ahead of his ticket and carried the
city by a plurality of 82,328. Alleghany
county, which includes Pittsburg, gave
Stuart an estimated plurality of 28,000.
Incomplete figures from the thirty-
pseven congressional districts indicate
that the Democrats gained five con-
gressmen which will make their dele-
gation-to the next house six instead of
one, The next legislature will remain
heavily Republican.

A notable feature of the election was
the success of the United Mine Work-
ers of America, which organization en-
tered the political field for the first
time in this state, Figures state that
the miners will have two representa-
tives in the next congress and half a
dozen in the legislature, all Democrats.

Results in Illinois.

Chicago, Ills.,, Nov. 7.—Illinois went
Republican by over one hundred thou-
sand, the vote for Smulski, state treas-
yrer, footing about 120,000 with a few
districts estimated. Chicago gave the
state ticket a plurality of ove® 50,000.
The Republicans lost five congressional
districts, giving the Democrats six in-
stead of one in the next congress. The
legislature undoubtedly is Republican
by a good majority on joint ballot.
This insures the return of the United
States Senator Cullom.

In California.

San Francisco, Nov. 7.—The most re-
ilable estimates of pluralities obtain-
able indicate that Gillette (Republican)
has been elected governor by about
10,000 over Bell (Democrat), his nearest
competitor. His plurality in this city
is 1,201. It is believed that a solid Re-
publican delegation has been elected to
congress. The Republicans will have a
majority in both branches of the legis-
lature, and have elected their candi-
dates for supreme court justices.

Republicans Carried Ticket.

New York, Nov. 7.—William Barnes,
jr., of Albany, issued the following
statement this afternoon:

‘“The entire Republican state ticket
has been elected. My figures show this.
The state (above the Bronx) gives 145,-
000 plurality, or thereabouts, and the
Democratic candidate for lieutenant-
governor has approximately 135,000.
You may say for us that the entire
state ticket has been elected.”

Battalion of Colored Troops Dismissed
by Roosevelt.

‘Washington, D, C.,, Nov. 6.—Unprece~
dented in the history of the army of the
United Btates is the action of the pres-
ident, just announced, in dismissing in
disgrace from that army an entire bat-
talion of colored troops, because of
their failure to disclose the identity of
some of their number who had been
guilty of violence and murder. As an
evidence, however, of his intention to
be fair to the colored troops, the presi-
dent has accompanied this act by an
order which may amount to the court-
martial of an army officer of high
grade, who was charged with having
cast slurs upon the colored troops.

TRAIN HELD UP.

Men - Robbed Passengers of Cash, Grips
and Overcoats.

Gallup, New Mexico, Nov. 6.—While
the westbound Santa Fe passenger train
No. 1 was standing on the tracks here
early to-day, three men, armed with re-
volvers, entered the coaches and forced
the passengers to hold up their hands.
They secured several hundred dollars in
money and some grips and overcoats
from the passengers and made their
escape. The train crew at the time were
in the dining room.

VISIT OF TEACHERS.

Further Details of ScHheme For Investi-
gation of Methods of Canadian
Schools.

Alfred Moseley, of England, who is
arranging for the visit' of the teacheys
from the British Isles, to investigate
the methods followed in Canadian and
American schools, recently met the
principals of other teachers of the Ot-
tawa schools. Mr. Moseley explained
that the preparations for the reception
of the visitors were in the hands of
Principal Peters@b of McGill Univer-
gity. Committees o} local tedchers were
to be appointed in the different towns
and cities that the parties were going
to visit, These committees. with the aid
of their contemporaries would help to
entertain the visitors and afford them
the necessary facilities for inspecting
the methods in vogue in the schools,
Mr. Moseley stated that the cost of
bringing the 500 teachers across the At-
lantic would amount to about $25 each
and when landed they would receive a
living allowance of $1 per day. The
funds for this he provided himself,

Speaking after the meeting of Mr.
Moseley's work, R. Stothers, president
of the Ottawa Teachers’ Association,
said: “The work undertaken by Mr,
Mosgeley some years ago in selecting
and = transporting a committee of
educational experts from England to
Canada and the United States at his
own expense was without a precedent,
Added to this now is the Herculean
task of bringing out 500 teachers to
study the school systems of the same
countries, and this also at his own ex-
pense, And he now proposes to take
next year 500 teachers from Canada
and the United States across the At-
lantic to study the European systems,
He is a twentieth century educational
rhilanthropist. The results of his work
must give a great impetus to educa-
tion, and lead to better informed teach-
ers and a system of educational adap-
tation that will more fully meet modern
needs. Money thus spent will bring
large returns to all nations concerned.
It will develop a superiority of educa-
tional ideals and destroy medigevalism
in our school systems. It will generate
bigger ideas in our teachers and evolve
changes more rapidly. As the teachers
are to be carefully selected to represent
every grade of school the result should
give a momentous impetus to the
teaching profession.

GROWTH OF ‘WEST:

'London Ba.nker ‘Was Impressed With
What He Saw on Trip to Pacific,

J. G. Colmer, formerly connected with
the Canadian Righ commissioner’s office
in London, but now a member of the
banking house of Coates, Son & Co.,
has just returned to Toronto from a
trip to the Pacific, says the Mail and
Empire. He explained that his house
being interested in a number of enter-
prises between Montreal and «Van-
couver, he had gone out to see if West-
ern Canada was really making the
rapid progress claimed by the friends
of the Dominion,

“Being closely connected,” he said,
“with affairs Canadian, and having vis-
ited the western provinces several
times, I expected to see indications of
rapid development, but not to any such
degree as that which presented itself
during my present trip across Canada.”

Neither was he apprehensive of an
illegitimate boom, for, although the
building up of the towns and cities is
very remarkabig, the different com-
munities have the substance behind
them.

‘“We heard,” -he said, ‘“a great deal
about fancy prices for property in Win-
nipeg and other towns in the Canadian
‘West, but these referred to choice corn-
er lots o rothers which had been pur-
‘chased for holding rather than for
speculative purposes.’ -

The money, he explained, that will
be spent in our western country during
tne next few years by the Canadian
Pacific, the Canadian Northern, and the
Grand Trunk Pacific, and the amount
of permanent prosperity that is sure to
iollow in the wake of this great ex-
penditure, can hardly be over-estimat-
ed, especially by those who have little
conception of the wonderful movement
now in progress all over the country
from Lake Superior to the western
ocean,

WHITE HORSE MINES.

The Guggenheims May Purchase Pro-
perties in That Part.

From word received from White
Horse it is considered not improbable
that the Guggenheims will invest in
some of the copper properties in that
district. On their way to the outside,
Mr. Perry, general manager of five of
the largest of the Guggenheim com-
panies, the man to whom is referred
ail the purchases acquired in Alaska
and the Yukon, and Prof. Newsome,
one of the Guggenheim quartz experts,
a brother-in-law of Mr. Perry and ac-
cupying the chair of mines in Stanford
University, stopped for nearly a week
at White Horse, making careful exam-
inations of several properties.

What conclusions were arrived at by

THE MIKADO’S BIRTHDAY.

Celebration of the Occasion by a Banquet
at Mission Building,

The fifty-seventh birthday of the Em-
peror of Japan was celebrated on Satur-
day last, not only in many families and
by some of the boys at the Osawa hotel,
Fisguard street, but also in an official
manner by a unique banquet, patriotic
and religrous, which was held at the
Japanese Methodist mission, Broughton
street. The audience chamber, which
was enlarged two or three years ago for
a church, was decorated by quite an ar-
ray of flags kindly lent by the Japanese
mail steamer. The national flag of Japan
occupied a place at the upper end of the
room, while a framed portrait of the
Emperor also adorned the platform. A
Japanese gilded vase with chrysanthe-
mums occupied a table on the platform.
There were present: Rev. S. J. Thomp-
son, chairman of the district; Rev. Mr.
Turner, superintendent of missions; Rev.
G. K. B. Adams, superintendent of the
circuit, and pastor of the Metropolitgn
Methodist church; Rev. Mr. -Oyama, Jap-
anese clergyman; Mr. Tuckfield, the Sun-
day school teacher; Mesdames Adams,
Snyder and Sherlock. Mrs. Oyama and
several other Japanese ladies and chil-
dren were also present.

Mr. Kawai presided, and the singing of
one of Moody’s songs opened the meeting.
This was followed by prayer by Rev. Mr.
Oyama, anpd the thirteenth chapter of
Romans was read by Mr. Okada. The
chairman’s address was first in English,
welcoming the guests, then in Japanese,
announcing that the Emperor would be
well pleased by such an orderly gather-
ing to keep his birthday.

This was followed by the Japanese Na-
tipnal Anthem being sung, all standing,
Mrs. Snyder accompanying at the organ.
“God SBave the King' was also sung. This
was followed by fluent and eloquent ad-
dresses by the Japanese in their own
language.

The superintendent of the circuit, Rev.
Mr., Adams, then spoke of the peace and
prosperity of Japan at this anniversary,
so different from the last, when war and
dark uncertainty prevailed.

The chairman of the district, Rev. Mr.
Thompson, said he was glad to be pre-
gent, and if they were going to send a
congratulatory telegram he would like to
be in it. He also congratulated the ‘“‘little
brown men” who took their stand in
Vancouver when the Duke of York (now
the Prince of Wales) passed through;

by the Japanese consul there. .

bility for a satisfactory water supply
being placed absolutely in a commis-
sion composed of the water commis-
sioner, the ¢ity engineer and the Mayor
of the city, who shall be responsible
for results with the opportunity of the
advice of a rfirst rate consulting en-
gineer at their disposal. It is up to the
citizens to see that the personnel of the
commission shall be men of ability and
strict integrity. . Victoria will never get
out of the rut until this course is fol-
lowed.”

What the Mayor says he laments
most of all in connection with the de-
feat of the by-law is the fact that the
redistribution will not be carried. out.
This is a serious set back he thinks.
This would have to be done in con-
junction with the work on a new wa-
ter supply. “It will mean,” he says,
“that the whole of the work will have
to be done at once and a lot of outside
labor will have to be rushed in, instead
of affording steady employment for
resident labor. ‘If the people could see
the wisdom, of it they would still in-
sist upon the redistribution work be-
ingaundertaken immediately, so as to
divide the labor up over a steady
period.”

His Worship thinks that the defeat
of the by-law with the scheme for a
24-inch pipe from Elk lake will mean
that the city will have to provide, a
reservoir with an adequate head to
supply the city. He says that he is
still ready to discuss the water ques-
tion with the citizens. If they so de-
sire he will call a public meeting and
go into this subject.

