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SPEECH BY COLONIAL
SECRETARY IN LONDON

Mr. Chamberlairi Presented With the
Freedom of City—The Aims of
the British Government.

J.ondon, Feb, 13.—This metropolis be-
stowed its highest distinction on Joseph
Chamberlain, the Colonial Secretary, to-
day when at the Guild hall it conferred
on him the freedom of the city in a gold
casket. Mrs. Chamberlain accompanied
the Colonial Secretary, and they were
greeted on their-arrival with a fanfare
of trumpets.

Mr. and Mrs. Chamberlain ‘were, con-
ducted to the library, where they were
received by the I®rd Mayor, Sir Joseph
C. Dimsdale, and the lady mayoress. The
hall was crowded, among those present
being the Colonial Secretary’s political
colleagues and adherents who duly ap-
plauded the recipient of the city’s free-
dom. The address in connection with
the presentation congratulated ~ Mr.
Chamberlain on the services he had ren-
dered to the Empire during the last 25
years, dwelling speecially on the way in
which he had welded the colonies to-
gether. >

In replying, Mr. Chamberlain disclaim-
ed any intention of making political ¢ap-
ital out of the oceasion, but he said he
thought he might, on behalf of the gov-
ernment, make an appeal for national
support. The government had two great |
national objects in view: to establish be-
yond question British authority in South
Africa, and to maintain the unity of the
Empire., Both objects were involved in
the South African war. The war would
always be. memorable because it' had
called out a greater military effort than

wd ever before been asked ‘from Great
britain, and beecause it had shown to

friend and foe the petential stxen-’ﬂl and . i

almost  inexhaustible “resgurces of the
Empire. He had not thought it neces-
sary to stoop to meet the imputations of
national greed, lust of territory, or per-
sonal ambition, and ecriminal motives
suggested by the insignifieant minority
since the war had the approval of sister
nations across the seas,

In regard to the immediate causes of

‘{h\c war, continued Mr. Chamberlain, it
wadsngt only impessible for a great na-
tion to allow its subjects to be humiliat-
ed or oppressed, its engagements broken
end black races oppressed, but the very
existence of the Empire was involved
and the government was pledged to con-
tinue its efforts wntil the danger from
which they had escaped was forever
averted.

After a reference to shallow observers
abroad who- foretold Great Britain’s
downfall, Mr, Chamberlain concluded
with paying a glowing tribute to the
cclonies, who throughout the war had
demonstrated their intention to share the
obligations, as well as the privileges of
the Empire. It was a long step towards
the consolidatien which was now with-
in measure of practical accomplishment.
He did not envy the statesman ' who
would be willing to compromise the issue
for which the Empire fought. .The ni-
tien was not vindietive to its enemies.
If they surrendered to-day they*iould
be welcomed as friends to-morrow. The
expulsion of those who caused the war

was only a measure of self preservation: l

and to the Boers who, now in thousands
recognizing the futility of the struggle,

CROSSING THE BORDER,
More Than Fift'y Thousand S;ttlers Ex~\
pected From the States.

‘Winnipeg,' - Feb., 13.—1 do not ~ be-
lieve that in stating that the total num-
ber of United States settlers -who will
wross- the line into Western Canada this
year will be .50,000, you are giving
anything but a conseryative estimate,”
said Mr, C. W. Speers to a reporter of
the Jree Press last evening.

The Dominion colonization agent re-
tarned to the city yesterday from Crook-
ston and Hallock, Minnesota, wheré he
has been addressing meetings attended
by agriculturists, called in the interests
of emigration. The meetings at both of
thse places were very largely attended
by *many of the farmers of the states
across the border, some having driven
sixteen miles. The halls were packed and
they listened to what was told them of
the resources of Western Canada until
2 o'clock in the. morning, many having
to stand during all that time,

“The farmers,” said Mr. Speers, “were
eager not only to know about Western
Canada, but wanted to know just how
they should invest their money aund leave
the States at once. *They were given
siraight facts to lead them, and' found
them convincing enough. I advised them
to wait until the weather moderates be-
fore crossing the line to settle; but many
are so anxious to get an early -start that
it won’t be long before the first arrivals
will reach here.” 7

Mr, Speers states that the settlers will
come from all parts eof ‘the republic,
that. Minnesota will be especially well
represented,
Mexico, Ohio, Missouri, Nebraska, and,
in fact, from every agricultural state
where land is becoming erowded, a pour-
ing out of farmers seekifg for new
homes and broader fields will be seen, A
feature of this class'of immigration is
that a large percentage will have ample
means to make a splendid start in the
new country,

HUNDREDS HAVE BEEN ‘
KILLED BY EARTHQUAKE

Already Two -Jundred - Bodies Have
Been Taken From Ruins in
Town of Shamaka.

Tiflis, Russian Trans-Cauecasus, Feb.
15.—Two hundred bodies of victims of
the earthquake, which destroyed the
town of Shamaka, had been recovered
up to last evening.

It appears certain that several hundred
bodies are buried in the fissures and
debris caused by the shoeks.

