The matinees, so called, were by no 
means unpopular features of the daily 
routine. The officers were permitted to 
bring their pipes or cigars and take their 
after breakfast smoke in the big, roomy 
office of the commander, just as they 
were permitted to enjoy the post-prandial 
whiff when at evening recitation in 
the same office they sat around the 
room, chatting in low tones, for half an 
hour, while the colonel received the re­
ports of hia*adjutant, the surgeon and the 
old and the new officer of the day. Then 
any matters affecting the discipline or 
instruction or general interests of the 
command were brought up; both sides 
of the question were presented, if 
question arose; the decision was rendered 
then and there, and the officers were dis­
missed for the day with the customary 
"That’s all, gentlemen.” They left the 
office v ell knowing that only in the event 
of some sudden emergency would they 
be called thither again or disturbed in 
their daily vocations until the same hour 
on the following morning.

The officers of Fort Warrener were 

assembled, as was the daily morning 
custom, in the presence of the colonel 
commanding. It had long been the 
practice of that veteran soldier to re­
quire all his commissioned subordinates 
to put In an appearance at hie offioo im 
mediately after the ceremony of guard 
mounting, де might have nothing to 
say to them, or he might have a good 
deal; and he was a man capable of say­
ing a good deal in very few words and 
meaning exactly what he said. It was 
his custom to look up from his writing 
as each officer entered and respond to 
the respectful salutation tendered him 
with an equally punctilious "Good morn­
ing, Capt. Gregg,” or "Good morning, 
Mr. Blake,” never omitting the mention 
of the name, unless, as was sometimes 
tried, a squad of them came in together 
and made their obeisance as a, body. Jn 
this event the colonel simply looked 
each man in the face, as though taking 
mental note of the individual constitu­
ents of the group, and contented him­
self with a "Good morning, gentlemen.”

When in addition to six troops of his 
own regiment of cavalry there were sent 
to the post a major and four companies 
of infantry, some of the junior officers 
of the latter organization had suggested 
to their comrades of the yellow stripes 
that as the colonel had no roll call it 
might be a matter of no great risk to 
"cut the matinee” on some of the fiend­
ishly cold mornings that soon set in; but 
the experiment was never designedly 
tried, thanks, possibly, to the frank ex­
position of his personal views ex­
pressed by Lieut. Blake, of the cavalry, 
who said, "Try it if you are stagnating 
for want of a sensation, my genial plod­
der, but not if you value the advice of 
one who has been there, so to speak.

Dr. Stoekton—You said it last year 
when you were opposing the government. 
It might be possible that Mr. Blair wonld 
be able to show that it was a necessity to 
withdraw the money at Ottawa bearing б 
per cent, rather than borrowing money 
at 4 per cent and thus save $1,620 per 
year to the province. He referred to tbe 
lack of information ae to the government's 
policy on the atumpage matter. An­
swering Mr. Blair, he said, instead of 
being disappointed at Mr. Hanington’a 
selection as leader of the opposition, the 
fact was that he himself had proposed Mr. 
Hanington'a name, and the member for 
Westmorland was the unanimous choice 
of the opposition. He read from alleged 
speeches by Mr. Blair to show that the 
leader of the government had been 
strongly opposed to reduction. Now he 
reduces the etumpage at a loss of $20,000 
a year, according to Mr. Labillois, in 
order to secure Mr. Tweedie as a member 
of the government.

Mr. Tweedie—The government got a 
pretty good trade. (Laughter.)

Considering that the 
hon. leader of the opposition had been 
filling that"4position for the past 
eight years ; considering that all that had 
been done by the present government had 
been done under his full view, he thought 
the résulte of his criticism were most flat 
taring to the government. He had per­
formed hie duty well But he thought 
the speech of the hon. gentleman ought to 
convince the house aa well as the country, 
that the indictment he had framed 
against the government is not of a very 
serious or damaging character. When 
nothing graver than the hon. gentleman’s 
speeches contained had been disclosed, 
the government were justified in feeling a 
degree of complacency and that they were 
secure iu the confidence of the people of 
the country and of the legislature now 
convened.

Mr. Blair moved hia stumpage resolu­
tion, referring to the efforts of North 
Shore lumbermen daring the past several 
years, to secure a redaction of the stum- 
page. The government had been obliged 
to decline to comply with the request of 
the lumbermen for many years because 
the finances of the country would not 
admit of a redaction. . Now, however, 
the territorial revenue was ao large that a 
redaction of 25 cents per thousand could 
be made without interfering with the 
services of the country.

Mr. Hanington opposed the resolution 
on the ground that the lumber industry 
was now in • flourishing condition.
