Not to Drive Through the Moosepath

The Moosepath Park Driving Asso-
ciation are threatening to take action
against farmers who have made 2a
driveway through their grounds at the
Three-Mile House. The Golden Grove
road for two or three hundred yards
adjoining the driving park is impass-
able and owing to the high snow drifts
farmers living out the road have been
compelled to go through the park
grounds. Yesterday some of them were
notified by Daniel Michaud, proprietor
of the Three-Mile House, who is an of-
ficial of the park, to desist from fur-
ther driving through the park or legal
action would be taken against them.

STRANGEST WRECK
IN-RAILROAD HISTORY

One Train Thrown From
The Track.

s

By the Explosion of the Locomotive of
Another Train,

UTICA, N. Y., Feb. 4 — One of the
strangest wrecks in the history of rail-
roading in this section occurred at
Whitesboro, three miles west of this
©city at an early hour this morning.
Train 28, the western express, was
drawn by an engine known as “of the
Pacific type.” As this engine was
passing 21, the Buffalo express west-
bound, the engine exploded. The full
force of. the explosion was felt in the
second car of the eastbound train, as
the westbound engipe was directly op-
posite that car when the explosion oc-
curred. Both trains were running at
what may be called full speed, and
from the effects of the explosion and
the upheaval of the wrecked engine
and the car which was opposite at that
moment, the coaches were thrown from
the tracks in both directions.” Bofh
trains were well filled with passengers
and the westbound train is known as
one of the best trains on the road for
sleeping car passengers.

It was supposed that a score or more
of lives had been lost and that twice
that number of people had been severe-
ly injured, but when the work of res-
cue had gone forward through the ear-
ly hours of the morning and the wreck
was examined as carefully as possible
in the daylight of a morning on which
the mercury registered 15 degrees -be-
low zero, it was found that not a sin-
gle passenger had been killed, that
there was possibly no injured passen-
gers who would die, and that the
wounded were really very few.

Two men were killed, the engineer
and fireman on the westbound locomo-
tive, the one on which the explosion
occurred. As they were the only men
on the locomotive there will never be
an explanation as to the cause of the
explosion, if indeed they knew. The
dead are: John Allan, engineer of the
westbound train, of Albany, and John
Brennan, fireman of the westbound
train, of Albany.

New Commander for the Second -Man-
churian Army

s

TOKIO, Feb. 4, 1 p. m.~-Manchurian
headquarters, telegraphing under date
of Feb. 3rd, says:

“On Thursday (Feb. 2nd) the enemy’s
artillery bombarded from several
points on our right wing. Otherwise
the situation is unchanged. In the di-
rection of our centre at 12.30 Friday
morning (Feb. 3rd) one company of the
enemy’s iInfantry attacked our out-
posts from the Mukden road and later
another station was attacked in the
neighborhood of Wanchiayantzu. Both
attacks were repulsed.

“In the direction of our left, the en-
emy has been attacking in the neigh-
borhood of Liuliacku, since the morn-
ing of Feb. 2nd. Their force, which
consisted of the 1st and 5th rifle bri-
gades were drawn back toward Chang-
tan.

- “The enemy’s losses are estimated
at 700. We witnessed the removal of
over three hundred dead.

“The Russian dead already interred
after the battle of Heikoutal, in the
neighborhood of Sumapao, alone num-
ber 900.”

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb 4. — It is
believed in military circles here that
the succession of Lieut. General Myloff
to the command of the second army of
Manchuria does not necessarily mean
that the position of second in command
in the Far East has devolved upon
him. General Myloff has a good re-
cord as a fighter, though he was not
present in any of the great battles of
the cAmpaign. He is 62 years of age,
fought in the Turkish campaign and
saw a great deal of service in the Cau-
casus. He was appointed to the com-
mand of the eighth corps in 1901, and
went out to Manchuria with that corps
from Odessa. The eighth corps was
one of the latest to arrive there.

Army officers confirm the report that
General Gripenberg is in ill-health and
declare that he was seriously ill a
year before his appointment to the
command of the second army of Man-
churia.

GERMANY ASKS ENGLAND

NEW YORK, Feb. 4—A special to
the Sun from London says: “On the
initiative of the German government,
an interview took place on Monday at
Berlin between Chancellor Von Buelow
and Sir Frank Lascelles, the British
ambassador, at which the former pro-
posed that efforts be made by Germ-
any and Great Britain to secure peace
between Russia and Japan. The Sun’s
informant believes that this cenference
wag preceded by an interchange of
views by King Edward and the Kaiser.

“A double motive for this action is
ascribed to the German Emperor. One
is that he seeks to damage the alliance
between France and Russia, and the
other is that he desires to destroy the
anti-German feeling in England.”

THE STORY CONTRADICTED.

LONDON, Feb. 4—The foreign office
declares there is no foundation for the
report published that conferences have
taken place at Berlin between Chancel-
lor Von Buelow and the British ambas-~
sador, Sir Frank Lascelles, with the
object of bringing about peace between
Russia and Japan. The officials here
know nothing of any proposal from
either Germany, Great Britain or else-
where, suggesting an effort, joint or
otkerwise, to stop the war.

GEN. STOESSEL
INDIGNENTLY DENIES

That Port Arthur Was  Sur-
rendered Prematurely.

U

It Would Have Been Sheer Murder to
Have Held Out Longer.

.

COLUMBO, Feb. 4—In an interview
with the correspondent of the Asso-
ciated Press, Gen. Stoessel denied the
statements published to the effect that
Port Arthur was surrendered prema-
turely. He was especially indignant at
the statements made by a TLondon
newspaper, Jan. 25, in a despatch from
Pekin, that there were at the time of
the surrender, 25,000 able-bodied men
in Port Arthur capabale of making 2
gortie, hundreds of officers, all well
nourished, plenty of ammunition, the
largest magazine being untouched and
full to the roof, and that there was an
ample supply of food for three months
even if no fresh supplies were received.
The general characterized these state-
ments as unjustified and not support-
ed by facts.

Col. Reiss, who was among the nego-
tiators of the surrender of the fortress,
said: “The garrison could not ' have
held out a moment longer. It would
have been murder. Only fifteen roubles
(37.50) remained in the military treas-
ury out of the million and a half
($750,000) at the commencement of .the
siege. Four hundred men were dying
daily in the hospitals, principally from
wecunds and scurvy. “Gen. Kondra-
henko was the hero of the siege.”

Col. Reiss further declared that the
Japanese were “admittable soldiers,
but poor in the use of the bayonet
ccmpared with the Russians and
French.”

'RECORD OF A
GOW GENSUS,

Seventy-two Farmers Tested
Milk Samples.

Average of 811 Pounds of Milk Per
Monti—Flow of Milk Depends Upon
Individuality of the Animals.

(Ottawa Free Press).

At the Eastern Ontario Dairymen’s
convention, C. F. Whitley, of the dairy
commissioner’s branch, Ottawa, gave
a very interesting account of a cow
census which he conducted in the vi-
cinity of Cowansville, Que., during the
summer of 1904.
sion, seventy-two farmers kept dalily
records of their cows and three times

the milk of each individual cow in
their dairies. In this way reasonably
| accurate figures were obtained.

| For the month of June the .general
average of all the herds tested was 652
1bs. of milk, yielding 25 lbs, of fat, In
one case twenty-two cows had a yleld
for the month of 17,845 1bs. of milk and
| 7225 1bs of fat, an average per COW of
| 811 1bs. of milk and 32.4 lbs. of fat. In
| another herd of eleven cows, every ani-
| mal was below the general average, the
| range being as low as 280 1bs. to 805 lbs.
of milk per cow, and this herd consisted
of Guernsey, Ayrshire and Holstein
grades and natives. In contrast to
this, another herd of twelve cows of
similar breeding yielded from 830 to
1,115 1bs. per cow, ®o that every cow in
the herd was above the average. This

shows that the flow of milk depends

upon the individuality of the cows even
more than upon their breeding.

HERDS OF MIXED GRADES.

