ROSEBERY'S SPEECH

M of Course a Finished
g Oratorical Effort,

Sp—————

lut It Threw Little Light Along the

The Best Sign, He Says, is That lt Had
- Gotten Rid of the I,rlch Alliance.

. CHESTERFIELD, Eng., Dec. 16.—

CHESTERFIELD, Eng., Dec. 16—
.Lord Rosebery, the former liberal
premier, 'was accorded a great recep-
tion when he appeared on the crowded
platform here this eyéning. He said
he had come by invitation, and did not
wish to indulge in phraseology, but to
speak bhis mind and offer the liberals
some dispassionate- a:dv'lce The liberal
party, - he continued, ' had passed
‘through a long and trying iliness, but
was now approaching conyvalescence,
‘one of the signs of which was that it
had gotten rid of the Irish Alliance.
"The. liberal party: must now' reggin
wnity, though he would not advise just
how this siiould be done.

The . speaker himself confessed that

-he did not pretend to say how this co-

hesion should be. accompiished. - In
urging his fellow' liberals to reorganize
Lord. Rosebery . quoted ‘the - following
wonds from the message of  President
Roogevelt: “We hopé to keep going by
slow steps, not by bounds. ‘We must
keep our eyes -on the stars, but we
must also remember }hat our feet a.re
on the ground.”

- He
said he could not imagine, himself in
the position of a minister, but in the
next_breath he told how he would re-
organize the war office if it fell o his
lot. He said this reorganization, how-
ever, should be postponed until after
the war and the speaker’s receipt for:
the proposed re-organization of this of-
fice was a characteristicéally.American
one, namely, the appointing ot 4’ com-
mission. -

Concerning the government’s eonduct
of the war, Lord Rosébery ‘was ‘severe
and scorpful. The complaint of “the.
government- that the Boeérs had not
made war according 'to the recognized
rules, reminded him .that the ‘same
thing had been said. by the old 'Aus-
trian generals of the yourg Napoleon,
when the latter was beating them. He
was particularly sarcastic .at the ex-
pense of thé' explanation of the Earll
of Halsbury, the lord chancellor, that
only “af sort of -warfare'”. was now go-
ing on and he strongly condemned the
scanda.lons mlurepresenta.tlons by
whieh the government. had precipita-
ted the last gemeral election. . .

T.ord Rosebety strongly blamed the
government for jts tactlessness, which
had produced unparalleled ill will to-
wards Great Britain in every European
populatign, and ‘which he attributed
largely to  ihe provocative oratory of
Mr. Chomberlain, xthe colonial secre-
tary.

Whilst He was emphatic on the neces-
slty ‘of . vlgorously prosecuting the wa.r

‘and expresslng the fullest confidence
in Tord Kitchener, Lord Rosebery said
he thought the governplent should be
prepared to listen to peace overtures
and contended thére was nothing de-
grading or debasing in recognizing thé
exiled Boer government for the pur-
pose of making peace. The three
greatest civilians who had waged war
in the past century, said the speaker,
Pitt, Bismarck and Lincoln, had not
%dalned such efforts to secure peace,

d Lord Rosebery recounted the oc-
casions of 1796, 1870 and 1863. No sane
Boer now hoped for anything but an-
nexation, he said, and for many rea-
sons ‘it was urgént that thé war should
be ended. The Boers should not be
unnecessarily humiliated. The former
premier protested emphatically against
treating the Boers in the field as ban-
ditti, and to Boers swearing allegipnce.
He said he would give the largest pos-
sible amnesty and the fullest  civil |
rights. The, 40.000 px-lsoners must be

somy rejeeuns the 1den it
such an empire as Britain could net
provide an alternative gctvernment to
the existing ministry, Lord Rosebery
said that in-:all his life, from all the
bitterest foes of Great Brifain, he
never had heard such disparagement
of her as that doetrine implied, If
that were itrue, he continued, the na-
tion was more fitted to control a cab-
bage garden than an empire.

In coneclusion and amid loud cheers,
Lord -Rosebery declared his services
were at the disposal of the country in
anything he could do to further the
policy he had just expounded. He said
it was pot to party that he appealed;

He appealed unto Caesar
from the parliament, with its half-
thearted but overwhelming government
supporters, and from distracted and
disunited opposition, to that silent but
supreme tribunal 'which, din the long
run, shaped and confrolied the destin-|
ies. of thie British people namely, the.
Mbnnal of pablic-opinion and common

hours, and was received. throughout
nwith the greatest enthusiasm.

