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IN THE LAST DITCH.

Three courses were open to the

Government instead of the Closure,
said the Hon. Dr. Beland, in the
House of Commons, yesterday. They

were to withdraw the Naval Bill,
amend the Naval Bill or appeal to the
country. It was a naive solution of
the whole trouble, made by the Lib-
erals’ ex-Minister, but little calculated
to bear much weight with the Govern-
ment. The solution, as enunciated, is
childish and could not be considered
for a moment by a party conscious of
mational dignity. =

To withdraw the Naval Bill would be
tantamount to a confession of defeat,
for having put his hand to the plough
Premier Borden is not the type of man
to turn back. And why should the
Bill be withdrawn, for but one reason,
to satisfy the demands of a minority,
which has, up to the present, signally
fuiled in grappling with the Naval
Bill. The withdrawal of the Naval
Bill would also be a direct insult to
the British Admiralty, which has re-
@ommended the proposals set forth in
Mr. Borden's scheme. To withdraw
the present Naval Bill at the present
juncture would be to reverse all con-
stitutional precedents upon which the
British idea of parliamentary govern.
ment is founded, and bow to the will
of the minority. Its result would be
pure and simple chaos,

As to amending the Naval Bill it is
difficult to see how that could be
accomplished without rendering nuga-
tory the whole purport of the resolu-
tions. Clause 2 recommends a con-
tribution of thirty-five million dollars
to the British Admiralty. That con-!
tribution is ir ble of amendment
Canada either gives the money or she
does not,

But the British Admiralty is the great
stumbling bticck to the second course
set forth by Dr. Beland No one can
gainsay its capabilities of stating what
course Canada should adopt. The
Admiralty has stated that Mr. Borden's
proposals are the best and most ef-
fective aid Canada can give and, there-
fore, they must prevail,

As to the last course, that of an ap-
peal tp the country, there is but one
answer. Nothing would be gained.
The Borden Government would reé-
turn with a large majority, and money
and time would have been expended
and business upset to satisfy the
whims of the disgruntled ones of the
Liberal party. That course is as
absurd as the other two. The will
of the majority must prevail.

There was no other course open to
the Borden Government but fo intro-
duce the Closure. The Liberals
claim it is a desperate remedy, but
there is the desperate disease of vio-
lent and vicious obstruction metirods
to be treated. Subsequent words
used by Dr. Beland showed what was
in his mind when he said “We have
resisted a long time but not too long,
and we have fulfilled a great patriotic
duty.”

If the Closure had not been intro-
duced, the Liberals would have per-
sisted in obstruction. If the Hon, J.
D. Hazen last week had not thwarted
the attempt of Sir Wilfrld Laurier to
move his amendment there would have
been still worse obstruction As it is
now the Opposition cannot hold out
much longer. They are in the last
ditch. They fight hard like men anx-
jous for power but the death struggle
is at hand. No sensible Canadian
will be sorry when the last is heard of
the undignified Liberal methods. Real
business can then be proceeded with
and the public will breathe more free-

The provincial
ofice in St. John was placed under the
management of Mr. A. B. Wilmot. Mr.
Bowder léft for England for three
months, stayed five, and returned
with 120 people, all excellent settlers.
They landed here early in April, 1910.
This was the first body of immigrants,
personally conducted, in the history
of the Province.

On June 1st in that year Mr. Bow-
der was appointed representative of
the Province in Great Britain, The
present office in London was opened
by Lord Strathcona in the following
July. Mr. Bowder's firgst work was to
organize, get in touch with emigra-
tion agencies and arrange for a course
of lectures. The first tour through
England and Scotland was made by
Mr., Bowder from October, 1810, to
March, 1911, He was somewhat ham-
pered by a general election in the Old
(Country but as a result of his efforts
704 people, mostly English and
Scotch, came out to this province in
1910, and 815 in 1911. The new set-
tlers were uniformly of a good class
and

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DIARY OF EVENTS
HISTORIC DAYSIN CA NADA

ALEXANDER MACKENZIE.

Alexander Mackenzie, who became
one of the foremost statesmen of the
Empire, died twenty-one years ago to-
day, in his seventy-first year. Born

Logleralt, Perthshire, Scotland, in 1822,
he had few -educational advantages
and in his youth became a stone ma-
son. At the age of twenty he came to
Canada and for a time worked at his
trade, spending his leisure hours in
study, and with such effect that at
thirty he was qualified to occupy the
editorial chair of a Liberal newspa-

per.

In 1861 he entered the Ontario Par-
liament, where he soon became the
Liberal leader. His party leadership
became national in scope upon the
formation of the Dominion Parliament
in 1867. Six years later, with the Pa-
cific railroad matter as an issue, Alex-|
ander Mackenzie became the first Lib-
eral Prime Minister of Canada, his
administration lasting until 1878,
While Premier he visited England
and was an honored guest at Windsor
Castle, On three occasions he declined
knighthood. His memory was remark-|
able, and his brain was a storehouse
of facts on a wide variety of sub-
jects, making him one of the best de-
baters in the history of the Canadian
House. In Sir John Macdonald, his
predecessor and successor as prime
minister, Mr. Mackenzie had a foe-
man worthy of his steel, and their
flashes of wit and apt repartee al-
ways “brought down the House.”
