Mr. Carvell could take any position
he chose, but in the court room he,
Carvell should be guided by the prive-
leges extended to him by the court.
Earlier in the afternoon there was
an interesting little passage between
Mr. Flemming and Mr. Carvell. Mr.
Carvell had attempted to intimate
that the witness had not told all he
knew regarding certain matters, and
in' a manner, threatening and offensive
he said, “And you want this to go-to
the country as your evidence.”
“Yes," replied Mr, Flemming.
{am willing that this should go to the
| country as my evidence, and I am al-
so willing that you and I should go
to the country together, and that the
public should choose between us.”
Mr. Flemming's cross-examipation
did not bring out anything new. It
was not completed when court ad-
journed and will be resumed on Mon-
day afternoon at 2 o'clock.

Ottawa, July 17—The Canadian Im-
migration Act is to be revised at the
next session of parliament, Passed sev-
eral years ago and conferring upon
the department very extensive powers
it has been found, in its practical ap-
plication, deficlent in several vital
«points. The fundamental theory is
that a country should have the right
to determine what people should come
a8 immigrants, and those who should
be rejected, but there are ways by
which, in practical operation, this is
circumvented. It is intended to fill up
the gap.

brought together in the police court.
The session was the start of a prelim-
inary hearing in the charge preferred
against the quartette, who are suspect-
ed of breaking and entering W. H.

Thorne’s and stealing, When this case| .

is finished the charges preferred
against them for the other breaks will
be heard by the magigtrate,

Each of the prisoners was represent-
ed by counsel. Urban J. Sweeney ap-
peared for Bramaun, Lester Smith for
Petrie, R. G. Murray for Goldsworthy,
and C. F. Inches for Leggett.

It was four o'clock when Magistrate
Ritchie Issued orders for the four rob-
bers to be brought into the court
from the county jall. There were a
couple of dozen spectators present,
among them Commissioner McLellan
and Rev. Fr. Howland, the clergyman
who attended to Officer O'Leary from
the time he was shot and taken to
the General Public Hospital until his
death.

Leggett, Goldsworthy and . Petrie
were first to artive in court and the
trio were given seats alongside each
other. They did not appear to regard
their case as seriogs, but looked about
the court room un:*rturbed. Although
they did not ha¥® any conversation
with each ‘Other, fhey were smiling.
About five minutes after they arrived
in court all eyes were directed toward
the door of ghe police station through
whieh. nppeareg%m &h, the
slayer of Officer O ry. He stood at
the door for a few: moments until di-
rected td take a'scat alongside his
companions in crime,

They all emjled at each other and it
was the first time that the four were
together since O'Leary was shot.

Not Worried.

Braman who is charged with the
most serfous of crimes, that of murder,
did not appear to be much worried
over being gazed at by the spectators
and as the pistols stolen from W. H.
Thorne's were exhibited, especially the
big Colts .45 calibre pistol, Braman
turned to his chum, Petrie, and they
both laughed. They had no questions
to ask during the hearing and would
only leave thelr seats when requested
to stand near the desk and hear the
evidence read over to them. After the
hearing and the order was given for
them to be remanded to jail again,
each prisoner had a short conversation
with their lawyers and then they were
escorted back to jail.

Braman is kept in the condemned
cell, on the south side of the top floor
of the main building, and has to spend
his time alone there.

Detective Lucas produced a valise
full of stolen articles which he had
recovered. There was only one wit-
ness examined during the session and
that was A. B, Day, the manager of
the retail sporting goods department
of W. H, Thorne and Company, who
gave evidence as follows: “Some time
early in June the premises of W, H.
Thorne and Company on Market
square were broken into. It was in
the morning about 7.40 o'clock that I
received a telephone message from a
junior clerk, Louis Burton, that the
store had been broken into. I hasten-
ed to the store and found empty pistol
and cartridge boxes strewn about the
counter and the floor in the sporting
goods department, there were also a
nvmber of pistols lying about the coun-
ter. The witness then produced.a num-
ber ‘of empty boxes that had been
left by the thieves, while they carried
away with them the pistols and cart-
ridges which these boxes had contain-
ed. Witness then gave the following
marks of identification on the boxes.

