‘The act seems to have been framed for
the benefit of the whole people, giving to
no class apy pFivilege in any shool not
enjoyed by every other. - The very sec-
tion sp much relied on in that act that
Catholic parents are entitled to'have
read !the Doudy version of- the Bible
shewed by the addition of  the words
t«without mnote' or' commen” that the
Legislature intended the schools should
not be in any sense denominational.

Except as regards direct taxation the
Act of 1871 is very similar to that of
1858. True it is provided that the schools
ghall be unsectarian, but this is no more
than was intended by the former Act.

The Supreme Court on the Common
Schools Act.

Our arrangements for supplying early
information of the decision of the Su-

| preme Court provided for two dispatch-

es—a brief summary and a full exposi-
tion of the points of the judgment on the
School Act. The first dispatch reached
us just in time for the edition sent out
by the 3 o'clock train for Fredericton,
and our second edition, with the full
and clear analysis of the judgment fur-
nished by our special correspondent,
went to press an hour later.

The brevity of the other dispatches,
and the misleading character of the pri-
vate telegrams received, had misled
people as to the effect of the judgment,
raising false hopes in the minds of the
opponents of the School Act, and it was

ot till our secend edition appeared that

people were furnished with a clear idea
of the situation.

Some of the private telegrams said
the judgment condemmed the School
Regulations as unconstitutional and af-
firmed the right of denominational
schools to the legislative annual grants
they were in receipt of at the time of
the Union. The hopes thus raised were
doomed to disappointment. The Chief
Justice didgo out of his way to denounce
what wasn't before him, as he often
does, but his utterances in that respect
have no judicial force. Mr. Justice
Wetmore consulted his dignity by con-
fining his judgment to the matter be-
fore the court. The Chief Justice may
desire to see teachers and pupils ar-
rayed in party robes and bedecked with
sectarian emblems, but he will find very
few to agree to their introduction into
mixed schools. If Catholics have the
right to teach their peculiar doctrines
by emblems in the public schools then
the Orangemen have the right to per-
petuate the memory of the Boyne by
adorning school-room walls with the
pictures that are so offensive to Catho-
lic Irishmen. If teacher, trustees or
pupils, or all or either, are to introduce
what sectarian or party emblems they
please into public schools, and the chief
Justice seems to mourn that the right
to do so has been denied by the Board
of Education, we should have most ex-
cellent and harmonious schools! A lit-
tle common sense might be advantage-
ously mixed with 2 good deal of legal
lore occasionally. Some years ago
several young men pupils walked into
a New Brunswick parish school, St.
Patrick’s Day in the morning, adorned
with large and showy crosses. The
teacher. a Catholic, ordered them to re-
move the emblems or leave the school,
and, on their refusal to remove the
crosses from their breasts, he turned
them out. After school the Protestant
pupils gathered around the teacher and
assured him that they were not offend-
ed by the display of crosses and were
sorry that he had madeany trouble. The
teacher replied: “I know you
care nothing for these emblems,
and did not think one of you
would be offended by their presence in
school; but, boys and girls, some of you
might come in here on The Twelfth of-
fensively arrayed in the regalia of the
Orange order, and then there'd be a
pretty row in the village if I permitted
you toremain. If I had permitted the
boys to remain to-day, I would not have
been free to turn you out on The
Twelfth.”

Schools must be either publle or de-
nominatienal. They cannot be both.
No book, emblem, or dress objected to
by any one denomination should be tol-
erated in them. A school which cannot
be attended by any child, no matter

what denomination he belongs to, with-
out hearing and seeing what is offensive

to him, is in no sense of the word a pub-
. lie school. :
] All that can be done now is to carry
[ the case to England on appeal, if the
opponents of the school law are so ill-
advised as to waste their money in that
way after the unanimous verdict of the
Supreme Bench of New Brunswick, and
to invoke the interference of the Gover-
nor General for the modification of the
go-called millinery regulation. Any
opinion to be expressed by the Crown
lawyers, in reply to the meddlesome re-
solution that was carried through Par-
liament last session, will not be-worth a
row of pins exeept for'what weight it
may have on the Judicial Committee
when-considering an appeal against the
Fredericton judgment.

The Bourbons and the Priests Con-
spiring against the Republic of
Spain.

The cable to-day brings the intelli-
gence thatthe French Bourbons are sub-
seribing millions for the overthrow of
the Spanish Republic. Thisis sad, as it
shows that the unhappy peninsula is not
to be allowed a moment of tranquillity
at the close of the troubled reign of
Amadeus.

