Our custom is to leave the calf with 
the cow for the first one or two days 
after it is born. In this way it gets- 
properly started with the colostrum or 
first milk given by the cow. After 
two days the cow may be tied up in’ 
the stanchion and the calf taught to • 
drink from the pail. It is extremely 
important that the calf should not be 
overfed at this time, and that care is 
taken to prevent scours. When in- 
digestion with resultant scours is set 
up, the calf fails to make growth and may be permanently injured for life. 
Feeders tell us that a calf that has 
had a bad case of scours will often 
carry a weak digestive system all its 
life and will be inclined to scour when-| 
ever fed a liberal ration. When the 
calf is taught to drink from the pail 
the milk should be sweet, clean and 
warm and moderate in quantity. At- 
tention to these details will practically : 
insure success unless the calf was born 
prematurely and weak. Two or four 
quarts of new milk per day is enough 
for a start. The amount given will 
depend on the size of the calf. Watch 
the calf when drinking and be sure 
she is not given eonugh to make her 
sides stick out like a baloom. Keep 
her on the hungry side. New milk 
may be fed for 10 to 15 days and then 
a gradual shift made to skim milk. 
When one month old she should be 
drinking skim milk and eating grain 
and hay. Feed from four to six quarts, 
of skim milk daily in two feeds and by! 
the time the calf is three months old 
the milk may be increased to as much 
as 8 or 10 quarts per day.
