‘Winnipeg, May 11.—8ir Charles Tup-
per was so anxious to get back to
Ottawa, where a number of offices are
to be parceled out, that he started
on Sunday afternoomn. A few perscaal
friends saw him ,off. Grossly exagger-
ated reports of his reception here have
been telegraphed to eastern high-tax
journals. Nothing could be further
from the truth than to say that there
was what might be called an outburst
of popular enthusiasm at the depot
on the arrival of Sir Charles. It was
with great difficulty that a stranger
to Winnipeg, Mr. W. W. McDonald,
ex-M.P., of Assiniboia, could raise a
cheer for the Premier, notwithstanding
that thousands of people had congre-
gated for the purpose of gratifying
curiosity and looking at the man. The
statement that there were 5,000 people
walking in the procession in the mid-
dle of the street is simply a plain false-
hood. There were not a dozen people,
nor half a dozen, in the procession as
it moved past the postoffice, less than
five-eighths of a mile from the depot
and en route to the Manitoba Hotel.

Mr. R. J. Whitelaw, a leading mer-
chant, who, up till lately was an ar-
dent Conservative, says: “I must warn
people at a distance not to augur suc-
cess from reports (highly colored in
most cases) of enthusiasm over Sir
Charles Tupper’s reception in this city.
It is not the ncisy, excitable element
on the surface from which Conserva-
tive candidates in Manitoba have most
to fear. The feeling against our Ot-

Hobbs expressed his grateful appreci-
ation of the kindness shown him by
Dr. Bucke, and to Drs. Meek, Moore,
Ececles and Stevenson for valuable
assistance rendered from time to time
in the operations.

In his 28th annual report, Dr. Bucke,
in presenting a report of the surgi-
cal gynecology, writes: ‘I desire to
say in this connection that Dr. Hobbs,
of the Asylum staff, deserves what-
ever credit is due for the performance
of this work. Though the rest of the
staff are deeply interested in it, and
are always willing and even anxjous
to assist, it was he who initiated it,
and who has so far carried it out.”

Appeal for frmenia

Issued to the Charitable People
of Liondon.

Collections Asked For-Need of Help
Emphasized.

To the Editor of the “Advertiser”:

Dear, &ir,—Will you allow me, as
representing the Women’'s Council of
London, to say a few words about
the needs of Armenia, and to ask the
women of London and the vicinity
for their help.

While it is quite true that through
the various channels offered, church-
es, societies and individuals have giv-
en largely and generously, there is
still great need for more assistance.
Hundreds and thousands of destitute
people in that unhappy country are
looking longingly to civilized nations
for practical help.

The Review of Reviews for April
gave an interesting account of the
manner in which the funds were ap-
plied. Bakeries were instituted which
gave out 3,750 loaves a day to 500
tamilies. Clothing was also made by
women paid for their services, and
200 sewed garments given out every
day. Miss Grace Kimball is in charge
of the distribution of moneys. Further
information may be had through the
pamphlets and slips issued by the
Armenia Information Bureau, 3 Arun-
del street, Strand, London, England,
where Rev. Canon Scott Molland re-
ceives subscriptions and gives in-
formation. It has been suggested that
an appeal should be made to the wo-
men of this free, happy, protected
country in behalf of those noble wo-
men of Armenia, who are not only
dying, but wundergoing tortures of
mind and body tco terrible for repeti-
tion, rather than abjure Christ and
embrace the Moslem religion.

In order that every one might give
something, it has been decided to ask
only for 5 cents from each person.
The Women’s Council of Halifax has
raised $3,300 in a similar way, the
contributions ranging from 5 cents to
$200. We ask women of every creed,
race and party to help in this effort
for the sake of God and one common
womanhood. Let us
golden rule, and exert ourselves
this matter. Exertion is all we need.
People are willing to give if some

one asks them, and such a small sum ; =

will not be a heavy drain
one’s purse. We ask that every
phase of women’s work and life
should interest itself in asking for
this amount. Could not 5 cents sub-
scription be taken up in societies of
all sorts—shops, factories, schools, as
well as among people of leisure? La-
dies in small towns and villages will
perhaps interest themselves in this
movement and help us too. London
women have kind hearts, which must
often have been touched by the oft-
told tale of Armenian sufferings. Will
they not now let those sympathetic
thoughts blossom into further acts of
beneficence, when they contrast their
own safety with the sorrows of these
heroic sisters? By and bye, when
these matters have fallen into a right
perspective, we shall be very sorry if
we have not each done our part in
helping those in such dire distress.

