Since the outbreak twelve cases have 
been treated in the hospital, with two 
more cases reported from West Lon­
don, but they were so far advanced 
that it was not deemed necessary to 
remove them. These two make a total 
of fourteen cases for the city this 
winter.

The outbreak covered a period of 
exactly seventeen weeks, and was a 
most expensive one for the city.

MISS MAUD ALLAN’S 
IDEALS IN DANCINGSHE SEEKS HEALTH 

BY STARVING HERSELF Famous Canadian Dancer, Who 
Originated "Salome," Says

Her Art Is Spontaneous.

At End of Ten Days Although 
She Has Lost Weight Her 

Condition Was Normal.
London, March 21.—To a crowded 

meeting of the O. P. Club, held at the 
Criterion Restaurant, Miss Maud 
Allan, the famous Canadian dancer, 
who originated the modern Salome 
dance, discoursed on the Attainable 
Ideal in Dancing. She has a pleasant 
voice—soft and low—“an excellent 
thing in woman," though not so ex­
cellent in a lecturer.

Whilst seeking advice how best to 
discharge the task she had undertaken 
she said, she was told to explain her 
own attitude towards the subject. “I 
haven’t one,” said Miss Allan. "I have 
not the faintest idea why I dance as 
I do. I have only one axiom to pro­
pound, one text upon which to preach 
my sermon. It is this: Dancing is the 
spontaneous expression of the spirit­
ual state. It has been so since the 
beginning of time, and will continue 
so until time is no more.

“Of course, by dancing I mean na­
tural dancing, not the torturing and 
tortured contortions of schools, not 
the movements evoked by, and which 
seek to give expression to, the imperi­
ous commands of one’s own nature, 
movements which interpret the force, 
and even the philosophy, of our own 
individual emotions. In such move­
ments the body flies to meet the 
thoughts of the soul, and seeks to give 
them interpretation in the insistent 
eloquence of unconsidered gesture.

“What is the corollary? Why, just 
this: If the emotions are impure, the 
dance will be impure; if they are arti- 
ficial, the dance will be artificial; and 
if they are noble and sweet, the dance 
will be noble and sweet beyond all 
powers of description.

A Spontaneous Art.
“Dancing Is not an acquired art," 

Miss Allan declared. “It is a spon­
taneous art; revealing, perhaps, more 
than any other, the temperament of 
the dancer. Without that undefinable 
quality which is called temperament, 
the dance is meaningless. Dancing is 
the spontaneous expression of spirit­
ual state. The dancer’s art is the 
dancer’s life.

“Natural dancing expresses the 
music of which it is a part; it is not 
drilled or compelled by it. The music 
and the dance are one, undivided, in­
separable,

“These conditions throw a tremen­
dous, a terrifying, responsibility upon 
the dancer. She feels that she is in­
terpreting an art, in which the least 
error of tact or taste involves her in 
hopeless and repellant vulgarity. It 
is dreadful to think that dancing may 
be made to illustrate—and perhaps no 
art can illustrate so well—-the lowest 
and the most brutish passions that 
sway humanity. Such things should 
not be mentionable in the same breath 
with natural dancing, which is pri­
marily capable of expressing only 
what is healthful and beautiful.

The Religious Ideal.
“In the dawn of art, dancing was 

purely religious in character. Every­
thing points today to the fact—I am 
reverently proud to find myself in a 
position to say it—that we are return­
ing to the religious ideal, to the Ideal 
of the Greeks. Let us foster the am­
bition; let us once more cultivate the 
beauty of movement, and dedicate the 
results to the service of beauty and of 
truth, which are one.”

So, with the claim that really beau­
tiful dancing is the highest expression 
of civilization, Miss Allan brought her 
address to an end.

SICILIANS AROUSED
At Failure of Police to Run Down the 

Slayers of Petrosino.

