Many Vital Strongholds Taken,

LAUNCHED London, Oct. 5.—Via Reuter’s Ottawa 
Agency.—Telegraphing last evening 
from British headquarters, Reuters 
correspondent says:

"Today is already being proclaimed 
one of our greatest victories since the 
Marne, and it really seems as if the 
battle which has rolled onward across 
the Menin Ridges has gone brilliantly. 
The Germans are scattered and shaken. Prisoners are streaming back in ht UR, 
dreds, many of them without a signor 
fighting, but a large proportion of the 
wounded are officers. All are depressed 
and agree that it has been a disastrous 
day for Germany. Never have our troops 
fought more superbly.

London, Oct. 5.—The Germans have undertaken no 
further counter-attacks against the positions east of 
Ypres gained by the British in yesterday’s offensive, al. 
though they kept them under a heavy fire during the 
night. The British are consolidating their newly-won 
ground.

Field Marshal Haig’s latest stroke 
surprised his adversaries as they were 
about to renew their attacks against him. The British barrage mowed the

Washington, D. C., Oct. 5. With 
definite information of the presence 
of the German sea raiders in the south 
Pacific Ocean, announced in dispatches 
from Samoa to the navy department, 
a hunt for the commerce destroyers 
has been set in motion.

The two raiders are manned by the 
crew of the famous See Adler, which 
made her way iate last year from 
Germany through the Allies’ patrol 
into the Atlantic, southward around 
South America, preying on shipping 
and thence to the south Pacific, where 
she stranded on Mopeha Island and 
had to be abandoned. The See Adler 
destroyed three American sailing ships, 
the schooners A. B. Johnson, Manila 
and C. Slade. In the South Pacific. 
When she stranded, the See Adler had 
aboard twenty-seven white men and 
seventeen native prisoners, who, with 
the crew, reached shore in safety.

northeast of Ypres. Indeed when the 
whole story of this battle has been told 
it may take Its place as an unequalled 
triumph of three years of conflict. 
each successive report from the seething caldron along this front adds the 
importance of the success recorded.

British irresistible. -
From a point near the Ypres-Staden 

Railway on the north to the Ypres- 
Menin highway on the south, the men 
of the British Empire have surged for­
ward with an irresistible force which 
at some places carried them to a depth of 2 500 yards over still more of 
German keystone positions in the Passchendaele-Gheluvelt ridge system 
of defence. On the northern wing of the 
advance the British have reached Poel- capexe andGravenstafel and haveover- 
run most of the Gravenstafel Ridge, 
which juts out to the west from Pass- 
chendaele-Gheluvelt. South of theYpres-Roulers railway, the troops are 
reported to be overlooking the eastern

The efforts of the Germans to stay 
the British here were fruitless, however, 
as likewise were their efforts farther 
north in the region of Poelscapelle, 
where the British gained ground to a 
depth of about two-thirds of a mile.

that a certain treatment, involving the 
use of a special kind of baths and cloth- ing, was the best remedy Within four 
hours after it had been decided by the 
medical officials of the Canadian corps 
to apply this, a large number of baths and ample supply of necessary 
chemicals and clothing were en route 
from the Red Cross base to the ad- 
vanced dressing stations. These sup- 
plies were used to treat gas casualties 
and they reduced the number of serious 
cases to a remarkable degree 

More Thoughtful Bit.
Still another thoughtful bit of Red 

Cross work is the provision of extras 
for the battalion medical officers dur- 
Ing. their period in the front line. With 
every surgeon a package goes in con- 
taining drugs to lessen the pain when 
the men are hard hit, a tablet from 
which' coffee or cocoa can be made 
quickly, and for the wounded insect 
powder and many other essentials for 
trench efficiency.

million dollars’ worth of the stock of the 
A C. N. R., given as “security” when the 

loan of forty-five millions was made to the 
company in 1914.

By the purchase of eleven million dollars 
more stock the Government could secure con­
trol, if it did not see fit to foreclose, as per­
mitted to do by Section 24 of the 1914 contract.

Fifty-one million dollars’ worth of stock 
would give the Government complete control.

But the Government, which is the little 
brother of the rich (meaning the C. N. R.), 
will give the C. N. R. an amount that may run 
to sixty millions of dollars, according as the 
arbitrators award.

Lieut.-Col. Creelman explains that before 
the war he was lecturer in railway economics 
at McGill University, and regarding the pres­
ent legislation as to government owner­
ship, he states that he is not in favor of gov­
ernment ownership of Canadian railways. The 
experience of various countries proves that 
the public is best served by railroads privately 
owned, but under government control, he 
states.

