8. Locis, Jan, 6,—In the Institute of the
Immacalate Conception Sletsra ot Notre
Dame, Bsileville, 1iMnole, destroyed by fire
1ast night were sixty puplls, all gidds from 10
years to adult age, several teachers and other
Inmates., After the fire started an attempt
was msade by the Sisters to exticguich it,
falling which, ¢fforts were mads to remove
the puplis, The flames spresd so rap!dly
that ro order could be preserved, and a panic
gelzed both children and Bisters and a wild
confused rush was made toeecape. Forty or
more pupils are known to have got out, but
peveral ia the fright

and wero clther killac or badly injared. M!ss
Mary Cempbell, temcher, leaped from the
third story end dled 12 & few minates;

BeLugviiis, IuL, Jan, 7.—The loss by the
burnivg of the convent Is $160,000, It
18 belleved 30 persons perished, and there
1s not the lesst probabliity that any of the
miseing will be heard of alive. Tke Mother
HSuperlor and Sister Edwlna lost thelr
Uvea endesvoring to areuse the inmates
in the dormiltory. James Stout, the
watchman o! the Harrlson machine works
who first eaw the flames says, when he
renched the convent the whole building was
a roating mess of flimes, and tho Inmstes
wers at the windows ehrieking and praying
for help, The cntlre populace of Bulle-
ville hurtied to the scens and thoussnds
came from Bf. Lonis. Many of tho pupils
lived in the towns near by, and the su3penso
and agony of thelr {rlends was tertible,

BeLLEvILLE, I1), Jan 7—~The gearch for the
bodies was resumed about 11 o'clogk this
morning, but little progress was made. Four-
teen Instead ol 11 bodies were taken out yee-
texday; to.day only twoback-b~nes,a head and
a few bones were disoovered up to two o'olock.
Mary Jerome, Sieter Buperlor of the convent,
was well-knowa in many paris of the country
and had given all her iife to the ssrvices of
the church. Bhe was bora forty-four years
age In Pitisburg, where her parents are
wealthy, 8he passed through academlo
courses with the Bisters of Meroy, Baltimore,
and enterad & convent In Mliwaukes at six-
teen years of age. She was nasigned to Belle-~
ville in 1859. 'The early history of the con-
vont was full of 'diffionltles overcome by her
business tact and intelligent direcMon. The
house bas been enlarged, costing in all about
oighty thousand dollara. In addition to the
large convent here, she founded geveral other
houses, When the fire was raging she might
have gaved heraelf, belng in the dormitory,
from whioh all escaped eavo her. Her thonght
and action was to save the lives of the child-
ren entrusted to her care.

Search In the rning was continumed till
about 4 ¢'clock thisaftexncon.

bodies wers recovered, but the remnants are
in sach & conditlon that it is difficult to de-
termine whose they are.

PARTY RIOTS.

The Investigation—Qutrages com-
mitted by Orangemen — Head
QConstable Boyle fires the
First 8hot.

Br, Joux's, Nild., Jan. 2.—Despatches ra-
celved this evening from Harbour Grace,
Bay Boberts, Carbonear and Kslligrews oon.-
tzin geveral alarming acoounts of the exclted
state of public fesling all round Concoptlon
Bry. At Harbour Grace Head-Constable
Doyle and Bergeant Winslow were put tpon
examination te-day., From their depositions
it appearsd thet only seven shote from seal-
icg guos were fired. It 13 still coubtfal as to
wito fired the firet shot, Five more arrests
wore made this morning and two thias oven-
ing. The first batch conelstsd of Jeremiah
Loe, Plorce Wade, Robert Donnelly, Patrick
Smokum and Richard McEsy. Wbhila the
ma!l carrler was travelllng from Brigus to
Bay Roberte, about ten o’clock this morning,
he was stoppad and quastioned a3 to bis basl-
neas by a gang of armed men, This interrup-
tion ocourred five or six timee in the course of
his journey. Belng able to give a satisfactory
sccount of himssif he waa allowed to pass
through. In every cace the men came out of
the bushes and from behind treee, where they
were hldieg, all armed with guns, Bay
Roberts telegraphe that the Orangemen of
that place held a8 magnificont demonstration
and procession there today. KEverything
was quiet and orderly. About elght hun.
dred of the assooiatlou, in full regalls, and
headed by a fine braze band, walked from
thelr hall through the principal stresta and
back without any obstzuction.

