From the Red Bank. JV. J-, Register.

The strawberry crop has been immense thi* 
year, but the price* have been so low that 
many farmers and fruit growers have allowed 
the fruit to rot on the vines, as it could be 
picked and shipped only at a loss. Two cent, 
a quart lias always been the price paid for 
picking, but this year in several prices in the 
country the pickers have demanded and re­
ceived three cents. The fruit is o< extra size 
this year, and of extra quality. Yet, not­
withstanding these meritr, strawberries retail 
at from 4 to 0 cents per quart, and when sold 
by the crate can be purchased for 3 cents per 
quart. On Friday good Jersey berries 
brought tO cents per crate of thirty-five 
baskets. Out of that and out of his own pockdt 
the grower had to pay 64 cent* for picking 
(and in some locations 80 cento and 96 cents),
5 cents for commission, 16 cents for freight and
6 cents for carriers and cartage.

The Advantages ef Early
