EDITORIAL NOTES.

TeE Vatican has been advised from
Vienna and Berlin that Austria, Germany
and Italy, during the continuance of
alliance between them, will not permit the
subversion of the Papacy aud will support
the Pope's independence and liberty,

Tae Executive Committes of the
Toronto branch of the Irish National
League has cabled Wm. O'Brien, M. P,
editor of the United Ireland, that Lord
Lavsdowne denfed his statements regard-
ing evictions on His Excellency’s estates
in Ireland, and urging him to come to
Canada. They engaged to make arrange-
ments for a series of demoustrations in all
large cities in Canada.

IN THE course of the debate on leave to
introduce the Crimes Bill, in the English
House of Commons, Mr. Healy said he
would be delighted if the Government
would suppress the National League,
betause this would relieve the Irish mem-
bers of a great responsibility, and the
people would then conduct the sgrarian
movement for themselves, “Suppress the
League by all means,” eaid Mr, Healy,
“gven stop public speaking; but in the
latter event the Parnellites will Jeave to
the Government the responsibility for the
blood that might be spilled.”

Taere sre people in Eogland who
think that there is not an overwhelming
reason for jubilating over the fiftieth
anniversary of the Queen’s coronation, as
the following extract from the Universe
(London, Eng,,) will show: “Bat, some
courtier may urge, look at the grand im-
provements which have been effected in
her time, We would as soon think of
praising Her Msjesty for them, as of
blaming her for the three curses of War,
Pestilence, and Famine, which have
brooded over her reign, or of holding her
ascountable for the existing discontent
and depression, the pauperism of London,
the mal-administration of Ireland, the
decline of trade everywhere, the growth

of Socialism and the National Debt, the
profligacy of the aristocracy, or the sever-
ity of the weather,”

MR, GLADATONE has cabled the follow-

acknowledgment of ‘a cable dispatch in-
forming him of the endorsement of his
Irish policy by a maes meeting of citizens
in Cooper Union, New York, last Mon-
day :—*I am very sensitive of the value
of the sympathy waich from the first we
have received from, as I believe, the great
majority of the American people in cur
attempt to secure just measures of good
government for Ireland—a sympathy
which I feel sure will continue to attend
ue until this just policy ehall attain con-
summation.” Mr, Parnell sent a eim-
ilar dispatch,

United Ireland is paying ite reepects to
Mr, Balfour, the new Chief Secretary for
Ireland, It calls him “the bloody Bal-
four, with a tiger’s heart wrapped in a
s woman’s hood,” and eays:—“He has
entered lightly into the struggle with the
Catholic Church. In such struggles the
proudest deepots bave been humbled into
dust. Prince Biematck, swaying the
destinies of Europe, in his whole career
but once learned the bitterness of defeat,
and that was when he laid his band on the
Church, which resents the sacrilegious
bandling of the racred privileges of the
priesthood,” A short time and Balfour
will take a place in the ranks of the army
of disgraced and humbled politicians who
have endeavored to rule the Irish people
in a fashion not in accordance with the
principles of justice,

Tue Irish Crimes’ Bill wes introduced in
the English House of Commons on the
28¢h, It provides for the abolition of the
jury system, and in certain clesses of
crime gives magistrates power of eum-
mary trial.  Mr, Balfour introduced the
motion, aud entered into a bitter tirade
sgainst the National Lesgue. Mr, Dillon
followed Mr. Balfour. He eaid the meas-
ure could only result in causing increased
disorganization snd driving the people
back to the horror of former years, Mr.
Balfour, he said, bad succeeded in prov-
ing nothing but his own ignorance of the
country which he sought to gcvern, and
the sooner he quitted office the better for
Ireland and for himeelf. The Govern-
ment, be continued, were practically
treating Irishmen like slaves, and they
sought to rcot them out like vermin.

Tae Boston Herald, in referring to the
rumored conversion of John Raskip,
saye :—‘‘It seems to be settled that John
Ruskin, who stands pretty close to the
head of the poll of favorite Englishmen,
has become a convert to the Roman Cath.-
olic Church, It cannot be charged that
those who have been instrumental in
securing his conversion have been actu-
ated by sordid motives, as Ruskin disposed
of most of his worldly possessions some
time sgo, He inherited a fortune of a
million, and in h's younger days freely
indulged his splendid taste as a collector
and naturalist, bringing together in his
house the most remarkable variety of
treasures to be seen in England outside
Kensington and the Britich Museum,
Then he resolved to invest in consols
enough to afford him a yearly income of
$1,800, which, he declared, a gentleman
bachelor ought to live upon, and all the
rest of his property he as good as gave
away to his kindred. He goes over to
Rome with nothing more than his splen-
did personality, which, however, entitles
him to rank as the most important acces-
sion of recent years to Roman Catholic-

Accompanied by some
companions he started over the country
to the place, and while on the route he
converted a great number of people,
including the governors, etc., and St,
Patrick’s march through that country
was # march of spiritual viotory. Every-
where the people were baptized. St
Patrick visited all the placee ot Ireland
on foot, 1le healed the sick, gave sight
to the blind, and rome writers say he
raised nine people from the dead. He
died where he held the tirst mass in Ire-
land, He established schools in all parts
of Ireland, leaving the country well sup-
plied with bishops and preachers, lfe
built 365 churches ordained 8,000 priests
and consecrated 300 bishops. Tne faith
of St. Patrick was the 1aith of the
apostles for 200 years, After referring
to the battles which had been fought for
the true religion in Ireland in the tenth
and eleventh centuries, and the noble
faith of the people which preferred death
from starvation to apostacy, the lecturer
concluded as follows :—What can we do
on St, Patrick’s day that can be of bene-
fitto us?

THE IKISH MAGISTRAOQY.

Our respected contemporary, the Boston
Republic, well said in a late issue, that even
8 hasty perusal of the Irish Blue Book
would satisfy any one—even the most
sceptical —of the inequalities and monstros-
ities' of the Irlsh jadicial system, The
resident and stipendiary magistrates hav-
ing jurlsdiction in all minor effences, and
$olding in many instances the keys of the
prisons, have been in nine cases out of ten
selested from the enemies and persecutors
of the people. Not only are they not in
sympathy with the victims of landlord
rapacity, but actually constitute the
stronger part of the merciless machinery
of landlordism. Alien in creed, race,

instinct and prejudice, they have,
since the ill-fated act of union,
been  pemsioners of the state

~—a sort of army of observation report-
Ing to the Castle the movement and
progress of public opinion and popular
discontent—sitting on juries packed to
convict men apprehended on their infor-
mation, and unceasingly proclaiming
thelr loyalty to the throneas an argument
for renewed favors and increased British
assistance to crush out every effort of the
nation to rid iteelf of Protestant ascend-
ancy and foreign domination, There are
in Ireland 5,605 magistrates, of whom
8,780 are Protestants, 1,229 Catholics and
46 with no religious bellef stated. Not
only bave the Protestants a msjority in
the magistracy of the whole i:land, but in
every county thereof are they similarly
favored. When it is recollected that in
the 'twenty-three counties outside of
Ulster, and in all but four counties of the
latter Province, the Catholics are in the
majority in most of these counties, theif
mejority being truly overwhelming, the
unjust, one-sided and despotic character
of the arrangement becomes at once appar-
ent,

