ANALYZING THE SPUR.

The spur, like the horn of an apk-
mal, rests on a bony part—the core—
and is covered by a bony sheath Which
increases more or less in length every
year. But the growth of the spur can
be hastened, or it can be checked or
wetarded by some accident. I had a
cockerel that showed a spur large
enough for a two-year-old bird; and I

. also owned a cock in which the spur

never advanced beyond the cockerel
stage. So tnere was no telling” the
age by the spurs in those birds,

Ordinari’y, however, a cockerel that
is not over five months old seldom has
any spur, but if we look closely we find
a scale that is somewhat larger than
the others, at a point where the spur
is to grow. In time this scale rises,
and a knob is formed, at the centre of
which there is a clearly defined roint.

When a cockerel is seven months

e-eighth of an

inch long, and four months later it
will be about five-eighths of an inch
in length, generally straight, with a
rounded end.

At two years of age, this spur may
measure from one inch to one and one-
elghth inches, with a curve upwards
or downwards. A year later it may
be from one and three-eighths to one
and one-ha'f inches, and have a curve,

through life, but the quickest advance
is made during the :atter part of the
cockerel age. After the third year
the growth is very siow, but the $pur
becomes harder and thinner.

Does Trap-Nesting Pay?

Ong of the important matters which
every commercial poultryman must
decide at some time in his career is
that of whether or not to install and
use trapnests. The decision is often
the turning point around which a
large poultry business .uilds success
or failure.

If one can first determine what‘
trap-nesting wi’l cost and second what |
it will return, the answer should be
fairly easy.

Trap-nesting is costly where any
great number of hens is concerned.
The nests cost considerably more, and|
more are usually required for each 100
hens, because the traps are visited
only at stated times, and a hen can-

-

not leave the nest when she pleases, | gi

but must wait .to be released.

The time involved in making the
reguar trips to the trap-nests is con-
siderable, even under the most eoffi.|
cient arrangement. It is neg unreas—!
onable to say that the numuér of hens
one man can properly care for will be!
reduced at least one-half if he decides|
to use trap-nests.

From trap-nesting one gets a very |
nearly accurate record of the exact |
number of eggs laid by each hen in!
the flock. -

This makes possible a careful sort-
ing of the hens on the basis of actua\f‘|
performance. However, except from |
the standpoint of one who is trying to;
learn how to judge hens, it is question-
able whether trap-nesting for this|
purpose is worth while or worth any-
where near what it costs. !

PAYING FOR THE IMYROVED
HIGHWAYS

In travelling over the Ontario
country roads one is constartly struck

jby the great amount of work which

has been done and is being done in
cutting hills, filling in depressiops
and widening the roadway all along
Such roads never were dreamed of 25
years ago when it looked as though
the ordinary gravel road was the
best the country could afford or was
likely to have.

All this ditching, cutting and grad-
ing costs money—a whole lot of
money—even when it is done on the
double quick with steam shovels and
motor trucks.

3] y well ask. A glance through
the “Wrovincial “Treasurer’s statement
presented to the Ontario Legislature
at its last session helps in a measure
to answer this question.

According to this statement the
Highways Department expended in
the year ending October 381, 1925,
$9,349,800.18 on road construction.
During the same year road mainten-
ance or ordinary expenditure amount-
ed to $3/534,911.£1, making a total of
well onto * thirteen million dollars
($12,884,802.09). The estimate for
the present year were somewhat
below this, $11,510,000,

It is recognized that the motor ve-
hicle (automobiles and trucks) are
mainly responsible for this huge ex-
penditure, and on looking further in-
to the treasurer’s statement we find
that through payment of licenses and
the tax on gasoline, owners of auto-
mobiles and trucks are made to pay
nearly the whole of the large amount

In 1925 receipts from motor licens-
es amounted to $5,800,000 and from
the tax on gasoline $2,000,000. The
treasurer expected that receipts from
both sources would be considerably
increased this  year. He expected
$6,100,000 from motor vehicle licens-
es and $3,400,000 from the tax on
gasoline, making a total of $9,500,000
This is aboiit two million dollars less
than the estimated expenditure for
this year: So that if the owners of
motor yehicles have made the good
roads necessary they are also largely
paying them.

