Hon. Theodore Davie Died Suddenly
in Victoria Yesterday.

HIS MOST USEFUL CAREER

Hé Has Been Lawyer, Member of Par-
liament, Attorney General, Premier,
and Finally Ohief J ustice of the
Supreme Court of the Province.

Vicroria, March 7.—Hen. Theodore
Davie, chief justice of the Supreme
Court of British Columbia, died shortly
before noon today at the St. Joseph hos-
pital where he has been a regident for
seyeral months, the state of his health
being such that he needed this care,
although going out and attending to
business whenever he was well enough.
He has been in a very precarious state
with no hope of restoration for more
than a year, and although he and his
friends knew that the end was near it
came very suddenly today. He wasup

and about during the forenoon, saw
several friends, and planned to go for a
drive this afternoon, but at 11:15 became
suddenly worse and died almost as soon
as the nurse, instantly in attendance,
had assisted him across the room to a
sofa. Heart disease and kidney trouble
combined caused his.death.
Theodore Davie was born in England
in March, 1852, and came to Victoria

When grasped in its
full significance they say the entire Do-
minion will resent the senate’s emact-
ment as an offensive proposal to legislate
for Canada, and no govérnment could
be formed in the minion  strong

not only does the United States senate
in this latest legislation aim to dictate
methods of administration to the Cana- |
dian customs department, but as the
price of bonding priviliges, which are
nothing more than an international
courtesy at a port, like Skagway and
Dyea, which are gpurely, the creation of
Canadian trade, demands powers to reg-
ulate Canadian railway and other tran-
sgortation arrangements, and insists
that Yukon outfits be practically placed
on the free lists, orders the ‘Oanadian
government to issue miners’ licenses to
Americans, wherever in the wilderness

they may choose to nominate, and asks
that privileges be extended to American
fishermen in Canadian waters which
their Government does not and will not
extend to Uanadians. The feeling here

Much of the rail-
way development, in Kootenay particu-
larly, was due to the ‘assistance which,
with great temerity, he induced a timid
legislature to grant to enterprises the
wisdom of which has now been abund-
antly proved, and it was he who, in the
face of a rapidly rising mainland move-

act authorizing the comstruction of the
just completed million dollar pile.

THE LATE CHIEF JUSTICE.

Hon. Theodore Davie who died in
Victoria yesterday was a remarkable
man in many respects, and his connection
with public life in British Columbia is
decidedly interesting to contemplate.
Since the time that he first entered the
legislative assembly. he became known
as a man of great force of character, and
it is generally conceded that his abilities
as a lawyer and a parliamentarian were
of no mean order. He was successful in
nearly everything that he set out to ac-
complish. In the practice of his pro-
fession he quickly gained recognition as
one of the leading lights of the British
Columbia bar, and enjoyed a large and
lucrative practice until elevated to the
bench. He did not figure prominently
as a politician until, in 1888, the death of
his brother, Hon. Alex. Davie, the
premier of the Province, left vacant the
attorney - generalship. Succeeding to
this office, he at once became second ih
command of the Government forces
under the leadership of the late Hon.
John Robson, and it was only natural
that when Mr. Robson died in 1892 he
should be chosen premier of the Local
ministry. It was while occupying this
position that he exhibited the gualifica-
tions of a born leader. He completely
dominated his party, and, as the govern-
ment had a large majority, did as he
liked in the legislature., He was any-
thing but an orator, was brusque in his
manner, democratic in - lis-—tastes, a
warm and sincere friend, but an enemy
to be dreaded. Even his political foes
admired him for his boldness.

The death of Sir Matthew Ballie Begbie
revealed the fact that Hon. Theodore
Davie loved his profession more than the
glamor and excitement of politics, for he
accepted the chief justiceship of British
Columbia without any hesitation. That
he was a worthy successor of the stern,
just man who preceded him in the ad-
ministration of the duties of this high
office, nobody will deny. His fine judi-
cial mind and fixed determination to see
the laws of the country enforced gained
for him the respect and esteem of all ex-
ponents of British justice. He did much
for the good of this Province and his
death will be generally deplored.

THE SEWAGE PROBLEM.

The disposal of the crude sewage from
towns in Kootenay is a problem of the
greatest importance, and one which, un-
less the Provincial board of health can
beinduced to afford relief in the near
future,may be the means of creating much
serious trouble and unnecessary expense.
The situation is born of a desire on the
part of the board to enforce sanitary
regulations, which, in the opinion of
experts, are both cambersome and inex-
pedient. The chief objection is against
the prohibiting of the discharge of the
sewage of thickly populated centres into
large rivers, such as the Columbia and
Kootenay rivers. Because of this regu-
lation the municipalities of Rossland
and Nelson are debarred from disposing
of their sewage in an effective, economi-
cal and generally satisfactory manner.

