The capitals are mine because, I de-
sire to. emphasize the remarks of this
eminent judge in this direction. While
our criminal code provides against in-
timidation and punishment can be in-
flicted against the individual found
guilty of the wrong, full justice is not
done in the premises.

funds, nor any such officer, member,
agent, servant or other person be made
liable in damages for communicating
to any workman, artisan, laborer, em-
Ployee or person facts respecting em-
ploying or hiring by or with any em-
ployer, producer or consumer or dis-
tributor of the products of labor or the
purchase of such products, or for per-
suading or endeavoring to persuade
by fair or reasonable argument, with-
out unlawful threat, intimidation or
other unlawful acts, such last named
workman, artisan, laborer, employee or
person, at the expiration of any ex-
isting contract, not to renew the same
with or to refuse to become the em-
ployee or consumer of any such em-
ployer, producer, consumer or distri-
butor of the products of labor.

4. No such trade union or associa-
tion, or its officer, member, agent, or
servant, or any other person, shall be
enjoined or liable for damages, nor
shall its funds be liable in damages
for publishing information with regard
to a strike or lock-out, or proposed or
expected strike or lock-out, or other
labor erievance or trouble, or for
warning workmen, artisans, laborers
or employees or other persons against
seeking or urging workmen, artisans,
laborers, emploees, or other persons
not ta seek employment in the locality
affected by such strike, lock-out, labor
grievance or trouble, or from purchas-
ing. buying or consuming products
produced or distributed by the employ-
er of labor to such strike, lock-out,
labor grievance or trouble, during its
continwance.

5. This Act shall be retrospective in
effect, and be considered as declara-
tive of the existing law, but in the
case of any action now pending against
any such union or association, or
against any person, which is not main-
tainable on account of the vassing
of this Act, the defendants in such
action, or any of them, may apply
summarily within a reasonable time
to the court or judge for a discontinu-
ance or dismissal of such action
against the applying defendant or de-
fendants, and shall be entitled to have
such discontinuance or dismissal upon
payment of the taxed costs of the
plaintiff, or, where all the defendants
do not apply, upon payment of a pro-
portionate part of such costs, such
proportionate part to be fixed by the
court or judge. Where no such appli-
cation for discontinuance or dismissal
is made within a reasonable time, the
action shall be tried and decided as if
this Act had never been passed; pro-
| vided, however, that where the action
includes other causes of action outside
of the purview of the Act, the action
may be discontinued or dismissed, so
far only as it is affected by the fore-
| going sections 2 to § inclusive, and the
1costs to be paid shall, in such case,
be varied accordingly, as the court
or judge may direct.

The bill introduced into the provin-
cial legislature by Smith Curtis re-
specting actions against trade unions
and kindred associations, printed
below, which forms the subject of the
sommunication from our correspondent,
«pritisher,” published today, is causing
severe comment from nearly every
quarter. It is hardly possible to be-
Lieve that Mr. Curtis introduced the
»ill in the utmost good faith. It par-
takes of the worst features of class
legislation,'and would be productive of
no end of trouble and disaster.

One paragraph reads: “No trade
wunion, ;vhet,her registered or not, nor
any kindred voluntary association of
workmen, artisans, laborers or em-
ployees, shall be enjoined, nor sk dl it
or its funds be liable in damages for
any threat or act of intimidatic1 or
conspiracy made, done or cause-i to
be made or done by any officer, mem-
ber, agent or servant of such union or
association,” and almost the same
janguage is employed in regard to in-
junctions and enjoining unions in
certain cases, besides making the act
and declarative of the

retrospective
existing law.

Trades union and the members there-
of are entitled to the same protection
under the law as any other class of
citizens, but no more. The merchant,
the mine owner, the professional man
is entitled to the same protection under
the law, but only to the same extent.
Suppose the provisions of this bill
were changed and made to read that
no business or professional man Or
mine owner could be enjoined or made
responsible for his acts in certain cases,
what would be thought| of the proposi-
tion? It would be no more class legis-
lation than the one under considera-
tion. Every man should be made re-
sponsible for his acts. He should re-
spect life and property, and on no
other nprinciple can the society
grow and endure. Mr. Curtis knows
this as well as anyone. It is the founda-
tion on- which all government rests,
and the structure cannot stand unless
all the people are treated alike and
the laws are made to apply to each
alike.

No one objects to trade unions as
such. Workingmen have as much
right to organize for their mutual
benefit and protection as any other
class of citizens, and should be pro-
tected in the free enjoyment of their
right. They form a large and influen-
tial class of our people. And here,
perhaps, can be found the milk in the
cocoanut. Men like Smith Curtis can
be found in every community Wwho
make the grandstand play of being
the particular friend and champion of
the downtrodden laboring man. It is

Mr. Curtis, namely, “Where there's a
wrong there's a remedy,” yet by his
proposed legislation Mr. Curtis seeks
to wipe out this equitable doctrine
which has obtained in the law of Eng-
land from time immemorial. 3

We do not réquire a better illustra-
tion of the necessity and effectiveness
of trades unions being made responsible
and their funds leable for wrongs
done to others than the case of BAI-
LEY VS. PYE. The plaintiffs were a
firm of glass merchants who obtained
judgment in 1897 for £1218 damages
(including costs), by the acts of the
defendants’ officials and members of
the Plate Glass Bevellers Trade Union,
well as a perpetual injunction. The
total amount Messrs. Bailey recovered
by execution against the principal de-
fendants was £5. I cannot conceive
a greater injustice than this. The case
for the union was defended out of the
funds of the labor union at fault and
ninety-nine other labor unions giving
financial support, vet no recovery of
the damages awarded was possible.
In case there should be an idea abroad
that the courts of the United States
have not followed the equitable doc-
trines enunciated by the courts of
Bngland in dealing with these matters,
I may say that I find upon investiga-
tion- that from a peried of time dat-|
ing back to the year 1809 the United
States federal courts and _courts in
the different states of the Union have
invariably followed the practice and
procedure adopted by the Court of
Chancery in England and the law re-
ports of the different states abound
with cases where injunctions have
been granted restraining unions and
associations and the members of the
same from the illegal conduct of a
strike. |
In a New York case the question
came up as to whether the plaintiff
had the right to select his own work-
men and to regulate his owmn prices
and to determine whom he should em-
ploy and whom discharge. It was
held by the court that the defendants
were attempting by an organized effort
to force printers to come into the un-
fon, and the court said: “At common
“law an agreement to control the will
“of employers by improper molestation
«“was illegal conspiracy.” In this case
the court held that a combination to
boycott a newspaper for refusing to
unionize its office is illegal and will be
enjoined by a Court of Equity. In an-
other case of Emack vs. Kane, report-
ed in 34 Federal Reporter, page 47,
where a bill had been filed in equity
to restrain the defendant from send-
ing ‘circulars injurious to complain-
ant’s trade and business and after
citing various opinions Judge Blodgett
decided: “That it may not be libel-
“lous for an owner of a patent to
“charge that an article made by an-
“other infringes his patent, but I gan-
“not believe that a man is remediless
“against persistent and continuous at-
“tacks upon his business and property
“rights in his business. It shocks my
“gensé of justice to say that a court
“of equity cannot restrain systemati-
“cal and methodical outrages like this
“by one mam upon anofher’s property
“rights. An action at law would do
“no good, and the court grants the
“injunction.”

