Price Cut In Two But Royalty
to Be Charged.

RATE TO BE FIXED LATER

By Special Order In Council — Other
Minerals Reserved —Takes im-
mediate Effect.

At the office of the crown timber and
land agent an important order was re-
ceived thig morning covering the sale
to individuals and companies of coal
lands. -

The order is sent from the depart-
ment of the interior and 1s given from
that  department umnder date of Feb-
ruary 8.

It provides that upon the recommen-
dation of the commjssioner of the Yu-
kon territory public lands upon which
coal has been located will be sold at
the rate of $20 an acre where anthracite
coal is discovered and at $ro per acre
where ali other classes of coal are con-
cerned. These rates are exactly one-
half the price formerly charged.
| The entire price may be paid at the
time the purchase is made or terms of
one-quarter cash and the balance
three equal installments are offered.

Was Most Able, Complete and Com=
prehenslve ~ Congratulated Can-
ada on Her Great Prosperity.

Ottawa Feb. 7.—Owing to national
mourning the ceremonies connepted
with the formal opening of parliament
by Lord Minto today were of a quiet
and [unpretentious character. There
was of course the usnal escort and guard
of honor, but crape drapings and em-
blems of mourning everywhere ap-
parent threw a damper on the whole
proceedings. 3

The ' gallefies of the senate were
filled, but there were very few on the
fidor of the chamber when his excel-
lency the governor general delivered
the following speech form the throne:
Honorable Gentlemen ‘of the Senate,
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
Since our last meeting the empire
has been called on to lament the demise
of her late Majesty Queen Victoria.
The universal regret and sympathy-
with which the t idings of her decease
have been received through the entire
civilized world afford the best testi-
mony to the manner in which she has
at all times discharged ber duties, both
as a woman and as a sovereign through-
out her unprecedentedly long and glori-
ous reign, and T will venture to add
that in no portion of her vast. territory
weré these sentiments more profoundly
felt than in the Dominion of Canada.

You will, I am sure, take every ac-
tion to express your symputhy with the
royal family in their bereavement and
your loyalty to the new sovereign,

The Canadian contingents in South
Africa bave nearly all returned, and it
affords me a very great graification to
be able to assure you that the valor
and good conduct of our Canadian sol-
diers have called forth the highest en-
comiums from the several commanders
under whom they have served during
the arduous contest.

The union of the several provinges
of Australia into one confederation
upon lines closely resembling those on
which our own Dominion has been es-
tablished, marks another important
step towards the conseolidation of the
empire,and, I am well assured, will call

Not but happiness
gives satisfaction to the soul.

Thomas Carlyle spent his life in
scolding the human race for trying to
be happy. His diatribes should have
been aimed only at those who ‘are to6l-
ish enough to try to find happiness in
pleasure.,

Happiness is to be found in congenial
work, in a regular avd well spent
life, in obscurity and retirement, in
sound . and true friendship, and -espe:
cially in the love of a man and a
woman who thoroughly appreciate each
other. ‘

For instance, Carlyle abused money
making, that chief occupation of mod-
ern life, ‘which most people pursue in
order to attain the great end, happi-
ness.  But ‘meén may find pleasure in
money grabbing, not happiness. Car-
Iyle mistook pleasure for happiness.
His dyspéptic state prevented him from
enjoying any pleasure, and - his sour
disposition any happiness, and, like a
man who cannot eat a dinner loves to
lecture another who enjoys a good di-
gestion, he scolded and snarled. Now,
mankind bas never been improved by
scolding and that is why tne writings

bhave passed over the heads of the
buman race and done no good. Man
has ever been, is and ever will be in

search of the solution of the great, the
only problem of life—happiness—and
what he wants is thinkers and writers
who will help him to find it. Carlyle
treated the human race very much as
he treated his wife. He wrote beauti-
ful love letters to her, but never said
a kind ot sweet word to her, which
might have helped to make her happy.
There is something very unsatisfactory,
inconclusive about a blind man dis-
coursing on color, and a dysdeptic one
on pleasure and happiness. No doubt
the greaest source of happiness in this
world is to be found in the love and
devotion of a man and a woman. You
may find it in every sphere of life, hut
more particularly in that flittle cottage
covered with ivy, jasamin and hoiey-
suckle which seldom attracts the atten-
tion of the passer-hy. Happy the one
whose nest is hidden from the crowd.

Now, what wi!l especially help a man
and a woman to find happiness in Jove?
Many, many thing swill help, but most
!especiﬂlly the artistic temperament,
that temperment which can be cultivat-
ed and developed, and which will cause
the man and the woman to always look
for the beautiful, for the enjoyment of
the soul and the heart at the same time
as that of the body.
