Young stated that $467 had been 
expended on the streets for improvements 
in various parts of the town. This in­
cluded operations at the corner of Pros­
pect street and Central avenue, cleaning 
Main Street, mowing grass and weeds 
in gutters, repairing bridges, etc. In 
the discussion which"followed it came out 
that $2847 had been expended in this 
department so for this year.

For the Water Committee Coun.
Peck reported an expenditure during 
the month of $45.80. Concerning the 
application of Mr. H. Troyte-Bullock to 
have the water extended to his property' 
outside the town limits the committee 
asked that the responsibility for the 
diejsion should he assumed by the 
Council. It was reported that a settle­
ment had been made with the Trask Co., 
and that a tower had been at last secured 
for the new fire-alarm and would be 
erected at the rear of the electric-light 
station. Coun. Peck also gave an in­
teresting account of a recent visit to 
the water-shed lands and of conditions 
there.

Coun. Wheaton", for the Sewer Com­
mittee, reported that $7.25 had been 
spent during the month and referred 
to the overflow of the sewer at some points 
on Front street, owing to the recent 
heavy rains.

Coun. Whidden, for the Police Com- 
mittèe, reported that $65 had been col­
lected in license fees and $21.30 in fines 
during the month and that $50 had been 
expended on account of that department.

The chief increases in membership 
are, as were expécted, in the Prairie 
Provinces, which will send elèven more 
members to Parliament after re-dis­
tribution than they do now. The decreases 
are in Nova Scotia and Ontario. The 
Province which gets the largest increase 
is Saskatchewan, with five, while Al­
berta is a close second with four.

It is not certain whether the Yukon 
will retain its separate representation 
after re-distribution. That territory was 
first given a member by Act of Parlia­
ment in 1902. At that time there was a 
population of 27,219 in the territory, but 
at the present time it is only 4,157.

According to an announcement made 
by the Premier at the close of Parliament, 
a re-distribution bill will be introduced 
at the next session in January.

As for alcholic liquor in shock Dr. H. 
C. Wood, of the medical school of the 
University of Pennsylvania said long 
ago:—“I am perfectly sure that a large 
dose of alcohol in shock puts a nail in 
the coffin of the patient, "

Alcohol is dangerous in shock because 
it robs the body of heat, and a decrease 
in temperature is the thing to be most 
avoided in shock. The patient must be 
covered warmly, the limbs rubbed with 
hot flannels, hot water bottles or electric 
pads put around him, and warm drinks 
given as soon as he can swallow, hot 
milk being the best.

For heart failure beef extract is a use­
ful stimulant, also hot drinks of any kind. 
The very act of swallowing the spittle 
it is now known will start the heart action. 
The application quickly of alternating 
hot and cold to the heart and to the spine 
is approved as a measure of great value.

For exposure to cold, warm blankets, 
hot drinks as soon as they can be swallow­
ed and a hot bath where possible is a good 
treatment. The warmth of other bodies 
will be needed when away from other 
means of heating. Alcohol,may kill as 
it reduces Uk tetnjggggfk 1 
in cold regions have thoroughl 
this. All authorities on snakebite now 
say that many men have died from whis­
key given who might have recovered from 
the bite.

The American Medical Association in 
1917 passed resolutions against the use 
of alcohol both as a beverage and as a 
medicine. Those physicians who 
tinue to prescribe whiskey in the fact of 
scientific condemnation of this drug 
do it because they make money from the 
prescription, or because of personal liking 
for this agent, or from blind adherence 
to old notions.

The researches of science have shown 
it tobea heart depressant, nota stimulant; 
a breaker down of body tone instead of a 
tonic; a poison, not a food in any true 
sense. Instead of its being a preventive 
of disease it has been proved to be a hin­
drance to the formation of anti-bodies 
by its poisonous action on the white 
blood-cells whose work it is to destroy 
infectious germs. It is known now abso­
lutely that alcohol weakens resistance to 
disease. Many persons might have escaped 
death by the influenza had they known 
and heeded this teaching of science.

use science has re­
vealed the truth ibout alcohol that ii 
is being abandoned as a therapeutic agent, 
but also because now the physician*has 
available many drugs that were unknown 
years ago.

When you begin to find worms sprinkle 
on the cabbage black pepper.

Equal parts of wood ashes and salt 
will mend a crack in a stove; just moisten 
with water.

A hot shovel held over varnished 
furniture will take out white spots.

A mop wrung as dry as possible from 
water in which has been put a spoonful 
of ammonia -will clean the sick room floor.

Put a pinch of salt in milk when fresh 
and it will not sour So quickly.

I find a common putty knife very use­
ful around the sink for many purposes, 
such, for instance as getting into corners, 
scraping dishes, etc.

Try making your own shelf paper. 
Cut stripe of white oil cloth the desired 
width. Scallop the edge by tracing around 
a spool on wrong side of cloth. Be sure 
the spool is on the very edge each time. 
Its only necessary to trace half way 
around the spool. I find a silketeen spool 
the best. This is easily kept clean and 
looks neat.

Milk and butter can be kept cool if 
the dishes that hold them are covered with 
a wet cloth. As 'the cloth dries, Wet 
it again, or keep it wet by setting the 
dishes in a pan of water with the ends 
of the cloth always in the water.

-Cover the tiny tray under the burners 
of your gas range with newspaper: 
if anything boils over it is very easy to 
put in a clean one.

To remove smoke stains from kettles, 
rub well with kerosene and afterwards 
wash as usual.

