Was the Fastest Pacer —Hamburg Belle’s Average Was 2 02 13-20.

Her opportunity came during the Blue

meetings. The two great trotters, Uhlan
nd Hamburg Belle, met in their first
Imatch race, the mare winning in straight
lheats. Hamburg Belle's time was 2.013
nd 2.013§. This constituted the world’s
record, the fastest two heats ever trot-
ed in a race.
On the strength of this wonderful per-
formance H. M. Hanna, of Cleveland,
jpurchased her, paying John E. Madden
the high price of $50,000.

It is a large fish,
feet in length and weighing 164
jounds. They swim about usually in
in rough and windy weather
ith the huge fine above the water.
It is a favorite food fish and the
catch is nearly 2,000,000 pounds.
il fish is caught by means of

od fish known as a dol-

phin or dorado is sometimes caught
in a curious way. The fishes congre-
gate under a decoy bush and raft
made of bamboos, and are then caught
by hooks baited and squid.

Or the decay bush is surrounded by
a seine net and the dolphins are
driven by beating the surface of the
water with sticks. This fish is eaten
both fresh and salt and is as great
a favorite in Western Japan as the
salmon is in the Northeast.

NO NAVY.

Petition of the Dreadnoughters to
Sir Wilfrid.
Prefer te Have the British Fight
Their Naval Battles.

(Canadian Courier.)
“We don’t want to fight, but by jingo!
if we do,
We've got the men, we've got the ships,
we've got the money too.”

-From an absurd and disloyal old
ballad.
To the Right Honorable Bir Wilfrid
Laurier, G. C. M. G., P. C., Prime

Minister of Canada, and President
of the King's Privy Council:

The petition of the
uumbly showeth:

That whereas there are those in both
Parliament and press, as well as among
the Canadian public, who believe that
Canada’s contribution to an imperial
navy should take the form of ships,
built, manned and maintained in Can-
ada; we, the undereigned, believe that
such contribution by Canada to the de-
fence of the Empire should take the
form of momey with which ships may
be built. manned and maintained in the
United Kingdom, for the following rea-
sons:

First.—We are not yet sufficiently
advanced in Canada in the art of self-
government to elect men competent to
administer the affairs of a navy. We
are merely colonial. subsisting politi-
cally by the consent of an Imperial Par-
liament, whereof our own Parliament is
but an unworthy offshoot. destitute of
traditions and of statesmen. wholly
Iacking in the initiative of self-govern-
ment,

Second

undersigned

Canada is not a maritime
nation. She has but three of her boun-
dary lines exposed to ocean tides and

seafaring <hips: with but one river on
the east capable of carrring men-of-war
»5 far as the city of Montreal. whioh
though the commercial metropolis of
Canada. is a village not worth while to
defend in time of war. with merely four
great lakes along part of the southern
boundary hetween us and the United
States, under whose flag we should have
the protection of a navy built. manned
and maintained in America, and subject
to the Monroe doctrine. Neither are our
Canadian people sufficiently maritime
in their habits to furnish <ailors for
=hips built and manned in this country;
in token whereof we submit that our
thousands of fishermen on the Atlantic
as well as those upon the great lakes
and the Pacific are by no means pro-
ficient. in nautieal art and not to be con-
sidered capable of learning the business
of men-of-war.

Third.—In the event of a war im-
perilling the eXistence of the empire,, we
should prefer to fight by means of
Dreadnoughts manned by English, Trish
and Secotch substitutes whom we are will-
ing to pay out of our abundant revenues
to face the common enemy, in order
that we may be left free to till our
fields, exploit our forests and mines, and
operate our factories in perfect peace
as becometh a loyal eolonial people earn-
estly engaged in building up the out-
posts of the empire.

Fourth.—The establishment of a Can-
adian navy will Jead to the building of
shiprards in this country; which as a
landfaring population we object to for
the following good and sufficient rea-
sons:

(a) We are creditably informed that
most of the money invested m the ship-
building industry will pe furnished by
English capitalists; and as a young, ag-
gressive and self-reliant people we are
naturaly averse to letting the English
capitalist do more than furnish funds
for the building of railways and the
financing of civie debentures, preferring
to secure the bulk of our industrial cap-
ital from the United States, who are our
neighbors and are already engaged in
building factories in our midst much
more effectively than could be done by
British industrial capitalists. Moreover

. we prefer to think that the day is not
far off when Canada will be isolated
from the mother country; when the man
from New Zealand so beautifully de-
picted by TLord Macaulay will sit and
_sketeh the ruins of Tondon bridge—in

ly a vast deserted village, while we in
Canada will have become a prosperous
independent nation subsisting without
war, or fighting altogether in the air
by means of airships.

