We
konow it is & time just now when we
have to be copstantly vigilant’ in order
to preserve the great advantage of sell-
government which we at present have the
privilege omenelsing; and we wonld
place oarselves in a better position to
demand that it should de coutinued to us
by shewing thiag like self-depend
ence. We mast do our part, the same
as all other British Subjects with respect
to self-defence—we are bound to do our
toewards the defence of this portion
of Her Majesty’s Dominions as long as
‘we are under the protection of her Flag
—and therefore we must be ready to
shew thet we are willing to bear some
taxation for the purpose of arming and
defending ourselves: Itis well for us
to ider that it is impossible for us to
evade that, and we should not, in a mean
spirit, wish to have our fellow-men in
Great Britain taxed to defend us while
we sit here free. That is an uomanly
foeling by which I hope we will not be
sctuated, and it is my opinion that we
will soon be called upen to put our Colo-
ny inastate of defence which will ne-
cessitate a large expenditure. Tae
British Goverafnént has been generous
towards us io ‘sendiog us Arms and Mi-
Jitary Aceoutrements, and the time may
come when we will be under the neces-
sity of applying for morte ot the muni-
tions of war. 1T so, T trust they will
act in thesame generons spirit towards
us, and ‘therefore, I hope we will not
step beyond dued bounds in advocating a
continuatice of payment of the Gover-
nor’s salary.~—that we will not ask them
to do more than they would be ex
in justiceto do. T do not see why this
Colony should be ealled upon to pay the
salary of the Governor, who is an officer
of the Crown, aud I have some musgiv-
ings as to the w.y this question has peen
renewed.

Aundwe fid that the same &ind.ol dis-
putes mui complaints had taken place be-
tween the ple of those colonjes sul
the Colonial Office, as have been going
on between this Island and the Secretary
of State, ] read not long ago, in s
Loudon paper, that a British Minister
had just returned from Paris, earrying
with him some copies of Dr. Franklin’s
correspondence. That led me to turn
over the papers of Dr. Fraoklin's diary,
and from it we may learn somethiog re-
specting the feeling which exists between
the Americans and British. I am sorry
that the people’s affecti hould be frit-
tered away in a similar manner by the
carcless indiflerence of the Colonial
Office, in reference to our land question.
Here is the language of Dr. Fraoklin,
vearly a century ago; he concludes a
communication to David Harbley, Esq.,
M. P., concerning the treatment of
prisoners of war, with tho followiug re-
mark and quotation :—

* In revising what I have written, I found
too much warmth in it, and was about to
strike out some Sarln; yet Ilet them go,
as they will afford you this one reflection :
* If A man naturally cool, and rendered still
cooler by old age, ir 50 warmed by our
treatment of his country, how much must
thos¢ pcurlc in general be cxasperated
against us! And why are we making in-
veterate enemies by our barbarity, not only
of the present inhabitants of a great coun-
try, but of their infinitly mere numerous
posterity, who will in all future ages detest
the name of Euglishman as much as the
children in Holland now those of Alva and
Spaniard.’ "