Ald. Stewart, chairman of the water
committee of the city council, was ask-
ed what he thought of the defeat of
the Mayor’s by-law. He said that he
took it as an indication that the peo-
ple of this city are not prepared to
vote money for any water scheme until
a. complete one could be put forward.
He pointed out that with the by-law
already passed by the council and
which did not require to go to the peo-
ple, provision was made for taking
the amount of water available in the
Highland and also for the cleaning of
the weeds from Elk lake. In addition
K a necessity to
pass another by-law to provide about
$8,000 for a pumping station at the lake
on the present 12-inch main. With that
done the 12-inch pipe would be doubled
in capacity, giving about 700,000 gallons
a day extra for the city. This, with the
restriction with respect to waste, would
give an adequate supply he thinks for
next year, and possibly another year
or two, while the question of a per-
manent so\urce for water is investigat-
ed and the Goldstream appeal settled.

He is satisfied from the appearance
of things in the Highland district and
the water now passing down that there
will be found sufficient at that quarter
for the city.

The guestion of conserving it, he
thinks, can be solved also. It might
mean a number of reservoirs, but this
would not be a disadvantage.

Ald. Hall, a member of the water
committee, who is likewise looked upon
as the father of the scheme for the
Highland district as a source of supply,
attributes the defeat of the Mayor’s
by-law to the fact that the citizens
want a complete scheme before voting
money on any water proposition.

WELL KNOWN TUKON
STEAMER SOLD

THE WILBUR CRIMMON
HAS CHANGED HANDS

The Prospector the Last of River Fleet
to Sail From Dawson This
Season.

G. Langley, brother of \Captain Wal-
lace Langley, the well known Yukon
navigator, is down from the morth to
spend the winter months. He reports
that the Prospector will be the last of
the Yukon fleet to reach White Horse
from Dawson this year, and her pas-
sengers would probably arrive at Skag-
way in time to connect with the Puget
Sound steamer Jefférson now due at
Seattle. His brother, Captain Wallace
Langley, will not arrive for two weeks.
The captain is making a four hundred
mile tramp from Fairbanks to Valdez,
and at the latter point will embark on
some of the fleet bound for Puget
Sound.

Since Mr. Langley’s arrival in Vic-
toria he has heard that his brother has
sold the Wilbur M. Crimmon, a vessel
which he has operated during the last
six years and which he ran between
Gibbon and Fairbanks on the Tanana
river during the past season. The

-Crimmon has.also plied on the=Yukon

between, White Horse and Dawson; and
was worked on Atlin lake during one
season. She has been purchased by the
Dominion Commercial Company and
will be replaced in service by the Tana,
a vessel now at Lower La Barge, which
was last year fitted with gasoline en-
gines. These did not prove'a success
and they are to be supplanted by new
steam machinery during the winter. It
is calculated that the Tana will be
ready to leave her present moorings on
the 10th of May. She will be taken to
the Tanana river and there operated
on the upper part of that stream.

Mr. Langley says that when he left
Fairbanks it was generally estimated
that the output of gold from the Tan-
ana district this year would be seven
millionss The weather during the sea-
son has been mild and many people
have been travelling. There are many
Dawson people on the Tanana, and
there are also a number of Victorians
who are seeking their fortunes in that
remote district.

Mr. Langley spent two winters in the
Tanana and he says he would about as
soon be there as in Victoria. Up to the
time he left the Yukon there had been
no freeze up, but it was expected at
any time, and shippers were forward-
ing no freight.

OLD ROYAL ARTILLERYMAN
JOINS FIFTH REGIMENT

“Ubique,” which being translated
means ‘“everywhere,” is the motto of
the Royal Artillery, and no better in-
dication of its suitability can be cited
than the arrival of Albert Rumsby, an
old Royal Artilleryman, last night, to
take the position of bandmaster to the
Fifth Regiment. Forty-three vears of
age, with the artillery sweep in his
stride, he will be no stranger to the
yellow facings and broad scarlet:

Left Schooner at Hesquoit. on Hunting Trip and
- Search Parties Failed to Find Any

Trace of

Sealers.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Fears are entertained for the safety
of three well known sealers, -belonging
to the crew of the schooner Umbrina.
The men, Martin Douglas, William
Porrier and Haggerty, started out on a
hunting trip to Hesquoit lake on Mon-
day afternoon last and, according to
promise, were to have returned to the
schooner for their evening meal. When
supper time came, however, there was
no sign of the men, but this caused no
anxiety. Later,. as the darkness came
on their shipmates became anxious.
They waited patiently until morning,
however, and, when the men still failed
to put in an appearance, it:became evi-
dent that the absentees were either lost
or had met with an accident. Accord-
ingly a hunt for the missing ones was
instituted and several parties from the
schooner started out in search of the
three, but were unsuccessful in their
quest.

Upon their return to the TUmbrina
with this discohcerting news, Capt.
Blackstad, the skipper, at once spread
the report among the Indians that
three of his men had been lost, and in
a short time he enlisted the assistance
of nearly every Indian in the village
of Hesquoit, and these too joined in the
search. As an incentive Capt. Black-
stad offered a reward of $20 to the first
one to obtain information about the
three missing men. Up till Wednesday
last no word of them was received, and
it is supposed by some that they have
been drowned.

There are others, however, who differ
upon this theory as they say that Por-
rier is too experienced a man in the
wilds to venture upon unknown waters
without due precautions. Around Hes-
quoit lake the land is very marshy and
it would be an easy matter for a man

to meet with hishap there. The lake is
situated about three miles from the
village of Hesquoit, so that one would
think that, unless serious misfortune
overtook the party they would have no
difficulty in getfing back to their
schooner.

Porrier was a hunter. He comes from
Sooke and for many years has followed
the life of a sealer. Like his comrades,
he was unmarried. Haggerty’'s parents,
it is said, live in the country, and Martin
was formerly known as a steamboat
man.

News of the disappearance of these
three men was brought to Victoria by the
schooner Libbie, Capt. William Heater,
which - arrived off the outer wharf last
evening. Hunters from the Libbie im-
mediately came ashore and soon the news
was spread along the water front. The
Libbie left Hesquoit on Wednesday after-
noon, and she had a very stormy trip to
Victoria. On Wednesday night she ran
into a heavy gale, and from _that .time
until yesterday she was drifting about,
sometimes making headway and some-
times running seaward before the terrific
blow. On one occasion after being with-
in twenty miles of Cape Flattery, she was
driven fifty miles to sea by a strong sou’-
easter. In coming up the Straits yester-
day very heavy weather was encountered.
The schooner left Dutch Harbor on the
15th of last month. She brings home a
catch of 532 skins ,and reports that the
Umbrina has 868 which she secured in
Behring Sea, giving a total catch for.the
vear of 1,014 skins. This leaves the Um-
brina top-liner of the sealing fleet. The
Umbrina was waiting at Hesquoit for
some tidings of the men when the Libbie
sailed.

With the news of the Umbrina and
Libbie, but one more vessel of the fleet
has to be accounted for, she being the
Allie I. Algar, which has not yet arrived
on the Coast so far as the Libbie’s crew
could ascertain up to the time the latter
sailed from Hez;uoit for Victoria. When
the Libbie last met with the Allie I.
Algar, the latter schooner had caught a
total of 227. This was on October 4th.

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DISSOLUTION AND THE ISSUES'

Itthas been deﬂnitely announced that
Premier McBride is going to appeal to
the people upon the question.of better-
terms; It is hoped the tone of the
popular voice will be so loud and clear
that there will be no necessity of ask-
ing Downing street to admonish the
Dominion in regard to the rights of
British Columbia. But the published
reports of the proceedings of the (-
tawa Conference prove that the Dom-
inion has conceded the moral claim of
British Columbia to more generous
terms. All the representatives of the
other provinces, while they aver that
our delegate failed to elucidate his case
with a clearness which indicated a com-
plete understanding of the subject, have
expressed their willingness to agree
to an amendment to the constitution
act which would give special treatment
to British Columbia. remove present
fnequalities, and thus place all the pro-
vinces upon a practically even basis.
In that respect the conference of the
premiers cleared the ground and pre-
pared the way for a possible settle-
ment. The unsatisfactory feature of
the situation from the point of view of
British Columbians is that just when
an understanding had been reached
and the way had been cleared for dis-
cussion and a possible solution, our
premier refused to continue negotia-
tions and beat a precipitate retreat. He
could have no other reason for his
stupid conduct than a desire to make
political capital for his government out
of the proceedings of the conference.

There are now unmistakable indica-
tions that the appeal to the people will
be taken immediately. The premier
and his active campaigners go forth
upon a political tour of the Island this
evening. Mr. McBride, however, can-
not, if he has any regard for truth and
the intelligence of his audiences (which
he has not, and never had) take the
position that the province was denied
justice at Ottawa. The. premiers of
the provinces, according to the records,
were ready to concede that British Col-
umbia was entitled to special terms.
The Premier of the Dominion and his
Finance Minister advised Mr. McBride
that the million dollars offered by the
conference was not the ultimate limit
té which they were prepared to go in
crder to meet our demands. They ask-
ed for further discussion and promised
their services in securing additional
concessions. But the delegate of the
province persisted in his course of re-
fusing to discuss any terms whatever.
He came home, according to pro-
gramme, and he is going to appeal to
the constituencies, also according to
programme,

If he should be sustained in his posi-
tion by the popular voice, what will the
position of the province be? It is all
buncombe to talk about taking our case
before the authorities in Downing
street. The Imperial authorities are
too astute to undertake to meddle in
the domestic affairs of any of the self-
governing states of the Empire., Be-
sides they will be fully informed as to
the actual situation. They will be
furnished with. official reports of what
took place at the conference, which
show that while the federal power of-
fered to treat with the representative
of the province, the negotiations were
curtly terminated by Premier McBride.
The possible result of a general elec-
tion in British Columbia could contain
neither a warning nor convey light to
the federal power respecting the state
of mind or the sentiments of our peo-
ple. The records of our House of As-
sembly prove that all political elements
here are united upon the question of
the necessity and the justice of the
demand for better terms, If the matter
is made a political issue here, it must
be upon the manner in which our case
was handled and bungled by the Pre-
mier. That is a proper subject for dis-
ecussion, and it will be discussed and
voted upon despite the attempt of the
Premier and his colleagues to give a
false bias to the issue.

But the question of better terms will
not be the real issue in the campaign
the Premier contemplates. There are |
matters of more vital import than the |
question of better terms, matters that
cannot be obscured by the efforts of
the political spendthrifts and incendiar-
ies who, in opposition to the real will
of the people, have managed to secure
political power in British Columbia.
The necessity for securing more re-
venue is urgent; but it would not be so
imperative if the natural resources of
the pgovince had been properly hus-
banded and conserved by the present
government and its Tory predecessors
in office. The development of the
northern section of the province by the
construction of another great transcon-
tinental railway appeared to have
rlaced a grand opportunity in our way
of securing an abundant revenue. What
use did the McBride government make
of its very first chance to improve this
opportunity?

DECEITFUL AND MISCHIEVOUS.