The quakes contiue at intervals and
the work of excavating in search of the
victims therefore proceeds with diffi-
culty, Among the dead are many women
who, at the time of the principal shock,
were congregated in the various bath
houses,

More Bodies Recovered.

St. " Petérsburg, Feb, 15.<-The latest
news received here from Shamaka con-
firms the appalling character of the
earthquake, and adds that 300 corpses
have already been taken out of the ruins.
The piles of wreckage are so vast that
the search is necessarily slow. Most of
the victims were Mussulmans. ° The sur-
vivors are encamped outside the ruins
of the city.

“Singularly enough the strongest at-,
tack upon the new diplomatic policy has |
come from the stronghold of sentimental
optimism.

Objects to the Official. Reéception to
Prince Henry—Mr. Grosvenor's
Reply.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 14.—The mon-
otony of -a private. pension bill in the
House to-day was ehlivened by a very
sensational speech by Mr. vWheeler of

~Ientucky, in desimneiation: of ‘what he
‘denomipated “Flunkeyism’’

‘to ¢ foreign
coulitries, - He took . the récent state-
ments emanating from continental cabi-
nets - regarding the- attitude © of Great
Britain during the Spanish war as a
text for a wholesale attack upon. the
trend of United States diplomaecy. He
severely scored . Secretary Hay and de-'
clared that if Lord Pauncefete had
sought, as was alleged, to circumvent us
during  the war of 1898, the 'sooner he
was shipped across the seas the better.
He also criticized the President for his
reported intention to send his daughter
to the coronation of King Edward, and
protested against the - official reception
of Prince Henry. A
There was a sequel to My, Wheeler's
speech later in the day when Mr, Gros-
venor secured -the floor and replied at
length to what the Kentuckian' had said.
As to Mr. Wheeler's denial of a state-
ment regarding the visit of the Prince
of Wales in 1860, Mr, Grosvenor deelar-
ed that he personally could bear wit-

1ess to the truth of his assertion, for
Le himself had seen the Prince when
he first set foot on United States soil.
At Niagara -as a young man he had lis-
tened to the Prince’s speech, he said,
with great interest. He. denominated
Mr. Wheeler's remark about the forth-
coming vigit of Prince . Henry as aj
“Bitter attack upon the President of
the United States, the House, Senate,
and incidentally upon all with whom: the
I'rince would come in contact.” = The
speech of the gentleman from Kentucky
would be exploited in Europe to-morrgi
on the eve of the Prinfe’s departure as
the message of United States people to
the guest.

Mr. Wheeler interposed at this point
to say that he should gladly welcome
auy gentleman from abroad; what he
ohjected to was the official color to be
given to the visit. :

Then. as Mr. Grosvenor proceeded to
read what he said criticising the Presi-
dent for-making a new precedent in con- .

nection with the coromation of King ¥é-

ward, Mr. Wheeler interrupted to say

that while he had mno desire to bring ther
| matter into the discusgion, what he hadk
Ld‘ plored was the report that the Presi-
| dent intended to._send a member of hiw
| family to the coronation.

“Oh, if it is simply a matter of ™
young girl going to the coronatien. of &
gentlemlan and lady,” observed M.
Grosvenor, “I will not_pursue :it.”

Continuing, ~Mr. Grosvenor  arserted
.ihat within his personal knowledge he
would say that in sending a deputation
to the corenation of King Edward, the
present occupant of the White House
had simply carried out the plams of thﬁ)
deceased President, who had already
selected the head of the commission. &
the constituents of the gentleman froms
Kentueky were polled, he did net think
that-five per cent. would condemn the
President. £

“So far as the young lady is concern-
ed,” he added, “I can tell the gentlemams
one thing, she would give him a great
deal of trouble if she should get into =
debate with him as to,the propriety eof
her going.” (Applause.)

Mr.. Grosvenor then took wup Mr.
Wheeler's speech, reading from it the
term *Little Dutchman,” which Mr.
Wheeler had applied to Prince Henry,
and his remarks about his indifference to
the goodwill of the German people.

Mr. Grosvenor commented upon  this
language, saying that while the. gentle-
man might be indifferent now as to the
good will of the Germans, it would be
different late in the fall, “when persim-
mons were ripe.” Mr, Grosvenor de-
seribedf at some length the visit of the
Prince of Wales in 1860. . His tour eof
the country, the honors showered upom
him by President Buchanan, who rusk-
eq out of the White House and met hinw
with extended arms, as if he had beem
the traditional “Prodigal son.”

As to the visit of Prince Henry, he
was the brother of the German Emperor.
He was not a Dutchman, but a Eure-
pean, a German; he was an admiral of
the German navy, the same who had
been sent to Manila™to protect the Ger-
man interests, and when his ship got
in the way, Dewey had informed hine
that if the ship did not get out of thes
way in short order there would be treu-
ble. “Then he took it away like a gem—
eman,” remarked Mr, Grosvenor, amid
laughter,

NEW FERRY WILL HAVE
BIG ACCOMMODATION

Empress Line to Be Augmented—Con-
dor’s' Suitability for Pacific Dis-
cussed in Imperial Commons.