In the month of July a herd of twen-

ty-seven cows, Jersey, Ayrshire, Hol-
stein and Shorthorn grades, gave 13,-
760 1bs of milk and 473.7 1bs. of fat. an
average of 309 ’bs. of milk and 17.5 1bs.
of fat per cow. 'This was typical of
several herds consisting of mixed
grades. The average record per cow Is
poor, noticeably below, the average .of
, the whole 1,120 cows for July. The
| best showing was made by a Holstein
grade, whose record is more than dou-
ble that of the poorest cow. This dairy
had five more cows than that first
mentioned, and yet produced 4,000 1bs.
less milk in the month. Another July
record showed that one herd of six
cows gave 2,515 1bs. of milk, while an-
other dairy of twelve cows gave 8,020
1bs.; twice as many cows gave over
three times as much milk. In Septem-
lber one Jot of twenty-three cows gave
| 8,120 1bs. of milk, and another lot of
twenty-three yielded 11,200 1bs. These
records emphasize the need of know-
ing definitely the production of each
individual cow. :

The average production per cow must
be improved by weeding out the poor
ores. Figuring goes well with farm-
| irg. - With forethought and figures, the
§productlon of butter in the average
farm herd can be increased at least 40
1bs. per year in five years. It has been
done scores of times., It is safe to say
that almost every farmer milking
twenty cows has three on which he
loses money. TUntil he keeps records
| he cannot tell which they are. It will
| pay him to find out.

81 POUNDS PER COW,

'The wide variation in the total yields
of butter by individual animals in the
same herd is even more apparent in
the records for even longer periods. For
four months the cows in one herd of
fourteen varied from 46 to 114 Ibs., the
| best cow yielding nearly three times as

much as the poorest. The average for
| the herd was 81 Ibs per ¢ow, while the
| general average of all the cows tested
| for four months was 98 lbs. Would
| not this man be better off if he dis-
posed of at least four cows? Another
herd varied from 61 to 127 lbs per cow,
with an average below the census aver-
age. It is probable that both men
think they have pretty good cows.

For a perlod of five months, one
dairy made the creditable showing of
190 1bs. of butter per cow, more than
double the average of some other herds
and well above the census average of
115 1bs. per cow for flve months. In-
deed, every one of the twelve cows in
this herd exceeded the general average
ranging from 147 to 254 1bs.
| These flgures are encouraging. This
man’s record can be, and should be,
equalled in a thousand farms in the
next five years. Such results are ob-
tained by using the scales and Bab-
cock tester to detect the robber cow
and get rid of her. Then by the use
of a good dairy-bred sire, and aiming
at a standard of say 6,000 Ibs of milk
and 250 1bs of butter per cow annually,
a good herd can speedily be graded up.
There are hundreds of dairy farmers
who have thus raised the butter pro-
duction of their herds in a few years
from 150 to 176 1bs. to 300 1bs per an-
num.

Persons Who Pay Handsomely for Pleasure
of Seeing Names in Print,

“One thousand pounds, cash down, if
you will insert the notice of my mar-
riage!”

That wag the tempting offer made by
a gentleman to a leading daily news-
paper some months ago. The notice,
only a twenty-line paragraph, had ap-
peared the day previous in a rival, but
less intluential journal, and the more
powerful contemporary now refused to
insert it. But in the paper it must go,
and the applicant was ready to offer
almost any amount so long'as it ap-
peared. Yet notwithstaniing such an
offer, the management stuck to its

guns, and the paragraph never found |

a place in its columns.

That his seventeen-year-old dauxii-
ter might get her chance on the stage,
a well-known stock broker guaranteed
the whole of the expenses of a new
production, conditionally upon his fav-
orite being given and trained for the
leading role. The venture cost him
over £7,000, but ' the young lady has
since earned a creditable theatrical re-
putation.

A unique means adopted to gain pub-
lic notice was that of a well known
South African magnate, who enlisted
the services of a great advertising
agency. They contracted to get him
“paragraphed” in every society journ-
al, to secure the publication of inter-
views and portralts, and in every way
to “boom” him in the public press. As
& matter of fact, they even went fur-
ther, and, getting hold of a struggling
journalist, got a novel written by him,
which wag published under the name of
their client, and boomed into favor. For
a little mcre than five years this re-
markable ‘“advertising” went on. To-
day their customer is one of/the best

| known men in the country, has gained

a title, and has been adopted as a can-
didate for a great northern constitu-
ency. The price he paid for fame was
not less than £300,000.

During some recent balloon and fly-
ing machine experiments a well-known
and enterprising London cleric offered
the proprietor £1,000 for the privilege
of going up in the air at each public
trial. By this 'means he hoped to gain
notoriety for himself and bring his
church inté prominance. The offer was
promptly refused; but the reverend
gentleman has since succeeded In In-
ducing another noted aeronaut to ac-
cept his offer and will shortly make his
first trip to cloudland,

A well known philanthropist who
made his wealth in a gigantic furnish-
ing and hardware business, spent ‘a
huge sum of money on his retirement
in an effort to disassociate himself from
his commercial connection. He was
apparently ashamed of the means which
had brought his wealth and made his
name a househald word throughout the
world. He thereupon changed his name
by letters patent and spent £5,000\in
advertising the fact. Double that
amount must have been expended in
the paragraphing and booming which
followed and now his adopted name is
almost as well known asg was his trade
name:

When royalty visits a. provincial town
the authorities frequently receive most
extraordinary offers from wealthy but
hitherto unnoticed residents who are
desirous of playing some part in the
pageant. An instance of this kind oc-
curred quite recently, when the King
and Queen went into the provinces. The
mayor of an important seaport received
from a retired tradesman of lavish
means an offer to bear the whole cost
of the town’s entertainment if he were
chosen to present the engraved mem-
ento of the event to their majesties.
That can be best understood when we
state that the corporation spent£3,315
on the visit.

A few years ago a popular actress,
whose 'latest production was proving
disastrous, induced a friend or accom-
plice to utter a libellous criticism of the
play. She thereupon took proceedings
against him. The case occupied con-
siderable space in the papers, and the
amusing nature of the evidence attract-
ed mmense attention, She won her
cas and got heavy damages; she also
gained success for her play. But all
the costs were borne by her, and for
this advertisement she had to pay sev-
eral hundreds of pounds.

A well known lady who was present-
ed at court a few years ago found that
her name, for some reason, had been
omitted from the papers. She there-
fore offered a leadng firm of advertis-
ers £1,000 if they would secure the in-
sertion of a special paragraph in the
principal dailies. The firm refused,
whereupon she personally sent offers of
various amounts, all of which, to her
chagrin, were rejected.

More fortunate in securing promin-
ence for a similar event was a worthy
provincial magnate in the year of his
mayoralty. To his mind, the favor of
royalty toward him was not suffictently
noticed, and he had the report, as it
appeared in the local journal, inserted
as an advertisement in the best papers
of his country—a novelty which cost
him a trifle over £300.—London An-
swers.

There are
those who see in it a formidable rival
to the English, and if Portuguese,
which is practically a branch of Span-
ich, in included, then the twin langu-
ages dispose of a territory even great-
er than the English, and with greater
room for expansion, and are spoken
by a population of not less than 70,-
000,000. .

‘Strange as it may seem, Spaniards
and Portuguese have never been able
to make any headway in colder lati-
tudes. In South America, while near-
ly the whole of that country is occu-
pied by the descendants of the Spanish

and Portuguese, the temperate regions

toward the south have never been pro-
perly colonised by them. Patagonia
and Northern Chili, which possess an
almost English climate, have little at-
traction for the natives of Southern
Europe. Both Germans and Russians
are increasing rapidly in point of num-
bers, though the latter language has
had but little influence on western ci-
vilization. This may be owing to the
apathy of the Russians themselves,
who are perhaps the best linguists in
the world and are often more at home
in French, German or English than in
the language of their own country.
This ig particularly true of the upper
classes.

Though the English in their colonies
and offshoots have absorbed millions
of aliens there {s no record of any
body of English speakers becoming
absorbed by any other race. In the
United States there are millions of
Germans who have become merged
with the English in a single genera-
tion. Even the names are lost. Thus
Schmidt becomes Smith, Muller Miller
and the children in many cases do not
understand the father’s language.