BOSTON, ,Dec. 17.—Luigi Storti was
electrocuted 'at the Charlestown state
prigson at 12.30 this morning. He went
to his end with. évery outward appear-
ance’ of phyalcal strength and mental
firmnéss, to be the Airst isubject in the
elgctric ' chair under the.

¥Mr. Hilis’ first entry into newspaper

NOT GUILTY.

Verdict of Washington Jury in Case of
Mrs. Bonine.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 13.—The jury
in the case of Mrs. ILola Ida Henry
Bonine, charged with the murder of

James ‘Seymour Ayres, jr., in the Ken-

more hotel in this city on the night of
May 13, this evening returned a ver-
dict of not guilty, and the defendant
was set at liberty. Such a conclusion
of the trial was ' gemenrally e:rkps-ct,ev.i,1
the popular impression here being that
from the evidence submitted the pro-
secution had failed to prove its case
against Mrs. Bonine. The jury was
out less than five hours.

‘Mr's. Bonine was in court when the
Jjury returned, and with her were her
husband and her two boys and several
refatives, all of whom have shown
their sympathy for her during the long
trial. The jury was discharged, and
Mrs. Bonine and her friends left the
court house by a back door.

‘The itrial of Mrs, Bonine had been in
progress almost four weeks and at-
tracted more attention than any trial
‘befare the local courts in years. Ex-
traordinary interest was caused .in the
tragedy at the time young Ayres wss
killed, because of the mystery sur-
roundihg the case, until the statement
‘made by 'Mrs. . Bonine of her part. in
the.tragedy while the coroner’s inquest
was in session. She said she was the
only persom in the room when young
Ayres was-shot and that he was killed
in a struggle with her over the posses-
giom ‘of the revolver with ‘which he
‘was trying to frighten her into ¢cm-
pliance with his demands, Mrs, Bon-
fne has been in jail since the tragedy.
She d@id not go on the witness stand
during the trial.

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GALA DAYS IN ENGLAND.

Curious Customs of the King’s Coro-
nation.

(Leslie’s Wieekly.)

The shouts of .“God save the King”
are caught up by the crowd outside,
ehruch bells ring and cannon are fired,
not only in London, but in all ' chief’
towns. Afer a Bible is given to the
King a solemn Te Deum is chanted,
and enthronement follows or homa.ge.
The King-is conducted to a throne in
the centre of the abbey, and there re-
ceives the act of homage, *first from
the lords spiritual, who kneel about
him, pronounce the words of homage
and kiss his hand. Princes of the
blood royal ascend the steps of the
throne, take off their coronets, repeat
the homage, touch the erown upon the
King’s head and kiss*his left cheek.
The peers of the realm ﬁnow suit, with
the .¢xception that they klns the hand
instead of the cheek.” The words of
homage are: 3

“I do become your liege-man of life
and limb, and of earthly worship, and
faith and truth I will bear unto you
to live and die against all manner of
folk, g0 help me, God.”

‘When the act of homage 13 over the
members of the house of commons give
him hearty cheers, with cries of “God
save ‘the King,” repeated by all

During homage medals are thrown to
the occupants of the choir and lower
galleries. Divested of all symbols of
sovereignty,
Holy Sacrament, and the “Hallelujah
Chorus", concludes the service.

The state crown, which was made
sixty years ago for Queen Victoria,
and valued at over half a million dol-
lars, has the pigeon-ruby of BEdward
the Black Prince for the central or
principal gem; there are twenty dia-
monds in the crown, worth $7,500 each;
two large ‘solitaires, worth $10,000 each,
and four crosses,’ each containing
twenty-five diamonds, valued at $60,000
altogether. The crown for Queen Al-
exandra was made for the Queen of
William III. It is set with pearls,
sapphires, diamonds and other precious
stones. The sceptre for a Queen-gon-
sort is very like the King’s, only not
so large; the rod for the Queen. is of
ivory surmounted by a dove and a
cross. It is'said that Queen Alexandra
would prefer to be crowned according
to Russian custom, by -the KXing’s
own hands~after his coronation, but
she realizes that the innovation might
not be’plea.sing to Emglish ideas.