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PEACE IN MEXICO| KILLED B

U. S. Counsels Carranza Confer
With Carbajal for Peaceful
Transfer of Capital.

IN TOUCH WITH THE
REBEL LEADERS.

onstitutionalist;Chief Notified
That he Must Celebrate His
Triumph ~ Sanely. and Not
Seek Revenge.

Washington, July 17.—Every . influ-

ence and diplomatic agency at the dis-
posal of the United States government
was working today-for immediate
peace in Mexico.
To assyre restoration of normal con-
ditions without further bloodshed, of-
ficlals here are exerting themselves
to smooth the way for a new and stu-
ble administration in Mexico which
shall be recognized by the powers of
the world.

Not omly is the United States gov-
ernment at this moment counselling
General Carranza to arrange with
Francisco Carbajal, Huerta’s succes-
sor, for the peaceful transfer of the
government at Mexico City to the Con-
stitutionalists without further fighting
but it became known today, the ad-
ministration is Indirectly in communl-
cation with Emilio Zapata, leader in
Southern Mexico. Zapata, according to
reliable reports at the State Depart-
ment, has 24,000 men, and although
most of them are poorly equipped,
they would constitute a serious men-
ace to a new government at Mexico
City if they remdined in revolution,
Zapaita, who demands agrarian re-
forms immediately; made common
cause with the Constitutionalists and
obtained supplies from them - with
whieh to fight the Huerta’ government.
It i8 not known ye! owever, wheth-
er he will lay down his arms in favor
of Carranza.

The United States is using its influ-
ence through friends of Zapata to
bring him into harmony with the
peace programme, and an emissary
from General Carranza is now on his
way to confer with Zapata.

Carranza has been informed that he
must conduct his triumph temporate-
ly; that there ought to be no exces
ges when the army takes control of
Mexico City and other important cen
tres; and that there should be no re
venges, but that an amnesty for poli:
tical offenders should be declared and
the rights of the clergy and other
foreigners who have suffered, especial
ly the Spaniards, be given due re
spect.

Prisoner Showed Signs of Im-
prisonment—New Evidence
May Result in Stronger In-
dictment.

Mineola, N. July 17—Mrs, Flor-
ence Carman was arraigned in the Su-
preme Court here today before Justice
Van Siclen, on an indictment returned
yesterday, charging her with manslau-
ghter in the first degree for having
caused the death of Mrs. Louige Bail-
ey, a patient of the defendant’s hus.
band. She pleaded not guilty and was
given two weeks in which to change
her plea or demur to the indictment.
Counsel for Mrs. Carman suggested
that she be liberated under $20,000 bail
and to this District Attorney Smith
agreed. The prisoner looked very wan
and pale when brought from the jall
to the court room.

Her husband, Dr. Edward Carman,
stood beside her, When the prelim-
inaries of giving bail were adjusted he
sald he would take her out of the vil-
lage at once. It had been rumored
during the morning that a superceding
indictment, stronger than the one em-
bracing the manslaughter charge,
might yet. be handed up by the grand
jury on the strength of additional evi-
dence furnished by Celia Coleman, the
negro maid, In the Carman home.
There had been no development along
this line this afternoon, The ball was
furnished by Emmett Randell and
Bmith Cox, closé friends of the Car
mans, whereupon Mrs., Carman was
set free, Heavily veiled, she stepped
into a limousine with her husband and
started for her home at Freeport,

That the engines were not slowed
stopped or reversed in time.

That no competent officers were
on duty on the Starstad, thoss in
¢hange ,of which neglected to comply
with the articles of the rule of the
road in force in Canadian waters.