The Parisian conclave plotting for the
jneiting of civil war for the advance-
ment of a member of their family is a
spectacle that deserves the reprobation
6f'all mankind. What do the princelv
preténders care for the blood to be shed,
the homes to be desolated, the orphans
and widows to be made, the desolation
to be spread in Spain by the operations
of contending armies, so long as the
family interests are subserved? What
a spectacle for a Christian world! Men
are punished for murder and theft, for
hiring others to commit crimes,—pun-
ished even for taking just one glass too
much of gin,—and yet the Bourbon
princes sit over their wine in Paris and
arrange for the murder of thousands of
Spanish subjects in the name of God and
the Chureh, and the conspirators go un-
punished!

If this were all the spectacle would
not be so sickening. But the temples
dedicated to the worship of the great
God, and the holy rites which men em-
ploy in their devotions, are prostituted
to the promotion of the f#ftirderous con-
spiracy for depriving a nation of the
right to govern itsel. Mases are said
for the success of the Bourbons in the
civil war they are about to inaugurate
for the aggrandizement of their family!
The holiest shrines of France are pol-
luted by the breathjof those who pray for
the unholy conspiracy. GreatGod! that
the rites of thy religion could be em-
ployed for these purposes! Enlightened
France! that thy capital should shelter
these .princely murderers! Boasted
Civilization of the Nineteenth Century!
that the murder of thousands and the
robbery of a nation can be openly plan-
ned!

Why should we be surprised at Com-
munism and Atheism when these crime:
are ‘endorsed by Society, Law, and the
Church?

Another Murder Mystery.

Leavitt Alley, on trial at Bostcn
charged with the murder of Abijah
Ellis, has been found not guilty. The
most remarkable feature of this case is
the manner in which it was prejudged
The mangled remains of the murdered
man were found floating down the
Charles river packed in barrels. He
was last seen on his way to Alley’s
stable in search of money owed him,
and the stable was found stained with
blood and offering other evidences of a
struggle and a murder. The life of
Alley, if hanging were as sure as con-
viction, would not have been ensured
for five cents. There was absolutely
no doubt of his guilt. But an exhaus-
tive trial has convinced a jury and satis-
field the public that the evidence is not
only not conclusive, but absolutely
trifling. During all this time the real
perpetrators have had full opportunity
for coyering their crime. This will be
another of the murder mysteries that
will not out.

Why Amaceus Abdicated.
The immediate cause of the abdica-
tion of Amadeus is given by a corres-
pondent as follows:

The King’s disposition to quit the
throne is attributed to a difference be-
tween His Majesty and the Ministry,
which arose in November last, 'when the
General of Artillery, Don Hidalgo, was
promoted to the Captain-Generalship of
the Basque provinces.
the officers in the artillery arm of the
service resigned their commissions at the
time, protesting against the promotion as
irregular and unjustitiable, and refusing
to serve under Hidalgo, because he par-
ticipated in the massacre at San Gil bar-
racks in 1855. Hidalgo meeting with so
much opposition finally resigned, and the
officers withdrew their resignations, but
the Ministry recently appointed him a new
and important command in Catalonia.The
artillery officers renewed their protest
and again sent in their resignations. The
Ministry disregarded them, and appealing
to the Cortes obtained a nearly unani-
mous vote of confidence. The King from
the beginning has disapproved of the
promotion of Hidalgo, and feels affronted
because his Cabinet compels him through
the vote of the Cories to acquiesce in the
last appointment.

He was, probably, heartily sick of
ruling a people that indulges in month-

ly insurrections.
-

NOTES AND NEWS.

NOVA SCOTI:.

The ““school estimates” for the ensuing
year, for Halifax, amount to over fifty
thousand dollars.

The Halifax Philharmenie Society have
received one of Chickering’s best pian’ds,
made specially to order for the society.

The official return of the Eldorado gold
mine, Wine Harbor, for the months of
November and December, is as follows :
November — 500 days labor, 230 toms
quartz, yielding 821 oz. 12 dwts. Decem-
ber—531 days labor, producing 177 tons
quartz, yielding 349 ounces, 1 dwt. of
Gold.

A Halifax cooper indulged in the harm-
less joke of representing himself as a city
inspector of weights and measures, and
colected sundry and several fees for
branding measures. The regular inspec-
tors interfered with the little arrange-
meunt, and the cooper paid a fine of $10
(on the quiet). i

The coroner’s jury in the case of Flet-
cher found dead in his bed at Halifax re-
turned a verdict * That the said Adolphus
Fletcher came to his death from an over-
dose of chloral hydrate, and the jury be-
lieved that it was taken to produce sleep,
and without any suicidal intention.” No
trace of arseniec was found in his stom-
ach.