NEW GOVERNMENT REGULA-

TIONS.

Toronto, Ont., May 11.—From in-
quiry at the Union station with re-
gard to the new bicycle regulations,
which come in force on May 18 on all
Canadian railways, except the Inter-
colonial, it is learned that all bicycles
are to be charged at the same rate
as for 50 pounds of excess baggage.
They are to be checked only when
passengers accompany them and pre-
sent their tickets. On the same day
a new rule comes into operation as
to the storage of baggage. Instead
of 10 cents per week, there will be no
charge for 24 hours; for the second a
fee of 25¢ will be charged, and for
each additional 24 hours afterwards

THE TALX OF THE HOUR.

London, NMay 10.—The South African
troubles are the talk of the hour. Mr.
Joseph Chamberlain’s announcement
that no committee of inquiry into the
affairs of the British Chartered South
Africa Company would be approved
until after Dr. Jameson’s trial, which
cannot be proceeded with until June
11, and that Cecil Rhodes, in the mean-
while, is to be allowed to retain his
position as co-administrator of the
eompany’s territory, and as a director
of that -organization, have caused
great disappointment among the mass
of Englishmen and others who bave
experienced a feeling of shame and
humiliation at the recent developments
et Pretoria. Mr. Chamberlain, it is
well known, yielded to the Ppressure
brought to bear upon him by friends
of the ecompany, who are influential
socially and politically, and it seems
evident that the Government has de-
cided to shield Cecil Rhodes. Thus,
looming darkly in the distance is
A SCANDAL THAT MAY WRECK

A MINISTRY.

Mr. Chamberlain’s speech generally
left the situation untouched. The com-
pany, the opponents of which steadily
demand the revocation its charter,
loses nothing. Mr. Rhodes is not de-
spoiled of his authority, and is not re-
called from Rhodesia; and the British
high commissioner in South Africa,
Sir Hercules Robinson, Governor £
Cape Colony, comes to England, not
to be deprived of his official oosition,
as has been intimated, but only to
eonfer with the members of the Gov-
ernment here regarding President
Kuger's refusal to accept Mr. Cham-
berlain’s invitation to visit London to
discuss matters wpertaining to the
Transvaal.

HARCOURT’'S ONSLAUGHT.

S8ir William Harcourt has been sup-
posed to be a friend of Cecil Rhodes,
but not even Mr. Labouchere could
have spoken more vigorously of the
“Reform” agitation, conducted, wire-
pulled and financed from the office of
the Chartered Company at Cape Town,
and backed by the resources of the De
Beers and other companies at Johan-
nesburg. This speech was a merciless
onslaught upon the methods of stock-
jobbing imperialism disclosed by the
cipher dispatches, But Chamberlain
made no attempt to break the force
of Sir William’s powerful invective,
contenting himself with lamentinz the
deplorable results of the Jameson raid,
&nd deprecating premature judgment
svhen all the facts were not Kknown.
The cipher dispatches have made it
impracticable for Mr. Chamberlain or
any other Minister to defend Rhodes
or to deny the pertinence of President
Kruger's plea that the charter of the
British South Africa Company should
be revoked. Rhodes may fight the
Matabeles every day for a week, but
victories over savages will not alter
the impression abroad that the Jame-
son expedition was a stock-jobbing
raid. Mr. Chamberlain himself has
no other resources than what is call-
ed a waiting policy, while Kruger has
cynically expressed his sympathy for
him.

THE BOERS’ DEMANDS.

The Boers demand the entire inde-
pendence of their territory, and they
mean to obtain it. Mr. Chamberlain’s
declaration that Great Britain does
not desire to interfere with the inter-
national affairs of the South African
Republic is mere verbal fencing, and
will in no wise ward off the Boer
movement for absolute freedom from
British control, international or ex-
ternal. A section of the Ministers,
including Mr. Chamberlain, whose
amour propre has been hurt, in that
the Boer President has outwitted him
in diplomacy, desires that active meas-
ures should be taken to assert Qreat
Britain’s alleged rights in the Trans-
vaal, but in the meantime they coin-
cide in the opinion that it will be best
for the Government to lie low and
await some aggression on the omart of
the Boers that will justify the send-
ing of an ultimatum involving war.