Palermo, March 21.—The people of 
Sicily are becoming aroused at what 
they characterize as the inefficiency 
of the police in its efforts to run down 
and arrest the persons who are re­
sponsible for the assassination of 
Joseph Petrosino, head of the Italian 
branch of New York detective service. 
The Giornale di Sicilia today publishes

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A WARNING TO CANADIANS.
Hon. Sydney Fisher, Dominion min­

ister of agriculture, who was one of 
the Canadian representatives at the 
conservation conference in Washing­
ton, informed the Canadian Club of 
Montreal the other day that when the 
next decennial census is taken, in about 
two years hence, the population of Can­
ada will total 8,000,000. He further 
estimated that by 1931 the population 
will have grown to 20,000,000. No man 
is in closer touch with the growth of 
this country than the Minister of Agri­
culture; it is his department which 
has charge of the census and statistics, 
and his opinion on the subject of which 
he speaks should carry weight.

Mr. Fisher was giving an account of 
the Washington conference, and point­
ed out that whether Canada, when Its 
population reaches 20,000,000, is a rich 
and influential country, depends upon 
its conserving Its natural resources

where a married man has acquired 
possession of an annuity he shall be 
allowed, under the restrictions con­
tained In the act, to divide this with 
his wife if he sees fit. If the division 
is made with due regard to the differ­
ence of age between the parties, there 
can be no inconvenience to the state 
or possible risk of loss. Under the act 
such a man would have a certain sum 
at his disposal, and what is now pro­
posed is to allow this sum to be divid­
ed between the husband and wife, the 
husband retaining not less than one- 
half and giving as much of the rest as 
he pleases to his wife. If the hus­
band chooses to divide it the wife be­
comes the absolute possessor of the 
annuity just as if she had purchased it 
in the first place; if she dies first it 
would lapse. That, it is explained, 
would be necessary, more particularly 
as the chances are that the wife would 
be much younger than her husband, 
and would, therefore, be in possession 
of the divided annuity for a consider­
ably longer time. Finally, to meet the 
views of those having no dependents 
upon them, it is proposed to enable 
any parties to contract themselves out 
of the agreement if they wish to do so.

FOR THE "LIVING WAGE."
The Sweated Industries Bill. Intro­

duced In the British House of Com­
mons a few days ago. Is one of the 
most important of the many progres­
sive measures brought forward by the 
present Government. Its object Is to 
provide for the establishment of wages 
boards, with power to fix a minimum 
rate of wages to be paid to workers 
in particular trades. These boards 
will act in districts or areas to be de­
termined by the home office; they will 
be composed of an equal number (not 
more than five or less than three) of 
employers and employed, with an im­
partial chairman appointed by them- 
selves or by the secretary of state; 
they can fix wages either for piece­
work or by time, and where home 
workers are concerned they must fix 
them by piece-work.

This fact has been im­
pressed upon the minister since at­
tending the conference, which, in its 
findings, insists on the stoppage of 
waste on the continent, and a proper 
utilization of natural wealth. The con­
ference was unanimous in the opinion 
that those resources which are neces­
saries of life should be regarded as 
public utilities, that their ownership 
entails specific duties on the puble, 
and that as far as possble effective 
measures should be adopted to guard 
against monopoly. The interest of the 
public at large should be the para­
mount consideration of both private 
and public owners. The duty of man 
to man to man was no greater than 
the duty of one generation to another, 
and it was the duty of the people of to­
day to hand on their heritage in an 
unimpaired condition.