Dealing with the C. N. R. legislation, he 
leaves no doubt as to his views when he de- 
dares:

“The recent legislation in regard to 
the acquisition of the Canadian Northern 
Railway has quite properly startled large 
sections of the country. THE ATTEMPT 
OF THE GOVERNMENT TO GIVE 
AWAY UNNECESSARILY MANY MIL­
LIONS OF DOLLARS BELONGING TO 
THE PEOPLE OF CANADA SHOWS AN 
UTTER DISREGARD FOR THE FIRST 
PRINCIPLES OF RESPONSIBLE GOV­
ERNMENT. Alongside these millions, the 
‘lesser steal' of the few millions involved 
in the assistance granted to the Quebec 
and Saguenay is hardly noticeable, and is 
liable to be overlooked.”

9When it comes to the matter of votes for 
women Lieut.-Col. Creelman states that.he is 
in favor of “women being given votes upon 
the same terms and conditions as they are 
given to men.”

He 
just can’t help it. It took seven years 
for the point of the joke to arrive, and 
Gandil just has to smile, and everything. 
• Gandil, who has had a varied baseball 
experience, is a rattling good natural

Time Arriving at Verdict as to Best Team in the

WALTER HOLKE, 
New York Giants.

Last’ August a towering youngster 
rambled into the Big Top from the 
International League. McGraw imme- 
diately put him into the Giants’ line-up 
at first base, and the scribes and fans 
setted back into their seats and 
waited. /

“We’ll see what this bird's got,” they 
piped. It wasn’t long before they knew. 
For Holke began to slam the pitchers 
hither and you and to gobble tip the 
hot shot around that first cushion like 
a whirlwind. His tremendous reach and 
6 foot 2 inches of height saved many an 
error on wild throws for the infielders, 
and his batting saved many a game for 
the pitchers.

And when the dust of the 1916 baseball 
season had, settled the record books dis­
closed a batting mark of .351 for this 
minor league recruit.

Had Holke made good? Oh, Boy! Ask 
any Gothamite who knows a foul tip 
from an umpire, from the mayor down 
to the Giants’ bat boy.

This batting average is doubtless ‘way 
above Holke’s normal gait. He looks 
like a good, consistent .290 or .300 hitter. 
This season he has been hitting about 
.280, but will almost certainly improve 
next year.

The ballyard scribes call him the 
Hawk, for his ability to snag wild 
throws and hits in all directions around 
that initial sack. Holke is a beautiful 
fielder.

He isn’t as fast a-foot as Chase was 
in his prime by a good deal, and he 
won’t / ever be able to beat out bunts 
the way Daubert used to, but for all 
that he’s the best-looking first baseman 
who has broken into the majors in many 
moons.

Walt was born in St. Louis on Decem­
ber 5, 1892, and received his first real 
diamond experience in his home town, 
playing with the Trolley League.

In 1912 Peoria signed him, and Holke 
stole 32 bases and batted .293. He was 
lated shifted to Davenport, and from 
there went to the Western League. 
Spokane, of the Northwestern League, 
bought him in 1913, and the following 
year he attracted McGraw’s attention 
by batting .315 in 114 games.

Holke was sent to Rochester for far­
ther seasoning, and in 1915 and 1916 
fairly burned up - the International 
League with his great work, fielding 
sensationally and hitting .282 and .344 
respectively.

This long first baseman is a turn-over 
batter, batting equally well right or left- 
handed. He has one bad trick at the 
plate, a crouch, which McGraw is trying 
to cure him of.

M. Malvy 
declared that he never had gone to 
Vaucresson.. M. Maginot arose and 
explained that when Daudet visited him 
he had declared himself absolutely sura 
of the information he produced.

Malvy’s Defence. 1
t Declaring that he wished to put an' 
end to the "Almereyda legend." M. 
Malvy said that he had never been on 
intimate terms with the editor of the 
Bonnet Rouge. He expained that as 
minister of the interior he was anxious 
to preserve order without resorting to 
violence. For that purpose he obtained 
the co-operation of the Bonne 
Rouge, which seemed to exert some In­
fluence in certain circles.

prodigality and give a'needed rebuff to aldermanic spenders at 
the polls tomorrow, when a vote is taken on the preposterous plan 
to borrow and spend $25,000 on city soft coal yards, is the gen­
eral opinion today. /

Though London is now burdened by the records and payroll- 
smashing taxation of 34 mills on the dollar and though prospects 
are that the amount will pass the forty-mill mark at the end of 
this year, a group of job-hunters and self-seeking politicians have 
had the temerity to attempt to foist the scheme upon the people.