The Bay Boberts Iatest despstoh saya it
was reported there on Baturday evening, and
confirmed on Sunday night, that nnmbers of
armed men from up the bay had formed in
gquads and were about o proceed to Harbor
Qracs and liberate thelr Roman Oatholle
friends, the prisoners in Harbor Grace Jail,
Thereupon over a thouesnd Orangemen, all
‘bearing avrms, mef on a vantage
ground at - tho river head of Bay
Bobert, with & determination to reelst any
gush attempt, They were relnforced hy con-
tingents of tke loyal [raternity trom Bpaniard
Bgy and Port Mulgrave, : They marched to
and fro all nighs, waliing for the enemy, who
did not put in an appearance down to day-
light, They Benf out reconnoiterlng parties,
who exaggerated the enemy’s strength, o
they remsined at home at the head of the
bay. Matters have grown somewhat quleter

to-day, but the popula: feeling is so eruptive
that peace cannot be assured for one hour,

and a disturbance would develop {taslf on the
slightest provocation.

By a speoial traln from Holyrood and
Kelllgrews, arriviog at 8t, John's ot six thie
ovening, intelifgence i3 rscrived of m new
outbarst at these places. The Orangcm»n of
Ksillgrewa diecovered yesterday mcroing that
1he Koman Qathollcs of Holyrocd wers arm-
ing and propariog to mekan descent on tiem
for ihe purpuse of attacking the Orspge kil
at thelr villago. They at once made pre-
parations, rnd secured evory avallsbls fire-
arm.

The United States national debt was re-
duced by some twelve milllon dollara in De-
cember, which for the year 1883 would make
a toial reduction of $109,501,956, This re-

daction s the result of a rapldly
aocumulating surplus of revenus OVer
expenditure, The natlonal debt to-

day amounts to $1,498,041,723, so that
if the present surplus is kept up for another
decado the entire interest bearing debt of the
Unlon will be wiped out. Such a rapld ex.
tinction of the natlon’s indebtedness is an in-
justice towards the precent generation of con-
somers and taxpayers, This genoration Is
belng made to pay off & debt that has been
aconmulating #iunce the Dbirth of the
patton, and which was contraoted a8
mnuch 1n the Interests of those to come as in

the Interests of those who actuslly happen
to form the tsx-paylng populatlon of the
couatry. Why stounld the people who hap-
pen to Iive between 1870 and 1200 be taxed to
such an extent as to enable thelr government
to cancel an enormous debt, in the creation of
which they bad uothing to say, and from
the extinction of which they wll have noth-
ing to gain. It 13 kind of hard to be com-
pelled to pay off vur forefathers’ debta for the
benefit of poeterity; in fact 1t 1s highly uce
desirable and unfair, and we don't sse why a
sharp, shrowd, buslness-like people mg the
Americans willingly submlit fo be fiseced in
suoh a manner.