Another significant fact in connec-

on with the IrRh maglstracy is
their ~social position, Of the 5,605
magistrates in ‘the country, 2,737 are
landlords and 438 landlorde’ agents,
Nearly three-fourths of the offences upon
which the Irish magistrates have to pro-
nounce are of an agrarian character, while,
a8 the Republic pointedly states, “mere than
three-fifths of the Irish magistracy are
not only committed in advance against
agrarian disturbance in general, but in a
majority of cases are personally interested
in the suits brought sgainst the unfor.
tunate tenant.” Evidently the legal
axiom, Nemo juder in sua causa, bas no
dorce in Ireland, The magistracy is not,
indeed, entirely devoid of good men and
true, men who plainly see and clearly
understand the evils from which the
country suffers, but these are the few and
ine poweriess, Of these, few and power-
leas as they are, the Salishury government
ia apprehensive, and their early oblitera.
tion from the magistracy may be eafely
counted on if the correspondence before
us can be taken as an indication, of the
government’s purposes :

THEORIES ON THE CONSTITUTION OF THE
CHURCH,

It hasbeen of late years a favorite theory
of Aoglicans, that the Ohurch Catholic, as
instituted by Christ on His apostles, was
never intended to be a single organization
under one visible head, teaching every-
where the same doctrine, aud at all times,
According to this theory, the apostles were
independent teachers, establishing in differ-
ent places independent Churches, and
this independence is supposed to be no
obstacle to the unity which is essential to
the Church, It is acknowledged that the
whole Church must be subject to its head
Christ, but there is no one appolated to
be under Christ, the visible head, nor any
Church occupying 8o conspicuous a posi-
tion as to require that the Churches of
other lands ehall be in accord with her.

Hence these modern theorizers are fond of
setting forth on all occasions the view that
in England, especially, the independence
of the Church from the authority of the
Pope wa: always held, with little or no in-
terruption, to the time of the Reformation,
and the Reformation in England was
merely the assertion of the same indepen-
dence of the EnglishChurch, which had been
always maintained in England and a pro-
test against claims of the Pope to an auth.
ority which had never been recognized in
him, at all events by the English Church,

Thus they pretend tkat the present
Church of England is no new
creature, bat the Church of seventeen
centurles, the legal representative of the
original Church of England of all ages,
and not only the representative, but the
same organization, That there have been
some differences, even doctrinal, is mnot
generally denied, but these differences are
of small account, not sufficient to destroy
the theoretical identity,

This theory reminds us of the student
who lost first the blade, and sometime
afterwards the handle of his jackknife, but
asin each case he had the loss supplied
first by & new blade and then by & new
handle, hie mainiained ihat he had the
same knife still, on the principle that “a
thiog remains the same, notwithstanding
a substitution in some of its parts,” In
this belief he persisted; but he was sadly
perplexed when his fellow-student who
had found the old blade ahd the old
bandle, produced the knife which he had
constructed by putting them together
again, and asked “what knife was this
one?” So we have not any information
from these theorlsts concerning the iden-
tity of the real Cathclic Church, if the
modern Church of England be the same
with that of St, Augustine, Venerable
Bede, and St. Anselm,

This Anglican theory is absurd on its
face. Nevertheless, s it is persistently
insisted on by the Church of Eogland
clergy, in season and out of season, it is
of importance that it should be thoroughly
investigated and that its absurdities and
incongruities should be subjacted to the
sealpel,

That we have correctly represented the
theory of Modern Anglicanism will be
evident to all who have followed, even in
a moderate degree, recent emanations of
that school of thought. We may, how-
ever, quote a few extracts which will
prove our position,

The Rev. Dr, Edward J, Stearns, exam-
ining chaplain of the diocese of Easton,
Md., in his “Faith of our Forefathers,”
undertaken at the earnest request of the
Assistant Bishop of Maryland, makes his
own the “words of another” even to the
extent of interpolating an important word,

He then atates that “the Church is s
sarmentose vine, sending out ruuners in"
all directions, and these runners striking
root in every soil, and when firmly
rooted, retaining the common life even
when severed from the parent stock,~pp. 16
17.

All thisisto show that the church of
England grew naturally out of the com-
mon root, Christ, just as did the Catholic
church, in connection with the See of
Rome, but that the gardener for good
reasons severed the runner which united
them, aud thue, as an independent vine,
the church of Eogland continued to grow
and prosper, being as much a true church
of Christ in the new state of things as she
wase before! This ismadestill more clear
by the extract further down, where be
speaks of the Reformation,  He repudi-
ates the view that the church of Eogland
is a mere sect, thus :

“A sect, on the other hand, is, as the
name implies, an attempt to propagate
the vine by & cutting; a mode of pro-

agation for which no provision was made
1n the original constitution of the vine,”

He then compares the Church, to s
stream rolling on to the ocean.” Moun-
tains enclose it,  Rocks and islands*‘sep-
arate for a time its waters into several
channels, each pursuing its circuitoas
course to a union withthat from which it
wae separated. Perhaps the last that the
eye can see will be deltas extending their
dividing influence into the very bosom of
the ocean. The separation between the
East and the Westin the eleventh century
is one such division, The Reformation is
another, These may prove islands in a
stream yet to be reunited; or the river
may empty itself by different mouths into
eternity. DBut whether separate chaunels
flowing rouud rock andjisland, or separate
mouths flowing into the same ocean, the
stream is one and the same.”

He then states that there are other
streams from other fountaine, flowing in
different channels, “but their identity is
never mistaken,”

In all this it is not quite clear whether
the Rev. doctors wieh to include in their
heterogeneous church scheme, Presby-
terians, Methodiats, &c., or not. The last
sentence seems to imply that these are ex-
cluded from the claim to be part of the
true Church; and such is the usunal view
taken by Anglicans, and members of the
off-shoot church, the Protestant Episcopal
of the United States. Certain it is that
the claim is here set up, first, that the
English Cburch of to-day is identical with
that which existed in England before the
Reformation, 2ndly, that with the Cath.
olic Church proper, and the Schismatical
Greeks, the Church of England combines
to form an agglomeration of contradic-
tions which is dignified with the title of
“THE Catholic Church,”

Dr. Stearns and his confrere are two of
many who hold and maintain these views,
We had occasion, a few weeks ago, to
review a couple of lectures delivered in
Toronto by Bishop Cox of Western New
York, wherein the same theory s partially
set forth, We proved then that Bishop
Cox was only playing on the credulity of
bis audiences, We showed that St. Auselm
was as thorougly Catholic and Roman in
his religlon ae is Cardinal Mauuing, or
any other Catholic prelate of to-day. We
propose to show further the utter fallacy
of this identity theory by comparing the
belief of the early Church in England
with that of the present Church of Eng.
land. From the comparison it will be
seen that the latter church is entirely
destitute of the essential characteristics of
Christ’s Church as well as being alto-
gether a different individual from the
early Church,

In this investigation, one of the first
considerations which naturally occur to
us must be, what is the nature of the
Church? What are its essential charac-
teristica 7 If there exists a radical diverg-
ence on this point, a fatal blow 1s given to
the identity theory.