The counties too, have been ex-
pending a great deal of money on
the highways. This expenditure is
reflected in the increased “county
rate” paid by the villages and town-
ships to the county treasuver.

already stands convicted of having co-operated with smugglers, bootleggers,
dopesters and thieves, and of having thus bcen a party to defrauding the
National Treasury, strangling legitimzte business, debauching officials, high
and low, thwarting the administration of justice, and bribing the electorate !

5 Police officers—members of the incorruptible Royal Canadian
Mounted—were withdrawn from the Quebec boundary line at
the request of the smuggling ring. Honest traders had asked
for increased police protection, but the King Government
preferred to grant the request of those who were defrauding
the public revenue.

6 Guilty knowledge even in 1923 of the frauds that were being
practised has been proven against the King Government
beyond the shadow of a doubt. Time and again, in 1924 and
1925, the Commercial Protective Association—an organization
of business men—placed before Mr. King irrefutable evidences
of it, that they had succeeded in tracing down at their own
expense. With his Government hopelessly entangled with
Canada’s criminal element, Mr: King 'did not—dared not—
take any action to remedy the appalling conditions.

7
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A total revenue loss estimated at $35,000,000 per year was the
result of the smuggling thus condoned by the King Governe-
ment.

A $54,800 loss was sustained in one case alone when Mr.
Cardin, Acting Ministcr of Customs and Excise, settled for
$3,200 with a dishonest importer, who, according to Mr.
Cardin's ci/n officials, had cheated the Treasury out of duties
amounting to $58,000. This deal was_consummated just
previous to the last election. 1

Free liquot, from Government warehouses in Montreal, was
supplied in generous quantities to members of the King Gov- -
ernment and to Government officials in Ottawa, in contra-
vention both of the Federal Law and the Prohibition Law of
Ontario. #

The habit-forming drug traffic is one of the worst curses in
the world today. Under the protection of the King Govern-
ment, Montreal became one of the great dope-distributing
centres of North America.

The peak of this corruption, and of this interference with the
Customs collection and the administration of justice, is proven
by the evidence to have been reached just prior to the general
election of October, 1925, when, at the written request of
Liberal candidates, Ministers of the Crown called off the
Royal Canadian Mounted Police because they were enforcing
the law, kept convicted crooks out of jail, and sanctioned
Treasury frauds as a means of securing the return of the King
Government to power. 5

on the part of previous ministries, not one word of proof, not one breath of suspicion, was brought
against the administration of the Customs Department under the Laurier, Borden and Meighen Govern-
ments, but only against its administration under Mr. William Lyon MacKenzie King !

Charles -R:"Gibson, in his account of
the automatic necdle-maker; says:

“We find great reels of steel wire
from which the sewing-machine need-
les are to be made. 'The wire is fed
into the machina which straightens it
and cuts off one inch &t a time, while
a little metal arm with two - fingers
catches the little bits and plates them '
in a miniature ro'ling-mill., The })ue-f
| Inch wire is rolled out to about 114 |
inches, leaving at one end a small |
shank of the original thickness of mej
wire. These pieces are then pulled out |
of the rollisg mill by the little fingers, |
which deposit- them in the collecting |
box.

“The next pro-ess is to cut a groove
for the thread on both sides of the
necdle, so the little rolled ‘pleces are
handed over in bulk to the grooving
machine. This machine feeds the
pleces forward one at a time toward
a little arm, which closes its two fin-
gers upon the shanked end of the
needle and lifts 1t over to a pair of cut-
ters. While these cutters are making
the groove, the Iittle arm has returned
to fetch a second nesdle, and while it
is doing so a second pair of fingers
takes hold of the first piece and lifis it
out of the cuiters, placing it upon a
sloping tray, and releasing its fingers
#o that the needles roll down into a
collecting boex.