The contention of the board of health,
and particularly the secretary of that
body, Dr. Duncan, is that the drainage
of the sewage of Rossland into the
Columbia and that of Nelson into the
Kootenay river would result in the pol-
lution of those streams to an extent that
the result would be a menace to the
public health. An excellent article on
this subject, written by A. L. McCulloch,
A.M. C. 8., C.E., of Nelson, and pub-
lished in the Nelson Tribune of March 5,
effectually disposes of this contention,
and with the most convincing state-
ments. TaE MINER regrets that lack of.
space prevents it from reprinting Mr.
McCulloch’s article in full.

Mr. McCulloch says that the simplest
and cheapest method of disposing of
gewage is to discharge it into a large
body of water, fresh or salt. If de-
posited into the sea the tidal currents
dilute it to such an extent that it cannot
create a nuisance. When discharged
into one of our large lakes the wind and
waves disperse and dilute the sewage.
If, however, large cities are emptying
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In his opinion the Kootenay comes
clearly within the first class. He main-
tains that the probability of any place
between Nelson and the international
boundary line ever taking its public
water supply from the Kootenay or Co-
lumbia is very remote. Nelson and Trail
now get their public water supply from
mountain streams, and any new places
that may spring up will do the same, as
they would be warranted in going a
very considerable distance in bringing
their public water supply by gravity
from some mountain stream rather than
go to the expense of pumping stations
and operating them. ;

In British Columbia (outside of Kam-
loops) there is no public water supply
obtained by any other means than by
gravity from some mountain stream.
That being the case, Mr. McChulloch is
of the opinion that the cities of British
Oolumbia, in the interest of public
economy, should be allowed to use the
larger streams in disposing of their sew-
age, providing always that no nuisance
is committed, or that the public health
is not endangered thereby.

He then proceeds to state that Chi-
cago, Milwaukee, Duluth, Detroit, Cleve-
land, Buffalo, Toronto, Montreal, St.
Louis, St. Paul, Kansas City, Cincinnati,
Pittsburg, Allegheny, Louisville, Colum-
bus, Indianapolis and other large interi-
or cities of this continent discharge their
gewage into rivers and Bodies of fresh
water and ponds, and that most of these
places are situated on streams,about the
same size as the Kootenay at Nelson.
All this is done with satisfactory results
in every respect. :

So far the discharge of the sewage of
Montreal into the St. Lawrence river
has never been considered a nuisance in.
any shape or form, and if nofwhere&aﬁ
be the danger of small cities like Ross:
land and Nelson emptying their sewage
into the Columbia and Kootenay rivers,
the smaller stream having a probable
minimum flow in excess of 200,000 cubic
teet per second. It is interesting to note
in this connection that the city of St.
Paul, with a population of 300,000,
drains 46 cubic feet of sewage into the
Mississippi at a point where the flow of
the river is only 33,600 cubic feet per
second, which gives a ratio of dilution of
only 1:—728.

The contention of Mr. McCulloch that
the Provincial board of health should
amend its regulations in this respect, is
backed up by excellent reasons, and it is
to be hoped that that body will prompt-
ly act in accordance.

MR. CARLISLE’S SUCCESSOR.

The appointment of R. G. McConnell
as provincial mineralogist in the place of
W. A. Carlisle, who will become general
superintendent of the British America
corporation on April 1st next, is an ex-
cellent one and will,,without doubt, give
general satisfaction. Mr, McConnell is
in every way admirably qualified for
this important office. As an officer of
the Dominion geological survey he has
passed his time since leaving college in
exploring Western Canada, - carefully
noting the geological features of the
country and compiling exhaustive and
interesting reports thereon. These re-
ports are considered in point of thor-
oughness and merit equal to those of
Dr. Dawson, who enjoys the rep-
utation of being a leading author-
ity in the science of geology and
particularly the geology of Canada.
Mr. McConnell. has spent season after
gseason in British Columbia and the
Northwest Territories. He is as familiar
with the wilds of the Upper Yukon and
northern reaches of the Mackenzie as
with Southern Kootenay, and by actual
experience knows more about this west-
ern country than any living man. He
is an enthusiast in his profession and in-
defatigable in his researches, and the
correctness of his opinions in these mat-
ters has seldom been questioned, or if
questioned, disproved. Mr. McConnell’s
reports on the geology of Kootenay,
which district has received hisundivided
attention for the past two years, have
done much to promote confidence in the
great richness of its mineral resonrces.
British Columbia is to be congratulated
on obtaining the services of Mr.
McConnell.