In another case of the United States
vs. Kane, 23 Federal Reporter 148, the
judgment of the court was given by
Judge Brewer, who has been for some
years one of the most eminent mem-
bers of the supreme, court of the
United States. In his opinion Judge
Brewer says: ‘“Every man has a right
“to work for whom he pleases provid-
“ed in so doing he does not trespass
“upon the rights of others. By way
“of illustrating what is a threat, sup-
“pose one of two workmen is discharg-
“ed, the other is satisfied with his em-
“ployment amd wishes to stay. The
“discharged party comes. with a large
“number of friends armed with revol-
“yers and muskets and says: ‘Now
“my friends are here; you better leave;
“I request you to leave.’ In terms
“there 8 no threat, but it a request
“packed by a determination of force
“intended and calculated to intimidate,
“agnd the man leaves because he is in-
“timidated.

“Armed robbers stop a coach and
“politely request the passengers to
"stip o and hand over their valu-
“ables, which they do. The defence is
“made that there was no violence, no
“threats, but a polite request which
“was complied with. Any judge who
“would recognize such a defence de-
“serves to be despised.”

I will conclude my reference to
American cases by citing some ex-
tracts from the judgment of Judge
Sage of the Unmited States court for
the northern district of Ohio in the
case of Consolidated Steel Wire Com-
pany vs. Murray et al, 80 Federal Re-
porter 811: “It conclusively appears
“from the authorities above referred
“to that the English courts, the Ameri-
“can state courts and the Federal
“courts are in perfect harmony and
“that while they recognize the rights
“of employees of whatsoever rank or
““degree to combine for the purpose of
“resisting any measures of oppression
“or coercion by their employers, and
“even for the purpose of instituting
“strikes and adopting other measures
“for their own protection or for the
“pettering of their comdition, they &re
“agreed that they must not interfere
‘“with the rights of employers to man-
“gge their own business in their own
“way so long as they do not trespass
“ypon the rights of others.”

Counsel for defendants closed his
argument with a somewhat impassion-
ed appeal to the court coupled with
the expression of his hope and con-
fidence that the decision would not be
calculated to drive his clients to be-
come anarchists. So long as labor
organizations keep themselves within
the limits of the law they will not be
interferred with by the courts and they
will have the sympathy and good will

The extraordinary char-
acter of the appeal made to the court
justifies me in adding that the courts
will be ready for the emergency when-
ever and wherever the spirit of anar-
chy may manifest itself, whether
within or without their lodges, and
the American people, if need be, will

and crush it as a trip-hammer would
crush an egg shell.

In the second clause of his bill, as
we have seen, Mr. Curtis seeks to pro-
vide against unions and their mem-
bers being enjoined for intimidation
or conspiracy.

By section 524 of the Criminal Code
of Canada, “Every one is guilty of an
“indictable offence and liable to two
“years’ imprisonment who, in pursu-
“gnee of any unlawful combination or
“comspiracy respecting any trade,
«pusiness or manufacture, or respect-
“ing any person concerned or employ-
“ed therein, unlawfully assaults any
‘“person, or, in pursuance of such com-
“hination or conspiracy, uses any vio-
“lence or threat of violence to any
“person, with a view to hinder him
“from working or being employed at
“guch trade, business or manufacture.”

Now, it will be seen by this that any
officer, member, agent or servant .of
a trade union or association who un-
lawfully combines or conspires to com-
mit the offences mentioned is liable
to conviction and to the punishment,
given. Now, why, if members of trade
unions are criminally liable and can
be punished for the offence of unlaw-
ful combination and conspiracy, should
not the organization of which he is a
member be liable in damages and be
enjoined as a union or organization
and be made ciyilly responsible for|
the acts of its officers and agents? All
corporations, organizations and public.
bodies act through their servants and
agents and are held civilly responsible
in damages for wrongs committed by
these servants and agents. Every cor-
porate body is liable in tort for the
tortious (wrongful) acts of its agents
and ‘servants acting in the ordinary

for a wrong lies against a corporation
when the thing done is within the pur-
pose of the corporation, and has been
done in such a manner as to consti-
tute what weuld be an actionable
wrong if done by a private individual.
Why should trades unions be exempt‘?‘
‘The contention on the part of the de-|
fendant union in the Taff Vale cases
was that a trade union is not a cor-
poration, nor an individual, nor a.
partnership, and not a legal entity.|
But the answer to this, by quoting
from the judgment of the Lord Chan-|
cellor in the Taff Vale case, is: Y
“the legislature has created a thing
“which can own property, which can
“employ servants and which can in-
“flict . injury, it must be taken, 1|
“think, to have impliedly given the
“power to make it suitable in a court

Lord
Lindley in the course of his judgment
in the same case says: “I entirely re-
“pudiate the notion that the effect of
“the Trade Union Act, 1871, is to
“legalize trades unions and confer on
«them the right to acquire and hold
“property and at the same time to,
“protect the union from legal proceed-
“ings if their managers or agents act-
“ing for the whole body violate the
“rights of other people. For such vio-
“Jation the property of trade unions
“can unquestionably in my opinion be
“reached by legal proceedings prop-
“erly framed.” |
Now, what argument, what reason
can Mr. Curtis give for wanting to
legislate trades unions and their mem-|
bers into a position not occupied by
any other body of men or class of
men? If Mr. Curtis was personally
injured through, or his property rights
interefered with by, the agent or ser-
vant of a corporation in the course of
and within the terms of an agent’s
employment I do not think Mr. Curtis
would be content to sue the employee.
1 think we would find Mr. Curtis after
the corporation for damages; and
why? Because ' Mr. Curtis realizes
that as it is damages he is after for
the injury inflicted upon him he wants
those damages from a source that will
ensure payment on vecovery of judg-
ment. It seems to me that the intro-
duction of such legislation as Bill' No.
10 is an insult to the workingmen of|
British Columbia; first, because it im-:
plies that a member of a trade union
is an irresponsible being not capable
of controlling his actions, and, second-,
ly, because it implies that working-
men are not capable of managing
their organization as other men and
must have legislative protection against
allowing their angry passions to rise.|

For it is always to be remembered
that if citizens and organized bodies
of citizens conduct themselves and the
affairs of their organizations in a law-
ful way and do not illegally interfere
with the rights or property of other
people in turn neither their rights in-
dividually -or collectively can be inter-
fered with.