SPRINGS AND SPRING OILMORE CARE. FEWER THEFTS GRINDING OFF TIRE TREADS

A graphite oil or even flake graphite 
mixed in with the regular oil helps mater­
ially in oiling the springs as this will not 
work out from between the leaves 
quickly as regular oil.

After thq springs have been lubricated 
between the leaves, make it a point to 
put some oil on the sides of the springs 
periodically and you will find that you 
will ride much easier and there will be 
much less danger of breakage.

You will find on the market

4f the owner will exercise reasonable 
care in taking the key of his car with him 
when leaving it, even for a short time, he 
will reduce to a minimum the chances of 
having his car stolen. But this does not 
necessarily mean that his auto wil1 not 
be stolen, for crooks sometimes outwit 
even the most careful owners. A crook 
may watch a car for weeks until he be­
comes thoroughly familiar with the 
habits of an owner. The crook learns how 
long the owner leaves his car at certain 
places. He may be able to get a key that kinds of spring covers, the idea or pur- 
fits it and thereby get away with his 
booty rather easily.

A crook may have an accomplice who 
works with him. The accomplice may 
come along at a prearranged time and 
with the help of the crook/tow the car 
away as though it were disabled and was 
being taken to a garage for repair.

What auto thieves do with stolen cars 
depends upon the motive of the thief.
Usually the thief is bent on securing a 
financial reward for his work He may 
take the car to a garage where he changes 
the license number and the engine number.
He may paint it some new color. He may 
alter the external fixtures. The result the 
owner would find hard to recognize. Then 
the crook will undertake to sell his newly 
acquired machine fo what he can get 
which is apt to net him a good profit on 
the deal.

Any man who caught himself cutting 
his tire tread with' a file would voluntarily 
apply for admission to the nearest re­
treat for the feeble-minded. Yet the 
sanie man will lock his brakes and slide 
ten feet and think nothing of it So 
many motorists confuse their tires with 
skates. Instead of looking ahead for ob­
stacles, and checking the car slowly by 
closing the throttle with the clutch en­
gaged, they wait until they are right in 
the middle of an emergency and then 
jam cm the brakes. They never stop to 
consider these little slides with the brakes 
locked until they notice spots where the 
tire tread is worn through to the fabric. 
Even where the tread is not scraped 
through to the Jabirc. tire men point out 
that then are flat places left in the tread. 
Then, as the car proceeds, these flat 
places, they explain, pound away on the 
road like a flat-wheeled trolley, killing the 
mileage in the tire.

Cw Owner is Protected in Event of 
Accident

While police statistics prove that the 

fault in approximately 80 per cent, of 
aCK-called motor accidents is not the motor- 
fat’s, still, under inequitable laws that 
«till obtain in most, if not all, of the pro­
vinces, the onus is placed on the motor- 
i*t of disproving guilt. However guilt­
less the motorist may be, it is not in­
frequently impossible for him to es­
tablish legally Jiis innocence. Litigation, 
In any event, is a costly matter, both in 
money and time. As the cost of auto- 
mobile insurance seldom exceeds the cost 
t>f retaining a solicitor and of court fees, 
motorists generally would be well ad­
vised to take out automobile insurance. 
Consider: Last year alone more than one 
Car in every forty in Toronto was stolen. 
Your car may be next.

With a hazard of one chance in six 
Of having one’s car in an accident and 
more than one in forty of having it 
Stolen during the year, automobile in­
surance at double cost would seem cheap. 
Few motorists can afford to have a 
judgement of several thousand dollars 
imposed on them as a result of an acci­
dent, yet the only way to eliminate such 
« possibility is to insure against it. The 
Toronto statistcs are employed as a 
basis of expectancy in the foregoing be­
cause they are so conservative. Had 
Montreal records for the past year been 
taken the anticipating picture would be 
roughly a 50 per cent, black one.—By W.

This disease is first seen on potato 
plants about the latter part of July, 
with the mostsevere effects from the middle 
of August to the first week in September, 
The leaves exhibit a burning ât their 
tips and margins, later the whole top with­
ers and the plant die : prematurely. This 
condition h most noticeable in hot, 
dry, windy weather and particularly 
during period of dry and sunny weather 
following rain.

With regard to the cause of this dis­
ease, there is much difference of opinion, 
and several aged es have been suggested 
as responsible for the burning of leaves. 
The effect of excesive evaporation of 
water from the surface of leaves in ex­
treme heat and sunshine with the con­
sequent death of certain cells in the leaf, 
has been uggested as the cause of tip 
burn. Other authorities claim to have 
definitely demonstrated that the potato 
leaf hopper is the cause of tip burn; 
thus the name “hopper bum ”, which 
is also applied to this disease. More 
recent investigators associate the leaf 
hopper with the disease, but claim that 
there is some “specific”, either normal

This was shown by the fact that tip 
bum could be produced by inoculating 
macerated leaf hoppers into potato leaves.

The regular Bordeaux mixture spray 
has been found to be beneficial in the 
control of this disease. Those believing 
in extreme heat and sunshine as the prin­
cipal causal agency, associate this control 
with the layer of Bordeaux mixture on 
the leaf acting as a protection from severe 
evaporation, 
destroys the hopper and again the spray 
is also supposed to act as a deterrent 
for the hoppers.

In any case the Bordeaux mixture has 
been demonstrated as capable of arresting 
the development of the burning and this 
is but further proof of the importance 
of careful and systematic spraying of 
potato plants.