(b) It having been already somewhat
bruited abroad that the Canadian (Gov-
ernment is in favor of establishing ship-
yards for the building of w ips, cer-
tain cities and towns are becoming en-
gaged in an unhealthy and ungodly riv-
alry, not in the the Province of Quebes
upon the River St. Lawrence, but as wei{
upon the Atlantic coast and im the Pro-
vinces of New Brunswick and Nova Seo-
tia; which as a contented, unaggressive
people we are inclined to view with
alarm, believing that pastoral stagna-
tion is much preferable to industrial
rivalry.

(¢) The said industry will incline to
take much necessary work from highly
skilled mechanics iu the United King-
dam end place it in the hands of Cana
dian workmen—which is unpatriotic; or
it wili tend to compel the migration of
workmen from the United Kingdom to
Canada, which also is inimical to the
principal that Canada exists for Cena-
dians alone and is not dependent upon
imported labor whatsoever.

(d) The general tendency of the said
industry will be to augment the manu-
facturing inetrests of a country which
was intended by nature and destiny to
be purely agricultural; which design of
nature we have already begun to sub-
vert in an unholy manner by pushing our
manufactures far towards a premier

Fifth.—The history of nations conclu-
sively shows that the establishmen: of
the warship-building industry inevitably
leads to the building of ships for the
mercantile marine; by reason of the fact
that once a country has got ships of war
it is more worth the while to have ships

of trade and commerce as an object of
protection; and this country has in
stinctively decided to discourage the fur
therance and extension of our mercantile l
marine; in token whereof we would re-
spectfully point out that two yvears ago
the total mumber of commercial ships
registered in Canada was only 7,528 with
a total net aggregate tonmage of 100.-
000 toms.

Sixth.-~The voting of money by a
COanadian Parliament for expenditure by
the Parliament of Great Britain em
bodies the principle of taxation without
representation, which in 1776 was the
direct cause of the Amevican Revolation,
whereby Great Britain turned a resuess
colony into a great commercial rival,
thereby benefiti nfﬂu‘ Empire. )

Seventh.—We believe that the building
of warships in Canada to be manned,
maintained and operated by Canadians
has the tendency to cause this people
from coast to coast to take more and
more self-conscious pride in their estate
as a nation; which in a young people is a
token of undue arrogance and in a col-
ony covering an area the size of Europe,
not to be tolerated or encouraged.

For all which abundant ,reasons we
petition that the Canadian Parliamerd
shall vote money and not ships to the
Imperial navy.

Dead Principal of Buffalo School

A Former Hamilionian.

Qi the late James C. Maddigan, form-
erly of this city, whose death took place
in Buffalo a few days ago, the Buffalo
News says: Principal James C. Maddi-
gan. of Public School Ni. 4, on Elk
street, died at his home, 318 Herkimer
street, at 5 o'clock yesterday morning.
The direct cause of death was typhoid
fever, with which he was stricken in
August. He had suffered perialically
for some time, having been in the hospi-
tal last year, and some of his trouble
was due to a severe injury received in a
football game when in college, though
that. is not known to have been a serious
factor in his fatal illness.

He is survived by his mother, Mrs.
Eilen Madigan, five sisters, Mrs. (Dr.)
Frank Drake, Mrs. Hourigan, Misses
Agves and Vera Maddigan, of this wity,
and Mrs, Hugh Sweeney, of Hamilton,
Ont.; also three brothers, Fred M. and
John M., of Buffalo, the latter superin-
tendent of the Buffalo Structural Steel
Cowpany, and Edward, of Winnipeg,
Man.

James C. Maddigan was born in
Hamilton 28 years ago, and moved to
Buffalo with his father's family when
a lad of 12, the father dying five years
ago. He was graduated from No. 26
public school. Masten Park hi
schiool, and Hobart College, Geneva, the
latter in 1905. It was while a student
at Hobart that he received the injuries
in a football contest from which .he
ever afterwards suffered. He was ath-
letic by taste and had been a leading

member of the Masten park football-
team.