It is freely admitted that British
Columbia has no legal claim against
the Dominion; that the

Union have been faithfully lived up to;
that every financial obligation as be-
tween the province and -the federal
power has been honestly met. It is
just as freely conceded that British
Columbia has a sound moral claim for
better terms. Neither on the 'sgtreet
nor in the legislature of the prbvince
hag .there been any difference of opin-
ion upon that point. Organized parties
and independent individuals in British
Columbia are unaniylous upon the
subject. Nor is there any division of
opinion with respect to another point:
that when the bargain between the Do-
minion and the province which
culminated in political union was con-
summated it was regarded with great
favor by our public men of that day.
It was admitted that the terms grant-
ed by the Dominion were generous and
liberal to a degree. No idea was then
entertained that the physical con-
figuration. of the. country should be
urged as a reason why more liberal
terms.should be conceded to this pro-
vince than to any of the other pro-
vinces of the Dominion as it then ex-
isted. We have lived and learned, We
have also secured an admisison that
the claim for special consideration is
a reasonable and just one. But while
our experience has demonstrated cer-
tain things that have been conceded by
the representatives of the federal gov-
ernment, we must be reasonable and
fair in our attitude. We are not like-
ly to promote the cause of better terms
by assailing the Dominion and assert-
ing that we have been overreached in
making a bargain and denied legal
rights.  As a matter of record we have
received everything to which we were
legally entitled from the federal power
—and more.

‘We shall not advance our cause at all
by misrepresenting the relations of the
Daminion with the other provinces. It
is true that certain of our sister prov-
inces have been granted special grants
from the federal treasury; but all such
concessions were bestowed on account
of claims that had been established
by reason of failurez upon the part of
the Dominion to comply to the letter

with the terms under which the claim-
ants were taken into the union.

In the
case of Prince Edward Island, as well

as in the cases of the other provinces,

it is well known that the province had

just cause for entering a claim. While

it may be true that natural obstacles
made the fulfilment of the terms of
union a practical 1mposs:b11ity, the

The Dominion was liable.
As the Times has already pointed

out, British Columbia has also been the
recipient of better terms—a concession

which“could be granted - without any
amendment to the constitution. We
have received from the federal treas-
ury a very large sum of money, our
share of the Chinese headtax. TUndér
the B. N. A. Act all customs duties be-
long to the Dominion. The headtax
was a custom tax, and we had legally
no claim to any portion of it. Any of
the other provinces might have ob-
jected to this discrimination in our
faver, and one of them at least did
demur; but the explanation that Bri-
tish Columbia was the chief sufferer
from Chinese immigration was accept-
ed as a satisfactory explanation of the
course of the federal government.

Now the demand for a readjustment
of the financial relations of the Dom-
inion with the provinces has become
general. It is quite plain that all the |
vrovinces cannot be piaced upon an|
equal basis unless the constitution be |
amended. British Columbia cannot re-
ceive all to which she is entitled unless
there be an amendment made to the !
Terms of Union. No clouds of political
dust can obscure that palpable fact.
Nor can the other indisputable fact be

LIBERAL LEADER'S VIEWS.

In another column of this issue of
the Times will be found an important
statement from Mr. J. A. Macdonald,
leader of the Liberal party of British
Columbia, on the subject of better
terms. Our readers will observe that
Mr. Macdonald deals with the subject
Which "is at present engaging the at-
tention of the people of British Colum-
bia and the people of the whole of Can-
ada in a characteristically succinct
s;nd clear-cut manner. He takes up the
question at the point of its last -ap-
pearance in the Legislature and fol-
lows it through to the closing flasco at
Ottawa, laying bare with pitiless logic
the weaknessés 6f Premier McBride's
position and mercilessly exposing his
obviously selfish motives in sacrificing
the interests of the province by ‘en-
deavoring to make a party issue and
an election cry of a. matter which ought
te have been handled in a purely non-
partizan spirit. Mr. Macdonald points
out the inconsistency of the Premier
in first asking the assembled premiers
to acquiesce in his demand for
better terms, based upon a
largely increased per capita al-
lowance to - British Columbia, and
then, upon their refusal to agree
to his suggestion, denying their right
to pronounce upon the matter at’ all,
claiming that the issue was one which
concerned this province and the Domin-
ion’ exclusively, and fimally rising from
his place and refusing to take further
part in the deliberations of the assem-
bly. Nor was this the only point upon
which Premier McBride exposed the
unreasonableness and the illogicalness
of his position. The Finance Minister,
Hon. W, S. Fielding, pleaded with him
not to jeopardise the work of the con-
ference by beating a precipitate re-
treat. The Finance Minister took up-
on himself the responsibility of offer-
ing to discuss with our representative
the Subject of special terms and made
a tentative proposition which would
have opened up the question for fur-
ther discussion. But Mr. McBride
would not listen. He had made up his
mind that he had brought the matter
to the point from which it might be
considered as effective campaign ma-
terial. He therefore took up his hat
and went his way. According to pro-
gramme, Mr. McBride came home, an-
nounced that there was no hope of
British Columbia securing justice from
either the other provinces or from the
central authority, and raised his petty,’
partizan, sectional issues.

The substance of the matter, as Mr.
Macdonald points out in ‘a very few
words, is that Mr. McBride did not lay
his case in satisfactory form before the
conference of premiers. He was either
incapable of preparing it himself or
the task of assimilating it as prepared
by others was beyond his powers. As
Premier Whitney, the Conservative
.head of the government of Ontario,
said, he was neither frank nor candid
in his exposition. Then, after acknowl-
edging the right of the representatives
of the other provinces to pronounce
upon the claims of British Columbia,
he turned sharply around and ques-
tioned the right he had conceded. Is
it not perfectly apparent that our case
was bungled from beginning to end
and that if we are to secure justice it
must be through some other agency
than the incompetent head of the first
Conservative government of British
Columbia ?

The position in which Premier Mec-
Bride has placed the province by his
peculiar course at Ottawa is quite
clear. He says there is no hope of
securing justice with the consent of
the other provinces. It is admitted that
the Terms of Union cannot be amend-
ed without the acquescence of the
other parties to the confederation
partnership. He holds that the Domin-
ion government will not grant better
terms. He says he will cast himself
at the foot of the throne and implore
Imperial intervention. We doubt if he
has any intention of doing any such
thing. We know that while it is pos-
sible such a wild idea might enter his
head, party advisers wiser than he will
effectually veto any such Quixotic idea.
It is apparent the net result is that
for the time being the overburdened
taxpayers of British Columbia have no
prospects of relief from the heavy im-
posts the McBride government has
piled upon them gince it came into
power. Taxes to the amount of a
quarter of a million a year might have

HEARING OF CHARGE
IN CHEHALIS CASE

Captain Griffin, of Steamer . Princess
Victoria; on Trial for Manslavgh-
ter in Vancouver.

In Vaneouver on Tuesday morning,
in the proceedings on the charge of
manslaughter against Capt. Gpiffin, of
the Princess Victoria, before His Honor
1Judge Henderson, Capt. House, of the
Chehalis, wag submitted -to Mri. Bod-
well’'s severe cross-examination for a
hour. Mr. Bodwell did all that 1lay
within his power to discredit Captain
House’s evidence, by showing that it
did not coincide with that given by
him in the police court. * Capt. House
maintained that in the police court he
had been too dazed to give proper evi-
dence, and was little shaken by the
severe cross-examination to which he
was subfected. With the conclusion of
Capt. House’s evidence, the court ad-
journed till the afternoon.

The afternoon sitting was devoted
almost entirely to the examination -of
passengers on the Princess Victoria,
among these being Messrs. Snider,
Luney, Rogers, Cotton, Mitchell and
McCartney. They repeated substanti-
ally the evidence already given by them
at the preliminary hearing in the po-
lice court, and before the special com-
mission. Jones and Groves, the light-
house keepers from Prospect Point,
told what they had seen of the colligsion
from the land. J. O. Benwell was the
only passenger from the wrecked tug
to give evidence Tuesday. Though sub-
mitted to a sharp cross-examination
by Mr. Bodweéll the witnesses all stood
fairly well by the stories they had told
at previous hearings.

There are still several witnesses to
be called for the presecution.

Proceedings were enlivened a little
bl tilts between Deputy Attorney-Gen-
eral Mazlean and Mr. Bodwell.

On Monday the trial at Vancouver of
Captain Griffin of the Princess Vie-
toria, on a charge of manslaughter in
connection with the sinking of the
steam tug Chehalis in the First Nar-
rows on July 21st, brought out nothing
really new in connection with the case,
though one or two lively incidents oc-
curred in the cross-examination of
Captain House of the Chehalis by E.
V. Bodwell, K, C. Deputy Attorney-
General H. A. Maclean appeared for
the crown, while Captain Grifin was
represented by E, V. Bodwell, K, C., E.
P. Davis, K. C, and J. E. McMullen,
C. P. R. solicitor;

Mr. Maclean asked leave to put in
the evidence given by Captain Griffin
before the commissioners composed of
Mr. Justice Morrison, Commander
Hunt and Captain Cox.

Mr. Bodwell promptly objected that
evidence taken before a commissioner
could not be used in a criminal trial.

Mr. Maclean offered to call Mr.
Evans, the court stenographer, to tes-
tify to its correctness, but Mr. Bod-
well said that was quite unnecessary.
They were uite willing to admit the
correctness of the transcript. What
they objected to +was that Captain
Griffin had been’compelled to give evi-
dence before theé commissioner and a
statement made-under such circum-
stances could not be regarded as a vol-
untary admission.

Mr. Maclean quoted the Canada
Evidnce Act to show that where no
objection had been made at the time
the evidence could be used.

His Honor agreed with Mr. Maclean
and ruled that -the evidence should
go in.

Mr. Evang was then called and swore
to the correctness of the notes and
transcription of evidence taken before
the commissioners.

The deputy attorney-general
read the evidence given by Captain
Griffin before the commissioners, the
reading occupying the whole of the
morning session.

In the afternoon Captain House, of
the Chehalis, was the first witness call-
ed and he repeated the evidence al- |
ready given in the police court.

Mr. Bodwell took up the cross-exam-
ination and asked the witness whether
there was not plenty of room for the
Princess to pass the Chehalis.

Captain House replied that
cpinion there was not.

Later Capt. House said he had given
the Burnaby shoal bar buoy a wide
berth,

The witness took exception to Mr.
Bodwell’s questions, stating that there
was too much sarcasm in them. Re-
bukes were given by Judge Henderson
during the cross-examination to Mr.
Bodwell and the witness. Capt. House
was still on the stand when the court
adjourned.

GOING TO PRINCE RUPERT.

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HORTICULTURE IN KOOTENAYS.
Deputy Minister of Agriculture Tells
of Conditions in the Interior.