The superintendent marine engineer of
the Canadian Pacific steamships, H. T.
Richardson, has received orders from
headquarters to proceed from Vancouver
to Montreal, where he will consult with
the directors of the company, it is said,
in regard to the plans of the three new
Empress liners, the steamer for the Van-
couver-Skagway run, and the steamer to
replace the Charmer on' the Vancouver-
Victoria ferry serviee! “The- plans*for
these new steamers have been completed
and placed in the hunds" of the manage-
ment,

When seen on Friday morning by a
Vancouver News-Advertiser reporter,
Mr. Richardson stated that he was not
in a position to give any of the details
or dimensions of the new steamers, fur-
ther than that they will be much larger
than the old steamers now plying be-
tween' this port and the Orient. The
new steamers will be capable of steam-
ing twenty knots, .and with forced
draught will exceed that by a knot.
They will be fitted with all the modern
appliances, “and will surpass anything
afloat on the Pacific in their appoint-
ments. These®vessels will be construct-
ed on plans approved by the DBritish
admiralty, and in case of necessity cam
be called upon asg transports or cruisers.

Mr. Richardson leaves by Tuesday’s
train for the Bast, and, after consult-
ing with Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, will
proceed to the Old Country, where the
contracts will be let and work upon the
steamers immediately proceeded with.
Mr. Richardson will supervise the con-
struction of these steamers, which will
necessitate his being absént from: his
post for a- lemgthy . period. Mr, Me-
Gowan, chief engineer of th Empress of
China, will be acting superintendent
marine engineer during Mr, Richard-
son's absence; Mr. Christie, second en-
gineer of the Empress, being promoted
to the post of chief engineer of the Em-
press of China,

While no definite information could be
obtained, it is understood that the con-
tract for building the boat which is to
ply between this port and Lynn Canal
will be let to an American firm on the
Atlantic coast., This-is made necessary
owing to the American  coasting laws,
which prohibit foreign bottoms from car-
rying freight or passengers between two
American -ports. Such class of business
at certain seasons of the year is quite
a factor in the earnings of a steamer.

The-name is not of an-
cient date in the navy, but the Condor
had a notable predecessor in the gunboat
which toek part in the bombardment of
Alexandria, under the command of
CRarles Beresford, and won from - Sir
Beauchamp Seymour the - approving
signal, “Well done, Condor!”

The sleop was commissioned at Chat-

station, and Commander €lifton Sclater,
L an: officer. of Mmuelr. serviee- andsaight pro-
fessional attaimments;, was appeinted to
her, after undergoing a special eourse of
study at the Royal Naval college. - As
sub-Heutenant of the Cygnet, Com-
mander Seclater was- present at the
- bombardment of Alexandria, 1882, and
in the Egyptian war, and was specially
promoted for his good service, besides
receiving the medal, with the Alexandria
clasp, and the Khedive’s bronze star. In
1885 he won a prize for torpede gunnery
at the Royal Naval cgllege, and in 1890,
when torpedo-lieutenant of the Boadicea,
on the East Indies station, he landed in
i command of the field guns, and accony-
panied the punitive expedition uuder Sir
B. R. Fremantle against the Sultan of
Vitu, in- East Africa, and was mentioned
in dispatches.

. RAILWAYS AND MINES !

Discusséd by D. D. Mann—Makes .\'o]
~Detinite Announcement.

D. D.:Mann, of Mackenzie/ & Mann,
was seen by a Times representative this |
morning and asked regarding the inter-
view with the members of the provincial
exeeutive vesterday. Mr. Mann stated
tiat nothing definite had been done, but
in' any event should anything be accom-
plished, the .announcenent would first |
be  made to the legislature ‘throug].the
government. - He added further that his
stay in Victoria would be a short one,
as he expected to réturn East on Mon-
day next.

Mr, Mann was asked regarding the in-
tentions of V., V. & E. Railway & Navi-
gations Company. “We have met with
considerable opposition’ in the\construe- !
tion of this read,” he said, “and as we
have a number of railway projects on
our hands in districts where the people
are anxious to encourage rather than
oppose bona fide railway constraction, it
is quite peossible that we will not give
0o much attention to the construction of
the V., V, & E. in ihe immediate future, |
unless this annoying opposition is dis-
continned. We are just beginning the
eonstruction of 300 miles of railway in
Nova Seotia, aloug the Atlautic sca-
board, from Yarmouth to Halifax. The
necessary legislation has been fore-
shadowed in the speech from the throne,
and as "Nova Scotians generally are
anxious to see this road constructed, we |
expecfuto begin active operations at an
early date, New Ontario is being de-
veloped much more. rapidly than British
Colusmibia, chiefly because of the large
amountof railway construction in that |
distriet. The natuiral resources are not
greater:nor rich than these of this pro-
vince, ‘but railways are the  important
factor in opening ﬁ) and developing any
pew distriet.” ;

Messrs. Maekenzie & Mann are heavi-
Iy interested in the. Dominion Copper