In Florida, California, Texas and
other states French and Spahish speak-
ing settlements have become Angliciz-
ed. It is otherwise in Canada. There
the French speaking population is in-
creasing faster than the English. Not
that the French element absorbs the

t

districts, where it is retreating year
by year before the advance of its pow-
erful rival, and this in spite of the de-
termined resistance of the Boers them-
selves. This is owing to the rush of
adventurers and settlers consequent on
the discovery of gold and diamonds.
But the apathy of the Boers and their
inaptitude for business is also a contri-
buting cause. The men of business
are invariably Europeans, while the
Boers content themselves with farm-
ing, which easily accounts for the
ascendency of English in the towns.
Besides.-the above there are various
small states where English is either
the official or dominant language—for
instance, Liberia, the Hawaiian Is-
lands, Samoa and some of the very
petty states of the Pacific, where Eng-
lish is rapidly driving out the native
dialect. ¥Even in Japan the English
language has been recognized -as a
semi-official one selected for inter-
course among strangers. |

One very good reason for the rapid |

spread of the English language is the
simplicity of its grammar, which is less
complicated than that of any other
western nation. Its poverty of inflec-
tions, as distinguished from the Ger-
man, for instance, is a great point in
its favor; thus it is much easier for a
German to learn English than for an
Englishman or American to learn Ger«
man. On the other hand, the extra-~
ordinary inconsistencies of the English
language in its spelling are a decided
drawback. There is little doubt that
if English were written on phonetic
principles, as Spanish or German, this
would be a great boon to the Anglo-
Saxons themselves, who spend years
of unnecessary toil learning to read
and write thelr own language,

Of the English' speaking branches’

which belong to the parent tree, Eng-«
land, America, although the oldest, has
diverged least. It ig surprising what

a number of American words have been -

introduced into  England, many . of
which are now considered indigenous
to the soil. A large portion of the slang
which is spoken by the middle class in
England has its origin in America also.

BURGLAR SHOT BY A
POLICEMAN IN BOSTON.

——

BOSTON, Jan. 31.—A burglar identi-
fled as Edward J. Bannon, a former
convict, was shot dead by a policeman
here Tuesday, after he had broken into
a saloon in company with another man
whc succeeded in escaping. The shoot-
ing occurred as the culmination of a
struggle between the Dburglars and
Pztirolman Henry F. Barry, who was
obliged to use his weapon as a means
of self defense.

‘Patrolman Barry discovered the two !

men within the liquor store of James
M. Fitzgerald, which lis located on
Washington street near the center of
the business district.

The officer cautiously made his way
into the store and surprised the two
men who seemed to him to be in the
act of plundering the saloon. The bur-
glars saw the patrolman almost im-
mediately and dashed from the front
door of the place striking down the
officer as they passed. Patrolman
Barry was upon his feet however
quickly and succeeded in overtaking
his assailants on Milk street, an adja-
cent thoroughfare. Here he engaged
in a struggle with the intention of try-
ing to place both men under arrest.
The officer used hisclub but the others
attacked him so flercely that it soon
became apparent that he could not de-
tain both the burglars. At this mo-
ment one of the burglars drew a re-
volver, but before he could shoot the
officer made use of his own weapon
and sent a bullet into the brain of the
man. The second burglar disappeared
leaving his comrade dead upon the
street. .

It was some tlme before the body
was identified. An investigation was
later made and he was found to be
Pdward Bannon, living in Roxbury.
The police say that Bannon has an ex-
tended criminal record and that he
had served a sentence in Sing Sing
prison, New York state.

A TROUBLED GOVERNMENT.

Premier Parent, ol; Quebec, has taken
into his ministry Mr. D. Monet, of
Napierville, the only- Nationalist com-
rade of Mr. Bourassa in the last house
of commons, Mr. Monet, who is a
clever lawyer, refused to be a candidate
for Ottawa, saying that he could not
afford to pay his own election bills,
and could not use the gencral cam-
paign fund without the loss of his in-
independence. But when Mr. Parent
appealed to the province Mr. Monet ran
in Napierville against the Parent candi-
date. In epite of thd premier Mr.
Monet was elected. And now on the
eve of the session Mr. Parent has call-
ed Mr. Monet to his cabinet.

But this conciliatory proceeding has
made a new trouble. Mr. Parent’s col-
leagues do not like it. It was said
yvesterday that three of them had re-
signed on account of the new deal.
There is no doubt that the majority in

Quebec provincial politics are at each
other’s throats in the most sanguin-
ary way. This seems to show the wis-
dom of Mr. Flynn’s refusal to make
a party fight in the last election.

UNHAPPY MR. ROBERTSON. :

It would be interesting to have the
candid opinion of Mr. George Robert;
son on the provincial government re-

construction. One would also like to
have the views of the St. John suppor- |
ters of the Tweedie government on the }
matter. There is something pointed in :

could not be elected, but that is a
situation for which the government is
itself responsible, Undoubtedly the
ministry greatly weakened {tself by
long postponement of the elections.

The sad announcement of the death

of Rev. John de Soyres will come as
a painful shock to our readers in the
city and province. - There were ﬁiw
ministers in the Anglican communion,
or in any branch of the Christian
church in Canada, of more conspicu-
ous ability as a preacher, or of greater
distinction as a scholar than the pas-
tor of the Stone church. But in this
community, where for seventeen years
Mr. de Soyres has been known as a

most eloquent and popular preacher
and lecturer, where he has taken his
full share of the duties of citizenship,
and has deyoted his flne talents with
splendid enthusiasm to the advance-
ment of the people about him, his
death will make a great gap. Others
will speak of the services of Mr. de
Soyres to the Church of England in
Canada, and to his own parish and
congregation.

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REV. JOHN DE SOYRES
DIED LAST EVENING.

AW |

% After Undefgoing an Operation, He Seemed

to Be Recovering,

but Took a Sudden

Turn for the Worse and Passed
Away About Midnight.

. NS

/The residents of this city will hear

with profound sorrow of the tragically

sudden death of Rev. John de Soyres,

pastor of the Stone church, which oc-
curred at the General Hospital a few
minutes before twelve o'clock last
night. For more than a week he had
been ailing, but was able to occupy his
pulpit on Sunday last. It was thought,
however, that he was not troubled
with anything more serious than a
heavy cold, until yesterday, when un-
happlly this was proven incorrect. So
sericus, in fact, did the condition of
the patient become, that yesterday af-
ternoon the attending physicians de-
cided that an operation was necessary,
they having diagnosed the case as
strangulated hernia.

Rev. Mr. de Soyres was taken to the
General Hospital at three o’clock, and
an operation was performed at five.
The patient rallied and seemed to be
doing nicely, and at ten o'clock was
calmly sleeping. The physicians were
much encouraged and were hopeful of
a speedy recovery. Their hopes, to the
intense regret of thousands who knew
and admired the ‘deceased clergyman,
were not fulfilled. About a quarters
past ten an entire change occurred, the
patient collapsing with a suddenness
which etartled and alarmed the medi-
cal men. For three-quarters of an
hour the best efforts of their know-
ledge and skill were utilized in the
hope of causing a change for the bet-
ter, but they proved unavailing, and a
minute or two before the clock struck
twelve the end came. Upon examina-
tion the surgeons found a rupture of
ean aneurism of the common iliac
artery, which caused internal hemorr-
hage, resulting in sudden collapse and
death. h

Rev. John de Soyres was the son of
Rev. Francis de Soyres, of Huguenot
descent, and was born at Bilbrook, in
Bomersetshire, England, April 26, 1849.
He was educated at Brighton College
and at Caius’ College, Cambridge,
where he obtained the mem’s prize,
1870, 2nd class Law Tripos, 1872, and
Huslean prize, 1877. He graduated
with the degree of B. A. in 1876, and
took his M. A. in 1879. He was also
& member of the Society of the Inner
Temple. While at Cambridge he was
elected president of the Union Debat-
ing Society. Ordained in 1877, he was
for some time assistant to Canon
Farrar of St. Margaret’s chapel, which
adjoins Westminster Abbey. He also
assisted that great divine in editing
and preparing several of his most
famous works. This assistance Canon
Farrar acknowledged in the preface of
his work on “The Early Days of
Christianity.” He studied history at
Berlin under the celebrated professor,
Leopold Von Ranke.

Rev. Mr. de Soyres was one of the
first university extension lectures in
Pagland in 1876-76, and preached at
Westminster Abbey and at St. Paul's
cathedral on special occasions. From
1871 to 1878 he held the chair of his-
tory at Queen’'s College, London. AS

a special preacher Rev. Mr. de Soyres
was in great demand, having been on
| one occasion to Chicago and to To-
| ronto several times, where his brilitant
:and eloquent utterances charmed the
‘ thousands who listened to him.