The investigation into the cause of the
late railway accident, about three miles
from Halifax, has been very damaging to
the character of the engine driver and
conductor of the W. & A. Company. The
government will not allow them to take
charge of a train from Richmond to
Windsor-Junction. - The government in-
tend also holding the company responsi-
ble for the car destroyed and other
damages done to track and stock.

UNITED STATES.

A poor man in Washington was arrest-
ed and shut up the other day for stealing
a soup bone worth fifteen cents to keep
his family from starving. He had seen
better times and his family was found to
pe in a wretched condition. The man’s
stealing was on too small a scale to give
him any hope of impunity in Washington.

It is said that a woman in Exeter, N.
H., was twice warned in a dream by her
dead husband to remove her little all,
which amounted to $350, from the sav-
ings bank in that town, a short time be-
fore the defalcation of the cashier. Owing
to a reprehensible habit acquired in her
husband’s lifetime, she paid no attention
;0 what he said and now mourns the loss
of her little $350.

John Flanders, a farmer residing near
Proctor, N. Y., was murdered Sunday
morning by & German tramp, named
Deitzal, who called at his house and ask-
ed for breakfast. Flanders answered
that it would soon be ready, and asked
him to split some wood. In the mean-
time, as soon as Dietzel took the axe,
he struck Flanders two blows on the
head with it, killing him instantly, and
fled. He was pursued and caught.
Flanders was 50 years old, had a grown
up family, and was generally respected
by the community.

It is well when asking a town clerk for
a license to state what kind of a license
you want—whether canine, matrimonial
or commercial. A man lately called on
the town clerk of Holyoke and requested
a licerise. The clerk took down a blank
and wrote the stranger’s name and ad-
dress. “Dog’s name?” said the clerk.

‘I don’t want a dog license,” said the ap-
plicant. The clerk then took a marriage
certificate and requested the lady’s name.
A lengthy explanation ensued, and both
parties arrived at a clear understanding,
when it appeared that a license to sell
wares was wanted. !

The position in society of the noble
dog is in litigation before one of the
courts of Washington, and we shall be
glad to see it fixed by judicial decision.
A man has been arrested for keeping a
dog without a license, and he claims that
a dog is property entitled to all the
rights, privileges and immunities of a
Horse or a wheel-barrow. He claims that
Jhe authorities of Washington have no
more right to interfere with his owner-
ship of a dog, or to require a license
therefor, than his ownership of a cat or a
gridiron. The matter has not been de-
cided, and we shall wait with anxiety for
the result. The fate of dogs is in the
hands of Washington judges.

GENERAL.

At a school where words were ‘“ given
out” for subjects in composition, a ‘“‘mute
inglorious Milton” produced at sight this
sentence on the word ‘‘panegyric”: “A
few drops of panegyric, given on a large
Iump of sugar, is often best for an infant
with the stomach ache.”

LIFE IN NEW YORK.

NEwW YORK, Feb. 9.
A FATHER'S BRUTALITY.

A brutal murder was discovered in
Brooklyn last evening, the perpetrator of
the crime being no other than the father
of the victim. The affair is yet involved
in considerable mystery, but enough has
been astertained of the matter to render
it clear as to who the guilty parties are.
It appears that on Tuesday night a man
named Fox, who occupies a tenement
house in one of the back streets of the
city, told his little boy to go out to a
saloon and get him some beer. The boy
told his father that he had no money with
which to purchase it, but if he would give
him some money he would go. The un-
reasonable father thereupon swore at his
son loud enough to be heard in an adjoin-
ing tenement, and began to béat him and
throw him around the room in the most
cruel manner. The boy begged his father
not to kill him, but the inhuman wretch
refused to desist and it is supposed con-
tinued to beat his son until he died. . An
officer’s attention was called to the fact
yesterday morning, and search was made
for the boy. He entered the house, and
in answer to his inquiries as to whether
anyone was dead in the house, Mrs. Fox
replied that her son had fallen out of the
window a few days before and had died
of his injuries. The officer asked to see
the boy, and after some difficulty succeed-
ed in tinding his-bedy in one of the back
rooms of the house. = The body was eov-
ered with bruises and presented a fearful
spectacle. The officer immediately ar-
rested the man, and he will be held to
answer for his crime. The father’s
statement as to how his son met his
death, did not agree with his wife’s. He
stated that his son had fallen out of a
sleigh and died from the effect of injuries
received.