POSSIBILITY OF WAR.

The Leading Conservative in Hali-
fax Joins Laurier.

A Manly Speech on Renouncing His
Former Party,

He Found That the High Tax Policy Has
Bred Corruption and Robbery.

Halifax, N. 8., May 11.—A striking
feature of the big Liberal demonstra-
tion the other night was the presence
of a large number of gentlemen whose
sympathies had hitherto been with the
Conservative party. Indeed, the chair-
man of the meeting was no less a per-
son than Mr, J. A, Chipman, one of
our leading merchants and manufac-
turers, and a gentleman who has
hitherto been not only a member of
the Conservative party, but one of its
leading workers. For many years Mr.
Chipman has fought for the Conserva-
tive party, and in every contest Ris
voice has been heard and his best en-
deavors used in behalf of that party.
On Thursday night he not only coun-
tenanced the meeting by his presence,
but acted in the capacity of chairman,
and delivered a speech setting” forth
his reasons for joining the Liberal
forces, which was elogquent and con-
vincing, and which was received with

reat applause.

In assuming the responsibilities of
presiding at the unanimous call of the
meeting, Mr. Chipman said it was in-
cumbent upon him to make some per-
sonal observations before calling on the
speakers of the evening, ‘“As you are
aware,” said Mr. Chipman, “I have
been a life-long Conservative, and al-
though my friend the Senator is pleas-
ed to refer to this occasion as the bap-
tism of my conversion, I may say that
I am not the convert of a night, but
that I have for years past revglved
this question in my mind; the policy
and the statesmanship by which we
are governed. During the past ten
yvears I have revolved the qusstion in
my mind: Are we on the road to pros-
perity or are we going backward? On
all previous elections I gave a full sup-
port to the Conservative party. At the
lagt election I was somewhat retiring.

| However, on that occasion 1 took up

my old interest in the party, but not
with the same hopefulness as on pre-
vious occasions. I had compared the
present policy of Canada with the
policy of Great Britain and also that
of the United States. While I could
see no limit to the prosperity of the
great mother country under her sys-
tem, I detected signs of decay in the
institutions across the border under a
‘protective’ system.

“The last occasion on which I spoke
in the interests of the Conservative
panty was at a meeting at Jeddore,
and the Hon. Mr. Fielding, who was
present, may recall the remark I made
on that occasion. I then said that un-
less there were remedial measures. ap-
plied to the flrscal policy of the Gov-
ernment, it would be the last time I
would speak in their defense. I watch-
ed with no small degree of anxioty
the developments of that policy, and
when Mr. Foster brought down his
reform tariff I said: ‘Now is the op-
portunity of the Conservative Govern-
ment,” the Conservative leader having
in 1878 started out with the pronounced
utterance that the National Policy was
to give an incidental protection to in-
fant industries. Wien he had finished
his budget and reformed his tariff, I
went to the exponents of that tariff
in this city, when I soon learned that
the combines had their hands g0 firmly
upon it as to make reform impossible,
(Applause.) It was then I felit I could
no longer follow in the tracks of the
Conservative party. Of course, there
are little things to be met in making
a break of this kind. I had to meet
the name of ‘the third party,” and
found it somewhat difficult to sever
entirely from the party I had been at-
tached to for so many years. But I
felt with a number of sober-minded
Conservatives that that policy was
leading to a policy of corruption, that
it was robbing the masses to enrich
the few. It is true of Canada as it is
true of the United States, that a man
who forsakes his party is a marked
man. This is unlike Great Britain,
where, when a Government does not do
right, the people turn them out. Here,
hov man seems to be under an
obligation to adhere to varty—to sup-
port it in its corruption. T might have
remained in the retired vposgition of a
man who would sit stiil and watch the
battle, but the affairs of the last ses-
sion of Parliament finished what had
been begun. When I saw the great
autocrat of the people, almost a resur-
rection from the dead, spring upon
the platform, seize the coercion bill and
undertake by fair means or foul to
force it upon the people of Manitoba,
I decided not to sit still. He tried to
this measure on the »eonle in
the face of and against the protesta-
tions of the greatest patriot Canada
ever saw, the Hon. Wilfrid Laurier,
(Cheers.) Mr. Laurier distinguished
himself for the honcrable and able
manner in which he handled this great
question. HHe was a French Roman
Catholie, who would do all and seek
to de all that was in reason for his
own people.