Mr. Fisher realizes that in Canada 
sufficient thought has not been given 
for the future, that the majority of 
Canadians are living for the day, and 
letting the morrow take care of Itself 
He urges the people of this country to 
take warning from the United States 
that the future generations of Canada 
may hot be in the same position as 
their neighbors today. It is true, 
measures- have already been taken in 
some parts of Canada for the preser­
vation of the forests by means of re­
serves and other schemes, but, in Mr. 
Fisher's opinion, there are other things 
in which waste has been proceeding in ; 
connection with national resources. 
"If," sad he, “the present rate" of 
granting free homesteads goes on, 
within the next two decades there will 
be no free homesteads in what is 
called the fertile belt of Canada. Al­
ready the virgin soil on which people 
have been trading, which has enabled 
our wheat production to be so great as 
it is, is losing its richness, and there 
are many of the farms of our west, and 
nearly the whole of our farms of our 
east, of which the fertility has been 
absolutely exhausted, and where up to 
the present time the farmers have 
adopted no new methods to replace it." 
In the opinion of the minister, if Can­
ada is to continue a great food-produc­
ing country, agriculture must adopt re­
forming ideas. The population is 
rapidly increasing, and if the Cana­
dians of the future are to be as pros­
perous as those of today, the re­
sources must be preserved and hus­
banded.

THE ANNUITIES ACT.
The Government at Ottawa might 

well be gratified by the success 
which has already attended the an­
nuities scheme adopted at the last ses­
sion of Parliament.

The superintendent of annuities Is 
daily in receipt of hundreds of letters 
of inquiry. He has received not less 
than $25.000 and expects that money 
will pour in as the act becomes 
better understood by those whom it 
is intended to benefit. Lecturers on 
the scheme report great public inter­
est. It is too soon yet, of course, to 
say how far or to what extent the act 
will be taken advantage of, but Sir 
Richard Cartwright, the author of the 
measure, recently expressed the hope 
that as it becomes better known 
the advantages of it will appeal large­
ly to the public in general. The press 
of the United States has eulogized the 
act, some papers urging the state gov­
ernments to adopt similar legislation.

Of course, in such experimental leg­
islation, defects will manifest them­
selves, but when these are discovered 
the Government will endeavor to find 
remedies.

Retiring From Bench He Attacks 

Present System in England.

A regular 75c cloth. A very special value at ............ ..494•London, March 21.—It was the sar­
casm of a great English judge which 
led in 1857 to the passing of the pres­
ent English divorce law, and it is to­
day the serious advocacy of another 
great judge which promises to lead 
to a further far-reaching reform in 
that law.

Sir Gorell Barnes, who is just retir­
ing from the post of president of the 
divorce court, after a quarter of a 
century’s service, has placed himself 
at the head of the movement for a 
reform of the law which he has had 
so much experience in administering, 
and his denunciation of it, of course, 
has added great weight to the grow­
ing demand for a change.

Divorce in England today is a luxury 
reserved for the rich and moderately 
well-to-do. The poor man or wo­
man who finds that the bonds of mat­
rimony are too heavy to bear cannot 1 
be relieved of them. All the relief 
that is open to persons of this class 
is a police court separation, which does 
not carry with it the right for either 
party to marry again.

It is estimated that the bare costs 
of a suit for divorce in this country 
are $450, unless the suitor receives per­
mission to sue "as a pauper,” in which 
case the fees will amount to about 
$150. It is very difficult, however, to 
secure permission to sue “in forma 
pauperis," and the proceeding Is al­
most unknown in the divorce court. 
The estimate of $450 is for residents of 
London. If the suitor resides in the 
country the expense will be much 
greater, for divorce suits are only tried 
in London, and the suitor must travel 
to London and bring all his witnesses 
there. Thus the average cost of di­
vorce suits in England is $1,000.

Per Cent Is Low.
The effect of this state of the law 

is shown by the fact that the pro­
portion of divorces in England and 
Wales is 2.5 per 1,000 marriages, while 
in Scotland, where divorce is cheaper 
and easier to obtain, the proportion is 
6 per 1,000. In Belgium it is 14.5, in 
Denmark 21.5, in France 23.9, and in 
Austria 24.1. If the separation orders 
granted in England were to be rec­
koned as divorces, however, the pro­
portion of dissolved marriages in Eng­
land and Wales would be 27.9 per thou­
sand.