But one course is open to the taxpayer who feels that, civic 
government is costing him more than it should, and who wishes 
to bolt down’ the money chest when the chance is afforded: He 
should vote against the bylaw.

Not One Goal Yard, But Eight Contemplated.
Though the amount named by those who have urged the scheme upon 

the people has been set at the ridiculously low rate of $25,000, it is well 
known to all who have figured on the cost that that sum will not nearly meet 
the requirements. But to cap the climax the backers of the plan brazenly 
announce that they will proceed, if the people sanction the scheme by their 
vote tomorrow, to establish eight coal yards at a total expenditure of TWO 
HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS, behind which must be a further sum of 
HALF A MILLION DOLLARS to provide for a coal supply.

But by their own admission the only coal available is soft coal—coal that 
is used to fire the boilers of the factories of London, and that used in one 
local Institution can be turned only in a high pressure steam plant, equipped 
with smoke consumers. /

Scheme Cannot Aid the Householder.
Yet London property owners are asked to add another mortgage to the 

heavy city debt, to be frittered away on a scheme that can never succeed, nor 
aid the householder in his domestic fuel problems.

While the civic fuel yard scheme is fraught with the gravest dangers to 
the man who owns his home, there is an alternative costing nothing, and 
furnishing protection from abuses on the part of those who handle coal, that 
is as effective as the joint power of the Governments of the United States and 
Canada can make it.

Fuel Controller Magrath’s office, in a telegram from Ottawa to London, 
guarantees to the people of London complete protection from any attempt at 
unfair treatment on the part of the retail dealer. In his telegram he announed 
the determination of the Government to fix, as soon as proper regulations and 
machinery for their enforcement can be provided, maximum profits, not alone 
for the retail dealers, but for brokers and wholesalers as well.

Thus a thoroughly systematic governor is to be placed upon the whole coal 
trade, from the mines to the bins of the consumer, and the need for any 
expenditure on the part of the local municipalities is eliminated.

Other Cities Have Abandoned Scheme.
Toronto at first undertook to establish municipal yards, but failing to secure 

a supply of hard coal—as London will certainly fail if she attempt it—the 
Queen City, on the word of Mayor Thomas L. Church, turns to the controller 
as the best means of protection.*

Stratford considered the establishment of a civic fuel yard, but upon the 
advice of the fuel controller for Canada that city likewise, abandoned the 
scheme. The advice of the Government official at Ottawa to London’s, neigh- 
boring city is that nothing a municipality could do by such a measure would 
either reduce the price or increase the supply of coal.

But the job-hunters and self-seeking politicians, in the face of such 
conditions, and regardless of the fact that the city now has two million dollars 
worth of unsold debentures on its hands, ask the people to launch into a new 
and still more wasteful project.

“Do you know any recipes that call for the use of buttermilk instead of 
whole or skim milk in cooking?” asked a reader of this page recently. She 
added: "I have seen buttermilk advertised so much on your page. It is whole- 
some and nourishing, and we use it a great deal for drinking in our home. The 
doctor ordered it for my husband some years ago, when he was recovering from 
an attack of acute Intestinal indigestion, and could not take milk or solids.

“Since then we have seldom been without it when we could get it
“Sometimes I have a small surplus I could use for cooking, if I only knew 

what to do with it.
It was only a day or so later that Mrs. McB. told of the bran gems which 

she has had great success in making, and in which either sour milk or butter- 
milk can be used with equally good results.

Mrs. McB. says: “I cannot claim the recipe as my own entirely, because I 
got the idea from another one, in which the batter was to be put in a pari, 
and, after baking, cut in squares like johnnycake. My family likes crisp, 
‘crusty' things to eat, so the first modification I made was to use the ingre­
dients in the proportions given for gems. I found them too stiff, so I reduced 
the quantity of bran by half a cup. Here is my recipe, as I now make it up:

“Half small cup brown sugar. 1 7
“One egg.
“Shortening the size of an egg.
"A cup of buttermilk or sour mi1k.
“Half cup of white flour.
“Half cup graham flour.
“One and a half cups bran.
“One level teaspoonful of soda, dissolved in a little water. A good pinch of 

salt.
“Bake in a moderate over, about half an hour.
“Perhaps Mere Man will take me to task about that ‘good pinch of salt.' 