{ul riots at Harbor Grace, Newfoundiand, bas
been commenced before Judge Bennett, Ac-
cording to the first dispatches sent by
the Aessociated Press the public were led
to believe that the Oatholic population of the
place wag slone to blame for the scenes of
trouble and of strife ; but the enquiry whioh is
now taking place discloses facts whioh have
been hitherto concealed and which glve a
totally different complexion to the situation,
Instead of the Oatholics belng to blame and
responslble for the terrible crimes committed
daring the conflicts, the Orangemen are, 8
usual, the cause of the trouble. It now frarp-
spires, acoording to the sworn depositions of
the witnesaes, that, a few days before the riot,
the Orangemen committed characteristio cut-
rages at Bpanliard’s Bay, a town &lx miles dls-
tant from River Hesd of Harbor Grace.
They demolished the windowa of the Cathollo
church, broke and txrampled on the crosaes
which marked the graves of the doad In the
cemetery and otherwise desecrated the tombs
of the departed. These menlfestatiops of
Orange fanaticlsm mnaturslly incensed the
Catholic people of the surronnding coun-
try, bat they (ook no retaliatory action 1a the
matter. On Ohrtistmas Day the news
was brought to River Head that the
Orangemen were ocoming the following
day “to lsy out” the Oatholica
themselves, This plece of Information
caused groat excitemont and consternation for
tho moment ; but, on consldering the sltua-
tion in a cool manner, it waa resolved that if
the Orangemen could smash windows and
degecrate the giaves of the dead wlibont
any resistance, they would not be allowed to
attaok the living on such easy terme, Ac-
cordingly a hundred young men gathered in
River Head on the mornipg after Ohristmas,
and marched to the limits of thetown to meet
the Orangemen who were approaching from
Boanlard’s Bay. Thenewsof their comlng
was true enough, for in due time they put in
an appearance with bands playing, flags fiy-
ing, and efficers and men in full regalia,
They numbered, with their followers, one
houneand strong. At this jonoture Head-
COonstable Doyle came.on the scens and re-
monstrated with the Oatbolles, when cne of
the Iatter aaid : ¢ Very well, let them go back
and there Wil be no btad work,”
But there was too much blood
In the eyes of the Orangemob, They moved
forward and advanced to within ten yards of
the Oathollcs, when a slight pause ensued,
At this point the Head Conetable shouted
to the Orangemen, “Let us oross the
Boyne agsin,” and with these words he
opened fire on the Oatholics, killing Oallaban.
who was the standard bearer. Thls was

the aignal for the deadly afiray whioh

resulted In the loss of several Iives,
That the above 1s the correct story and
‘explanation of the riots there 18 every reason
to belleve. It1s tentifisd to by Independ-
ont witoesses on thelr oath, 1t 1s, moreover,
supported by the faot that Head Constable
Doyle Is suspended for the part he took in
tke 1iote. It ehows,. on the whole, that
whether In Oanads, Newfoundland, Ireland
or any other part of the world where Orange-
tem exlate, the sapporters of this symbol of
retiglous bigotry and fanaticlsm are the com-
mon enemies of thelr Oatholic neighbors and
tke common disturbers of the public peace
and order. ) '

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK,

The depreselon of trade in the Dominion
wes strongly Indleated by the oloslng of
msny factories and by the heavy reduction ot
wages which have taken place during the
past four months especially; butb the real
extent and gerlous character of affalrs is moxe
olearly shown in the annual clroular of Dun
Wiman & Co.

During the year just ended there have been
no les? than 1,384 fallures xecorded 1n the
geveral Provinoes of the Dominifop, with
liabllitles amounting to $16,949,361, This
exhibit is well oalculated to exoite apprehen-
slon and grave thought, slthough there is yet
no serious ground for alarm or panie, It is
the largest st of failuares reglstered elnce
1879, in which year we reached hardpan, aiter
the disastroms collapse of the three previous
years, Ths following Is a comparative state-
ment of the fallures which have oocurred
durlng the psst six years:—

Thus, the disasters of the past year are
double those of 1882, koth in number and in
extent, a fact which would seem to say thet
tkere 1s not much stabillty in our prosperily.
Ag compared with the United States, the
above showlng for Canada I8 by no means
very enconraging. In the Unlon there hap
been 1 fallore in every 94 traders, while In
Canada there has been 1 in every 48 traders,
The averago liabilitles in the United Btates
has been $18.000 snd In Canada the
average hag been $11,000, The following is
a statement of the namber of faliures in each
year Blncs 1878, which was slgo for our
American nelghbors the culminating point
of five years of depression and liquldation
sucoesding the panlc of 1873 :