The position of Catholics on this matter
ls unmistakable. Cardinal Bellarmine’s
definition of the Church is: “the congre-
gation of men profeesing the same Chris.
tian faith and partaking _of the same sac-
raments, under the government of their
lawfal pastors, and chiefly of the Bishop
of Rome, who is Christ’s vicar on earth :»
and this dcfinition all Catholics accept,
Between this and the definition given in
the Church of England prayer bpok, there
rolls an ocean broader than the Atlantic.
The nineteenth article of the Church of
England says :

“The visible Church of Christ is & con-
gregatior of faithful men in which the
pure word of God ie preached and the sac.
raments be duly ministered according to
Christ's ordinance in all those things that
of necemity are requisite to the same, As
the Church of Jerusalem, Alexandria, and

Aantioch have erred ; 80 also the Church ot
Rome hath erred, not only in their living

and menner of cerem but in
matters of faith,” P o

The Catholic definition requires, abso-
lutely, subjection to the Pupe, The Church
of Eigland declares that the Pops has
erred in faith and consequently we must
look elsewhere for the pure word of God,
The Oatholics insist upon governmeut by
lawful pastors; the Anglican defioition is
satisfied with government of the Church
by laymen; and further, the decree prefac-
ing the articles declares that the kiog is,
by God’s ordinance, “supreme Governor
of the Church,” Aud even those por-.
tions of the two definitions which
seem to agree are essentially contradictory,
owing to the different meanings given to
words used. The Catholic definition re-
quires profession of the same Christian
faith, including thareby all the doctrines
taught by the Councils of the Church, and
especially by the Holy Council of Trent,
while the Anglican definition declares that
some of these doctrines are erroneous,
Besides, the other articles of religion spec-
ify some doctrines which are to be rejacted,
As to the Sacraments, the Catholica believe
that there are seven, whereas the 25th
article of the English Church admits of
two only. The Greek Schismatics agree
with Catholics on all these points, with
the exception of the Pope's supremacy,
and certain matters of detail regarding
doctrine.

The theory, therefore, of identity be-
tween the three Churches is & mere fiction,
‘I'he Church of England standsalone, She
ls not the outgrowth of the original vine
planted by Christ: She is the noxious
weed, planted by the enemy to impede the
growth of the vine,

Dr, Stearnes’ comparison of the Church
to a sarmentose vine is of no avall to
rescue the Chuich of Eagland from thia
position, Comparisons are, perhaps, of all
species of reasoning, the most liable to be
wrested to sophistical uses, They are very
useful as illustrations of trath, but if they
are puched beyond the limits of perfect
purity of circumstances, they becsme dan-
gerous sophisms, Our Divine Saviour
compared himeelf to & vine, and his disci-
ples to the branches, because the branches
derive from the vize the eap which is
the medium by which the life of
the plant is communicated, so must
we abide in Christ and in His
love, (St.Jobn xv.) Bat if we push the
comparisoa beyond what is implied in the
will of Him who uses it, we grope in the
dark and stumble into the pitfalls of error,
8o Dr, Stearnes uses their comparison for
a purpose alien to Christ’s intention, The
Church must teach all that Christ com-
manded; (St. Matthew xxviii, 20,) and
Christ promises his aid for all time, that
she may continue co to teach. And, ifany
hear not her words “it shall be more to'-
erable for the land of Sodom and Gom-
orra in the day of judgment, than for that
city.” (St Matt. x, 15) A portion of
the Church is, therefore, not at liberty to
reject doctrines which form part of the
deposit of faith entrusted to the care of
and inculcated by the teaching body of
the Church. This is what was done in
England, and the English Church is there-
fore in the position of a dead branch cut
off from the vine, from which only the
branches that remain attached thereto
derive life,

The same is true of the government of
the Church as of her doctrine, The apos-
tles are its rulers, and only the lawful
succeesors of the Apostles possess the
Apostolic authority, The Church of Eag-
laed repudiated the living suthority of
the Caurch Catholic, which alone was
derived by direct succession from the
Apostles : she is therefore amenable to
the judgment which Christ pronounces
sgainst those whoreceive not the Apostles,
and hear not their words,

The debate on the first stage of the
coercion bill shows that the Home Rule
varty, English and Irish, is determined
to resist Tory proposals of continued mis.

Mr, Mor-
ley’s amendment to the motion for
urgency caught the popular sentimentand
of course provoked Tory fury, The
Liberal Unionists sc-called voted of coursa
for Salisbary’s Slaughter Bill, Mr., Mar.
ley’s amendment read thus: “That this
House declines to set aside business in
favor of & measure increasing the strin-
gency of the law in Ireland whilst no
effective security is taken againat the abuse
of the law by the exaction of excessive
rents.”

Bir Willism Vernon Harcourt rightly
declared that the Tory principle was to
enforce law whether the law be just or
unjust. He pointed out that the crime
they bad to deal with was the outcome of
an unjast law; that law repealed, coercion
were unnecessary. Theright hon. gentle-
man evoked the jeers of the House
upon Mr, Chamberlain, the quon-
dam radical, for expressing his con-
fidlence that the House of Lords
would pa:s a sati<factory land bill.

remove wy boundaries? The possession
is mine, I held it first, I held it from the
beginving, I descend from the first
owners.

(Ibidem Caput 37). 8t. Vincent of Lerins
thus enumerates the eame principle when
explaining the passage of St. Paul to
Timothy, “Keep that which is committed
to thy truet. (I Timothy vi 20.) What mean
those words committed to thy trust ? They
signily that which has been delivered to
ycu, not invented by you; what you have
received, not what you bave found out,
Be careful to teach the same things which
you have learned and thought; you
should propound them in a true manuer
beczuse of not proposing new doctrines;
for to hold that which has beeu
everywhere always, and unanimously
believed, this is truly and properly Catho-
lic.” In conformity with these sound
priuciples the Church acted in every age
ia her judgments of doctrines. Whenever
men arose with a pretended mission to
reform the Church and propouunded doc-
trines autagounistic to the belief and teach.
ing of the Church in their day, they were
by the very fact condemued as innovators,
and teachers of destructive error. No
watter with what cloquence and gifts of
genius they might bave embellished
their teacuings no matter what ap-
peals they might have made to words
of Scripture, the fact of their broaching
dcctrines antagnostic to the faith and
teachings of the existing Church branded
them as rebels to the Church and as
authors of soul-destroying heresy., New
and strange doctrines were considered
necessarily fales, In conformity with
these sourd principles the innovators in
every age were condemned as heretics.
It was in this way and for this reason
that Arius, Nestorius, Eutichiug, Telagius
and many others were branded with
the anathema of the Church, They
propounded doctrines new to the
Church, they appealed to the word
of ecripture against her teaching, and
were therefore condemued as heresiarchs.
M., Renaw, who is an infidel, and there-
fore by no means partial to the claims of
the Catholic church, in a course of lec-
tures delivered in London, Eagland, in
the winter of 1880, speaking of the prim-
itive church, made the following remarks,
which are in strict harmony with the view
we are insisting upon: “To confute a
heretic,” he eays, *‘no reasoning was re-
quired; it was enovgh to show that he
was outside the Catholic pale; and the
rule afterwards formulated by Vincentius
of Lering:  “Quod  semper,  quod
ubique, guod ab omnilus tradium,
was already the test of truth.” Now these
pricciples if true and sound must hold
goed in every age, must be as applicable
to the sixteenth century as to the first or
fifth or tenth century. Our whole dispute
therefore with Protestants in regard to the
apostolicity of doctrine reduces itself to a
question of fact : What were the tenets
of the Christian Church when the
Reformers arose! What were its teachings
when they undertook their self imposed
mission of Reformers! Theee tenets and
teachings were those which are held by the
Catholic Roman Church of to.day.
The oppoeing doctrines of the
Reformers were novelties unknown to the
existing church and were therefore false
and heretical—they came too late to be
identical with apostolic doctrine; and the
church of their day might address the
Reformers in the language of Tertullian,
“Who are you! When,and whence do you
come ! What have you to do within my
limits ? What right have youn Luther, to
cut down my forests? Who gave you,
Calvin, authority to change the course of
my streams? By what authority, Henry
VIIL, do you remove my boundaries?
The possession is mine, I held it first,
I held it from the beginning, 1
descend from the primitive owners, I am
the heir of the Apostles,” Now it is by
these very principles laid down by the
early Fathers as religious axioms that the
Catholic Roman Church bages and trium-
bantly establishes its claim to apos‘olic-
ty of doctrine, The Catholic Romsn
Church was in poseession when the Re-
formers arose. It opposed no new doec-
trines antagonistic to existing doctrines,
it rebelled not egainst, nor did it separate
itself from, & more ancient Christian
Church, It did not raise its altars
against those of a pre existing Chris-
tian society, and hence it rigorously
follows that It is the same religions soci-
ety which was founded by Christ and pro-
mulgated by the apostles, that it is there-
fore lpoltolfc in origin and in the doctrines
which it holds and teaches—that it is the
body of Christ and the organ of the Holy
Ghost, and that not one fota of the saving
doctrines which it received from Christ
and His apostles has it changed or corrup-
ted, Baut, admitting for arguments sak
the pomibility of such a change, |
such a change took place, we would surely
find some trace or proof of it in history.