It 9s impossible to state -positively
when “needles were first used. The.
historians do not agree on this point.’
It was way back in the dim past, how-
ever, for stone needles. have been
found, - remnants, probably, of the
Btone Age, which had a hole in the op-
posite emd from the point. The very
earliest needles did not have holes in
them at all. They wcre used like awls
to make holes, through which the
tread was drawn or pused.

Metal-eyed needles were made with
a stamping machine, during the early
part of the eighteenth century, and
then finished by hand. They were not
made entirely by machine until some
60 years later.

Soft steel wire, cut into lengths of
about 8 feet, is used to make the or-
dinary sewing needle. The wire is
coiled in such a manner that thers are
exactly 100 pieces in each half of the
coil when cut.

These bundles of 100 wires are then
cut again to the length of two needles.
During the coiling process the wire
becomes somewhat curved, and it must
be made exactly straight. This
straightening is done by making the
short lengths of wire into bundles and
Pplacing them in two iron rings, which
hold th:m loosely together.

Poison Ivy.

Ivy polsoning is so prevalent this
summer, it leads one.to ask: How
many people know this plant, “the
worst vegetable. skin poison in Ameri-
ca?” It is native to Canada and is
commonly found in hedges, in dry
woods, along country roads and, all too
often, even in city parks. Poison Ivy
is a low shrub. The leaf is large, re-
sembles that of the Virginia Creeper.
but is divided into three distinct leaf-
lets; it isof a bright green color which
changes to autumnal shades.

Children are quick to recognize it,
and should not go where it is liable to
be found until they can recognize it
and know the danger of touching it.
In the city of Hamilton the Horticul-
tural Socfety, co-operating with the
School Medical Officer, supplied a
specimen of the plant to each of the
city schools; this was used for teach-
Ing the children to know the plant and
how to treat ivy poisoning.

Cattle can eat polson ivy without
any il-effects, but dogs are poisoned
by it. When a human being is affect-
ed, it shows as an inflammation of the
skin immediately or within a short
time after eoming in contact with the
leaves, although .rome people are so
susceptible that they are affected if
they merely pass the plant and do not
touch it. The poison can also be car-
ried on clothing, tools, etc,

What to do: Treatment must be
prompt. Hot solution of baking soda,
or vinegar, or salt (4 tsp. to 1 pint)
are recommended, as they are easy to
get In any household. Good strong
vellow laundry soap (because of the
antiseptic action of the potash) is
most helpful when used promptly to
wash the parts affected; it 1s a wise
precaution to carry a plece of this kind
of soap in your pocket when going for
a tramp in the woods, and to use it
freely after an outing.

In severe cases, apply clean cloths
soaked in hot boracaic acid (4 tsp. to
1 pint), changing frequently. Very
severe cases should be seen by a doc-
tor.

Westminster to Receive Old
History of Abbey.

The King and Queen of Great Britatn
and other members of the Royal Fami
ly, aoccording to “The London Daily
Mail,” have subscribed to purchase for
presentation to the dean and chapter
of Westminster Abbey a unique edition
of Rudolph Ackermann’s “History of
the Abbey Church of St. Peter, West-
minister,” published in 1818. The work
—one of the most splendid examples
of an {llustrated history—belonged un-
tll recently to descendants of the All-
nutt family, @ member of which bought
it from Ackermann.

The history came to the notice of
the Queen while ghe was visiting the
premises of a firm of fine art dealers
in London, and when informed of the

interest which had been aroused since
it came on the market her majesty
immediately expressed the opinion
that the proper future cusi dians of
the two volumes should be the dean
and chapter of Westminster Abbey.
The editfon which the members of the
Royal Family have bought contains
the elghty original drawings for which
Ackermann commissioned eight lead-
Ing early nineteenth century artists, |
among them Pugin, White, Mackenzie |
and Thompson.

The drawings, each singularly beau-
tiful, are inset in vellum and depict
views of the exterior and interfor of
the Abbey and the architecture in dif-