BRIGHT PROSPECTS.

In today’s issue of Tue MiNEr is pub-
lished an interview with Edwin Durant,
manager for the British America cor-
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poration, who arrived from London yes-
terday for the purpose of assuming the
duties of his position. Mr. Durantstates
that a deep interest is taken in British
Columbia by the capitalists of London,
and that millions of dollars are available
there for investment in meritorious min-
ing properties in this section. All that
is needed is an assurance that the in-
vestments will yield a fair profit, and
capital will be forthcoming in almost
inexhaustible guantities. Jn speaking
of his own company, he stated that it
was ready to spend money by the mil-
lion .in the development of the proper-
ties it had purchased and for the
acquirement of others. The presence of
Mr. Durant simply accentuates the fact
that the investments of the B. A.C. in
this division is one of the greatest
benefits that it has ever received, and
these good effects will be so wide
and far-reaching that is hardly possible
at the present writing to forecast even
approximately how great their future
metes and bounds will be.

It is a source of the utmost satisfaction
to know from the direct representative
of Whitaker Wright, that the British
America corporation and its directors
and shareholders are so entirely satisfied
with the eperations of Hon.C. H. Mack-
intosh in this camp. The fact that the
people most interested are pleased with
the investments made here should for-
ever silence the carping critics whose
murmurings have been faintly heard in
certain quarters regarding the local in-
vestments of the company. These critics
remind one of the birds who foul their
own nests. That there is genuine merit
in these properties, regardless of what
has been paid for their acquirement, is
known to be true by the skilled experts
who made careful examinations before
the negotiations for them were closed, as
well as to many others.

AN UNNECESSARY DELAY.

Mayor Wood of Greenwood City, has
ir:)arviewed the Provincial government
coflkeerning the railway situation in the
Boundary country, and has been .in-
formed by Premier Turner that the gov-
ernment has about completed arrange-
ments by which the construction of the
proposed railway from Penticton. to
Grand Forks will be commenced early in
June. This statement lends weight to
the recent announcement of Dr. Milne,

‘of the V., V.& E. company, which re-

ferred to the same matter, and it now
seems certain that the line will be built
during the coming summer. :
The road will afford some relief to the
miners, merchants and farmers of the
Boundary country, but only to a yery
limited degree. A railway from Pen-
ticton to Grand Forks will barely begin
to provide adequate transportation
facilities 1n that district. As THE
Miser has stated time and time
again, the Boundary country will never
have an efficient transportation service
until a railway is built from the Colum-
bia river across the Gold range to the
Kettle river valley and so on to the
Pacific Coast. While it may be that the
work about to be started by the V. V. &
E. company is the commencement of the
construction of a system of this kind,
we stoutly maintain that the best inter-
ests of Southern British Columbia de-
mand that grading should be com-
menced as soon at the Columbia river
end as at at any other point along the
route. Every day’s delay in the build-
ing of a railway that would connect the
Kootenay and Boundary means 8o much
retardment of the realization of a condi-
tion that will- admit of the economical
smelting of ores from both districts.
Boundary ores are needed to flux the
ores of Kootenay. Until a railway is
constructed from the Columbia river to
Penticton, the coal of the Crow’s Nest

‘collieries will never be available at satis-

factory rates for smelters that might be
established in the country west of the
Gold range. What is still more impor-
tant, the need of extending the Corbin
system up the Kettle river valley and the
danger of the ores and general commerce
of the Boundary country going into the
United States will cease to exist if an
all-Canadian railway was established

westward from Robson. It should be
| remembered that by the eompletion of
the eastern portion of this line the
ranchers of the Kettle river valley would
be provided with the best poesible
market for their products.

There are many excellent reasons why
work should be commenced as quickly
as possible at the eastern terminus of
the road as at any other point along the
route, and there are none to the con-
trary..

THE LEAD INDUSTRY.

At a recent meeting of an association
of mining engineers at Montreal, the
British Columbia smelting question was
freely discussed. The meeting arrived
at the unanimous conclusion that the
lead mining and the smelting in-
dustries of this country would be greatly
benefited by the imposition of a high
import duty on refined lead and lead
mdanufactures.