The third clause of . Bill- No. 10
deals with communicationp by work-
men with their fellow workmen of
facts respecting employment and per-
suading, without threats, workmen
from renewing their contracts of
labor. :

The wording is rather confusing, but
I presume what Mr. Curtis means is
that picketing shall not in future be
prevented by injunction.

The Criminal Law on the subject of
intimidation in Canada is found in
Section 523 of the Criminal Code, as
follows:

“523. INTIMIDATION. Everyone is
“ guilty of an indictable offence and
“ liable, on indictment, or on sum-
“ mary conviction before two justices
“ of the peace, to a fine of not exceed-

“ing one hundred dollars or to three

“ months’ imprisenment with or with-
“ out hard labor, who, wrongfully and
« without lawful authority with a view
“to compel any other person to ab-
“ gtain from doing anything which
“ he has a lawful right to do, or to do
“ anything from which he has a law-
“ ful right to abstain.

“(a.) Uses violence to such other
« person, or his wife or children, or in-
“ jures his property; or

“(b.) Intimidates such other person
«“ or his wife or children, by threats
« of using violence to him, her or any
“ of them, or of injuring his property;
“or

“(c.) Persistently follows such other
« person about from place to place; or

“(d.) Hides any tools, clothes or
“ other property owned or used by
« guch other person, or deprives him of,
“ or hinders him in, the use thereof;
“or

“(e.) With one or more other per-
« gons, in a disorderly manner, in or
“ through any street or road; or

“(f.) Besets or watches the house
“ or any other place where such other
“ person resides or works, or carries
« on business or happens to be.”

Experience shows that in the conduct
of strikes nearly all the offences cov-
ered by this section of the code arises
out of picketing.

In the case of Lyons vs. Wilkins, to
which I have previously referred, it
was contended before the court of ap-
peal by counsel on behalf of the de-
fendants that “the Court of Chancery
« does not sit to restrain acts of picket-
“ ing and the legislature has provided
« 5 summary procedure before a mag-
« jstrate of the speedier and cheaper
« kind for deciding what workmen may
“ do in that way.”

In his judgment Lord Justice Lind-
ley says: “That leads one to the sec-
« ond point, which is that we ought
« to leave these people to the summary
« jurisdiction of a magistrate. I do not
« think so. This is obviously a case
« in which a man’s property, his trade,
«his livelihood and the goodwill of
« his business will be absolutely ruined
« if what is complained of is not per-
« emptorily stopped; and according to
« the well known principles by which
«the Court of Chancery has been
« guided it is a case in which a per-
« gon’s property and trade are so in-

« torfered with that he may come 10 \

« the Court of Chancery for the pro
“ tection which an injunction affordsd
“ him.ll

And in the same case Lord Justice
Kay says: “This is an appeal from an
« interlocutory injunction and in all
« these cases of interlocutory injunc-
« tions where a man’s trade is affected

« once before the action can be brought

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BOGUS MINING COMPANIES.

—

It is interesting to note that in Cali-
fornia, where many “wild cat” mining
and oil companies have sprung into ex-
istence, which are engaged in selling
worthless stock to unsuspecting people,
a crusade has been begun against such
companies by Mr. Aubury, the State
Mineralogist. He and his assistants
now examine properties owned by com-
panies, and if they are worthless tell
the public through the newspapers.
The San Francisco Call comments as
follows on the matter: ‘“Eastern and
European papers are printing page ad-
vertisements of propositions on this
coast that are known to be sailing
under false pretenses. This is a matter
of common knowledge. The discovery
that frauds exist and the inability of
the eastern people to discriminate
owing to distance from the coast has
ied to constant bombardment of the
State Mineralogist’s office with queries
about the value of stocks, et:. 'This
has brought about the move that con-
cerns all honest miners and is caleulat-
ed to be a source of great disconifort
to fakirs. Mr. Aubury says he will
follow up the investigations he is mak-
ing into the real value of mining and
oil promotions until he is acquainted
with them all.”

This is a good work well begun, and
more’s the pity that it cannot be ex-
tended to every section on the coest.
“The board of trade of Helena, Mon-
tana, took the matter in hand some
time ago, making 4 list of all mines
and prospects in its neighborhood and
furnishing eastern investors with infor-
mation upon inquiry. This, however,
had only a local bearing, but the ex-
periment was well thought of by the
business men of that city. It was
shown that mining stocks were being
sald in the east on claims that had
mo existence. The postmaster of Helena
wwas overwhelmed with letters of in-
quiry, which, of course, he could not
answer, so the board took the matter
wp and formulated a list. The plan
‘worked well and broke up many “wild
«cat” schemes.

_Fake mining has been the curse of
every mining division on the coast.
British Columbia has not been exempt.
In fact, the lack of activity in many
quarters can be traced to this cause.
The matter should be taken in hand
by the strong arm of the law, and
swindling mining schemes made to
bear the odium the same as any other
%kind of fraud. It is not enough that
«citizens in their individual and collec-
tive capacity point out the worthless
projects, the promoters of them should
be called to account and made to suffer.

The development of our mining re-
sources all depends on keeping the con-
fidence of the outside world—especially
those who desire to invest their sur-
plus money in legitimate mining en-
terprises—and this cannot be done so
fong as ‘“wild cats” are allowed to in-
crease.

THE VALUE OF A MINE.

Under the aboveé heading we publish
elsewhere a communication contribut-
ed to the Victoria Colonist by Mr. A. C.
Galt of this city on a subject which is
of exceptional importance to the min-
dng interests of the province.