Coliege, Jacksonville, 11, Mr. Mad-
digar returned to Buffalo, and was

elected principal of No. 25 school,
lLewis street, mnear the stockyards.
When Principal James P. McDonough
was transferred to No. 24 last fall, Mr.
Maddigan took his place - as printipal
of the larger school on Elk street,
which has a registration of 800 and
an average attendance exceeding 600.
He taught also last winter in the night
school of the Technical High. One of
his “hobbies” was manual training
and he had the happy knack of im
parting his enthusiasm and skill to
the students. He was particularly
hardy with machinery and constructed
a good working motor boat wholly un
aided

Personally Mr. Maddigan was one of
the most genial of men and he had a
host of friends. He took part in the
social activities of the community
and was a leading member of the
Maccabees and the Knights of Colum-
bus.  Superintendent Emerson was pro-
foundly stirred by the sad news

“Mr. Maddigan,” he said to a re-
porter, ““was a young man with a
career before him. He was alert, en-
thusiastie, faithful, progressive and

doubtless wounld have attained to great
eminence in his professsion.

HURRICANE

IN JAMAICA.

Beny Pernons Drwwaed sl Groat
Damage to Property.

Heavy Rains, Great Gale and Dis-
astrous Landslides,

Thsainde of Acreo.of Fralt Tress
Levelled. :

Kingston, Ja., via Holland Bay, Nov.
12.—1It has been raining here practically
without cessation for the last five days.
The storm has been unprecedented in
violence, and the damage to agriculture
has been enormous. The highways have
been destroyed and all railroad and
tramway transportation has been sus-
pended. Business is at a standstill and
the cables have been interrupted since
Monday evening,

Many cases of drowning are reported,
while the property damage is incalcula-
ble. Communication from point to point
on the coast is possible only by boat.
Owing to the failure of the telegraph
and telephone wires details of the dam-
age done in the interior are not yet
available.” From the meagre facts ob-
tainable it is known that landslides have
occurred throughout the north and that
in the northeastern section of the island
railroad bridges had been washed away
and tunnels blocked, completely stop-
ping all railroad movements. It is be-
lieved that train service in the northern
portion cannot be renewed before two
weeks.

Instances of the loss of life are re-
ported, though no estimate of this can
be safely made. The power house of the
electric power company here is under
water and 600 feet of the company's
pipe has been washed out of the ground.
The largest bridge in Jamaica over a
waterway has been twisted and rendered
unsafe. The damage to property
throughout the island will probably
reach $5,000,000. S

Property in and around Kingston has
suffered severely, the damage sustained
thus far being estimated at $500,000.
The intake and the main culverts of the
city’s water supply system have been |
destroyed, and owing to the continued |
downpour it _has been impossible to ef- |
fect repairs. The recorded rainfall from
November 6 to November 10 was 48 in-
ches. There are no signs yet of the
weather breaking.

Communication was established to-day
with the north coast by steamer.

The military cantonment in the moun-
tains has been cut off from communica-
tion since last Saturday.

All telegraph wires are down, and mes-
sages are being sent from Kingston to
the cable hut by boat.

The banana plantations in the north
and northeastern portions of the island
have been badly hit by the storm.
Thousands of acres of trees have bheen
leveled and the fruit trade is at a com
plete standstill, as it is impossible to
get the bananas to the ports of ship-
ment.

No communication has been possible
between this city and interior points
since the sixth. There hav been many
deaths from the floods, it is believed,
and many maritime disasters, though
these cannot be definitely described.
Numerous sloops have been lost off the
coast. The Norwegian steamer Amanda !
and the Bradford, of the United Fruit
Company, went ashore at Port Antonio.
The steamer Amanda was floated with
out damage.

The survey ship Fagle, while going
alongside the Government pier to coal,
smashed into the wharf and ran aground.
She was not damaged. The British
cruiser Seylla, which was in port, was
not damaged by the storm.