The deputy minister of agriculture,
J. R. Andegpon, has returned to the
city from the Kootenays, where in com-
pany with Prof. Lake he . addressed

meetings of the Farmers’ Institutes.

Mr. Anderson reports that along the
Arrow and Kootenay lakes there is a
great deal of attention being attracted
to horticulture. Many localities are

‘well gdapted for fruit growing in its

several departments, and orchards are
being set out. About Kaslo there seems
to be a very favored spot for fruit cul-
ture, but all along the lakes there are
good locations. Between Robson and
Neglson many orchards are being plant-
ed, and along the Crow’s Nest Pass
railway many plantations of small
fruits are being set out.

That section of the country, Mr. An-
derson thinks, is adapted for intensive
farming in its many departments and
not for general agriculture. Horticul-
ture is an important branch and there
is also some giving attention to dairy-
ing.

For irrigation there is a plentiful sup-
ply of water generally near at hand,
the mountains rising close to the fruit
lands. In some instances considerable
expense is incurred m clearing the land
of stone.

Mr. Anderson went to Calgary to at-

SHORT SESSION OF
THE CTY COUNCI

Report of Committee Regarding Safe-
guarding Shipping Was Adopted —
Beacon Hill Park Matter.

The city council held a short meet-
ing on Monday at which routine mat-
ters only were dealt with, no new
business coming up. All the aldermen
were in their places when the meeting
opened.

A letter was read from Hon. M. W.
T. Drake, acknowledging the receipt
of the special commitiee’s report on
the chemical work's nuisance. Re-
ceived and-filed.

R. Jackson wrote confirming hls offer
of $750 for the portion of the Cameron
property owned by the city. Laid over
for a report from the solicitor, £

A. T. Monteith, collector for a tuber-
culosis saniforium, wrote soliciting a
contribution. Referred to the finance
committee.

H. L. Salmon, in a letter, called at-
tention to the fact that the London
Graphic had published photographs of
the decorations in this city on the
occasion of Earl Grey’s visit, and had
described them as being in Vancouver.
Cowichan lake had also been men-
tioned as being in Vancouver.

After some discussion it was decided
that the Mayor shculd take the matter
up and communicate with the Graphic
to prevent further misrepresentation.

J. Haggerty wrote asking what had
been done in regard to his offer to sup-
ply pit gravel. He 'will be informed
that his offer is still under considera-
tion.

A. A. Aaronson wished to know why
he had been ‘singled out’” and ordered
to .take down the totem pole in front
of his store while others were not or-
dered to do so.

There was a little discussion on this
point, and Ald. Hall, who said he wish-
ed to see everybody receive the same
treatment, moved that all dealers dis-
playing totem poles on the sidewalks
be ordered to remove them. Carried.

Returning Officer Northcott reported
that the waterworks by-law had not
received the required number of votes
and was therefore defeated. Received.

The clerk reported the receipt of
communications from Capt. John An-
derson, requesting that a sidewalk be
laid on Duchess street; John McLeod,
et al.,, asking for a sidewalk on Fran-
cis avenue; W. H. Armstrong, side-
walk on Jessie street; T. Campbell,
calling attention to the unsafe condi-
tion of the sidewalk on Bodwell street;
Kim- Fook Yuen, requesting that Fis-
guard street be repaired, and G.
Featherstone, regarding the opening of
Sea View avenue—all of which were
referred to the streets, sewers and
bridges committee.

The city solocitor presented the fol-
lowing report on the Beacon Hill park
matter which was received and filed:

Dear Sir:—I beg to acknowledge receipt
of your letter of this date respecting the
statements in the Daily Times of the 2nd
inst., with respect to the three ‘‘parcels”
of land, forming part of Beacon Hill
park, lying to the south of Dallas road, to
the effect that the city has not the
“shadow’ of a title to them—and to re-
port that by the Cemetery . Ordinance
Amendment Act, 1879 (42 Vie. c. 6, sec. 1)
they were vested in the corporation of the
city of Victoria and their successors, sub-
Jject to an incumbrance therein in trust
“for the purposes of a public park.”
There are no incumbrances on the land.

The reason why these parcels are color-
ed red in the plan of the crown grant of
the rest of the park, may be that they
were so colored to show they were al-
ready held for park purposes, the ordin-
ance being of an earlier date than the
crown grant.

There is already a report from me on
this subject on file.

Another report was received from the
same regarding the communication
from the Indian agent claiming half of

a fine exacted by the city.

Gentlemen:—I beg to report with re- |
8pect to your communication of the 30th
ulto., enclosing copy letter received by |
the council from Mr. Vowell, the Indian
superintendent in B. C., asking for a
cheque for a moiety of the fine imposed |
on a man on the 10th September last for
supplying intoxicants to an Indian, that
amended by 51 Vic. c¢. 22, s. 4, provides in
the case of a conviction for furnishing in-
toxicants to Indians, that “a moiety of
every such penalty shall belong to the
informer or prosecutor.”

The chief of police reports that the in-
formation was laid by Mr. Thomas O’'Con-
nell, on behalf of the Indian department.

Mr. Vowell is, therefore, clearly entitled
to receive 350, being the informant's half
of the penalty in this case.

After a short discussion it decided to
accepl the report.

The following communication was
also received from the city solicitor:

Gentlemen:—I desire instructions with
regard to the preparation of the amend-
ing by-law. I have already instructions
with regard to the provisions dealing
with insurance agents, but have not yet
prepared the by-law inasmuch as it should
not take effect until the 15th of January
of next year, when the first yearly pay-
ment becomes due, and there are other
amendments in the revenue by-law re-
commended by the report of the com-
mittee, dated the 4th of July, 1906, which
shquld be dealt with in the same amend-
ing by-law.

Considering this report I find an altera-
ton is suggested with regard to the tax-
ing of theatres, and dealing with this
Question section 175, .sub-section 24 im-
poses (a) for every theatre, etc., seating
P8 persons or more, an amount not ex-
eseding $200 for one year; or $100 for
theee months; or $50 for one month; or $5
for ene day; and (b) where seating less
thag 975 persons, not exceeding $200 for
ome year; $75 for three months; $40 for
one month; or $ for one day.

Section 12 imposes the maximum tax
with aZggroviso that where over 975 seats
the aggr¥®gate shall not exceed $50. per
month, and where less than that number
ihe aggregate is not to exceed $40 per
month.

By sub-section 3 of the by-law places
seating less.than 400 persons are taxed
$100 for one year, $50 for six months, $30
for three months, or $ per day, with a
maximum aggregate of $20 per month.

law, is given to show that the statutory
must not be exceeded.

The committee recommend .an altera-
-tion of the grading under sub-section 3 of
the by-law, and suggest that where more
than one performance per day is given a
larger tax should be imposed. The only
f§cope under the present statutory power
for increase is under sub-section B of the
‘act, and the proviso of sub-section 3 of
the by-law could be amended by making
in effect two performances per day
equivalent to two days, provided the
‘maximum of $40 per month is not exceed-
ed.

‘The next recommendation of the com-
mittee is th etaxation of other forms of
amusemeént. I am in doubt whether the
committee considered the effect of sec-
tion ‘25 of the by-law.

There is a recommendation that the ex-
isting section imposing a tax on bicycles
be repealed. f

They further recommend a kennel li-
cense for dogs of $10 to persons owning
flve or more dogs, in compliance with
sec. 166 of section 50 of the act.

The committce further recommend that
water companies should be included with
other corporations taxable under  sub-
section 26 of section 175 of the act.

There is further a recommendation as
to enforcing the taxes on billiard tables,
which is now imposed by section 6 of the
by-law, although apvarently not en-
forced. It may be desirable to alter this
section.

Upon the foregoing matters I desire in-
structions before proceeding with the pre-
paration of the by-law, which, as before
stated, should come into operation as
from the list of January next, making the
half-yearly tax collectable on the 15th
January.

Whereas, subsequent to the wrecks of
the steamer Clallam, and later the steam-
er Valencia, which resulted in such great
loss of life and suffering, the Dominion
government was urged to provide the fol-
lowing safeguards against possible re-
currence of such disasters:

1. A suitable steamer with lifeboat and
other life-saving apparatus, located at
some harbor on the southern portion of
the West Coast of Vancouver Island.

2. A continuous road or trail on that
part of the coast with stations connected
by telephone and provided with life-sav-
ing apparatus.

3. Better lighthouse and signal service
on the West Coast of Vancouver Island.

Almost a4 year has passed and little of
value has been done to relieve the serious
situation.

“Be it resolved, in the interests of hu-
manity, that the Dominion government be
and is hereby urged to give effect, with-
out further delay, to the measures of re-
lief which the citizens were led to believe
would be forthcoming at that time.”

Further, that the provincial govern-
ment, boards of trade and other neairby
cities be requested to join with us in
bringing renewed pressure to bear upon
the government in this important matter.

AL ENDORSE THE -
TINES" POSITION

REGARDING THE CLOUD
IN TITLE TO THE PARK

Former Premier, Assistant Commission-
er and Draoghtsmap, Say Present
Position Resulted Through Error.

The city solicitor says the contention
of the Times is wrong in its claim re-
garding the city’s title to lots 31, 32 and
33 forming the Dallas road explanade
from Beacon Hill park. There iss what
is usually termed a stretching of the
fact in Mr. ‘Mason’s report presented
at last night's meeting of the city
council, published elgsewhere in this
issue. He stated, in the communica-
tion mentioned, that the Times assert-
ed “that the city has not the shadow
of a title to them.” This is untrue. All
the Times stated was, as contained in
the heading, there is a ‘“cloud” on the
city’s title. z

That the contention of the Times is
correct was absolutely proved during
the mayoralty of Hon. Robert -Beaven.
Some persons wished to purchase lot
32 and, although Mr. Beaven was much

against the idea of alienating the

| lands, the corporation made appliction

to the government for a crown grant
of these lots. The application was re-
fused and the intending purchasers de-
clined to compleie the purchase on the
ground that the city’s title was not
complete.

W. 8. Gore, then, and until recently

How such a mistake was made by so
many I cannot understand. If I re-
member rightly an order in council
was passed to grant the whole of the
park to the city.” It may be said that
an endeavor was made to substantiate
the latter statement but, owing to the
absence of so many members of the
government it was unsuccessful.

The man who made the plan attach-
ed to the crown grant, Frank Richards,
the present sheriff was also interview-
ed. He said succintly: “The crown
grant reads, in the conveying clause,
referring to describing the land con-
veyved, being delineated and colored red
on the map or plan hereunto annexed.
I drew the plan and it was of the land
intended to be conveyed.” In further
elucidation of what appears to have
neen an almost inexplicable oversight
on the part of the lands and works de-
partment, he further said in corrobor-
ation of Mr. Gore’s statement. ‘‘The
government .certainly intended to
crown grant these lots to the city for
rark purposes.” Judge Harrison, who
wrote the document mentioned, could
not be seen to-day as he is in Nanaimo.