{ Rev. Mr. de Soyres was appointed
to the rectorship of St. Mark’s in this
city im 1888. He was & learned his-
torian and an accomplished litera-
teur. His pubMshed works include
The Montanists and The Primitive
Church, (1878) [Pascal's Proviacial
Letters, (edited 1881, second edisien,
1890), Word Book of Emglish History
and Christian Reunion, (1888), and
several brochures and volumes of ser-
mons. Rev. Mr. de Soyres was al-
so chaplain to the embassy at
St. Petersburg. Rev. Mr, de Sorres
married Mrs. Carr of St. John, Who
with one daughter survives him,

Mr. de Soyres came fo ©t. John
seventeen years ago with a great re-
putation as a preacher and scholar.
This  report was no sustained.
Strangers remaining in :the oity over
Sunday and desiring to hear the
leading preachars, were always adsin-
ed not to miss the Stone chuiréh. His
discourses had the note o¥ scholarship,
while they abounded in human imter-
est and were examples of pure and
strong BEnglish. Yet: they .were nhot
mere lectures, but appsaled to the
heart and conscience of the hearer.
A man of quick and keen sympathy,
and of an impulsive temperament, Mr.
de Soyres was full of generous deeds
and helpful words. He was aiways
ready to assist a good cause or a needy
person. No man oould be more free
from ecoclesiastical exclustveness, His
personal affiliations were with the
evangelical school of the Church of
England, and he was a warm friend of
Wycliffe College. But in his preach-
inz he might have been called a broad
churchman though not an extreme one.
In many ways and on various occa-
sions  Mr. de Soyres sought to bring
the religious bodies within the sphere
of his influence into closer comrade-
ship. Having travelled much and en-
joyed the acquaintance of eminent men
in two continents, and possessing great
conversational powers, Mr. de Soyres
was a delightful acquaintance. His
fund of information, illustration and
anicdote never failed. The same quali-
fications made him an attractive and
popular lecturer. He was perhaps the
most charming after dinner speaker in
the city. Enthusiastically deveted to
sacred studies, he did much to encour-
age and assist the clergy of this dio-
cese in their reading of the divinity and
history of the Christian church. But
his own interests and sympathies
reached out In all directions, so that
he concerned himself in athletics, old
and new world politics in the large
sense, literature ancient and modern,
BEnglish and foreign, music and art.
And what he himself enjoyed he sought
to communicate to others. Such was
the whole-hearted man who has =0 sud-
denly passed from the family and
friends who knew and loved him.

Twenty New York Families Homeless
—At St. Lolli’.

NEW YORK, Feb. 3.—Twenty fami-
lies were driven from their homes in
their night clothes, two firemen were
overcome by smoke and rescued with
great difficulty, and one girl is thought
to have perished in a fire which de-
stroyed a flve story apartment house
in the Bronx early today.

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Bishop Potter Gets Many
. Abusive Letters,

But He Defends His Part In Estab-
lishment of Saloon and is

Severe on Hypocrisy.
> >

NBW YORK, ¥eb. 2.—Men and wo-
men jin evening dress, members of the
Emntertainment Club, and their guests,
listened to and applauded Bishop Pot-
ter's defence of the Subway Tavern
in the Astor Gallery of the Waldorf-
Astoria last night.

“1 know little of it,” the bishop be-
gan, “although it is supposed by
many persons that I am making
money out of it. I have never been
fn it but once—that was the day of
opening. My office i» a different one,
but ‘not nearly -so intereating. Ideas
in the abstract are always less inter-
esting than any form of expression.
Three years ago in & charge to the
clergy I expressed the same ideas as®
those which have takem form in the
Subway Tavern. The public took them
with equanimity, regarding them as &
sort of moral pyrotechmies.

“I was good to you, Mr, Johnson,”
said the bishop turning to the man-
ager of the Subway Tavern. “I did
not make you read all the sbusive let-
ters I got. The singing of the long-
metre doxology was thought to be es-
pecially offensively profane.”

Bishop Potter eald that in some
countries the evils of intemperance
were due to a condition of underfeed-
ing, in others to & condition of gleom,
anfl in others to hardships involving
great expomsure.

‘“Wheatever its cause,” he asserted,
“the note that is most conspicucus
is the comvivial note. ®hall I shock
any one if I say that it is in our prin-
cipal mental constitution because God
put it there?

“Playing, recreation and intercourse
that tnvelves recreation are a praper,
right and healthy part of human lfe.
How many of you have ever been in
a tenement house?

“I was going through Twenty-sixth
street to join a friend on his yacht,
and I saw persons lteraily hanging
out of tenement windews. The next
day I went down and made the Sub-
way Tavern speech. .

“I am very proud of living In New
York and not ashamed of not having
Dbeen born in Boston, but I am asham-
ed that we have to think as we do.

“People say, ‘Ah, but you have a
bar!’

“Yes, and & man drinks like an hon-
est man and gets his drink without
adulteration—doesn't he, Mr.' Johnson?

“Do you know what goes on in the
country, especially in prohibition
states? Is there & man here who will
say there is the smallest difficuity in
getting what he wants in Portland,
Me., or Topeka, Kan.? The only dif-
ference between those cities and New
York is that in Portland and Topeka
you've got to be a hypocrite and make
a sign to the man who serves you.”

“The bishop asserted that soociety
that deliberately places itself on such
@ basis has struck at the foundations
of morality. He said that a concoc-
tion of prune juice and whiskey as a
tonic was consumed by women behind
closed doors and that medieal men
recommended another one which con-
tained sixty-six per cent, of alcohol,
while claret has only ten per cent.”

The methods of certain reformers he
characterized as contributing to the
moral degradation of the country.

They are liars and teach their chil-
dren to lie and the whole thing is hol-
low and delusive.

His recommendation for saving men
from their appetites was to teach them
self control. For many the only safety
lies in total abstinence, but that is an
individual matter.

“The ale house, the saloon and the
corner grocery,” he said in conclusion,
swill continue to be the club of the
poor man until you and I give him the
club of which Mr. Johnson will now
tell you.”

Joseph Johnson, jr., then deseribed

the subway tavern, and said it had
driven three saloons in the neighbor- |
hood out of business, although one had
started up again.

“T.et us be thankful,” he said, “that
New York can claim a priest who is
not only a bishop but a man.”

by her first husband, and it was also
alleged that he had misappropriated
$30,000 of the funds of the nationalist
poiitical organization, of which he was
the president. In the courss of ex-
amination Mme. Syvelon, while claim-
ing that her husband committed sui-
cide, admitted to the magistrate that
she, with the help of the housekeeper,
bad so placed the body as to make it
appear that his death was accidental
and also that she had burned his pri-
vate papers, .

PRETTY CUSHION COVERS.

Cushion covers of linen, demin and
| cotton stuffs that can he laundred
! are the most serviceable kind for every-
day use,

Soine of the new mercerized coitons
with which these pillows are embroid-
ered are extremely effective, and appear
in niost attractive colers. There is one
| stvle of cotton that is very heavy, hav-
ing somewhat the effect of rope-silk.
For flat color designs where there arve
large spaces to be covered this cotton
| is very satisfactory. The work may
| be done rapidly, and only a small
amount of working material ig neces-
| sary. Usually the solid parts of the
| design are outlined with a finer thread.
| This gives an even edge to the work,
{st‘.\mething that would be hard to pro-
| quee with the coarse thread alone. This
particular cotton is only suitable for
large designs—that is, those having
coarse, heavy work—hut since the mer-
cerized cotton comes in various sizes,
almost any design may be worked with
it.

A conventional flower design is em-
broidered in shades of pink and green.
The conventional lilies are worked in
two shades of pink, using the darker
| shade for the middle petal, the lighter
| shade for the side petals. Three shades
of green are used for the leaves—the
light shade for the five leaves at the
top of the resign, the dark shade for the
base of the flower stalk and the two
lower leaves, the medium shade for
the other leaves. Here, as In the first
design, each color is outlined with
black. The flower-stalk and leaf-stems$
are outlined with a double thread of
black. The cottons required are two
skeins of pink, one skein of light green,
two skeins of medium green, two skeins
of dark green and two skeins of black.
Green silk cord is used on the edge of
the pillow. i

A very dainty baby pillow is made of
fine white linen with lace insertion and
lace-trimmed ruffle,. Sprays of wild
roses are embroidered in delicate
shades of pink and green. Three shades
of pink are-used for the flower petals,
and the centers are in yellow and green,
with brown French knots. Three
shades of gray green are used for the
leaves. The stemg are outlined with a
double thread of filo. The first step in
the making of this pillow is to sew in
the insertion. The lines for the inser-
tion are stamped on the linen. The
insertion is basted in place, and the
cover is then basted face down to a
piece of paper. The linen is cut under
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the insertion, the sides turned back,
and sewed over and over to the lace;
or, if one prefers, the edges may be
whipped. Rows of pink satin ribbon
the width of the insertion are placed
under it, or the white cover may ba
used over an undercover of pink lawn
or silk. One falling petal is worked
partly on the insertion.
the pillow is open across the middle.
The edges of the two pieces are finished

with wide heins, and are tied together

with narrow linen tape.