EXPLOSION OF FIREWORKS.

Yesterday morning a terrific explosion
occurred in the fireworks factory of John
Sparks, on Dey street, and in whichferty-
seven girls and five boys were employed.
The‘explosion was caused by the ignition
o some chemicals which Sparks was en-
gaged in prepering for his business, and
the shock was so forcible as to cause
considerable alarm and excitement in the
neighborhood.  Sparks was seriously
burned about the héad, arms and face.
Catherine McGrugin, a young girl, was
thrown down the open hatchway to the
second floor of the building and received
serious injuries about the head and face,
and Hher left ankle was fractured. It is
feared that she is fatally injured. The
force of the explosion shattered all the
windows on the fourth floor of the build-
ing and the upper windows of several
adjoining buildings.

Disracli.

The promptness with which Disraeli
rises to the occasion, on the. reassembl-
ing of Parliament, is thoroughly charac-
teristic of this youthful and buoyant tem-
perament. Age, and” even SOITOW, sit
lightly upen him; he has passed his sixty-
seventh year; and may be said to have
only yesterday cast his garlands of loving
regret upon the coffin of a faithful and
_evoted wife; yet when the summons to
return to his post arrives, he comes down
the aisle of the House with the same fa-
miliar jaunty gait, the same glossiness of
head and almost dandyish faultlessness of
attire, the same pleasant smile for this ad-
herent and good-humored word of chaff
directed at that Liberal chief as of yore.
Perhaps he looks a trifle older, a thought
more quiet; but the Liberal hopes that
Lady Beaconsficld’s death would force
him finally from the arena are instantly
dispelled. As quick as ever to detect a
flaw in the armor of his antagonist he
plunges airily into the fray, losing not a
moment to ‘score a point, and availing
himself with familiar skill of all the weap-
ons he knows so well how to use; and
true to Tory traditions, he sounds a word
of protestation against the Arbitration,
and a note of warlike intonation apropos
of the aggressions of the Muscovite in
the South and East. Mr. Disraeli shows
that he has lost none of old sprightly
vigor, his cool pugnacity, his power of
cutting epigram, his shrewd tactics as a
party leader; bowed to the earth by a
great grief, he seems to have bounded up
again, endowed, Antwus-like, with re-
doubled strength.

Even the prospect of losing the fair
domain whose hospitalities he has so
many years been proud to dispense, whi-
ther he retired eagerly for rest and recrea-
tion, when wearied with Parliamentary
strife, and around whose noble halls and
broad and beautiful expanse the memories
of a long and unclouded wedded life lin-
ger in every copse and nook, do not dam-
pen .the jaunty statesman’s zeal, nor
¢ gtale his infinite variety.” A London
correspondent gives the information that
Hughenden Manor was vested in Lady
Beaconsfleld as a life estate only, and
now passes into the hands of strange
heirs; and the ex-Prime Minister must
provide himself with another country-
house. So identified by every asso-
ciation and incident are the names
of Disraeli and Hughenden, that
their separation can only be witnessed
with regret. Hughenden has been the
ex-Premier’s peculiar pride and comfort;
there has been assembled colleagues and
confidants in busy conference; on those
lawns he has disported himself, unbend-

ing in casy familiarity with an attached |

Opening of the Lezislature of Mani=
toba.

Forr GARRY, Feb. 6.

His Excellency Gov. Morris opened the
Legislatare to-day. = A large concourse of
persons welcomed "him very cordially.
The streets were decorated with flags, a
band of music and a guard of honor were
in attendance. The artillery flred a sa-
lute.

In the Speech from the Throne, His
Excellency congratulated the house on the
prosperity of the Province and on what
the Dominion Government had already
done towards throwing the country open
to emigration. He expressed the hope that

the influx of the population would con-

tinue,
introduced for the establishment of a
muuicipal systein in the province, of the
new electoral divisions, so as to admit
the franchise of persons living in the new
settlements, and to-amend and revise the
election law, the procedure of the County
Courts, Schools, and vital statistics and
other subjects. He expressed his satis-
faction that the leading question and all
the matters connected therewith were
rapidly approaching a satisfactory settle-
ment. He congratulated the people on
the prospect of obtaining railway
copnection withthe other provinces-and
the Pacific, o necessary to the progress
of the Province. In conclusion he said :—
«T have confidence in the brilliant future
which is before us, and in which two
great races who have colonized this coun-
try will unite “harmoniously together to
insure the progress and prosperity of the
community. In dismissing you to your
labors, :the meost earnest desire of my
heart is that wisdom will bé given you so
to direct your deliberations as best to
contribute to these ends, to the highest
welfare of this portion of that great Em-
pire of which we have the privilege to
form a part.”