San Francisco, May 11.—News has

Malayta sav-
ages butchered a whole boat’s crew
of men from the brig Rio Loge at
Rubians, two French and one
erican trader being slaughtered. The
mission on the island had been attack-
ed and the missionaries escaped with
difficulty, going back to Sidney by the
first ship. The murders on the Island
of Manning Straits were followed by
acts of cannibalism. A small trading
schooner owned by a Freach trader
was attacked, and the owner and his
American assistant and eight peace-
ful natives were lured ashore and
beaten to death, and the trading sta-
tion was sacked. TMwo English mis-
sionaries are missing, and it is sup-
posed they were also murdered. The
sigsion on Tounon Island has been
abandoned as the result of the atroci-
ties of the natives.

“Here is an example of an early
attempt at childish apology in difficult
circumstances, where the effect of the
sweet naviete is heightened by the
| oddity of the language. A little girl
lof 5 or so, coming downstairs one
morning at an’ unusually early hour,
apologizes for her presence by saying,
‘I didn’t hedr you call me, so I came
down on my own opinion.’ Hardly
less droll is the attempt at consolation
of a boy of 3 1-2 years. Being re-
proached by the nurse for putting a
big piece in his mouth, he observed
with what looked an admirable for-
getfulness of any risk to himself and
consideration for his over-anxious
guardian, ‘Never mind, Nana, it is
dettin itto’ (getting little).

“A boy of 4 asked to be taken with
his elders to a ball. He was told that
he must first learn to dance. TUpon
this he delivered himself as follows:
‘But I tan dance, and my way is more
difficult than your way. I tan dance
alone, but you have to be holded up.’
This was not smartness, perverted in-
genuity, as some might suppose; it
was a bit ef perfectly natural child-
thought. To the little philosopher there
seemed nothing in the nature of things
to make danters dance in ‘palrs’ ar}d
hold one another in so tight a grip
unless it were to keep one another
from falling.

“Here is another example. A mother
was sitting on the top of a tramcar
between her two boys. An arm stole
| half-involuntarily round each of them;
whereupon one of them, aged 61-2,
| said to her with the privilege of his
| years, ‘Don’t be a coward, -you have
the safest place between us.” The
boy’s logic was identical with that
{of the mite already alluded to, who
gupposed that the claspings of the
dancing coubples were wholly a matter
of mutual support.

Torture of Ghiidren.

A correspondent of the Evening
Post, writing from Palermo, Sicily,
draws an extremely painful and heart-
rending picture of the condition of the
country people of the island wunder
Italian rule. According to this writer
nearly the whole population of Sicily
are at the starving point. They have
been brought to this condition by ex-
cessive taxation, the extortion of ab-
sentee landlords and excessive indus-
trial competition. The suffering and
wretchedness are seen at their worst
in the farming regions and the mining
districts. It would be difficult to pilc-
ture a situation more distressing and
pitiable than that of the peasantry of
these regions. KEven the sufferings of
the Armenians at the hands of Kurd-
ish flends seem scarcely worse than
those which the poor Sicilians are en-
during from cruel landlordism and
gross misgovernment,

In the mining regions a notary of the
place said to an Italian journalist who
had been sent into the country on a
tour of investigation, “Here the people
dfe of hunger. No one can understand
or describe their wretched state. Their
destitution may be seen. But hunger
is telt, and does not speak to others.”
The Parisian lady who has won esteem
in the press under the pen name of
Arvede Barine returned Irom a tour
of observation “with a nightmare of
skeletons, of worn faces, of children,
pale and rickety, that cry ‘1 am hun-
gry!’’” And she adds that it is not
a few suffering from warmnt, such as
might be seen in France itself. It is
whole populations. She asked one day
of a young girl, “What do people do
here for a living?”’ The girl answered,
as if it were a matter of course, “‘Here
people die of hunger!” She was the
bread~winner of the family. All her
labor earned her 3 lire (not quite 60
cents) a month. But the most pitiful
part of the story is that relating the
hardships and sufferings of little chil-
dren in the Sicilian sulphur mines. A
condition of things exists here whicn
cries aloud for redress to the heart
of all humanity. In all the small sul-
phur mines the ore is carried out
through the long steep galleries on
the backs of young boys. They are
sold for the purpose when 8 or 10 years
old, The employer pays from 50 to 300
lire (310 to $60) for these carusi, as
they are called; and they are hence-
forth his until death or the military
service claims them. More than one
of these children, trying to escape
from their intolerable sufferings, have
been deliberately beaten to death by
their owners. The bystanders did not
dream of interfering—"he has the
right!”” If they live, they are pald 10
cents for twelve hours’ labor a day.
1t is saved up for them until the sum
amounts to what was paid for them
to their parents. Then they should be
free, but the day of liberty comes not
in Sicily after many weary years.