Before the passage of the present 
law divorce was almost unknown in 
England. Under the old law the hus­
band of an unfaithful wife had to sue 
in the ecclesiastical courts and prove 
her misconduct. Having obtained a 
decree there he must then sue the 
adulterer in the civil courts for dam­
ages, and having succeeded there, he 
was entitled to apply to the House 
of Lords for leave to prove his case 
again, and, having done so, for the 
passage of an act of Parliament an­
nulling his marriage.

SOUL MATÉS’ NEW CULT

North Bay, March 21.— “On to Gow- 
ganda!" The magic talisman, which 
has lured so many people from com­
fortable homes to brave the hardships 
and discomforts of pioneer life in the 
frozen northland, has lost none of its 
potency.

The writer visited the base of sup­
plies for the new camps at Charlton in 
search of copy on Saturday. On the 
train from North Bay the sole topic of 
conversation among the passengers was 
"Gowganda," but many of the travel­
lers were going to visit Cobalt first be­
fore taking the trail for the new camps. 
At Englehart the comfortable Pullmans 
were left, and hot dinners were wait­
ing the hungry at the station restaur­
ant all ready to sit down to. Arriving 
at Charlton the passengers were be- 
sieged by a howling mob of fur-coated 
teamsters calling out. "This way to Elk 
Lake and Gowganda!” The scene re­
sembled a circus, with the number of 
teams and men crowding the limited 
area around the station site, where 
the station is housed in a passenger 
car, with the waiting room in another, 
and the freight shed in a box car. 
About 25 passenger sleighs were soon 
filled with their quota of men, women 
and children, even babies in arms being 
conspicuous in the start on the long 
sleigh journey over the forest trails. 
Passengers and baggage packed away, 
the whips cracked, and away went the 
procession down the hill and through 
the town to the opening in the bush, 
which marked the beginning of the 
winter road.

Had a Dog Team.
An Interesting feature of the start 

was four young men in their teens who 
had brought a toboggan, loaded with 
supplies and four sleigh dogs. The 
huskies were soon in the harness, and 
away they went yelping down the hill.

England and Russia Said To Be 

in Conference Over Division 

of Territory.

London, March 21.—Ever since King 
Edward told Parliament, in his address 
at the opening of the spring session, 
that in spite or the fact of England’s 
unwillingness to intervene in Persian 
affairs, England and Russia were “ex­
changing views,” the lobbies of the 
two Houses have buzzed with specula­
tion concerning the time Russia may 
be expected to make a “grab” at the 
Shah’s country.

During all the months that Foreign 
Minister Grey has been assuring Par­
liament of his absolute reliance on 
‘fair play” from Russia, the law­
makers have supposed there was a 
definite Anglo-Russian agreement es­
pecially to prevent the two nations 
from "intervening on the pretext of 
safeguarding their Interests.”

The King’s hint at intervention is 
considered too plain, however, to be 
misunderstood and the statement that 
"views" are being “exchanged" is in­
terpreted as meaning that the original 
agreement has been discarded as ob­
solete and useless. Considering that 
everyone knows Russia accepted Eng­
land as a Persian partner only be­
cause the Czar couldn’t help himself 
and that England is known to have 
forced itself into the alliance only as 
a means of having a hand in any 
"grabbing” that might be done, the 
general surmise is that his majesty 
wanted to prepare the legislators’ 
minds for a sudden shake-up.

What most people think is that Rus­
sia, after repeatedly working the 
Persian situation up to a point where 
the “grab” could be effected osten­
sibly as a necessary proceeding for 
the "preservation of order” and then 
being held back by England, lost its 
patience and insisted on some kind 
of a readjustment of the agreement— 
perhaps even a division of the plun­
der—and that this readjustment is now 
being negotiated.

The commonest guess is that Eng­
land wants to join Russia in forcing 
a Parliament on the Shah which the 
Anglo-Russia alliance can manage. 
The surmise Is based on the King’s 

remark that “some practical form of 
representative Government" seems ab­
solutely necessary—“practical” being 
construed to mean the kind of "rep- 
presentative Government” that can be 
effectively "managed," like the Rus­
sian Duma.