Wouldn’t it be a good thing to advise him that a ‘pinch of salt' is a time- 
honored expression, and one which every woman with cooking instinct or 
knowledge understands?”

Mrs. McB. has been using a commercial shortening. Drippings, or fat 
clarified as described some time ago in this page by Mrs. Grant Harris, and 
repeated by request later, will serve the purpose just as well.

THOSE WAR-TIME MENUS.
Mere Man seems to have attracted more attention than usually falls to the 

lot of contributors to this page. One reader says: "I sympathize with Mere 
Man, whose letter you published last week. I don't care whether you dub me 
the "Terrible-Tempered Mrs. Bangs" or not. it really does make me cross 
when I see combinations that won't work out in recipes, even if I do not 
recognize typographical errors. My first impulse is usually to sit down and 
write to the editor of the publication in which the mistake occurs. Another 
thing that arouses my ire is the alleged "war-time menus' and ‘thrift recipes' 
that go about masquerading like wolves in sheep’s clothing. \ Absolutely, some 
of them are regular jokes, and positively astounding, considering their source. 
If the Government would employ one or two good, practical housewives cr. their 
food conservation staff, they would be able to get before the public plain every­
day facts and helpful suggestions to meet the plain, everyday needs ot plain, 
everyday people, who make up the majority of our citizens. War-time thrift 
meals! Why, we haven't had much else in our house, even before the war 
started. And we haven't starved, either, though I don't think many people 
have had more experience than I have in making one pound ot meat go the 
length of two. This has required a good deal of thinking, even if Mere Man 
does question the power of women to think."

Another woman who has been inspired by Mere Man to take her pen in 
hand, and signs herself "Housewife," says: "I have one or two good war-time 
thrift recipes I have been intending to send in to you for some time past. But, 
do you know, Mere Man has made me quake so in my boots that I'm sure I'll 
make a mistake from sheer nervousness. If I do send them along after having 
them audited, do see there are no errors. Won't you please warn everybod-- 
who has any connection with the paper not to let a mistake happen? I would 
hate to give Mere Man an opportunity again to ask the question, ‘Can’t 
women think?' ''

THE COOK’S SECRET.
Talking ot thrift, a certain London woman is chuckling because sho has 

managed to set before her family a meat dish so absolutely delicious that it 
brought upon her head all kinds of compliments, and along with them the charge 
of extravagance, until she told the secret.

"Tenderloin steak,” said the invalid upstairs, who hadn’t believed she 
could possibly bring herself to taste meat.

"It can’t be sirloin; it must be porterhouse, only it looks too big." said 
the Epicure.\

"Whatever it is,” said the philosopher, “it is tender as chicken, and about 
the best meat I have ever come across. It is beef of some kind. I'd like to 
know how you got it so tender."

Then the cook told. She had heard about it only a day or two before from 
a leading Red Cross worker, as they were making a tour of the public schools 
to see the jars of fruit canned by the domestic science classes for the local 
military hospitals. This was one new recipe the cook carried home from that 
morning's journey:

“Take a nice thick piece of round steak, say a couple of pounds, season 
with salt and pepper, then pound into it as much flour as it will hold, say half 
a cup. I use a heavy saucer or plate for pounding in the flour. Next I sear 
the meat quickly on both sides, then I put into a bake dish or bake pan with 
two cups of boiling water, cover it up tight, and let it cook slowly for an hour. 
Onions may be added if the flavor is liked, and mushrooms give it quite a 
grand air."\.

It's all right about the mushrooms if you can pick them on your own lawn 
or somebody else’s lawn, like J. H. F. tells about. They aren’t war-time thrift 
or high cost of living economy when bought in a store.

The cook had a general impression of what the recipe called for. and tried 
it out on a nice thick end, a pound and a half of round steak. She scrubbed a 
rounded end, old-fashioned flatiron until it couldn't harbor a speck of dust or 
dirt; then she proceeded to pound in the flour (after seasoning to taste). The 
meat may have been unusually juicy. The amateur “Powerful Katrinka" made 
It absorb about three-quarters of a cup of flour (not a very big cup, to be 
sure). Next she popped it Into a piping hot bake pan, in which a little drip­
ping had been melted, and seared it right in the piping hot oven. After that, 
she put in more than two cups ot water—it must have been three, at least, and 
covered up the meat. At the end of the hour it came out beautifully browned. 
More flour was stirred into the pan, then hot water added, and the result was 
the best brown gravy imaginable to pour over the meat.