As o whole, therefore, tha etate of trade Jn
Oanada Is much feebler than In the Unlted
Btates. 1t must not, however, be forgotter
that while the aggregate of fallures for 1883
s large,the number of traders throughout
the country has Inoreased in an almost simi.
lar proportlon, Thur in 1879 when thers
were 1902 f{allures recorded, there wero only
56,000 persons engaged in buslness, while in
1883, when the failures number 1384
he traders have Iincreased almost 20
per cent,, numberlng 66,452, This fact should
not be lost s1ght of by businegs men in exam-
ining and judging the situatlon., The princl.
pal causs whioch has led to thla heavy In.
crease of fallures 18 withont doubt over pro
duaction, Canada preduced more then it could
profitably sell or consume. Our home mar.
kets are limited, and as for foreign market
we have none worth spsaking of, except for
our farm preducts. Whatever {s manu.
factuted in the couniry has got to be con.
sumed therein without much delay or it will
apeedily ruln the manutactarer or the middle
men. To this tact of superabundant prodoo-
tion or of importation 1a mainiy due the inja-
diclous expanslon of credita - nd the fostering
ot the speculative or ge-wur irg proponsity.
Our merchants and manufactn--r? are pro-
oseding with extreme cautlo: and they do
wisely. The report of Dun, Wiman & Co.,
urges that ¢a congervatlve policy with
regard to credif, at ell times judiclous,

waé never more needed than now,
But a sharp restrictlon in banking ac-
commodation, and ap equally illibersl

policy in granting extouslons by merchants,
will be s dangerous on the one hand as an
unwise expansion on the other. Bat with
the turn of another year the renlizailon of
the products of the earth, now held in hang,
together with a moderate amount of profit for
legltimate businees, there ought to bé mo
difficulty whatever In bringlng about a
restoratlon of confidence, & remunerative
trade, and the eptire safety of our internal
commerce,” WIth our agricnltural interests
oo & sound and healthy basls, we need
therefore lear no prolonged term of depres«

“THE UNCROWNED KING OF
| IRELAND."

(From Raynolds Journal,London, £ng.)

The epeech of Mr, Parpell on tae ocoasion
of the pressntation of the natlonal tribute in
Dublis on Tresday is an event of great po-
Htical importaucoin the histery of Irelamd.
It will, we hope, cause Engllshmen to {hink
when they read that ike toast, « lreland as &
Natlon,” was drank insteed of the usual loysl
toast of “The Queen."” Not even did the
Irishmen present drink the toast In the form
of certaln tradesmen aé the Waet end, who {or
reagons of thelr own drink to  The first Re-
poblican in Epgland, Queen Vietoria" If the
absence of royal faver to West end trades-
men jostifies this modification of loyalty, how
much more do centurles of Englishmlagoverc-
meat and oppression jusilfy the denial of 1ip-
loyally to the Lkead ol the Btate ? Mr. Parnetl
pat his case very clearly, and Mr. Trevelyan
will probably find it unanswerable. Mr. Par-
nell foond Ireland miserable, unhappy, and
poverty-strloken in the iast degree.

We hope that the Liberal
Government will dare to proposs a bill
based upon equality from the Land's End
to John O'Groat's and the Glant’s Oausewoy .

B8 A ddress ROTHCHILD MPG, CO, Station D, N. ¥,

TERRIBLE SUFFERINGS OF A SHIP'S
CREW DORING A STORM.

APILOT’3DEVOLION TODUTY

—

One Man Itead, the Otherxrs Taken to o
EEospitni.

New Havew, Conn., Usc. 27,—Last Satur-
day afterooon the bark Mohawk, of Qusbsc,
Captain Oroseland, left Now York for Oal-
cuatta, 1zsden with ofls In casses. Her crew
conslsted of a captaln, three mates, two etow.
ardd and thirteen sailors. The eallora wora
ali foreiguers, and inoinded Japanese, Nor-
wegisng, Frenchmen, Germans and natives of
Oceanica. Captaln Orossland, a bright-eyed,
curly-hafred Englishman, only twenty.s'x
years of age, decided to take the Long
Island Bound coures to the ocesa bacanss he
feared the Mobawk’s masts wounld etriae the
East Blver Bridge It he attempted to reach
the North River, and his vessel passed
through Hell Gate at sundown Baturday In
tow of the tug boat Willlam P, Thompson.
A dark, cold winter night shut down before
the bark was colear, of Exscution Kock Light;
and Pilot Jobn O'Brles, of the Hell Gato and
Long Island Sound sorvice, declded to hold
on the tug till the vessel waa woll started
down the Boond, By the time the tug was
let go the crew had managed to get the two
topsails, the fore and msin etaysalle, jlb and
epanker npon the crafr, and with this spread
of csnvas the bark scudded ewlitly before the
increasing gnle, Lowersnd lowsr fell the
mercury. Only for a fow ralnutes st a time
could any of tae forelgan sallors tend the helm;
and, when relleved at the ond of every ten
minates, they postessed stiffened lHmba and
aching taces. Thedsrknesaappeared to keep
pace with the cold; for hours not alight was
seen, and Pllot O'Brlea was oblig '
entirely on hls memory and instin
in doep water.