We can lay our finger on the map of
time, and point out the periods when
the ancient heresiarches arose, and can tell
the nature aud character of the errors they
propounded.  And surely, in the eame
way aud by the same means we could
discover the doctrinal changes introduced
by the Roman Church and the precise
period of their introduction, had such
changes taken place, There would be
queetion, in the case supposed, of the most
vital interest of immortal eouls, there
woul!d be question of corrupting doctrinal
truths on  which human salvation
depended, thers would be  ques

tion of introducing religious tenets
and forms of worship uutil then
unknown, and in direct antagouism to
the most cherished convictions of millions
of human beings How, we ask, coald
such a womentus event take place with

out raisiog the wutmost commotion
awongsy the Chureh’s chidren, how could
such a thing oceur without caliivg forth

the most euvergetic protests from hosts of
the clergy aud lsuity, Aud yet in the
whole history of the Caurch_we do not
find the slightest trace or proof, the
faintest Opposition or protest sgainust the
alleged chauges and corruptious which are
faleely asserted to bave been introduced
into Chisiian faith aud worship by the

Catholic Roman Church. This is a
proof amcuuting to the charvcter
and forcs of a demonstration that

no guch change o corraption had ever
taken place, and tbs¢ therefore the doc-
trines of the Catholic ;! \man Church have
come down from ths primitive church
and ate really and truly apostolic, It
will not do to say, as some adversaries
aseert, that those changes were gradually
and insensibly introduced; for all history
as well as experience and common sense
demonstrate that such a thing is an utter
impossibility, Wetherefore conclude that
the Catholic Roman Church, and it alone,
is Apostolic in ductrine aud holds in ite
bosom, pure aud entire, the whole revela-
tion of Christ, and that the distinctive
tenets of Protestantism are of buman in-
vention and a congeries of the werest
novelties.
But the Church of Christ must be
apostolic, not only in doctrine, but also in
its minwstry avd jurisdic'ion, that is to
say, there must be 1n the church a publie,
perpetual snd uninterrupted succession
of bithops from the apos:l s down to our
time, We are now come free to face
with the question in which of ths two
societies, Protestant or Caiholic, do we
ficd a perpetvation of the Apostolic
ministrty ! In which do we find lawful
wissicn end juddsdicion? It must be
premised tkat Chrirt  inten’ed  the
spostolic miiistry, which he imetituted,
would be continued in the discharge
of 1ts saving functicns down to the
end of time, “All power,” He said to His
apostles, “is given to Me, in heaven and on
earth,” Theevident meaning of this special
commission is that the apostolic minlstry
should last in the world to the end of
time, that though the apostles would die
a8 do other men they would live in their
lawful successors, and the apo:tolic college,
created and chartered by the Son of God,
uld continue forever in its office of
téaching the doctrines of Christ and in the
administration of His ordinances aslong as
as there existed men to be taught
and eouls to be eaved. This truth
is further evidenced by St. Paul
who (in Ephes iv ¢. 11-13)) writes that
Christ gave some to be apostles and
some prophets, and others evangelists, and
others F“to" aud teachers for the perfec-
tion of the saints, for the work of the
ministry unto the edification of the body
of Christ, till we all meet in the unity of
the faith and the knowledge of the Son
of God.,” But a constant, unbroken suc-
cession, of pastors, although necessary, is
not of iteelf sufficient to constitute a true
Apostolic ministry in the full sense of the
word, otherwise the early heretics such
a8 the Nestorians, Eutichians,
and Donatists could have claimed the
Apostolic ministry, notwithstanding their
errors and schism, so long as they retained
a valid ordination, There is required, be-
sides, & lawful mission, or the facalty and
authority to teach and dispense the mys-
teries of Christ, conferred by competent
authority, The Apostles undertook not
the work of the holy ministry until duly
commissioned to do so. No one should
take the honor to himself, but he that is
truly called of God. ““Even,”says St, Paul,
(Hebrews v . 6.) “Christ did not glorify
Himeelf to be made a High Priest, but He
that eaid to Him, Thou art a priest for
aver aceording to the order of Melchise-
deck.,” The E:ernal Father, then, con-
stituted our blessed Lord a High Priest
and gave Him from all eternity
his commiesion to teach mankind the
mysteries of the kinglom of heaven.
Christ commissioned his apostles, for he
said, “As the Father hath sent me I also
eend you” (Jobn xx, 22) and the
apostles sent their successors, and so on
down through the ages, This is the divine
order eatablisbed by God for the appoint-
ment and continuation of a legitimate
ministry; and outside of thie divinely
appointed order, no one is authorized to
preach the word of God, or to dispense
the holy mysteriee, Oar Blessed Lord,
before his ascenslon, organized the apostles
into a teaching body, clothed them with his
powers, and commissioned them to go and
teach the world, “All power is'given to
me in heaven and on earth, going, there-
fore teach all nations, . .. and behold I am
with you all days even to the consumma.
tion of the world” (Matt xviii, 18, 19, 20),
This teaching bcdy was constituted a
moral person which was to live forever in
the execution of the divine commission.
Peter is the head of the Apostolic College
—the rock on which the Church was
built—the suparior who wes assigned by
Christ the oftica of confirming his breth-
ren. It was to him and the other
apostles our Lord said, “He that heareth
you heareth me, he hath despiseth you
despissth me, and he that despiseth me
despiseth him who sent me” (Luke x, 16.)
To him and the other apostles constitut.
ing the teaching body, Christ said, “I will
ask the Father and he will give you
another paraclete, the spirit of truth
who will teach you all truth, an
abide with you for ever.” (John xiy,
16 ) The divine commistion thercfore
to teach all nations was given to the apost-
les and their lawful successors in the work
of the apostolate. To no one outeide of
that body were the words, “Go and teach”
addressed, and therefore no one outside
of it has commimion to do so. Any perzon

else presuming to exercise the office of a

shepherd of souls would be rightly con
sidered as not entering the sheepfold by
the door, but by climbing up another
Way, snd would, therefore, be a thief and
8 robber, coming to kill, and to steal, and
destroy (Su. John x.,1); be would be like
thoee false prophets of whom the Lord
complained through his prophet Jerewish
(xx i, 21), “I did not rend prophets, yet
they rav; I have not spoken to them, yet
they prophesied.” Hence St. Paul insisted
on this lawful missiou as the very basis of
mean's talvation, “How then,” says he,
“shall they call upon Him in whom they
bave not believed, or how shall they

belicv e Him of whom they have not heard,
and  ow  shall they hear without
a preoher, apd how ehall they preach
unles vy be t” (Romaus x., 14)
Wherc: . ths ape proceeds from luvo
cation farth, 1w faith to hearing,
from | 1 to preachivg, aud frow
preaching to missivsn : so thas fu the list
analysis 2 becomes, as it were, the
bagis of man's salvanon ; sioee, without
wission, imparted by God to His preach-
ers, $he people could not have true fiidh,
or the true worship of God. Mission has