Under existing conditions, the United
States imposes a duty of 2} cents per
pound on pig lead. As a conseguence,
the lead smelting industry of British
Columbia, which has hitherto depended
on the United States as a market for its
unrefined lead, is seriously crippled. A
Canadian import duty on pig lead and

duties fixed by our neighbors south of the
Forty-ninth parallel, would lead' to the

manufactories in this country. Last year
Canada purchased about 25,000 tons of
lead manufactures from the United
States. During the same period this
country produced 18,000 tons of lead,
which was all shipped to the United
States in a crude condition, and on it
was paid an import duty of 134 cents per
pound. Further comment in this con-
nection should be unnecessary, except
to say that it is clearly the duty of the
Dominion government to give this matter
prompt attention. The imposition of a
high duty on lead manufactures, means
the early and permanent establishment
of a profitable lead industry in Canada
in all its branches.

Dur-
ing the same year the consumption of
nickel in the United States was only
1,042,000 pounds, or very little over one-
fourth of the whole output of our nickel
mines, while all the rest, or nearly three
times as much, was exported from New
York to England, Belgium, Germany
and other European countries.

To Discourage Curbstone Brokers.

Legitimate real estate brokers and
mining operators are asking to put a
stop to the practice of street sales by the
imposition of a tax to cover everybody
who makes a practice of reaping revenue
by the eale of stocks or claims or realty.

To enforce this they have presented to |

the city council the following petition:
«“We the undersigned brokers doing
business in this city beg to submit to
your honorable body the following :
““We learn that itis the intention of
vour honorable body to impoee a tax of

$25 per annum on the brokers of this}

city. Merchants and others who pay a
similar license tax are protected in their
business by the imposition of a much
higher tax on peddlers than they them-
selves are called upon to pay.

“ We are willing to pay a similar
license for the privilege of conducting
our business of mining brokers and real
estate agents, and to give us a legal
standing as such, but we respectfully
ask that before the same is imposed we
be afforded the same protection as is
afforded to other lines of business.

¢ First—By the collection of said tax
from all recognized brokers without dis-
crimination. o/

«Second—By the imposition of a high-
er tax, with adequate penalties for en-
forcing same, on parties who have no
office or place of business as brokers, and
who are buying and selling stocks ana
shares and mining properties on com-
mission.

The 1esult of the first year’s operations
was a profit which was carried forward,
and the first dividend was paid on July
5,1838. In 1843 only a six monthe’
dividend was paid. The bank has con-
tinued to make distributions ever since.
The dividends have ranged from 2% per
cent in 1843 to 10 per cent, which was
paid in the prosperous years of 1873 to
1876. There have been a number of
years when dividends were paid of 7%
per cent, a number at 6 per cent, and a
number at 5 per cent; the average an-
nual distribution, in fact, since tbe
foundation of the bank works out at
about 6% per cent. The bank bas ac-
cumulated a reserve fund amounting at
the present time to £275,000.

Instances of unnecessarily expensive
management of mines can be cited in
almost every mining camp of any im-
portance, but the most lavish on record
is the De Beers Consolidated Mines,
limited. Here are a few items: The
auditors’ fees for 1896-8 amounted to
$7,000, while the directors’ fees attained

the still heavier total of $77,2560. In
addition to this the life governor’s re-
muneration for the year came out at
$601,825. Donations were presented to
public institutions during the year to
the amount of $107,695, and altogether
the general charges of the year aggre-
gated $464,690.

SHE IS A FRIEND INDEED

Queen Victoria Offers Help and
Sympathy to the U. 8.

Suggestion Made That if the U. 8. Will
Help Great Britain in the East That
the Latter Will Give Aid.

WasHINGTON, D. O., March 10.—Much
conjecture has been induled in touching
the visit made to the White House by
the British ambassador yesterday. .The
Washington Post this (Thursday) morn-
ing says on this point: ‘‘Queen Victoria
has through Sir Julian Pauncefote con-