As everyone knows, the Colonist is
in a position to speak for the govern-
ment, and apparently did so in the fol-
jowing editorial which appeared in its
columns simultaneously with Mr. Galt’s
letter:

+fruitful of profit to the whole prov-
#ince? Perhaps in Rossland people
#are under the impression that the
#government is wrangling over side
“‘jssues. The government at present
#js watching the opposition abuse the
“forms of .procedure to obstruct the
“business of the country. We should
“‘think that would be fully apparent
#to anyone who contrasts the states-
“*manlike speeches of the Minister of
“Mines and the Attorney-General on
*“Monday with the extraordinary trivi-
#glities and technicalities upon which
#*the opposition are accustomed to
#waste hours of debate. With Mr.

“Galt’'s assertion that the mining in-
“dustry is at present in a general con-
“dition of discouragement, and that
“there is a general cessation of divi-
‘dends, we are unable altogether to
“agree. It is fair to ask the ques-
“tion: ‘In what particular mines is
“this cessation? The amount of
“money distributed in dividends dur-
“ing 1901 was larger thap the sum in
‘any previous year. We know besides
“that very large sums, which were
“taken out of profits, were sunk in
“capital expenditure in the Le Roi, the
“Granby Consolidated, in the Ymir and
“in many other properties. The divi-
“dends declared during the first three
“months of the present year have been
“fairly satisfactory, if the adverse
“condition of the markets and the
“financial embarrassment of some large
“companies through_gross mismanage-
“ment be considered. - The gross return
“to the provincial revenue from the
“mining industry is no greater in pro-
“portion to the return from other in-
“dustries in the province, than the
“production of wealth from the mines
“ijs greater than the production of
“wealth from other industries.  Brit-
“jsh Columbia does not extract as
“much revenue from her mines as
“most other countries. ; Are the mines
“of British Columbia less rich than
“those of other countries that they
“cannot afford to contribute as much
“to the treasury? We cannot admit
“that. However, there are many ways
“jn which the government can assist
“the development of the mining in-
“dustry, and as the willingness is
“there, the occasion will not be over-
“looked when it presents itself.”

We reproduce the Colonist’s comment
simply to show the style of reception
accorded by the Government to a sug-
gestion plainly intended for its good.

REDISTRIBUTION BILL.

The redistribution bill has at last
been submitted to the provincial legis-
lature, and ous readers were yesterday
morning made acquainted with the tel-
egraphic report olf it. Under the provis-
ions of the bill the membership of the
legislature will be increased from 38 to
12. So far as we have been able to learn
its main features will prove quite sat-
isfactoaly.

Rossland, however, and the neigh-
boring town of Trail will undoubtedly
ask for changes to be made. As it now
stands the Rossland and Nelson mining
divisions are given three members. This
is arfived at by giving Nelson one mem-
ber and Rossland one member, and the
whole of the Nelson and Trail Creek
mining divisions, ‘exclusive of the two
cities, one member. The .two districts
taken together, on the basis of popu-
lation, are clearly entitled to four mem-
bers, and it seems to be thé concensus
of opinion that they should each have
two members, to be elected at large.

In the Trail Creek mining division the
only important town after Rossland
is Trail, and its interests are very close-
ly identified with those of Rossland.
The largest smelting works in Canada
are located there, and the ores from the
great mines of Rossland largely supply
its wants. It is to this place that the
people of the smelter town and nearby
camps largely come for their supplies.
Being near neighbors their internests
and friendships are very close. They
will certainly ask that a change be made
from the plan now proposed by adding
the joint member of the Trail Creek
mining division to the Rossland dis-
trict instead of to the Nelson district.
It is no more than just and equitable,
besides carrying out the wishes of the
people, A further and more extended
review can and probably will be given
before the subject is closed. Rossland
is a growing camp; many mines in the
Immediate vicinity are coming to the
front. She deserves well at the hands of

the legislature.
———

LORD ROSEBERY.

The definite separation of Lord Rose-
bery from the Liberal ‘party marks
an important epoch in British politics.
That this was the only outcome has
been the opinion of many people for
some time, e . great Chesterfield
speech showed clearly .the line of
demahiéatjon. The new platform as
enupnciated . included the support of
the present government in the war,
the complete subjugation of the two
so-called republics, the breaking off of
the alliance with the Irish rty and
in general an impeﬂal policy in the
broadest sense suited to the needs and
aspirations of the British race, as op-
posed to the pro-Boer and little En-
glander doctrines of .the majority of the
occupants of the Opposition benches.
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman in-
vited Lord Rosebery to state whether
he spoke from within or without the
“tabernacle” of the present Liberal
party. Lord Rosebery lost no time in
replying that it was from without.
To Canadians, and we think we may
say to the other self-governing colon-
ies, this new gtate of affairs comes as a
great relief. While we take the greatest
interest in the political life of Great
Britain we are far enough removed to
be able to view the whole matter in an
Impartial spirit. To us it matters little
whether a Conservatwe or Liberal gov-
ernment is in power at Westminster.
But this statement must be made with
some reservation. It would be more
correct to say that it mattens little
provided both parties are actuated by
that broad spirit of Imperial unity
which has characterized the present
administration. Unfortunately such is
not the case. The Liberal party con-
tains within its ranks a coterie

of mnoted little Englanders. With

the exception of those who will follow
Lord Rosebery, it is largely made up
of pro-Boers, and worse than this its
Jeading men, in their endeavor to make
capital against the government, have
not hesitated to make the gravest ac-
cusations against the British and Col-
onial soldiers now fighting the battles
of the empire. Such a party can get
no sympathy from the outlying port-
lons of the empire, and while it is so
constituted the general wish is that it
will remain in opposition where it can
do the least harm.

But Lord Rosebery’s separation opens
up new possibilities. To him will be
drawn the more broadminded men in
the Liberal party. Some of the leading
men have already identified themselves
with his policy. A general election will
not be held for some time and we shall
probably have to wait until the next
one takes place before it will be
definitely known what support the new
movement will obtain in the constitu-
encies. No doubt the new wing will re-
ceive such support in the meantime,
both in and out of the house, that it
will be enabled to appeal to the country
when the time comes as a strong and
separate entity.