The barque Avalon, ashore at Wood-
stock Point, went to pieces in the gale.
She belonged to the Atlantic Fruit Com

Toronto, Nov. 13.—That the officers
of the American Federation of Labor
who a year ago defied the injunction of
a United States court did so with a full
knowledge of the consequences  was
made clear by President Sam Gompers
yesterday in an address at the annual
convention at Massey Hall.

As the majority of the members of
the convention were serving on the
various Committees on Resolutions,
it was decided to adjourn until 9 o'-
clock this morning. During the after-
noon the committees met. Up till noon
over one hundred and twenty resolu-
tions had been handed in for considera-
tion. Many of these will be referred to
9ff1cialu and committees, but the most
important will be brought before the
convention and debated.

TO ENDORSE GLACE BAY STRIKE.

Alpong the most important of those
received was one from the Trades
and Labor Associations of Canada ask-
ing the Federation to endorse the strike
of the United Mine Workers in Nova
Scotia; one from the Trades anl Labor
Congress of Canada asking for the ap-
pointment of a special organizer  who
can speak both French and English to
work in Quebee¢ and eastern Canada, and
the International Union of
Bfewgry Workers asking that the con-
stitution of the A. ¥. of L. be chang-
ed “‘e0 that the Executive be not
permitted to interfere with the inter-
ral affairs of an international union
aad so that they may not use State or‘
central bodies to take sides in matters
‘o be adjusted by international

HAM, SOUTHERN STYLE.

Joil ham until tender, using two wa-
ters, skin and place in baking pan. Then
stick in the fat two dozen whole cloves
and sprinkle with brown sugar. Bake
an hour. It is delicious when sliced cold,

HAM AND EGGS.

Melt one tablespoonful of butter and
moisten it with one and a half cupfuls
of stale breadcrumbs. Put a layer of
crumbs in a small baking dish, then a
layer of minced ham, sliced eggs, and
cresm sauce alternately. The last layer
should be crumbs. Bake on top rack
of moderate oven twenty minutes.

BAKED LIVER.

Buy calf’s liver in a whole piece and
waslh and place in baking pan. Make
four slits across the top with-a sharp
knife and place a fat piece of bacon in
each. Sprinkle well with fine cracker
crumbs, salt and pepper to taste, and
add a little water. Bake for twe hours,
basting often and adding water as it
boils away.

MFEAT AND POTATO PIE.

Pure and slice ten potatoes and six on-
ions. Put them in a baking pan in layers,
wit't a sprinkling of salt and pepper on
each layer. Lay slices of salt or fresh
pork over the top, cover with boiling
water, and bake until done, turning the
meat once in a while and sprinkling
little flour on it, so it. will brown nicely,
just before it is served.

DEVILED STEAK.

One flank steak, one large onion, two
tablespoonfuls of butter, two table-
spocnfuls of butter, two tablespoonfuls
of flour, one tablespoonful of salt, one-
half teaspoonful of pepper, one teaspoon-
ful mustard, three tablespooniuls  of
vinegar, two cupfuls of hot water. Melt
the butter in a frying pan, slice the on-
ion and fry in the butter. Remove the
onior when brown, cut the steak to
pieces, dip in flour, and fry in.the but-
ter. Remoye the meat from the frying
pan and add to the butter the salt,
vinegar, mustard, and pepper. Then add
the hot water. Replace the steak in the
frying pan, cover closely, and let sim-
mer until the steak is tender. Dish on a
platter, pour the gravy over it, and gar-
nish with brown pototoes.

A WHIRLPOOL OF FIRE.
(By A Baunker).

The recent disturbance of the tele-
graphs throughout the world for a space
of several hours is surmised by scientists
to have been caused by a convulsive
outburst of electric energy in the sun
of exceptional magnitude, synchronizing
with a large ‘“‘sunspot’— (appareuntly
black, but reaily brighter than the
brightest flame we. can produce)—a
huge yawning gap hollowed deep down
into the body ot the sun; a terrible sol-
ar abysm (though not of exceptional
magnitude) computed to have been of
sufticient capacity to contain consider-
ably more than a hundred globes, equal