Hon. G. A. Walkem, the then pre-
mier, also stated his opinion this morn-
ing to the same effect. “We wanted the
city to have the park, unrestricted by
some of the provisions of the ‘Public
Parks Act’ and amendments and al-
though ‘I approved the grant as. cor-
rect, I believed all the park was con-
veyed, trusting to Mr. Beaven, who is
a most careful man.”

A memper of the Beaven-Walkem
government also recalls both incidents
regarding the lots in question. He
pointed out first that the omission of
31, 32 and 33, was an oversight on the
part of the government. “If the city
has an absolute title,” he said, “why
was an appiication made while Beaven
was mayor, to get a crown grant. The
position since then has not altered.
Most people in Victoria, and the gov-
ernment, considered it a sacrilege to
sell lands devoted to park purposes, and
I think any application made, as pro-
posed by the park committee, for power
tc sell will meet with a similar fate.”

The Times did not deny that the
lands were vested in the city, but sug-
gested, as subsequent investigation

Lhas proved to be correct, that the om-
ission of the three lots was an over-
sight and there was a ready remedy.
If this had been done years ago the
city would have been better off;
could have secured an indefeasible title
that was valid even against the crown.

 IN HARMOBNY BALL

Miss Arnold Foster Explains Her Plans
For Emigration of Servant
Girls.

At the Harmony hall mission on
Sunday - morning, Mrs. Arnold Foster,
a distinguished English visitor, gave
a very interesting address on the emi-
gration work which she has been con-
ducting during the last fifteen years.
Mrs. Foster explained how she had
commenced with the emigration of ser-
vant girls and children and how she
had later taken up the emigration of
whole familles, extending her work
until it covered nearly all classes. Mrs.
Foster explained the various plans she
had employed in sending emigrants to
Canada and stated that she had con-
fined her efforts almost entirely to the
assisting of the destitute. 1f a case
was brought to her notice or discover-
el by her in which honest people were,
through force of circumstance, render-
ed destitute, she would secure a pass-
age for them to the Dominion and ad-
vance sufficient money to them to make
a start in this country. The condition
was that they refunded the money
loaned to them as soon as they estab-
lished themselves in their new home,
and this money would then be devoted
to the furtherance of the emigration
work. One instance was quoted by
Mrs. Foster to show what was being
done for the servant girle. A factory
girl in Leeds, England;"was in recelpt
of a miserable wage of seven shillings
a week, for which she had to work long
hours in a mill. She was unable to
obtain employment as a servant on
account of a slight lameness from
which she suffered. This girl emi-
grated to Montreal and secured a
position with a wealthy family.

In concluding her address Mrs. Fos-
ter made an appeal to the people of
Victoria, to whomn she expects to send
many servants in the future, to be
patient with any servant girls that
might obtain positions with them, as
these girls are unacquainted with Can-
adian social conditions and must be
given a little time to adapt themselves
to their new surroundings before they
can display their full amount of use-
fuiness.

Mrs. Foster left last night for Seat-
tle, after which she will visit several
American cities. During her trip
across Canada she has been looking up
many of the people who were sent out
through her generosity and has, in
nearly every case, received a gratify-
ing report of progress and prosperity.
Mrs. Foster has also devoted time to
a survey of the Dominlon with a view
to finding the most suitable field for
emigrants. She has expressed herself
as being delighted with the coast dis-
tricts, and says that British Columbia
and Vancouver Island in particular, is
in her opinion, the most suitable prov-
ince in the Dominion on account of its
equitable clmate, which so closely re-
sembles that of England.

PEACE VALLEY CROPS.

Wheat Has Yielded Well and Is Selling
For $1.50 a Bushel.

Thos. Kelly, master of the Hudson’s
Bay Company steamer Graham, plying
between Fort McMurray on the Atha-
basca and Fort Smith, on the Great
Slave river, has returned to Edmon-
ton from the north after tying the big
steamer up for the winter.

Mr. Kelly came in by Peace River
crossing and Lesser Slave lake. He re-
ports that crops in the Peace River
country were excellent this year.
About 10,000 bushels of wheat were
grown at Peace River crossing, 10,000
at Fort Vermilion and another 10,000
at Fort Brick. At Vermilion the crop
was unusually heavy and the cash
price was $1.50 a bushel. The Hud-
son’s Bay Company’s mill will handle
most of the grain, milling it up for
shipmeént to the north. The reason has
been an excellent one in every respect.
‘When Mr. Kelly left the crossing on
October 2nd there had been no frost,
and delicate flowers, such as pansies,
were in bloom outside.

The water has been very low all sea-
son and navigation has been extreme-
ly difficult and hazardous, especially
on the Lower Peace. The water is also
low at the Athabasca, Athabasca lake,
Great Slave lgke and all the way down
the Mackenzie, registering as much as
seven feet below the former low-water
level. At Fort Chipewayan, the big
flats at the north of the Athabasca
river (which through all history have
been marsh, the home of myriads of
water fowl), are now prairie and the
grass is growing six feet high. These
flats are 30 or 40 miles long and 15 or
20 miles wide. The Hudson's Bay
Company shipped down 16 head of
cattle to Chipewayan this year and
turned them out in the long grass.
When the company employees went
out to find them the cattle were sleek
and fat and so wild that they could not
be caught. Pursuing them on horse
back was found impossible on account
of the luxuriant tangle of wild grass,
and so they turned out and had a regu-
lar buffalo hunt, shooting the cattle in
the open. Mr. Kelly predicts that the
Chipewayan flats will some day be a
great cattle ranching country.

On the way out they met several
parties of settlers going into the Peace
River country, most'of them bound for
the Grand Priarie country via Lesser
Slave lake and Peace River crossing.
A party of Dominion surveyors are
subdividing and laying out section lines
at Prairie creek on the south side of
Lesser Slave lake, which is discribed
as one of the finest farming countries
in the north. Another party is sur-
veying at Vermilion, where Mr. Sencire
s adjusting settlers’ claims prior to
throwing the country open for home-
steading, and a third party is working
at Peace River crossing. Mr. Kelly
iooks forward to the day when another
big city will be built on: the Peace
River.

HAZELTON MAIL LOST.
(Special to the Times.)
Vancouver, Nov. 6.—The steamer
Princess Beatrice this morning brought
news of the loss of the Hazelton mail,
including registered letters, by the cap-
sizing of a canoe on Saturday morning
fifty miles above Essington.

GRANBY BUYS CLAIMS.

‘Boundary - Concern ‘Secures Additional’

Property in Phoenix and
Similkameen,

Jay P. Graves, general manager of
the Granby Consolidated, who arrived
back this week from a visit to New
York, where he attended the annual
meeting of the company, spent just
tyenty hours in Phoenix, says the
Phoenix Pfoneer. He went over and
through the mines with -Supt. Smith,
and notwithstanding that he is prob-
ably one of the busiest men in the
west, found time to give a few minutes
to a Pioneer representative before he
left again for Spokane Thursday morn-
ing. .

“Your company has been acquiring
more property, has it not?”’ was asked.

“Yes,” said Mr. Graves. “In pursu-
ance with the policy of extension and
expansion decided on by the board two
or three years ago, we have steadily
been acquiring more mining property
up to the present, so long as the prices
were what we considered reasonable.
We have closed up deals for and pur-
chased outright eight mineral claims
adjoining or near the present Granby
group, and have spent approximately
$50,000 in these purchases in the last
few weeks. The claims bought are the
Gem fraction, Aetna fraction, Monarch
fraction, Toboggan, Black Bear frac-
tion, Midway, Curlew and King of the
Hills. Some of these, as the names
indicate, are small fractions, and all
lie on the east side of the camp, in
which direction we are doing extensive
development now.”

Those who benefited as registered
owners by the sale above referred to
were John Mulligan, J. J. Bas-
set, Chas. Sydney Johnson, Harry
Morgan, J. Lundie, Robert Densler
and James Greden.

The vein on this group has been
traced for over a thousand feet, and
lies in schist and granite formation;
but little development has been done
on these claims as yet, owing to their
remoteness from transportation, there
being a 40-foot shaft and some surface
work. The ore is of low grade, with
chutes of high grade copper, the whole
carrying some gold and -silver—seem-
ingly much like the ore of the Granby
group proper in Phoenix camp. A
force of men is now at the claims,
building cabins, etc., and preparing for
development all winter.

Albert Johnson will have immediate
charge of development work this win-
ter, and it is the intention to drive a
600-foot tunnel to tap the lead at depth.

Asked as to the Granby’s coke sup-
ply, Mr. Graves said that the company
had made arrangements for sufficient
coke to last until the middle of De-
cember at least, it being obtained
wherever they could secure it—Blair-
more, West Superior, Chicago, etc. But
the fact that it had to be brought from
such distances made the expense so
great that it practically wiped out the
advantage the company might have ob-
tained from the present high price of
copper.

Six furnaces had been operated con-
tinuously of late, and part of the time
eight furnaces, but the coke supply not
coming in regularly and steadily, made
it necessary to bank some of the blast
furnaces occasionally.

Regarding the coal miners’ strike at
Fernie, and the probability of its im-
mediate settlement, Mr. Graves stated
that he did not know how soon there
would be a tremination of the trouble,
and the manufacture of coke resumegd,
but he hope that the men and man-
agement would come to some agree-
ment in the near future.

Mr. QGraves expressed himself as
eminently satisfied with the conditions
obtaining at the company’s mines and
smelter, where the operations are con-
tinuing to be conducted on an enlarg-
ing scale.

BANK ROBBED.

Men 8ecured Seven Thousand Dollars
at Ladd, Ill., and Made Their
Escape.

MURDER AND

IN ARCTIC OCEAN

tinous Crew Cause Captain and Family to Fly
in Open Boat—Duchess of Bedford
Is Safe.

(From Thursday’'s Daliy.)

At some unknown point near the
northern confines of the Artic, the
mutinous crew of the whaler Olga are
wandering around without their only
navigating officer, the captain. After
wintering, farther north and east than
ever a whaler did befage, ’the seamen
became uncontrollable, Capt. Klincken-
berg being compelled, with his family,
to flee for life in an open boat. It was
a rough and perilous passage this small
boat made. Six hundred miles of the
Arctic ocean had to be traversed, and
when they landed at Cape Smythe, the
village near Point Barrow, Captain
Klinckenberg and his family were near-
ly exhausted, but all recovered. Capt.
Klinckenberg discovered tribes of
Esquimaux, who had never before seen
2 white man; whose implements and
kitchen utensils were all of copper. In
the locality mentioned there ig an en-
ormous amount of native copper, but
the far north being so incompletely
charted, Capt. Klinckenberg was un-
able to describe the exact location. As
his permanent residence is at Point
Barrow, it is improbable the deposits
will be rediscovered for many years,
unless he secures another vessel for the
purpose.