The pillow may be made more simple
by omilting the insertion. The flower
sprays alone will ‘be very dainty, or

rows of feather-stitching and French
knots in white may be used in place
of the insertion, and the edge of the
ruffle may bhe featherstitched for a
pillow, The pillow square measures
sixteen inches. We offer the same style
pillow stamped with sprays of forget~
me-nots in place of the roses.

Another ig made of green denimy
with a conventional design worked
with white coronation braid, and fancy'
stitches made with conarse white mer=-
cerized cotton. The edge is
with a frill of green lined with white
linen: Very dainty pillows may be
made of colored linens with this de=
sign In white coronation braid. Yel«
low and white is a very pretty combin-
ation. The braid also comes in a good
shade of red, which is very effective
when used on an ecru or tan ground.
A pretty effect may be obtained by
sewing the red braid in place withy
eross-stitches of black, using a com=
bination of red and black for the fancy
stitches.

A cord for the edge seems to be the
favorite method of finishing a pillow,
vet some pillows are improved with &
frill or a ruffle. On a linen pillow a frill
of silk or ribbon the shade of the pre-
vailing color in the embroidery is often
used with good results. ‘A novel way
of finishing a pillow worked with the
coarse mercerized cotton is to turn in
the edges and buttonhole them together
making each stitch about one fourth
of an inch deep. Another odd way of
finishing a pillow is to face in each
side about one and one-fourth inches
deep with a color which combines well
with the colors of the embroidery. The
two sides are then stitched together—
machine-stitching or feather-stitching
may be used—the row of stitching just
at the base of the facing.

Sometimes the corners of the pillow+
cover are tucked in, giving the edge a&
round finish, whigh is very pretty.

mign’’ in a *‘diabolical plot” to over-
throw the government and make Blair
‘minister of railways. He declared
‘Ithat in a foew months the government
ﬁpccted to have a certain knowledge
respecting the details of the w hole af-
~fair.

The matter ‘came up when the gov-
n'nments resolution was introduced

& ‘mvlﬂlng that if a judge of the su-
“perior court accepts the chairmanship
_of the rallway commission he

shall

not be removed except by impeach-

‘ment and shall be given the same re-

tiring allowance and privileges as those
held by & judge. Besides the intro-

the only business bet‘ore the house.

W. F. McLean oontended that the
main purpose of the bill was not to

_ increase the field of choice, but to

circumscribe the powers of the com-
mission. He objected to the promotion
of judges or to their appointment to
political positions, because this placed
them under political influences which
might not be in the people’s interests.
He also strongly opposed the propo-
sition to place the chalrman of the
., gommission outwide the jurisdiction of
parliament, by making him only re-
movable from office by impeachment
of both houses. This would make him
a Czar, and he believed that the rail-
way corporations were back of the
proposition, because with the railway
commizsion free from parliamentary
control they thought they could get
in their influence Walinwright and
Drinkwater, the twin railway lobby-
ists, who had not been hanging around
recently for nothing.

/ MeLean took occasion to bring again
before the government their duty to
explain the peculiar circumstances of
Blair's resignation, which he charac-
terized the most shameful thing in
Canadian political history. Blair's
sudden abandonment of duties and
publie interests in his care was deserv-
ing of punishment and ignominy. Yet
the government not only took no ac-
tien, but persisted in keeping secret
stheir knowledge of the shameful trans-
action.

W. A. Galliver of Kootenay support-
ed the resolution on the grounds of
Judge Killam's eminent qualifications
and integrity, and was followed by Dr.
Sproule, who echoed McLean's demand

e

for explanation of the Blair affair,

and argued against the weakening of
fndepé&hdenge of the bench by holding
eut to judges the hope of reward if
they pleased the party in power. He
mlso pointed out that if Judge Killam
was appointed there would nqt be one
man with any expert knowledge on
the railway commission.

Sir Wilfrid opposed the principle that
a judge who proved himself fit for a
higher position should not be promot-

d. He quote several precedents of

ir John Macdonald’s promotion of
judges to higher courts and chief jus-
ticeships, and notably his summoning
of Judge Thompson from the Nova
Scotia bench to a seat in the cabinet.
The premier hotly resented what he
termed a slur on a most honorable
man, in McLean’s insinuation that the
rajflway lobby was pushing Killam’s
appointment. He claimed that under
the act which the government pro-
posed to pass, the chairman would be
more independent than if he was sub-
Jeot to parliament.

Messrs. Haggart and Barker con-
tended against the resolution as calcu-
lated to lessen the independence of the
Yench and lessen public rspect for it.

FOSTER'S ELOQUENT SPEECH.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster made a strong |
and eloquent speech, objecting chiefly
to the class of legislation involved in '
the resolution. Whatever privileges
and emoluments parliament saw fit to
attach to the chairmanship of the rail-
way commission should belong to the
positton, not to its individual occu-
pant. There was no possible reason
why any man who could fulfil the du-
ties of office was not as much entitled
to a retiring allowance, and to be
kept from under the control of the
government, as a judge. He was also
oppoaad to the practice of promoting
Judges, especially to political positions.
¥He reiterated the demand for an ex-
planation of the sudden resignation,
whioch caused the loss to the country
of a man whom the government had
appointed under peculiar circum-
stances, and for whose actions they
#rere responsible,

Y

He demounced the

government for appointing to such a
position for obvious political reasons,
a man whom they proved they had no
confidence in when they began, nego-
tiated and brought to a culmination
the transcontinental railway deal,
without even letting him know about
it. They showed they considered him
unfit to conduct those negotiations,
though they properly came under his
department, yet they appointed him to
so responsible a posftion as chairman
of the railway commission. The office
was to them, not a sacred trust, but a
plaster to heal party wounds, to shut
the mouth of a man whom they fear-
ed. " They gave him high office though
they despised him in their hearts. Mr.
Foster referred to Blair's mysterious
resignation and to the fact that his
subsequent conduct had shown there
were no urgent business reasons for it,
no reasons why he could not have
waited a few weeks, yet there must
have been reasons, and what they
were, as Blair was the government’s

gervant, it wss their duty to find out
and make public.

Foster also strongly criticized other
appointments to the commission as be-
ing for party exigency rather than the
public interest.

DEFENDED BLAIR'S APPOINT-
MENT.

Mr. Logan defended the appointment
of Blair on grounds of his knowledge
of rallway matters and law. Regard-
ing the demands made by the opposi-
tion, he thought it was up to them ra-
ther than to the government to ex-
plain Blair's action after he was ap-
pointed. Mr. Blair's resignation |is
beyond explanation from this side of
the house he safid. But the honorable
gentlemen oppoeite who formed a part-
nershig with the man who said he per-
suaded Blair to resign, who became
his accomplices in a political crime of
which that resignation was a part,
ought to make a confession to this
house. We can only guess how far
certain members of the opposition were
invelved, but in a few months we ex-
pect ta have certain knowledge. Mr.
Logan repeated the charges made in
certain papers that conservatives
knew of Blair's intention beforehand,
that the Montreal Star authoritatively
announced he would take the stump.
How did they know these things, he
asked. Referring to the subsequent
eulogy of Blair in the press and on
the platform, Logan said: “It is a
fact that will be proved in due time,
that the opposition agreed that if the
government should be defeated by the
aid of the diabolical machinations of
men who should have kissed the hand
of Sir Wilfrid instead of endeavoring
to plerce his side. Blair was to be made
the conservative minister of railways.”

JUDGE LANDRY'S PROMOTION.

Defending the promotion of judges,
Logan referred to the promotion of
Judge Landry in 1893 from the county
court to the supreme court of New
Brunswick, which was made by the
government of which Haggart and
Foster were memkbkers.