The speech gave great satisfaction to
all classes of the community.

A Domestic Snarl.

A domestic drama of the tragical-comi-
cal'sort is now on the social boards at
the quiet town of Chester, Pa. The de-
nouement of the drama cannot be said to
have been reached as yet, but if the de-
claration of one of theleading actors can
be relied upon it promises to partake
more of tragedy than comedy. Thesplot
is briefly as follows: Geo. Whalley was
once a wealthy planter and slaveowner in
Maryland:  The emancipation proclama-
tion interfered with his business, and
being crippled in fortane, he invested his
all in a ship and went to sea. Misfortune
overtook him here also, and after mach
toil and tribulation he betook himself to
Chester and let himself as a machinist
at $9 a week. During his sojourn here
he met Miss Rebecca Taylor, who is de-
scribed as a beautiful young lady belong-
ing to a wealthy family of Chester.
Whalley wooed and won her, and after
an acquaintance of a week and a day’s
duration they were married, without the
knowledge or previous consent of their
parents. On returning home, the parents
of the young lady were greatly incensed
at what their only daughter had done,
and forbade Whalley’s entering the house.
This unhappy transaction opened the
young lady’s eyes, and upon investigation
it was found that Whalley had grossly
deceived her, having told her that he was
rich and abundantly able to support her
luxfiriously, when really he was poor and
receiving a salary of only $9 a week. The
young lady was soon brought around to
her parents’ way of thinking, and her
husband was shown the door. ‘Whalley
bides his time, however, and declares
that he has lawfully wedded the young
lady and that he shall assert his au-
thority.

Murdering a Brde.

The dark deed of blood recently com-
mitted in Fayette county, West Virginia,
by which Mrs. Potter met her death, was
one of the most terrible tragedies that-
ever took place in that vicinity. It ap-
pears that the lady whose name before
her marriage was Neal, was engaged to
be married to Mr. Potter, a very respect-
able and industrious man, and the day
for the wedding was set. The marriage
was celebrated with the usual festivities,
and the bride and bridegroom were load-
ed down with kindness and at-
tention. They had scarcely retired for the
night when they were disturbed by hideous
noises from without. It.was found that
the supposed serenaders numbered eight
persons, so disguised, however, that they
could not be recognized. The bride, sup-
posing that the intentions of the company
were friendly, went to invite them in to
partake of some refreshments. As soon
as she had opened the door, however,
thare came a volley fired from four guns.
Oxfe of the balls was lodged in the centre
of her brain and she fell upon the floor
with a shriek. After suffering the most
intense agony fora short time the newly-
wedded bride expired. The villains who
perpetrated the barbarous outrage dis-
appeared in the darkness, but were sub-
sequently arrested, and are now lodged
in jail to await trial for their crime.

The Ravages of Famine Fever.

Great preparations are being taken by
the sanitary and other authorities in Eng-
land against the further spread of the
famine fever, the ravages of which among
the poorer classes have already been de-
seribed. The reappearance of the disease
in the southern district of London has
been followed by its appearance in Man-
chester and other densely populated cities,
and alarm is expressed at its progress.

The symptoms have been discovered to
be exactly similarito those of the relaps-
ing fever, and the 'medical officers of the
local Government Board express the opi-
nion that that is the real name of the so-
called famine fever. The patient becomes
suddenly ill with shiverings, headache,
heat of the skin and prostration, and af-

| ter from five to seven days the symptoms

abruptly cease. For a week the patient
feels well, and then a relapse takes
place, with a sudden paroxysm of
fever similar to the first. The want
of proper food and bad sanitary
conditions play an important part in as-
sisting the spread of the disease, and as
it is mostly confined to the poorer classes
it is urged that everything practicable
should be done by the sanitary authori-
ties, especially in the poorer districts, to
promote the cleanliness of dwellings and
their surroundings. Attention has also
been called to the powers which the sani-
tary authorities possess, for the convey-
ance of sick persons to and from hospi-
tal, the scparation of the sick from the
healthy, and for purposes of disinfection,
all of which are to he carcfully attended
to.

It was not enough that he had
a partisan support. He had no wish to
remain on the throne as the King of a
party. He, therefore, announced his “ab-
dication on behalf of himself and his
heirs. :

The vote was taken on the question of
accepting, without discussion, the abdi-
cation of Amadeus. It was accepted
unanimously.