We again call the attention of the
Mayor and Corporation of London to
the extreme importance of attending
with promptitude to the preservation
of the magnificent shade trees of the
city. It is only reasonable that those
trees, which are clearly under the
control of the city, should be super-
vised and cared for by the civic au-
thorities. One or more men, properly
instructed by the vcity engineer,
should be at once appointed for each
ward, or sub-division, of the city, and
the work of combatting the borer
should be done quickly and well un-
der the eye of the city engineer or a
properly qualified deputy. The work
might be done on the eco-operative
plan—the city paying for the treat-
ment of trees clearly on the public
highways proper, while eitizens who
have been permitted practically to
take control of the boulevards on the
wider streets 'might . be charged a
merely nominal sum—say 5 cents a
tree—for all trees situated on their
lawns. But that is a small matter
compared with the benefit to be de-
rived from prompt action on the part
of the city authorities, Left to in-
dividual effort, ‘'we again assert, the
work will not be done, and the trees
will be sacrificed. That must not be.

Leading Men Leave the Conservative
Party

-

=
And Declare Their Intention of Suppoﬂ-
ing Hon. Wilfrid Laurier,

Ottawa, May 11.—The defection of
Mr. J. A. Chipman, one of the lead-
ing merchants of Nova Scotia, and
until this election one of the foremost
workers in the Conservative party, is
a serious blow to the Government.
His appearance as chairman of the
big Lipveral meeting in Halifax leaves
no doubt as to where he now stands,
and his speech should be circulated
in every city and county of Canada.
It is the speech of a business man
thoroughly posted in public affairs,
who wished to remain a Conservative,
but who found it impossibleto do S0,
chiefly on account of the trade policy
of the Government.

Ex-Mayor Mulhern, of Cornwall, has
also written to the local press to say
that he has left the Conservative
Party, and given his allegiance to Mr.
Laurier.

NMr. B A McKeown, barrister, of
St. John, N.B., who stumped for the
Congervatives last election, addressed
the Liberal ratification meeting in St.
John on May 6 in favor of the Lib-
eral candidates.

Mr. John F. Forbes, head of the
Forbes Manufacturing Company, of
I;alifax, N. S., hitherto a Conserva-
tive, has joined the army marching
behind Mr. Laurier.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley, Q.C.,, put in
nomination by the Conservatives of
King’s County, N. S., has thrown up
the nomination because he is op-
posed to the policy of the Govern-
ment,

Mr. Calvin, the late Conservative
member for Frontenac in the House
of Commons, would, if he ran again,
refuse the Conservative nomination,
as he 18 entirely opposed to the high
protective tariff and completely dis-
gusted with the policy and conduct
of the Government generally. He has
finally decided to retire from ublic
life, but it is to be hoped that it wiil
not be for long, as Mr. Calvin is a
young man and well fitted to render
g00d service in Parllament. He is of
opinion that the present tariff im-
poses inordinate and unjust burdens
on the people. He 18 in all matters in
practical agreement with Mr. Laur-
ier’'s platform.

Dr. McLennan, the Liberal candi-
date in Inverness, N.S., was the Con-
servative candidate at the general
elections of 1890 for the Nova Scotia
Legislature. Before that he had been
elected and sat as a Conservative
member of that House. He left the
Conservative party, and, upon his de-
claring himself g follower of the Lib-
eral leader at Ottawa, was chosen by
the Liberals to oppose Dr., Cameron,
the Conservative candidate.

The Montreal Shareholder, a finan-
cial and commercial journal, has sup-
ported the Ottawa Government till
recently, but it is now opposed to it.

There are others, such as Mr. How-
ell, Q.C.,, of Winnipeg, and the list
will swell as the contest goes on.

The dissensions within the Consers
vative ranks are as widespread as th;:
defections. In the capital itself, the
party is hopelessly divided. There are
two Conservative associations clash-
ing with each other.