But it is doubted if Russia cares to 
divide authority with England. The 
popular theory in Parliament is that 
the Czar intends to throw the British 
over altogether if he can, and do his 
ruling probably through the Czar. 
The latter makes no secret of the 
fact that he considers Russia his 
friend and England’s lawmakers gen­
erally believe him quite right, to the 
extent, at least, of keeping him on 
the throne so long as he continues 
amenable to Muscovite discipline.

His disrespect of all Anglo-Russian 
suggestions for reform are freely at­
tributed to "inside" orders from St. 
Petersburg to pay no attention to 
them so long as England persists in 
interfering with the situation. For if 
the Czar really wanted him to change 
his policy, the British legislators ask, 
Is It likely that he would continue to 
protect him in his defiance with the 
staff of Russian army officers who 
alone stand between him and revolu­
tion?

The vagueness of the King’s refer­
ences is deemed highly suggestive of 
a much more serious situation than 
he cared to discuss in detail, which 
considerably increases the lawmakers’ 
nervousness. Several members have 
done their best to extract fuller in­
formation from Foreign Minister Grey, 
but to all their questions from the 
floor of the House, only evasive an­
swers have been returned.

Crowds at Charlton.
The hotels in Charlton are crowded, 

and accommodation is scarce and un­
inviting. About forty passenger sleighs 
ply out of Charlton, carrying an aver­
age of 250 passengers per day, 125 each 
way. for there are about as many com­
ing out as going in these days.

The food supply for the new camps 
is a great problem, and causing con­
siderable anxiety, the report coming 
out Saturday that the supply was only 
two days ahead. Between the break­
ing up of the winter roads and the 
opening of navigation, an interval of 
from four to six weeks will ensue, 
when Elk Lake and Gowganda will be 
shut off from the outside world, and as 
the population is very large, estimates 
ranging from 10,000 to 30,000, it can 
easily be seen that the line of com­
munication will have to be kept open 
ps long as possible, and extraordinary 
efforts put forth to rush in supplies. 
That the officials of the Government 
railway fully realize the acuteness of 
the situation was evident from a sur­
vey of the freight department. Long 
lines of freight cars fill the sidings at 
Charlton, and the work of unloading 
never ceases, except on Sundays. With 
no freight shed and facilities totally 
inadequate, it was surprising to note 
the utter absence of confusion which 
prevailed at the busy scene, but in the 
crowd of teams and teamsters, silent 
Italians tugging at heavy boxes and 
bales of hay, voluble Irishmen, canny 
Scots, and lusty Englishmen, several 
men were soon distinguished as the 
mainsprings of a rough and ready sys­
tem which prevented congestion.Closer 
scrutiny revealed Supt. J. H. Black, 
with a week's beard, and apparel suit­
ed to his surroundings; W. D. Cunney- 
worth, general passenger and freight 
agent; and the ever-popular George 
Lee, general agent, all busy directing 
operations, with an absolute indiffer­
ence to their personal appearance. The 
offer of the railway to transport teams 
to Charlton from North Bay free of 
charge resulted in 174 horses being sent 
to the scene last week, with many more 
en route. Five hundred teams are now 
In commission between Charlton and 
Gowganda, with plenty of work for 
all, and prices for freighting constantly 
advancing.

Carried 1,605 Tons.
One hundred and sixty-two teams 

were sent away with loads Tuesday, 
and from Feb. 26 to March 5 cars un­
loaded 1,605 tons of freight. A great 
deal of lumber is going in, and a com­
plete outfit of sawmill machinery 
passed over the trail to Elk Lake, 
shipped by A. P. Dunbar, of Halley- 
bury.

Registered letters go "dead” as well 
as the ordinary two-centers, nor is it 
always possible to discover the send­
er, though this is comparatively easy 
when they originate in country of­
fices, where the postmaster's local 
knowledge may be drawn upon.