The cook is one of the London housewives who has a food conservation card 
prominently displayed in her home, and she is trying to live up to it Beefless 
and baconless days have been inaugurated for patriotic reasons. For the 
charity reasons which begin with the family pocketbook, she is delighted that 
when she does serve beef she can cut the household expenses a bit by placing 
on the table one of the least expensive cuts, and at the same time offering a 
dish which is irresistibly palatable. Another point in regard to this method 
of coooking round steak, every particle is eaten up hungrily. Indeed, that 
may be an objectionable feature, it is so tempting to the appetite.

CHUCK STEAK NOT CUT.
Very much pleased with herself over the success of her adventure in thrift, 

the cook decided she would experiment a little farther. "If cooking a round 
steak this way makes it tender as chicken, couldn’t a chuck steak be cooked 
to taste like a sirloin or porterhouse?" was the question she asked herself. 
She, had read about chuck steaks and heard them spoken, about. She called up 
her own butcher and asked him the price of chuck steak. "We don’t cut it," 
he replied: "nothing lower grade than round steak."

After that she tried several other butchers, and they also said: "We don’t 
cut chuck steak. I dont’ think it is done here." (Evidently chuck steak is very 
Infra dig.) (

After that she tried a domestic science expert, a member of the public 
school staff. "I don’t think you can get it here. I don’t believe they cut chuck 
steak In London,” was the reply of the expert, with the addition: “I don’t think 
I have come across it in Canada, though I understand they cut It in some of 
the large American cities. But you can get two grades of round steak, upper 
and lower cuts, the lower less expensive by some cents than the upper. If you 
just ask for 'round steak,' they will probably send you the more expensive cut. 
Ordering the lower cut, which comes down towards the more muscular develop­
ment for walking, you naturally get less tender meat. That would be a good cut 
on which to try your experiment"

A second domestic science expert gave the same answer regarding the im­
probability of getting chuck steak cut by a local butcher. “I have come across 
the term frequently in American recipes," she said, continuing: “If we can get 
sirloin steak and sirloin roast, porterhouse steak and porterhouse roast, I don't 
see why we shouldn't be able to get chuck roast and chuck steak. It seems to 
me, though, that terms for cuts arent’ very well standardized in Canada. The 
way meat is cut is largely a matter of local custom."

In this connection the case was cited of a certain city several, hundred 
miles from London, where the porterhouse steak is unknown, and the traveler 
from London visiting there on a day other than Tuesday or Friday, has to learn 
to ask for a "T-bone steak," or do without the porterhouse.

In any case, the cook isn't going to be daunted. If she can't get chuck 
steak she is going to get a small chuck roast—at, 22 or 23 cents a pound—pound 
flour into it on either side, sear it quickly in the piping hot oven, add a generous 
quantity of water to the pan, cover tight and let it simmer slowly, giving 
twenty minutes or a trifle longer to a pound. That should surely melt the 
tough fibres and make it toothsome, tender and tempting.

Molly Bawn raises the objection that It isn’t economy to buy cheaper cuts of 
meat, then burn the gas so much longer in cooking them. There is such a 
thing, Molly Bawn, as making the oven serve considerably more than one Pur­
pose at a time. The time the meat is slowly cooking is the time to choose for 
other baking. Moreover, the day the cook tried the round steak "pummeled 
with flour," potatoes were baking in their jackets in the upper deck of the 
oven, and tomatoes scalloped to a turn. A small oven over one burner did the 
entire trick. s _

LONDON, Oct. 4.— The British 
cruiser Drake has been torpedoed 
and sunk, according to an admiralty 
announcement tonight.

The Drake was torpedoed Tues­
day morning off the north coast of 
Ireland. She reached a harbor, but 
then sank in shallow water.

One officer and eighteen men were 
killed by the explosion. The re- a 
mainder of the ship's company were 
saved.

The Drake was a vessel of 14.100 
tons. She was built at Pembroke 
in 1901, and had a speed of 26 
knots. Her complement was 900 
men.

A sister ship of the Drake, the 
Good Hope, was sunk in the battle 
off Coronel, Chili, 1914, with a loss 
of 887 men. The Drake was well 
known in eastern American waters, 
having several times visited the 
United States and Canadian ports. 
She was the flagship of the fifth 
cruiser squadron, which attended 
the Hudson Fulton celebration in ) 
1909 in New York.