ELOWLY FROBT-BITTEN,

The Bunday morning down wai .
with doep anxlety by the crew of l1i .
tressed vesgel; but day, when it d /31
only Increased thelr euffering, The wind
hauled to the northward and blew a biting,
fcy blizzard, wille & fog, both dense and
yellow, rose from tho water aad hid every-
thing from view. The pilot caicnlated that
he was mldway betwcen Cornfiald Light and
Fanlkuers Island, but in bis uncertainty he
decided to change his couree; and hove the
vohawk to. The sbriekiog, plerclog blast
wads necessary the constant changing of the
leok-out on the topgallant forecastle, Thke
wind continued to vesr {o tho eant, gathering
strength aad bitternesa every hour. The
pliot then headed bls charge to the westward,
At first he trted to make New London har-
bor, but sfter useless efforts to catch a
glimpse of some famillar mark, ho re-
solved to bend overy eneig? to reach-
ing New Haven.
were then 1n a pitiable condition from fatigue
and exposure. Tho ship was glazed with Iced
#now, and whenever & hand touched, or at-
tempted to pull u rops, the skln was blitten
with the frost. There was not a person aboard
who did not saffer irom the frost. The Japa-
nese and the natives of Southern Europe,
howaever, felt the cold the most.

MAKINSG FOR A HARBOR,

About elght o'clock the wind died out al-
moet entirely, and Qasptain Crossland, anxlous
to reach a harbtor that day i possibls, ordered
as many of bis men as were able to shake ont
and sot the foresall. Nine men clambersd up
the frosted foru rigglog, and ont on the arms
of the foreyard ; thoy gnawed at the gaskoty
with thelr teeth to ald thelr henumbed fizgers
in prying the knots. Gradually the gesketa
loogened aunder their falthtul and persevsring
efforte, but there appeared to be one spot
where the sallor at work bad made no pro-
gress. The officer on deck, Arthur Bcomon,
crawled up to see what the trouble was, He aaw
that the sallor, who was a Japanese named
Soneyeta Okeeche, was either asleep or dead,
The next Instant Okeeche fell to the deck, a
distauce of twenty.five feet, but lingered for
nearly five bours {n {ntense pain bsfore he
died. Bhortly aiterward land wag descried
through the fog and the anchor oast.
TORRIBLE BUFFERING.

The sufferings of the crew did not begin in
earnest until the weather moderated in the
gnow gtorm on Monday morning, Every-
thing that could be dons to alleviate] their
distress was done, but as the day advanced
the froat thawed oat of thelr frozen membera,
The ekin then r3 g£¢ein huge blisters on thelr
hands and faces, They could not sleep, and
it was feared that msoy ¢ jthem would be-
come lnseds. An alizmd was made to put
off the 2bif Booabsn 145 1 sRore .but not
enolg ked ©32B 19D £2098 t0 handle i,
Fiive vblien, wao naa veovme satisfied that
he was anchored off New Haven Harbor about
eight miles, though desirous of coming ashore
alone,wos prevented by the plercing northwest
wind, Early on Tuesday morning, however,
ko gat ont alone for the olty, and arrived at
the dock st three o'clock in the afternoon,
He potified the authorities, and to-day the
tug Avery, with Coroner Bellman and Med!-
cal Examiner White, visited the bark and
brought the crew to the hospital in this city.
The remains of Okesche will be burled bere,

RESULTS OF THE FROBT BITES,

Pbysiclans found the men In a dreadfu!
plight, &8 the followlng summary of thsir In-
jurles will show :—

Thomss DIji, Japap, sged thirty, hands
badly swelled ; will lose right thumb,

Par Flores, Manila, fourty-four, will loao
the ends of all tho fingers on both hands.
Frank 8ilva, Portugal, twenty-four ; Left 1it-
tle toe, slde of foot and onds of all ingers will
probably have to be cut off.