been at all times both in the ancient as
well as iu the new dispensation, by divine
appolutment, a nece sary condition of a
Jawful winistry and 1t has in consequence
been considered a wicked and profaue
usurpailon for any person not commis-
sioned o assume the offices and duties of
the miuistry, Hence God invflicted the
awful punishment of being swallowed up
alive 1uto the earth upon Core, Dathan,
and Abiron for having astempted to usarp
the priesthood of Asron and the author-
ity of Moses, (Numbers 16c,, 24, 31 33v,
It is incambent on those who claim to
be apoetle, or the heirs to their authority,
to prove their mission and exhibit their
credentials as ambassadors of Christ, Even
in civil suciety 11 is necessary for ambas.
sadors to prove by their credentials that
they are duly commisstoned by the gov-
ernment which they claim to represent; it
is required from judges to prove that they
are duly commiseioned to judge causes aud
sit in judgment on their fellow-citi-

zems, We must, in  scriptural lan.
guage, try every spirit whether it
be from God. The most arrant

impostors have claimed the authority of
Heaven for their self-improved missions
aud their destructive deadly errors, From
Mahomet duwn to Joe Swith, founder of
the Mormons, impostors aud fanatics have
given 1t out that they were of God,
Mission, therefore, must be proved and
must be ea:ily, irresistably proved, ns God
could not allow the claims of His Church
to rest on doubts avd uncertainties, The
more strictly he requires submission and
obedieucs to those who epeak in His name
the more He owes it to His goodness and
justice and veracity to furnish to His true
messengers, such testimonials and evi
dences of their mission as that all
honest searchers for tbe truth can
easily and surely discern them
from mere impostors, And such in
fact has been aiways the case. When
God sppointed Moses to be the leader of
His chosen people, He empowered him to
work the most splendid and startling mir-
acles in proof of His appointwent and
misgion. The prophets proved their mis.
sion by miiacles as well as by the fnlfill.
ment of their prophecies. The apostles
proved themselves the envoys of heaven
by the most astonishing prodigies, even
Christ Himself repeatedly appealed to His
works and miracles to show tbat He was
sent by His Father, Hence it is by no
means svflicient for a man to say that he is
an envoy of heaven and holds a commis-
sion from God to preach and govern ; he
must prove it by incontestable miracles if
be claims he is commissioned to establisb a
new form of religion, When a new order
of things hag been established, when reli-
gion is once founded, a lawful mission to
teach and govern the faithful may be ob-
tained in an ordinary and normal manner
that 18 by communication from those who
received the authority from God to grant
it—that is, the body or organization origin-
ally constituted by God. In this as in the
former case there is a true mission from
God, through the channel which He Him-
self appointed. Thus while in the old law,
He established and indicated the priest-
hood of Aeron by stupendous miracles He
decreed that the children and descendants
of Aaron should possess His priesthood
and authority without any new miracles
and could prove their mission to the
people by the exhibition of their gene-
alogy. Thus,in the new law mission may
come direct from God, or it may come
through the medium for communicating
it appointed by him., Of the former kind
wae the mission of the apostles, for to
them he said, “Go teach all nations; he
that, heireth you heareth me; he that
despiseth you despiseth me,” and when
having chosen them he gave them power
over unclean spirits to cast them out and
to heal all manners of diseases and
all manner of slcknesses. (Luke ix.,
12 v,) As to the second we find it
mentioned and in operation in the Acts
when the apostles having founded many
churches, those of Derbe, Lystra, Iconium,
Antioch “ordained for them priests in
every church,” (Aects 14 ¢, 22 v.), and
we also find {t expressly mentioned in the
epistles of St. Paul to Titus and to
Timothy, where he tells the former “to
ordain priests in every city,” and warns
the latter not to impose hands lightly on
any man but to choose faithful men who
should be fit to teach others also (Titus i
¢c. 5 v, lst to Timothy v. c. 22 and 2ad to
Timothy il ¢., 2 v.)

The first of these kinds of mission is
called extraordinary, because it is founded
by miracles and is a departure from the
ordinary established order of things, The
second is called ordinary, because it is
proved and communicated according to an
esteblished order of things, How admir
ably these principles find their application
in the Catholic Roman Church! They fiad
themselves as much at home in her system
as does the key in the wards of the lock
for which 1t has Leen made. The apostles
received their commission from Jesus
Christ, They proved it by mlracles to the
people amongst whom they preached. They
ordained bishops and priests and ap-
pointed them over the converts they had
made, These in their turn preached the
word of (tod, exerciscd the holy ministry,
converted multitudes to the Christian
faith and ordained bishops to teach and

govern them, And in this way the
apostolic ministry, beginuing with the
apostles and authenticated gy them by

eplendid miracles, has continued in their

successors in a publie, constant and un-

broken succeselon in the Catholic Church
down to our time, And so certuin and
indisputable is this fact tha* notasolitary
instance can be adduced of an authorized
paster in the Cburch who did not
receive his orders and commission in the
mavner and according to the form pre
scribed by the existing Ministey, Thus
every Catholic has the assurance that he is
a member of that Church which alone
teaches Apostolic doctrine snd which
comes down to bim holding in her baud
the authentic and iudisputable proof, that
#he was founded by Christ ou the Apostles
and is governed by their legitimate suc
cessors, that she is the Churen bult upon
the foundation of the Apostles and pro
phets, “Jesus Christ Himself beiug the chicf
corner-stone,”  (Eph, 1i. 20)

Every Catholic knows that his fmwe |
diate pastor has been sent by his bishop, |

that s bishop bas been appointed and
commissioned by the Pope, that he is 1n
commuuion with the Pope sud with all
Catholie bishops, aud by a glance at the

apostolic tree he can prove that the Pope
is the legitimate successor of Si Peter,
the priuce of the Apcsties, and the supreme
visible shepherd of the flick of Christ;
he can trace the lme of the
Popes in a public asd uubroken
succession back to apostolic times from
Leo XI1II, to St. Peter, he kuows that not
alink is wantiog in that bright chain of
Popes that stretches back through the
ages linking age to age and binding cen.
tury to century and connecting Leo XILI,
now governing the church, witn St, Peter,
prince of the Apostolic College and with
Jesus Christ himself, The Catholic feels
therefore that his faith is plauted on that
solid rock against which the gates of hell
caunot prevail,. What a refuge, what a
harbour of security and repose {s the
Catholic Church to her children, whilst
those outside her pale are buffeted aud
tossed about by every kind of doctrine,
poor children of doubt and dread whose
faith is built on reeds. Cardinal New

man wrote the following, “This is the
great manifest, historical phenomenon
which converted me—to which all partic

ular enquiries converged. Caristianity is
not a matter of opinion, but an external
fact, entering into, carried out in, in-
divisible from, the history of the world

It has a bodily occupation of the world;
it is one continuous fact or thing the same
from first to last, distinct from everything
else: to be a christian is to partake of, to
submit to, this thing; and thesimple qnes

tion was, where, what 1s this thiug iu this
age, which in the first sge was the Catho-
hie church? The answer was undeniable,
the church called Catholic now is that very
same thing in hereditary descent, in organ-
1zation, in principles, in poeiiion, in exter

nal relations, which was calied the Catholic
Church then; name aud thing have ever
gone together, by an uuinterrupted con-
nection and succession, from then till uow.
Whether it had been corrupted in its
teaching was, at best, a matter of opinion.,
It was indefinitely more evident a fact,
that it stood on the ground and in the
place « f the ancient church, s its heir and
representative, than that certain pecaliari-