veyed to President McKinley her gratifi-
cation at the wise and conservative

course which he has thus far pursued in
relation to the Cuban and Spanish
gituation. She also expressed to him
her thorough sympathy with the efforts
put forth by the United States to relieve
the suffering humanity in Cuba, with
the hope that these endeavors may be
conducted to a successful conclusion
without war. These expressions were
not sent in official form. They would
have been communicated through Mr.
Hay, the United States ambassador to
weré therefore communicated directly
to Sir Julian Pauncefote with a request
that he be presented in person to the
president. The desire of the Queen that
war should be avoided was emphasized
for several reasons. It was pointed out
that the commercial relations of Great
Britain with the United States were too
extensive to be jeopardized by war be-
tween the United States and Spain. The
blockade of the port of New' York, for
instance; it was pointed out, would be of
irreparable damage to British shipping,
while the cessation of the shipment of
food supplies to England - would be ex-
ceedingly serious. There was another
reason, however, which had its weight
in the direction of the secretary. The
attitude of Great Britain goes further in
this matter than mere expression of
good wishes. There 1is a de-
gsire, which has yet only
reached the stage of tentative
suggestions, that an alliance may be
formed between Great Britain and the
United States. ' It has been shown that
the interests of England and this coun-
try are not only identical in a general
sense, but are especially identical in the
great question of finding in China and
the east an interest in a market
for manufactures. This suggestion
has considerable weight  with
the administration. It was the
suggestion that if the United States
would afford to Great Britain her moral
support in case of trouble in the far
east, she would offer us her sympathy
and practical aid in any trouble

MUCH PROGRESS MADE

Transfer of the Trail Smelter to the O.
P. R. Has Stimulated Several Mine
Owners to Prepare For Shipment—
The War Eagle.

(From Sunday’s Daily.)

MINING IN EOOTENAY.

There has been considerable idle talk
indulged in as to the great cost of open-
ipg mining properties in Kootenay,
shich is not entirely borne out by the
mets. On the contrary, the facts, 80 far

te to the mines that are
selding a profit, point to exactly the
opposite condition of affairs. Take the
leading mines of the district and it will
pe seen that they have been brought to
their present high condition of produc-
tiveness by the expenditure of compara-
tively small sums of money. There are
pumerous examples of this. The man-
agement of the Le Roi had only a small
gum at its command previous to the
time that it was made a dividend payer.
The Fern mine in the Nelson district is
another example of what can be done in
that section with a comparatively small
expenditure of capital. The same is
true of every dividend paying mine in
the Slocan. It is also true that the
development of the War Eagle-mine did
not require & large sum of money up to
the time it took its place among the divi-
dend payers of the camp. This property
could now be paying handsome dividends
were it not the case that the new man-
agement preferred to await a reduction
in the cost of smelt g before it marketed
its ores. f

There is evidence of bad judgment in
mining all over the district, and thou-
sands of dollars have been expended in
driving tunnels and ginking shafts
through country rock and in barren
veins where there never Wwas nor ever
will be any pay ore. On the other hand,
there were companies organized to mine
in the pockets of the public rather than
in the mountains of Kootenay. The
managements of properties of this kind
simply pretended to mine, and of course
their operations were abortive so far as
legitimate results were concerned.
These errors have all cost somebody the
money which was invested, and were in
no sense the fault of the country. Bad
mining is the result of ignorance, and
where the public were gswindled by those
who pretended to mine it was the fault
of sharpers.

That a district so little developed a8
Kootenay should yield more than
$8,000,000 in metal in one year,is a
splendid record, and this fact has un-
doubtedly been the means of attracting
widespread attention, the result of which
can only be an output of gold, silver,
copper and lead in the near futnre that
will eclipse the record of any other min-

eral region.

SPOEANE’S “YELLOW JOURNAL.”

The Spokane route of the Spokesman-
Review was of the ‘blood-raw fake order,
and was intended to catch the unwary
and help along the business of the Falls
City. There is, In fact, no Spokane
route except in the mind’s eye of those

who are trying to secure trade for that’

city. The latest attempt of the Spokes-
man-Review to attract visitors and resi-
dents to Spokane is a most curious one,
and would only have originated in the
mind of a natural-born boomer, like the
editor of that paper. The article in
question calls attention to the fact that
Spokane is an inland town, located many

. miles from the seacoast. Then it goes

on to say that in the event of a war with
Spain that the coast towns would per-
haps be the theatres of strife and per-
haps many people would be killed and
property destroyed. The astute editor
proceeds to state that during the war with
Spain there would be no danger of con-
flict in Spokane, and that the residents
could pursue their peaceful avocations—
among which, of course, would be the
booming of the Spokane route to the
Klondike—just as though there were no
war. The people on the coast could
defend the country, while the Spokane
people and those who were afraid and
fled from the coast could remain safely in
Spokane and make money out of those
who outfitted to go to the Yukon, and
by other means. This is the idyllic
picture that the _editor makes, and it
should draw a large number of cravens
and sneaks to Spokane in the event of a
war with Spain; though of what use
they would be after they got there it is
hard to see. If certain people wish
to get where they will be com-
pletely out of the way of the
bloodthirsty Spaniard, let them come to
Rossland. It would be a much safer
place than Spokane. In the event of
war it might be that “Butcher”’
Weyler or some other cruel Spanish
commander should reach Spokane, and,
horror of horrors, it is possible that a
shot or two might be taken at even the
editor of the journal with the hyphenated
name to get even on him for the manner
in which he has roasted the campaigns
of Weyler in Cuba and for giving the
insurgents sympathy. Under the cir-
cumstances THE MINER thinks that the
best thing that the editor could do is to
immediately start for Klondike via the
Spokane route. Under the protecting
folds oi the Union Jack he would be
perfectly safe. Evenif a Spanish assas-
sin was put on his track he would be
hard to find if he was on the Spokane
route.