In the nature of things the Liberal
party will eventually come back to
power. We, as Canadians, would not
like to see the present Liberal party,
eatuated as it is with pro-Boerism and
little Englandism, at the head of af-
fairs in Great Britain. It matters very
little to us whether the British govern-
ment for the time being is called Con-
servative or Liberal as long as both
parties are actuated by a broad Im-
perial spirit.

much to do .with bestowing of that
measure of self-government in the col-
onies which has enured so greatly to
the benefit of the empire at large.
Unfortunately their successors are not
carrying out the precepts so well laid
down, The entanglements which they
have allowed themselves to be drawn
into since 1885 are gradually leading
to disintegration and a once historic
party sees itself threatened with ob-
livion.

Lord Rosebery’s present attitude
gives promise, hewever, that there is
a new era dawning for the Liberal
party. He states and states truly that
the slate must be wiped clean. Is there
enough sane Liberalism left to carry
the new banner to victory? The earnest
wish of its friends is that the Liberal
party of Great Britain, purging itself
of jts pro-Boers and little Englanders,
may, under Lord Rosebery’s leadership,
regain ‘that strength and power which
it had in the days of Palmenrston.

FROM THE
CAPITAL CITY

The Redistribution Bill
Passed Its Second
Reading.

Curtis’ Charges to be In-
vestigated--Royal
Commission.

(Special to The Miner.)

VICTORIA, B. C., March .—The
redistribution bill passed its secomd
reading tonight after a lengthy dis-
cussion, in which the bill generally was
approved by the Opposition while cnit-
icising its details, the chief objection-
being taken to the remarkable config-
uration of Alberni and to the carving
of Revelstoke, whereby it is claimed
that the Trout Lake district is taken
from its natural setting with Revel-
stoke and placed in Kaslo. The most
ardent champion of the measure was
Joseph Martin. Only three members
voted against second reading, namely,
Neill of Alberni, Hayward of BEsqui-
malt (which loses ome member), and
Taylor of Revelstoke.

It will be committed tomorrow, but
will hardly get through the committee
before the house rises for Easter recess.

The government tonight tabled the
completed contract with the Edmonton,
Yukon & Pacific Railway compamy for
building a railroad from Bute Inlet
to Yellowhead Pass. The contract was
altered somewhat from the original
draft. It provides for royalties on coal,
petroleum, pine timyer and Dougjlas
fir, but not on pulp wood, for two per
cent. of its gross earnings after ten
years, and commencement of the work
within three months after satisfactory
evidence has been given that it will be
completed in gix years thereafter. The
land is subject to munmicipal taxation
after ten years, and ten miles square
is the smallest block in which lands
can be selected out of the railway
referve, if such ;selection is necessary.

The goyernment tonight issued the
royal commission to Judge Wailkem to
investigate charges made by Smgth
Curtis against Dunsmuir and the minis-
ters re. railway deals with MacKenzie
and Mann. The commission sits at.9:15
tomorrow, as it is alleged that Green-
shields wants to leave for the east.
Curtis may decline to proceed on such
an abrupt notice.

The deal for the sale of the E. and N.
being off an application is being made
for a separate charter for the Van-
couver Island section of MacKenzie and
Mann’s railway line coming from Sey-
mour Narrows to Victoria via Alberni
and Cowichan Valley. The government
also proposes to submit an agreement
for theé comstruction of the Coast-Koot-
enay line, and of one from the Kitimaat
to Point Island. The Coast-Kootenay
line will, it ig stated on good authority,
ask for one million acres of land and
for $6400 a mile for 100 miles, and $4500
for 230 miles,

THE CANADA NORTHERN.

VICTORIA, B. C., March 25.—The
provincial legislature today passed the
redistribution bill increasing the repre-
sentation in the body from 38 to 42.
The contract between the provincial
government .and Messrs. MacKenzie and
Mann for the extension of the Canada
Northern railway from the coast at.
Bute Inlet to the eastern boundary of
thg province to connéet with the road
being built from Lake Superior}, and
also for a ferry between Bute Inlet
and Vancouver island to conmect with
a railway for Victoria, was laid before
the legislature today. The ‘company are
to be granted a subsidy of 20,000 acres
a mile and the following cash subeidy:

(a). For the fiast 50 miles of m,ilwn»y,i
commencing at or near Bute Inlét
sum. of $4800 per mile.. : t“

(b). From the end of the said first
50 miles to the point nearest to Ques-
nelle the sum of $4000 per mile.

Q(c). li‘lron;t ttl}lle sald point nearest
uesnelle to e eastern bound of
British Columbia, at or near Yagow-
head Pass, the sum of $4500 peri mile.
_ The swfhsidy may be paid in sub-
scribed stock of the province bearing
three per cent. per annum. The lands
to be exempted from taxation until
alienated and the railway for ten
yvears after its completion, after which
the government can either take two
per cent. of the gross earnings or tax
the line under the railway act. The
company are to commence work three
monthe after a subsidy satisfactory to
the company has been granted by the
Dominion government.

ON LAKE MOUNTAIN

A NEW SECTION OF THE ROSS-
LAND CAMP MAY
BOOM.

SPOKANE PEOPLE SAID TO CON-
TEMPLATE EXTENSIVE
IMPROVEMENTS.

The prediction is made that the ap-
proaching summer will see marked ac-
tivity on the north slope of Lake moun-
tain. It will be remembered that the
discoveries on.the Ferndal: group last
fall aroused keen interest n the Lake
of the Rossland
camp, and that there was a small-sized
rush of local prospectors to the hill.
Within the space of a 1ew days more
than fifty claims were staled, and the
record office did the liveliest business
it had transacted in a couple of years.
The Ferndale is controlled by Colonel
Peyton of Spokane, and it was reported
at the time that the company would

expend a considerable awppropriation
immediately in opening up the property
at the point where the strike was made.
This did not eventuate, however, largely
because of the proximity cf the winter
season when it would be extremely dif-
ficult to secure access to ibe property
for the transportation of stores and sup-
plies.

Report has it that Coionel Peyton
proposes to go ahead with development
on a liberal scale this vear and that
the visits of his engineer, “Mr. Liljegran,
to the camp from time to time have
been in connection with the proposition.
The surface showings on the Lake
mountain claims have been excellent,
and it is strongly believed that a reason-
able amount of work will demonstrate
that the leads are permanent and that
the values found on the surface, aver-
aging from $18 to $25, wall be foumnd to

increase somewhat as depth is at-
tained.