Cyclones of wild fire whirl and
rage in convulsive spasms; now sweep-
ing around the fiery gulf with terrific
energy; now f.\'ralmg and rotating, a
very whirlpool of glowing tongues of
flame: now with a throbbing quiver
merging with the blazing turmoil of
the encircling cliffs of fire. Hurricanes
and tornadoes of mighty flames swirl
hither and thither; vast jets of burs-
ing gases leap out of the abysm, high
into the aether, and brilliant eddying
cloud masses hover over the fiery disor-

der, whirled round and round and hith-_

er and thither by the cyclonic hurricanes
and whirlwinds. And now—and this
startling phenomenon, as observed short-
Iy before the magnetic storm which oc-
curred several vears ago, was believed
to be the immediate cause of the
“storm”—a vast, transplendent globe,
or sphere of, doubtless, electricity, of a
dazzling brilliancy far exceeding that of
the sun itself issues from the wall of
the fiery crater and flashes like a gigan-
tic meteor across to the opposite side,
literally a discharge of globe lightning,
the nucleus of which must have been a
magrnitude far exceeding that of the
earth itself, and so intense that, if
the theory be vorreet, it disorganized
the electricity of this planet, and per-
haps also of every other planet in the
solar system.

And if the energy of our own little
Juminary be =0 tremendous, what must
be that of some of the giants of the stel-
lar world—mighty Sirius, magnificent
Arcturus, or fiery Aldebaran! And vet
He who by His omnipotent flat created
them all, He “who made the worlds,” in
His infinite love towards His creatures,
in order to save them from the punish-
ment due to them for breaches of His
eternal laws.

I met a young woman at the home of a friend, and
for some weeks saw her from time to time. It is not
sgeemly, nor is it recessary, that I should go into un-
pleasant detalls of our acquaintance. Enough that I
have never had to reproach myself in any degree for
my share in it. The Incident was. brought to an
abrupt termination by a violent misunderstanding of
my intentions and motives on the part of the woman.

Urged to a Challenge.

“I thonght that the matter was over., Indeed, I had
almost forgotten it, when, some six years later, I was
almost drawn into a meeting with a man with whom
I had no possible grievance. It was sharply brought
to my notice afterward that the man concerned had
been deliberately urged to challenge me by this same
woman.

Bainbridge, more uneasy than he cared to show,
protested that Decatur's idea was fanciful and tried
to shake him from it with a bluff laughter. But the
great sea fighter only smiled calmly and held to his
position.

One would as
soon chose a blind and ancient dray horse for a duellist
as he,” insisted Bainbrldge.

Then his friend, arguing hard agalnst the qulet
fatallsm of Decatur's attitude, went over the whole
affair with Barron from its beginning, seekiug to
show that the latter lacked basis for a quarrel. His
account covered thirteen years, for so long had the
situation been developing.

In late June, 1807, the United States war ship Ches-
apeake set sall from Norfolk for the Mediterranean
under command of Commander Barron. As she
weighed anchor from Hampton Roads the Leopard,
fifty guns, one of the British fleet then lying in Lyn-
haven Bay, preceded her to sea. Outside the Ches-
apeake was halled and a letter sent aboard. The let-
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ter proved to be an order from the British vice ad- =
miral to search the Chesapeake for deserters from the
British navy. .

Barron refused to allow such a search and the Lee-
pard apened fire. - The Chesapeake, newly from the
shipyards, was not in full preparation for combat, and
Barron struck her colors. She was boarded, the crew
was mustered and four of them were taken as slleged
British deserters. When news of the outrage became

-public there was an outbreak of fierce Indignation and

a court of inquiry was appointed. Decatur served on
this court against his will. He informed Barron's
counsel that he bad already formed an unfavorable
opinion, but no protest was entered against him.

The finding was against Barron and he was sus-
pended from command in the navy for five years.
He engaged In the merchant service and at th~ end of
his suspeasion the War of 1812 was in progress. He
was very slow In reporting for duty and did not re-
turn to the United States until 1818. When, after this
delinquency, he sought restoration to the service he
was opposed by all the navy commissioners, and par-
ticularly by Decatur.

Barron had believed that Decatur was moved by
personal enmity from the first. He was confirmed in
this view b. his later disappointment. He protested
rather sharply. Decatur answered in a series of mild,
sane, reasonable letters, in which he gave in detail
his reasons for opposing Barron. He based them upon
feelings of public duty alone and distinctly disavowed
any hostility. After considerable correspondence Bar-
ron apparenfly was satisfied.