The navigating lieutenant and chief
engineer of the United Siates revenue
cutter Thetis, are authority for the fol-
lowing statement regarding the Duch-
ess of Bedford. She was caught in the
ice while navigating near the shore,
but sustained very slight damage.
There was a small amount of leakage
and, in proof of her seaworthiness, may
be cited the fact that three of the crew
of the Thetis, Max Fiddler, J. Hickey
and ¥. McAllister, joined her. Capt.
Mikkelsen was informed at Point Bar-
row that he would be unable to get
through the ice, which would mean de-
laying the expedition for a year. He
at once offered any of the crew who
wished an opportunity to go outside.
McAllister was the only one who took
advantage of this offer. Shortly after-
wards he was informed by the captain
of the steam whaler Belevediere, that
the latter would tow the Duchess of
Bedford through the ice. Capt. Mikkel-
sen gladly accepted the offer, and the
Iittle schooner was left in open water,
near Return Reef, early in September.
It is probable that the Duchess of Bed-
ford will make her original destination
for the winter at Minto Inlet, Prince
Albert Land. If not she will winter at
Herschele Island. All the crew are
well. A further shipment of supplies
reached them at Point Barrow, by the
Harold Dollar, and Capt. Mikkelsen is
as enthusiastic as ever regarding the
success of his expedition.

Another story of horror from the
Far North was brought down by the
Thetis. The large steam whaler Alex-
ander, from San Francisco, went ashore
on the 17th of August last at Cape
Parry. So seriously was she damaged
that she had to be abandoned immedi-
ately. Abandoning her valuable cargo
of oil and whale bone, with which the
vessel was practically filled, as she was
on her way out, the captain and crew
made for Herschel island, some 400
miles distant, in the open whale boats
with no clothing except what they
were wearing, and very few provisions.
The trip lasted 13 days, and one man
succumbed from exposure. Another
also died from the trip from salivation. |
He became infested with vermin, and, |
in using sulphate of copper ointment |
to remove them, became infected with
the metal mentioned. The.crew .were
brought down to Nome on the Thetis.
Most of them remained there, but the |
captain, his wife, the first mate, cook !
and three others came south by the
revenue cutter. The Laura C. Madi-
son, a supply boat belonging to the
Best-Fawcett Company, of San Fran-
cisco, was also caught by the ice near |
Return Reef on the 18th of August,)
1905, and had to be abandoned. i

The crew stayed in that vicinity for|
the winter, but were eventually |
brought out to Point Barrow.

aboard the Thetis in the north. Most
of them arose through the whaling
fleet being compelled to spend the
winter of 1905 at Herschel island. Al-
though the Northwest Mounted Police
did all that was possible to deal with
the offenders, the island being in Can-
adian territory, subsequent cases call-
ing for investigation arose on the high
sea; the most important of these cases
resulted in the indictment of Captain
Bodfish, of the whaler Baylis. One of
the crew of that vessel was discovered
in his bunk dead, shot in two places.
As the circumstances were suspicious
the captain was placed under arrest
and taken to Nome by the Thetis.
Since then particulars of the case have
been published.

Capt. Newth, of the whaler Jeanette,
was also captured and brought to
Nome on the Thetis, an indictment be-
ing out against him for the rape of an
Esquimau girl on board his vessel. A
large number of the other prisoners, to-
gether with the necessary witnesses,
were also taken to Nome for trial.

The Thetis reports that nearly all the
whaling fleet is on its return. They
have had what might be called average
luck on their recent cruise, the Jean-
ette heading the catch with 11 whales.
Among other catches were: Bowhead,
5 whales; Baylis, 3, and Belevediere, 3.
The Thetis met with no mishap dur-
ing all the months she spent among the
great ice floes of the Arctic. The trip
is usually a very tedious and mono-
tonous one, but the voyage was not
altogether without incidents that furn-
ished excitement for the crew. Not
the least interesting of these was the
killing of a big polar bear which came
out on the ice to meet the ship, only
to encounter the chief engineer armed
for a fight. The animal did not ap-
proach him in an unfriendly way, but,
as is customary with polar bears, had
been attracted into danger through
sheer curosity. Its magnificent fur now
forms one of the trophies of the trip.

The Thetis will remain- off the outer
wharf, where she is now anchored, un-
til Friday, when she will proceed to
Comox to coal, preparatory to con-
tinuing her voyage south to San Fran-
cisco.

Most of the crew of the Thetis left
New York on the transport Kilpatrick
on the 1st of February, the dry dock
Dewey leaving Newport on the 25th of
January, and being sighted a few days
out. Many calls were made at British
ports during the trip. They fell in with
the British Mediterranean fleet, com-
manded by Admiral Lord Charles
Beresford, at Valetta, the harbor of
Malta, where an immense dock is be-
ing constructed by the British govern-
ment. One object of special interest
the crew noticed before entering the
Suez canal. 1t was the Pillar of Pom-
pey that was used as a beacon before
the time of Cleopatra, and has recently
been converted in to a lighthouse. At the
other end of the passage to the Persian
Gulf, the southern outlet of the Red
Sea, they paid a short visit to the Brit-
ish fort of Aden with the fortified isl-
and of Babel Mandeb. They particu-
larly noticed the enormous search-
lights used at this port which swept
the Gulf of Aden from shore to shore.
Several went ashore also at Colombo,
the big port of Ceylon, and some of the
more enterprising visited the sacred
mountain and saw what is believed by
the Singalese to be an .imprint. of Bud-
dha’s foot in the solid rock at its sum-
mit. They arrived at Singapore on
Good Friday and left on Easter Sun-
day. Other ports visited were Naga-
and Tanila, where they were
transferred to the transport Thomas,
Francisco after a total
voyage of eighty ‘davs. : Directly - on’
their arrival the Thetis, which had un-
dei'gone extensive repairs for two years
at the Bisdon Iron oWrks, San Fran-
| cisco, was placed in commission and
| they started on the first voyage to the
{ Arctic mentioned above. They met the
| Shearwater on many occasions and, if
this happened in a port, exchanged
visits with the British crew. Many of
the boys on the Thetis are sorry to
learn that another crew will shortly be
here to replace the present one, as
the seamen of the two vessels mention-
ed have fraternized to a very large ex-
tent. The Thetis left San Francisco on
June 12th, entered the ice floes on 29th
July, and arrived at Point Barrow after
the Arctic tour on September 4th.

SIR H, M. DURAND
WILL SHORTLY RETIRE

WILL LEAVE WASHINGTON
EARLY NEXT SPRING

New British Ambassador to the United
States Has Not Yet Been
Selected.

New York, .-Nov. 8.—According to a
dispatch from Washington 8ir Henry
Mortimer Durand, ambassador of Great
Britain to the United States, will retire
from his mission in Washington next
spring. His successor, not yet chosen,
will come to Washington to take
charge of the embassy about March 1st.
The ambassador yesterday told Secre-
tary Root of his coming retirement.
As far as can be learned Sir Mor-
timer is not leaving his post here for
any other position, and after his return
to England he will probably retire from
public life.

He came to the United States as his
sovereign’s personal representative in
1903, succeeding Sir Michael Herbert,
who died while on duty here. There is
perhaps no more popular diplomatic
household in Washington than that of
the British embassy and the departure
of the ambassador will be unwelcome
to many both in official and social life.
Lady Durand and Miss Durand are
among the most popular ladies in
Washington society.

Curzon May Be Appointed.

London, Nov. 8.—The retirement of
Sir Mortimer Durand, the British em-
bassador to the United States, will take
piace at the end of this year. He has
been allowed to resign at his own re-
quest and has been anxious for some
time past to give up diplomatic work.
He intends to leave the diplomatic ser-
vice permanently and retire to private
life. The foreign office has not yet
considered his successor.

Lord Curzon, formerly viceroy of
India, is mentioned in .diplomatic cir-
cles here as a possible successor to Sir
Henry Mortimer Durand, as ambas-
sador to the United States. The fact
that Lord Curzon- is:now on the sea on
his way to this eountry lends color to
the rumor of his appointment to the
Washington Post. In official circles
here it is regarded as likely that Lord
Curzon may be given the post because
of his wide acquaintance in the United
States and his extensive experience in
the British foreign service.

FOWLER'S PROFITS
IN LUMBER DEALS

Ottawa, Nov. & —The examination of
G. W. Fowler, M. P., at the insurance
inquiry last night showed he got $55,000
out of the Kamloops lumber deal, $4,000
out of the Shuswap, and $22,000 out of
the Okanagan deal in addition to the
profits from these transactions. Fow-
ler said he gave Irwin $12,000, McCor-
mick $1,000, and Foster $7,000 out of the
$55,000.

CONVENTION SITTING

Delegates in Attendance Here—Inter-
esting Programme at Session in
Calvary Baptist Church.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

A large and enthusiastic gathering
of Sunday school workers and their
friends assembled in Calvary Baptist
church last evening at the opening ses-
sion of the seventh annual convention
of the British Columbia branch of the
International Sunday School Associa-
tion. Owing to the lateness of the ar-
rival of the steamer Charmer the Main-
land delegates were unable to be pres-
ent at the opening exercises.

E. A. Lewis opened the session with
devotional services at 7.30 o’clock, after
which the president, Noah Shake-
speare, took the chair. Seated with
him on the platform were many of the
city ministers:. After the opening
hymn the chairman called upon Rev.
Dr. Reid to lead in prayer.

The report of the provincial secre-
tary was read by George Carter, and
indicated progress in all lines of the
work throughout the province.

W. C. Merritt, of . Tacoma, field
worker for the Pacific Northwest, was
next introduced by the president, and
delivered a strong andp rofitable ad-
dress on the work of the Sunday school
in its many phases. The speaker
touched on the recent Toronto conven-
tion, and was greeted with enthusias-
tic applause on stating that a salaried
field worker and general secretary was
to be appointed for Western Canada,
covering British Columbia, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta. Mr. Merritt appeal-
ed strongly to all Sunday school work-
ers to rise to a realization of the great-
ness of their service. Their great privi-
lege was to build character in the boys
and  girls. There never was a time
when the world felt so much the need
of strong, noble and Christ-like char-
acters as in this present time of trusts
and great financial organizations. All
should teach, Jesus, not simply as a
man, but as the Divine Son of God.
Teach the Bible, not as a choice piece
of literature, but as God’s revelation
of Himself to man, and as the greatest
builder of character in the universi-
ties. The speaker touched on the
greatness of the English-speaking peo-
ple of the \vorl'd, and claimed that such
predominance in these races was due
to the fact that the Bible was found
in the hands of the common people.
The Bible not only builds individual
character, but the national life as well.

Upon the conclusion of this address
the arrival of Mainland delegates was
announced, and. all present arose and
joined in singing the hymn ‘“Blest Be
the Tie That Binds.” The president
warmly welcomed the visitors to the
convention, and an able response was
given by E. W. Leeson, of Vancouver.