Haggart said if that was the case
he knew nothing of it, he had no re-
collection of the matter being ever
brought before the council of which
he was a member. Anyway he said
there were some principles of good
government which had always been

! observed in every province of the do-

minion except New Brunswick.
LIBBRAL APPLAUSE.

Logan's speech was received with
great government applause «in which
Laurier joined, when he sat down, it
being six o'clock, the speaker left the

i chair.

GEO. W. FOWLER.

The first speaker after recess was
G. W. Fowler of Kings and Albert
counties, who gave an impassioned
denial to every charge made by Mr.
-Logan. Referring to his assertlons
concarning an alleged plot against the
go rernment, he denied categorically
and emphatically that any member of
parliament, any ex-member, any man
having the slightest authority to speak
for the conservative party, were mixed
up in any way with any kind of plot.
Blair's stated reason for his resigna-
tion was that he wanted to reaflfirm
his opposition to the iniquitous G. T.
P. deal. If there were any other rea-
sons they were undoubtedly known to
that distinguished member of the gcv-
ernment who had a certain interview
with Blair on a certain Sunday and
induced him to go no further in that
opposition. If the investigation was
ever held the two parties to that in-
terview would be compelled to give
evidencée, and they would do more to
clear up the mystery than any others.
Considering that the principals of the
| alleged plot were Montreal promoters
and a Montreal lawyer, both liberals,
he thought it strange that the oppo-
sition should be mentioned in the mat-
ter at all. This was not the first time
that liberals had conspired against the
liberals, nor would it be the last.

AGAINST THE RESOLUTION.

Mr. Boyce, the new member for Sault
Ste Marie, spoke strongly against the
principle of the resolution.

MR. BENNET1T'S SPEECH.

The next speech, that of Bennett of
East Simcoe, brought on the storm.

He based his demands for the inves-
tigation, first on the fact that Logan's
declaration that Blair was promised
the oonservative portfolio, reflected
directly on the integrity of R. L. Bor-
den. The government in decency could
not let such a charge g0 uninvestigat-
ed. © Then he said the government
could not afford to be silent on charges
involving three of its members.

STUTTERED WITH WRATH.

foundation. He defied any member of

| the opposition to prove them, and amid

wild liberal cheers, Prefontaine mage
a similar statement. Further, he as-
serted that no such article ever ap-
peared in the Herald. Bennett pro-
ceeded to read from that paper of Dec.
5, when Laurier leaped to his feet and
asked for definite charges and a ces-
sation of mere gossip.

The Speaker took the hint and ruled
that since the charges had been de-
nied by the ministers, Mr. Bennett
should make no further references to
them. The government benches greet-
ed the ruling with wild applause.

READ OTHER CHARGES.

Shut off from this tack, Mr. Bennett
read charges in the Ottawa HEvents re-
garding the alleged.theft of the Tele-
graph by: David Russell and involving
Mr. Blair. These charges, involving a
liberal ex-minister, formed another rea-
son why the government should not re-
fuse an investigation. He quoted Em-
merson’s interview in the Montreal
Herald, with its insinuations that Mr.
Borden was mixed up with Russell and
Greenshields in a conspiracy as an-
other reason, and warned the premier
that he would dangerously offend pub-
lic feeling in Ontario if he refused.

Logan interjected, “You'll get all the
investigation you want,”” and then
Bennett took occasion to warn Sir
Wilfrid that if the matter was brought
before a committee of privileges and
elections, he should change its chair-

man, as the present chairman,
Logan, had been mixed up with a
peculiar attmpt to vote improperly in
a recent election in Ottawa, and was
hardly fit for the position.

The premier and ministers made no
response to any of these demands.

Alex. Johnston of Cape Breton
quoted copiously from oconservative
newspapers comment on Blair's resig-
nation, and claimed that these showed
that the conservatives had
knowledge not in the possession of the
government.

STRONG OPPOSITION.

The opposition, led by Foster and
Dr. Stockton, whose trenchant schol-
arly arguments made a great impres-
sion, resisted strongly the passage of
the resolution through the committee
largely on the grounds of the class of
legislation given in Foster’s speech re-
ported above, but the government,
through Mr. Fitzpatrick, admitted that
some criticisms were well founded, re-
fused to accept any suggested amend-
metns and forced the resolution
through as presented.

One section placing the judges in ad-
miralty under the same privileges as
the supreme court judges Fitzpatrick
announced that the government had
decided to drop.

Just before the commitee rose Foster
quietly asked if the government still
persisted in refusing to give any In-
formation regarding Blair’s resigna-
tion.

Mr. Fitzpatrick replied that not one
member of the government had a par-
ticle of information beyond the bald
telegram sent by Mr. Blair on Octob-
er 18 announcing his resignation which
came to the government as unexpect-
edly as a bolt from the blue. BSince
then no member of the government
has received any explanation from Mr.
Blair of his action.

The committee rose at eleven, after
which the bill was introduced and read
the first time.

AS A FARMER

Mr. Fisher Would Hardly
be Suooes;ful

Amusing Incidents in the Discussion
on the Seed Question—Differ-
ence Between Imports and

Exports.

OTTAWA, Feb. 1.—The Honorable
Sydney Fisher, minister of agriculture,
is hardly what you would call a popu-
lar man in the house. He sits there
with such an air of condescending,
high-bred superiority, he is so super-
ciliously cock-sure in all his opinions
and he patronizes any practical farm-
er, who has the temerity to hold ideas
of his own, in such. a sneeringly, irri-
tating way that the average aforesaid
@agriculturist, who has a profound
contempt for the dillitante, gentleman
farmer class, is never so thoroughly
happy and contented as when he is
given a chance to express his candid
opinion of that class and its distin-
gqlshed representative in the govern-
ment.

The chance was given yesterday
when Mr. Fisher’'s bill for the inspec-
tion and sale of seeds came up. The
purpose of the bill is undoubtedly a
good one—the protection of the farmer
| from the careless or unscrupulous deal-
er who furnishes him with seed pol-
luted with the seeds of pernicious
weeds—but the details of the bill and
the intended machinery for its enforce-
ment provided good ground for criti-
cism and argument, and the opposition
took full advantage of it. But though
many of the objections raised were
undoubtedly well founded and though
the bill would have been greatly re-
medied had some of the suggestions
been adopted, Mr. Fisher was imperv-
ious to either. The bill as he intro-
duced it was the best possible bill, he
explained, in a manner which implied
deep pity for misguided mortals who
thought otherwise, and any amend-
ments such as honorable gentlemen in
their dense ignorance proposed were
not only unnecessary but detrimental.

Naturally this did not induce tender
treatment from members who were
unfortunate enough to disagree with
the minister, and the debate, which
lasted from about shalf-past three in
the afternoon until nearly ten o’clock
at night, developed at times a sharp-
ness which lent interest to a discussion
tkhat would otherwise have been very
dull.

In the end the bill was approved
with the exception of three sections
relating to its enforcement, which .the
minister condescendingly agreed to let
stand until the opposition should come
to a better frame of rhind concerning
them.

Mr. Fisher later explained that there
would be no need for employing any
more officials on account of this act.
The regular employes of his depart-
ment, with a couple of permanent ad-
ditions, which would have to be
made anyway, would be able to look
after it.

Canada’s tendency to spend ‘more
than she is making, to buy goods in
other countries to a value greater
than she is selling to other countries,
is strikingly shown in the recently is-
sued report of trade and commerce
for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1904.
In 1902 we bought less than a million
dollars’ worth more goods than we
sold; in 1903 our spendings exceeded
our trade receipts by over fifteen mil-
lions, and in-1904 the excess on the
disbursement side of our books was
$45,690,668. We bought and imported
goods to the value of  $259,211,803,
while we sold and exported to the
value of only $213,521,235. Our {im-
ports were greater than last year’s by
about eighteen millions, while our ex-
ports were reduced by over twelve
millions. A large part of this increase
in imports is found in goods purchas-
ed from the United States, from which
we purchased last year over thirteen
million dollars’ worth more than ever
before. We bought from the Ameri-
cans last year goods valued at $150,-
826,515, or over twice as much as we
sold them. It is notable this ratio is
almost exactly reversed in the case
of Great Britain, from which Wwe
bought in 1904 $61,777,674 worth of
goods, while we sold them $117,591,376.
In spite.of the boasted preference to
British goods our trade with the Un-
iled States is increasing at a rate far
greater than our -trade with Great
«Britain.