Two hundred registered letters are 
returned to England monthly, a mute 
testimony to the number of remittance 
men in the country and their some­
what migratory habits.

Many Parcels Astray.
When "Yours, Jack," writes to “Dear 

Mollie” and doesn’t put his address at 
the head of his letter, there is little 
chance of its being returned to him 
if it falls into the hands of the dead- 
letter office. So generally do corre­
spondents neglect to incorporate their 
full names and addresses in their 
epistles that 40 per cent of the 65,000 
letters which come to the offices year­
ly for better address cannot be de­
livered to the addressee or returned to 
the sender. With parcels the percent­
age is even larger. Many sent by Can­
adians to United States points are re­
fused when the addressee finds there 
is duty to be paid. These seldom con­
tain any indication of their origin, and 
the dead-letter office auctions off huge 
batches of them yearly.

Many Letters Go Back.
Half a dozen branch offices, one of 

which is at Toronto, do most of the 
dead-letter work for their respective 
districts, so far as letters are con­
cerned, thus obviating unnecessary de­
lay in returning “astray” epistles. 
Seven “local” offices dispose of pack­
ets, newspapers, and circulars. Duns 
and accounts are never redirected. The 
Government is not a collecting agency.

Foreign mail, however, is all dealt 
with at Ottawa. Batches of dead-let­
ters mailed in Canada, to foreign coun­
tries are returned to the main office 
here weekly and monthly. It, in turn,

SECURITY,The percentage of viciously-minded 
persons may of course be comparative­
ly small, but there seems no limit to 
the public carelessness. Sixty-five 
thousand letters come yearly to the 
dead letter offices, main and branch, 
for better address. They do not in­
clude, to any extent, the purposely- 
puzled missive, which has been a fad 
in the old country. Canadians do not 
put hieroglyphics on their mail mat­
ter merely to see if it will be delivered 
to the right address. They do, how­
ever, forget every portion of the ad­
dress conceivable, sometimes all of it. 
Many times there is a street address I 
without the name of any city to fol­
low it.

Railway construction is a source of 
real trouble to the postal authorities. 
With hundreds of miles of road being 
laid, and camps strung along them at 
Intervals, the delivery of mail is a 
problem, and the skill of the dead 
letter office is often called into play. 
Comes, for instance, a letter to Jack 
Somebody-or-other at Camp No. 3, 
Coty Creek. Coty Creek is not a post- 
office, and the dead letter experts 
consult one of the Government sur­
veyors, Jack probably gets his let­
ters after some delay.

Real Treasure Sacks,
In the vaults at the dead letter of­

fice there is a row of bags which rep­
resent real wealth to anyone who 
could prove claim to their contents. 
As a matter of fact, however, the let­
ters which they contain are the prop­
erty of thousands of people, and the 
individual inclosures were not for 
large amounts.

I have the place picked 
out in this country and can promote 
the deal. I will not make the place 
public just now, but will say it is a 
western city, and I have the assurance 
that the championship can be success­
fully brought off without interference. 
I would much rather have the two 
men meet in London, where I might 
have better police protection, but if 
they want to fight in their own coun­
try the opportunity is at hand."

This statement was made this af­
ternoon by Hugh D. McIntosh, pro­
moter of the Burns-Johnson world’s 
championship contest at Sydney, Aus­
tralia. McIntosh brought with him 
the moving pictures of this fight.

Johnson Best.
McIntosh is enthusiastic over the 

prospect of bringing the two heavy- 
weights together. He says there is 
no question that Jeffries intends to 
meet Johnson eventually. He says, 
however, that Jeffries told him when 
the two met in New York that his 
offer of a $50,000 purse was merely a 
"piker’s offer" and that he would not 
accept it.

McIntosh says he regards Jack 
Johnson as the greatest fighter the 
pugilistic world ever saw and says 
Burns never had a “look in."