Auglican Church has nothiug 1 common

with the pre reformation Courch o that
country—that it is not her daugh-
ter or a continuation of i, bat that
i s quite a modern institution, the crea~
ture and the slave of the state, And 1t this
be the case with the Churca of Kugland 1t
I8 for & grealer reasou Lhe case
with  all  the Protestaut denomina-
tious that have admitted no epr-copacy;
these bhave not a shadow of ttie te
Apostolic succession but are as brauches
cat off from the living tree of the church of
Christ. Of all Protesiant denouiuations, it
may be eaid, 10 the words of Bossuet, *It
ever remains manifest to the whole world
that they once withdrew from that
pumerous body and ancient church which

was founded by Jesus Christ and in which
St. Peter and his successors hold the first
place as every new sect was compelled to
admit, The mowment of separation will
always remain 8o well known that the
iunovators themselves will never ba able
todeny it nor attempt 8o much as to refer
their origin to an Apostolic source
through an unbroken succession,  This
is the inevitable defect of all secta of
merely human institution; no one cam
chauge the past or give to himself predeces-
sors or produce the retroactive effect
of placing in their hands a charter which
they never received, The Catholic
Church slone shows this undeniable
series of pastors throughout all preceding
ages. To her has always and exclusively
belonged the uninterrupted succession,the
chair of unity, the universal diffusion
of the name of Catholic and apostolic
church, tue authority of primitive times ;
nor has it ever been possible to show that
she had any other primitive pastors than
the apostles or any other author than
Jesus Corist Humself.,” Nor is the want of
the apostolic succession the ouly inherent
defect of Prowestantism, lis pastors have

uo mis-ion or jurisdiction, they were sent
aud commissioned by no oue who had
authority 1o do g0, 1f they had a mission

it wounld be either extraordinary or ordin-
ary. Taey bad not the former, for they
exbibited no miraculous powers, wrought
uo miracle in proof of their mission, not
even, sald Erssmus, the cure of a lame dog
They had not the latter, for they were
repudiated and condemned by the only
institution that was competent to bestow
it and from which alone they could receive
it. They are not, therefore, true pas.
tors of souls—they have mnot entered
the sheepfold of Chrst by the

ties in its teaching were really innovations
and corruptions. Say there is no church
at all, if you will, and at least I shall
understand you, bat do not med-
dle with a fact attested by mankind.
I am almost ashamed to ineist upon
80 plain a point, which in many respects
is axiomatically true, except that there are
persons who wish to deny it.”

“What a subject of consolation for the
children of God,” exclaimes Bossuet, “ what
conviction of truth in every one of them
when he sees that from Innocent X [, (now
Leo XIII) who at present so worthily
occupies the first see in the Church, we
ascend without interruption to St, Peter,
whom Christ our J.ord appointed prince
of the Apustles; whence tracing up the
line of the Pontiffs who ministered under
the law we reach the time of Aaron and
Moses; theuce we pass to the age of the
patriarchs and to the very begmning of
the world, ‘what a succession,’ ‘what a
tradition,” ‘what a wonderful concatena-
tion.) If our minds, naturally uncertain,
and rendered by that uncertainty the
sport of its own reasoniogs, requires a eure
authority to guide and determine
it in those questions where galvation
is concerned, what greater authority
than that of the Catholic Church,
which embraces within itsclf all the
authority of the past ages ani theanclent
traditions of mosukind up to their first
crigin.” (Dlscourse on universil history,
part ii, ¢. 30). @an Protestantiem skow
anything like this? To whom or to what
does it succeed ! Protestantism succeeds
to nothing. Itis a secession and a revolt;
it has no roots in antiquity aud no con-
nection with the Christian past aud no
continuity. It wasand is a protest against
the only orgamized Chris'ianity that
existed in the world. There isa chasm
of fifteen hundred years between it and
the apostles, and it has no power to bridge
over that chasm, It stands isolated from
the pat, a modern man made religion,
feeble and tottering with three short
centuries of age. In the language of
Tertulllan, “let Protestants produce the
beginnings of their churches; let them
set forth tha order of their bi:hops
so running from the beginning by
succession, that he who was the first
bishop bad fur founder and predecessor
one of the Apostles, or an apostolic mau,
who, however, should have steadily con-
tinued in communion with the apostles,”
(De praiscrip 32 ¢ ) “For it is in this way
the Apostolic churches exhibit and make
good their title.” ([bidem ) Itisneedless
to eay that none of the Protestent sects
will attempt to do anything like this. The
effyrts would simply serve to cover them
with the confusion of defeat and the con-
tempt of intelligent men, It is true the
Anglican Church makes pretence to apos-
tolic succeasion, but when confronted wi'h
the crucial test of Turtullian ita claims we
find to be false, its title deeda mere for-
geries, Let them, Anglicans, show the
origin of their Churches, lot them exhibit
the unbroken series of their pastors, dating
down from an apostle or an apostolic
man., Were Cranmer and Parker, their
first archbishops, appointed to the See of
Canterbury by one of the Apostles or one
of the canonical successnrs of the apostles }
Did they persevere in the communion of
the Episcopal body spread throughout the
world and especially in the communion
of the succersor of St. Peter in the
See of Rome ! Did they continue in the
poseession of the same faith and in the
exercise of the same mode of worehip with

door, but have climbed up another
way, and therefore are not the shep-
herds of the sheep, they are but like
those false prophets of whom the Lord
complained through Jeremiah, “I did not
send these prophets, yet they ran, I have
not spoken to them yet they prophesied.”
(Jer. xviii,, 21 ¢ iv), Besides, either the
Catholic Roman Church was the Charch
of Christ in the 16th century, or it was
not, If it were the Church of Christ, then
there could have been no justification for
the Rsformers to leave it, and 1 doing so
they were guilty of the awtul sin of
schism and of revolt agsinst Ohrist's
Church. If it were not the Church of
Christ, it could not give the Reformers
mission or jurisdiction. In any case,
therefore, the sects founded by them have
not the slightest proof of apostolicity in
doctrine, ministry and mission, and there-
fore are mere human religions, without
power to instruct or grace to save.

It is admitted on all sides that any
Church claiming to be the Church of
Christ or a branch of it must show that it
is the heir of the apostolic Church, that
it i apostolic in doctrine, in ministry and
in jurisdiction, and, thereiore, that it is
inserted in the true vine, Jesus Christ,
from whom {t receives life, and sap and
enduring vitality, We have shewa that
the Catholic Church is alone the heir
of of the apostolic college and that
Protestantism has neither apostolic doe:
trine, nor ministry, nor mission. The
Catholic Roman Church is in name,
in line, in principles, in manner
of being, In moral characteristics,
in apostolic teaching, in public, unbroken,
uninterrupted succession of pastors, the
descendant and repreeentative of the
apostolic Church. Away back through
the ages we trace this long, unbroken
line of Popes and bishops, who in each
succeeding generation have stood up for
right and virtue, who have lived for
(lod’s glory and man’s ea'vation, who by
their teashings and virtues made a track
of light through the centuries, who, like
watchful sentinels on the watch-towers of
Zion, have challenged and condemned
every form of religious error and faith.
fully guarded the citadal of divine truth,
who preached the gospel of Jesus Christ to

the eavage as well as the civilized
races of man, illuminating  their
intellect with the light of faith,

eoftening and christianizing their hearts

by the graces of prayer and sacraments,

refining their manners by the gentleness

and sweetness of charity, teaching them
justice, mercy, charity and peace, until,
under the magic power, the creative in-
flaences of their teachings and the might-
fness of their bright examples Christen-
dom sprang up from the corruptions, the
moral ruins of the past, and the charities
and sanctities and innumerable blessings
of the religion of Christ [overflowed the
world, like the covering waters of the sea.