A SHORT-SIGHTED POLIOCY.

Citizens of Victoria recently held a
mass meeting to discuss the advantages
that would result from the contruction
of an all-Canadian railway from some
convenient point on the coast of British
Columbia to connect with the Stickeen-
Teslin railway.

The speakers who addressed the meet-

ing ignored the need of a railway from
the Columbia river to Penticton, and
were silent as to the advantages of a
railway from the Coast to the Boundary
country, via Hope and the Similakameen
valley. :

They lost sight of the tact that the
opportunities for Victoria to increase her
trade are of a greater and more enduring
nature by the construction of railways
in the southern rather than in the north-
ern portion of the Province.

They attach more importance to the
comparatively unexplored gold placers
of the Aretic regions, the only known
resource in the North, than to the prac-
tically inexbaustible and exceptionally
rich quartz mines of gold, silver, copper,
lead and numerous other metals and
minerals, and’ the vast area of cattle
range and farming land in the basins of
the Okanagan and Kettle rivers.

They seem to take greater interest in
the development of the northwest portion
of the Northwest Territories and Alaska
thousands of miles distant from Victoria,
than in the opening up of the richest
districts of their own Province.
They spend their time discussing
plans for the construction of railways to
the uninhabited and barren wilderness
along the Stickeen river, but disregard
the need of better transportation facil-
ities in the thickly populated and
flourishing valley of the lower Fraser.
They bewail the fact that their sphere
of commercial operations is limited, and
seem unable to realize, what is patent to
everybody else familiar with the facts,
that the trade of Southern British Col-
umbisa alone can be developed to an ex-
tent that it would double the present
population ‘of their city, provided they
took the necessary steps to obtain it.

It is incredible that the people of the
Coast cities are so apathetic concerning
the truly marvelous trade opportunities
of the Kootenays and the Boundary dis-
trict. The thorough development of
these districts can best be accomplished
by the construction of an all-Canadian
railway from the Columbia river to the
Pacific coast. When this is done the
Coast cities will enjoy a tremendous
commercial importance, infinitely
greater than they may hope for from the
construction of railways to the Stickeen.

THE B. A. C.

The British Columbia Review of Lon-
don, Eng., is out with what seems to be
an unnecessarily severe criticism of the
operations of Hon. Charles H. Mackin-
tosh in this camp in behalf of the British
America corporation. It implies that
the purchases that he made here were

not based upon sufficient expert testi-

mony as to the value of the several prop-
erties, and concludes by saying that
those who bought shares in-the B, A. C.
¢ will be well advised to take their profit
—about three shillings—and await fur-
ther developments.”’

That the B. A. C. people have secured
some valuable holdings in the vicinity of
Rossland no one familiar with the camp
will deny, and there can be no question
but that the investments of the corpora-
tion have very materially helped the
camp. The Review need not become an
alarmist concerning the result of these
investments. Intelligent and extensive
development work on these properties
ghould yield handsome returns on the
capital expended. Itisto be hoped that
the B. A. C. will lose no time in opening
up the interests which it has acquired
here. By so doing it will best silence
any criticism that may be abrottd.

SILVER IN THE EAST.

The movement of silver from London
to the British East Indies, China and
Japan, as shown by the British board of
trade returns, was very much larger in
January than in the corresponding
month of last vear, the increase being
nearly £200,000. The increase in the
ghipments to India was very marked,
and the demand from China seems sud-
denly to have been renewed, after a long
period of light shipments. It must be
remembered, also, that China continues
to take nearly all the Australian pro-
duction of silver, hardly any of it now
going to London. ok

Is it not about time that British Co-
lumbia should also invade this market?
When she sells her silver in the Orient
instead of shipping it in a crude state to
the United States, and manufactures the
lead contained in her galena ores into
articles of commerce for home con-
sumption instead of importing her lead
wares, we may expect to see a very flour-
ishing condition of things in Kootenay.

A SENSIBLE SUGGESTION.