On the Agnes group, owned by local
men, it. is stated that the prospect
shaft ig already below the 100-foot
level and that a fine ore body has been
opened up. The assertion i1s made that
the owner of the Agnes received a
proposition last year from a Spokane
company to expend $25,000 on the prop-
erty, and that if the showing was good
the company would then place $50,000
in the treasury for working -capital,
taking the control of the stock in pay-
ment. The offer was not accepted.

If the Lake mountain sectior shows
up as well as is predicted the effect
on the Rossland camp will be import-
ant. The section is just across the
gulch from the city and a road cut
across the valley of Trail creek would
bring the foot of Lake mountain within
half a mile or so of the city. so that the
section i8 essentially part of the camp.

THE IRISH
LAND BILL

The Irish Members Evince
but Little Enthu-
siasm.

John Reédmond Said He
Would Reserve His
Opinion.

LONDON, March 25.—The chief
secretary for Ireland, George F. Wynd-
ham, introduced the Irish land bill in
the house of commons. The main pro-
vision of the bill authorizes the com-
mission to take over the whole or any
part of an gsta.te whose owner is will-
ing to sell. The commission will then
resell it to the tenants. But the assent
of three-quarters of the tenants is
necessary to purchase the land before
the commission will undertake to
transfer any part of an estate. The
Irish members evinced little enthusi-
asm over the bill.

John Redmond, the Nationalist lead-
er in the house, said he purposed to
reserve his judgment until he had
studied the provisions of the bill care-
fully,. He warned the government
that universal compulsory purchase
must be the ultimate solution of the
problem, as nothing else would be ac-
ceptable.

Timothy Healey (Nationalist) said
he believed the bill would do some-|
thing towards settling the question,
but that much depended upon the con-
stitution of new estates and the com-
mission.

CORONATION PARADE.

Every Province in the Dominion Will
be Represented.

TWO PER CENT.
MINING TAX

Kootenay Delegates Are
Well Pleased with Re=-
ception.

Dunsmuir Government
Listened Patiently to
Mining Men.

(Special Correspondence.)

VANCOUVER, March 23.—Although
the Dunsmuir fovernment organs state
that the Kootenay delegates “expressed
themselves as well pleased with the re-
ception accorded them and are hopeful
that their recommendations will bear
good fruit,” it is hardly likely that the
deputation from Rossland and other
Kootenay points which interviewed the
government a day or two ago has any
very cordial feelings towards the ad-
ministration. The Dunsmuir govern-
ment could do nothing else but listen
patiently and discuss as intelligently as
18 possible with its members the views
of the mining men. But from the utter-
ances of the Colonist, the spokesman
of the administration as it were, Koot-
enay is in the “just as you were” posi-
tion' of the new recruit.

The Kootenay deputation, in its re-
marks upon the two per cent. mining
tax, submitted that the contribution of
the mining industry to the revenue of
the province ‘should be obtained from
the profits derived from the mines. Mr.
G. E. Martin, the Kaslo barrister, put
the point very clearly in a letter to the
Colonist when he said: “The contribu-
tion should be on the profits and in ad-
; dition to the allowance of transportation
the proceeds of the ore, an allow-
ance should also be made covering
the cost of mining the ore.”

The goverenment replies to that,
through the Colonist, in a way which
will not recommend itself to the mine
rowners. In fact it gives them a direct
slap in the face. “A tax levied and de-
pendent upon profits;” ridiculous! Who
ever heard of it? 48 the attitude of the
Colonist. It draws inferences against the
mining men by citing the income tax
and the poll tax. The man who sup-
ports a large family and educates it
pays the same tax as the man who has
no family to support, although his sur-
plus js necessarily less, it remarks. If
any person outside the government can
see the analogy he has good eyes. The
idea of bringing in the poll tax seems
to be to prejudice the workingman
against the mine owner. The Colonist’s
specious. argument is: |“Why should a
rich mining company not be taxed be-
cause during a certain period it has
made no profit if a poor working-
man is not to escape because
during a certain period he has
no work?”’ Such an argument  could
have no other desire than to stir up
strife, to prejudice the mine owners in
the sight of the workers. And directly
after using it the government organ ad-
mits that “the unfair incidence of the
present mineral tax has been proved
beyond dispute.” Having admitted that,
the government paper makes bold to
state—on what evidenece ome cammot
possibly know—that “it has not been
proved that any substantial hardhip
has been inflicted.” Considering that
the Kootenay delegation had as one of
its special objects the desire to prove
that that hardship existg’it will hardly
be comsidered that the mining men are
today so “hopeful that their recommen-
dations ‘will bear good fruit” as they
were before the government answered
them through the columne of the Colon-
ist.

To return to the matter of hardships,
Mz, Martin points out in his communi-

‘cation a number of them. He refers

to one case where a mine, employing
100 men or more, has, during the past
four years, paid to the government 24
per cent. in profits and he states that
the government were told of many
other mines, where no profit at all has
resulted, having had to pay the tax,
thus making .their losses greater. If
those are not hardships perhaps the Col-
onist will say what are,

Of course nobody wants the mining
industry to escape taxation. But people
do not like to see a government trying
to wriggle out of its responsibilities by
treating the representations of Koot-
enay in ludicrous fashion. It should
deal with the matter in a businesslike
way.

JAPANESE MINERS.

Indignation Is Strong at Atlin on the
Question.

(Special to the Miner.)
ATLIN, B. C.,, March 19.—Indigna-
tion has been strong in Atlin on the
confirmation of the report .that the
Atlin Mining company had contracted
for the employment of a number of
Japanese miners. Mass meetings have
been held in both Atlin and Discovery
to discuss the matter, and at these
meetings strong opposition was ex-
pressed and a decision made to do all
possible to stop the contemplated in-
troduction of Oriental labor. At its
regular monthly meeting the Atlin
board of trade endorsed the sentiments
expressed at the public meetings re-
ferred to, and the secretary is now cor-
résponding with the various boards of
trade and labor organizations on the
coast and elsewhere in British Colum-
bia to enlist their co-operation in the
matter.

Taking yesterday’s New York quota-
tion for copper, namely, 12 5-16 cents
per pound, reduces the average value
to $10.83 per ton.”

Shipments last
month amounted to 3,630 tons, contain-
ing 2,042 ounces of gold, 4,885 ounces
of stlver, 94 tons of copper.

(Office
note—The decrease in the amount of
tonnage shipped is due in the first place
to February being a short month; and,
secondly, to the fact that the power was
shut down for five days for repairs.—

THE SPOTTED HORSE.