This was the story that Bainbridge went over in De-
eatur's Washington house that night, and he com-
clusively proved, to his own satisfaction, that the re-
newal of the correspondence could have no more se-
rious result than the first wordy Interchange. Decatur
did not differ with him further and his old friend had
quite argued himself into an easy state of mind again
before he took leave.

On January 16, 1820, Commodore Barron wrote De-
catur that whenever the latter would consent to meet
him he was at liberty to consider the communication
as a challenge. Decatur replied, naming Commodore
Bainbridge as the one fully authorized to act for him.
On March 8 Captain Jesse D. Elliott, representing Bar-
ron, conferred with Bainbridge on board the war ves-
gel Columbus, which then lay in the Potomac. The'
terms agreed upon were as follows:—

“It is agreed by the undersigned, as friends of Com-
modore Decatur and Commodore Barron, that the
meeting which is to take place hetween them shall
take place at nine A. M. on the 22d instant at Bladens-
burg, near the District of Columbia, and that the
weapons shall be pistols: the distance eizht paces o*
vards; that, previously to firing, the parties shall be
required to present, and shall not fire before the word
‘one’ is given, nor after the word ‘three:’ that the
words ‘one, two, three' shall be given by Commodore
Bainbridge.”

Heard with Despair.

On his way to visit his principal Rainbridge met
friends of Decatur, who eagerly inquired as to the
conditions of the agreement. When he told them of
the distance named ther were in despair. They re-
minded him that a short distance was all in the favor
of the older man and that Decatur, as the challenged
party, had the clear right to the advantage of a
greater space. Thjs view had escaped Bainbridge,
who hastened to explain his mistake to Decatur. The
latter had deliberately refrained from suggesting any
such advantage to his second and assured him that
he was satisfied. His one comment was:—

“Bainbridge, 'do you know that this i3 the four-
teenth anniversary of my wedding day?' Bainbridge
stoutly informed him that it was a good omen, but
Decatur shook his head.

When others remonstrated with him concerning the
terms he said:—"It is too late to make objections, If
other terms had been fixed it was my determination
not to return his fire. Now all I can do is to wound
him in a part not vital.”

“But you may pay your life for that,” sald one.

“I cannot help it replied Devatur. *“I wounld
rather lose my own life than take that of o fellow
creature against whom I have no il will.”

It was with sych sentiments and such intention that
Decatur drove with a few friends to the field at
Bladensburg which was the scene of so many deadly
conflicts. The opposing party was awalting them.
The ground sloped a little, and Commodore Barron,
who won the choice of stands, chose the lower end as
most favorable to hitting his adversary in a vital spot.
After the weapons had been loaded and they were in
position Bainbridge repeated the instructions and
warned them that he would count quickly.

‘““Have you any objection to saying them now as
you intend to give them?" asked Barron. Bainbridge
coiplied with the request.

The two men, ready for combat, were gallant and
dignified. Neither showed the least concerp or nery-
ousness. They eyed each other calmly for a moment.

“I hope, sir,” said Barron, addressing his opponent
in a steady voice, “that if we meet in another world
we shall he better friends than we have been in this.'

“1 have never been your enemy. sir,” returned De
catur calmly., As afterward pointed out, there wa®
an opening for a reconclliation here, but neither see-
ond made the necessary suggestion.

The spectators stood aside,

“Present!” shouted Bainbridge sharply.

Both duellists brought their weapons to a level and
took careful aim.

“One, two'—— began Bainbridge rapidly.

At the second count both men fired so exactly’ to-
gether that but one report was heard. Almost in-
stantly, as if a giant hand had seized him from below,
Barron sank to the ground. Decatur stood a mo-
ment, gazing at his adversary through the drifting
smoke wreath. Then he pressed a hand to his right
side and collapsed.

“I think I am mortally wounded.” he said as his
second rushed to him. *“I wish that I might have
fallen in defence of my country.”

It ‘'was found that the ball had passed through his
abdomen. Barron was wounded in the thigh, as De-
catur had planned. Decatur was raised and sup-
ported a short distauve, but could not endure the paln.
In their preoccupation his attendants had not observed
the direction they took, and when the naval hero sank
agaln he was lying almost by the sidé of Barron.
Barron belleved, as did his seconds, ‘that he also
would die. During the excitement that followed the
two men were left by themselves within a few feet of
each other. They carried on a conversation as they
lay there, both expecting death. What they sald has
never been known, but their tones were friendly. It is
likely that jn that moment the matter of llle"'lecret
agency"” was explained and forgiven.