“The Book We Use” was the title of
a paper read by H. J. Knott, of this
city. The writer treated the Bible as
being divinely inspired and worthy of
constant and careful study.. It was
the best piece of literature God had
given the world, and the speaker earn-
estly urged that all Christians give
greater and more prayerful study to
its pages.

An intertsting discussion of the pa-
per was opened by E. P. Chandler, of
Vancouver. A vocal solo was render-
ed by Mrs. Parsons, and the first ses-
sion closed after the benediction had
been pronounced by Rev. W. Leslie
Clay. .

This morning the convention opened
at 9:30 'o’clock with devotional exer-
cises, led by A. Huggett. Reports were
received from the district officers and
committees appointed. Papers were
read on ‘“‘Music as a Factor in Sunday
School Work,” by J. G. Brown, and
‘“The Preparation of the Lesson and
S. 8. Helps,” by E. W. Leeson, of Van-
couver.

The paper-by Mr. Leeson, on ‘“The
Preparation of the Lesson and Sunday
School Help,” proved very interesting.
The paper showed careful preparation,
the writer touching on many essential
points on the subject. Considerable and
animated descussion followed, many of
the delegates commenting freely on the
use and abuse of the Sunday school
iesson helps as outlined by the Inter-
national Association.

J. G. Brown’s paper upon the subject
of “Music in the Sunday School” was
also much enjoyed. The speaker dealt
especially with two phases of the sub-
ject: First, the best manner of con-
ducting the musical exercises, and,
secondly, the best manner of preparing
for them. The writer advocated the
formation of Sunday school choirs and
the regular systematic teaching of
music among the scholars. He further
advocated the teaching of music in the
public schools as is done in Great Bri-
tain, Unted States and some of the
cities of Canada.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 8.—According to
advices received from Vladivostock
there is constant friction between the
Russians and the Japanese in Man-
churia.

The Japanese, according to the news-
papers of Vladivostock, are continually
pressing northwards in Manchuria with
the apparent intention of establishing
themselves in the hinterland of Vladi-
vostock, where their presence would
constitute a serious menace to the fort-
ress involving the possibility of the re-
sumption of hostilities.

The charge that the Japanese are for-
tifying the Island of Saghalien in vio-
lation of the terms of the treaty of
Portsmouth is reiterated by the Rus-
sians.

ALASKA STEAMSHIP 0.
ASKS INCREASED SUBSIDY

Action of Seattle Concern Regarded as
Attempt to Coerce the Post
Office Department.

Ottawa, Nov. 8.—The demand of the
Alaska Steamship Company for an in-
crease in the mail subsidy from $2,900
to $6.000. per annum for conveying the
mails six round trips per week between
Victoria and Seattle, is looked upon
here as a hold-up pure and simple.

When the C. P. R. steamer is on the
route it also carries mail, being paid
at the same rate, thus giving two daily
mails. The total cost last year was
$4,098. If the American company is
given $6,000 and the Tanadian steamer
is paid for the summer at the same
rate, the total cost would be $8,000,
which is an absurdly high price to pay
for. the service. The American com-
pany,  assured of no competition, is
just now engaged in coercing the post
office department. The citizens of Vie-
toria should take this up and go the
company one better. )

EDUCATION BILL.

SUCCESS OF REPUBLICAN
PARTY IN CALIFORNIA

The Eatire Ticket Was Returned—Gll-
lette Elected Governor—Reports
From Montasa.

San Francisco, Nov. 8.—The fuller re-
turns published to-day do not materi-
ally change the first showing and the
indications are that the Republican
party has elected its state ticket from
top to bottom. @Gillette is elected gov=
ernor by a plurality exceeding 13,000.

Results in Montana.

Helena, Mont., Nov. 8.—Reports from
every county in the state indicate that
the legislature which will elect a sena-
tor to succeed W. A. Clark will consist
of 57 Republicans and 43 Democrats,
giving the Republicans a majority of
14 on joint ballot.

Detroit’s Mayor Defeated.

Detroit, Mich., Nov. 8.—With but one
precinct to hear from to-day, Wm. B.
Thompson (Démocrat) has defeated
Mayor George P. Codd for re-election
by the majority of 3,341.

The vote against the proposed new
franchise for the Detroit United Rail-
way, advocated by Mayor Codd and
generally accredited with causing hnis
defeat, was 28,828, with only 13,316 votes
in favor of it. Under the proposed fran-
chise the rates of fare would have been
ten tickets for 25 cents during the
morning and evening hours, and six
tickets,for 25 cents the other hours. To
give the citizens an opportunity to test
the proposed rates of fare, the company
several weeks ago put them into effect
on all lines. At midnight last night
they were withdrawn.

New York Returns.

New York, Nov. 8. —With nearly com-
plete returns from 51 of the 61 counties
in the state, Lewis Stuyvesant Chanler,
the Democratic and Independence
League candidate for lieut.-governor,
has a lead over M. Linn Bruce, the Re-
publican candidate, of 20,657. The miss-
ing counties are Essex, Hamilton,
Herkimer, Niagara, Ontario, Orange,
Fulton, Monroe, Rockland and Yates.
Estimated returns from Orange county
give Bruce a plurality of 2,766, and an
estimate from Monroe credits Bruce
with a lead of 3,600 over Chanler. These
figures deducted from Chanler’'s whole
plurality leaves him with a 1lead of
14,291, with eight counties to be heard
from.

The returns are coming in extremely
slow, and the remalinder of the state
ticket is far from being as near com-
plete as is the local for lieutenat.-gov-
ernor, and the poasibility of forecast-
ing the probable result is consequently
g0 much more difficult. In many in-
stances the county clerks to whom the
returns of county balloting is made
have not yet opened the sealed en-
velopes in which the official reports of
voting are enclosed. Some of .these
probably will not be opened for several
days, and as a result the complete offi-
cial vote will not be available until that
time.,

EXTRADITION TREATIES.
Russian Government Opens Negotia-
tions With Other Nations.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 8.—The Russian
government through the foreign office
has opened negotiations with the other
governments with the view of conclud-
ing supplementary extradition treaties,
covering fugitives accused of the pre-
raration or appropriation of explosives
for use in the manufacture of bombs.

Several governments have refused
to deliver up such offenders on ‘the
sround that their offences were politi-
cal.

FROM ATLANTIC TO PACIFIC.

E. H. Harriman Secures Control of Line
Across the Continent.

New York, Nov. 7.—By the election
to-day of J. T. Harahan as president of
the Illinois Central Railroad Company
to succeed Stuyvesant Fish, E. H. Har-
riman has at last, it is believed, real-
ized the fulfilment of his desire to con-
trol a line from the Atlantic to the Pa«~
cific ocean. In this great plan the Illi-
nois Central was the one link missing
to complete a line of track from New
York to San Francisco and Portland,
Ore., from the Great Lakes to the Gulf
of Mexico, and from the Gulf to the
Pacific. Until within a few months
the eastern terminals of the Harriman
system were at Kansas City, Omaha
and New Orleans. The most important
step in the direction of securing the
desired outlet on the Atlantic seaboard
for the Union Pacific and Southern Pa-
cific railroads is believed to have been
taken by Mr. Harriman several weeks
ago, when it was reported that one of
the roads under his control had taken
over the charge of the Baltimore &
Ohio by the purchase of a block of
40,000 shares of that company, which
was sold by the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company.

This would give Mr. Harriman a
route from Chicago and St. Louis to
Baltimore and New York. To com-
plete the ambitious proposition for a
continuous line from ocean to ocean
it was necessary only to connect the
western terminals of the Baltimore &
Ohio with the eastern terminals of the
Southern Pacific and Union Pacific, and
this purpose the Illinois Central serves
amply. Its line from Omaha to Chi-
cago ties together the Union Paciflc
and Baltimore & Ohio, while the Illi-
nois Ceritral branch from Chicago to
New Orleans gives the Southern Pa-
cific entrance into Chicago and the'sea-
board. Taken together, this system,
if unified, puts under one control more
than 23,000 miles of track, capitalized
at more than $1,700,000,000.

James "T. Harahan, vice-president of
the Illinois Central, was elected presi-
dent of the company at a meeting of
the board of directors here by a vote
of 8 to 0, the adherents of President
Stuyvesant Fish not voting, The meet-
ing 1s reported to have been a stormy
one.

Cre-
dentials were received from two newly

organized unions, from Messrs. W.
Tyson and H. Randolph, representing
t}\e Barkeeper’s Union, and from

Messrs. F. W. Garland and George
Hampson of the Cook’s and Waiter's
Union. The executive reported that
they had advised the drydock laborers
to lay their grievances of delaye& pay
days before Ralph Smith, M, P., who
is at present. visiting the district.

After some further business of minor
importance Mr. Gray submitted his re-
port, This was greeted with enthus-
iasm, and was carried almost unani-
mously, only one dissentient voice be-
ing heard. The report follows:

Members of the Council:(—As your dele-
gate to the Vancouver Labor convention
I have to report that as the result of the
convention the Canadian Labor Party of
British Columbia has been successfully
formed, and is now in active existence,
and that in spite of a movement adroitly
manoeuvred with the intention of strang-
ling the Labor party at its birth.

You are aware that the Canadian
Trades and Labor Congress of delegates
from all Canada at the Victoria meeting,
carefully and earnestly discussed the for-
mation of a Canadian Labor party. Sev-
eral unions had sent resolutions to the
council urging the formation of such a
party. Your council sent the following
straight declaration: ‘“That a Canadian
Labor party should be at once formed
with a combined parliamentary and muni-
cipal platform, to which all candidates
and all joining members should be, firmly
pledged,”” and you further sent to the
congress eleven planks, which you were
of opinion should find a place in the party
platform, All these matters you will re-
member were carefully discussed in this
room, and you were almost unanimous
in your decisions. The Trades and Labor
Congress bunched all the resolutions on
this matter, and decided by 68 votes to 7
to ‘“‘endorse. the idea of sending repre-
sentatives of Labor to parliament,” and
further that the provincial executive call
a convention ‘“for the purpose-of forming
the necessary association to carry on
thereafter the work of electing labor
men.”’

This was the feeling of congress—the
foregoing extracts are contained in the
Draper resolution which was passed with
only seven dissentients, and these were
either pledged members of the Socialist
party of Canada or Socialist adherents.