. Another side light on the working of
the preference is shown by the fact
that while the duty on imports from
Great Britain averaged 17.56 per cent.,
the duty on imports from the States,
which are not accorded any ostensible
preference, averaged only about 13.6
per cent.

The increcase in imporis during the
year has been general on all import-
ant articles, notably among them,
coal, $1,222,000; wood and manufac-
tures of, $2,400,000; wool and Imanu-
factures of, over $1,700,000; electrical
apparatus, nearly $800,000. The exact
figures as regards the articles are
shown in the detailed statements
herewith published.

On the other hand, the decrease in
exports amounted to over $1,600,000 on
animals living; over $10,800,000 on
hreadstuffs (wheat); over $1,000,000 on
fish; over $4,000,000 on provisions and
over $3,000,000 on wood unmanufactur-
ed. There has, however, been an in-
crease in the exports of minor articles,
aggregating nearly $8,500,000.

The report claims that the decrease
in wheat exports is not due to de-
cresaed production, but to the grow-
ing demand for consumption and for
seeding purposes.

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WINSTON CHURCHILL HAS
GONE FAR IN THIRTY YEARS

One of the Most Interesting Figures in British
House of Commons—His Remarkable Gifts
May Yet Land Him the Premiership.

Winston Churchill is  thirty., Few
men ever achieved so much at his age.

men ;in England. If his object in life,

as his political spponents suggest, were
to get himself talked about he might
retire and live on his reputation. But
the good people, who scoff at Mr.
Churchill as a forward young man who
wants to teach his elders, forget that
youth, evén extreme youth, kas accom-
pltshed some of the most noticeable
achievements of history. Pitt was
twenty-four when he became prime
minister at one of the most critical
timhes of our history. Innocent IIL
held all Christendom in awe when he
was only a few years older than Mr.
Churchill is. Youth is not necessarily
a handicap in politics or in eny other
field of action.

In politics youth is a particularly
‘valuable asset, and themen who have
made their mark in parllament have
alomst invariably entered the house of-
commons quite young. In their youth
they led the forlorn hopes, and gained
the experience to carry through great
reforms in later life. In fact, the his-
tory of heroes is not less the history
of youth in parliament than in the
world outside. Mr. Churchill appeals
#e the imagination of the country, be-
cause he promises to add another name
to the list of young men who, startling
their parliamentary careers on a l;ench
below the gangway, have finally guided
the destinies of the country. There
are of course particular reasons why
he should appeal to the imagination of
the house of commons and the coun-
try. ‘The young man who enters the
house of commons with a great parlia-
mentary name behind him is always
listened to with great cagerness. Mr.
Churchill had not only the name of
Lord Randolph Churchill, his father, as

_an introduction to parliament, but he
had also, by his own achievements, won
a right to a respectful hearing.

'SOLDIER AND AUTHOR.

When he entered parliament in 190c
as the member for Oldham, there were
few men in the house who had done so
much in fifty or sixty years as the
young stripling had in twenty-six.
There were few soldiers in the
house with so many medals and clasps,
for Mr. Churchill can boast of having
been in at least five campaigns,
in Cuba, on the frontier of India, in
the Soudan and in South Africa. There
were certainly very few men in the
house of commons who could claim to
have written five books, four of which
were a brilliant success. - His first
bok, the story of the Malakand Field
TForce, was a really remarkable pro-
duction for a boy of three-and-twenty,
while his “River War,” an account of
the taking of Khartoum, has a descrip-
tion of the battle of DOmdurman that is
exceedingly well done. But his real
claim to be considered as a writer lies
in his descriptions of the South African
war, in which Mr. Churchill made two
volumes out of his articles, and they
were cmong the most successful books

, written about the war.
‘His experiencss in South Africa read,

indeed, like a romance, and the story
of his capture and escape from Pretoria
is quite a breathless narrative. In hils
escape from prison he revealed the re-
source and daring which has stood him
in such goed stead in the house of
commons. Indeed, i€ \aring and energy
could win the world. Mr. Churchill
would soon become its master. A
young man, who had fought for the
Spanish in Cuba, who had ridden
through the charge at Omdurman, and
who had come scathless through a
campaign of hairbreadth escapes in
South Africa, for he was nearly killed
by a shell that fell between him and
his cousin, the Duke of Marlborough,
at the battle of Diamond Hill, might
be forgiven for fealing at times that
Providence had some signal mission
for him in life.

“AMBITIOUS AND PUSHFUL.”

Mr. Churchill is ambitious; no one
would deny that he is pushful, but his
ambition is of that high order de-
soribed by Lord Beaconsfield in “Con-
ingsby.”” <Coningsby’s ambition,” said
Lord Beaconsfield, “was that noble
3 tdon, the highest and the best, that

ust be born in the heart and organ-
fzed in the brain, which will not let a

man be content anless his intellectual
power is recognized by his race, and
desires that it should contribute to
their welfare. It is the heroic feeling
that in the old days possessed demi-
gods; without which no state is safe;
without which political institutions are
like meat without salt, the crown a
bauble, the church an establishment,
parliaments, debating clubs, and civil-
ization itself but a fitful and transient
dream.”

His career in the house is a great
.tribute to his courage and perserver-
ance. He had been trained to take an
interest in politics from a young boy,
following closely his father’s career.
He was a born demagogue, and even
at Harrow, as a young boy of fifteen
or sixteen, he would make passionate
spz2eches to his school-fellows from a
chair in the tuck shop or any place
where he could command an audience.
He took a very high rank as a debater,
but it cannot be said that his views,
or rather his ways of expressing them,
made him altogetker popular. Even
in those days he showed his indepent-
ence of spirit by flercely assailing any
one who differed from him on ques-
tions cf policy, especially on the point
of finance. Hc was willing to swallow
the ordinary school boy patriotism, but
he would have it that our dxpenditure
11ust be limited by our means, and that
we did not need a large army.

He fondly hgped that the party to
which by personal choice and family
tradition he naturally clung would
brace itself up to a constructive policy
which he dreamt of. Instead, he found
tbem turning their backs on all that
he instinctively believed in, and his
mind was too sincere to accept the
bogus apologetics by which Mr. Bal-
four tried to bolster up the Tory policy.
It was then he had to make his choice,
and his determination to cross the floor
of the house caused Mr. Churchill
many pangs at the time. It is no

Bovernor Bell Grants Until
June 2nd.

To Allow Arguments for a New Trial
to Be Heard---Unjust Mercy.

e,

MONTPELIER, Vt, Feb. 2.—Gov.
Bell Thursday granted a reprieve for
Mrs. Mary M. Rogers, who was con-
demned to be hanged at Windsor Fri-
day, for the murder of her husband, un-
til June 2.

In a statement the governor says the
reprieve is granted in order that op-
portunity may be given for a new trial.
The statement of Governor Bell is as
follows:

“I grant a reprieve to Mrs. Mary M.
Rogers until Friday, June 2, 1905. X
do this expressly and only on the
ground that she claims through her at-
torney that she has not had a fair trial
and that the evidence presented against
her was false.

“I do not in any way pass upon the
question as to whether such is the fact.
I Jeave that question entirely with the
tion as to whether such is the fact. I
leave that question entirely with the
court, to which she now has full re-
course.

“I fix the date at June 2, since that
will enable her to bring her case, with
all the new evidence she claims to have
before the supreme court at its May
term and the decision of that court
upon her application must be final, as
far as executive power is concerned.

“No consideration is given in grant-
ing this reprieve to the complaints
made by outsiders that he laws of Ver-
mont are cruel and barbarous. I be-
lieve that the laws of Vermont are just
and merciful and express the will and
wish of.the people of the state and the
best judgment of the enlightened and
law-abiding people of  the common-
wealth.

“I shall not by any act of mine at-
tempt to. thwart the expressed will of
the people or to undertake to change
the policy of our law .in regard to ca-
pital punishment.” <

The news that a-reprieve had been
granted by Governor Bell, was first
known here through the announce-
ments on the newspap bulletin
boards. In a moment word of the gov-
ernor's action was carried along the
streets and groups of interested citi-
zens gathered to talk about the case.

Comment generally seemed to be in
approval of Gov, Bell's action.