“As to the offer of $50,000 to the two 
men, they can split it any way they 
see fit," he said. “It matters not to 
me. There is no string to my offer. 
Many of these American offers of 
$100,000 and more are simply air bub­
bles. I would not give a blooming bob 
over $50,000, and do not believe any 
other sane man would offer more than 
that amount.

Ketchel’s Bad Blow.
"Johnson’s fight with Ketchel is a 

foolish move on his part, for Ketchel 
possesses a blow which I am told 
would fell an ox if it lands. Just 
before the Johnson-Burns go I had a 
hard time to keep Burns from fight­
ing Ketchel. He was anxious to get 
the American into a ring and I had 
difficulty to get him to abandon his 
scheme and accept a $30,000 purse for 
a fight with Johnson."

Willus Britt, Ketchel’s manager, ac­
companied by Battling Nelson, is ex­
pected in Chicago tomorrow to con­
clude arrangemnts for the Ketchel- 
Johnson fight. When Britt returns to 
New York Tuesday he expects to be 
able to announce where the bout will 
take place.

Philadelphia, March 22.—Tommy 
O’Toole, the local featherweight, made 
short work of Joe Bowker, the much- 
touted British crack, before the Na­
tional A. C. here tonight, sending him 
down and out for the count in the sec­
ond round of what was scheduled to 
be a six-round fight.

Paris, March 21. — On the verge of 
a famine, and cut off frim the rest of 
the outside world, Paris tonight took 
on new life when it was officially an­
nounced that the great strike of the 
employees of the postoffice department 
was practically ended.

Tonight the strike committee decid­
ed to call off the employees. Work will 
be resumed tomorrow.

For two days Paris and France have 
been practically isolated from the rest 
of Europe. Many English and Ameri­
can visitors at southern resorts have 
failed to receive their customary re­
mittances and have been reduced to 
want.

King Edward, who is at Biarritz, 
had not received a single letter or tel­
egram since Tuesday.

The lack of food in the capital, an 
outcome of the impossibility of for­
warding payments, was felt today, and 
provision dealers declare that if there 
was no improvement in the city in a 
few days they would be confronted 
with famine conditions.

The losses to business houses are 
variously estimated at from $800,000 
to $1,200,000.

This afternoon representatives of the 
linemen called on M. Barthou, minis­
ter of public works, ostensibly for the 
purpose of protesting against the 
charges that they had cut the wires, 
but during the course of the interview 
they communicated to the minister the 
terms on which the allied associations 
collectively would resume work. These 
were: 1. The resignation of M. Simyan, 
under secretary of posts and tele­
graphs. 2. That no employe should be 
dismissed on account of the strike.

M. Barthou said that the Govern­
ment could not discuss the resignation 
of an official except with Parliament, 
but he practically gave the delegation 
the satisfaction they demanded on 
other points, explaining to them, how- 
ever, that the Government had not yet 
exercised its right of dismissal.

At the conclusion of the interviews 
with the ministers the strke commit­
tee met and decided upon the resump­
tion of work tomorrow.

Official Word Has Been Received 

From Ottawa —Cattle Disease

Stamped Out.
PETERS-LONDON.KIDNAPPERS HEADING THIS WAYNew York, March 21.—The German 

steamer Hamburg, on which ex-Presi­
dent Roosevelt and his hunting party 
are to make the first leg of their trip 
to the heart of Africa, arrived in the 
harbor last night, and will dock at 
Hoboken. Though the steamer is to 
leave for Naples next Thursday at 11 
a.m., arrangements have been made 
to give the quarters reserved for the 
distinguished hunter and his compan­
ions a thorough overhauling, so that 
nothing that may conduce to their 
comfort will be overlooked.

The Roosevelt party will have ac- 
commodations on the upper promen­
ade deck of the Hamburg, Mr. Roose- 
velt occupying what is known as the 
Emperor’s suite. This apartment 
which was used by Emperor William 
of Germany on two of his trips, con­
sists of parlor, bedroom and bath, fur­
nished in regal style. It is provided 
with every convenience and luxury. 
Mr. Roosevelt’s fellow hunters, in­
cluding his son, Kermit, Major E. A. 
Mearns, E. Heller and J. A. Loring, 
will occupy chambers de luxe adja­
cent to the ex-president’s.