Yes, the apostolic ministry of the
Catholic Church has changed the face
of the earth has created Christian civili-
zation, has saved and sanctified millions
of immortal souls, has made innumerable
saints who shone by the light of holiness
in this world like stars in a dark firma-
ment it has wiped the]tears from the eye
of merey, it has been like an angel of
consolation in th8 Gethsemane of the
suffering and the sorrow stricken, it has
raised institutions for the alleviation of
every form of human misery, for the com-
fort and the healing of the sick and suf-
fering. It bhas been the light of

the Oatholic Church? If not, and it ia
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wepecially those gentlemen who followed
bim, snd upon whom he thowered praises.

IN BILLINGSBRIDGE.

The following is a full 1eport of the
sermon delivered by the Rev. Dr. £ Me.-
D, Dawson, on 8t. Patrick’s day, 1887, at
the new church of Billingsbridge, Ottawa.

Non vecedet memoria e¢jus et nomen ejus
requirelur a g ta m g i
His memory will not fail and his name
will be in honor from generation to gen-
eration, Eccl. 39.

It affords us pleasure to celebrate the
memory of very eminent men. But, when
their name bears with it sssociations of
religion and country, it becomes doubly
dear to us, and our Elounre in doing
honor is increased & hundred fold, St.
Patrick, as the apostle of the Irich race, is
bound to us by the two fold tie of coun-
tr{lmd religion. These two sacred bonds
call aronnd our sltars, this day, wherever
Irishmen find a home, crowds of worship
pers giving thavks to God and vying with
one snotber in venerating the memory of
the apostolic man to whom Ireland owee
the inestimable boon of the Christian
Faith.

We need not go far in order to learn
where St. Patrick first saw the light. In
his confession, or as we should now say,
his autobiography, he stated that he was
born at Bonaven Fabernir,—the town of
Kilpatrick, at the mouth of the River
Clyde in Scotland, between Dumbartoa
and Glasgow, This part of Scotland
appears to have been, at that time, a por-
tion of the Roman British Province,

for the Saint calls himself a Briton
and a Romen, His father, Cal-
pburnius, & Roman Patiician, owned
copneiderable property in the loeal-
ity relerred to. When Patrick was
sixteen years of age, a band of robbers
from the neighboring ehores of Ireland,
which was at that time a barbarous ana
heathen country, raided his father’s
estate and carried lwa¥ in captivity to
Ireland the youthful Patrick, together
with & number of vassals and slaves of
Calphurnius, For eight long years Pat-
rick was doomed to undergo all the
labors and bardehips of the servile state
under s tyrannical task master. All
this, instead of hardening his heart
against Ireland, appears enly to have
awakened his sympathy for the Irish
people, 80 many ot whom were like him
self suffering in bondage and under
cruel treatment. His future career shows
full well how dearly he loved the Ilrish
people, Escaped from bondage, he
oonoeived the idea of converiing the

Irish pation to the Chbristain faith, In
this be was encoursged by several visions,
—one in perticular, in which he saw the
little ebildren of Ireland stretching out
their bands to bim and calling for relief,
He could not heeitate, But much re
mained to be done before he could com
meunce his apostolic labors. For he was
resolved to be no upstart or self consti-
tuted spostle. None knew better that
the ligs of the priest of God must keep know
ledge and that men wall seck from Mis mouth
the rule and discipline of life Without
such kpowledge, how could men consi-
der him as the Minister of Cbrist and
the Diepenser of the Divine sacraments?
Several years, acoordingly, were devoted
to the neceseary studies, After a regu
lar course of ecclesinstical study, Pat-
rick was advanced to the Holy Order of
the Priesthood, and, soon thereafter,
consecrated Bishop, But, this did not
suffice. Miseion wae etill wanting. How
could he preach unless be were sent |
Aud bow could he be sent, if not through
the sppointed channel? He repairs to
the See of Peter, Pope Celestine com-
mends bis great derign and gives him
commiseion 1o evangelize the Ineh
people, with episcopsl jurisdiction over
all Irelund,

Itnow oply remained for Patrick to
commence his Apostolic labors. Accom.
panied by a few fiathful ecclesiastics, he
sets sail for the shores of Ireland. He dis-
embarks upon the ccast of Wicklow,
What must not haye been his surprise
and dissppointment when a savage mob
aesailed Elm,md, with showers of stones,
drove him and his companions back to
their ship, He would be more kindly
received, perhaps, in the neighborhood
where he bad served so long, and was
favorably known, Accordingly, he sails
for Antrim ; but only to be treated in the
same savage way as in Wicklow. His
former master scornfully repells him, and
the natives, in fury, drove him to bis
ship. What was now to be done ? What
could be done in the face of such dis
couragement. Such another man would
hinve derpaired of doing anything for a
country that treated him so ill. Not so
Patrick. He will ir..ke another and a
still bolder attempt. He guided his
vessel to the estuary of the
Boyne, resolved to journey along
the valley of that too celebrated river,
to the kingly halls of Tara, There, at
the time, were aseembled the kings and
magnates of the land, together with the
powerful priests ot the druidical super-
ptition in order to celebrate the birthday
of Ireland’s chief king, The apostolic
man determined to address the dread
assembly, There had been no such pro.
ceedings since the time when St. Paul
confronted the baughty kings and pro
consuls of Imperial Rome, causing them
to tremble in the judgment seat, as he
discoursed to them on rightecusnessand
chastity and the judgmeat to come ; or,
that esme Paul when he stood before the
high legisiative council of Grecian
Athens and discoursed to those proud
statesmen on the “unknown God.” There
18 this difference, St. Paul enjoyed only
a partial initiatory succees, that of Patrick
was comp'ete, without precedent or par-
allel in the glorious annals of the Chris.
tian Chburch, The chief king, like
Agrippa, was eomewhat persuaded, but
not s¢ much so as to declare himeelf a
Christian ; to euch a degree, neverthe.
less, that be gave full liberty to Patrick
to preach the gospel in every part of
Ireland, e¢xtending to bim, at the same
time, his powerful protection and
assigning to him a pleasant and comfort-
able residence. The daughter of the king
at once embraced the faith, and thus, to
say the least, lent a powerful influence
to the apostle. The chief Druid, or
arch-priest of the Druidical re
ligion, aleo believed, a happy cir-
cumstance which neutralized the oppo-
sition of the Druids. The kings of
Daublin and Muneter were converted. The
family of the King of Connaught,
including his seven sons, together with
almost all their subjecte, became Chrietian.
The father of Beniguus, who afterwards
succeeded St, Patrick in the See of Armagh,
was aleo a convert on this great occasion.
A beginning, so great and so successfal,
could uot fall to lead on to still greater
results, Ia am incredibly short time the
whole of Irelsnd became Christian, Dio-
ceses and pari<hea were established every-
waere thronghout the land.  Churches,
mouasterics, echools of piety and learning
were crected and the sacred Hierarchy
completed,organized and formally planted

in the country.  Armagh was constituted
the Primatical See and St Patrick the first
Primate.