The Kootenay Mining & Protective
association has made a suggestion re-
garding the proposed amendment of the
Mineral Act that will undoubtedly find
favor with a very large majority of
miners and prospectors in this Provinte.
The association recommends that a free
miner shall have the privilege of doing
work in excess of $100 on a mineral
claim, and that’such work as shall be
found to be in excess of that required
for the current year shall be credited ' to
him as assessment work for future years.

This suggestion is worthy of the con-
gideration of the mining committee of
the legislative assembly, for the reason
that, if incorporated in the Mineral Act,
it would stimulate development work.
Under existing conditions many holders
of mineral claims do barely sufficient
work to retain their right to the ground
from year to year. Many are prompted
to adopt this method because of their

limited financial resources. They may
be in a position, and at the same time
anxious, to do several hundreds of
dollars worth: of continuous work, but
because the Act at present calls for the
annual performance of development
work to the extent of $100, they find it
expedient to string out over an indefin-
ite and perhaps a long period the work
that they would do in a eingle season.
If they were provided with an opportun-
ity of doing several years’ assessment in
one year, the Provincial treasury need
pot suffer. On the other hand, the
claim holder would be greatly benefited
and the country would be much more
quickly developed. We do not see how
the legislature could err by adopting
this suggestion of the Kootenay Protec-
tive association. - /

EKOOTENAY ELECTORAL DISTRICTS

A large number of Provincial newspa-
pers have reprinted and endorsed the
suggestion of THE MINER concerning the
apportionment of representation of West
Kootenay in the legislative assembly.
In no case has there appeared any oppo-
gition to the idea of the district being
given five members. The method of
defining the electoral districts is also
approved of. If the government incor-
porates this plan in the promised redis-
tribution bill, the people of West Koote-
nay will be very well satisfied. The
proposed division is as follows:

1. The Trail Creek electoral district,
to include the towns of Rossland and

Trail and what is known as the Trail

Creek mining division.

9. Nelson electoral district, to include
what are now known as the Nelson and
Goat River mining divisions.

3. Kaslo electoral district, to include
the city of Kaslo, the towns of Ains-
worth and Pilot Bay, and what is known
as the Ainsworth mining division.

4. The Slocan electoral district, to in-
clude what is known as the Slocan
mining division. ;

. 5. The Revelstoke electoral district,
to include what are now known as the
Revelstoke, Illecillewaet and Trout Lake
mining divisions.

THE MINES OF KOOTENAY.

The report that there isan improve-
ment in the condition of the gold mining
industry of West Australia is good news
for Kootenay. It is to be hoped that
the situation will improve sufficiently to
allow the numerous large operators on

the London mining market, who are 8o

heavily interested in that country, to
unload their holdings. Westralian stocks
no longer offer the opportunities for pro-
fitable speculation that once existed.
They have been overdone, and English
operators are anxious to leave that field

and commence the manipulation of a

‘brand new mining boom. London is

ready for another whirl of excitement
gimilar to that which attended the deal-
ing in South African and West Austral-
ian stocke, It is neceesary, how-
ever, that the sphere of opera-
tions shall be confined to British
territory. The possibilities of the
mines of Kootenay are well known
to the financial heavy-weights of the
mining section of the London stock ex-
change. They have had their experts
here and have received nothing but the
most favorable reports. They have not
failed to notice the great richness and
extent of our mineral resources, are
familiar with the flattering results that
have so far been obtained, and appre-
ciate the facilities that exist for econom-
jcal mining and reduction of ores. They
know that every requirement for a huge
mining boom exists in this Province.
Considered from - all -points of view,
everything points to this district being
in the future the theatre of the greatest
gpeculation that the London market has
known for many a day. Nothing is
keeping it back except the delay occa-
sioned by the lack of favorable oppor-
tunity for the heavy operators to unload
the holdings that they have acquired by
booming the gold fields of South Africa
and West Australia. And now it seems
that the improvement of the mining in-
dustry in those countries is providing
the means by which they may do so.

A MASTER OF DIPLOMACY.

The Marquis of Salisbury has lately
achieved some wonderful successes in
the great game of European diplomacy.
He has won more without blows than
Britain’s navy could have won. Whether
or no he has made a compact with the
Queen to stave off war while she lives,
he has pulled England through some
nasty passages with great glory during
the last fortnight. The making of a
loan with China and the gain of the
freedom of trade for all Chinese ports is
a greater thing than Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach’s project of fighting to open a
gingle port. A still greater gain is
riveting an Englishman at the head of
the Chinese customs. Another gain as
great as either-is the dividing of the
Chinese loan with Germany and the
altered friendly tone of the German
press. This is gaying nothing of the
successful arbitration of the Nigerland
imbroglio with France. Lord Salisbury
has done all this while keeping an eye
on the vaulting ambition of Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain and other members of his
cabinet.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Tgere are signs that the Klondike
craze is on the decline.