Edward Cole, a well known pros-
pector, came into the city yesterday
with a specimen from his Spotted
Horse group of claims that will prob-
ably assay something like a thousand
dollars to the ton. It is possibly the
most valuable specimen of its kind
brought into camp for some time. The
claims are six in number and are being
developed by three men. They are Ed-
ward Cole, J. J. McMillan and C. J.
Ditter. The three have been prospecting
in that neighborhood since way back in
1897, with meagre success until last
summer when a vein some five feet
wide was struck in a mass of green
rock. The property, on further develop-
ment, has proven w be among the
best bunch of claims yet discovered
in that district. One carload of ore
which hag been shipped to the Hall
smelter, assayed $22.85 to the ton. The
silver in the ore amounted to $2.85
and the balance, of the values were in
gold. The smelter test showed the ore
to run 1.06 ounces gold to”the tom and
the silver 3.2 to the ton. Two other car-
loads of ore have been taken out of the
claims, but owing to the heavy snowfall,
none could be sent to the smelter. The
snow hasg also interfered with the work-
ing of the claims, but the prospectors
expect to renew work as ~oon as the
summer sun gets around in their direct-
ion.

A thirty-foot tunnel has been driven
which will be continued as goon as work
can be resumed, The ore vein shows
signs of gradually widening out, and
occurs in a contact of diorite porphyry.
Cole and 'his partners seem to think
that they have struck it rich, claiming
that with further development their
proprty will prove to be the richest yet
discovered in the district. It is on the
Porto Rico wagon road some four miles
from the milroad. Cole and his partners
have cleared a profit for their laber,
despite the cost of getting the ore to
the smelter.

WILL LOSE PORTION

CHARTER REVOKED OF

THE
THE TONTINE SAVINGS
ASSOCTIATION.

PRINCIPAL McTAVISH TOTALLY

UNAWARE OF THE CRISIS
AT HAND.

Rossland shareholders in the Ton-
tine Savings Association are likely- to
fose a portion of the amounts they
have paid into the concern, judging
from the reports published as to the
standing of the association. There

are in the Golden City about ten men
mho have paid in from $40 to $50 each
on the proposition. Among the share-
holders is Principal McTavish of the
Cook avenue sehool, who acted as col-
lector for the association in addition to
holding a share. It is only fair to Mr.
McTavish to state that he was totally
unaware of the crisis on the associa-
tion’s affairs and that he was genu-
fnely surprised to learn last night that
a receiver had been appointed to wind
up the company’s business.

Judge McGee oft Minneapolis revoked
the charter of the concern and appoint-
ed a receiver to wind up the affairs,
contending that its methods of doing
business were fraudulent and a vio-
lation of the terms of the charter,
which was taken out in Minnesota
about six years ago. The company
has been having a good deal of trou-
ble during the past year, and some
months ago the postal authorities de-
barred it from the use of the mails on
the ground that it was doing a fraud-
ulent business. Its methods are inter-
esting. It undertakes to pay back $160
in cash, or a diamond ring worth $200,
in return for payments of $80 made by
the customer. Thus he doubles his
money. The customer pays $ down
For his contract and then pays $1.25 a
wveek for 60 weeks.

The company has no assets, and it
thas no income from any source ex-
cept the payments made by patrons.
There is no reserve fund and no reve-
nue from interest. The company
<claims that it is able to.pay 2 for 1
through the lapse of stockholders who

forfeit their rights by failing to pay‘

THE REDISTRIBUTION

THE MAIN TOPIC OF DISCUSSION
IN ROSSLAND YES-
TERDAY.

—e
H. W. C JACKSON EXPRESSES HIS
VIEWS ON THIS IMPORT-
ANT QUESTION.

The redistribution bill proposed by the
provincial government and its effects
upon Rossland was the main ‘. pic of
discussion among business men yester=-
day. At first glance the bill was regarded
as fair to the country as a whole, but
consideration of all the facts in connect-
jon therewith raised a doubt in the
minds of many as to the status of Ross-

land under the proposed legislation.
The discussion of ‘the question .tended
to confirm the belief that if Rossland
was to obtain a fail show under a
scheme for redistribution some amend-
ments to the original bill were neces-
sary. This was so generally felt that
steps were taken to communicate with
Trail and Nelson on the subject, both
points being as vitally interested ip the
matter as the Golden City. In Trail es-
pecially the feeling runs high. It is con-
ceded that the proposed measure will

Trail to a riding that will be dominated
{ from the Nelson end of the district, and
| that Trail and its vicinity would fare ill
| under such conditions. It is probable
| that meetings will be held in all three
' points interested and that such repre-
| sentations will be made to the legisla-
| tive council as will lay before them the

| facts
| ments to the measure as it now stands.

H. W. C. Jackson, secretary of the
board of trade, is taking an active in-
| terest in the matter, and explains his
| stand in ghe following terms:
|  “The redistribution bill proposes to
igive the Nelson and Rossland mining
| divisions a total representation of three
| members. This result is arrived at by
giving the city of Nelson one member,
the city of Rossland one member and
, the whole of the Nelson and Trail creck
| mining divisions exclusive of the two
Zcities. one member. The two districts
| taken together either on the basis of
| population of revenue with the total
| membership of the provincial legisla-
ture placed at 42, are clearly entiiled
|to four members, and in myv opinion
the redistribution bill should *e amend-
ed so as to give the Nelson and Trail
creek mining divisions each two mem-
bers to be elected at large.

“So rar I have been able to judge
from the scanty details of the redistri-
bution bill that have reached us, the
plan of redistribution is eminently sat-
isfactory as regards every other con-
stituency in the province, The Boundary
has been given two members, as has
Slocan district. An extra member has
been given to East Kootenay and the
representation of Vancouver island and
Lilliooet has been cut down. The larger
cities of the province have been fairly
dealt with and the only constituencies
which would be left with less represen-
tation than they are entitlel to arc the
Nelson and Rossland mining divisions.