Decatur died at half-past ten o'clock that night
after intense suffering - Barron recovered.

Suggestions in Electricity That
Will Help Many.

Ownerz of electric vehicles are often
used

puzzled by the different terms
for the' measurement of elect
rent. The words “amperes.”
and “watts” are quite meaningless
to the unitiated, and when an elecs
tric charging station makes a prica
for current of five ten cents per
kilowatt hour the average un;mrn(_.n'm
man doesn’t quite grasp its meaning.

or

To explain the term needs first a
clear definition and then a compari-
gon, says the Kansas City Journal.
Every one will understand that a cer-
tain amount of force must be used
to drive electric current through a
circuit. This force iz measured by
volts; thus we have 110 volt currents

and 220 currents, the one expressing
just twice the force of the other. But
the quantity of current passing
through a circuit depends upon the
force and the resistance, and so the
quantity is expressed by a different
term, viz., “‘amperes.’

Now the efficiency of the current
depends upon both force and quantity,
and to express this efficiency or unit-
ed actjon we multiply the force by tha
quantity—that is, the volts by the
amperes, and express the result in
watts. Thus 110 volts multiplied by
6 amperes is 530 walts, or 220 volts
multiplied by 5 amperes is 550 walts,

A kilowatt is of course 1,000 watts,
which is the equivalent of about 1’5
horse-power. In charging a battery
the lighting companies bill for tha
use of many watts for so many
hours. Thus, 1,000 watts for 10 hours
would be charged as 10 kilowatt hours,
which at 5 cents a kilowatt hour
would be 50 cents, a charge that seems
little enough for 10 hours’ use of 1'¢
horse-power.

But what a kilowatt hour is worth
may best be judged by what it will
do. Thus a kilowatt hour will lighs
twenty 16-candle power incandescent
lamps or two standard arc lamps for
one hour; it will pump one hundred
gallons of water to a height of twenty-
five feet; compress 470 cubic feet of
free air 100 pounds; drive an ordin-
ary passenger elevator 1,750 feet; print
2,500 circulars on a 15x21 Gordon press
or 1,000 sheets on a 32x47 cylindee
press; run a sewing machine for twen«
ty hoaurs; supply air for a ch

WORK OF SCENE PAINTER.

Miniature Cardboard Models Made of
Every Stage Setting.

The theatrical scene painter often
works in the playhouse itself, where you
will find him on a platform at the top of
a flight of iron stairs at the back of the
stuge. This platform extends across the
whole width of the rear wall
Kknown as the paint bridge.

In the centre of it is a table about 12
feet long and 3 feet wide, in some cases
covered with thick plate glass.
its edge is a row of earthen pots about
4 inches in diameter, filled with differ-
ent colored paints. The scenic artist,
owever, does not use “paint,” he al-
uys uses ‘“color.” This table is his
letfe.

He must have vast spaces for  his
wirk, as the great sheets must hang at
::ﬁl length. ¥or this reason the rear of

theatre stage, though bleak, dusty and
uninviting, is 2 commodious place. On
both sides of the paint bridfr you will
find various canvasses of different size.
Here will be an immense sheet cut to
the dimensions of a back drop, and on
the other side of the bridge you will find
smeller canvasses,

These are mounted on a small frame
and suspended by ropes worked by
neans of pulleys and windlasses, so that
each may be raised or lowered as the
artist wishes. Back of the paint bridge
is the supply room, where paint and
other materials are kept in wholesale
queuntities.

Here, too, the little models are made
that form so important a part of the
scenic artist’s work. r'he building of an
original stage setting is a matter of
much thought and considerable time. In
the first place, says the Green Book,
the artist reads the manuseript of the
play tobe presented, or elsc he receives
ideas from the author or manager as to
what is wanted.

There is a great difference in authors
—also managers. Some know to the last
tecl: in the carpet just the way the
scene must be built. Others have only
a vegue idea and leave most of the work
to the artist’s imagination.  Usually
the artist and  the manager and the
stage carpenter get together and map it
out,