I made a full report of the action of
congress in this matter to your council,
and the reception of the report gave
proof that you endorsed such action. The
British Columbia executive called the
Vancouver convention for the formation
of the party and you elected me as your
delegate to the convention. At my elec-
tion I declared to you that I was aware
that attempts would be made to sidetrack
the proposed Labor party, and that I
would at the convention stand out for
“Labor and Labor only,” and would de-
terminedly resist any attempt to down
the movement, and further declared that
if any other party appeared in evidence
at the convention with any objects hos-
tile to straight labor, that I would come
right out. The endorsement of this atti-
tude by your council seemed to me to be
unanimous and I attended the council
with that understanding. Reports had
reached me from Vancouver and else-
where that two attempts would be made
to down the separate labor movement—
one by the Liberals and one by the So-
cialists. The report re the Liberals was
groundless—only one adherent of the Lib-
eral party came to me with any sugges-
tion,  and he came entirely on his own
responsibility. The reports re the Socjal-
ist intentions have been clearly shown to
be correct. A deliberate and determined
attempt was made to deprive the infant
Labor party of life at the first indications
of birth, and this movement must have
been in the process of organization for
gsome time. The Western Federation of
Miners, who were not represented at the
Trades and Labor Congress, were largely
represented at the Vancouver convention,
and their efforts to strangle the Cana-
dian Labor party at its birth and to tack
the Labor movement on behind the So-
cialist party were backed up by a number
of other delegates who were sent to the
convention as trade unionists by trade
unionists, but whose first allegiance at
all times is to the Socialist movement in
some form or other. The tactics used by
the Socialist adherents at Vancouver on
the lines laid down by the Nelson conven-
tion, I am of opinion that the anti-
straight Labor movement was solidified
and the forces rounded up by the Nelson
convention. These delegates came from
the far distant mining centres and evi-
dently at great expense, and for what?
To deny the right of non-Socialist Labor
men to organize for their own protection
on lines more acceptable to Labor gener-
ally than those laid down by the Socialist
party of Canada. The attcmpt failed, and
I feel sorry that for this purpose so much
money had been spent when it could have
been used for other and better purposes.
When I learned three weeks ago that an
attempt would be made to sidetrack our
movement I set to work to arrange a plan
of action to prevent this, and I went to
Vancouver with an almost complete draft
of a constitution and every possible pre-
paration for the completion of the forma-
tion of the Canadian Labor party, no
matter what would happen. The, very
moment that the convention delegates as-
sembled there were abundant signs of
carefully organized opposition to the new
Labor party. My right as vice-president
of British Columbia to take the chair at
the opening was questioned by a delegate,
who also at a late stage was responsible

for the tricky “proportionate representa-
tion”” move. When the credentials were
received the question of representation
came up, and it was moved that delegates
be allowed to record one vote for every
50. members or fractional part thereof of
the unions represented by them. I saw
danger in this move at once, as the mo-
tion was at once supported by the So-
cialist adherents, and Delegate Davidson,
M. P. P., asked in addition that prexy
voting be allowed. As an amendment I
moved that ‘‘each man present should
have one vote, and one only.” The motion
for proportional representation 'was car-
ried by a vote of 27 to 21, several non-
Socialists. were tricked into voting  for
the motion by the arguments for ‘‘fair
play,” etc. As soon as this advantage
was gained, our opponents dropped the
masks and reached out for the life of the
Canadian Labor Party. Delegate David-
s6n, the member for Slécan, while deny-
ing direct connection with the Socialist
party of Canada, at once took the lead
of the Socialist movement, and moved ‘a
motion to the effect that it would be un-
wise to form another Labor party, and
instead that the delegates should go
home and study Socialism. The straight
Labor men at once realized that they had
been trapped, as the motion on the adopt-
ed system of voting must have carried.
Many of these men declared that they
would leave the convention al once, but I
urged them to remain until we could ar-
range a movement to outflank our oppon-
ents. I replied to Delegate Davidson’s
motion, and on Monday evening called a
meeting of non-Socialists to discuss the
situation. The meeting was well attend-
ed, and it was unanimously decided that
we withdraw on Tuesday morning at 10.30
and go on with the business for which we
were sent to the convention. On Tues-
day morning Delegate Davidsen (Vancou-

ver), on behalf of the .straight Labor
delegates, moved ‘‘the previous ques-
tion.”” This would have had the effect

of putting the motion against the forma-
tion of the party at once to the vote. A
roll call vote showed the strength of our
opponents by the proportional voting sys-
tem to be 99 votes to our 44, although the
actual vote was 27 delegates for us and
22 against.

In accordance with our previous ar-
rangement, the straight Labor delegates
at once left the room, amongst them be-
ing the preliminary officers of the con-
vention, Chairman Williams (Vancouver),
Vice-Chairman Davidson (Vancouver),
and Secretary Perry (Vancouver), ;

In another room the delegates assem-
bled and I moved to the effect “that this
meeting of deleglates assembled who have
been sent to this convention to form a
Labor party separate and ditsinct from
all existing parties, do now proceed with
the formafion of the British Columbia
section of the Canadian Labor Party.”
The motion was carried, and we pro-
ceeded at once to business. The name
adopted was the Canadian Labor Party
of British Columbia. The objects, plat-
form containing 18 planks, candidates’
pledge, an emblematic Q'esign, and a com-
plete constitution of 30 'rll;le,‘s, was adopted
and the whole of the bfiSiness finished on
Wednesday afternoon. “You have been
told that the Socialists captured the con-
vention, but this statemeént is ridiculous.
The Canadian Labor Party of British
Columbia -has been praperly formed by
the delegates sent to Vancouver to form
it, and formed in the manner intended in
spite of all the carefully planned attempts
to prevent its formation.

A letter was read from the union at
Buckingham Mills, asking for financial
assistance for the families of the union
officials who were shot during the
strike troubles there. Ten dollars were
voted from the council funds and a
gubscription will be taken up for the
same purpose at the next meeting of
the council.

The question of holding a public
meeting to discuss the
labor problem was held over until the
next meeting.

INSURANCE UNDERWRITERS
PRESENT MEMORIAL

Ottawa, Nov. 8.—The insurance com-
mission is about winding wup public
meetings. It was receiving to-day a
memorial from the Underwirters’ As-
sociation. They protested against any
rebates being given in the insurance

business, that it be made a criminal
offence to offer or to accept on the part
of anyone any rebate, and that legisla-
tion by the Dominion and provinces
be passed in this regard. Outside this
one point they asked that restrictive
legislation be passed upon the insur-
ance business. Companies ought to be
free to do all that they desired to pro-
mote and increase their business. The
average commission was 48 per cent.;
that was none too large. In some cases
it went as high as 80 and 90 per cent.,
but the average was 48 New York
laws should not be followed too closely.
N‘here should be no restrictions on in-
vestments.

FIRE AT VANCOUVER.

Qutbreak in -Royal City Mill Caused
Loss of Fifteen Thousand
Dollars.

Vancouver, Nov. 8.—A destructive fire
occurred this morning at the Royal
City mill. Several dry kilns were burn-
ed. The loss is estimated at $15,000.
The property was partially insured. It
is stated that the kilns will be rebuilt
at once.

GOVERNOR ELECT HUGHES
ISSUES STATEMENT

Says Election Is a Rebuke to Dema-
gogical Methods—Majority About
Twenty-Five Thousand.

New: York, Nov. 7.—At midnight to-
night there was stili doubt as to who
was elected lieutenant-governor of
New York.

Sixteen counties had not reported the
official count at that hour, but on the
face of the figures in hand, the result
seemed safe for Chandler, of the Demo-
crat-Independence League ticket.

The total vote for the state so far as

returned, including the Democrat
stronghold of the' city of Greater New
York, for lieutenant-governor, is:
Chandler, 604,234; Bruce, 519,479.

It appears that outside of the candi-
dates for governor, and possibly for
lieutenant-governor, the Democratic
ticket is elected. In Greater New
York Chandler’'s lead is 134.941, and this
big lead Bruce must overcome in the
up-state counties. Among the miss-
ing counties is Westchester, which
gave Hughes 8,000 plurality. Republi-
can state headquarters, while express-
ing the belief late to-night that Bruce
would pull out ahead, would give no
figures.

Chairman Woodruff said: “On. look-
ing over the returns of some forty odd
counties, we find that Mr. Bruce has
run ahead of Mr. Hughes by 600 votes,
and I believe he is elected. At the
present time, I do not care to give any
opinion regarding the rest of the
ticket.”

Charles E. Hughes, Republican can-
didate for governor, has a majority of
52,000 approximately. To-night he gave
out this statement: ‘It is a victory for
sobriety and for decency in the ad-
ministration of government. But the
Npeople will not tolerate. indifference to
| the public wrongs. They desire neither
exaggeration nor inflammatory appeal
on the one hand, nor moral or politi-
cal abuses on the other hand. The
election is a rebuke
methods, and it is alse impressive in
its demands for responsible, leadership.

“I shall address myself to the task
of squaring the administration of gov-
ernment with the interest of the people,
confident that I may rely upon the
support of all good citizens not only
those who voted for me, but also those
who, in their intensity to end abuses,
voted for my opponent. To the work
of ensuring, to the extent of my pow-
er, the just administration of the gov-
ernment of this state, I shall devote
myself unreservedly.”

SHOWER OF METEORS.

New York, Nov. 5.—Remarkable stories
of a meteoric shower at sea last Tuesday
were brought into port yesterday by the
Phoenix liner St. Andrew and the Ham-
burg-American liner Brazilla.

One of the meteors which struck the
water less than a mile from the St. An-
drew is described by the first mate, V,
Spencer, as being 15 feet in diameter.
The first meteor was seen”on the after-
noon of October 30th,’” Spencer said. “'T'he
ship was then about 600 miles northeast
of Cape Race. I was standing on the
bridge when suddenly an enormous fiery

ball dropped dead ahead. Just after-
wards three others fell. The meteors
travelled so rapidly that ‘they seemed

only streaks of fire to a height of 40 feet.
If one had hit the ship she would have
gone straight to the bottom.”

Capt Ross, of the Brazilla, reported
seeing a meteor at 7 o'clock on same
waters on October T7th.

But in every
Gistrict, almost, you may find a poor
creature who for thirty years has cher-
ished a great scheme by which he
means to revolutionize the world’s com-
merce, and amass a fortune in mon-
strous degree. He s generally to be
seen shivering at the Cross, and (if
you are a nippy man) you shout care-
lessly in going by, “Good morning,
Tamson; how’s the scheme?’ and he
would be very willing to " tell you, if
only you would wait to listen. ‘“Man,”
he will cry eagerly behind you, it X
only had anither wee wheel in my in-
vention—she would do, the besom!

But these are the exceptions. Scots-

men, more .than other men perhaps,
haye the three great  essentials of
commercial success—imagination to
conceive schemes; common sense to
correct them, and energy to push them
through. Common sense, indeed, so
far from being wanting, is in most
cases 'too much in evidence, perhabs,
crippling the soaring mind and .rob-
bing the idea of its early radiance; in
quieter language, she makes the aver-
age Scotsman to be over-cautious. His
combinations are rarely Napoleonic
until he becomes an American. In his
native dales he seldom ventures in a
daring policy. And yet his forecasting
mind is always detecting ‘‘possibeeli-
ties.”