GREAT JOY AT THE STATE PRISON

WINSOR, Vt.,, Feb. 2, — At the state
prison here the news that a four
months’ reprieve had been granted
Mrs. Rogers was received with joy by
the prison officials. None of them
would discuss the watter, but expres-
sions of relief that the execution had
been postponed  were heard on all
sides. S

The news that a reprieve had been

granted was carried to the prison by a |

representative of the Associated Press,
A moment after his admission to the
office of Supt. Oakes that officer was
called to the .telephone and when he
returned to his office he said that h#
had béen talking with Gov. Bell and
that the latter had notified him that
a stay of execution had been ordered.

Supt. Oakes would make no comments
upon the reprieve, although a number
of prison officials expressed satisfac-
tion when they were informed of the
governor’'s action. Supt. Oakes said
that he had received strict instructions
from Gov. Bell not to talk concerning
the case of Mrs. Rogers and he would
not say whether the woman had been
notified of the postponement of the ex-
ecution.

About one o’clock High Sheriff Henry
H. Peck arrived in the prison in answ-
er to a message from Governor Bell
asking the sheriff to talk with ihm ov-
er the long distance teléphone. Sheriff
Peck was notified of the reprieve by
the Associated Press representative,
but he hesitated to believe the news
until Supt. Oakes confirmed the report.

Sheriff Peck was so overcome that he
could hardly speak. He said that the
action of the governor was most wel-
come to him as he himself had given
up all hope of a reprieve for Mrs. Rog«
ers.

UNJUST MERCY.

(New York World.)

Two women, Mary Rogers and Kate
Edwards are soon to be hanged for the
murder of their husbands — one in
Vermont and the other in Pennsylva-
nia.

There is a widespread sentiment
agajust their execution. Great num-
bers of persons have signed petitions
asking that the sentences.be commuted
to life imprisonment. The petitionsin
both cases have been -denied.

The governors are quite right and the
people who signed the petitions are
quite wrong. The question as to whe-
ther capital punishment is right or not
does not enter into the matter. That
is an open and a very complicate'd]
question which has nothing to do with
the case. The point is that since czfpl-
tal punishment, wisely or unwisely, is
the lawful punishment for deliberate
murder, there is no earthly reason
why there should be any discrimina-
tion in sex.

Apparently the only argument for
clemency which the signers of the pe-
titions can present is that murderesses
are weaker, gentler and more delicate
than murderers. As a fact appealing to
the emotions this is strong; as an ar-
gument appealing to justice it is fee-
ble. The cold truth cannot be blink-
ed that it is no less objectionable to
meet death at the hands of one’s weak,
gentle and delicate wife than at the
hands of some powerful and ferocious
masculine enemy.

Furthermore, the signers of the peti-
tions should remember that this very
weakness, gentleness and delicacy of
women make a crime of violence like
murder more unnatural, and if it were
possible even more wicked, on their
part than it would be be on the part
of men brought up in sonstant con-
tact with the violence of life.

It may be brutal but it is just that
if hanging is the penalty for murder
then Mary Rogers and Kate Edwards,
being women, should hang as surely
as if they wersmen.

MOUNT STEPHEN'S CAREER.

From Herd Boy He Jumped to Much
‘Wealth.
s

LONDON, Jan. 28. — Lord Mount
Stephen, who gave $1,000,600 to the
King’s Hospital Fund, which will net
$55,000 a year, has had a remarkabhle
career. .

Born in Banffshire seventy-flve years
ago, educated at the parish school,
first a herd boy, then a draper’s ap-
prentice in Aberdeen, then in 1850 an
emigrant to Ganada. In Montreal he
became a successful woollen merchant.

In Canada George Stephen found his
cousin, Donald Smith, now Lord
Strathcona, with whom years before
he had bathed in the Spey and played
among the heather. Donald Smith
had been in the service of the Hudson
Bay Company, and at the time when
he began to be associated in business
with his cousin was a member of the
Dominion House.

It was early in the seventies that
the two Highland boys pooled their
energies. Both were directors of the

Bank of Montreal, Lord Mount Steph-
en being at one time its president.

But the turning point of the million-
aire-philanthropist’'s career occurred
when in 1875 he joined a syndicate for
the Dutch holders of the bonds of the
St. Paul and Pacific Railway, a road
which, when finished, controlled the
Canadian Northwest. The taste for
railway enterprise, hegun in this way,
soon had the opportunity of develop-
ment. The entrance of British Colum-
bia into the dominion carried with it
the obligation to build a trans-contin-
ental railway, and the work had been
begun by the government. i

The government fell down badly and
in 1880, one year before the Canadian
Pacific should have been completed, on-
ly 700 miles of rail had been eonstruc-
ted. Stephen and Smith offered to
build the line. :

In return for a subsidy of $25,000,-
000, twenty-five million acres — about
the total size, this is, of Ireland and
Wales — and the part of the line al-
ready completed, an undertaking was
given that the Pacific should be link-
ed to the Atlantic in eleven years. The
last spike, promised for 1891, was driv-
en in 1885, 6,000 miles being finished by
the concern.

Lord Mount Stephen was the .rail-
way’'s first president. For his services
he was made a baronet, He left Canada
to settle again in the old country in
1588, and soon afterwards was raised
to the peerage.

Lord Mount Stephen’s gifts have al-
ways been princely. In 1887 he gave
Montreal $500,000 for a hospital. When
he was a boy he broke his arm, and
it was set in the Aberdeen Infirmary.
In 1901 he repaid the obligation by a
gift to the institution of $125,000.

His master, when he was a herd-
laddie of the Mortlach, was the parish
minister, a good, kindly man, who
made the boy’s hard work as pleasant
as could be. When Lord Mount Ste-
phen came home from Canada he in-
vested $200,000 to insure all the par-
ish ministers of Speyside at least $500
a year.

Two years ago, in conjunction with
Lord Strathcona, he gave King Edw-

ard’s Hospital Fund $1,500,000, produc-

ing an income of $80,000 a year, a gift
now augmented by $1,000,0000.

The Canadian peer has no children.
Many years ago, however, he and his

first wife adopted a little girl, Wwho,
soon after thay came to England, mar-

CHINESE COAL DEVELOPMENTS.
g

With the approaching completion of
the railway, 75 miles long, to Taokou
on the Wei river, it will be possible,
says Engineering, to tap the enormous
coal deposits of Shansi and Honan,
and bring the fuel to the coast at a
price which will make it impossible for
imported ccal to compete with it. Con-
cerning ‘he quality of the coal depo-
sits in these two provinces of China
there can be no question. Thirty
years ago, Baron Von Richthofen, aft-
er an elaborate examination at the in-
stance of the Shanghai Chamber ,of
Commerce, stated that both anthracite
and bituminous would compare favor-
ably witih the best Pennsylvania and
South Wales varieties; and further In-
vestigation by the engineers of the Pe-
kin Syndicate and other bodies have
confirmed his conclusions as to the
value and the extent of the deposits.
Hitherto the proper exploitation of
these fields has been retarded by the
abserice of means of transport faclli-
ties. The oonstruction of the railway
obviates both these difficulties. There
is a large trade opening with fhe in-
terior of China as with the coast, and
this is capable of indefinite expansion,
the position permitting of a great re-
duction on present charges for fuel in
both quarters. Freight to the coast
at Tientsin by railway and the Grand
Canal will be 108. per ton, and coal is
produced at the pit at from Is. to 2s, 6d.
per ton. As the present price for good
steam FEuropean coal on the coast
ranges from 30s. to 40s. per ton, it will
be apparent that Chinese fuel has a
great advantage,the quality being equal
Coal used locally increases in cost by
hand, mule and camel carriage by
about 2%d. to 6d. per mile, depending
upon the condition of the roads, whevre-
as railway carriage will cost %d. per
ton per mile. The Pekin-Hangkow
Railway runs through the coal fields,
and when completed—about two-thirds
are already constructed—it will be
possible, continues Engineering, to land
coal on the Yangtse River, where an-
other big outlet is assured. The Ho-
nan-Nanking Railway is still in the
clouds, and may be disregarded for the
present, although ultimately it will per-
mit of shipments direct to Shanghal.
Meantime, Taekou is near the Yellow
River, by means of which fuel can be

carried to Tsinan, whence there is a

rzilway to Kiao—chau. When the ne-

cessary lines are completed the cost of

carriage to Nanking will be about 10s.
per ton, and to Shanghal (which im-
ports close on 1,000,000 tons annually)
to very little more.