Mr. Roosevelt's liking for exercise 
will be gratified during the twelve 
days’ voyage to Naples. The extensive 
promenade deck space of the Ham­
burg offers opportunity for long 
walks in the open alr, while a well- 
equipped gymnasium, including as it 
does weight lifting and massage ma­
chines, dumbbells, Indian clubs and 
electrically operated mechanical horses 
and camels, will provide an enjoyable 
means of taking exercise and enable 
the colonel to keep in training in 
horseback riding as well as to learn 
intricacies and difficulties of the mo­
tion of the camel.

The Hamburg is due at Naples on 
April 4. Mr. Roosevelt’s stay in 
Naples will be brief, as he is sche­
duled to leave there next day on the 
new twin screw steamer Admiral for 
Kilindini Harbor, Mombasa, in British 
East Africa. The distance from Naples 
to Mombasa is 4,000 miles and will 
consume sixteen days. From Mom­
basa, the expedition will proceed by 
the Uganda Railway to Nairobi and 
thence into the jungle.

Everything Ready,
Oyster Bay, March 21.—Happy in

Halifax, March 22.—Miles of ice 
fields and bergs mountain high wers 
passed by the Furness liner Evange- 
line, which arrived from Liverpool on 
Saturday.

"I never saw so much ice before in 
all the time I have been going to 
sea," declared Chief Officer Brotchie 
"For twelve hours I was at the fore­
masthead, and as far as I could see in 
that time there was nothing but ice 
in sight. It’s going to be a ticklish 
time from the southern routes when 
that ice breaks up. We ran into it 
first in the latitude of Cape Spear, and 
from there to Virgin Rocks the field 
ice is practically solid. South of 
the Virgins again the ocean is cover­
ed with bergs. I saw the largest bergs 
on this trip that ever I saw since 
going to sea. There was one fel­
low we passed that was fully two 
miles and a half long, and it was 300 
or 400 feet high at least."

The local chapter of the Daughters

Mr. G. W. Hill, of Montreal, whose 
design was accepted, has been in­
structed to proceed with the work of 
modelling the monument, and as soo.i 
as possible it will be completed and 
erected in the park. This will take 
some time, however, as some of the 
bronze work has to be done In France 
It is not expected that the memorial 
will be ready for erection before the 
fall.

The king of Christmas Island, John 
Davis Murray, who is resigning his 
position, is known to Londoners, and 
is a cousin of Mrs. Percy Millman. Mr. 
Millman knows him well and has met 
him several times.

"Mr. Murray was born in Lafayette 
Ind., I think," said Mr. Millman. "He 
went with his family to Winnipeg 
where they resided for some time. He 
has been on the island for about five 
years, I think. Last year he married 
an English girl, Miss McMechan, in 
London, England. They went to the 
island, where they have since resided.

"I did not know that he had become 
tired of his position, but the dispatch 
is probably true. We understood that 
Mrs. Murray did not care for the posi­
tion very much."

A London Boy.
“The king preceding Mr. Murray was 

an old London boy. Jack McPherson, a 
brother of Archie McPherson. He held 
the postion for some years, and did 
well there.

“He retired about five years ago. The 
island is quite an extensive one. The 
chief occupation is mining, and the 
Phosphate Company, for which Mr. 
Murray is manager, practically owns 
all of it. A large amount of phosphate 
for fertilizer and other uses is miner 
and shipped; the position is an Im­
portant one, and carries with It a large 
salary.

“The manager is invested with regal 
authority, as that is the only way to 
control the natives. There are some 
thousands of Chinese coolies and other 
natives.

“It s an interesting situation, and a 
man need be king for but a short time 
to be well situated for the future.