It would be great praise to say that all
this was accomplished in the hifetime of
one man. But what must not be our
admiration when we consider that Ire.
land’s apostle had not yet half filled his
brilliant career, when it was given the
Irish nation to enjoy all these fruits of
his apostolic labors ! 8o perfect was his
work that the morals of the people were
completely reformed;—to such a degree
that a maiden in the bloom of youth and
beauty, and bearing on Ler person the
richest jewelry, could travel without
meeting with the slightest molestation,
from one end of the land to the other.
Well might such a land be famed among
the nations as “The Isle of Saints,”
With piety and sound morals came
learning, It is matter of history that
Irelund, in her days of greatest Faith,
sent her learned men to instruct the
rulers and the people of other nations.
The statesman emperor, Charlemagne,
had always some Irish scholars at his
court, and he derived both pleasure and
profic from listening to them. The
greatest civilizer of Saxon times, Alfred
the Great, availed himself of the like
assistance in the great work to which he
devoted his life and made subservient
his kingly power. Little wonder if the
Irish people have always steadfastly
adhered to the faith of St. Patrick; for
it gave them a truly golden age. Such
excellence and such prosperity were
destined 10 be sorely checked, War,
with its terrors and its horrors, came;
unprivcipled diplomacy, more cruel atill
than wav, and foreign invasion, intro.
duced intestine strife, petting son
against father, brother against brother,
province against province, Tue bitter
tivite born of euch evil sources,
still, in part, remwin. But there
remmins  wlvo that spirit of Faith
which taught the people patience in cir
cumetances \he most trying that it is
posible to imagine, What is it but that

LEGISLATURE OF ONTARIO.

Although the House adjourned to
Monday from the six o'clock recess on
Thuisday, it is rot an indication that a
geod d-al of practical wo 'k bas not been
done du ing the past week’s eittings,

Hon. Mr. Fraser, whose abeeice was
regretted durirg the Wylie snd Wil
loughby Orange attack, 1s sgain in bis
vlace, and looking well and heariy nct
withstanding his 1eported illness, He
moved for and obtaned the appointment
of & special ¢ mwiues to corsider and
enquite nto the operation of “The
Workmen's Compeneaion for Inja:iis
Act, 1886, with power to rend for per-
suns papers avd records.  The Act went
into effect Jast July, the Grand Trunk
Compavy being exempt frem its opera
tion for one year,

All the estimates, (with the exception
of three iteme), have been passed in
Commwittee ot Supply, This, the most
important business of the session, would
have been got through with, were it not
for the unavoidable absence of the Hon.
Provincial Treasurer, Col, Roes, who was
called to the death-bed of his eldest
daughter, Mrs, Meyer, of Wingham,
whoee death took place on Tuesday Jast.
In previous s¢ssions, the discussions over
the items took up a week or ten days,
snd were not always carried on without
4 x0od deal ot acrimony and the intro.
duction of oftensive personalities, The
change is decidedly one for the better,
and creditable to both sides.

The sitting on Wednesday was pro-
longed unul close at eleven at night, and
produced the first division of the session
It was on a motion moved by Mr.
Creighton,

“That in the opinion of this House it is
unjust to other classes of the community
who are taxed on their incomes that the
salaries of officials holding office under
the Government of Canada should be
exoept from municipal taxation ; that the
constitutional right to tax such salaries
for municipal purposes is & subject of
such importance that an authoritative
decision thereon should be had from the
Judicial Committee of Hér Majesty’s
Privy Council, and the matter being one
of general interest throughout the prov-
ince, and in which no municipality is
exclusively interested, steps ought to be
taken by the Government of Oatario for
obtaining such a decision,”

Mr Creighton spoke at much length,
reading the decicions of the courts in the
case of the city of Ottawa vs. Leprohon,
which was made a test case, in favor of
his motion,

The Attorney.General expressed him-
self heartily in accord with the sentiments
of the motion, There could be nothing
more unfair than the exemption of those
salaries, But sfter carefally reviewing
the decislons of the judges, and giving
the subject all passible consideration, be
felt himself forced to the conclusion that
he must fail in a case before the Privy
Council. That being the case, he could not
feel justified in putting the Province to
the jexpense of an unsuccessful appeal,
He would respectfully suggeet to the gen.
tlemen oppoeite that they would appeal
to their frienls at Oitawa to pass a law
empowering municipalities to tex the sal.
aries of Dominion officials. Then his
Government would do its daty. His
Government had empowered the muniei-

palities to tax the salaries of Provincial

officisls. In smendment be would move
that all the words after “taxation’ (the
40ih) be struck out and the following in-

seated:

“And this House regrete that the Domin-
fon Government, iu the «xercise of its
juriediction under the British North
America Act, bas not pa:sed any act plac-
ing, or purposivg to place, such salaries
on the same footing in that rerpect as this
Legislature has placed the ealsries of ¢ fii
cisls holding cffice under the Provincial
Government "

After further debate the vote was called
for and the smendment carried, 62 to 32,

The vote was & straight party one—the
Opposition musterivg their full force.
Of the Government supporiers there were
five absent, which, with the spesker,
brings the full Government majority up
to 26,
Mr., Water’s bill to emable married
w , who p the Ty property
qualification, in their own right, to vote
at municipal elections, got thesix months’
boist. It was opposed by Hon. M#! Fraser,
who moved the smendment in a very
able and forcible lﬁeech. The vote stood
55 to 19. The Hor. Attorney-General
recorded his vote with the naye.

IRISH NEWS BY UABLE.

Evictions on the Marquis of Lans-
downe’s estate in Queen's county, Ire
land, are causing great excitement, The
Marquis has refused to make reductions
in his rents, and his agent is forcing
evictions by wholesale.

The Dublin Freeman’s Journal says
Lieut Governor R. H. Sankey, Chairman
of the Board of Public Works, is tc suc-
ceed General Buller as Under Secretary
for Ireland.

The Walkers, father and son, Orange-
men, were a few days since tried at Bel-
fact the third time for the murder of a
soldier named Hnghes, and a constable
vamed Gardiner, in the riots of last July.
In the two previous trials the jaries dia.
agreed, At the third trial the father was
couvicted of manelaughter, aud was sen-
tenced to twenty years’ penal servitude.

Judge Boyd, of Dublin, has granted a

warrant for the arrest of Father Ryan, of
the Herbertstown branch of the National
Lergue, for contempt, in refusing to
testify corcerning bis action as trustee for
tenants under the plan of campaign,
Warrauts have also been issued fora num-
ber of other persous of Heibertstown, on
the same charge.
Father Keller remains in excellent
health, and receives packages of fruit,
baskets of flowers, table delicacies, &s.,
from many parts of the kingdom, A
Coveat Garden marketmao, named Demp-
sey, sent by express a large hamper of
Jaffa oranges, hothouse grapes, Holy Land
dates and Algeria strawberries. All these
packages are, however, overhauled by the
gaolers,

Police Inepector Somerville and 'Con-
stable Garrett, who were found guilty by
the coroner’s jury of the murder of Han-
lon, who was shot and killed during the
riot at Youghal, were brought to Oork as
prisoners, The people of Youghal
hooted and jeered at the extra police-
men who had charge of the men as the
train conveying them moved away,

A number of tenants oa Shitley’s
estate at Carrickmacross were evicted on
the 24th,  The evictions were attended
with stirring scenes.  The police, 150 in
number, were met by a crowd of peas-
ants with bands of music and headed by
prieats,  Little opposition was met with
until the police arrived at the cottages,
These they found barricaded, and while
they were removing the obstructions boil-
ivg water was poured on them from
above, In reveral pitiful instances old
people and children were dragged through
windows,

At & League meeting in Youghal on the
28th, it was resolved that no rent should
be paid while Father Keller is in prison.
A letter wae read from Father Hayes, of
America, inclosing £5 for the purchase of
the spade with which the girl Quirk
knocked down a Bailift dwing the Glen-
beigh evictions.

A Dublin despatch says:—Yesterday
officers were sent to arrest Father Ryan,
of the Herbertstown branch of the
National League, for declining to give evi-
dence regarding his commection with
the plan of campaign, The priest
eluded the officers, however, and sro-
ceeded to Dublin voluntarily, He
will confront Justice Boyd to-morrow.
Although he travelled in disgunise Father
Ryan was recognized by many persons
along the route and was enthusisstically
greeted, A Catholic constable, whose
assistance had been demanded, threw
down his arms and refused to aid in
arresting the priest.