Tae editors of the Ontario papers

geem to be very poor mathematicians.

This is shown plainly by the fact that as
small as the majority of Premier Hardy
ig, they appear to be unable to count it
correctly.

PLEASE remember that Kootenay con-
tains one-fifth of the population of the
whole Province.

Tee legislature has been in session
more than three weeks and so ‘far has
accomplished but little. If this condi-
tion of things continues even the con-
cession hunters and professional lobby-
ists will soon become tired.

Tae Spokesman-Review makes an ex-
cellent poinf for Kootenay in demon-
étrating that the value of the monthly
mineral output of this district is more
than equal to that of the famous Cripple
Creek district, Colorado.

Tae annual report of the Australian
mints for 1897 shows for that year that
the total gold receipts amounted to
1,380,364 crude ounces, which is an in-
creage of 193,573 ounces, or 16.3 per cent
over1896. The rate of increase is insigni-
ficant compared with the output of gold
in Kootenay for the same period.

Ir the British America corporation

invests in Kootenay the money that it|.

wisely decided not to put into the pur-
chase of the interests of the Alaska
Commercial company, it is safe to say
that the stockholders of the former con-
cern will have good reason to congratu-
late themselves in a year Or 80 from
now.

Taere is & well-defined rumor that
««Joe ’ Martin, now of Vancouver but
formerly member for Winnipeg in the
house of commons, will be a candidate
for the legislative assembly at the next
Provincial elections. He will endeavor
to be one of the representatives of Van-
couver. It is not definitely known
whether Mr. Martin will support the
Government or the Opposition.

Tae Cceur d’Alene district, Idabo, is
generally supposed to be one of the
richest silver and lead producing regions
of the United States, Millions of dollars
have been invested there in mining
development. It produced in 1897 ore to
the value of $9,000,000. Mining has

hardly commenced in Kootenay, and ||

gtill there is less than $1,000,000 in the
difference between the value of the out-
put of the two districts last year.

Taar prince of “yellow-leggers,” the
Canadian Mining Review, is of the
opinion that the miners’ license is not
an unreasonable tax, and that mineral

claims should be reduced in size to con= p

tain not more than 20 acres. A few
more suggestions like this and the pros-
pectors of Kootenay, the men who dis-
covered this district and proved the
vastness of its mineral wealth, will pack
their blackets in disgust and quit the

The Josie Gold Mining company has
issued its official letter to sbareholders,
advising them that it is the intention to
dissolve the corporation some time in
July, pay outstanding debts, and to tarn
over the balance to the shareholders, in
a dividend.

The letter states that the Josie mine
was sold to the British America corpora-
tion for $261,000, of which $148,600 has
been received, leaving a balance due of
$112,500, the final payment to be made
before Julv 1. It was the intention of
the trustees to declare a dividend -as fast
as the installments were made, but it
was found that uander the laws of the
state of Washington such a course was
pot_lawful. In this connection the
the company’s attorney is in-
terestin far as its bearing on similar
cases may go. He says that Ballinger’s
code provides that it shall not be lawful
to make any dividend, except from the
net profits arising from the business of
the corporation, nor divide, withdraw,
or in any way pay to stockholders any
part of the capital stock of a company,
nor reduce the capital stock except in
the manner provided by the statute;
but it does provide that a distribution of
the capital stock of a company may
be made after the payment of all debts
and upon the dissolution of the corpora-
tion. Should the trustees ignore the
law, as above stated, and declare divi-
dends from the capital stock, they wounld
be individually liable to the corporation
and to the creditors in the full amount
they divided or paid out. The property
which originally made up the ca ital
osie
mine, and the proceeds from its sale for
any sum not exceeding the full capitali-
zation of the company represents the
capital stock, and not the net profits,
which would only arise in eyent the
mine for sold for more than the capitali-
zation of the company,

On July 1, 1898, when final payment is
made, it is the intention of the trustees,
with the consent of the stockholders, to
dissolve the corporation, pay the debts,
and turn over in a dividend the balance
of the amount received from the sale of
the ‘mine. In the meantime, \ moneys
now on hand and future payments will
remain to the credit of the company in
the Bank of Montreal at Rossland, B. £
and will draw interest at the rate of two
er cent until the final payment is made
and dividend paid.