“In the case of Rossland especially
the new scheme of representation would
be most unfair. The Trail creek mining
divisfon as a whole has its commeraial
centre in Rossland to a degress that is
not paralleled in the instancé of any
one other mining distmict. Taking the
Slocan country, for instance, Sandon,
Slocan City and Kaslo are each the cen-
tres of more or less restricted areas all

ie in many respects as much interested
in the development and prosperity of the
Slocan country as are the towns of the
Slocan mining divisions themselves. In
the Nelson districg there are important
sub-centres such as Ymir, which are more
or less capable of
the interests of their particular districts.
In the Trail creek mining division, out-
side of Rossland, the only important
point is the town of Trail, which is al-
most exclusively a smelter town. Its in-
terests are very closely identified with
those of the city of Rossland, while it
is to Rossland and not to Trail that
practically all ' of the Trail creek dis-
trict, outside of the city of Rossland,
looks for finanGial support, supplies and
| such assistance as is required to develop

| their resources. If the present plan of |

}redistnibution were adopted it would be
| entirely beyond the province of the rep-
| resentative of the city of Rossland to
|§15k for provincial aid in.the construct-
ion of wagon roads or trails or any
other public works in any part of the
Trail creek mining division. The ;nem-

While in
Rossland Mr. Wyle discussed matters
with a number of citizens and prior to
his departure stated that on return-
ing to the head office he would strong-
ly recommend hiss company to write
business in Rossland again. More-
over, he stated that the company
would, if it was decided to do business
again in the Golden City, which he be-
lieved probable, be prepaired to make
straight loans at 6 per cent to 7 per
cent. This is a plan which would
commend itself to many citizens as a
demonstration of the confidence in
Rossland which the eastern financial
corporations feel.

From the standpoint of the citizens
the new attitude taken by the finan-
cial houses is deeply significant.

The benefit which is realized by the |
first two classes above mentioned,
namely, the community in which a|
mine is being operated and the com-i
munity at large, can be shown by the|
statistics of almost any mine. Let me
take as an example the Centre Star
of Rossland, which also enjoys the
rare distinction of having paid a few
dividends. During the year ending Sep-
tember 30th, 1901, the Centre Star ship-
ped 80,419 tons of ore to the Trail
smelter.

The smelter’s gross assay value of
this ore, after deducting indirect
charges (as shown by the annual re-
port), was $1,177,159.37.

To the above items of expenditure
must be added the cost of improve-
ments during 1901 to the machinery,
buildings and €quipment of the mine,
amounting to fully $25,000, a large por-
tion of which necessarily found its
way into the pockets of the lumber
merchants, maghinists and laborers of
Rossland.

The above facts and figures show
that a single mine of moderate capa-
city is capable of distributing fully
a million dollars a year amongst its
employees and others. With the ex-
ception of the Le Roi company, whose
smelter is in the TUnited States, the
bulk of expenditure occurs within the
province 8nd in the immediate vicinity
of the miie.

Durizg the year ending the 31st De-
cemizr, 1901, the War Eagle mine paid
$119,185.27 to the Trail smelter, and dis-
tribated $177,590.283 among its miners,
diamond drillers and other employees
in British Columbia; but the share-
holders did not receive a cent.

The output of the Le Roi mine last
year was nearly double as much as the
combined output of the Centre Star
and War Eagle, yet_its shareholders
did not receive a farthing.

Just how long mine owners may be
willing to continue paying out money
without receiving any return is a
question which is worth pondering.

The bill provides that any person
within the United States who shall
wilfully kill the president or any officer
on whom the duties of president may
devolve, or any sovereign of a foreign
country, or shall attempt to-kill ary
of the persons named, shall suffer death:
that any person who shall aid, abet, ad-
vise or counsel the killing of any of the
persons named, or shall conspire to ac-
complish their death, shall be impron-
ed not exceeding twenty years; that any
person who shall threaten to kill, om
advise or counsel another to kill the °
president or any official on whom the
duties of president may devolve, shall
be imprisoned not exceeding ten years;
that any pemson that shall wilfully aid
in the escape of any person guilty of
any of the offences mentioned shall be
deemed an accomplice and shall be pun-
ished as a principal. The secretary of
war is directed to detail from the reg-
ular army a guard of officers iad men
to protect the president “without any
unnecessary display,” and the scae-
tary is authorized to make regulations
as to the dress, arms and equipment
of such guards.

JOE RYAN'S’- SMELTER.

Among the Trail visitors are Mautfice
Gintzburger, of the Monitor mine, who
is here looking after some ore ship-
ments from that property. He says it is
the company’s intention to kéep up ship-
ments at the mate of 100 tons per month
for the ensuing year. Ome interesting
piece of news which Mr. Gintzburger
brought down was the fact that Joseph
Ryan, formerly a resident of Rossland
and Trail, is promoting a smelter scheme
for Sandon. Mr. Ryan’s compamny in-
tendg erecting a lead smelter with a
capacity of 50 tons per day and nego-
tiations toward certain exemptions and
privileges are now on foot with the city
of Sandon. It is claimed that Mr. Ryan
is backed by ample capital to erect his
proposition.

ORE FROM NELSON, WASH.

The first shipment of ore from the

If the re-
turns are as satisfactory as anticipated,

(Special to the Miner.)

TRAIL, B. C., March 20.—The Trail
refinery, the first silver-lead refinery in
Canada, is now completely under cover.
Necessary tanks are being built and
the machinery and electrical apparatus
will soon be installed. Already several
pounds of pure metallic lead have been
turned out in the smelter laboratory by
the new process. The plant is being
erected on the site of the old brickyard,
about 300 yards north of the works,
and, as has been stated, it will be to
some extent- simply experimental. So
soon as it can be shown that sufficient
bullion is obtainable to insure its com-
mercial success it will be enlarged.

Thus it is that the Trail refinery will
be the first to take advantage of the
bourity granted by the Dominion gov-
ernment of $5 per ton on;all pig lead
produced and refined in Canada. It
will, in many ways, encourage the pro-
duction of silver-lead ores and enable
the Canadian smelters to compete with
those across the line. With the ad-
justment of the tariff, which the dele-
gation to Ottawa will endeavor to se-
cure, it will also encourage the market-
ing of Canadian lead in Canada by
inducing some company to use it in
the manufacture of paint. The metal
markets were unsatisfactory last year,

srik€ and frog purchasing products
by the employer engaged in the strike
or lockout.
. All these matters are fully dealt with
in the quotations I have made. They are
one and all clearly illegal acts. They
are not countenamced in any civilized
country in the world and why should
matters of this kind affecting the wel-
fare and peace and good name of our
province be legalized by the legislature
of British Columbia?

And by way of capping the climax
in the fifth and final clause of his bill,
Mr. Curtis introduces what is necog-
nized as most pernmicious legislation,
namely, making the provisions of his
bill retrospective and declarative of the
existing law.
